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Electrical restructuring deadline for Texas passes

The deadline has passed for the 
end of Texas House Bill 1692, which 
was written by Rep. Warren Chisum, 
R-Pampa, in June of 2001 that 
exempted Xcel Energy from electric 
restructuring until at least Jan. 1, 
2007.

The 1 9 9 ^  Texas Legislature 
required restructuring of the electri­
cal market in Texas to allow cus­
tomers to choose their electric com­
pany, but the bill recognized that cer­
tain areas of Texas were better able 
to restructure in a timely manner 
than others.

Chisum gets 
session off 
withHBl

AUSTIN — The House of 
Representatives Appropriations
Committee’s newly appointed Chairman 
Warren Chisum, R - Pampa, introduced 
the Appropriations bill (HB 1) Thui^day.
House Bill 1 is the onl] ^ ___
Legislature IsTequired to pass before the 
end of the 80th Legislative Session.

“This budget is the product of fiscal 
responsibility and the increased efficiency 
of state government,” Chisum said. 
“While having this extra money will help 
us meet certain goals, it is important for us 
to continue to spend the taxpayers’ money 
wisely. I look forward to working with 
Vice-Chairman Guillen and the other 
committee members to bring a bill to the 
House floor.”

House bill 1 totals $147.6 billion, with 
$70.1 billion in general revenue. This is 
an increase of $5.2 billion or 3.7 percent 
when compared to 2006-07. This growth 
is less than 1.9 percent per year, far below 
the anticipated population growth plus 
inflation.

Public education funding will increase 
by $2.0 billion in general revenue to fund 
enrollment growth, enrichment, teacher 
pay raises, the high school allotment and 
teacher incentive programs. When the 
cost of property tax relief is taken into 
consideration, an additional $14.2 billion 
will be added to public education appro­
priations, making this area by far the 
largest function in the state budget.

Higher education will increase by 
approximately $600 million in general 
revenue to provide for enrollment growth, 
tuition revenue bond debt service, health 
care cost increases for Higher Education 
Group Insurance, start up funding for the 
El Paso Medical School, operating costs

Legislators realized that the 
Panhandle was one of the areas that 
would have dilficulty restructuring 
so House Bill 1692 was passed to 
allow more time for Xcel and other 
companies to pursue options.

The Electric Reliability Council of 
Texas (ERCOT) is the system opera­
tor for most of Texas. They control 
the flow of electricity on the trans­
mission and distribution infrastruc­
ture. It is their responsibility to 
ensure that each area of the system is 
getting adequate power.

According to Eric Woomer, direc­
tor for regional governmental affairs 
at Xcel Energy in Austin, there are a

few areas in Texas that are not served 
by ERCOT. They are the Panhandle, 
the El Paso region, far Northeast 
Texas and far Southeast Texas. These 
regions are served by four different 
utilities operating in four different 
control regions and some are by dif­
ferent system operators.

Wes Reeves, Xcel Energy Senior 
Foundation Representative in 
Amarillo, said that one reason for 
these areas not being part of ERCOT 
is the geographic isolation. The 
Panhandle has limited transmission 
infrastructure in this area and in 
order to allow another energy com­
pany to compete with Xcel, a huge

investment would have to be made to 
import more power plants, lines and 
poles. This endeavor would be so 
expensive that the new company 
would not be able to competitively 
compete with Xcel.

“Our goal is to keep prices down 
for our customers,” Reeves said. 
“We want to do whatever is best for 
our customers and right now we can 
keep costs down by being the only 
energy provider in this area. Another 
company coming in would have to 
build all new equipment at a huge

Janet McCracken, volunteer 
coordinator for BSA Hospice, 
said they are always in need of 
additional volunteers. People can 
volunteer on a regular basis at a 
set day and time or they can just 
donate their time and talents when

they are not busy.
“People are needed for a wide 

variety of duties,” McCracken 
said. “Our volunteers can go to 
the patient’s home and sit with 
them while a family member gets 
out and does errands or can read 
to the patient or help them write 
letters. Some volunteers prefer to 
help in other ways by working in 
our office doing filing for nurses, 
preparing patient packets or typ­
ing information into the computer 
database.”

McCracken said some people 
just like to volunteer at their annu­
al golf scramble or like to bake 
items to take to patients and nurs­

es.
BSA Hospice currently has 76 

active volunteers. McCracken 
said that may sound like plenty of 
people, but they cover a 10-coun­
ty service area.

“We like to have people from 
all different communities since 
our area not only includes Pampa, 
but also Dumas, Canadian, 
Borger, Wheeler and Clarendon.”

She said that a regulation states 
that S percent o f the hours worked 
by hospice employees has to be 
from volunteers.

Possible flu pandemic has city officials concerned

Ken Hall is worried about where 

to put 2,000 to 6,000 dead bodies.
State officials estimate that 

between 2,683 and 6,260 people in 
Pampa could die if there were a pan­
demic influenza outbreak. They esti­
mate that as niany as 207,000 people 
in the U.S. could die in such an out­
break and another 700,000 would 
have to be hospitalized.

Hall, Pampa and Gray County

emergency coordinator, said more 
than 9,000 people might have to be 
hospitalized in such an outbreak in 
Pampa.

In December, Hall said, he and 
City Manager John Horst went to a 
Texas Department of Health 
Services Class concerning pandemic 
influenza.

“I don’t know why the state and 
feds are pushing for people to train 
and plan for pandemic influenza,”

Hall said. “I don’t know if they see 
something coming our way.”

He said that he and other city and 
county officials are working on a 
plan to set up dispensing points for 
medicine and vaccinations.

“We’ll see how we can apply that 
to other situations, also,” Hall told 
the Pampa City Commission 
Tuesday afremoon.

He said that if there were a pan­
demic influenza outbreak by an

unidentified virus, it could spread 
around the globe in a few weeks.

“It could be a new virus,” Hall 
said. “Something that we’ve never 
seen before. If we had an influenza 
outbreak like that, it could take four 
to six months to come up with a vac­
cine because they cannon stop some­
thing that friey don’t know anything 
about.”

He said it could be catastrophic.

cost and that would not 
allow them to beat our low 
prices.”

He said that is the main 
reason that ChisUm and 
other legislators passed the 
bill to allow them not to be 
deregulated, to protect the 
customers.

The Amarillo and
Lubbock service area has 
one of the lowest electric 
costs in Texas, according to 
Xcel. Based on reports for 
November 2006, Xcel

Energy and Southwestern 
Public Service Co. charge 
$83.89 per 1,000 kilowatt 
hours. This is the second 
lowest price in this state. 
The Texarkana area was the 
lowest with $66.72 and the 
Abilene area was the high­
est with $162.93 per 1,000 
kilowatt hours. Most of the 
areas were higher than the 
United States average of 
$109.40.

“Since we have some of 
the lowest rates in the state, 
we feel that our customers 
would probably just like to 
leave things the way they 
are currently,” Reeves said. 
“But, in the hiture if  we see 
that it will benefit our cus­

tomers, we will be happy to 
compete with another com­
pany.”

If conditions merit, Xcel 
Energy could restructure 
since the bill deadline has 
passed.

“Restructuring would 
involve filing with the 
Public Utility Conunission, 
an extensive public hearing 
and review process, meet­
ing certain milestones relat­
ed to the sufficiency of the 
power grid as well as odier 
factors,” Woomer said.

Reeves said Xcel is under 
no obligation to restructure 
at this time and there is no 
legislation that would com­
pel them to restructure.

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5th grade teacher 
disciplined for 
showing R-rated 
movie in class

FORT WORTH, Texas 
(AP) —  An elementary 
school teacher has been dis­
ciplined after showing fifth- 
graders a 10-minute segment 
of an R-rated movie during a 
lesson on slavery.

On Jan. 25, Larue 
Washington showed her 
Ridglea Hills Elementary 
class parts of “Amistad” 
depicting slaves en route to 
the Americas, including a 
scene in which a character 
was stabbed, officials said.

Washington failed to fol­
low school board policy 
requiring commercial 
movies to be reviewed and 
preapproved by the school 
principal.

The policy also prohibits 
showing any portions of an 
R-rated movie, and the prin­
cipal would not have 
approved the film, said dis­
trict spokeswoman Barbara 
Griffith. Letters were sent to 
parents this week explaining 
what happened, Griffith 
said.

“Amistad,” released in 
1997 and starring Morgan 
Freeman and Anthony 
Hopkins, portrays the physi­
cal and emotional horror of 
slaves’ passage by ship in the 
1800s.

Washington, who has 
taught for 27 years, declined 
to comment.

Larry Shaw, executive 
director of the United 
Educators Association, 
defended Washington, say­
ing she was trying to give 
students a sense of what life 
was like on a slave ship. He 
said it’s not uncommon for 
teachers to forget to submit 
movie clips for approval 
because they assume they 
are not showing a whole 
movie for entertainment.

I haven’t any real idea of 
what Shawn Hombeck was 
forced to endure during his 
four-and-a-half years as a 
captive of an obviously 
deranged child abuser, but 1 
know exactly what he’s 
going through now at the 
hands of his parents.

During those years, you 
have to assume that he was 
probably sexually abused by 
Michael Devlin, who report­
edly had child pom material 
on his computer. Tragically, 
having escaped captivity and 
abuse he is now being 
abused by his parents.

Shawn’s parents have 
been dragging the boy from 
TV show to TV show, from 
interview to interview to 
interview. Four-and-a-half 
years this kid was held cap­

tive -  probably more mental­
ly than physically -  and now 
that he’s finally safe and 
home with his parents, he’s 
once again a captive, this 
time to the public’s insa­
tiable thirst for details of his 
ordeal, and to his parents’ 
determination to satisfy that 
thirst.

Without showing any 
reluctance to exposing 
Shawn to the red-hot glare of 
publicity, Shawn’s parents 
couldn’t wait to put him on 
view on the Oprah Winfrey 
show less than a week after 
his release.

I don’t care how warm 
and fuzzy Oprah Winfrey is, 
but when his parents allow 
themselves to be asked by 
the hostess if they think he 
was abused, while he is sit­

There is a rule about 

human behavior that was 
best expressed by an eco­
nomics professor to a night 
class at a junior college.

If the truth is allowed to 
come out, this case might 
explode one of the myths 
that fuel the hysteria over 
child abuse and pedophilia. 
Some years ago, this new 
hysteria hit the press, and a

The number 
of children 
abducted by 
sexual pred­

ators is thankfully very 
small. Most “missing” chil­
dren are runaways or 
involved in child-custody 
disputes. The number of 
child prostitutes and the 
extent of child pornography 
have been greatly exaggerat­
ed.

It is an undeniable fact 
that the older boy, Shawn 
Hombeck, was living volun-

tarily with Devlin. 
Neighbors assumed he was 
Devlin’s son. He had friends 
and had been picked up by 
police for violating a curfew 
and given a ride home. 
Obviously, the boy had plen­
ty of opportunity to escape, 
if that had been his desire.

It’s interesting that the 
Hombeck boy has offered no 
real explanation, and what 
he has said publicly hasn’t 
made any sense. One of the 
founding myths of the hyste­
ria about child abuse is that 
the child is always the help­
less victim. The fact is that 
in some cases, as apparently 
in this one, the child is a 
willing participant. As for 
the claim that Hombeck was 
intimidated into staying, it is 
unlikely that such intimida­
tion would last four years.

We have to remember that 
the definition of “child” is an

Victoria Advocate on ftmding for 

state parks:
Earlier last year. Gov. Rick Perry’s 

spokeswoman talked about selling off 
state parks to help trim the budget. That 
angered park supporters both inside 
and outside of the Texas Legislature.

Later in the year, when inadequate 
funding for the state parks system 
became a major issue in ^ e  gubernato­
rial campaign. Perry got religion on 
paries, pledging to boost the amount of 
money the Texas Legislature invests in 
them.

Now, it’s hard to know which side of

his mouth he’s talking out of.
On the one hand. Perry told the Fort 

Worth Star-Telegram, “We need to 
spend more money on our parks.”

On the other hand, the governor said 
in that same interview, “How much can 
we appropriately spend on them?”

The best way to answer that is to ask 
how much the parks need for basics 

'such deferred maintenance, replace­
ment vehicles and equipment, restora­
tion of reduced staff and operational 
hours, repair or replacement of col­
lapsed water and wastewater systems 
and reopening of closed facilities.

Then there are special needs such as 
securing adequate funding for the 
Texas State Railroad Park and the con­
tinued operation of the historic railroad 
between Palestine and Rusk.

Texas Comptroller Susan Combs just 
projected that the state will have “$14.3 
billion in new money to spend in the 
coming two years,” The Associated 
Press reported.

While the Grover Norquist crowd — 
the Perry allies who want to shrink 
state government until it is small 
enough to toss into the bathtub and 
drown — want to “give the surplus back 
to taxpayers,” some of this new fund­
ing should be used in ways to free up 
money from the spotting goods sales 
tax to boost ftuiding for the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife E)epartment.

State parks may not be at the very 
top of the list of funding priorities for 
the 80th Texas Legislature. The ever-

Churches are using 
Super Bowl Sunday 
to reach new people

MIAMI (AP) — 
Football’s faithful will file 
into house parties, bars and, 
of course. Dolphin Stadium 
on Super Bowl Sunday to 
observe their holiest of holy 
days. But they’ll also turn 
out in force at churches 
across the country, which are 
tapping the popularity of 
sports in hopes of saving 
souls.

Organizers of church- 
sponsored Super Bowl gath­
erings see the events as a 
departure from the formality 
of organized religion — the 
type of events that could 
make someone who doesn’t 
typically attend services feel 
more at home.

“It’s a way of reaching out 
into our community in a 
very informal, low-key way 
where we show people 
we’re regular Joes like they 
are without the pressure of 
church,” said Pa.stor Luis 
Acosta of Pines Baptist 
Church, a Southern Baptist 
congregation north of Miami 
in Pembroke Pines.

Pines Baptist has been 
holding Super Bowl events 
for a few years and expects 
about 300 people, mostly 
men, at its flag football 
game and watch party this 
year. The church drew about 
250 people to a block party 
Jan. 13 which featured NFL- 
themed games, former 
Dolphins players signing 
autographs and giveaways 
including a plasma televi­
sion.

Acosta said the church 
doesn’t take a heavy-handed

approach to nonbelievers 
who join in such events. 
There won’t be so much as a 
prayer at the Super Bowl 
Sunday event. If a guest 
enjoys himself, a member 
might invite him to a church 
social group meeting, then 
maybe a Bible study, then 
perhaps an actual service.

“We just follow God’s 
lead,” Acosta said.

Pastor Mike Pierce of the 
non-denominational Poplar 
Creek Church in the 

Chicago suburb of 
= Bartlett, 111., takes a 

similar approach. 
About 100 people will 
watch the game on the 
big screen in the sanc­
tuary. Like other 
church events — 
including a carnival, a 
play and a pig r )ast — 
it’s meant to simply 
create a friendly, fun 
environment, but not an 
overtly religious one.

“We don’t turn 
everything into a spiri­
tual event,” Pierce said. 
“Good, clean fun is still 
spiritual.”

Many pastors agree, 
simply trying to make 
their churches welcom­

ing environments for new 
guests. Carrollwood Baptist 
Church in Tampa has been 
holding a Super Bowl gath­
ering for more than 15 years 
and attendees have become 
so comfortable at the event 
that some bring recliners 
from home.

“1 like it because it’s very 
laid back,” said Robert 
Smith, a 32-year-old 
Rockford, 111., resident who 
has attended Super Bowl 
parties at Dominion 
Christian Center there. 
“There’s no pressure.”

Churches also are aware 
many people are unwilling 
to do anything other than 
watch the game on Super 
Bowl Sunday.

“We can offer a good 
event surrounding some­
thing the culture uses or we 
can just hold church and no 
one’s going to come,” said 
Jim Waters, an associate pas­
tor and minister to students 
at First Baptist Church in 
Milton in the Florida 
Panhandle.

Like many other churches 
holding Super Bowl events.

Pride often heralds the demise of power
In the Bible, we read a very interest­

ing story of a very successful king, one 
who conquered nations and provinces 
until his kingdom was very great in the 
world.

Seniors Brett Favre to return
for his 17th season

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP)
— Brett Favre will return for 
his 17th NFL season, unde­
terred by his injuries and 
hoping to lead the Green Bay 
Packers back to the playoffs.

“I am so excited about 
coming back,” the 37-year- 
old quarterback said today 
on the Web site of the Sun 
Herald in Biloxi, Miss. “We 
have a good nucleus of 
young players. We were 8-8 
last year, and that’s encour­
aging.”

Packers general manager 
Ted Thompson confirmed 
Favre had told the team he 
plans to return.

“The Packers are excited 
by his decision and look for­
ward to a successful 2007 
campaign,” Thompson said 
in a statement.

The team scheduled a 4 
p.m. EST news conference 
Friday.

“My offensive line looks 
good, the defense played 
good down the stretch,” 
Favre told the Biloxi news­
paper. “I’m excited about 
playing for a talented young 
football team.”

The news came as a sur­
prise to Packers CEO Bob 
Harlan.

“I hadn’t heard it, and I 
hadn’t seen the Biloxi paper
— not that I read the Biloxi 
paper every day,” Harlan 
told The Associated Press 
today.

Favre last left the field in 
an emotional scene in 
Chicago after leading the 
Packers to a victory to finish 
the season 8-8.

He has started 257 consec­
utive games including the 
playoffs, an NFL record for 
quarterbacks. Favre broke 
Dan Marino’s record for 
career completions (4,967) 
in 2006 and is closing in on 
Marino’s marks for career 
touchdown passes (420) and 
yards passing (61,361).

As he has done in the past 
several offseasons, Favre 
returned to his home in 
Mississippi after the season 
to deliberate about his 
future. Last year, Favre wait- : 
ed until late April to tell the 
team he was returning.

Favre complained about

< nagging injuries and the 
drudgery of practice toward 
the end of last season, then 
choked back tears as he 
talked about missing the 
game and missing his team­
mates in a television inter­
view immediately after the 
regular-season finale in 
Chicago — leading many to 
believe he intended to retire.

Apparently, he couldn’t 
resist one more chance to try 
to lead the Packers back to 
the playoffs after the Packers 
won their final four games 
and were in playoff con­
tention until the final week­
end of the regular season.

Favre has led the Packers 
to 10 postseason appear­
ances, six division titles, 
three NFC Championship 
games, two Super Bowls and 
one championship following 
the 1996 season.

Favre was acquired in a 
trade by former Packers gen­
eral manager Ron Wolf after 
one season as a backup in 
Atlanta in 1991. He complet­
ed his first NFL pass — to 
himself— on Sept. 13,1992, 
catching a deflection and 
losing seven yards.

The following week, he 
replaced injured starter Don 
Majkowski in the third quar­
ter and led the Packers to a 
come-from-behind 24-23 
victory over Cincinnati.

Favre started in place of 
Majkowski on Sept. 27, 
1992, beginning the streak 
he often has called his 
biggest personal accomplish­
ment. The 237-game regular- 
season streak is nearly six 
seasons ahead of the Colts’ 
Peyton Manning at 144.

Favre’s accomplishments 
include winning three league 
MVP awards — he shared 
1997 honors with Detroit 
Lions running back Barry 
Sanders — and throwing two 
touchdown passes in a 35-21 
victory over the New 
England Patriots in the 1997 
Super Bowl to give the 
Packers their first champi­
onship in 29 years. Earlier in 
that championship season, 
Favre spent time in thè 
Menninger Clinic in Topeka, 
Kan., battling an addiction to 
painkillers.

“State Rep. Harvey Hilderbran, R-

years rerouted most of it to other purpos­
es. Under Perry, the state’s park budget 
has declined while the general budget had 
gone up,” the Star-Telegram reported.

According to then-Comptroller Carole 
Keeton Strayhom last year, the sporting 
g(Kxls sales tax produced an annual rev­
enue of $100.6 million.

In 1993, the Legislature capped the 
amount of this tax that could go to state 
parks. The capfied amount would have 
been $32 million of that $100.6 million.

only $20.6 million.
The Texas state parks system -  600,000 

priceless acres that about 10 million peo­
ple visit every year -  receives less than 40 
percent of its annual budget fixMn the 
Legislature. Other states spend about 65 
percent, on average, in tax money to sup­
port their parks systems.

‘Texas ranks 49th among the SO states 
in per capita spending on" parks,” the 
Associated Press noted last year.

The correlation between the sales tax 
on sporting goods and state parks use is 

not perfect, but it nonethe- 
less is a strong connection. 
Finding a bc^er funding 
mechanism would be dif­
ficult to do. The key is to 
reduce the transfer from 
this funding source to gen­
eral appropriations, where 
it is used for anything but 
state parks.

The critical question 
finally is how much more 
the state parks system 

needs to make up for years of inadequate 
funding and resulting neglect and then to 
function at an appropriate level.

It is important to remember, as Perry 
may not, diat state parks contribute sub­
stantially to the economies of their host 
areas, particularly the ones in rural parts of 
the state. The underfunding of the parks 
system, with degradation of park fkcili- 
ties, can result in fewer visitors and fewer 
dollars pumped into those local 
economies.

If Perry listens to his allies in the 
Grover Norquist crowd, he’s likely to get 
a much different answer than if he listens 
to the people who use and truly appreci­
ate what once was -  and again should be 
-  the finest state parks system in the

arbitrary political decision made by 
adults. In the U.S., a person is a child 
until his or her 18th birthday, and there­
fore in many states sex with an adult 
before that age is illegal. But the so- 
called age of consent varies among the 
different countries of the world, and, 
regardless of politics, children become 
sexual beings with puberty. It might be 
better if all people were celibate until 
age 18, but anyone working with 
teenagers knows that it is not the case.

Child sexuality is not a simple matter

that should be dumped in the laps of the 
cops. 1 definitely disapprove of adults 
having sex with minors, and the older 
the adult, the more 1 disapprove. It’s a 
little different when the boy is 18 and his 
girlfriend is 17. Absent the use of force 
in such cases, I don’t think young lovers 
should be sent to prison for failure to 
resist temptation.

And what do you do about cases of 
voluntary relationships? One reason 
prosecutors have been slow to file 
charges against Devlin is. I’m sure, that 
they are trying to figure out a way to 
make Hombeck appear to be a complete­
ly helpless victim, when obviously that 
was not the case.

the Milton congregation will screen 
“Power to Win,” a video featuring 
Christian NFL stars, during halftime.

Some churches are using the Super 
Bowl as an opportunity to reach the 
poor.

A number of Nashville churches will 
host the homeless, feeding them, wash­
ing their clothes, letting them watch the 
game on big-screen TVs and giving 
them a bed to sleep in on Super Bowl 
Sunday. And at St. Joseph’s Catholic 
Church in Libertyville, 111., members 
will gather donations to help fund the 
parish food pantry, another one for the 
larger community, and a school under 
construction for African orphans.

William Baker, a retired University of 
Maine professor who has written two 
books about sports and religion, says the 
interplay between the two dates back to

ancient times, and that in modern-day 
America, evangelical Christians make 
the most of the relationship. He calls 
sports part of the new “American trinity” 
— along with religion and patriotism.

“Any visitor from Mars on Super 
Sunday, whether he watches television 
or goes to the stadium in Miami,” Baker 
said, “would say these people believe, 
maybe in God, but for sure they believe 
in the American flag and in the flyover 
military display and in patriotism, but 
most surely they believe in sports.”

Baker said evangelicals had long 
rejected sports — for the gambling it 
often fueled, for it often being played on 
the Sabbath and for the general baccha­
nalia that it was associated with. But 
they eventually realized they shared ath­
letes’ win-or-lose take on the world 
(only one team steps off the field victori­
ous, and only believers are rewarded 
after death) and wanted to take advan­
tage of the immense reach of athletic 
competition.

“Sport becomes a kind of fish hook to 
catch the unbelievers,” he said.
