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County takes first step toward reinvestment zone

Gray County commissioners this 

morning took the first step toward 
creating a reinvestment zone in the 
county by agreeing to establish 
guidelines for such a zone.

The idea of creating a reinvest­
ment zone was prompted by interest 
expressed in creating a wind energy 
farm in Donley and Gray counties by 
Compietitive Power Ventures of 
Massachusetts. A company represen­
tative addressed commissioners at 
their Nov. 15, 2006, meeting on the 
possibility of establishing the wind

farm.
“Donley County approved their 

reinvestment zone yesterday,” said 
County Judge Richard Peet at this 
morning’s meeting in the second- 
floor courtroom of the courthouse. 
Peet said Wednesday that Gray 
County had not progressed as far as 
Donley County in establishing a 
reinvestment zone because the coun­
ty had been waiting on information 
from the company concerning their 
proposed wind energy farm.

A reinvestment zone is an area in 
which businesses could apply for 
potential tax abatements if they

establish a facility within the zone. 
Abatements could range from 0 to 
100 percent over a time span of up to 
10 years.

A company receiving an abate­
ment may be required to pay, for 
example, 85 percent of the value of 
the company property for the first 
five years. After the abatement 
agreement has expired, the company 
would pay regular property tax 
amounts annually.

The next step in creating a rein­
vestment zone is to hold a public 
hearing. Commissioners agreed this 
morning to have a public hearing on

the topic at their March 1 meeting.
The final steps in creating the zone 

would be to adopt a resolution con­
cerning the zone and establishing 
exact abatements that would be 
available.

The resignation of Don Fletcher as 
Precinct 4 constable was accepted. 
Fletcher will be paid for the month of 
January since his resignation is 
effective Feb. 1. A call to Fletcher by 
Precinct 2 Commissioner Gary 
Willoughby revealed that Fletcher 
expected to be paid for January in

Phyllis Jeffers to step dow n as city secretary

After more than 22 years 

and working with seven 
mayors and 10 city man­
agers, Pampa City Secretary 
Phyllis Jeffers has 
announced her retirement at 
the end of this month.

“The secret to working 
for that many heads of the 
city is to be flexible,” she 
said.

In some states’ munici­
palities, the position occu­
pied by Jeffers is called a 
municipal clerk. She feels 
that in some ways the word 
“secretary” is misleading 
concerning her office.

“The city secretary is at 
the forefront of the legisla­
tive process of the city,” 
Jeffers said. “They are the 
custodian of every record 
created and maintained by

the city. They do all the 
open records requests. They 
handle all ordinances and 
resolutions, and make sure 
they’re attested to, filed, 
and published if necessary. 
They are responsible for 
notices for public meetings 
and agendas for city com­
mission meetings.”

The city secretary is-also 
requited to attend all c)ty 
commission meetings 
whenever a quorum is avail­
able and to t ^ e  the minutes 
of those meetings. Jeffers is 
responsible for conducting 
all city elections, and has 
done 31 during her years as 
city secretary.

“It’s one of the oldest 
positions in any city gov­
ernment,” Jeffers said of the 
city secretary position.

Jeffers fills the roles of 
city human resources direc­

tor, community services 
director, safety and risk 
manager, and payroll offi­
cer. The accomplishments 
she is most proud of are 
scattered among those func­
tions.

“I had 911 dispatch under 
my direction when we 
bought and developed the 
computerized dispatch sys­
tem in the lalfe 1990s,” she 
said.

“1 developed and imple­
mented the city action cen­
ter. Government had gotten 
so bureaucratic that people 
who’d have a concern didn’t 
know who to call,” Jeffers 
said. “This was one-stop 
shopping. They could call 
one number and tell their 
complaint or need. We’d get 
the information to the right

case number. The BBB encourages 
recipients of such messages to delete 
the e-mail immediately without 
clicking on die “documents fof case” 
links. . ■

The links listed in the fake e-mails 
ask users to download documents.

files that are believed to be some 
form of a computer virus.

“These e-mails can be convinc­
ing,” BBB CEO Jatma Kiehl said. 
“Don’t open them until you know 
they are safe. If you have a question 
about an e-mail, call die BBB. We’re 
here to help you.”

The BBB does send mails to com­

panies advising of a complaint and 
directing them to a Web site to 
respond to their customer. The legit­
imate e-mails are a copy of a letter 
with the complaint attached and will 
be easily identified as from the BBB 
in Amarillo.

Since the aircraft were 
grounded last week, mainte­
nance crews have checked 
flight control computers in 
each aircraft.

“As good flight control 
computers are identified, 
the Ospreys will return to 
flight,’’ said spokesman Lt. 
Col. Scott Fazekas said 
Wednesday. “When we get 
flight control computers 
that work, we can put them 
out and get them flying 
again.’’

Some Ospreys resumed 
flights Tuesday at Marine 
Corps Air Station New 
River.

A faulty chip was discov­
ered in a new Osprey that 
was being tested at the Bell- 
Boeing plant in Amarillo, 
Texas. The fault was in a cir­
cuit that lets three flight con­
trol computers back up each 
other.

Fazekas said the problem 
wasn’t expected to delay the 
first deployment of the 
Osprey later this year.

The $71 million aircraft 
was designed to replace 
Vietnam-era CH-46 helicop­
ters. Its engines rotate so it 
takes off and lands like a heli­
copter but flies like an air­
plane. The aircraft can fly 
faster and farther than current 
helicopters.

Development of the aircraft 
was set back by two &tal 
crashes in 2000, one in 
Arizona that killed all 19 
Marines aboard and another 
in Jacksonville that killed 
four.

department within four hours.”
Another achievement Jeffers is 

proud of is the nearly-one-million- 
dollar renovation to M.K. Brown 
Civic Auditorium. The renovations 
include a new air conditioning sys­
tem and new light and sound sys­
tem. *

“It was the first major renova­
tion since it was built,” said 
Jeffers, who was director of the 
renovation. “Shane Stokes and 
Jackie Harper did a tremendous 
Job.”

She also worked on the Skate 
Park which has been installed in 
Central Park.

One o f Jeffers’ recent efforts on 
the city’s behalf was to look into 
the possibility of the city buying 
its-'«■•wiir- el«ctronio «n-vc^ng' 
machines, rather than leasing 
machines from Gray County each 
time an election is held.

She found out that it would be 
wiser to wait for the dust to settle 
on some current proposed changes 
to the machines, before paying out 
any money to buy machines that 
might be rendered obsolete if the

changes are implemented.
“There is a big push right now 

to require the electronic voting 
machines to produce a hard copy 
of each vote, to provide a paper 
trail,” Jeffers said. “Right now is 
not a good time to purchase 
machines until that’s settled.”

Another stumbling block to 
buying voting machines is that no 
funds are allocated to do so at the 
present time, she said.

One thing Jeffers has not had a 
chance to see accomplished is a 
comprehensive master plan for the 
city and a charter revision.

“The last revision was in 1982,” 
she said.

That 1982 revision did not elim­
inate all of the ordinances which 
are no longer applicable in the 
modem world.

One ordinance which still stands 
prohibits “the driving of herds of 
horses, mules, cattle, hobs, sheep, 
goats and all herds of domestic 

' animals along or upon the streets, 
avenues, alleys, parks, or public 
grounds of said City.”

Another portion of the charter 
which Jeffers thinks might need 
work concerns how the city is 
divided up for the election of com­
missioners and other purposes.

“Ward lines are defined in the 
charter. The city has had growth in

the north and east, resulting in an 
increase in Wards 1 and 2, and a 
decrease in Wards 3 and 4,” Jeffers 
said.

She suggested that the city 
might need to go to place voting, 
like Pampa Independent School 
System’s elections, or some other 
voting system for city commis­
sioners and the mayor in order to 
ensure equal representation for 
city residents. The current system 
requires that each city commis­
sioner live in the area he or she 
represents, even though all eligible 
voters in the city can vote on each 
commissioner.

“We are only now on our second 
female commissioner,” Jeffers 
said. “Faustina Curry was the 
first.”

Jeffers herself holds a “first” . 
She was the first female director of 
a city department, and held that 
record for 15 years. She also hired 
the first female" firefighter‘and 
swore in th'e first female city com­
missioner.

Other achievements Jeffers 
takes pride in are development of 
the city’s comprehensive safety 
and risk management program and 
developing and implementing the 
city’s self-insured health and den­
tal insurance programs.

Jeffers’ career began when

Calvin Whatley was mayor and 
continued with Sherman Cowan, 
David McDaniel, Richard Peet, 
Ray Hupp, Bob Neslage and 
Lonnie Robbins.

Her career also spans 10 city 
managers: Allen Moore, Bob Hart, 
Jack Chaney, Frank Smith, Glen 
Hackler, Nathan Hopson, Bob 
Eskridge, John Hatchel, Mitch 
Grant and John Horst.

“Of all the city managers. Bob 
Hart made the most difference 
visually in the city,” Jeffers said. 
“He was responsible for the green 
and gold crosswalks and signs 
around the high school, uniforms 
for city employees, and a paint and 
body shop at the city service cen­
ter. He was very innovative.”

Another city manager who 
stands out in Jeffers’ mind is Bob 
Eskridge.

“He had a financial mind. He 
did financial forecasting and was a 

■'Strong financial resource for the 
city,” she said.

Some mayors also impressed 
Jeffers.

“Sherman Cowan was probably 
the mayor who knew most about 
the city employees and their jobs. 
He was very employee-oriented, 
and he recognized the importance 
of the city’s work force,” she said. 
“He recognized that every depart­

ment was just as important as 
every other department.”

The city’s attorney gets top 
marks from Jeffers.

“The person 1 most admire that I 
have worked with for my entire 
career with the city has been Don 
Lane,” she said. “It’s a rare privi­
lege to work closely with a person 
of such character, integrity, and 
love for this community as Don.” 

Jeffers may be retiring from her 
job as city secretary, but that does 
not mean she’s going to sit idle.

“Right now. I’m going to chill 
out. 1 have agreed to do some 
interim work with a company that 
provides interim employees to 
cities,” she said, “but not until I’ve 
spent some time at home.”

Jeffers and her husband. Bob, 
have four children, five grandchil­
dren, and one great-grandchild. 
They are members of the First 
Assembly of God Church, and 
Jeffers is on the board of directors 
of the Pampa Salvation Army.

“It has been an honor and a priv­
ilege to serve the citizens of this 
community,” she said. “1 have 
loved every minute of it, and if 1 
had to do it all over again, 1 would. 
There is no more rewarding career 
than public service.”

Christie Redding, chief

You hit enter 
again, but every 10 minutes 
you are interrupted with the 
blue, furry guy asking for 
sweets.

Here’s what you don’t 
know: Your computer is 
infected with the “Cookie 
Monster” virus. If you don’t 
type in “Happy Birthday 
Yoshi” (and how would you 
know to do that?) whenever 
he asks for a cookie, the 
virus goes out, randomly 
selects one file on your hard 
drive, and deletes it! In other 
words, every 10 minutes.

roulette with your computer 
files. By the way, “Yoshi” is 
the codename of the teenag­
er that wrote the virus.

So, what is a virus, and 
how did you get one? Let’s 
start with 
the basics.

They 
don’t just come out of 
nowhere. Viruses are ^not 
alive. They are programs 
created by people to “do 
something” (many times, 
malicious) to your computer. 
Viruses are not the same 
things as “computer bugs.” 
Computer bugs ARE unin­
tentional mistakes made by 
programmers when develop­
ing software. Viruses are

VERY intentional.
Five types of viruses 

exist: File Infectors, Trojan 
Horses, Stealth Viruses, 
Worms, and Polymorphic 
Viruses. Many of the newest 
viruses, though, fall into

No one in 

their right 
mind would 
ever dou­
ble-click on 

a virus. So, how do viruses 
get around? Well, many 
viruses attach themselves to 
“good” programs. Whenever 
you double-click on the 
“good” program, the virus 
also executes or “runs.” For 
instance, if a virus infected 
Microsoft Word, every time 
you ran Microsoft Word, the 
virus would come out and do 
its mischief.

Much like their name 
implies, trojan horse viruses 
are simply “programs that 
claim to do one thing when, 
in fact, they do something 
else.” As an example, let’s 
say that 1 gave you a CD to 
take home. I told you that it 
contained a program called, 
“MakeMoneyFast.exe” and 
that by clicking on it, you 
would be well on your way 
to prosperity and happiness! 
Sounds great, right? Well, 
you get home, insert the 
diskette, and double-click on 
the “program.” It immedi­
ately begins to erase your 
hard drive.

Trojan horses don’t repli­
cate. They don’t spread like 
file infectors. They are sin­
gle-use “mail bomb” types 
of programs. Typically, they 
are created by a “soon-to-be- 
fired disgruntled employee.” 
Many times, this angry

Whenever Congress works on the 

budget, a certain level of acrimony is 
guaranteed. When the horse-trading 
ends and the money is divvied up, 
politicians with competing interests 
naturally point fingers at one another.

Such is the case today as a Congress 
controlled by Democrats works on the 
budget.

Not next year’s budget, which ideal­
ly it should be addressing. The 110th 
Congress is only now getting around to 
making budgetary decisions for the

orities of the new majority.

That’s bad news for San Antonio. 
Millions of federal dollars that had 
been expected are now in limbo. The 
biggest chunk $126 million for military 
construction was probably lost in a 
shift of $3 billion from base closing 
and realignment efforts to veterans 
health care.

Republicans are criticizing 
Democrats for locking them out of the 
appropriations process and for passing 
a bad spending bill.

Stealth Viruses
Imagine a virus that can hide from “anti-virus soft­

ware.” In the old days, anti-virus software only 
checked hard drives for viruses. A stealth virus could 
“sense” that anti-virus software was coming. It would 
then move itself from the hard drive and hide in RAM 
until the anti-virus program left. Then, it would rede­
posit itself back onto the hard drive. Pretty sneaky!

Today’s anti-virus software can find stealth viruses 
by checking RAM at the same time as it checks the 
hard drive. Because of that, you don’t see many 
stealth viruses “in the wild” anymore.

Worms
Chances are, you will never see a computer 

“worm.” Worms primarily live on the Internet. They 
go after “servers.” If you remember fium earlier 
columns, a server is a computer that is on the Internet 
24 hours/day, 7 days/week. Your computer is not a 
server; therefore, you are not at risk of being “bitten” 
by a worm. When a worm finds a server, it will probe 
its defenses, looking for security holes. If it finds one, 
the worm wriggles its way in and begins to replicate 
like mad.

After a while, the millions of replicating worms 
eventually overload the server, causing it to crash. 
Worm attacks are rare, but they do occur. The largest 
worm attack occurred in the late 1980’s. Dubbed “The 
Internet Worm,” this program affected nearly one 
third of the servers on the Internet! (Not that big a 
deal if you consider that only colleges and NASA 
used the Net during that time ...) However, it did 
make the newspapers. Network administrators scur­
ried to make sure that their servers were protected.

Well, I’m quickly ruiuiing out of room. Next week. 
I’ll discuss the most insidious of viruses: the poly­
morphic virus. I’ll also discuss how anti-virus soft­
ware works and how to choose a good one. Until then.

Many school districts that 

canceled classes Wednesday 
extended the unplanned vaca­
tion for students an extra day. 
Districts in update New York, 
including Rochester,
Syracuse and Utica and 
scores of schools north of 
Albany, remained closed for a 
second straight day today.

Federal and local govern­
ment offices were expected to 
open at their regularly sched­
uled times, but some employ­
ees were offered unscheduled 
leave.

Motorists on today faced 
the prospects of a slippery 
commute on treacherous 
black ice. That is, if they 
could free their ice-entombed 
cars.

“You can’t even shovel it,” 
said Wes Velkcr, an electri­
cian who had to dig out from 
a foot of snow so he could go 
to work fixing busted water 
pipes and furnaces in Toledo, 
Ohio.

At least 13 deaths were 
blamed on the huge storm 
system: three in Nebraska;

Virginia. A tornado on the 
southern side of the weather 
system killed one person in 
Louisiana.

Upstate New Yorkers woke 
up today to sunny but frigid 
conditions a day after the 
storm dumped varying 
amounts of snow across the 
region, frivn 16 inches iKMih 
of Buffalo to 42 inches in the 
southern Adirondacks.

National Guard troops 
helped carry blankets and fuel 
to motorists stranded 
overnight on an icy, hilly 
stretch of Interstate 78 in east­
ern Pennsylvania.

City built on gam bling is betting
that it can land a pro team

LAS VEGAS (AP) - 
Nobody does a party like 
this gambling town, a big 
reason why the NBA picked 
it for an All-Star celebration 
that threatens to add a new 
definition to the word 
excess. There are so many 
A-list happenings on the 
glittering Las Vegas Strip 
that Sunday’s game seems 
almost an afterthought.

It’s the first time the NBA 
has held the annual exhibi­
tion in a city that doesn’t 
have a team. Already there’s 
talk about a return All-Star 
appearance in a few years.

What Las Vegas really 
wants, though, is something 
more permanent — a team 
of its own. So far, the glitzy 
city has struck out trying to 
land one from the four 
major sports.

Las Vegas may have the 
biggest hotels in the world, 
including a $7 billion resort 
complex under construction 
that other cities could never 
match. But it still looks with 
envy at more sedate places 
like Indianapolis that have 
teams — and titles.

”1 think Las Vegas is the

next great world city, and a 
component part of that has 
to be a major league team, 
be it NBA, NHL, baseball or 
football,” said Mayor Oscar 
Goodman. “That’s what 
makes great American 
cities.”

A big part of the problem 
for Las Vegas is that other 
American cities weren’t 
built on gambling. Other 
American cities don’t have 
neighborhood casinos that 
make it as easy to bet on a 
game as it is to go to the 
supermarket for a gallon of 
milk.

Leagues already wary of 
betting scandals are even 
more wary of committing a 
team to play in a place 
where betting is not only 
tolerated, but encouraged.

“It’s not about a moral 
crusade about gambling,” 
NBA commissioner David \ 

.Stem said when announcing 
the All-Star game would be 
in Las Vegas. “It’s about 
betting on games.”

To land the All-Star 
game, casino sports books 
agreed not to accept bets on 
it, a concession easily made 
since it’s an exhibition that 
hardly anyone bets on any­

way. The casinos, though, 
made it clear they won’t do 
the same for an entire sea-
son.

Goodman has made it his
mission in recent years to 
lure some sort of team to 
town, even going so far as to 
show up at baseball’s winter 
meetings a few years ago 
with two showgirls and an 
Elvis impersonator in tow.

He’s been rebuffed for 
both moral and financial 
reasons, but the fast-grow­
ing city now has a relatively 
affluent population of 2 mil­
lion and might eventually 
prove so attractive that it 
can’t be ignored.

Stem hasn’t budged from 
his insistence that there be 
no betting on the NBA as a 
condition for any team to 
locate in Las Vegas. But he 
had no problem bringing the 
All-Star game to town and 
seems to have softened his 
stance recently by saying it 
would be a decision made 
by the owners.

Stem met wdth Goodman 
on Wednesday and signaled 
he may be ready to move 
further, asking the mayor to 
come up with a [troposal to 
deal with the betting issue.

Stem said he hoped to have 
the proposal in hand when 
the NBA’s Board of 
Governors meets in April.

At least one of those own­
ers believes the NBA will be 
in Las Vegas in a few years.

“I think within five 
years,” said Gavin Maloof, 
whose family owns both the 
Sacramento Kings and the 
Palms hotel-casino in Las 
Vegas. “Certainly within the 
decade, absolutely. The city 
has too much going for it. 
It’s very large, there’s a lot 
of money here, there’s a 
huge local population, and 
they love basketball.”

The NBA isn’t the only 
league hesitant to commit. 
Baseball flirted with moving 
the Montreal Expos to the 
city, but the betting issue 
and a better offer prompted 
the league to choose 
Washih^ton, D.Ĉ .l, instead.

Th? NFL, meanwhile, is 
so unfriendly to the city that 
it won’t even allow Las 
Vegas to be mentioned dur­
ing the Super Bowl telecast, 
much less advertise on it.

I That policy apparently 
won’t change under new 
conimissioner Roger 
Goodell.

Iowa State defeats
No. 13 Texas A&M

AMES, Iowa (AP) — 
Nicky Wieben scored 20 
points and Toccara Ross 
added 12 points and 13 
rebounds, leading Iowa State 
to a 61-54 victory over No. 
13 Texas A&M on 
Wednesday night.

Iowa State (18-7, 6-6 Big 
12) held A&M without a 
field goal for more six min­
utes during a 14-1 game- 
clinching run that ended the 
Aggies’ six-game winning 
streak and dropped them to 
0-6 at Hilton Coliseum.

A&M (19-4, 9-3) tied the 
score at 46 when Patrice 
Reado scored inside with 
8:25 left. But the Aggies did­
n’t get another basket until 
Reado scored at the 2:17 
mark and the Cyclones went 
to the 6-foot-4 Wieben inside
to put it away.

Wieben scored on a follow 
shot and two low-post moves 
to give Iowa State a 54;46 
lead. After A&M’s La Toya' 
Micheaux sank a free throw, 
the Cyclones came back with 
two free throws by Wieben, 
two more by Heather Ezell 
and a turnaround shot in the 
lane by Ross to stretch their 
lead to 60-47.

Takia Starks hit a career- 
high five 3-point shots and 
scored 23 points to lead

A&M. But she had only 
seven points and just one 3 
in the second half. Danielle 
Gant added 13 points for the 
Aggies, who were outscored 
21-2 at the free throw line 
and shot just 37 percent.

Morenike Atunrase, 
A&M’s No. 2 scorer for the 
season with an 11.8 average, 
managed only two points on 
l-for-7 shooting. Teammate 
A’Quonesia Franklin went 0- 
for-8 from 3-point range and 
scored only four points but 
handed out eight assists.

Ezell finished with 10 
points for Iowa State, which 
trailed only twice in the sec­
ond half, each time by one 
point. There five ties and 
three lead changes in the sec­
ond half before Iowa State 
went on its decisive run.

Iowa State took advantage 
of some sloppy play by 
A&M to open a 15-10 lead, 
with Ezell getting six of 
those points and Megan 
Ronhovde adding a three- 
point play and a putback.

The Aggies had a shot 
clock violation on the 
game’s first possession, lost 
the ball on an unforced trav­
eling violation and gave it up 
again moments later when 
Franklin dribbled it off her 
foot.

Attorney to plead guilty to leaking BALCO testimony
SAN FRANCISCO (AP) 

— Prison time appeared to 
be looming for two San 
Francisco Chronicle
reporters who refused to 
divulge who leaked them 
secret grand jury documents 
from the BALCO steroids
investigation.

Then the source finally 
stepped forward.

But it wasn’t until the FBI 
got a tip more than two years 
after the leak that the case 
began unraveling. The tip led 
investigators to attorney 
Troy Ellerman, who agreed 
Wednesday to a plea deal 
that lets the reporters off the 
legal hook.

In court papers filed in 
U.S. District Court, 
Ellerman said he allowed the 
Chronicle’s Lance Williams, 
and Mark Fainaru-Wada to 
view transcripts of the grand 
jury testimony of baseball 
stars Barry Bonds, Jason 
Giambi, Gary Sheffield and

sprinter Tim Montgomery.
Ellerman had represented 

Victor Conte, founder of the 
Bay Area Laboratory Co­
operative, the Burlingame- 
based supplements lab that 
allegedly provided perform­
ance-enhancing drugs to the 
elite athletes. Ellerman also 
represented BALCO vice 
president James Valente. 
They were among five men 
who pleaded guilty to 
steroids-related charges in an 
earlier phase of the investi­
gation.

Prosecutors only would 
say a “previously unknown 
witness” approached the FBI 
and offered to help prove 
Ellerman was the source. 
Larry McCormack, former 
executive director of the Pro 
Rodeo Hall of Fame and a 
private investigator connect­
ed to the BALCO investiga­
tion, confirmed to The 
Associated Press late 
Wednesday that he tipped off

FBI agents.
“Doing illegal things and 

watching people go to prison 
behind it and thousand and 
thousands of dollars being 
spent on i t ... 1 didn’t think it 
was right. I told Troy that 
several times,” said 
McCormack, who knew 
Ellerman through the rodeo 
circuit and called him a 
friend. Ellerman is commis­
sioner ‘of the Professional 
Rodeo Cowboys
Association.

“I feel bad for Troy and 
his family, and I wish he’d 
never done this to begin 
with,” he added.

Ellerman, 44, of 
Woodland Park, Colo., 
agreed to plead guilty to four 
felony counts of obstruction 
of justice and disobeying 
court orders. He could spend 
up to two years in prison and 
pay a $250,000 fine. A judge 
still has to approve the terms 
of Ellerman’s plea agree­

ment; no sentencing date has 
been set.

Ellerman, licensed to 
practice law in California, 
also faces disbarment.

His attorney, Scott 
Tedmon, could not immedi­
ately be reached.

Ilie  Chronicle published 
s t^ e s  in 2004 that reported 
Giambi and Montgomery 
admitted to the grand jury 
that they took steroids, while 
Bonds and Sheffield testified 

’ they didn’t knowingly take 
the drugs. The leaked testi­
mony also was featured 
prominently in the writers’ 
book, ‘‘Game of Shadows,” 
which recounts Bonds’ 
alleged use of steroids.

A ^deral judge ordered 
the reporters jailed after they 
refused to divulge their 
sotlrce. Th6y have remained 
free pending an appeal to the 
9th U.S.’ Circuit Court of 
Appeals, but Ellerman’s plea 
deal states that federal prose­

cutors will no longer try to 
put the reporters in prison.

Eve Burton, general coun­
sel for Hearst Corp., which 
owns the Chronicle, would 
not confirm or deny that 
Ellerman was the source of 
the leaked doctunents. The 
reporters also declined to 
discuss their source.

“As we have said dvough- 
out, we don’t discuss issues 
involving confidential 
sources,” Williams and 
Fainaru-Wada said in a joint 
statement.

Ellerman earlier repre­
sented Conte, but it was in 
2004, when he was prepar­
ing Valente’s defense against 
steroid distribution charges 
that he became a key source 
for the two Chronicle
reporters.

In March 2004, Ellerman 
signed an agreement that he 
would not disclose grand 
jury testimony given to him 
to prepare the defense. But in

June of that year, he allowed 
Fainaru-Wada to come to his 
office and take verbatim 
notes of Montgomery, and 
the Chronicle published a 
story about the sprinter’s tes­
timony oh June 24, accord­
ing to court documents.

After telling Judge Susan 
Alston he was angry about 
the leak, he filed a statement 
with the court swearing he 
wasn’t the source. And in 
October 2004, Ellerman 
filed a motion to dismiss the 
criminal case against Valente 
because of “repeated govern­
ment leaks of confidential 
information to the media.”

The following month, he 
again allowed Fainaru-Wada 
to take verbatim notes of the 
grand jury transcripts, this 
time o f the testimony of 
Bonds, Giambi and 
Sheffield, the court papers 
show.

Waltrip lost his crew chief 
and team director right 
before Sunday’s Super Bowl

of racing. The two were sus­
pended indefinitely after an 
illegal substance was found 
during inspection for the sea- 
son-opener.
I Waltrip, docked 100 
points, will be allowed to 
‘participate in Thursday’s 
, races that determine the field 
•for the 500.

David Hyder, his crew
chief, was thrown out of tfie 

, garage and fined $100,000.
Team director Bobby 
Kennedy also was kicked 
out.

Waltrip said he was “so 
sad and embarrassed” but 
tried to shift blame to an

unidentified individual with­
in his team.

“This is not the action of 
an organization, a manufac­
turer ot a sponsor,” Waltrip 
said in a statement. “This 
was an independent act done 
without consent or authori­
zation from me or any of my 
executive management 
team.”

Waltrip spent all day 
Wednesday meeting wifft 
NASCAR officials, who 
publicly paraded Hyder and 
Kennedy dirough ffie garage 
as they were escorted out. 
Waltrip’s Toyota Camry was 
also on display as inspectors

ripped pieces out from under 
the ho<^.

His team woriced ftuiously 
to prepare a backup car, but 
it had yet to clear inspection 
and Waltrip got no practice 
time Wiidnesday. He will be 
allowed tq race the backup

, Thursdays if  it passes inspec- 
liori.'

*WaltnV« penalties came 
one day after the crew chiefs 
for 2003 • champion Matt 
Kenseffi, Kasey Kahne, Scott 

'Riggs and Elliott Sadler all 
were suspended. All five 
drivers also were docked 
points in an unprecedented 
move by NASCAR, which

never before had taken 
points before the season.

NASCAR officials would 
not reveal what they found in 
Waltrip’s intake manifold, 
but a person with knowledge 
of the investigation told The 
Associated Press it was a 
property contained in jet 
fuel. The person requested 
anonymity because he was 
not authorized to discuss the 
details.

Pemberton said only that 
the substance was not jet fuel 
itself.

“We’re not going to go 
into any great detail, but it 
was a foreign substance that

we feel should not have been 
inside the engine, and we’ll 
leave it at that,” Pemberton 
said. “I don’t think this is 
anyüiing that we’ve seen in 
the recent past.”

The substance was found 
during the inspection of 
Waltrip’s Camry before 
Sunday’s qualifying session. 
NASCAR seized the part 
and shipped it back to Nculh 
Carolina for analysis.

Adding the substance, 
described by NASCAR as an 
oxygenate, would boost the 
octane in the fuel, thus mak­
ing the engine run better at 
higher horsepower.

After being found academically 
unacceptable due to completion rate 
one percentages. TEA, Texas Eiduca- 
tion Agency, has granted the school 
the Texas High School Redesign and 
Restructuring Grant, Cycle 3, which is 
going to help the teachers and faculty 
of the school better educate and. pro­
vide guidance to students who need 
help.

“It will help us fund some programs 
that we want to implement at the high 
.schcx)l,” principal Danny Seaboum said.

The grant will fund major project 
activities, such as various teacher work­
shops that will help teachers and faculty 
better assess the current curriculum. 
Some of the major projects include com­
mon as.sessment training, development 
of a support personnel and regional for­
mative assessment training.

“The programs to be implemented 
have to do with intervention strategies 
for students’ success,” Seaboum said.

The grant will be funded in March 
with the hope that it will begin helping 
with the summer school program. It will 
also go towards more zero hour classses 
and evening tutorials starting next fall. 
The program rennovations are being 
made to better ensure that the dropout 
rate decreases.

“ I think it’s wonderful,” assistant 
principal Patti Macumber said. “Any 
time you can get grant money to help 
your school is wonderful.”

For 24 years, Ed Robinson has 
mn the Hambuiger Station on the 
Amarillo highway, using the same 
methods today as when he started.

“What really made my business 
were the breakfast burritos,” Robin­
son said.

Whether you want a breakfast 
burrito, hamburger, or just want to 
pass the time with friends, the atmo­
sphere of Hamburger Station appeals 
to any resident of a small town.

“It’s a good place to go. It’s got a 
homey feel to it,” senior Geoff Bow- 
ley said.

There are only 
a few things in the 
world that would pull 
a high school student 

out of bed earlier in the morning, taking away an hour 
of sleep. One of the first things that cotties to mind 
when this idea is put forth is zero hour. Zero hour is a 
term used to indicate a class period during the day that 
starts before first period.

A zero hour class is a cla.ss starting at 7 a.m., and 
lasting SO minutes. This year there are three zero hour 
classes: business co-op, creative writing, and merit 
gold. In business co-op. the students come to school 
earlier but leave at lunch and go to their respective 
jobs.

Business co-op is a program that enables students 
leave the school after their lunch period in order to start 
their jobs when other students would be back in school. 
Merrit gold and creative writing, however, are standard 
class periods. They just take place before school.

Merit gold is a little different than 
the other zero hours. It has two teach­

Next year's extra 
hours of work time 
proves effective

According to floating mmors and 
‘discussion schedule’ that was passed 
out to all teachers, an eight period 
schedule was initially intended to be 
enacted next year. The new schedule 
was going to go into effect to accom­
modate the new TEA,Texas Education 
Agency, requirement of students tak­
ing four years of math and science 
instead of just three.

However, the plans have been 
scrapped, as has the option of the 
eight period schedule; keeping the 
seven peritxl schedule and giving stu­
dents the option of coming to school 
at 7 a m. to as late as 8 p.m The new 
plan was made to accommodate stu­
dents' various schedules, which will 
include adding more zero hours and 
extra-curricular activities. The main 
goal of this plan is to give students 
a realistic chance of meeting gradu­
ation requirements without having 
to give up extra-curricular activities 
such as band, choir, or any other of 
the various clubs and organizations 
the school offers.

This new option of taking class­
es after the regular school day gives 
students' the chance of taking more 
classes while not having to drop any 
extra-curricular activities. Many of 
the students who participate in vari­
ous extra-curricular activities often 
have a hard time staying in every 
extra-curricular activity they partici­
pate in without having to test out of 
various classes required to graduate. 
With the option of coming to classes 
after the re'gular school day, an ac­
tive student can still participate in 
the extra-curricular activities he or 
she commits to, without the stress of 
testing out of core classes. The op­
tion isn’t only for the active students 
in the school though, the new option 
also accommtxiates the upcoming 
freshmen, giving them a chance to 
participate in the various clubs and 
organizations offered at the school 
while fulfilling the new four by four 
graduation requirement.

Earth flics down 
the information superhighway, 
the Internet, at the speed of 
light. All the talk on the tele­
vision seems to stem back to 
CNN or Fox News. We can’t 
even check our email without 
the day’s top five stories pop­
ping up. Americans arc sur­
rounded by this knowledge, 
but the growing number of 
web and TV channel choices 

miallow* too much opportunity 
to ignore the news that affects 
daily life. As Reuben Blades 
said, “I think we risk becom­
ing the best informed society 
that ever died of ignorance.”

Television and computer. 
Basically that summarizes 
where downtime is spent. The 
two technologies couldn’t be 
any more advanced, either. 
Scores of websites arc found­
ed every minute, and satellite 
providers offer in the neigh­
borhood of 500 digital chan­
nels. How does a flood of igno­
rance correspond? Too many 
choices. I know...I know. It is a 
free country, and you do have 
liberties and free enterprise. 
But, ultimately choice leads to 
separation and ignorance.

I could read both Fox 
News and CNN’s account of an 
issue online so as to understand 
both the liberal and conserva­
tive ground, and from there, I 
could make an informed de­
cision. But I just heard about 
a hilarious YouTube video 
trailer for “Brokcback to the 
Future.” Sure enough, choice 
leads to ignorance. The infor­
mation is out there, but most 
people don’t seem willing to 
seek it out. It’s awful tough for 
a story on U.S.-lran relations 
to beat out “Brokcback to the 
Future.”

Likewise, an increase of 
television channel options 
has led to the same refusal 
of knowledge. “Before these 
young whipper-snappers and 
their fancy technology, there 
were only three channels to 
watch on the television, and

we had to walk to school five 
miles in the snow.” While 
I’ve heard this speech about 
“the good old days” time and 
again, I always key in on the 
part about TV stations. When 
the only choices were ABC. 
NBC, and CBS, the entire na­
tion watched the same news at 
the same time. If the President 
gave a speech, all three net­
works showed it, and America 
watched. Now a decent per­
centage of high school stu­
dents are likely unaware of 
the existance of the State of 
the Union. Our tendency is to 
check the nearest news feed 
the next day and pass a few 
facts off as “knowledge.” But 
again, we are breeding igno­
rance.

The problem is that we 
only get one side of the story 
that way. In politics, different 
networks .-ue biased towards 
different viewpoints. The 
same can be said for mtrst any 
arguments. The key is to take 
the personal initiative to hear 
both points.

In ancient Greece, 
Socrates, known as the gad 
fly of Athens, was ever-ques­
tioning his students. No mat­
ter what the subject. Socrates 
had hundreds of questions 
that stirred thought and de­
bate. Because of his methods. 
Socrates’ students also became 
renowned scholars and philos­
ophers. They gained knowl­
edge and impeded ignorance 
by making a stem effort to find 
truth.

Americans lack that de­
sire. True knowledge would 
mean hearing as many ac­
counts of the world’s happen­
ings as possible. CNN, Fox, 
MSNBC, that guy who hangs 
around Allsup's. But our phi­
losophy has become more 
“ignorance is bliss.” There is 
more information than ever out 
there if you are willing to use 
i t  Otherwise, we risk becom­
ing the best informed nation 
that ever died of ignorance.

Hy has been proven to be a dif­
ficult thing, especially when it came 
hand in hand with Clap Your Hands 
Say N'eah’s self titled debut. When 
CYHSY made the announcement of 
tlicir new album, Sonw h tud  Thun­
der. ihey kept it pretty low key. And 
for a rea.st)n. As a whole, Thuiuier has 
nearly nothing on their 2005 debut. If 
the magic of a handful of great songs 
had encompassed this entire disc, the 
album would far surpass their first. 
But there are also another handful 
that could have made this one of the 
worst records of the year.

Fxit home recordings, enter ac­
claimed Mogwai. Mercury Rev, 
ITaming Lips producer Dave Fridma- 
nn. Speaking in terms of the sound, 
Thunder is nearly immaculate. I say

‘nearly’ because, of the 11 songs, 
the opening title track and ’’Arm and 
Hammer” suffer some of the poorest 
production of anything I've heard. 
The latter suffers an overall random­
ness that could not have worked with 
any form of production, but the for­
mer is a different story. When live 
clips “Some Loud Thunder” were 
leaked months before the album’s 
release, I was thrilled with the new 
rocker. As it appears here, in mono 
I might add. it becomes evident that 
this is a band that doesn’t care a 
whole lot about what their fans think. 
It sounds like a oasette tape made by 
a high school band was thrown into 
an aluminum bucket and then mic’d 
‘just because.’

Upon surviving the first track, 
listeners might find themselves lik­
ing what they hear. “Emily Jean

Stock” follows, and with more ver­
satility than any other song the band 
has written, old or new. The horri­
bly named. “Mama. Won’t You Keep 
Them Castles In The Air and Burn­
ing?” trumps everything the band 
has done except maybe “The Skin of 
my Yellow Country Teeth,” but with 
more melancholy than anything sing- 
er/songwriter Alec Ounswoith has 
proved capable of. “Love Song No. 
7” comes next, with the same amount 
of darkness, and McCartneyesque 
fifths comprising the bass line.

As a whole. Sontf Loud Thun­
der seems to be a challenge. Some < 
fans won’t be up for it. Others will 
find it interesting, if anything else. 
But never have I found a band who 
is so comfortable with dancing that 
they dedicated over five minutes 
to a song about hell being the place

where Satan commands a dance. “Sa­
tan Said Dance.” as it turns out, is one 
of the only moments on the disc that 
is daiKeable, and though it is a very 
slick song, it’s overall structure and 
weird sound effects make it stick out 
like a sore.

The album closes with “Under­
water (You and Me)” and “Five Easy 
Pieces.” The former floats along 
with such an utter tranquility that I 
am forced lo forgive the band of all 
of their sins prior to this track. “Five 
Easy Pieces” caps the album off with 
a better Smiths finish than even John­
ny Marr could have given. I whole­
heartedly hope that, next time, Clap 
Your Hands Say Yeah can just take 
their ADD pills, because when they 
do calm down long eiKMigh to focus, 
they are unbelievably outstanding.
