One was about
French chemist Louis Pasteur, and the
other was about Paul Ehrlich, a German
scientist.

They reminded me of how poisoned
our culture has become. Hollywood’s
idea of heroes today are soldiers, cops,
psychopaths or comic-book fantasy
characters — all essentially killers. Yet
Pasteur and Ehrlich did more for the
human race and saved more lives than
all the generals who have ever been
born.

Pasteur, from whose name the verb
“pasteurize” comes, fought a lonely
battle trying to convince physicians
that most diseases were caused by
microbes. He was ridiculed and eventu-
ally run out of Paris for publicly warn-
ing that unless physicians boiled their
instruments and washed their hands,
they risked killing their patients.

That, at least, is the movie version,
which  demonstrates that Old
Hollywood knew how to make even lab
work exciting. Pasteur later was
acclaimed for devising vaccines that
protected sheep from anthrax and could
prevent humans bitten by rabid animals
from dying of hydrophobia.

I wonder how the bigmouths in poli-
tics who decided to campaign against
all things French when France refused
to join us in the war against Iraq han-
dled the fact that we and everyone else
owe so much to that French chemist.

fear of contracting tuberculosis. A bite
from a rabid animal is no longer a death
sentence. Anthrax, which used to dev-
astate agriculture, has become rare.
And today, the entire medical and sci-
entific professions recognize the role
that microbes play in human diseases.
Ehrlich was a pioneer in chemother-

apy. After helping to develop a serum
that cured diphtheria, he became con-
vinced that chemicals could be used to
combat the microbes that caused dis-
ease. He eventually developed a com-
pound that successfully treated
syphilis.

Both movies detail the struggles of
these pioneers against skeptics in the
Establishment. Scientists, as one of
them pointed out, are scientists for only
a few hours a day. The rest of the time
they are human beings and consequent-
ly can quickly convert their beliefs into
dogma and, like the medieval church,
view new knowledge and new ideas as
heresy.

It’s difficult to imagine respected
physicians scoffing at the idea of wash-
ing their hands and sterilizing their

instruments, but it happened. They
scoffed at the idea that most diseases
were caused by microbes. For years sea
captains had been reporting that crew-
men sick with scurvy were cured when
they landed and were able to eat fresh
fruits and vegetables, yet for years the
British medical establishment dis-
missed the idea that diet played any
part at all in scurvy (a vitamin C defi-
ciency).

I believe we are seeing that today
with the evolutionists, who react with
rage to the idea of intelligent design,
despite the obvious flaws in the evolu-
tionary theory. Rather than examining
the idea of intelligent design with an
open mind, they attack it.

My point is that surely America’s
massive entertainment industry could
find some heroes who are benefiting
human beings instead of killing them.
Granted, it will require some creative
people to make a film exciting without
special effects, armies of stuntmen and
gallons of fake blood.

Pasteur, said the greatest compliment
he received was not the Academy
Award but when a mother told him that
after seeing the movie, her son asked
for a microscope. That’s a heck of a lot
better than a kid asking for a gun or a
sword.

Lady Harvesters struggle with Amarillo in season debut

HOUSTON (AP) — Late in the first quar-
ter against San Antonio, Yao Ming was
already exhausted.

He focused on simple thoughts to keep
going and ended up with his best game of the
young season.

Yao had 28 points and 13 rebounds to help
the Houston Rockets snap a four-game,
home-court losing streak to San Antonio
with a 89-81 win over the Spurs on Tuesday
night.

After playing 38 minutes in Dallas on
Monday, Yao often struggled to catch his
breath against the Spurs. The Rockets led 64-
56 after three quarters and Yao started the
fourth, trying to put his fatigue out of his
mind.

“I don’t have time to think about that,”
Yao said. “I'm just telling myself, pick up
my leg and run to the next step.”

Yao scored seven points and grabbed two
rebounds in the final quarter. He flipped in
two shots over Tim Duncan, then hit two free

throws in the final 2:37 to keep the Rockets
in control.

“Every year, Yao is getting better,” said
Duncan. “The Rockets showed their confi-
dence in him, when they go through him at
the end of the game like they did tonight. He
made some big shots and was tough to stop.”

Yao hit 12 of 24 shots and also had six
assists, his most complete game under new
coach Rick Adelman. He’s reached 20 points
and 10 rebounds in three of Houston’s four
games.

Bonzi Wells added 14 points and 15
rebounds for Houston, which controlled
Duncan and outrebounded the sluggish Spurs
55-28. Duncan scored 14 and grabbed 10
rebounds, but went only 5-for-15 from the
field.

The Rockets had a 25-4 edge in offensive
rebounds and took 17 more shots than the
Spurs.

“That’s about how hungry we were to win
the game,” Yao said.

Marlins shop Miguel Cabrera; Schilling agrees to stay with Red Sox

ORLANDO, Fla. (AP) —
Miguel Cabrera was the big name
being bandied about Tuesday as
baseball general managers waited
to hear what the Florida Marlins
would want for their young slug-
ger.

On a day when GMs voted to
recommend the limited use of
instant replay, action started to per-
colate on players. Particularly third
basemen.

Chicago White Sox general
manager Ken Williams acknowl-
edged he was listening to offers for
Joe Crede. The New York Yankees,
who lost Alex Rodriguez when he
opted out of his contract and
became a free agent, could . get
involved in talks for both Cabrera

and Crede.

Cabrera, a four-time All-Star,
made $7.4 million this year after
winning in salary arbitration and is
likely to make more than $10 mil-
lion next year, more than the budg-
et-conscious Marlins want to pay.
Two years ago, Florida traded
many of its top players and got sev-
eral top prospects. Teams were
waiting to find out which prospects
the Marlins would want for
Cabrera, their 24-year-old third
baseman.

“We don’t know yet. We’ll prob-
ably know by tonight,” said Hank
Steinbrenner, son of Yankees
owner George Steinbrenner. “My
sense ‘is that it might be too much
but we’ll see. It’s early.”

Cabrera batted .320 with 34
homers and 119 RBIs, but he has
put on weight, a cause of concern
to the Marlins and teams that might
want to acquire him.

Florida appears less eager to
trade Dontrelle Willis, the 2003 NL
Rookie of the Year. He went 10-15
with a 5.17 ERA last season,
diminishing his value. He made
$6.5 million.

“Good players are always in
need, that’s for sure. I’'m not talk-
ing specifically about Cabrera or
Willis or Dan Uggla or (Hanley)
Ramirez,” Florida president of
baseball operations Larry Beinfest
said, mentioning many top Marlins.
“When you trade really good play-
ers, you want really good players in

return. You want talent for talent.”

Crede had back surgery, played
in only 47 games and was supplant-
ed by rookie Josh Fields.

“We have two third basemen.
There’s interest across the league in
both of them,” Williams said.

Right now, Yankees GM Brian
Cashman’s top third baseman is
Wilson Betemit, and he is seeking
an upgrade.

“Our profile typically would
involve power, but it might not
necessarily come from the avail-
able market,” he said.

While the Yankees have top
young pitchers such “as Phil
Hughes, Joba Chamberlain and Ian
Kennedy, Cashman is reluctant to
part with them.

“I think our farm system has
taken the right steps forward.
There’s power in numbers,” he
said. “We’ll soak up all the infor-
mation down here and then we’ll
take it back to New York and kind
of assess what the real potential
market is for us.”

While the Marlins explore the
market for Cabrera, the Minnesota
Twins want to hold onto pitcher
Johan Santana, who is eligible for
free agency after next season.

“We’ll certainly talk. We’re
going to do the best we can to re-
sign him,” new GM Bill Smith
said. “If we can’t, then we’ll move
on. He’s still one of the best pitch-
ers in the game.”

Goodell not shortening season-long suspension for ‘Pacman’ Jones

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP)
— NFL commissioner Roger
Goodell told Titans corner-
back Adam “Pacman” Jones
in April to sit out the 2007
season. On Tuesday, the

commissioner informed
Jones he still hasn’t changed
his mind.

Jones had met with the
commissioner last week in
New York, pleading for
some leniency and an early
return. But the cornerback
whose biggest community
service was buying wrestling

tickets for Atlanta students to
watch him at a pay-per-view
event last month didn’t con-
vince Goodell.

The commissioner told
Jones his suspension will last
through this season, which
would include the playoffs if
the Titans (6-2) qualify.

“He will be eligible to
begin working out at the
Titans’ facility following the
conclusion of the team’s sea-
son,” the league said in a
statement late Tuesday after-
noon.

Attorney Worrick
Robinson said Jones
received a letter from the
NFL notifying him of the
commissioner’s  decision
earlier Tuesday.

They planned to talk fur-
ther Tuesday night and a for-
mal statement may follow
Wednesday.

“He is very disappointed,”
Robinson said. “We're look-
ing at different options.”

Goodell had promised
Jones’ case would be

reviewed after Tennessee’s
10th game of the season. He
met with Jones last Friday —
two days before the Titans’
eighth game,

But the Titans, who have
replaced their best defensive
player, had been expecting
the suspension to stand.

“As we have said all
through this process, we
understood the suspension
was for a year and made
preparations to move our
team forward without Adam
Jones,” the team said in a

statement. “We will continue
to monitor his situation and
will address his future when
he is reinstated by the com-
missioner.”

Goodell originally sus-
pended Jones in April for
violating the league’s per-
sonal conduct policy. At the
time, Jones had been arrest-

ed five times since the Titans
drafted him with M:r&‘
overall pick in the 2005
draft.

The suspension followed a

Las Vegas strip club fight

Feb. 19 in which police
accused Jones of inciting a
fight inside that led to a
triple shooting outside that
left one man paralyzed.
Jones was arrested on two
felony counts of coercion in
June after dropping an
appeal of his NFL punish-
ment,

Jones said in interviews
since his suspension that he
felt he was being treated
unfairly and that the punish-
ment was harsh.

If she needs child care and can't afford
to pay for it, she should look to her siblings
or her boyfriend's family -- or she might
exchange baby-sitting services with some
of her friends.

The time has more than come for your
daughter to stand on her own two feet. If
she's refusing to move, then her situation
really isn't "desperate."
