Incumbent Republic can­
didate Mac Thomberry is 
being challenged this year by 
Democratic candidate Roger 
Waun for the U.S. 
Representative, 13th
Congressional District seat.

Waun’s campaign presen­
tation focuses on two issues, 
Thomberry’s voting history 
and his record of “no’s” 
against incentives for wind 
energy and other hot issues 
such as voting against ending 
the Iraq war.

Thomberry’s, who has 
served in that office since 
1994, said his primary con­
centration is the country’s 
current economic situation. 
Thomberry said he as a 
vision for steps that need to 
be taken in order to solve the 
crisis.

“Two key things (in the 
future) are going to be 
encouraging economic 
growth and having discipline 
in spending. Those two 
things, and moving forward 
are going to be the key,” 
Thomberry said.

As for his opponent, 
Thomberry stated: “We have 
very different political 
philosophies.” He added that

he is conservative and sup- 
piorts strong military defense 
and limited government, and 
that his opponent supports a 
more involved government.

“Most people don’t know 
how Thomberry votes,” said 
Roger Waim. “He has voted 
against wind energy three 
times.”

W in d  en erg y  is  o n e  o f  
Waun’s primary platforms, 
with campaign slogans like 
“New Energy = New Jobs, 
All We Lack is Leadership.” 
Waun focuses on many of the 
benefits wind energy could 
bring to the county, but most 
specifically to Texas.

“Texas leads the U.S. in 
wind energy. We (Pampa)

have the opportunity to lead 
Texas. It just takes leadership 
and Thomberry doesn’t have 
it,” he said.

Thomberry and Waun are 
both advocates for wind 
energy, although Thomberry 
explained that he supports 
the increased production of 
every kind of energy, includ­
ing wind as it is one of the 
resources in this area.

Thomberry has introduced 
house bills to increase tax 
credit extensions from the 
present one year, to ten years, 
which he said would help 
developers work longer and 
more efficiently. His bill did 
not pass, but 'Ihomberry has

Atm os rate hike 
proposal on city  
agenda tom orrow

The Pampa City 
Commission will revisit the 
proposed Atmos rate hike 
with regard to the city partic­
ipation in a rate review 
mechanism when they meet 
in regular session Tuesday 
afternoon.

The commission will also 
consider a resolution that 
would lead to reimbursement 
of infrastructure projects, 
including water main work, 
with proceeds from future 
bond issues.

In other business, the com­
mission will consider an 
appointment to the Lovett 
Memorial Library Board, an 
agreement to provide the 
City of Clarendon with ani­
mal control services and 
awarding bids for a landfill

cell.
They are expected to go 

into executive session to dis­
cuss appointments to the 
Pampa Economic
Development Corporation’s 
board of trustees.

The commission will also 
hear reports on the Mesa 
Wind Energy Project, the 
Hampton Village project for 
low and medium priced 
housing and a Panhandle 
Regional Planning
Commission information 
system.

The Pampa City 
Commission will meet 
beginning at 4 p.m., Tuesday, 
in the commission chambers 
on the third floor of City 
Hall.

EDC hosts trip to Sweetwater for a taste of the fiiture

Dwight Fiveash has been 
to Sweetwater many times.

He knows how the small 
Texas community “eased 
into” the wind energy busi­
ness approximately 10 years 
ago and he has seen the hun­
dreds of electricity-generat­
ing windmills that dominate 
the landscape for miles sur­
rounding the community.

As the executive director 
o f Pampa's Economic 
Development Corporation 
(EDC) and a member of the 
Wind Energy Consortium, he 
has become an acolyte of the 
movement to promote wind 
energy generation and its 
potential for the residents of 
the Texas Panhandle.

But knowing this and get­
ting the local folks to under­
stand and “buy in” to the con­
cept are perhaps, two differ­
ent things.

With that in mind he led a 
contingent of local business 
people on a recent daytrip to 
the Sweetwater area, where 
they were given an overview 
o f the region's wind energy 
developments by Sweetwater 
Mayor Greg Wortham, toured 
the Texas State Technical 
College West Texas facility 
where students are learning 
how to service wind turbines.

toured a one-of-a-kind 
General Electric facility 
which houses technicians 
used by all the wind-energy 
generating companies in the 
area, and received an up- 
close first-hand-look at the 
windmills and the people who 
work on them.

“1 went (to Sweetwater) as 
a guest of MESA Power (T. 
Boone Picken's company 
who will be construct some 
670 wind turbines in the local 
area over the next several 
years) several months ago,” 
Fiveash said. “That prompted 
this trip. I felt it would be a 
good idea to get as many city 
and county officials and local 
business people as 1 could to 
go on this trip; to see what 
Sweetwater looks like com­
pared to Pampa.”

The people on the trip were 
appreciative, he added.

“I did not have one nega­
tive comment,” Fiveash said. 
“They said things like, 'it was 
very enlightening,' or that it 
provided some valuable 
information.”

“I think it was very helpful 
from the community leaders’ 
viewpoint and from the busi­
ness leaders’ viewpoint,” said 
Shawn Clifton o f Pampa’s 
Clifton Supply and the EDC 
assistant treasurer. “We’ve

Acclaimed author Tony 
Hilleiman dies at age 83

,  PHOENIX (AP) — Tony 
rHillerman, ‘ audior of tbe 
: acclaimed Navajo Tribal 
‘Police mystery novels and 
creator o f two of the unlike- 
liest of literary heroes — 
Navajo police officers Joe 
Leaphom and Jim Chee — 
died Sunday of pulmonary 
failure. He was 83.

Hillerman’s daughter, 
Anne Hillerman, said her 
father’s health had been 
declining in the last couple 
years and that he was at 
Presbyterian Hospital in 
Albuquerque when he died 
at about 3 p.m.

Hillerman lived through 
two heart attacks and surger­
ies for prostate and bladder 
cancer. He kept tapping at 
his keyboard even as his 
eyes began to dim, as his 
hearing fhded, as rheumatoid 
arthritis turned his hands 
into claws.

“I’m getting old,” he 
declared in 2002, “but 1 still 
like to write.”

Anne Hillerman said

bom storyteller.
“He had such a wonder­

ful, wonderful« 'curiosity 
about the world,” she said. 
“He could take little details 
and bring them to life, not 
just in his books, but in con­
versation, too.”

Lt. Joe Leaphom, intro­
duced in “The Blessing 
Way” in 1970, was an expe­
rienced police officer who 
understood, but did not 
share, his people’s tradition­
al belief in a rich spirit 
world. Officer Jim Chee, 
introduced in “People of 
Darkness” in 1978, was a 
younger officer studying to 
become a “hathaali” — 
Navajo for “shaman.” 

Together, they stmggled 
daily to bridge the cultural 
divide between the dominant 
Anglo society and the 
impoverished people who 
call themselves the Dineh.

Hillerman’s commercial 
breakthrough was
“Skinwalkers,” published in 
1987 — the first time he put 
both characters and their 
divergent world views in the 
same book. It sold 430,000 
hardcover copies, paving the 
way for “A Thief of Time,” 
which made several best 
seller lists. In all, he wrote 
18 books in the Navajo 
series, the most recent titled 
“The Shape Shifter.”

Each is characterized by 
an imadomed writing style, 
intricate plotting, memo­
rable characterization and 
vivid descriptions of Indian 
rituals and of the vast 
plateau of the Navajo reser­
vation in the Four Comers 
region of the Southwest.

Killer o f 7-year-old girl set to die Tuesday
LIVINGSTON, Texas 

(AP) — Eric Nenno bristles 
at suggestions he’s some 
kind of ogre.

“So many articles I read 
depicted me as a monster,” 
Netmo said softly from a vis­
iting cage outside Texas 
dea¿ row. “It was upsetting 
to not hear anything to bal­
ance that.”

A favorable balance is dif­
ficult given the former 
plumbing salesman’s 
acknowledgment that he 
committed a horrific crime 
nearly 14 years ago.

Nermo, 47, is set to die 
Tuesday for abducting a 7- 
year-old girl who lived in his 
neighborhood in Hockley, 
about 35 miles northwest of 
Houston, raping and stran­
gling her, then stuffing her 
body in the attic of his home. 
Evidence showed he raped

Nicole Benton after she was 
dead.

He led police to her 
remains two days later.

“He perpetrated one of the 
most horrendous crimes that 
I think I’d ever heard of,” 
said Joan Huffman, the for­
mer Harris County assistant 
district attorney who prose­
cuted Neimo. “It was of 
nightmarish quality, I would 
say — a gut-wrenching 
experience for all involved.”

“I can’t apologize 
enough,” Nermo told The 
Associated Press. “I don’t 
know of anything I could 
have done since 1 was con­
victed to be convincing and 
to show my condolences.”

Nermo would be the 13th 
Texas inmate executed this 
year and the fourth this 
month. Another execution is 
scheduled for Thursday in

Huntsville.
Nenno’s appeals were 

exhausted and he petitioned 
the Texas Board of Pardons 
and Paroles to commute his 
sentence to life.

“I feel for certain the exe­
cution will go through,” 
Nermo said. “I don’t think 
this will meet the standards 
for getting any relief”

In the clemency petition, 
Nermo’s lawyers described 
him as “a good man who 
conunitted a terrible crime.”

“He had never done any­
thing remotely like this 
before that day,” attorney 
Richard Burr wrote. “Since 
that day, he has faced up to 
what he did and has, in every 
way within his control, lived 
a good life. ... Mr. Netmo 
knows that he can never put 
right the wrong he is respon­
sible for.”

The Benton girl was 
noticed missing from her 
father’s birthday celebration 
in 1995. Police canvassing 
the neighborhood two days 
later knocked on his door. 
He invited them in and when 
his nervousness attracted 
their attention, deputies had 
him accompany them to a 
command post that had been 
set up in the neighborhood.

Under questioning, Netmo 
said he thought the girl had 
been abducted, raped and 
murdered. Asked what kind 
of person he thought might 
do such a thing, he replied; 
“Someone like me.”

“I’m sure there was a cer­
tain amount of concern when 
you get a response like that,” 
Anthony Osso, Nenno’s trial 
lawyer, recalled.

Nermo voluntarily took a 
polygraph, which he failed.

Randolph Dial escape fiiom die Oklahoma State 
Refbmudory in Granite on Aug. 30, 1994. Ho' 
husband was deputy warden foere. Parker and 
Dial were found living at an East Texas chicken 
ranch on April 4 ,200S.

The chaife against Parker carries a penalty of 
up to 10 years in prison.

Dial died in prison on Juik 13, 2007, at age 
62, He was serving a life sentence for ^  1981 
murder of Broken Arrow karate instructor Kelly 
Dean Hogan.

Parker claimed Dial abducted her and she 
stayed with him all those years because she was 
afraid of what he would do to her fiunily. But

questions about a romantic involvement 
between the two lingered after she returned to 
husband, Randy Parker, and their daughters, 
now grown.

Prior to the hearing Mcmday in Greer County 
Courthouse in fiu western Oklahoma, prosecu- 

•tor Eric Yarborough filed court documents 
detailing elements of the state’s case.

He said Parker had previous relationships, 
inchid i^  sex, widi inmates before escaping 
with Dial and diat she had said she was unhap­
py in her marriage. The court filing alleges she 
started up a relationship with Dial and fell in 
love with him.

FBI: Hate crime down in 2007 
but anti-gay crime saw rise

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Hate crime incidents 
decreased slightly last year, 
despite a surge in crimes tar­
geting gays and lesbians.

The FBI reported more 
than 7,600 hate crime inci­
dents in 2007, down about 1 
percent from last year. The 
decline was driven by 
decreases in the two largest 
categories o f hate crimes — 
crimes against race and reli­
gion.

But prejudice against sex­
ual orientation, the third- 
largest category, increased 
about 6 percent, the report 
found.

The FBI report does not 
compare its data from one 
year to the next because the 
number of law enforcement 
agencies participating in the 
annual count varies from 
year to year. More agencies 
contributed to the 2007 
report than the 2(X)6 report, 
however.

The data released Monday 
is consistent with previous 
years. Racial bias remained 
the most common motive.

accounting for more than 
half of all reported hate 
crimes. Blacks, Jews and 
gays were the most frequent 
victims of hate crimes, the 
report found.

The FBI report is purely 
statistical and does not 
assign a cause for the slight 
overall decrease or increase 
in anti-gay hate crimes.

More dian a third of all 
hate crime incidents were 
categorized as vandalism or 
property destruction.

Intimidation was the second 
most common hate crime, 
followed by simple assault.

The report was based on 
data drawn from 13,241 law 
enforcement agencies 
nationwide, covering about 
85 percent of the nation’s 
population. By comparison, 
the broader crime report the 
FBI puts out every year 
draws data from about 
17,000 law enforcement 
agencies.

Clarification
Pampa Junior High Principal Paul Nies is concerned that 

residents understand the situation at the school during an 
incident last week.

The incident, in which a traffic stop led to a standoff with 
police at a house not far from the school, and the eventual 
death of a local man, did not pose a danger to the students, 
Nies said.

“There was a radio announcement about picking up the 
children in front of the school,” said the principal. “There 
was never an announcement made to the students abou the 
standoff situation. There was never any panic at this school 
and things were handled in a calm fashion and there was 
never any reason for people to believe these children were in 
danger.”

Thomberry was bom 
in Clarendon, and raised 
on a ranch in Donley 
County. He received his 
education at Texas Tech 
University, and contin­
ued on to the University 
of Texas Law School, 
graduating in 1983. He 
worked in Washington, 
as a Deputy Assistant 
Secretary for
Legislative Affairs in 
the State Department.

After serving in 
Washington, he prac­
ticed law in Amarillo 
and worked in the cattle 
business with his broth­
ers before moving to his 
current position in 
office.

Waun is currently 
serving as pastor of two 
First ■ Presbyterian

i ¡C hurches,' ' Une' ‘ in 
Childress and one in 
Quanah. He is also 
involved in Sojourners 
and Call for Renewal 
organizations, out of 
Washington, D.C. Waun 
has volunteered for a 
number o f organizations 
including the Witchita 
County Democratic 
Association, Habitat for 
Humanity, and the State 
Legislative Director for 
a veteran’s organization.

Previously, Waun 
worked for 20 years in 
business management, 
marketing, consulting, 
and training and devel­
opment and as a high 
school speech teacher 
and debate coach at 
Penn State University.

Waun has a diversi­
fied education, holding 
a Bachelor of Science 
degree in Political 
Science, a Master of 
Arts, and has attended 
theological seminary.

Treasury set to dish 
out ‘rescue hinds’

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The U.S. govenunent will 
start doling out $125 billion to 
nine major banks this week to 
get credit flowing again, but 
Monday’s aruiouncement 
offered cold comfort to 
investors as rising anxiety 
about a worldwide recession 
drove stocks down sharply 
around the globe.

Assistant Treasury
Secretary David Nason said 
the deals with the nine banks 
were signed Sunday, and the 
government will make the 
stock purchases this week. 
The d e ^  are designed to bol­
ster the banks’ balance sheets 
so they will begin more nor­
mal lending.

The action will mark the 
first deployment of resources 
fixim the government’s $700 
billion financial rescue pack­
age passed by Congress on 
Oct. 3.

The bailout package has 
undergone a major change in 
emphasis since it was passed 
by Congress. Treasury 
Secretary Henry Paulson 
decided to use $250 billion of 
the $700 billion to make 
direct purchases of bank 
stock, partially nationalizing 
the country’s banking system, 
as a way to get money into the 
financid system more quick­
ly-

The plan is also aimed at 
clearing banks’ balance sheets 
of bad assets. That effort has 
yet to begin although the 
administration expects to use 
$100 billion to purchase bad 
assets in coming months.

The deployment of the first 
$125 billion to the major 
banks had been delayed while 
the government and the banks 
worked out the details for the 
purchases. Nason, a key archi­
tect of the rescue plan, said in 
an interview Monday on 
CNBC that those agreements 
had been signed late ,3vv)day 
night. • ' • v'<
• Treasury,is also.starting,to

give approval to major region­
al banks with the goal of get­
ting another $125 billion in 
stock purchases made by the 
end of this year.

KeyCorp, said Monday it 
would issue stock for a $2.5 
billion infusion of capital 
from the government. 
SunTrust Banks Inc. also sai^ 
it has received preliminary 
approval fium Treasury for a 
$3.5 billion investment. In all, 
about 15 regional banks have 
received preliminary
approvals for the government 
to make stock purchases. <

Treasury said it was allow­
ing each bank to announce its 
own deal once preliminary 
agreements were reached. 
Treasury will announce thè 
final deals on its Web site each 
day once all the paperwork is 
completed and signed. By 
law. Treasury must announce 
the agreehients within 48 
hours after they are signed. .

Treasury has given the gor 
ahead for stronger banks to 
use the money it receives ih 
the rescue program to acquire 
weaker banks. That ha^ 
prompted criticism the gov­
enunent should not be financ­
ing the consolidation of the 
banking system — in effeqt 
helping to choose wiruiers and 
losers.

As fears mounted of a pn> 
longed and deep worldwide 
recession, a juggernaut of sell­
ing swept across world mar­
kets Monday, stripping bil­
lions of dollars of wealth from 
people across the globe.

Austin American-Statesman on early 

voting:
Texas is one of 10 states not prepared 

for problems of long lines and broken 
voting machines on Election Day, 
according to a report issued by three 
non-partisan groups.

State and county election officials 
should heed that report and prepare for 
problems by having a backup supply of 
paper ballots at polling locations in 
case voting machines fiiil and lines 
grow too long. But the easiest way for 
Texans to avoid problems is to vote 
early.

Early voting begins today and 
extends through Oct. 31. Local voters 
can cast ballots at numerous locations 
in Central Texas, from grocery stores to 
libraries to senior centers to courthous­
es. You can vote on Halloween, as long

as the costume doesn’t favor or dispar­
age a particular candidate.

Election officials are expecting a 
huge turnout in this historic election, so 
voting early makes good sense. This is 
not the year to stand on tradition and 
wait until Nov. 4 to vote.

Those who do might have a long 
wait.

There is every expectation that the 
Election Day lines will dwarf those that 
voters experienced during the March 
primaries. In Travis County, more than 
a quarter-million voters cast ballots in 
the Democratic and Republican primar­
ies, a number expect^  to grow sub­
stantially in this general election. ^

Voting will be complicated in many 
precincts because of a long ballot. In 
addition to the exciting presidential 
race, there is a U.S. Senate race, U.S. 
House of Representatives races, 
statewide and judicial races, legislative 
contests and county offices to consider.

Most ballots will have several local 
propositions. The ballot in San Marcos,

for example, runs to 13 pages and 
includes 22 propositions and one refer­
endum. So most voters will have to 
spend at least a few minutes with the 
ballot, which will lengthen lines at 
polling places.

Travis County makes it easy to vote. 
In addition to dozens of public loca­
tions with voting booths, the county 
has set up two mega voting centers, at 
5501 Airport Blvd. and at 4534 West 
Gate Blvd. They are open from 7 a.m. 
to 7 p.m. Monday through Saturday 
and from noon to 6 p.m. on Sunday. For 
the last three days of early voting, those 
centers will stay open until 9 p.m.

Information on early voting loca­
tions, sample ballots and information 
on voting by mail is available online 
and by phone. Voters should have their 
voter registration card, driver’s license 
or other identification with them when 
they go to vote.

Rockets have
pieces in place to
make title run

HOUSTON (AP) — The 
Houston Rockets want to be 
this season’s Boston Celtics.

Like Boston last season, 
the Rockets assembled a 
“Big Three” of their own by 
acquiring Ron Attest to join 
Tracy McGrady and Yao 
Ming.

Attest, who averaged 20.5 
points with Sacramento last 
season, adds toughness, ver­
satility and a third scoring 
option the Rockets have 
lacked since McGrady 
arrived in 2004.

McGrady is O-for-7 in 
postseason series since 
entering the league in 1997, 
also the last year Houston 
won a series. McGrady says 
the addition of Attest gives 
him and the Rockets their 
best chance yet to end their 
droughts.

“I’ve been waiting for this 
for a while,” McGrady said. 
“I know I get criticized for 
not leading my team out of 
the playoffs, but it’s hard 
when you don’t have those 
pieces to elevate you to that 
next level. Now I have that. 
We’ll see what happens.”

The Rockets hope Attest 
can do for them what Kevin 
Garnett and Ray Allen did 
for Boston last season, form­
ing a trio with Paul Pierce to 
lead the Celtics to the NBA 
championship. Boston was 
the worst team in the Eastern 
Conference in 2006-07, 
before Garnett and Allen 
arrived.

“For that team to go from 
worst to first,” McGrady 
said, “that gives me hope.”

Yao dismisses compar­
isons between the three­
somes by pointing out the 
glaring difference.

“Boston already got a 
championship. They can say 
they have the best three 
guys,” Yao said. “We are 
looking for that day. I have 
that confidence that we can 
do that.”

The Rockets don’t have to 
make as big of a jump as the 
Celtics did. Houston went 
55-27 in 2007-08, its first 
season under Rick Adelman, 
and lost to Utah in the first 
round of the playoffs for the 
second straight season.

Attest played for Adelman 
in Sacramento, so he arrived 
at training camp as familiar 
with the system as any of the 
Rockets. He’s been one of 
the hardest workers during 
the preseason, staying a few 
extra minutes after each 
practice to work on jump 
shots.

“It’s definitely the most 
talented team I’ve been on,” 
said Attest, starting his 10th 
season. “It’s extra motiva­
tion, extra ’go-get-it.’ I kind 
of thrive under those situa­
tions. I like when I have 
something to play for, and 
this year, I really do have 
something to play for.”

Houston also added free- 
agent Brent Barry, who 
brings championship experi­
ence from San Antonio, a 
sharp perimeter shot and 
cra%  passing.

Rafer Alston returns as the 
starting point guard after 
putting up some of the best 
numbers of his career during 
Houston’s 22-game winning 
streak last season. Luis 
Scola, Houston’s second- 
leading rebounder, is back 
after helping Aigentina win 
the bronze medal in Beijing.

Shane Battier started 78 
games at small forward last 
season, but Adelman says he 
can use Artest and Battier 
interchangeably to defend 
the best opposing players. 
Adelman said he’d also use

Artest to back up McGrady, • 
or start both of them i f  
matchups look favorable.

“He gives us a guy, sim i-. 
lar to Tracy, in that he can ' 
post up smaller people, he , 
can take people off the drib­
ble,” Adelman said of Artest. ' 
“That’s going to be our main , 
challenge, working those • 
two guys together and see ; 
where they fit with Yao on , 
the floor.”

The bench includes scrap- ' 
py rebounder Chuck Hayes, , 
shooting guard Luther Head, 
blossoming youngsters Carl 
Landry and Aaron Brooks;, 
and bulky second-round, 
draft pick Joey Dorsey.

“We have a lot of valuable , 
and more versatile people on ' 
this team than we did last ' 
year,” Adelman said.

Still, Houston’s immedi­
ate goal is getting healthy.

McGrady revealed at the„ 
start of training camp that 
his left shoulder was arthrit- • 
ic and will require surgery 
after this season. He also 
said his left knee was heal­
ing slower than expected, 
from surgery in the spring.

The 29-year-old McGrady. 
played only one quarter in 
Houston’s first six preseason 
games and said he might not 
be ready for the start of th e . 
regular season. He was 
noticeably limping during a 
fast-break drill at practice 
this week and could hardly 
jump on perimeter shots,; 
leaving many short.

McGrady wanted to play 
in Houston’s preseason 
finale to test his readiness.

“I’m gaining confidence,” - 
he said Tuesday. “I’ve been 
through three straight prac­
tices, grinding it out. A game - 
is going to be a little bit dif­
ferent. Hopefully, it’s all" 
positive, because I want to 
get out there with the guys.”

“He struggled last year in 
camp, in comparison to other 
guards,” Adelman said.

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H ost to ghosts:
Texas capital hom e
to LBJ, others

AUSTIN (AP) — Politics can be plenty spooky, especial­
ly this time of year. But in Texas, some politicians have a 
way of sticking around way past Election Day.

Some say Sam Houston, the Texas hero who famously 
gave up his job as governor rather than join the Confederacy, 
still roams his old home, pacing nervously. Others have seen 
the ghost of Lyndon Johnson watching election night returns 
in the mezzanine of the storied Driskill Hotel, or Susatma 
Wilkerson Dickinson, an Alamo survivor, standing near a 
posh new hotel on Fourth Street.

"That is one haunted city,” said Fiona Broome, a psychic, 
ghost hunter and author who wrote “The Ghosts of Austin, 
Texas.” The state capitol is a particular hot spot, she said.

“The Capitol is haunted day and night,” she said. “If 
you’ve got a nice, misty day there, people see ghosts walk­
ing up the path to the Capitol building all the time.”

Broome, who spent time in Austin over five years doing 
research for the book, said she saw many ghosts at the 
Capitol, including one possibly of Comptroller Robert 
Marshall Love walking up the promenade toward the 
Capitol.

Love, who was shot and killed by a disgruntled associate 
in his first-floor office in 1903, has long startled both 
tourists and state troopers in his outdated business suit. He 
was wearing a top hat when Broome saw him.

Across the street, the fire-blackened Governor’s Mansion 
is known for its Sam Houston sightings. But in the turbulent 
years of the Civil War, the tortured wails and moans from a 
room where a lovesick teenager took his own life were so 
disturbing that Texas Gov. Andrew Hamilton locked it up 
and banned anyone from entering the room, according to the 
book “Ghost Stories of Texas” by Jo-Anne Christensen.

The fire that destroyed much of the historic landmark last 
summer likely didn’t deter the home’s spirits, Broome said.

“They’ll stay there and they’ll be back when it’s rebuilt,” 
Broome said. “Ghosts just seem to stay in these places ... 
they’re probably still there now.

“1 would be surprised if the grounds were not profoundly 
haunted.”

A few blocks from the Capitol, the legendary Driskill 
Hotel has a few apparitions of its own.

In the hotel and bar, where it’s often said more state busi­
ness takes place than any official site in Austin, both George 
W. Bush and Johnson have hosted election night parties and 
top-secret strategy sessions. And Johnson’s ghost is still rou­
tinely seen at the hotel where he also met his future wife for 
their first date.

“He is spotted sitting in a chair right around where they 
used to set up the TV, where politicians used to come in and 
watch election results,” Broome said.

With the Nov. 4 election shaping up to be a tense one, “I 
would definitely be looking for him there” on Election 
Night, she said. “I would be more surprised if people didn’t 
see him there.”

Back down Congress Ave., inside the Capitol’s imposing 
pink dome, the third floor has been a particular hot spot. 
According to the legend, a “lady in red” seemingly hasn’t 
been able to leave the office once occupied by her lover or 
their secret stairwell, located in an office suite that was held 
by former House Speaker Pete Laney.

On foggy mornings, in the Capitol’s east wing, mysteri­
ous handprints appear in the condensation of a Senate recep­
tion room window despite repeated cleanings. The window 
once occupied the bedroom where a 23-year-old horse train­
er stayed before he died in a 1983 fire that destroyed the 
apartment.

Just outside the reception room is where Senate cook and 
waiter Tim Mateer said he saw a lady turn a comer late one 
night behind the Senate chamber when he thought he was 
alone. He looked around the comer to see who it could have 
been, but the small cubby was empty.

Not too long after that, Mateer was walking through the 
Senate press conference room when he was startled by a 
portrait. It was the woman he’d seen in the hallway — for­
mer Texas first lady Fay Wright Stevenson, who died of can­
cer in 1942.

Mateer says she’s a fnendly guest and he’s happy to share 
his space with Stevenson, who once played hostess for 
Senate functions when her husband. Coke Stevenson, was 
lieutenant governor.

Stevenson moved to the Governor’s Mansion when her 
husband became governor in 1941, but never occupied the 
once-opulent lieutenant governor’s apartment in the Capitol. 
It was being built during her husband’s term as the Senate’s 
presiding officer but didn’t have its first tenants until short­
ly after Mrs. Stevenson died.

“If Austin had not been the capital city. I’m not sure it 
would have been as haunted as it is,” Broome said. “But 
because it is the capitol city, it’s just attracted these tremen­
dously colorful, wonderful characters. These are not just ho- 
hum ghosts.”

Former state historian Bill Green said he never had a mn- 
in with Capitol ghosts during his 1986-89 term with the 
state, though he heard of many.

“People tend to be skittish at night and their imagination 
probably works on them,” he said. “I’m not particularly one 
of them, although 1 do believe in ghosts. I live in a haunted 
house, but that’s another story.”

got a learning curve here and I guess we should prob­
ably make valuable use of it. We need to be planning 
ahead.”

Clifton added that one of his main concerns follow­
ing the information gleaned from the EDC trip was 
that Pampa needs to “get creative in drawing people in 
here to work.”

“They (wind power companies) are going to be 
requiring quite a few employees.” he said. “I don’t 
think we have enough people.”

Sweetwater Mayor Greg Wortham gave the group 
and talking, driving tour of the area and some the local 
key players in wind energy generation. Among the 
stops on the tour was the General Electric Wind 
Energy Service Center, a facility located in 
Sweetwater because of ita proximity to wind generator 
fields in the area. GE services its own towers, plus 
those of other companies.

“They have 150 employees at the GE Service 
Center,” noted Dick Stowers, another Pampa business­
man who participated in the trip. “I asked them if they 
though they might be interested in opening a service 
center in Pampa and they replied, ‘Based upon what I 
hear, yes.’” •

Stowers added that since the Pampa project is much 
larger in terms of power output and will be well under­
way within two years, the community does not have 
much time to make plans.

EDC Secretary Kathy Cota helped to work out the 
details of the trip, down to driving one of the vans 
transporting the group.

“A photo does not do it justice,” Cota said of wind­
mill farms in the Sweetwater area. “It is awesome, 
really.”

She added that the trip provided networking oppor­
tunities among the people in the group and among the 
group and the Sweetwater businesses and college.

“Making those contacts are important,” she said.
“We know we will be probably be doing several 

other trips,” Fiveash said. “And we will open it up to 
other folks in the community.

“What we saw (there) is Pampa in the next three to 
five years. I think it is going to happen to us very 
quickly.”

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Bovine sign in Temple com es down

AUSTIN (AP) —Four Texas counties have been added to 
a federal disaster declaration for Hurricane Ike, which hit the 
state last month.

The latest declaration makes local governments, tribal 
governments and some private nonprofits in Anderson, 
Bowie, Leon and Milam counties eligible to apply for 
Federal Emergency Management Agency public assistance.

FEMA also said Saturday that local governments in 
Grimes, Jasper, Jefferson, Nacogdoches, San Jacinto, 
Walker and Wallace counties now are eligible to apply for 
money for repairs or replacements for public infrastructure.

FEMA said in a news release that the addition of the four 
counties brings to 39 the number that are eligible for public 
assistance.

Ike caused $11 billion in damage to the state. Gov. Rick 
Perry said.

TEMPLE, Texas (AP) — 
Temple’s beloved bull has 
moved up the trail.

Standing proud atop a bill­
board that overlooks 
Interstate 35 in Central 
Temple, this red and white 
fiberglass Hereford guarded 
the city like a sphinx for more 
than 30 years. But on an early 
October morning, a woricer 
lassoed the cow with a steel 
cable, and in a matter of min­
utes a crane lowered it onto a 
flatbed trailer.

“Our biggest concern, we 
couldn’t find anyone who 
knew the weight,” said Danny 
Coppin, the contractor in 
charge of the roundup.

Turns out the bull is hol­
low. The crane operator said it 
“felt like it didn’t weigh any­
thing at all.”

Temple residents and busi­
nesses used the bull to help 
people find their way long 
before Detroit added naviga­
tion devices to their automo­
biles. B.W. Ponder owns an 
automotive service shop that 
sits in the bovine’s shadow. 
His business cards read “Next 
to the Big Cow.”

“We hate to see the bull go 
because it’s a landmark and 
easy for p t ^ l f  te And ua. We 
bad an apteOTcnt, we knew 
the bull was always his,” he 
said, regarding the owner’s 
right to take it down.

Ponder ia now looking on 
the Internet for a replacement 
bull. So far, no luck, he said.

Ponder’s office manager, 
Debra Santos, said she 
remembers the bull from the 
1970s when her grandparents 
took her to the steakhouse that 
originally hoisted the big cow 
into the sky.

The bull came down 
because a local real estate 
man, Reuben Marek, bou^ t 
the old steakhouse building 
that until earlier this month 
sat in the animal’s shadow. 
The* new and old owners 
made a gentlemen’s agree­
ment.

“I told Reuben I wanted 
that bull,” said Lee Mays, 
chief executive officer for 
Indeco Sales and Maco 
Manufacturing. “I wanted to 
keep it for a marker.”

Mays said he got the bull 
(it’s actually a steer, he points

out) in 1981 when he bought 
the building that sits below it. 
A lthou^ It was originally a 
Sirloin Stockade, the owner at 
that time was serving 
Mexican food. The cow had 
changed, too.

“It haid horns on it, and a 
jalapeno on each side,” Mays 
said. “I had an old boy get a 
bucket and he painted i t ... and 
got die horns off.”

With the bull now on the 
groimd. Mays is going to do 
some cross breeding.

He said he is going to paint 
the bull black because he 
keeps Black Angus cattle on 
his Troy ranch. He plans to set 
the bull on top of a pole near 
his business at Enterprise 
Road and 1-35. Motorists 
from both directions would 
easily see the black bull at its 
new home.

Over the years. Mays said 
he has turned down a few 
offers. A man from the 
Panhandle town Hereford 
offered him $5,000 because 
their high school football 
team is called the Whitefaces 
and he was looking for a mas­
cot.

Although Mays didn’t sell 
his steer, the man apparently 
succeeded. An alumni Web 
site for Hereford High School 
features a picture of what 
looks like the Temple bull rid­
ing in a trailer.

This is the second bull on 
57th Street to come down 
within a month.

This past summer, Clem 
Mikeska corralled the bull 
that stood atop his restaurant 
since the late 1960s, just 
before he razed the old restau­
rant and moved into the new 
one next door. His bull now 
sports a fresh coat of paint 
and a CM brand on its left 
flank. The same crew that 
took down the old Sirloin 
Stockade bull will lift 
Mikeska’s refurbished bovine 
to the top of his new restau­
rant within a few days.

Mikeska said he bought hk 
bull in the mid 1960s from a 
traveling salesman with *a 
truckload of fiberglass ani-: 
mals. I

Across the interstate^ 
Ponders can only hope that 
guy is still in business.
