Chewing cud

If it weren’t for Kimberly Lincycomb and
her crews, Pampa motorists would not have
been able to get around those icy, sub-freez-
ing mornings for the past decade.

Lincycomb spoke emotionally Friday
morning, wiping tears from her eyes, as she
talked about getting her crews up at 4 a.m. on
those winter mornings to clear the city’s
streets.

After joining the City of Pampa in 1982,
and being put in charge of streets and parks
in November 1995, Lincycomb stood in the
city commission chambers and said Friday it
was time to leave.

Holding her written remarks in her right
hand, Lincycomb held a tissue in her left,
occasionally dabbing at her eyes as she
recounted the ice stormi of 1999, when lines
were falling and transformers were blowing
up and she and her dedicated crew worked
around the clock to clear the streets.

She was generous with her praise of fellow
employees.

“I would like to thank the department
employees,” Lincycomb said. *“Without
them, I could not have been successful in
serving the city.”

She spoke of the hiking and biking trail,
the tree replacement program, the super play-
ground. She said that without the Rotary
Club, Pantex Employees volunteer efforts,
the Boy Scouts and even the Texas Criminal
Justice System that allowed prisoners to
work for the city, little would have been
accomplished in her tenure.

Lincycomb spoke of building a new stage
at Central Park last summer with two city
employees and a crew from the Baten Unit.

She said the 1999 ice storm was probably
the toughest challenge her department faced,
but she also remembered 100-degree days
spreading 350-degree asphalt.

But financial planners
encourage a different mix —
one that allows some spend-
ing but also adds “Save” to
the list.

“Sometimes when [ am

doing tax work, I’ll ask,
what are you going to use
your refund for, and a lot of
people say paying bills, buy-
ing a car, or getting a car to
get them to work if they have
a car that is not reliable. A lot
of people are just going to go
out and spend it on whatever.
Saving is not a very common
answer,” said Dr. Joyce
Cavanagh, a Texas AgrilLife
Extension Service family
economics specialist.

She said people have been
conditioned to thinking a
refund comes in one check
and thus can be used in one

way — either spent or saved.

But now, people may
select to receive their refund
either in one lump sum or
have it divided and distrib-
uted to as many as three
accounts using Form 8888,
according to the IRS.

“Realistically, you are not
going to get most people —
particularly if they get a real-
ly large refund - to save all
of it,” Cavanagh said.

A tax preparer or individ-
ual simply designates on the
form the account numbers
and routing numbers for the
refund to go to, she said. This

may include checking or sav-
ings accounts or even mutual
funds or a retirement account.

“People can feel like they
can spend some, but there is
a way to designate a certain
amount of it to go to a vehi-
cle where they are saving it,”
Cavanagh added. “Because
if it all gets deposited into
the checking account, the
likelihood of saving any of it
is not as high as if you auto-
matically designate part of it
to go to a savings account to
begin with.”

Texas cattle industry and the
Animal Health
Commission for working
together to establish Texas as
brucellosis-free,”
Commissioner Staples said.
For nearly five decades,
Texas cattle producers have
battled brucellosis, a bacteri-
al disease that poses no threat
to food safety, but can cause

decreased milk production,
weight loss, infertility, loss
of young and lameness in
cattle. There is no known
treatment for brucellosis, and
depopulation of infected and
exposed animals is the only
effective means of disease
containment and eradication.

There are 14 million head
of cattle in Texas, more than
half of the state’s people pop-
ulation and cattle production
is the number one agriculture
commodity in Texas in terms
of cash receipts. Bottom line,
the cattle industry is big busi-
ness in Texas.

“The Texas cattle industry
is a $16 billion business for
the Texas economy. This new
brucellosis-free status will
positively improve the indus-
try and help our dedicated
cattle producers,”
Commissioner Staples said.

This is historic news but
the work is not over.
Brucellosis-free status is
based on a state finding no

known brucellosis in cattle
for 12 months. A state’s sta-
tus can change if brucellosis
is found in more than one
herd of cattle in a brucel-
losis-free state within a two-
year period.

Trent Charlton knew the
risks when he borrowed
$10,000 from his 401(k) and
cut his retirement savings in
half.

But Charlton, a 40-year-
old account executive at an
Irvine, Calif., trucking com-
pany, said he had little choice
because he and his wife could
not keep up with monthly
expenses after American
Express reduced the limits on
three credit cards.

As home prices fall and
banks tighten lending stan-
dards, more people are doing
the same thing: raiding their
retirement savings just to get
by and spending their nest
eggs to gas up SUVs, pay
mortgages or put food on the
table.

But dipping into 401(k)
accounts can carry risks
because defaulted loans and
hardship withdrawals are
taxed as income and are sub-
ject to a 10 percent penalty if
the worker is under 59 1/2
years old. That means if the
trend grows, many
Americans will risk coming
up short on retirement sav-
ings or may have to rely on
an overburdened Social
Security system.

Altrusa

“People who take out a
loan or withdrawal are
adding to a looming retire-
ment crisis over the next 30
to 40 years,” said Eric Levy, a
partner at global consulting
firm Mercer. “And what
implications will that have
(for) our economy?”

Some of the nation’s
largest retirement plan
administrators, such as Great-
West Retirement Services
and Fidelity Investments, are
seeing double-digit spikes in
hardship withdrawals and
increases in loan requests, a
sharp departure from levels
that traditionally varied little.

Administrators say con-
sumers are using retirement
savings to pay for unmanage-
able mortgages, maxed-out
credit cards, and costly utili-
ties and groceries.

Charlton and his wife used
the retirement money and
$7,000 from savings to pay
down their credit card debt.
They also cut monthly
expenses by pawning a dia-
mond ring and selling camera
equipment he owed money
on. And he’s looking for
someone to take over his
$550 monthly payment on a
gray BMW 335i he leased
last April.

Charlton said his goal is to
pay off the 401(k) loan in two

years. He has not decided
whether he will contribute to
the plan during that time.

“I made the best decision I
could,” he said “I keep hear-
ing about bankrupting your
future retirement. But 1 feel
like it’s far enough away that
I’'ll be able to save up
enough.”

Charlton’s  predicament
arose as lenders are taking
steps to rein in credit because
more consumers are missing
payments on mortgages,
credit cards and loans.
Borrowers are finding their
credit limits.  suddenly
reduced and low-interest
cards hard to come by.
Mortgage lenders have also
reduced limits on home-equi-
ty lines of credit.

Meanwhile, jobs are harder
to find, and consumers are
getting pinched by higher

food and fuel prices.

Consumers who tap their
retirement accounts can take
a loan from their 401(k)
accounts worth up to
$50,000, or 50 percent of the
amount invested, whichever
is less. There are no tax con-
sequences for a loan in good
standing. But if a borrower
defaults, the loan is consid-
ered a withdrawal and subject
to the same tax penalties.

If Charlton repays his loan
and continues making contri-
butions, his account balance
at 62 will be nearly the same
as if he had not borrowed,
according to projections by
Alicia Munnell, director of
The Center for Retirement
Research at Boston College.

But if he repays the loan
and suspends contributions
for five years, his final
account balance would fall
by 18 percent.

Based on current savings
rates, the center estimates
that 43 percent of households
risk not being able to fund the
same standard of living dur-
ing retirement as they have in
their working years. That per-
centage increases to 49 per-
cent for Americans between
36 and 43 whose main retire-
ment plans are 401(k)
accounts, not employer-fund-
ed pension plans like older
generations.

Some plans don’t allow
workers to make contribu-
tions while making payments
on loans. Others require
workers to wait a set time
before . contributing _again

after taking a withdrawal. If ©
the employer matches contri-
butions, workers are taking a
double hit.

“The idea of paying your-
self back is not necessarily a
plus,” said Charlie Nelson, a
senior vice president at
Great-West Retirement
Services. “For a loan, you're
paying back using after-tax
dollars, so generally, over
time, you won’t earn as
much.”

Great-West  Retirement
Services, the unit of a
Colorado-based insurance
company that manages 3.5
million accounts for employ-
ers, said hardship with-
drawals jumped 14 percent
last year, and the number of
loans rose almost 13 percent,
with a dramatic increase
occurring in the fourth quar-
ter.

Fidelity Investments,
which jockeys with Vanguard
Group as the nation’s largest

saw withdrawals surge 17
percent in 2007, with record
withdrawals in December,
but a smaller increase in
loans. Vanguard saw n)»
change.

“What we’re talking abou:
is people spending their
retirement now and lowering
their standard of living when
they retire ... People aren’t
willing to make some of the
tougher choices in the short-
term to make a better future
for themselves,” said Stuart
Ritter, a certified financial
planner with T. Rowe Price.

In the last three decades,
401(k)s have replaced tradi-
tional pension plans as
employers’ preferred retire-
ment offering, which has
shifted the responsibility of
saving to employees from
employers. Only 32 percent
of workers ages 36 to 43 have
any coverage by a pension
plan.

Texans tackle who
broke neck retires

HOUSTON (AP) —
Houston Texans defensive
tackle Cedric Killings, who
broke his neck in
September in a game
against the Indianapolis
Colts, said Thursday he will
retire.

Although the injury is not
expected to have any lin-
gering effects, Killings said
doctors told him he would
be at a high risk of perma-
nent paralysis if he were to
return to the field.

“If I can’t perform at a
high level, and if there is a
high risk, then it’s time to
do what’s best for my fami-
ly and not play anymore,”
Killings told Houston tele-
vision station KRIV.

The 310-pound Killings
fractured his C-4 vertebra
Sept. 23 during a violent
headfirst colliston with

Indianapolis receiver Roy
Hall in a 30-24 loss to the
Colts. He was unable to
move any of his limbs
immediately after the hit,
but was standing and walk-
ing a day later.

Killings said he hds
already told Texans coach
Gary Kubiak of his retire-
ment, a decision .he said
Kubiak supported.

“It is emotional,”
Killings said. “I’ve been
going back and forth with
it. It was a real tough deci-
sion because ['ve always
been able to bounce back.”

Killings was an undrafted
free agent. He spent a sea-
son apiece with San
Francisco, Carolina and
Washington before playing
the 2006-07 seasons with
the Texans.

Federal judge unseals
Bonds’ 2003 testimony

SAN FRANCISCO
(AP) — A federal judge
told prosecutors Friday to
redraft their indictment of
Barry Bonds and made
public his grand jury testi-
mony, revealing a previ-
ously unpublicized drug
test from seven years ago
that showed an elevated
testosterone level.

U.S. District Court
Judge Susan Illston
ordered prosecutors to
amend Bonds’ indictment
so that each of the five
counts against him don’t
cite multiple statements
that prosecutors say are
false.

Prosecutors originally
accused Bonds of lying 19
different times during his
grand jury appearance, and
charged him with four
counts of perjury and one

count of obstruction of jus-
tice.

Illston agreed with
Bonds’ attorney Dennis
Riordan that prosecutors
must edit out many of the
alleged lies or seek a new
indictment, which could
contain more charges.

Prosecutors are expect-
ed to decide whether to
seek a new indictment
before Bonds’ next court
date March 21. They
declined comment outside
court.

Bonds’ 2003 grand jury
testimony was extensively
reported on by the San
Francisco Chronicle in
December 2004 and in the
2006 book “Game of
Shadows,” written by the
reporters from the original
newspaper account.

Cowboys re-sign Adams to protect Romo

IRVING, Texas (AP) —
Tony Romo won’t have to
worry about who is blocking
his blind side. His faith will
remain in Flozell Adams.

The Dallas Cowboys re-
signed the four-time Pro
Bowl left tackle Thursday
afternoon, hours before he
would’ve hit the open mar-
ket in free agency. Terms
were not immediately avail-
able, but the team called it a
long-term agreement that
likely guarantees Adams
will finish his career in
Dallas.

“I’'m just really happy to
be here,” Adams told the
team’s Web site. Asked if he
considered leaving Dallas,
he added, “Nope. Not at all.”

Also  Thursday, the
Cowboys moved to keep
three of their restricted free
agents, putting tenders on
Pro Bowl running - back
Marion Barber ($2.56 mil-
lion, the highest), defensive
end Chris Canty ($2.017
million) and guard Joe
Berger ($927;000).

Running back Tyson
Thompson, who lost his job
as a kick returner late in the
season, was not tendered,
freeing him to sign wherever
he wants.

Barber and Canty can still
look around for better deals,
but a team would have to
give Dallas its first- and
third-round picks to get
Barber and a first-rounder
for Canty. Dallas also would
first have a week to match
any offer.

In another move
Thursday, the Cowboys for-
mally announced the signing
of linebacker Zach Thomas,
whese $3.3 million,- one-
year deal was agreed to last
week. Fullback Oliver
Hoyte, who gave Thomas a
concussion when he was
with Miami last season, was
released.

Adams joined the
Cowboys as a second-round
pick in 1998. He and line-
backer Greg Ellis are the
team’s longest-tenured play-
ers.

The  6-foot-7,  340-
pounder has been a stalwart
at left tackle his entire
career. His ability to fend off
blockers has been credited
with helping Romo develop
into one of the NFL’s top
passers in only 1 1/2 sea-

sons, and helped Dallas set
all sorts of club records for
yards and scoring last year.

Adams, who turns 33 in
May, made the Pro Bowl in
four of the last five seasons,
missing only in 2005 when a
knee injury cost him 10
games. Those are the only
games he’s missed in his 10-
year career.

Adams just finished a
five-year, $25 million deal.
Had he become a free agent,
the Cowboys may have
faced competition from the
Miami Dolphins, who are
coached by former Dallas
line coach Tony Sparano,
whose arrival sparked
Adams’ career. Bill Parcells
was coaching the Cowboys
then, and he’s now running
Miami’s front office.

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CRAWFORD, Texas (AP) — With a
smile and shout of “Yee-haw,” President
Bush began talks Friday at his Texas ranch
with the prime minister of Denmark, a
U.S. ally and partner in NATO’s mission
to combat resurgent Taliban and al-Qaida
fighters in Afghanistan.

Bush and Prime Minister Anders Fogh
Rasmussen are focused on the changing
role of the alliance ahead of the NATO
summit in April in Bucharest, Romania.
The visit comes at a critical time, with the
Bush administration pressing NATO
members to send more troops to
Afghanistan and better coordinate non-
military assistance.

“Welcome to the promised land,” Bush
said as he welcomed Fogh Rasmussen to
the ranch, a diplomatic coup for top U.S.
allies and Bush’s favorite foreign friends.

Fogh Rasmussen is not only the latest
VIP that Bush and first lady Laura Bush
have hosted at the ranch. The Danish
leader is also a very important biking
buddy. The two, who pedaled around
Camp David in 2006, are expected to go
mountain biking during their three-night
stay at the ranch.

The Danish prime minister and his
wife, Anne-Mette Rasmussen, will dine
Friday night on beef tenderloin, green
chili cheese grits souffle, asparagus, salad
and pecan pie. The pecans for the pie and
the wood used to smoke the tenderloin
were harvested from pecan trees at the
ranch.

Their wide-ranging discussion will
cover Afghanistan — where Denmark is
playing a role in both security and recon-
struction assistance — and Iraq where
Denmark has contributed to stability
efforts since 2003, said Gordon Johndroe,
a spokesman for the National Security
Council.

Johndroe, speaking to reporters at the
White House where Bush met with NATO
Secretary-General Jaap de Hoop Scheffer
before leaving for the ranch, said other
topics likely will include developments in

the Middle East, Kosovo’s declaration of
independence, climate change and U.S.
and Danish assistance to Africa. '

Denmark has decided to oppose any
debt relief for Sudan after the African
nation’s leader urged the Muslim world to
boycott Danish goods because of a
reprinted controversial cartoon of the
Prophet Muhammad. Denmark, however,
will not cut development aid to Sudan.

John Negroponte, deputy secretary of
state, accompanied Bush to Texas. .

The United States and other nations that
have troops in dangerous areas of south-
ermn Afghanistan are trying to persuade
Germany, France and other NATO nations
to not only send more troops but also to let
them fight in the south.

“If NATO cannot succeed ' in
Afghanistan, it may have a very negative
impact on the ability of the alliance to
move forward,” R. Nicholas Burns,
undersecretary of state for political affairs,
said this week. “It’s the first ground mis-
sion in the nearly 60-year history of the
alliance.”

The alliance fought in Bosnia and
Kosovo, but that fighting was done from
the air, he said. *

“This is the first time we have tried to
put a great number of troops on the
ground, fight a ground war, and in this
case, a counterinsurgency campaign
against a very tough foe in the Taliban and
al-Qaida.”

A senior administration official said
Friday that while there should be no
expectation of “a surge of NATO” to come
out of the Bucharest meetings, there are
likely to be “announcements that will be
helpful.” The official, who spoke on con-
dition of anonymity to more candidly
describe White House thinking, did not
elaborate. But there are increasing signs
that France, under the new leadership of
President Nicolas Sarkozy, appears ready
to answer the repeated calls from the U.S.
and other allies to step up in Afghanistan.
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Man strikes woman on way

ST. PAUL, Minn. (AP) — A man on his

way to anger management class became
angry and struck a woman, authorities
said.

Justin John Boudin, 27, pleaded guilty
Friday to fifth-degree assault in Ramsey

County District Court and can expect to
face a sentence for time served in jail, at
least 120 days, and probation when he is
sentenced May 5, the county attorney’s
office said.

According to a criminal complaint,
Boudin was waiting at a bus stop on Aug.
29 when he accosted a 59-year-old

woman and others.

“Why don’t you show me some
respect?” he allegedly yelled at the
woman.

When she took out a cell phone to call
police, he hit her in the face, according to
the complaint. When a 63-year-old man
tried to stop Boudin, Boudin hit him with
a blue folder — which fell on the ground

— and fled.

Police tracked him down through the
folder, which included Boudin’s anger
management homework and his name, the
complaint said.

Teenager ' charged with Killing
mother and two young sisters

LAWRENCEVILLE, Ga. (AP) A l17-
year-old boy was arrested Friday and
charged with killing his mother, who was a
sheriff’s deputy, and his two small sisters,
authorities said.

Anthony Tyrone Terrell Jr. was charged
with murder in the shooting deaths at the
family home near Lawrenceville, where the
bodies were found late Thursday, said police
spokeswoman Illana Spellman. She identi-
fied the victims as Gwinnett County
Sheriff’s Deputy Joy Deleston, 39, and her
two daughters, Micaiah, 11, and Jelani, 4.

The motive for the killings was still under
investigation, Spellman said.

Terrell was taken to jail in neighboring
DeKalb County to avoid any potential con-
flict because Deleston worked for Gwinnett
County, Spellman said. He is being held
without bail.

Spellman said she could not confirm
whether Deleston’s service weapon was
used in the fatal shootings or if investigators
recovered the gun used in the killings. She
said she did not know if there were any prior
police calls to the home.

Deleston, a seven-year veteran of the
department, was assigned to the Sex
Offender unit, officials said.

Police had gone to the subdivision
because a caller reported shots had been
fired, officer David Schiralli said earlier.

They found a bullet hole in a house, then
checked next door because they knew a
deputy lived there.

“There was no answer, but lights were

on,” Schiralli said. “They opened the door a ' ;

little bit to announce themselves.” That was

when they discovered the bodies, he said.
The 17-year-old son arrived at the house

about 35 minutes later, he said. Spellman

said he was arrested after talking to investi-,

gators, but didn’t elaborate.

Neighbors said the family moved in less
than a year ago. They often saw Deleston in
her squad car coming home from work and
said having a deputy around was reassuring.

Jeff Beaird, who lives across the street,
said he often saw Terrell in the driveway
shooting hoops with his friends or washing
his mother’s patrol car but doesn’t remember
anything out of the ordinary.

“It’s so shocking because you don’t
expect something like this to happen,”
Beaird said.

Michael Hunt said he was taking a nap
before starting work on the night shift
Thursday when he heard the news about his
neighbors. Hunt recalled that his wife had
seen Terrell hours earlier walking down the
street carrying a basketball.

“For him to be scared of our dog and then

to kill his whole family ... it just doesn’t add *

up,” Hunt said.

Oklahoma man found guilty

NORMAN, Okla. (AP) — A jury found a

- man guilty of first-degree murder Friday in

the killing of a 10-year-old girl, reaching its

decision within minutes the day after hearing
his macabre videotaped confession.

Kevin Underwood, a former grocery
stocker who claimed Internet pornography
stoked his cannibalistic fantasies, showed no
emotion as the verdict was announced.
Family members of the victim, Jamie Rose
Bolin, patted each other and shook hands.

The girl’s body was found in a plastic tub
in Underwood’s apartment in April 2006.
Jurors had heard his detailed videotaped con-
fession in court Thursday.

Judge Candace Blalock told jurors to
return to court Monday morning for the
penalty phase. Prosecutors have said they
intend to seek the death penalty, while the
defense has said it will seek to spare his life.

Deputies led Underwood, 28, away in
handcuffs once jurors had left the courtroom.

Rose Fox, Jamie’s grandmother, said after
the verdict that she was originally against the
death penalty in the case, but has now
changed her mind.

“He made his choice,” Fox said. “He’s a
monster in human form.”

“I was for mercy. And then when I found
out what he really did to her ... . He showed
her no mercy.”

Jurors began deliberating following clos-
ing arguments in which Cleveland County
District Attorney Greg Mashburn predicted it
would take jurors longer to pick a foreman
than to determine guilt.

“It’s the worst of the worst,” Mashburn
said.

In his closing argument, Defense attorney
Matthew Haire did not dispute Underwood’s
guilt. But he called him “a lonely, very trou-
bled, reclusive young man” and accused
prosecutors of overwhelming jurors with
gruesome evidence.

In the confession, Underwood said he
lured the girl, his upstairs neighbor, into his
apartment in Purcell, hit her with a cutting
board, smothered her with his hands, sexual-
ly assaulted the body and nearly cut her head
off as part of a fantasy involving cannibal-
ism.

“I wanted to know what it tasted like, and
just the thought of eating someone was
appealing to me,” Underwood said in the
confession.

Underwood also said such fantasies began
about the time he started taking the antide-
pressant Lexapro. Defense attorneys plan to
call witnesses during the penalty phase on
his use of the drug.

divers to reefs in shallow water where
less aggressive sharks feed, such as black
tips.
