Pampa’s animal shelter has
gained a few new recruits in
the last few months, all work-
ing to make a difference in
the lives of local animals.

First to join last year was
Animal Control Officeér
(ACO) Gloria Day, who is
the staff’s only bilingual
employee. She worked for
the prison system before
making the jump to the shel-
ter. Next, was ACO
Samantha Meier who came
all the way from Tennessee to
join the staff. She brought
with her over 30 years of vet
tech and wild life rehab expe-
rience. K’Leigh Sweeney,
who works in the office and

lems or overcrowding. The
law states that untagged ani-
mals must be held at least 72
hours, while tagged animals
have six days.

“That’s the biggest reason
t0 spay or neuter your pet.
We just get too overpopulat-
ed,” Buarns said.

The adoption process is
relatively simple. Puppies
and' kittens under four
months are $10 without
shots and adults are $20. The
state of Texas requires that
all animals from a pound or
shelter be spayed or
néutered,»as well as tattooed
or microchiped. A potential
owner must have a yard with
a fence of adequate strength
which will be inspected by a
member of the staff. The ani-
mal may be picked up the
following day.

“We do ' microchipping
here by appointment, even if

Shoes

you didn’t get your animal
from us,” Bumns said. “I scan
every animal we pick up,
and then a second time
before I put them down.”

A microchip implant is
placed under the skin of a
dog, cat or other animal usu-
ally at the base of the neck,
The chips are about the size
of a grain of rice. The chip
not only matches the animal
with the owner, but also the
namg and description of the
pet, the shelter’s and/or vet-
erinarian’s contact informa-

-tion and any alternative

emergency contact designat-
ed by the pet owner. The
process costs only $20. It is
one of very few ways the
shelter is able to bring in
nioney.

“nght now, we’re trying
to raise money for a new
shelter. It’s called Building
Fund12,” Burns said. “We’ll
take money any way we can
get it.”

According to Burns, any

money donated to the shelter
goes directly to providing for
the animals. There is a board
that oversees the money and
it rolls over from year to
year. Many people donate
money through memorials in
friends’ or loved ones’
names. Burns, who’s been
working at the shelter since
June 9, 1980, has had to do
much of the work herself.
She and other employees
have built or moved in all the
buildings on the property but
one, as well as each kennel.

“I’ve had a lot of dedicat-
ed employees over the years
and they’ve made us what
we are,” Burns said. “The
tax payers pay our salary,
and [ think they deserve the
best that we can give.”

The shelter has an answer-
ing machine that is checked
constantly and responded to
in the order that the calls are
received, with the acception
of emergencies. When
Burns started, she recorded
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the first animal as one. At
press time, the number was
95,654. In all that time, only
2,026 dog bites have been

They put together what Safe
and Drug Free Coordinator
Suzanne Pingel calls The
Quit Spit Kit. The kit was
comprised as an aid to help
students give up spit tobac-
co.

“Doctor Buck’s office
donated toothbrushes for our
kits and they also come with
information cards and sun-
flower seeds,” Pingel said.

The students have also
been speaking at other local
schools about tobacco’s
effects.

“At the beginning of the
year, we all signed up to be a

High Plains. CASA is an
acronym for Court
Appointed Special
Advocates.

“We must unify our voices
to clearly state that we will

mentor for a school,” SADD
treasurer Garrett Couts said.
“We wanted to get kids start-
ed with SADD early. Peer
pressure is getting really
tough, so maybe if we start
at a young age we can fight
that.”

The United States Centers
for Disease Control and
Prevention describes tobac-
co use as the single most
important preventable risk to
human health. According to
the World Edng"Foundation,
tobacco-related deaths are
expected to reach ten million
a year by 2030. Disturbingly,
it’s not only voluntary users
who are effected.
Secondhand smoke causes
approximately 3,400 lung
cancer deaths and 46,000
heart disease deaths in adult
nonsmokers in the United

~States each year, according

to lungusa.org. The students
hope to educate others about
these statistics.

“We want to tell them
about tobacco, how it effects
you and others around you,”
Ceyanes said:

The students will continue
their lectures at the other
Pampa schools through the
rest of this week. All work
and effort that the students
put in is extracurricular,
completed after school and
on weekends.

“They’ve worked so hard
and they could be out doing
their own thing,” Pingel
said. “I’'m so proud of them
for making a stand.”

tant variable in the computer
speed equation is RAM, the
onboard memory used by
running programs. RAM is
measured in bytes. Similar
to “hertz,” it breaks down
this way: One byte is rough-
ly the
equivalent
- of one letter
of the
alphabet or
one numer-
ic digit. So,
in order to
store  the
letter “A” in a computer, you
would need one byte of stor-
age. A thousand bytes is
called a kilobyte. A thousand
kilobytes (or a million bytes)
is called a megabyte. One
thousand megabytes equals
one gigabyte; and finally,
one thousand gigabytes is
called a “terabyte.” These
days, RAM is measured in
megabytes. In my opinion, if
you were buying a new com-

puter today, it should have
somewhere between 500
megabytes and 2 gigabytes
of RAM installed.

* CD/DVD Burners

When buying a CD/DVD-
RW drive, also known as a

‘burner, you need to know

what factors make one unit
better than another. Three
speed variables define the
usefulness of these devices.
For instance, you may see a
drive advertised as
“32X/12X/40X.” The first
number represents the “write
speed” of the unit. In other
words, how quick can it per-
manently “burn” data to the
blank CD?

The second number is “re-
write speed.” Most
CD/DVDs can only be
“written to” once. However,
RW disks can be erased and
re-used a number of times.

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Berkman’s three

SAN DIEGO (AP) — The
Hauston Astros were one
strike away from opening the
sedson with three straight
losses, then inches away.

They managed to stick
araund long enough for
Lance Berkman to hit a
three-run homer off Trevor
Hoffman in the ninth inning
that carried them to a 9-6 win
over the San Diego Padres on
Weédnesday night.

“Our bats woke up,” man-
agér Cecil Cooper said.

None was bigger than
Berkman’s homer. It was his
first career hit off Hoffman,
baseball’s career saves
leader.

“I just wanted to not strike
out on three pitches like I did
last night,” said Berkman,
who fanned against Hoffman
to end Tuesday night’s game.

With the Padres leading 6-
5, Hoffman retired the first
two batters before walking
pinch-hitter Jose Cruz Jr. on
a full-count pitch. Michael
Bourn singled to right and
Hunter Pence followed with
a single off the tip of first
baseman Adrian Gonzalez’s
glove to score Cruz.
Berkman drove a 3-1 pitch to
center field for his | first
homer of the season.

Berkman said he was able
to pick up Hoffman’s release
point much better than he
had on Tuesday, then patient-
ly worked the count.

“He gave me a fastball that
[ could hit 3-1 and I'm glad I
swung at it,” Berkman said.

“Lance just crushed that
one,” Cooper said. “That ball
was almost on a line going
out of the ballpark.”

Fans saw a rare sight

Hoffman (0-1) being pulled.
He blew the save a night
after getting his first save of
the season and the 525th of
his career.

“It’s part of the process
and here we are talking about
being on the other end of it,”
Hoffman said. “We had done
a good job of shutting them
down for almost three
games, but they exploded for
four runs in the ninth.”

The Astros had scored just
one run in their first two
games, and that was on a
bases-loaded walk.

Seattle’s new top triumvi-
rate of Bedard, Felix
Hernandez and Silva have
allowed two earned runs
combined in three starts.

“Oh, yeah, that’s the way
everyone was expecting it to
be from the starters,” Silva
said.

Jason  Jennings (0-1)
allowed four runs on five hits
in five innings, giving up
Lopez’s three-run shot with
two outs in the fifth. That
came on a full count, after he
had Lopez down 0-2.

“I was doing everything I
wantedsto do, but you can’t
make mistakes like that with
their guy is throwing as well
as he did tonight,” Jennings
said.

Trend for 2007-08 could be above 20 percent ...

The city’s sales tax receipts, reflecting the
local economy, has trended upward since the
early 1990s.

As boom to turned to bust in the oil patch
in the 1980s, the one percent sales tax rev-
enue slumped, dropping 8.3 percent from
$1,604,801 for fiscal year 1984-85 to
$1,471,673 in FY 1985-86. In 1986-87, then
plummeted 18.38 percent from the year
before to $1,201,189.

“In 1986-87,” said Pampa City Manager
John Horst, “we had a major retail-wholesale
business move outside the city limits.”

As the 1980s ended, Pampa sales taxes
began to stablize and started a long slow
climb back.

Sales tax revenue for the city took a jump
in 1992-93, when citizens voted to increase
the sales tax rate by one half percent to 1.5
percent and take a property tax cut.

“We got a big boost when we went to the
additional half-cent sales tax,” Horst said.

Sales tax revenue that year was up by
more than 31 percent over the previous year
followed in 1993-94 by an increase of more
than 12 percent to $1,979,126.

“That was an additional half-cent in lieu
of property tax that the voters voted in,” said
Horst. “They voted to lower their property
tax. It amounted that year to right at a
$600,000 reduction in total property tax in
the city. In exchange for that, we added a
half a percent sales tax.”

He said the logic behind that was to spread
the tax burden over a wider area.

“We have people from outside the city
limits using our streets and other public
facilities,” Ho. it said. “This gives them an
opportunity to help finance the maintenance
and upkeep of our infrastructure.”

In 1995-96, sales tax revenue entered the
$2 million range. Although it dropped back
briefly in 1998-99 and again in 1999-00, it
surged back above the $2 million mark in
2000-2001 and hasn’t stopped growing yet.

Sales tax revenues took another jump in
2003-04 when Pampa voters approved

another half-cent sales tax increase to fund
an economic development corporation for
the city.

Today, the city draws 1.5 percent of the
sales taxes collected in Pampa while the state
keeps 6.25 percent., The Pampa Economic
Development Corporation gets 0.5 percent
of the collections.

“When you go down here to your local
retailer,” Horst said, “you’re going to pay
8.25 cents on the dollar, or 8.25 percent. Six
and a quarter goes to the state, and two per-
cent goes to the city, and that two percent is
split up with a half cent going to the EDC.”

In 2006-07, the city collected $3,675,549
in sales taxes, more than double the oil boom
days of the 1980s and almost 20 percent
more than 2005-06.

For the last four years, sales tax increases
have grown at double-digit rates.

In 2002-03, the sales tax revenues slipped

slightly — it was down 1.3 percent — but since
then it’s grown by a healthy margin, accord-
ing to Robin Bailey, the city finance director.

“Since ‘03’04, we’ve had at least 13 per-
cent growth every year,” Bailey said.

Through the first half of this fiscal year,
the growth rate has been about 12 percent. It
that trend continues, the sales tax growth rate
for 2007-08 could be well above 20 percent.

“We budgeted $3,330,000 for the year,”
Bailey said, “and in five months we’ve col-
lected $1,649,759.36.”

That’s 20.78 percent over what was bud-
geted this year, she said.

It’s also almost 10 more than what the city
collected at that time last year.

The February revenue was $431,351.97.
That was some $177,000 more than
January’s revenues.

The February check reflected a healthy
Christmas in Pampa, since it was based on
sales in December, 2007.

Bailey said the checks lag the actual sales

receipts by two months.

Horst noted that another major business
moved out of the city limits about two
months ago, and he expected to see that
reflected in a drop in sales tax revenue report
in the next month or so.

“What I think we’re going to see is either
a leveling off or a loss,” Horst said.

Horst said that there ‘was a change in the
sale tax revenue when United Supermarket
opened on Hobart.

“Of course now, we have a Super Wal-
Mart, and we’re growing customers from the
market area as far away as Kansas,” Horst
said. “We now have two new hotels that are
quite successful.”

He says the city doesn’t éet any sales tax
off the hotels, but it makes it more conven-
ient for visitors to the city to come and stay
and shop. The hotel-motel tax that is collect-
ed has risen sharply. That goes back into
tourism promotion for the city.

“Our hotel-mote] tax has more than dou-
bled,” Horst said.

Generally, Horst said the improved under-
lying economy could be attributed to risi
oil and gas prices.

“I think so,” Horst said. “I really do”

The increased activity has led t¢increased
employment in oil and gas servjce compa-
nies, which in turn has increasegd'the popula-
tion of Pampa.

While there has been an ihflux of people
moving into Pampa, Horst said that has not
been reflected in water and wastewater con-
nections. Those, he said, have held fairly
steady about 7,500 for the decade.

The numbers aren’t greater, he said,
because a lot of people have rent houses
where they keep the water turned on year
around whether it’s rented or not.

“Our apartments are full,” Horst said,
“and it looks like everything from a single
family dwelling to a four-plex in addition to
the apartments are full. There’s a waiting
list.”

He said there is one city employee that has
been on a waiting list for two or three
months.

“Those don’t reflect new connections;
however, they are additional people in
Pampa,” Horst said. -
