Dumping on 
county agenda

The county’s bum ban and policy con­
cerning junk yards and rural dumping 
will again be on the agenda of Gray 
County commissioners’ meeting, 9 a.m. 
Tuesday in the second-floor courtroom at 
the courthouse, 205 N. Russell.

CtHnmissioners plan to consider the 
bum ban at each of their meetings until 
the ban is lifted. The ban prohibits out­
door burning, excluding barbecue grills 
and some occupational practices such as 
welding. It went into effect Jan. 15 as a 
result of an extended period o f little to no 
rainfall wifti dry vegetation and frequent 
periods of high w in^ .

The county policy concerning junk 
yards and rural dumping will dso  be 
examined. The issue was first brought to 

’Commissioners’ attention by Precinct 2 
Commissioner Gary W illou^by at their

motel tax rather than a lump 
sum each year.

"Over the years," said John 
Curry the head of Pampa's 
tourism committee, "the 
actual funding formula has 
changed."

Study throws 
doubt on aquifer 
recharging

WHITE DEER ~  The 
hope was that the giant 
Ogallala Aquifer that under­
lies much of the Great Plains, 
and specifically the 
Panhandle Groundwater 
Conservation District, could 
be recharged, but the latest 
study appears to have dashed 
that hope.

The water conservation 
district funded a preliminary 
study in 2006 that indicated 
some recharge of the aquifer 
beneath the rolling rangeland 
of Roberts and Hemphill 
Counties. That led to a sec­
ond study conducted by the 
Bureau of Economic 
Geology at the University of 
Texas.

Bridget Scanlon of the 
Bureau of Economic 
Geology, who headed the 
study and who is among the

premier recharge experts in 
the state, said she had never 
seen recharge on a rangeland 
area before, so she was very 
interested.

"Usually," said Amy 
Cpwell, hydrologist with the 
Panhandle Groundwater 
Conservation District, "the 
indigenous grasses and 
shrubs use the water there. 
That's why they're acclimat­
ed for this climate. They use 
what water is there."

Scanlon was excited to 
see recharge on rangeland.

"We thought, good, 
what better place that 
Roberts County," Crowell 
said. ,

Roberts County has been 
at the center of something of 
a water war for the past 
decade with the Canadian 
River Municipal Water 
Authority buying up almost

the tax money grew, but they 
have budgeted a dollar 
amount rather than a percent­
age, so the tourism commit­
tee is still getting only 
$15,000 in a lump sum while 
the tax revenues have 
increased.

Curry said he would like to 
see a percentage of the hotel- 
motel tax every quarter when 
it comes in from the state.

The city hasn't paid the 
tourism committee anything 
this fiscal year, which started 
Oct. 1, although this year's 
budget calls for the tourism 
committee to get $24,100.

Robin Bailey, the city's 
finance director, said there's 
nothing in the budget con­
cerning a percentage amount 
of the hotel-motel tax.

Curry said the committee 
ended up spending $26,185 
last year on tourism efforts.

He said not all items were 
expended and some items, 
like the Freedom Museum 
brochure, will be carried over 
to this year.

"Some times," Curry said, 
"there are items that carry 
over that we reserve money 
for."

A big part of their expendi­
tures went to advertising and 
program support.

"We are somewhat reac­
tive to that because, for 
instance. Celebration of

City to address seal 
coating program

The Pampa City 
Commission will hold a spe­
cial meeting tomorrow to 
consider canceling its April 8 
meeting. The meeting will 
meet at 4 p.m. in the City 
Hall commission chambers.

City Manager John Horst 
said that the city’s seal coat­
ing program needs to be 
approved in early April so 
work could start on city 
streets and that there would 
have been several absences at 
the April 8 meeting.

The city commission will 
consider increasing funding 
for seal coating.

Donny Hooper with the 
Fhiblic Works Department is 
recommending an additional 
$300,000 to cover 14 miles 
of seal coating. The city has 
already budgeted $250,000 
for seal coating seven miles 
of city streets. Hooper said

there is a need to cover 14 
miles o f streets and with 
increased sales tax revenue 
the money should be avail­
able.

Hooper said that $50,000 
of the additional $300,000 is 
for patching damaged streets.

The commission will also 
consider authorizing Trevlyn 
Pitner, who takes over 
Tuesday as interim city man­
ager with the retirement of 
Horst, to enter into an inter­
local governmental agree­
ment with Lefors to help 
manage their water system.

They will also consider 
declaring certain police 
weapons as surplus property. 
Horst said the weapons had 
been evidence in different 
cases and were no longer 
needed. Normally, he said, 
such weapons are auctioned 
off to gun dealers.

300,000 acres of water 
rights to feed its 11 member 
cities in the Texas Panhandle 
and South Plains (including 
Pampa), the City of Amarillo 
buying water rights for 
future use and Boone 
Pickens and his Mesa Water 
corporation buying water 
rights to sell water to thirsty 
urban areas down state.

Crowell said the district 
was happy to think that there 
was some recharge where 
there is now concentrated 
pumping by CRMWA and 
plarined pumping for other 
projects.

On the plains, there has 
been evidence that as playas 
filled up, there is some 
recharge around the edges as 
the water overflowed the 
bowl of the clay lining cov­
ering the bottom of the lakes.

"That's how it works in 
the playas out here on the 
plains," Crowell said.

Roberts County is more 
rolling and has sand hills.

"Our hope was that was

going to really, help," she 
said.

Crowell said they did see 
some recharge on farmed 
land.

"You're more likely to see 
recharge in plowed land," 
she said, "because there's no 
vegetation using the water 
unless there's a crop plant­
ed."

With farmland in this area, 
she siad that many times 
there's also some supple­
mentary irrigation going on.

"We did see that where we 
expected to see it," Crowell 
said, "but the stuff we were 
really hoping for on the 
rangeland just wasn't there. 
It turns out that it was a very 
local phenomenon."

Crowell said that the first

Lights is a wonderful 
draw for our community,"

With the increased motel 
space in Pampa, Curry said 
they've started promoting 
meeting space in the com­
munity in an effort to draw 
area conventions.

He said they got together 
with the economic develop­
ment and purchased goody- 
bags, bags that can hold 
brochures and bigger bags 
for events like golf tourna­
ments that can hold sou­
venirs. The all say "Pampa" 
on them.

"That was a pretty big 
expenditure," Curry said.

The last two years, he said 
Pampa has hosted a Dance 
Master's state meeting.

"It's been a real success," 
Curry said, "because of the 
Americinn and the civic cen­
ter being together."

He said the tourism com­
mittee is working to bring 
the regional meeting of the 
Desk and Derrick Club to 
Pampa in 2009.

"We've already met with 
those people who are going 
to present our proposal at 
their next meeting in Los 
Angeles," Curry said.

He said their budget for 
next year will be very similar 
to this year's budget.

"Before when we just had 
the $15,000 a year," Curry 
said, "we couldn't have host­
ed the TxDot tour."

He said with the motels 
that are in Pampa with
rumors of more hotels com­
ing to the community, the 
hotel-motel tax should bring 
in more money for tourism 
promotion.

"Right now, we have two 
billboards," Curry said. "One 
as you come in from
Amarillo on the left right,
before you get to Price
Road."

It welcomes motorists to 
Pampa and encourages them 
to turn north into town and 
the main business district.

There's also a billboard for 
motorists coming in from 
Miami that does the same 

. thing.
"Our thought was that 

there are a lot of people that 
drive through here, and we

just want to put in their 
minds that there is more to 
Pampa," Curry said.

He said that billboard 
advertising is interesting.

"It's really just planting 
seeds," Curry said.

At one time, the tourism 
committee had billboards at 
Dalhart and Shamrock.

"After studying that," 
Curry said, "we decided that 
billboards ask you to do 
something on your way. If 
you're on your way to 
Amarillo and you see a bill­
board in Shamrock that says 
turn north to Pampa, the 
likelihood is you're not 
going to do that because 
you're already going another 
way."

He said that's why the 
committee decided to move 
the billboard in closer. He 
said they wanted to increase 
traffic and make Pampans 
feel proud.

Keith Pitner, executive^ 
director of the Pampa * 
Chamber of Commerce, said 
they're also looking at 
changing the messages on 
the billboards. He said they'd 
like to change the billboards 
every two years.

Curry said they could 
change the billboards every 
year, but the fee to change 
them is about $625 in addi­
tion to the rent. The rent is 
S500 a month for the two 
billboards.

Gov’t proposes new safety 
rules for railway tank cars

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Following a string of train 
accidents in recent years, 
railroad tank can carrying 
hazardous materials must be 
replaced, rebuilt stronger and 
travel at slower speeds over 
half of the nation’s tracks 
under new federal proposals.

The Transportation 
•Department’s proposed rule 
requires tank cars carrying 
poison inhalation hazard, or 
PIH, commodities to be 
equipped with puncture- 
resistance protection to pre­
vent penetration at speeds of 
25 mph for side impacts and 
30 mph for head-on colli­
sions. Those speeds are more 
than double the limits for 
existing tank cars.

The proposed rule also sets 
a maximum speed limit of 50 
mph for any train transport­
ing a PIH tank car and a tem­
porary speed restriction of 30 
mph for cars not meeting the 
puncture-resistance standard 
that travel in non-signaled

territory,'or “daric” areas that 
comprise about half of the 
nation’s tracks. Federal 
Railroad Administrator 
Joseph Boardman said during 
a conference call Monday 
morning.

Some of the oldest PIH 
tank cars also will be phased 
out on an accelerated sched­
ule over concerns that tiiey 
do “not adequately resist the 
development of fractures that 
can lead to a catastrophic, 
failure,” according to the 
government proposal.

A series of deadly railroad 
accidents involving haz­
ardous materials -  including 
the 2002 derailment and 
ehemical spill on the edge of 
Minot, N.D., a 2004 derail-, 
ment near Macdona, Texas,. 
and a January 2005 train col-, 
lision and chemical spill in' 
Graniteville, S.C. -  led the 
FRA to develop the new 
rules, which Boardman 
called a “revolutionary step 
forward in tank car safety.”

Texas Tales: Painting told story o f historic battle

The Battle of San Jacinto, 
the short-lived but decisive 
engagement that assured 
Texas independence from 
Mexico, took place more 
than a decade before the 
development of photogra-' 
phy.

Because of that, subse­
quent generations of Texans 
and others interested in his­
tory have had to rely on writ­
ten accounts of the battle to 
develop a mental picture of 
what it must have looked 
like that spring afternoon. In 
1886, a half-centiuy after the 
April 21, 1836, battle.
Virginia-born artist William 
Henry Huddle greatly 
enhanced Texas’ collective 
image of the aftermath of the 
fight with the large oil paint­
ing which hangs inside the 
south entrance of the Capitol

in Austin.
Bom in 1847 more than a 

decade after San Jacinto, 
Huddle served for two years 
in the Confederate Army. 
After the war, he moved to 
Paris (the city in Lamar 
County, not the one in 
France). A gunsmith by 
trade, he became interested 
in a softer medium and left 
the state to study art in 
Nashville and later New 
York.

Huddle returned to Texas 
in 1877, settling in Austin. 
Five years later, he went to 
Munich for two more years 
of art schooling. He returned 
to Austin in 1886 and shortly 
undertook his San Jacinto
paints.

Though cameras had yet 
to be invented by the time of 
the Texas Revolution,

right ankle that caught a 
Mexican bullet that eventful 
day.

An exhibit at the Sam 
Houston Museum in 
Huntsville features a life- 
size diorama of the same 
scene, correctly portrayed 
for the first time. A faux 
blood-stained bandage is 
affixed to Houston’s left leg:

Houston descendants have 
long believed it was his left 
leg, not the right that sus­
tained a gunshot wound in 
the battle. But everyone else, 
dating all the way back to 
Huddle in 1886 always has 
assumed it was the right leg.

James L. Haley of Austin, 
author of “Sam Houston,” 
the latest and arguably best 
biography of Texas’ George

Washington, agrees with the 
Houston relatives on the left 
versus right leg issue. But he 
came to that belief after the 
publication o f his book, 
which has Houston’s wound 
on his right leg.

“When they reprint the 
book, I’ll make the change,” 
Haley said. “I think it was 
his left leg, but the only way 
to know for sure would be to 
exhume Houston, and no 
one’s interested in doing 
that.”

Other than suffering a 
painful wound, April 21 had 
been a lucky day for 
Houston. His ragtag Army 
prevailed over a larger force 
of Mexican soldiers. But that 
luck almost went the other
way.

..State Warriors beat the Dallas 
Mavericks 114-104 Sunday 
night to create a three-way tie 
for seventh place in the ultra- 
competitive Western
Conference.

With nine games remain­
ing, Dallas, Golden State and 
Denver are all even at 45-28. 
If the season ended today, the 
Warriors would be on the 
outside looking in at the 
playoffs because they have 
lost two o f three to both the 
Nuggets and Mavericks. But 
if  Golden State manages to 
beat Denver and Dallas in 
their final meetings, the 
Mavericks would be the odd 
team out in a three-way tie.

That’s quite a fall for a

Soybean varieties with 
improved yield, resistance, 
protein and oil quality and quantity 
and other traits are among the ben­
efits expected of a new project in 
which Agricultural Research 
Service (A ^ )  sciendsta will cre­
ate a ‘library” o f 50,000 W A  
markers called single nucleotide 
polymoridiistns (SNPs).

Geneticists David Hyten and 
Perry Cregan will “stock” the 
lib n ^  as part of their ongoing 
studies widr SNP DNA markers at 
ARS’ Soybean Oenmnics and 
Improvement Research Unit in 
Beltsville, Md. The United 
Soybean Board (USB) is fin in g  
the $2.9 million, dueo-year project 
from die organizadon’s s o y b ^  
checkofTprogrtun.

The library’s compledon will 
provide soybean researchers and

breeders widi a valuable resource 
to use in characterizing the genedc 
variadon available for soybean 
improvement For example, diey’ll 
be able to detomine the posidtm 
and characteristics of alleles, or 
ahernatc forms of genes, widiin the 
oilseed crew’s 20 chromostunes.

A goal is to genotype nearly 
20,000 lines, called accessions, in 
the USDA soybean germplasm 
collection, which ARS curhtor and 
coUidxirator Randall Nelson main­
tains on the University of Illinois 
campus at Urbana-Champaign. 
The"'Uhtary’s anticipated 50,000 
SNPs will help researchers to take 
the next step in applying the soy­
bean whole genome-sequence dtUa
-  released by the U.S. Dq>artment 
of & mgy’s Joint Genome Institute
-  to make soybean breeding more 
efficient and precise. Of particular

interest is using SNP nwuker tech­
nology to nqtidly identify plants 
that carry important traits like 
high-quality oil and resistance to 
pests including soybean cyst 
nematodes.

The,SNPs diemselves are small 
changes, or variations, in the 
sequence of four biochemical “let­
ters” -  A (adenineX C (cytosine), T 
(diymine) and G (guanine) -  t ^  
m i^e up an organism’s DNA 
“alphabet.” Cregan and Hyten,

together with their ARS and uni­
versity colleagues, have so far 
identified 43,000 SNPs in soybean 
and mapped the genome locations 
of 15,000 of diem.

ARS is the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture’s chief scientific 
research agency. The USB is made 
up of 68 farmer-directOTs vrito 
oversee investments o f die soy­
bean checkoff on behalf o f aU U.S. 
soybean farmers.

McCain highlights military heritage at start of tour
MERIDIAN, Miss. (AP) 

— Republican Sen. John 
McCain opened a new chap­
ter in his presidential cam­
paign on Monday, casting 
himself as an “imperfect ser­
vant of my country,” 
descended from a family of 
U.S. warriors devoted to 
honor, courage and duty.

In remarks both personal 
and philosophical, McCain 
recalled ancestors buried at 
Arlington National
Cemetery, and mused about 
“the honor we earn and the 
love we give when we work 
and sacrifice with others for 
a cause greater than our self- 
interest.”

A prisoner of war in 
Vietnam at a time his own 
father commanded all U.S. 
forces in the Pacific, McCain 
said, “He prayed on his 
knees every night for my 
safe return.... Yet, when duty 
required it, he gave the order 
for B-52s to bomb Hanoi, in 
close proximity to my 
prison.”

The Arizona senator 
emerged victorious from the 
Republican primaries weeks 
ago. Seven months before 
the election, polls point 
toward a competitive race 
with either Sens. Barack 
Obama or Hillary Rodham 
Clinton, rivals in a marathon 
struggle for the Democratic 
nomination.

McCain mentioned nei­
ther of his potential oppo­
nents in his prepared 
remarks. Nor did he discuss 
the war in Iraq or the spike in 
home mortgage foreclosures 
-  major issues where he dif­
fers from both his potential 
opponents.

Instead, he offered a list of 
general do’s and don’ts for 
government, details tO' be

filled in at a later date.
Government must avoid 

through inattention or arro­
gance making it “harder for 
parents to have the resources 
to succeed in the greatest 
work of their lives raising 
their children,” he said. But 
it should “help make health 
care affordable and accessi­
ble to the least fortunate 
among us.”

He said “tax policy must 
not rob parents of the means 
to care for their children and 
provide them the opportuni­
ties their parents provided 
them. Government spending 
must not be squandered on 
things we do not need and 
can’t afford.”

He added that “govern­
ment can’t Just throw money 
at public education while 
reinforcing the failures of 
many of our schools, but

should, through choice and 
competition, by rewarding 
good teachers and holding 
bad teachers accountable, 
help parents prepare their 
children for the challenges 
and opportunities of the 
global economy.”

In addition, “Government 
must be attentive to the 
impact on families of parents 
who have lost jobs in our 
changing economy that 
won’t come back.” He said 
current job retraining pro­
grams are “antiquated, repet­
itive and ineffective.” 

Family was a recurrent 
theme in McCain’s speech.
