It took 17 days to travel to Pusan, Korea, in

- an old World War II Liberty ship.

Emmons said they had to train the new
comers on their weapons on the way over.

“They’d never been on our weapons
before,” he said.

Most of the personnel that had been in the
outfit for some time were promoted to at least
corporal so there would be some leadership.

. They off loaded in Pusan the last day of
_ July, 1950.

They moved up to the front the next day.
“It was called the Pusan perimeter,”

“ Emmons said.

The North Koreans had pushed South
Korean and U.S. forces down to the southern

tip of the Korean peninsula, where the allied ~

forces had formed a defensive perimeter
around the port of Pusan.

On his third day in country, Emmons had
his first taste of combat.

He was at a small seaport named Pohang
Dong.

“My half track was assigned to protect
convoys going in and out of there,” Emmons
said.

Volunteering his half-track with its four
.50-caliber machine guns to help rescue a

company of infantry pinned down in some
*' rice paddies.

“I volunteered my crew,” Emmons said. “I

' was squad leader.”

That was where he earned his first Bronze
Star for knocking out a machine gun nest

with his carbine.

“We got that company of infantry out,” he
said.

Moving north as U.S and South Korean
forces pushed the North Koreans back,
Emmons and his outfit crossed the Naktong
River.

“After we broke through there, it kind of
broke the back of the North Korean army,”
Emmons said. “They started retreating.”

U.S. forces were moving so fast at that
time, a lot of the infantry were riding in
trucks.

Emmons and his unit were fighting up the

.middle of the peninsula as the Marines land-

ed at Inchon on the eastern coast.

They linked up at Seoul.

Emmons’ half track was part of the spear-
head that led the way into North Korea in an
effort to capture Pyongyang, the capital of
North Korea, before they could evacuate
their prisoners.

“When we got there, they had already
evacuated the prisoners,” Emmons said, “but
we did capture one Russian officer. He was
an advisor there.”

From there, Emmons and his unit pushed
forward all the way to the Yalu River and the
Manchurian border. Across the river was
Communist China.

Up to that point, the war had been limited
to fighting the North Korean army. That win-
ter, the Chinese crossed the border and broke
through the South Korean division on
Emmons’ left flank.

The South Koreans, Emmons said, didn’t
let anybody know about it.

“We’d been hearing rumors that the
Chinese had come in,” Emmons said, ‘“but
we didn’t know for sure.”

After the South Korean division gave way,
the Chinese flooded in behind U.S. troops.

“We didn’t find out until it was all over
that we were actually fighting four Chinese
armies,” Emmons said. “Not divisions, but
armies.”

Emmons’ division, what was left of it, was
ordered to delay the Chinese so the U.S.
Eighth Army could pull back to below the
38th Parallel.

“We were in a valley that night and we
could hear the Chinese digging in on the
slopes all around us,” Emmons said.

The U.S. armor came in after dark, and
Emmons said he doesn’t think the Chinese
knew it.

With the armor forming a line across the
valley, the Chinese began blowing bugles at
midnight and came charging down to meet a
deadly fire.

“They sounded like a bunch of Comanche
Indians,” Emmons said. “We opened up, and
there was so much fire going out that it
looked like you could just walk on the trac-
ers.”

It was bitter cold.

Emmons said at the time he thought it must
have been about 30 degrees below zero, but
as it turned out, he found out later, it was only
about 20 below.

“We had no winter clothes,
we had were field jackets.”

All the equipment was left over from
World War I1.

But they still had to make it back to the
38th Parallel.

The roads were dirt and narrow, lined with
mountains. As their column withdrew to the
south, the Chinese would hit a tank or a vehi-
cle and the column would have to halt until

" he said. “All

the: fire would burn down and the vehicle
could be moved out of the way.

“While the .column was shut down,”
Emmons said, “the Chinese would come
down out of the hills and take the dead from
around the trucks and stack them across the
middle of the road. They knew we wouldn’t
run over them.”

That would further slow the column.

“We finally got out of there after dark,”
Emmons said.

He said he had five infantrymen holding
on to his half track.

When they got to an aid station, medics
had to come out and pour warm water over
the men’s hands because they were frozen to
the armor.

On Christmas Day, 1950, Emmons and his
unit were surrounded by the Chinese at
Wonju, but the Air Force managed to alrdrop
Christmas dinner to them.

“The Chinese probably got as much of it as
we did,” Emmons said. “I’ll bet there were a
bunch of sick Chinese. They weren’t used to
that rich food.”

It was one of the few hot meals that
Emmons got during the 10 months he was in
Korea.

“Most of the time, we ate out of cans,” he
said. “They were good rations, but you get
tired of it.”

Emmons was in five major battles during
those 10 months before he rotated out.

“l was there four seasons,” Emmons said,
“and there wasn'’t a season that I liked.”

He said he lost a lot of good friends in
Korea.

According to the Second Infantry history,
they lost 12 officers, 253 men and 26 M16
half tracks with the quad 50s like Emmons’.

Wrights said, “Panhandle
Groundwater’s project was
number one in the state.”

Wrights said that cloud
seeding helps to maintain
thunderstorms a little longer
so there’s more rainfall. She
said they are trying to
increase rainfall by 10 to 15
percent.

She said the district wide
value of the program is
$82,953,980. The cost of the
program in 2007 was
$214,499.80.

acre-inch of rain, Wrights
said it would be about 1.1
cents. The cost per acre
across the district is about a
nickel. The weather modifi-
cation program consists
about 16 percent of the dis-
trict’s budget.

During that same time, the
district’s tax rate has dropped
by more than half.

“If you have a million dol-
lar ranch,” Wrights said, “the
taxes you would pay for the
weather modification pro-
gram would be about $18.”

She said she’s been told by
opponents to the project that
cloud seeding reduces heavy
rainfall for the ranchers.

“That 1s a false statement,”

Later, Madison added, “If
Congress can do whatever in
their discretion can be done
by money, and will promote
the general welfare, the gov-
emment is no longer a limited one possessing enumerated
powers, but an indefinite one subject to particular excep-
tions.”

Thomas Jefferson explained, “Congress has not unlimited
powers to provide for the general welfare, but only those
specifically enumerated.”

At one time there were presidents who respected the
Constitution. Grover Cleveland vetoed hundreds of spend-
ing measures during his two-term presidency, often saying,
“l can find no warrant for such an appropriation in the
Constitution.” Then there was Franklin Pierce who said,
after vetoing an appropriation to assist the mentally ill, “I
cannot find any authority in the Constitution for public char-
ity,” adding, “To approve such spending would be contrary
to the letter and the spirit of the Constitution and subversive
to the whole theory upon which the Union of these States is
founded.”

We should consider ending the charade and get rid of our
200-year-plus presidential oath of office and replace it with:
I accept the office of president.

Christmas Mountains land
quickly on behalf of the park
service, (For legal reasons, the
land office says, the state can-
not simply give the land to the
park service or anyone else.)

But Patterson - who last year tried to auction the land off
to private bidders - wont sell to a private donor acting on
behalf of the park service because, he said in his letter, he
thinks such donations should not be used to acquire land
already protected from development.

So now we have a state official refusing to take the money
of a private donor to help the federal park service acquire
land, yet that same official will take our federal tax dollars
to do the same thing. (Patterson also wrote that without a
federal appropriation, the land might be “neglected.” The
land was neglected for tens of millions of years, but, some-
how, it endured.)

Another problem, Wellman said, is that even if hunting
were allowed, it wouldn’t be worth the cost of administering
a hunting program. Theres too little to hunt, he said, espe-
cially in dry years - and this land is in a desert.

Still, Patterson has instructed his staff to contact the
National Park Service, President Bush’s administration and
the congressman who represents the Big Bend area, U.S.
Rep. Ciro Rodriguez, D-San Antonio, “to work through
these issues and secure the necessary funding for the trans-
fer of the Christmas Mountains to the National Park
Service.”

Rodriguez said he is ready to help and will especially rely
on the park services “professional opinion.”
