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Coming down a section at a time — Randy Smith climbed a 280-feet tall radio tower Thursday and cut it 
into sections so that a ground crew with a crane could safely dismantled the structure.
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Onlookers craned their 
necks in quiet awe Thursday 
as Randy Smith dangled 
more than 200 feet off the 
ground. Most swore they 
couldn’t be paid enough to do 
what he does, scaling towers 
with a dexterity that would 
put Spider-Man to shame, 
and Smith likes it that way.

“I hear that a lot ... which 
is good for me because I’ve 
got more work than 1 can 
handle...,” Smith said.

The tower Smith was 
working on, a 280 feet tall 
radio tower, was taken down

inthrM piiceayrilarday after 
Legacy Reserves acquired 
the property and decided that 
the tower was a liability. The 
tower was taken down by 
Smith of Randy’s Tower 
Service and Rusty Dunavin, 
Santos Guzman, Ricky Soto 
and Justin Reed of Panhandle 
Steel Wreckers.

“As a kid 1 lived in the 
trees. I loved to climb,” 
Smith said. “Then in the mid 
80’s we moved out in the 
country and 1 started building 
towers trying to get TV for 
my wife. I started with a 30 
foot tower and that didn’t 
work, then I built a 50 foot 
tower and that didn’t work 
and then finally 1 built a 70

foot tower and we got a little 
bit of TV.”

It was then that a fnend of 
Smith’s mentioned to him 
that there were other farmers 
out in the country who need­
ed the same services. He’s 
been building towers ever 
since.

“It’s great. It’s fantastic. 
You can see for miles, there’s 
fresh air and nobody to bug 
you,” Smith said.

The tower, located behind 
Koyote Trucking Company 
at 725 West Cuyler, was orig­
inally purchased by The 
Operating Company for two- 
way communications with 
their oilfield workers.

“We changed our two-way

communications to Hawkins 
Communications and just 
decided it was better to j>ay 
rent on a tower than own 
one,” Johnny Russell of 
Legacy Reserves said. “Ya 
know, if it fell down to the 
east it would have gone well 
into Cuyler street.”

Legacy Reserves hails out 
of Midland/Odessa and are in 
the process of acquiring sev­
eral properties with the hopes 
of coming into Pampa and 
opening up job opportimities, 
according to Russell. What’s 
left of the tower will be cut 
into 20 and 30 feet long sec­
tions to be hauled to the scrap 
yard.

Society’s 
‘Dig’ set 
June 14-21

PERRYTON — With 
Indiana Jones returning to 
the big screen this spring, 
what better way to spend the 
summer than at an archaeo­
logical dig?

There may not be the for­
eign intrigue of the Indiana 
Jones film genre, but Dr. 
Scott Brosowske said there 
will be plenty of prehistory 
and history at the Texas 
Archaeological Society Field 
School here June 14 through 
21 in Ochiltree County.

“We are going to be host­
ing the annual Texas 
Archaeological Society Field 
School,” said Brosowske, a 
research archeologist for 
Courson Archaeological 
Research.

It is the first time in 20 
yeai% that the panhandle has 
hosted the school.

The annual school, 
Brosowske said, moves to 
different locations around 
the state from year to year.

“It was down by Junction 
last summer,” he said, “and 
out by Paris year before last. 
It's going to be up in the pan­
handle this year and next 
year.”

The school will begin at 7 
a.m., Saturday, June 14, and 
it runs through the following 
Saturday, June 21.

“It's eight days long,” 
Brosowske said.

The school will be based 
at Lake Fryer.

“We have the whole south 
side of the lake reserved,”

Extension can 
advise on bees, 
but not eradicate

An attack last year on 
Duncan Street in Pampa by 
reported Africanized bees 
was one of many misconcep­
tions attributed to bees in the 
last few years.

“They were just honey 
bees,” Brandon McGinty of 
the Texas Agrilife Extension 
Office said.

Africanized or “killer” 
bees first came to Texas from 
South America in 1990. 
Since their introduction, they 
have been mating with 
European bees to form a 
cross diat is more aggressive 
but according to McGinty

their dangerous reputation 
has been exaggerated.

“Bees are highly sensitive. 
They know when your heart 
is racing, when your adrena­
line is peeked and they may 
feel you’re a predator,” 
McGinty said. “They’re not 
going to come after you just 
to come after you.”

The sting itself is not more 
potent in .Africanized bees, 
according to McGinty, but 
when a bee stings, the stinger 
that is left behind gives off a 
pheromone that attracts other 
bees.

“If someone’s been stung, 
over the counter allergy 
meds will worie but if they’re 
allergic they need to get to

Brosowske said.
Campsites are available, he 

said.
“We'll be meeting there that 

Saturday morning,” he said, “at
7 a.m.”

Generally, he said the school 
is just for members of the Texas 
Archaeological Society, but he 
added that anyone can sign up 
for the society.

He said they will have peo­
ple ranging in age from elemen­
tary school students to retirees.

“We going to have a kids 
excavation program,”
Brosowske said.

The children's program will 
run from Monday through 
Wednesday.

For adults, there is a Texas

“Not everyone can be there 
for the entire eight days,” 
Brosowske said. “For people 
that are going to be there for the 
entire field school, the entire 
eight days, it is $100.”

“They*'can: care' of
everything right on the TAS 
website,” Brosowske said.

The school will include pre­

historic sites and historic Indian 
and military sites.

“Really,” Brosowske said, 
“there will be something for 
everyone,” Brosowske said.

The participants will be 
working on a number of differ­
ent sites, he said.

“Typically, at the TAS field 
school, they work on a single 
site,” Brosowske said, “but 
there's so much panhandle pre­
history and history that we don't 
know anything a^u t that we're 
going to split up and work on 
something like eight different 
sites.”

He said he is expecting some 
400 to 500 people from around 
the State of Texas and sur­
rounding states.

“For us,” he said, “there's so 
much that we don't know, it's 
going to really provide us with 
some opportunities. It will real*- ' 
ly'ghre us the opporhinlty^to--' 
leant as much as we can* in a = 
relatively short period of time.”

Brosowske said field labora­
tories are being set up where

the materials that are excavated 
will be washed and sorted.

“We'll be working each day 
out in the field and in the labs 
from 7 a.m. until 1 p.m.,” 
Brosowske said.

Participants can relax in the 
afternoon, he said, and then in 
the evenings, there will be a 
series of programs that will 
include archeologists, stargaz­
ing, dinners and dances.

'Asleep at the Wheel' will 
perform on Friday night at a 
dance in the Perryton 
Exposition Center. The dinner 
that night will be catered by 
Dyer's Barbeque from Pampa.

John Erickson, author of the 
'Hank, the Cow Dog' books, 
will provide entertainment one 
night.

“That first Saturday night,” 
Brosowske said, “we're having 
a live band and catered dinner. ’̂

Most members of the Texas 
Archaeological Society,
Brosowske said, are from the 
large urban areas around the 
state.

“We would love to have as 
many local people as we can,” 
Brosowske said. “This is their 
history and prehistory.”

It's an opportunity for people 
to participate in an archeologi­
cal dig, Brosowske said.

“Down in Austin and San 
Antonio, there's lots of events 
like these,” he said, “but up 
here there aren't a whole lot.”

He said he'd like to see as 
much local involvement as pos­
sible.

Originally from Minnesota, 
Brosowske said he loves the 
Texas Panhandle.

“I'\e lived up and down the 
plains my entire life,” 
Brosowske said,'“and it'a'jfist a

part of the United States that I 
love.”

The archeology and history 
here is incredibly amazing, he 
said.

“There have been few people 
that have looked into that,” 
Brosowske said. “I've been 
working out here for about IS 
years now.”

He had been living in 
Norman, Okla., while he 
worked on his doctorate.

“It was about a four or five 
hour drive to get out here, and I 
was away from my family,” 
Brosowske said. “When I fin­
ished up school, I'd been work­
ing part time for the Courson 
family and they made an offer 
for me to come up and move 
my family up here and live 
where I love to do research, so 
it's been a real blessing.”

the ER ' immediately,” 
McGinty said.

What won’t work is jumping 
into a pond or lake with a straw 
for breathing.

“I’ve heard of them hovering 
over the person until they 
emerged. I’ve heard they’ve 
plugged straws ... I don’t know 
if that’s true but they are highly 
intelligent,” McGinty said.

To avoid getting stung, 
McGinty added, people need to 
be conscious of where they’re 
working and what they’re 
around. Openings in houses, 
tires, vacant or abandoned 
buildings and cars or any other 
protected area that has gone 
undisturbed makes a good place 
for a beehive. Also recommend­
ed is to avoid heavy perfumes 
and bright colored clothing.

“Ttim and walk away. E>on’t 
run. Don’t mess with the hive,” 
McGinty said. “Contact me or a 
beekeeper or pest control com­
pany.”

To prevent bees from making 
a hive in your home, check for 
anything in your yard that might 
be turned over such as a trash- 
can, a flowerpot or even a bird- 
house. According to Beekeeper 
Ron Ebel, any gaps in the con­
crete around your house or 
cracks in the eve of your house 
make good places for hives.

“Generally, they’re in the 
attic or cave of the home and 
you need to get in and dig them 
out,” Ebel said. “More than 
likely it’ll cause a bit of dam­
age.”

There’s no way to tell if a bee 
is Africanized without testing 
them. That’s where McGinty 
comes in. They send the bees to 
College Station to test wing vei 
rneasuicmem or DNA.

“We do not physically come 
remove the bees, or any other 
pest problefru,” McGinty said. 
“We can help people get in con­
tact with someone who can 
resolve their situation.”

Accordmg to Ebel, if you sec 
a bair of diem they’re not that

aggressive because they don’t 
yet have a hive, so they ball 
around the queen.

“Bees in the daytime are 
more aggressive so don’t deal 
with them until after dark,” 
Dean Wyman of Caveley’s Pest 
Control added.

Ebel said he always replaces 
the queen when he removes a 
hive to reduce the possibility of 
Africanized bees. He even goes 
so far as to replace his own 
queens every two years, espe­
cially if they start showing 
some aggression.

“The bees get tired of living 
with the same old woman,” 
Ebel said.

Out of 60 calls that Ebel took 
last year only one dealt with 
Africanized bees. According to 
McGinty, bees are here to stay 
and residents in Gray County 
must learn to live with them.

“We have to have them. 
Without bees, we couldn’t grow 
crops. We need them to sur­
vive,” McGinty said. “We can’t 
just wipe them out because 
they’re a nuisance.”

And they’d 
have done more than trim only about 
$400 million from the $26 billion in 
direct payment subsidies they’re plan­
ning for farmers. Nor would they have 
insisted on a new $4 billion permanent 
disaster fimd for ag producers.

Ctmgress is working feverishly to 
finish ftiis lousy bill, which we hope a

presidential veto deeply buries. 
President Bush rightly warned legisla­
tors this week about giving farmers big 
(»yments to grow crops such as emn, 
cotton, soybeans and rice.

The subsidies directly affect the 
prices you’re paying at the grocery 
story. They’re not the only effect, but a 
serious one. '

Bread prices are rising because fium- 
ers make more money growing com 
than vdieat. Congress has mandated 
several billion gallons of ethanol by 
2009, which means there’s a huge mar­
ket for com; it’s the main way ethanol 
gets produced here.

As a result o f this shift, and global 
demand for com, American fiumers are 
growing fewer acres o f wheat. 
Production is down 24 million acres

Cmn production also is driving up 
costs at Texas ranches, hog farms and

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One word comes to mind as the inspiration for the creation of Mother's Day, and 
that is "Homesick." Anna Jarvis, who was born in Grafton, West Virginia in 1864 

had moved to Philadelphia later as an adult and lived there most of her life. You 
know the cliche, "You can take the girl out of the country, but you can't take the 

country out of the girl" applies in this situation. Although she lived in a city, Anna longed for her 
West Virginia countryside, the mountains and the family and friends she'd grown up with.

Anna Jarvis' own mother was a role model of domestic nurturing and other household responsibilities. 
She gave birth to 11 children and endured through the death of 7 of them. In spite of all this tragedy, she 

never lost her faith In Cod. She kept caring for her children when they were ill, took care of her elderly hus­
band and sacrificed her dream of a college education due to the poverty in her own life. When she died, Anna 

organized a special service at the church in Grafton, W. Va. to honor her mother and all that she had endured 
and done.

Eventually Anna decided that she wanted to honor her mother by honoring ail mothers with their own special day 
on the second Sunday in May.

She did a letter-writing campaign that included politicians, newspaper editors and church leaders. She also organ­
ized a committee known as "The Mother's Day International Association" to promote this new holiday.

Already in existence as "Children's Day," the second Sunday in June, and Anna knew this being a church Sunday school 
teacher. Children's Day had been observed since 1870. She wanted Mother's Day to be closer to Memorial Day, so that 
people would remember the sacrifices their mothers had made for their families, just like people also remembered the 
sacrifices their sons had made for their country.

May, 1908 was the very first Mother's Day observance. President Wilson gave the day national recognition in 1914 and 
by the late 1920's Mother's Day became one of our countries most prominent holidays. But, Anna Jaris originally intend­
ed this holiday to be more of a church-related one, yet it slowly evolved between Christianity and commercialism.

The carnation was chosen as the symbol for Mother's Day because Anna Jarvis' mother had loved carnations. So she 
would wear one in honor of her own mother and encouraged others to wear one honoring their mothers. Some peo­
ple wear a white carnation to honor mothers who have died. While others choose a pink or red carnations to honor 
their mothers who are still living.
