Ruth Riehart knows more 
about the late M.K. Brown and 
the civic center that hears his 
name than most Pampans.

Riehart has spent 30 years 
serving in different offices of the 
Pampa Community Concert 
Association. She knows the 
auditorium like the back of her 
hand and believes Pampa citi­
zens are privileged to have such 
a facility.

“There arc few towns our size

that have facilities this nice,” 
Reihart said, during a tour of the 
center, which was built in 1973.

Reihart is passionately proud 
of the auditorium as a cultural 
resource for the community. The 
auditorium seats 1,500 people, 
with a full size stage that accom­
modates a variety of perform­
ances, including a show this 
year that is comparable to 
Cirque Du Soleil.

The auditorium has been kept

in pristine condition by staff 
member Betty Wagner, who has 
worked at the civic center for 
nearly a decade. The auditorium 
has had major technological 
upgrades in the past five years, 
including a new lighting and 
sound board and new stage cur­
tains installed last year.

The auditorium provides ade­
quate space for a wide range of

The Somebody Cares organization 
will be holding the “Somebody 
Cares Pampa Area Coats for Kids 
Project” coat drive for the second 
year on Saturday, Oct. 25, which is 
expected to give an estimated 600 
kids new coats for the winter season. 
The coat drive will be at Trinity

Last year. Somebody Cares gave 
away about 370 coats to low-income

families who have children ranging 
in ages from toddlers to highschool 
students, Martha Henderson, coordi­
nator for the project, said.

The volunteers will help the chil­
dren go through the coats, which 
“resemble a department store” 
Henderson said. Each child will be 
assigned an adult shopper to help 
them choose a coat. There arc mir­
rors and dressing rooms available for 
children to use.

“This is their chance to pick what 
they want. The child gets to choose 
the color and style,” Henderson 
explained.

Martha and her husband Robert 
are both responsible for coordinating 
the event, which Marta said should 
include more giveaways than last 
year because of increased efforts in 
publisizing the event.

Somebody Cares got the idea for 
the coat drive from Phillip and 
Jennifer Conner who had seen a sio^

performances. The
foyer/lobby area often 
serves as a sales reception 
area after performances and 
can serve as a “meet and 
greet” area for the perform­
ers and patrons.

Even more, behind the 
stage there are comfortable 
large and small dressing

rooms for performers 
with lighted mirrors, clos­
ets, sinks, and make up sta­
tions. The large dressing 
rooms have new floor tiles. 
The auditorium once had a 
green room, which was for 
actors to warm up in and 
“turn green” before shows, 
but the space has been 
remodeled and is now used 
for offices.

M.K. Brown Building 
Manager Enrique Cabrales, 
who oversees all recre­
ational activity including 
sports, the M.K.. Brown 
swimming pool, and the 

_civic center is kept busy 
with administrative respon­
sibilities. He said enjoys 
his work as building man­
ager, even though it keeps

him very busy.
Wagner, who maintains 

the civic center and sets up 
for events in the building, 
works closely with 
Cabrales.

“Enrique and I work 
really well together,” 
Wagner said.

As the only two paid 
employees o f the civic cen­
ter, Cabrales handles 
administrative responsibili­
ties and Wagner works with 
building maintenance.

Wagner is pleased with 
almost all o f the elements 
o f the auditorium.

“I love showing this 
building off,” Wagner said.

Still, she has a vision to 
see an expanded loading 
zone for performers that 
projects directly out of the 
building instead of to the 
side as it is currently con­
figured. The loading zone 
is difficult for performers 
to use and is uncovered, so 
it is exposed to wind and 
inclement weather.

With top-grade technolo­
gy and the a first-rate audi­
torium, Riehart and 
Cabrales are both surprised 
the facilities aren’t used 
more by the community, 
and are even passed over

frequently.
“People are amazed this 

part o f the building exists,” 
Reihart said. “They think it 
is just the lobby and 
Heritage room. When they 
see the auditorium, people 
are flabbergasted it is in a 
town this size.”

“The facility doesn’t get 
utilized as much as it 
should,” Cabrales agreed. 
“People may not realize 
what they are missing.”

Reihart believes that the 
auditorium is an important 
“quality of life” aspect of 
Pampa, contributing to the 
economic development 
effort in the sense that 
potential employers will 
know they - and their 
employees - will have cul­
tural activities to attend.

Riehart is continually 
grateful for the auditorium 
and speaks o f her gratitude 
towards Montagu
Kingsmill Brown, whom 
she knew personally. She 
said Brown was sent from 
England by his family into 
the world to be a business­
man, and he fell in love the 
West. He never had chil­
dren, so when he died he 
left his estate to Pampa.

To stay current with the needs of the 
Panhandle area. Coffee Memorial must 
collect 600 units of blood every week or 
approximately 12S units a day. The holi­
days put a crunch on the blood center 
because citizens are traveling more. 
More travel means fewer donors and 
more accidents involving people who 
might require blood.

There is a back-up for the center in 
case of emergencies. Coffee Memorial is 
a member o f America’s Blood Center. 
They helped provide blood to the centers 
in the Gulf Coast area when they were

forced to shut down during Hurricane Ike;
“Fortunately, we live in such a giving 

community,” Talley said. “If we end up 
rimning low for whatever reason, we’ve 
always been able to make phone calls and 
be able to count on the citizens o f the pan­
handle to donate.”

On September 27, at the Pampa Car 
Show, the center took in 49 units and 
almost $4,000 in donations. On October 
6, at the Pampa Community Blood Drive, 
the center took in 46 units of blood. The 
center runs one to five drives a day across 
the panhandle to gather the amount 
required.

The New York Times, on visa-recap­

ture bill:
... Every year Congress authorizes a 

certain number of permanent-resident 
visas, or green cards, for immigrants to 
come to work in the United States or to 
rejoin their families. And every year 
bureaucratic delays prevent a certain 
portion of those visas from being 
claimed.

The result? Every year thousands of 
potential green cards vanish, like 
unused cell phone minutes....

Teachers, nurses, engineers, 
researchers and other aspiring immi­
grants who follow the rules, file their 
paperwork, pay their fees and wait — 
and wait — get the chilly message that 
they are not wanted. Some of them feel 
great pressure to go illegally around the 
immigration system, instead of through 
it, as their wait to rejoin their loved 
ones becomes intolerable.

A House bill that could recapture an 
estimated 550,000 lost visas, sponsored 
by Representative Zoe Lofgren, a 
California Democrat, has been moving 
slowly through the committee process 
despite the best efforts of members like 
Representative Steve King, Republican 
of Iowa, to sabotage it with ridiculous­
ly restrictive amendments. One would 
have granted green cards only to people 
younger than 40 with college degrees. 
Another would have eliminated an 
entire category of family visas, for sib­

lings of citizens....
It seems unlikely that a visa-recap­

ture bill would make it through this 
year. But don’t blame Congress’s focus 
on the economic mess for that. 
Recapturing visas is a modest fix that 
should have been made a long time 
ago. The country needs to build a 
smoother path to legal entry and citi­
zenship.

4 d ie in  DL helicopter crash
AURORA, 111. (AP) — A 

medical helicopter crashed in 
a Chicago suburb, killing 
three crew members and a 13- 
month-old patient, authorities 
said early Thursday.

The helicopter was headed 
to Children’s Memorial 
Hospital in Chicago from 
Valley West Hospital in 
Sandwich when it went down 
rninutes before midnight, said 
Aurora police spokesman Sgt. 
Robb Wallers.

Children’s Memorial 
Hospital spokeswoman Julie 
Pesch initially said the child, 
a girl, was being transported 
to the hospital because of 
epileptic seizures. She later 
said the child’s symptoms 
were not clear.

The helicopter may have 
clipped a wire before it 
crashed and burned, accord­
ing to authorities. The guide-

wire came fiom a 750-foot 
tall radio tower, said assistant 
Fire Chief John Lehman, who 
added there is some concern 
about the tower’s structural 
integrity and engineers are 
evaluating it.

Wallers said the helicopter 
belonged to Air Angels Inc., 
an emergency medical trans­
port service based at Clow 
Airport in suburban 
Bolingbrook. Telephone calls 
to the Air Angels offices were 
not answered early Thursday.

However, Air Angels CEO 
Jim Adams told the Chicago 
Tribune that the helicopter’s 
crew included the pilot, nurse 
and a paramedic employed by 
the company. He ^ d e d  the 
helicopter’s pilot did not 
report mechanical problems, 
and weather was not an issue.

According to Wallers, the 
helicopter crashed in a field

Goodell said a lifetime ban 
remained a possibility.

For the Cowboys (4-2), 
who have lost two of their 
last three games, they have to 
overcome all the distractions 
and get ready to play Sunday 
at St. Louis.

“Our team was real 
focused,” coach Wade 
Phillips said after practice 
Wednesday. “Some of it 
bands you together. That is 
what we try to preach. ... It’s 
difficult, but I think it’s 
something you have to do.”

The NFL said Jones’ rein­
statement will depend on 
strict compliance with treat­
ment plans by the league and 
the Cowboys and an evalua­
tion by “clinical experts.”

Jones is now off the team 
and on his own trying to get

yet another chance to play in 
the NFL.

“He played hard for us and 
he gave us everything he 
had,” Keith Davis said. “We 
only wish him the best, first 
of all. Hopefully everything 
goes back in his favor and he 
gets a chance to maybe play 
again.”

Brunnstrom scores three goals in National Hockey League debut
DALLAS (AP) — Maybe 

Fabian Brunnstrom’s record- 
tying NHL debut earned him 
a more permanent role in the 
Dallas Stars’ lineup.

Brunnstrom scored three 
goals in his first NHL game 
to match the league record, 
Mike Modano had two goals 
and the Stars beat the 
Nashville Predators 6-4 on 
Wednesday night for Dallas’ 
first victory of the season.

The Stars outbid several 
NHL teams in May to sign 
the skilled Swedish left wing, 
but Brunnstrom was a 
healthy scratch in Dallas’ 
first two games.

Brunnstrom insisted he 
wasn’t upset at the snub and 
proved it, breaking a 4-4 tie 
with 3:25 left when he struck 
from close range off a feed 
from Brad Richards.

The Swede became the 
third player in NHL history 
to score a hat trick in his first 
game, joining Alex Smart of 
the Montreal Canadiens (Jan. 
14, 1943) and Real Cloutier 
of the Quebec Nordiques 
(Oct. 10, 1979).

“I wanted to play and be 
part of the team, but this team 
has really good players so 
you have to earn your spot,” 
Brunnstrom said. “1 felt com­
fortable out there from the 
start. It was fun, but the most 
important thing was that we 
won the game.”

Brunnstrom gave Dallas a 
4-3 advantage at 14:13 of the 
second period after Ryan 
Jones’ first career goal 23 
seconds earlier had drawn the 
Predators even.

Playing on a line with 
Richards at center and Sean

Avery on the right side, 
Brunnstrom scored from the 
slot for his first career goal at 
11:45 of the second period 
for a 3-2 lead.

“He was nervous when he 
got here,” Richards said. 
“There’s a lot o f expectations 
on him and it was unreason­
able. We wish he could have 
a hat trick every night but he 
was in the right place at the 
right time.”
