She practiced 
endlessly, perfecting each new 
routine and auditioned frequent­
ly for every director and agent 
in New York without results," 
Mrs. Morris saidT

"During her college years she 
performed several times, but it 
did not lead to Broadway. A 
trip to Europe provided her 
with outlets for concerts which 
didn’t bring her much money 
but gave her ballet technique 
and the most difficult thing in 
concert business — the knowl­
edge tq build a program," she 
said.

"Her first Hollywood concert 
was a disaster because o f, 
lighting effects. Her first a t- ; 
tempt at arranging dances fori 
the movies, Romeo and Juliet’ 
made her violently ill when she. 
saw the cut version of the 
result. Several other choregra-' 
phlc attempts were failures. At| 
the age of 30 she was still not 
famous and was nearly penni­
less, but she continued her 
practice daily and continued to 
dream.

"In 1942 she Joined the then 
Monte Carlo Ballet Co., did 
several successful ballet ar­
rangements and created the 
first American Ballet, called 
‘Rodeo’, which today is included

P A M P A  anil L E F O R S
iiffective with the next issue of tlie tele­
phone directory, Pampa and Lefors will 
have a new system of telephone numbers. 
With this system, called All Number Call­
ing ( A \C ), the letters in your phone num- 
lier will be replaced by numbers. In other 
words, all telephone numbers will consist 
of seven numerals instead of two letters 
and five numerals.

All numbers will stay the same for tlic 
present, although everyone will have the 
new type of number when the August, 
1960, telephone diredldiy is issued.

For Pampa customers, the “MO" pre­
fix will become “66.” Since the “M" ami 
“O are on the same place on the dial as 
the “6," these will be dialed the same as 
always.

For technical reasons, it will be neces­
sary to change some Pampa numbers 
slightly if they contain a “4” as the third or 
fourth digit.

Q U E S T I O N :  Your an- 
a n s w e r  to the question, 
“What were the economic 
conditions preceding the 1929 
stock market crash?” was 
somewhat incorrect and mis­
leading. For instance, “And the 
people began to see that there* 
was more paper money than 
there was gold, they got scared 
and decided they’d rather have 
g o l d  than stocks” was 
irrelevant at that date. There 
was no great demand for gold 
prior to 1929. That came later 
during the depression when 
people began to hoard gold, a 
practice later made illegal.

There were many ramifica­
tions but the two important 
economic factcu's prior to Oct. 
29, 1929 were 1. the wild, wide­
spread speculation on the stock 
market and 2. the cheap money, 
easy crecKt policy of the 
Federal Reserve Bank la 
private institution! making' 
loans to the stock brokers. This 
made possible the popular 10 
per cent margin deals on the 
Exchange. There was an over- 
extension of private debt (no 
federal deficits), over-expansion 
of commodity production and an 
over-optimism in inflated values 
and advancing prices of indus- 
t r i a l  stocks. The mass 
psychology and human error, 
emoGonally inspired by the lure 
of fabulous paper profits, in­
tensified the fury of the 
speculation. It fed upon itself 
expanding beyond the boimds 
of economic reason. Caution and 
restraint were absent in the 
inflationary’ spiral that carried 
the stock market to dazzling 
and dangerous heights. From 
big bankers to bootblacks, all 
seemed intent on getting into 
the act to share the unearned 
increment. America was on a 
financial binge.

'The cause was Inflation, the 
effect was ruin. When profits 
in production began to Ornish 
and stocks failed to pay 
dividends because of in­
flationary distortions, faith in 
the stock market began to 
dwindle w hirt Wggered

The increase in' credit as we 
pointed out, and as Mr 
McQuern points out, was the 
major factor.

Of course, there was no great 
demand for gold prior to 1929 
Paper money was redeemable 
In f old-and* people fflt
that they could turn their paper 
profits into gold at any time. 
If they bad realized what was 
happening prior to 1929 they’d 
have gotten out of stock and 
into gold or bonds or something 
that had guaranteed value (as 
did men like Bernard Baruch, 
for inataooa) and Um crash

those profits fail to materialize 
that does not remove the 
obligation. The brokers did not 
have uitfimited resources, and 
they, too, had obligations to 
meet. So it can hardly be called 
a “sell out" to expect a man 
to keep his promises. The 
brokers may have used poor 
judgment in advancing so much 
credit, just as those who used 
more credit than they could 
cover showed poor judgment 
Mr. McQuern rightly points out 
that psychology and human 
error contributed largely to the 
situation.

J o h n  Rustgard, himself 
a  poUtician for most of
Ms life, saw what was 
coming and sold all his
s t o c k  and b o u ^ t gilt 
edge bonds. Writing in 1942
about the depression and Its 
causes, he pointed out another 
major contributing factor. He 
aaid, “Harding and Coolidge 
c o n t i n u e d  the poHcy (of 
McKinley and Wilson) of len­
ding money to Euorpe in order 
to fundsh those countries the 
funds with which to buy
A m e r i c a n  products to 
avert the dreaded panic 
When wa finally reached a point 
where the Europeans could not 
pay even the interest on their 
bonds, the traffic slackened in 
1928 and finally stopped in 1929. 
Up to tbilt time the European 
lOUs had been treated as cash 
in hand, and thoae on whom 
they had been palmed off 
considered themselves rich. 
When they suddenly in 1929 
discovared tha fraud, the ren­
tiers found themselves im­
poverished, many bankrupt. 
They had lived opulently for a 
decade or more. They now 
ceased to b e , consumers and 
threw their surpluses on a 
glutted market.” -

Ever since World War II our 
government has continued that 
same policy in its foreign aid 
programs, on a world-wide 
scale now, instead of just in 
Europe.
