Communists Crush Defenses
In Vlet’ Highlands’ Provinces

(AP) — A North
Vnctnamse division crushed
the northern defenses of Kon-
tum City in the central high-
lands today, driving the South
Vietnamese into retreat. Air
and sea battles erupted deep in-
side North Vietnam, in the Gulf
of Tonkin and the Gulf of Siam.

The North Vietnamese 2nd
Division. spearheaded by more
than 20 tanks, rolled southward
across Highway 14 through Tan
Canh and Dak To, the anchor of
South Vietnamese defenses

the enemy’s 26-day-old
offensive.

A radio message was sent out
to the scattered and badly bat-
tered South Vietnamese 22nd

Americans killed, eight

The United States sent its big
B52 bombers to within 80 miles
of Hanoi to attack supply de-
pots. railroads, highways and
marshalling yards at the big
coastal city of Thanh Hoa

For the first time in the war,
one of the giant bombers was
reported hit over the North, by
fragments from a surface
to-air missile. but it returned
safely to Da Nang with 30 holes
in its fuselage and a ruptured
fuel tank. There were no
casualties among the six
crewmen.

Another American plane, an
Air Force F4 Phantom fighter-
bomber. was shot down near
Dong Hoi. 45 miles above the
demilitarized zone. and the two

crewmen were pulled from the
Tonkin Gulf by a Navy helicop-
ter

Two U.S. 7th Fleet destroyers
were hit by shore fire. No casu-

alties were reported

Nine Americans were
wounded and three buildings
were damaged by a 13-round
rocket barrage against the Da
Nang Air Base, the biggest in
South Vietnam from which
raids are flown against North
Vietnam.

The North Vietnamese attack
in the highlands developed
shortly after midnight when the
tank column rolled down High-
way I, which connerts Pleiku,
Kontum. Dak To and Tan Canh

War_ protests held across the
nation over the weekend re-
sumed in the northeast today
with demonstrations al West-
over Air Force Base in Chi-
ropee, Mass., and Columbia
University in New York City

Eight Columbia buildings
were closed by antiwar demon-
strators who refused to allow
teachers or students Lo enter

Police arrested 35 persons at
the Massachusetts Air Forre
Base
" The protesters, mostly pupils
from ‘the five-college Amherst
area, arrived at 7 am. and
waited for a busload of 10 Chi-
ropee police 1o arrive before
sitting down in a circle, block-
ing traffic going into the Strate-
gic Air Command Base.

Demonstrators in eight ca-
noes failed to halt the sailing
today of the munitions ship USS
Nitro from the Earle Naval
Ammuntion Depot at Leonardo,
NJ.

Other weekend war protests
were staged in New York, Los
Angeles, San Francisco and Co-
lumbus, Ohio.

Some 30,000 marked Saturday
in New York. They tramped 20
abreast for 30 blocks, carrying
signs and chanting slogans.

More than 13,000 marched
and rallied in Los Angeles and
25000 sat in San Francisco's
Kezar Stadium Saturday to
demonstrate against the esca-
lated bombing.

Price
Planned

NEW YORK (AP) —
Price Commission will order
hundreds of millions of dollars
in price rollbacks and customer
refunds in the next few weeks,
its chairman announced today

Chairman C. Jackson Gray-
son Jr. said the reason is that
the commission's limit on profit
margins in beginning to take
hold as a second line of defense
against inflation

Grayson, speaking of the
matter publicly for the first
time in remarks for the annual
meeting of The Associated
Press, said he hopes the an-
nouncement will help rally pub-
lie opinion behind controls

will result in hundreds of mil-
lions of dollars of price reduc-
tions. which will roll back cur-
rent prices of some of the coun-

Meanwhile. Donald
Rumsfeld. director of the Cost
of Living Counci. told
automobile manpufacturers not
to expect approval of large
price increases

In_a speech prepared for the
Economic Club of Detroit
Rumsfeld said steel companies’
hold-the-price-line pledge “is a
significant step in the effort to
reduce inflation, a step which
should be reflected in the prices
of 1973 model cars

Grayson explained that the
rollbacks and rustomer refunds
will result from orders based on
a Commission ruling that has
attracted little public notice

This rule, in addition to the
commission’s basic dictate that
any price hikes must be justi-
fied by rost increases. says that
price increases cannot be so
large as lo raise the profit
portion of each sales dollar
above the average for the best
two of the past three years

Grayson said now that large
companies—those with more
than $50 million in yearly
sales—are beginning to file re-
quired quarterly reports. this
profit-margin rule is starting to
have effect.

Recently, the Price Commis-
sion ordered two firms to roll
back prices because of inflated
profits.

Predicts Victory

WEST CHESTER, Pa. (AP)
~ Sen. George S. McGovern
predicted today a clean sweep
in Tuesday's Massachusetts
primary and said it would be “‘a
happy day" in Pennsylvania as
well

McGovern launched an eight-
city bid to score a Pennsylva-
nia surprise win with speeches
to enthusiastic groups in indus-
trial Chester and in the south-
eastern Pennsylvania town
about 3 milés from Phila-
delphia. before heading west for
Lancaster, Harrisburg and
Pittsburgh.

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) — Apollo 16's explorers
fire out of lunar orbit tonight to
start the long journey home
with a treasure ship of rocks
that scientists believe will prove
the moon long ago was wracked
by volcanoes.

The major finds came Sun-
day, on the third moon drive
that almost was canceled be-
cause Mission Control felt the
astronauts might be tired and
pressed for time as a result of
their late landing Thursday
night.

They return with 245 pounds
of materials which represent
perhaps the oldest and most
significant samples yet rollect-
ed on the lunar surface. Locked
inside are secrets of how the
moon was born more than four
billion years ago.

Geologists are certain that
John W. Young. Charles M
Duke Jr. and Thomas K. Mat-
tingly got everything they
sought during man's fifth moon
landing mission, primarily the
volcanic evidence

The astronauts trigger the
command ship Casper's big en-
gine at 9:16 p.m. tonight to be-
gin the 66-hour. 240.000-mile
voyage back to earth. Splash-
down is scheduled Thursday in
the Pacific Orcean

The three astronauts were
reunited Sunday night after
Young and Duke blasted off the
moon in the cabin section of the
lunar ship Orion and skillfully
maneuvered it to a linkup two
hours later with Mattingly in

“What a ride! What a ride!"”
Duke shouted as Orion blasted
away from the mountainous
Descartes plateau at 8:36 p.m.,
EST ending a 71-hour surface
expedition during which the
moonmen set records for the
amount of rocks rollected. time
on the surface -and speed trav-
eled by their classy moon bug-
gy

The two ships maneuvered
around one another as Mat-
tingly took pictures of the ef-
fects of the liftoff on Orion’s thin
skin, then they gingerly moved
together nose-to-nose

we went for.”” said Dr. Tony
England. a scientist-astronaut
who was rapsule communicator
during much of the flight

ment for the Apollo 16 crew

The main goal was to find
volcanir evidence as they drove
their moon car over the Des
rartes plateau and on and
around Stone Mountain. - Ex
perts here believe that evidence
is tucked away in the carefully
documented sample bags the
astronauts are bringing home

They base this on extremely
clear television pictures re
layed to Mission Control and the
expert descriptions of the moon
walkers as they examined
hundreds of rocks, including
boulders the size of buildings on

thelr thxrd and final excursion

The result, scientists here
said, is a mission that will con-
tribute just as much to lunar
science as the Apollo 15 flight
test last summer.

After setting up a science sta-
tion and exploring the Cayley
Plains Friday. the astronauts
drove halfway up 1.600-foot
Stone Mountain Saturday in
their quest for volcanic rem-
nants and ancient lunar rocks

But they made the most sig-
nificant discoveries Sunday

After two robust, happy-
golucky but thoroughly profes-
sional excursions by the moon-
men, officials gave the go-
ahead for a shortened explor-
ation Sunday, rutting it from
seven to five hours

The excursion brought their
total on-the-surface time to 20
hours 14 minutes. nearly two
hours longer than Apollo 15's
record

The astronauts drove 3.3
miles to North Ray crater and
found its rim littered with huge
boulders that towered as much
as 50 feet above them

They were business-like as
they described the stark sur-
roundings. rollected carefully
documented samples. chipped
pieces off the boulders, pound-
ed rore tubes deep into the sur
face and made scientific read-
ings

Duke peered over the rim of
the 600-foot-deep canyon. said
he rouldn’t see the bottom, and
remarked “‘Man is that ever a
hole in the ground '

They zipped down one hill in
their battery-powered moon
buggy and shouted with ex-
citement

“We just set a new world
speed record. Young
announced

Here's a capsule summary of
the accomplishments in man's
fifth moon landing

Finding of rocks believed

Scientists Acclaim
Apollo 16’s Mission

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) — Scientists are acclaim-
ing Apollo 16's mission to the
Descartes highlands where the
astronauts collected rocks be
lieved formed by the fiery vol-
canoes that shaped the early
moon

“We have little doubt they've
looked at examples of the early
volcanic processes that formed
the highlands.” said Dr. Wil-
liam Muehlberger. head of the
Apollo 16 geology investigation
team

Moreover, man now has a
fourth nuclear-powered
geophysirs station on the moon
returning - satisfactory data
about moonquakes and the
lunar magnetic field

The major blight upon the
mission achieving it's scientific
goals occurred. however, when
John W. Young stumbled while
loose a cable to the heat flow
experiment. The experiment,
eritical to learning about heat
still in the lunar interior,
couldn't be repaired.

“If it hadn't been for the heat
flow cable breaking, we'd have
a perfect mission even though
we had o cut the third EVA
(moonwalk) short.” said Dr.

FredHorz, a Manned Space-
craft Center geologist who
helped train Young and Charles
M. Duke

Apolio 16 went to the lunar
highlands because they were
believed to be much older than
the flat lunar maria or seas that
are filled with volcanic flows
Tantalyzing bits of quite old
lunar rocks had been found in
the maria.

Statistics Show Almost No Family
Entirely Free Of Mental Disorders

WASHINGTON (AP) — Cit-
ing government statistics, a
National Institute of Mental
Health psychologist said today
there is growing evidence that
““almost no family in the nation
is entirely free of mental dis-
orders.”

And. Dr. David Rosenthal
suggested that the incidence of

mental disorders may figure
prominently among the causes
of the country's social turbu-
lence and disorders, including
crime and racial unrest

Based on a 1967 institute sur-
vey. which Rosenthal said con-
tains the latest figures, he con-
cluded possibly 60 million
Americans are borderline schi-

Female Executive At UT Says
Lib Movement Here To Stay

AUSTIN (AP)—Women's lib-
eration is a movement of per-
manence says a top University
of Texas female executive who
predicts an even larger role for
women at the university

Lorene Rogers. a vice presi-
dent at UT. told the school's top
scholars Sunday night that
“more women Wwill be seen in
leadership positions—on the
faculty. on the staff and in the
administration of our univer-
sities.” She said the upward
mobility of women in careers
appears (o be here to stay just
like the cultural revolution

Beta Kappa, leading scholastic
sociely in the arts and sciences

Dr. Rogers said studies since
1968 show that in many college
departments women “have no
position at all—they are simply
not employed for faculty posi-
tions. For example, at the be-
ginning of this year, 25 depart-
ments on this campus had no
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women faculty members at any
rank—and this in spite of the
fact that more than 12 per cent
of all Ph.D. degrees last year
were conferred on women

Dr. Rogers. chairman of a
special committee on the status
of women at UT-Austin. said in
departments where women are
employed, “‘they are concen-
trated at the lowest levels and
lowest salary levels.

zophrenics or exhibit other
deviant mental behavior in the
schizophrenic category.

“Indeed,”’ Rosenthal said in a
report to the National Academy
of Sciences. “it may very well
be that the so-called ‘normal’
person. with respect o mental
health, does not represent a
norm at all. but rather an
ideal—relatively rare—that
most of us would like to
achieve.”

Rosenthal said there are
more than 1.75 million schi-
zophrenic or potentially schi-
zophrenic persons walking the
streets besides at least 500,000
in hospitals. Schizophrenia, one
of the major mental illnesses,
includes a tendency to with-
draw from reality and often in-
volves hallucinations and delu-
sions

In his report, prepared for‘the
academy's annygl meeting,
Rosenthal said there's growing
evidence that hereditary fac-
tors may play a role in causing
at least some forms of mental
‘illness

He declared that fuller ac-
ceptance of that idea by scien-
tists might ultimately lead to
better means of controlling
mental iliness, with the benefits
going to society in general

Rosenthal said other statis-
tics from the survey indicate

~50.000 Americans were hos-
pitalized in 1967 for depression
and “many times more never
found their way to a hospital.”

Three traffic accidents killed
nine persons over the weekend
in Texas as, once again, cars

The Associated Press began
its regular weekend count of
violent deaths in the state at 6
p-m.

West Germ. Bans
Mexican Horses

MEXICO CITY (AP)—A fear

"ol encephalitis may prevent

Mexico and Venezuela from
competing in riding competition
at this year's Olympic games to
be held in Munich. Germany.
the Mexican Olympic Com-
mittee announced over the
weekend

The West German embassy
here relayed an urgent mes-
sage from the German Foreign
Ministry in Bonn that permits to
import horses to Europe from
Mexico and Venezuela were
temporarily cancelled be-
cause of recent outbreaks of en-
cephalitis, the Olympic com-
mitlee said

‘A concern exists by reports
of new breakouts of equine en-
cephalitis in Mexico, a disease
which still does not exist in Eu-
rope and which is considered
dangerous not only for horses
but for humans as well.”" the
West German government said

The international veterinary
assembly met in Paris April 17-
18 because of the sleeping sick-
ness reports and decided to
temporarily disallow horses
from Mexico and Venezuela to
be brought to Europe. the Mex-
icans said they were told by the
German embassy. The ruling
also included animals to be used
in the Olympic competition, it
was added

However, the German gov
ermnment asked veterinary au-
thorities and the Olympic com
mittees of Mexico and Vene
zuela to provide official infor
mation on the exact location of
encephalitis breakouts and
where Olympic team horses
were kept. Such information,
the Bonn government added,
would help determine the final
decision on whether the two
countries would be allowed to
use their own animals in the

games =

Last summer about 10.000
horses died of the dreaded dis-
ease and strict quarantines
were imposed particularly in
Northern Mexico. Encephalitis
also struck some South Texas
points. Al least five persons
died and hundreds were ill from
the iliness on the Mexican side
of the border

The U.S. and Mexico quickly
joined forces and a vast -in-
oculation program brought the
epidemic under control. Mexico
received seed viruses and
procedures for the manufacture
of vaccine from the U S

A No-No

Opposition to secret
covenants secretly arrived at is
1s old as the Republic.
American stalesmen of the past
were mindful of the secret
treaties among European
powers that brought so much
woe Lo the peoples of the
continent. The American people
regarded secret diplomatic
agreements as a violation of
basic rights and freedom.

It is deeply disturbing,
therefore, that the United States
is resorting to secret
negotiations with enemies of
freedom such as Red China and
Lhe brutal regime in Hanoi. The
secret missions undertaken by
Dr. Henry Kissinger, President
Nixon's foreign-born political
adviser. have been treated as a
game. But this type of
diplomacy, which smacks of
methods used in the
chancelleries of autocratic
states, isn't amusing. It is a
positive threat to the style of
government outlined in the U.S.
Constitution.

No one knows the full extent
of secret diplomacy Dr.
Kissinger has ed in since
1969. Marqufs Childs, a
Washington columnist
sympathetic to the
German-born Kissinger,
recently said: “"Much of what
the President's adviser has
done in three years in the White
House is still secret. That
includes the part he played in
the Berlin agreement.”

As the public learns more of
the scope of Dr. Kissi g
activities, it is likely to become
increasingly concerned. While
the Secretary of State is the
Cabinet officer entrusted with
the conduct of foreign affairs.
Dr. Kissinger conducts the
sensitive negotiations with
Premier Chou En-lai of
Communist China and other
leaders committed to the
destruction of the United States
The initial disclosures
concerning Dr. Kissinger's
negotiations with the North
Vietnamese are very alarming.
U.S. Rep. John Ashbrook
(R-Ohio) has rightly said it was
“shocking to learn that the
United States had offered $2.5
billion of postwar economic aid
to North Vietnam."” adding: *I
do not believe that the
American people approve of
what amounts to compensating
our enemy for the slaughter of
45.000 Americans.”

No one knows what other
promises Dr. Kissinger may
have made in these meetings
with the North Vietnamese and
Red China. As Rowland Evans
and Robert Novak recently
pointed out. ““The two long
conversations between Henry
Kissinger and Premier Chou
En-lai last year are still cloaked
in secrecy.” No presidential
assistant should be given such
an assignment. The long-range
effects of these discussions
could be momentous. The safety
of the United States is deeply
involved

it should be borne in mind
that Dr. Kissinger can't be
called to account. He retires
under cover of the doctrine of
Executive privilege when

worked in the past. foreign
policy was directed by the State
Department, and all
departmental officers were
2xpected o appear before the
appropriale congressional
committees when summoned
Now we have a situation
where the chief architect of
foreign policy isn't available for
questioning. Furthermore, it
isn't comforting to know that
this architect of foreign policy
wasn't even born in the United
States.

Dear Dr. Lamb—We read
our column every day.

Would you please tell me
what is meant by syn-
cope, erysipelas, - adrenalin
injection and auricular fi-
brillation?

Dear Reader—Syncope is
merely a medical term for

fainting and, of course, it-

can be caused by a wide va-

riety of things, sucH as bad

news, standing at. attention

rade formation, a

le puncture for drawing

blood, or it can be asso-
ciated with a stroke.

Errsipeln refers to a bac-
terial infection of the skin
and it usually requires im-
mediate treatment. It is
caused by the streptococcus,
which is a variety of the
same germ that can cause
strep throat.

Regarding adrenalin . in-
jection, adrenalin is the
chemical substance elabo-
rated by the center of the
small adrenalin fland that
rests over the kidney. Ad-
renalin is a vital substance
to the body and mobilizes
the body for “fight or flight”
in response to stress. It has
a powerful action on the
heart and circulation and is
injected as a medicine for
this purpose under certain
conditions.

Auricular fibrillation or

atrial fibrillation refers to
an irregularity of the top
part of the heart. The two
top chambers of the heart
are the atria. Sometlmes
they beat ve idly or
twitch or fibril te e rate
may be around 500 beats Ke
minute. When they do this,
these two top chambers
don’t contract normally.
Even so, the heart function
may be adequate in healthy
people because the major
pumping action of the heart
to the arteries is accom-
plished by the two bottom
chambers (the ventricles).
How well the heart func-
tions in the presence of
atrial fibrillation depends on
how rapidly the ventricles,
or lower chambers, beat.
