PHOENIX (AP) — A pile of
fertilizer like that used to
blow up the Oklahoma City
federal building was found in
the desert by FBI agents and
linked to two men associated
with suspects in the bombing,
a television station reported.

The ammonium nitrate was
dumped near Kingman by
James Rosencrans three days
after the April 19 explosion
that killed 168 people, KNXV
reported, citing unidentified
sources. It was left in a pile on
top of the ground.

The station said Rosencrans
told authorities he dumped it
at the request of his next-door
neighbor, Michael Fortier, who
believed he was being
watched by federal authori-
ties. The station did not know
when the fertilizer was found.

Fortier, an Army, friend of
bombing suspect Timothy
McVeigh, is trying to negoti-
ate a plea bargain in return
for his cooperation with pros-
ecutors.

POTOMAC, Md. (AP) —
A Potomac podiatrist, his
three daughters and a house-
painter . have been found
murdered in the family’s
house in a posh Washington
suburb, Montgomery County
police said today.

Spokeswoman Ann Evans
said a man who called police to
the home had been taken in for
questioning. He was described
as the painter’s helper.

Officers also were talking
with the victims’ wives, one
of them pregnant.

Broadcast reports said four
of the bodies were found
bound and stabbed.

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School board
OKs personnel
salary increase

After a 45-minute executive
session  to  discuss  proposed
salary increases for district per-
sonnel, trustees  of Pampa
Independent  School  District
voted Thursday night to give
across the board raises for teach-
ers, administrators and parapro-
fessionals.

Raises for administrators will
be in the 3.61 percent range, for
teachers, 4.42 percent and for
paraprotessionals 3 percent.

One board member did not
join in the affirmative vote and
trustee Jim Baker did not arrive
at the meeting until after the
vote was taken.

Pat Kennedy voted against the
package proposal, which will
increase PISD salaries by about
$500,000 for the 1995-1996 bud-
get year.

“In all good conscience 1 just
couldn’t vote for it at this time
when the other people in the
community couldn’t expect a
raise,” Kennedy said today in a
telephone interview.

Kennedy said she feels that in
economic times when the rest of
the country is being asked to
economize and cutback, the issue
of salary increases were some-
thing to seriously consider. She
also said she was uncomfortable
with making the decision with-
out knowing exactly what the tax
rolls for the new year will vield,
the amount of state aid and fall
enrollment figures.

Kennedy also said she was
aware the decision had to be
made in light of the uncertain-
ties, but felt particularly uncom-
fortable with increases for
administration. She said she had
no problem with teacher pay
raises.

The closed door discussion
was very good, Kennedy said.

Salaries make up about 75 per-
cent of the PISD budget, said
Superintendent Dr. Dawson Orr.

In other executive session
action, the board accepted resig-
nations from Leslie Crowell,
Pampa High school teacher;

Wanda Mirabal, Lamar/Baker
Elementary teacher; Cody
Huckabay, PHS teacher/coach;
and Mary Ann Morgan, Lamar
teacher.

Hired were Leshie Schater,
Baker teacher to replace Kay
Pittman;  Sherrie  Richards,
Wilson teacher to replace Laura
Morriss;  Dana Ketchersid,
Pampa Middle School teacher to
replace Cay Warner; Deborah
Ann Sewell, PMS teacher to
replace Cody Huckabay; Lori
Blount, Lamar teacher to replace
Wanda  Mirabal;  Jacqueline
Cottle, PHS teacher to replace
Leslie Crowell; Gwen Eeds, new
PHS teacher position; Kavylia

Sandra Sage; and  Francine
Fields, new special education
counselor position.

Irustees looked at budget pro-
jections for the fiscal vear which
will begin Sept. 1 and run
through Aug. 31, 1996.

Estimated tax collections for
the vear are $16,500,000 with
expenditures  to run about
$16,600,000, which includes the
salary increases.

According to the board book,
the budget proposal includes
adding a Spanish teacher at PHS
based on student interest, an
additional  special  education
teacher at PHS, an additional
math teacher at PHS, elementary
music teachers on each campus,
a full time instructional technolo-
gV coordinator, technology based
research in secondary schools,
funds for individual technology
grants to teachers, standardized
testing in selected- grades, trans-
lation of parent/student hand-
books into Spanish, present level
of expenditures for facilities
maintenance,  leadership  for
tacilities study, special education
behavior management specialist
and additional English as a
Second Language instruction in
elementary school.

Estimated enrollment for the
fall 1s 3,638, down from the 1994-
1995 average daily attendance of
3,700, said Mark McVay, district
business manager.

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Conservation concerns Roberts residents

WHITE DEER - When 20 area
residents went to a meeting of
Panhandle Ground Water
Conservation District on
Wednesday, besides their con-
cern for a proposed pumping
project called the largest in the
history of the Ogallala Aquiter,
they wanted to talk conserva-
tion.

Residents, most of whom tarm
and ranch in Roberts County,
told the seven-member conser-
vation district board to be judi
cious in setting terms of the per-
mit agreement which will allow
Quixx Corporation, through a
sale of water rights to Canadian
River Municipal Water
Authority, to ship the life-giving
liquid to cities as tar south as
Lamesa.

The authority proposes to buy
water rights on 42,765 acres trom
Quixx Corp., a subsidiary of
Southwestern Public Service Co.,
then drill wells, build a new

aqueduct and mix the Roberts
County water with salt water
from l.ake Meredith. The field
site lies south of the Canadian
River, primarily in  Roberts
County, and an aqueduct is
planned to connect the wells
with aqueducts which serve
CRMWA member cities. Its esti-
mated cost is $76.5 million.

Roberts County landowners
near the site tear the project wit
drain them dry and render their
land worthless for farming and
ranching. While the conserva-
tion district may not deny
Quixx’s permit application, the
board mav dictate its terms, said
C.E. Williams of the district. The
deadline for permit approval is
Aug. 2

Besides fearing for their own
dry .wells, Roberts countians
don’t want the water wasted
downstream by people who
don’t appreciate its value to the
1,000 people who live in Roberts
County. Speakers Wednesday
agreed Quixx owns the water
rights and has a right to sell

them.

She believes the water authori-
tv, usually called CRMWA,
should have conservation pro-
grams in place before water is
pumped out of Roberts County

“1 think somebody should talk
conservation,” she said.

Carl Kennedy, who ranches 4
t72 mites from the proposed
site, agreed.

“Where is conservation in this?
Why should we conserve if we
know 1t's only a matter ot time
‘til it's pumped dry?” Kennedy
asked.

He urged the board to require
conservation efforts.

“l don’t see how this project
can claim to conserve water in
Roberts County,” he said.

He asked the board to require
flow metering once the field is
developed and require strict
compliance with the terms of
whatever the final  permit
requires.

Justice drops subpoena against Microsoft

WASHINGTON (AP) - In a
surprise move, the Justice
Department today withdrew a
civil subpoena in which it asked
Microsoft Corp. for extensive
information about a proposed
on-line service.

But prosecutors said they
would continue to investigate the
software company’s plans based
on information they had already

gathered.
The government’s latest move
still provides no indication

whether it will bring a new
antitrust case against Microsoft.
It forced the company to change

Robert Clark, a Roberts County
rancher and board member, told
Kennedy the conservation dis-
trict has no authority to assess
fees to hire personnel to monitor
the proposed wells.

The district has only injunctive
power and may not assess fines
or collect fees, board president
John Spearman said.

Forest Service takes root on
tree-scarce South Plains

LUBBOCK (AP) — Think of
Robert Fewin as the Johnny

leseed of West Texas.
ewin operates a Texas Forest
Service office that grows seedlings
to ship across two-thirds of the
state.

The West Texas Nursery, locat-
ed amid wide-open farmland
north of Lubbock, supﬁales farm-
ers and ranchers with hardy veg-
etation to break the wind, reduce
erosion, shelter cattle and pro-
mote wildlife. But on the tree-
scarce South Plains, some guf-

faws inevitably come with
Fewin's job.
“What's the Texas Forest

Service doing in Lubbock?” he
said, repeating a frequent ques-
tion people ask. “There’s no forest
here.”

“Y’all working on that one
tree?” joked Shelley
Abendschan, the office’s publica-
tion specialist.

Mental care center faces

mismanagement charges

EDINBURG (AP) — Leaders
for a mental health center
accused of 94 instances of mis-
management and facing the pos-
sible loss of $12 million in state
funding are getting a chance to
explain themselves to state offi-
cials.

An executive committee
from the Tropical Texas
Center for Mental Health and
Mental Retardation was to
meet today in Austin with the
head of the Texas Department
of MHMR.

Their conversations. likely
will center on what can be
done to keep the department
for following through with its
intention to terminate the
hefty contract with the cen-
ter.

“We want to find out what we
can do to remedy the situation,”
said D.V. Guerra, one of the cen-
ter officials scheduled to meet
today with MHMR
Commissioner Don Gilbert. “We
haven’t been given a chance to
explain, and to answer these
guestions. We're not going to

efend anything, we just want to
see what we can do to help.”

The notice that the center
was losing its funding fol-
lowed a seven-week internal
audit that spawned a seven-
rage report listing the prob-

Gov. George Bush blasts Congress in effort
to preserve further aid to Mexico’s economy

AUSTIN (AP) - Gov. George W.
Bush, blasting the U.S. House
vote to block billions of dollars in
further aid to support the
Mexican peso, is asking Senate
Majority Leader Robert Dole, R-
Kan., to help preserve the assis-
tance.

“It's a bad mistake,” the gover-
nor said Thursday. “The United
States made a commitment to
Mexico. 1 think we ought to
honor the commitment.”

Despite backing of President
Clinton and Congress’ bipartisan
leaders, the House voted 245-183
on Wednesday to halt U.S. sup-
port for the peso beginning in
October.

Of the $20 billion Clinton put
into the exchange stabilization
fund in January, $12.5 billion has
been dispensed. The House mea-
sure would not affect the money
already distributed.

Since its creation, the aid pack-
age has been attacked by lawmak-
ers of both parties. Some conserv-
atives oppose risking U.S. funds
to help a government many of
them say is ineffective, and some

helps mainly big investors.

Bush, who traveled to Mexico
last week and met with President
Ernesto Zedillo, said the U.S.
assistance is doing the job.

“I was in Mexico the other day.
Mexico is beginning to recover.
The economic news is good
news. Mexico is beginning to sta-
bilize,” Bush said.

The Republican governor said
the Mexican government has fol-
lowed through on its promises in
return for the U.S. aid.

“The government, in/ response
to the peso devaluation program,
took some very strong austerity
measures which have affected the
unemployment rates and the
working people of Mexico in
anticipation of having the $20 bil-
lion,” Bush said.

“For the country to change its
mind is bad public policy, a bad
mistake and will directly affect
Texas in a negative way.”

Bush said Texas, which shares a
lengthy border with Mexico,
needs a strong southern neighbor.

Last year, some $24 billion in

goods and services went through
Texas due to the North American
Free Trade Agreement, he said.
Stopping the aid will hurt not
only the border area, but also the
Interstate 35 trade corridor and
the Texas Gulf ports which are
handling increased trade.

Were the aid to stop now, he
said, it would send “a terrible sig-
nal” that the United States won't
live up to its commitments and
that Congress won’t support the
president.

Bush also had harsh words for
the House sponsor, Rep. Bernard
Sanders, an independent from
Vermont who’s a self-declared

socialist.

“It was sponsored by a social-
ist. What should that tell us? A
guy from Vermont, so far

removed from Mexico he’s prob-
ably never heard of Mexico, has
made this decision. It was mis-
guided policy,” Bush said.

Responding, the congressman’s
chief of staff, Jane Sanders, said the
House vote makes the point that
Congress - not a president — should
be spending taxpayers’ money.

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Smith defense begins: FBI
agent says Smith felt remorse

UNION, S.C. (AP) - Defense
lawyers began describing a trou-
bled, remorseful Susan Smith
with testimony from an FBI agent
who recalled weeping with her as
the distraught woman signed a
confession.

“It was a very emotional, gut-
wrenching scene,” FBI agent Carol
Allison testified Thursday. “She
kept asking, ‘'How? How could I
have done this? I told her I did
not have an explanation for her.”

The first defense witness, state
investigator Pete Logan, also told
jurors of Ms. Smith’s deep regrets
for drowning her sons, 3-year-old
Michael and 14-month-old Alex,
in a lake last October. Prosecutors
are seeking the death penalty.

While Ms. Smith cried in Ms.
Allison’s lap last Nov. 3, she
wanted to know if other mothers
had repentant feelings after
Killing their sons because she was
“full of remorse.”

“I believe I was with her at the
depths of her despair,” the agent
said, adding that Ms. Smith des-
perately hugged her sons’ picture
and wouldn't let go.

Ms. Allison told prosecutor
Tommy Pope that Ms. Smith’s
tears were genuine, compared with
the ones she shed last fall during
several television appeals for a car-
jacker to return her sons. After a
nine-day nationwide search, she
confessed to drowning them

“l thought she was a bad
actress, quite frankly,” Ms.
Allison said. “Her actions on
Nov. 3 were quite different. It
was not a performance.”

Outside court, Pope criticized
Ms. Smith’s display of grief.

“When Susan Sﬁri!h is remorse-
ful, why is she ttt’qrseful?” he
said. “Is she remo | because
of Michael and AJex? Or is she
remorseful because how every-
thing she’d laid out 4 everything
she’d done - had fallen apart?”

Defense lawyers | have por-
trayed the deaths asa failed sui-
cide by a woman lnder great
mental pressure. Probecutors say
she drowned her sbns because
they got in the way: of her love
affair with a man who didn’t
want children. :

Logan, of the ‘State Law
Enforcement Division, spent 25
hours interviewing { Ms. Smith -
more than any otherinvestigator.

- He, too, was struck by the depth

of her remorse.

“Probably the greatest I've seen
in 35 years,” replied Logan, an
ex-FBI agent. ‘

“She said she wanted to com-
mit suicide and that she wanted
to go down in the car herself,” he
said. “She told me she couldn’t
understand why she didn’t.”

Pope rested his case an hour into
the third day of state testimony.
The day’s only prosecution wit-
ness was Dr. Sandra Conradi, who
performed an-autopsy on the boys
and determined they drowned.

Pope may be saving some evi- .
dence for the penalty phase of the
trial if Ms. Smith is convicted,
said Jack Swerling, a defense
lawyer observing the case.

“He’s given the jury a little taste.
He hasn’t come in with the sledge-
hammer yet,” Swerling said, not-
ing prosecutors mith try to pre-
sent a videotape of their reenact-
ment of her slowly sinking car.

Clinton suddenly finds religion

President Bill Clinton has had about as many
political make-overs as his wife has had new hair-
dos. The latest - budget-cutting social conserva-
tive - is the least credible.

For most of his political life, at least since his
defeat for reelection as governor of Arkansas, Bill
Clinton has unders that Democratic politi-
cians cannot succéed unless they persuade the
voters that they have left rigid libéralism behind.
His 1992 campaign for the White House amount-
ed to a promise to govern as something other than
a liberal. We are “New Democrats,” said Bill
Clinton and Al Gore, not cut from the mold of
Michael Dukakis, Ron Dellums or Mario Cuomo.

It worked. At least 43 percent of the electorate
believed the promise. “

Once in office, though, for reasons that histori-
ans will pull their hair out trying to understand,
the president moved sharply to the left. He filled
important Cabinet and other éxecutive posts by
adherence to strict ethnic and iender quotas. He
tried to appoint advocates - like Lani Guinier -
with quite extreme racial views. He attempted to
reverse the military’s long-standing exclusion of
open homosexuals. (The word “attempted” is nec-
essary in so many instances because even the
then-Democratic Congress was unwilling to coop-
erate with much of the Clinton agenda.) He raised
taxes. He submitted and fought for a budget that
would increase federal spending and contribute
$1.7 trillion to the deficit. And he appointed as
surgeon general a woman who thinks the trouble
with youth today is that they are insufficiently
tutored in masturbation techniques.

In 1994, the voters delivered a message saying:
If this is what we can expect from New
Democrats, then give us Republicans.

It took a few months for the meaning of the
mid-term elections to sink into the presidential
mind. But he has clearly gotten it now. He has
decided that if the voters want Republicans, he'll
become one - at least philosophically.

Thus, the total capitulation on the subject of the
balanced budget, his acknowledgment that taxes
can be cut, the firing of Joycelyn Elders, the sweet-
ness-and-light meeting with Newt Gingrich in New
Hampshire, and now the endorsement of prayer.

In ﬁs speech to Virginia high school students,
the president went too far for the liberal New York
Times. In an editorial titled “School Prayer
Anxieties,” the paper warned that by publishing a
list of permissible religious activities in school, the
president “invites proselytizers to turn schools
into_religion-saturated -environments.” -Oh my.
Wouldn’t that be nightmarish? Especially com-
pared with how peachy things are now, with kids

swearing at their teachers, engaFing in drug deals
and carrying weapons to school? -

There was much in the president’s speech for
conservatives to applaud. The president was cer-
tainly right to observe that recent Supreme Court
decisions have been over-interpreted at the local
level. Some schools have forbidden students from
bringing Bibles to school. Others have thought it
their constitutional duty to prevent children from
praying on school property. None of this is
required by law, the president pointed out. What
he did not say is that over-zealous interpretation
of Su'rreme Court rulings is only part of the prob-
lem. The rulings themselves bear a big share of the
blame for beinF almost completely incoherent.

The judicial test enunciated in Lemon vs.
Kurtzman (1971), for example, has led to lower
court rulings that states may lend parochial
schoolchildren geography textbooks that contain
maps of the United States but not maps them-
selves. In a more recent ruling, Lynch vs. Donnelly

Until about three weeks before the passage of
the major crime legislation in 1994, he was a sup-
porter of the bill. And then something happened
that led Dilulio later to call it “a rotten legislative
oyster.” Here is how he describes what went on:

“I had thought the bill was a big step in the
right direction, not perfect but good. I appeared
on the Brinkley show and said that. Then, before
the bill was passed, behind closed doors, and with
many members of Congress unable even to get a
copy of the bill, some of its toughest and most
important parts were watered down so much as
to make them almost worthless.

“They changed the fine print in the “Truth in
Sentencing Incentive Grants.” Instead of pushing
the states to reform their penal codes to make vio-
lent prisoners serve at least 85 percent of time sen-
tenced, they allowed the states to spend money in
ways whic{ do little to keep prisoners in prison
longer.”

“They watered down a provision to put an end
to liberal federal judges issuinE orders that
declare a prison ‘overcrowded,” which then ends
up putting criminals out on the street, and letting
judges run-the prisons. That’s the choke hold on
the whole criminal justice system.”

“The anti-incarceration lobby was calling the
shots, acting through Democrats on the House
Judiciary Committee and through the Justice
Department. Janet Reno, who is the Ramsey Clark
of the 1990s, and a bully, did nothing to stop it.
She buys the whole line. The White House also
did nothing.”

“The anti-prison people have been at this for
years, trying to make Americans believe that pris-
ons have failed and that we're not much threat-
ened by violent criminals. The big players are the
ACLU, the National Council on Crime and
Delinquency, The Sentencing Project, and the
Justice Project of the Edna McConneH Clark
Foundation.”

“Most Americans believe we have ‘revolving
door’ justice, and that violent criminals belong in
prison, where they stay incapacitated for a serious
amount of time. I think they're right. Violent crim-
inals who should be in prison are committing
crimes on the street.”

“In 1993, according to the Bureau of Justice
Statistics data, which are the best we have, there

about 200,000 resulted in felony convictions, about
90 percent of those were plea bargained, and only
about 120,000 criminals ended up behind bars,
where they serve less than half their terms.”

“The anti-incarceration lobby believes that too
many people are in prison. These are the same
people who said, ‘the rich get richer and the poor
get prison.” They’ve had enormous influence on
the Clinton Justice Department.”

That was then. Now is now. The new
Republican House has already passed several
bills to undo some of the items that weakened the
1994 crime bill. One would link federal funds to
the enactment by the states of serious “truth-in-
sentencing” laws and to-increase the likelihood
that violent criminals will get to prison and serve
a longer time there. Another, called STOP (“Stop
Tuming Out Prisoners”), would push the federal
courts to get out of the business of running pris-
ons and diminish their ability to declare a so
called “prison cap” because of alleged “over-
crowding.”

The Senate will be acting within a few weeks,
probably in basic suprort of the House legisla-
tion. Many liberal legislators and lobbyists are act-
ing to turn back the tide. A new liberal lobbying
group, called STOP STOP, has formed to try to
prevent any action that would limit the authority
of federal judges to set prison mﬁs.

Ultimately, the proposed tough legislation will
get to President Clinton, for signature, vetQ or
compromise. With an election year coming ur, he
will be advised by Janet Reno, not John Dilulio.

Dobson said ‘he will never
endorse a candidate, but of the
candidates out there now,
Buchanan, the conservative com-
mentator, and Keyes, a former
ambassador  to  the United
Nations, come the closest to rep-
resenting the concerns of conser-
vative Christians. ,

However, Dobson said, the
GOP party leadership does not
appear to be moving in the same

irection. He cites as an example
a recent Gingrich fund-raising
letter that-did not mention abor-
tion or family issues.

And that is a formula for turn-
ing off evangelical Christians to
the GOP’s peril, Dobson says.

Oilers start 1995
season with new
cast of characters

HOUSTON (AP) — The
Houston Oilers have thrown out
continuity this season, going with
a new quarterback, new offense
and new coaches.

But who wants the same cast of
characters when you finished 2-14
last season?

To general manager Floyd
Reese, the Oilers will be better in
1995 because of their changes.

“I feel we’ve put together one of
the better staffs in the league and
we sat back in the offseason and
took a look at some of the things
that had to be corrected,” Reese
said. “I feel we addressed three or
four of the major problems we
had.”

The Oilers report to training
camp at the Trinity University
training site in San Antonio on
Friday and will begin workouts on
Saturday. They bear little resem-
blance to the team that opened
camp a year ago.

Chris Chandler will start camp
as the No. 1 quarterback and he
won’t be learning the run-and-
shoot but the multiple offense
tutored by new offensive coordi-
nator Jerry Rhome.

Rhome is one of the several new
coaches who will assist coach Jeff
Fisher in trying to rally the Oilers

from last season’s debacle that
included an 11-game losing streak.

Rhome and Chandler- have
worked together before with the
Arizona Cardinals

and Fisher is hoping the famil-
iarity will speed along the transi-
tion to the new offense.

The Oilers started the post-
Warren Moon era last season
expecting longtime understudy
Cody Carlson to step into the
starting job. But Carlson was
injured in the season opener and
never really took control of the
team, leaving the Oilers to scram-
ble almost on a weekly basis.

The Oilers dumped Carlson and
his $3 million salary and will go
with Chandler, Bucky Richardson
and No. 1 draft pick Steve McNair
as their quarterbacks.

“We knew we needed an experi-
enced quarterback and we were
able to find somebody that no only
was experience in the league but
had been through this system and
played well in this system,” Reese
said.

After early hope of signing
McNair, the Oilers likely will open
camp with the former Alcorn State
quarterback as a holdout.

The Oilers filled another critical
need in obtaining kick returner
Mel Gray, giving them their
biggest return threat since Billy
“White Shoes” Johnson.

“Part of our offensive problems
last season was we were having to
go 80-85 yards and the opponent
was only going 60 to score,” Reese

Indians keep rolling, beat Rangers, 6-3

ARLINGTON (AP)
Complacency might be a concern
for a franchise that has posted
the best record in the majors and
holds a 14 1/2-game lead in its
division.

But the 1995 Cleveland Indians
are well aware of their team’s
sorry history.

After cruising into the All-Star
break as the best team in the
majors, the Indians have
improved to 7-1 since then,
including Thursday’s 6-3 win
over the Texas Rangers.

The Indians have matched the
53-22 start of the 1954 pennant-
winning team for the franchise’s
fastest start ever after 75 games.
The team’s advantage in the
American League Central is the
largest it’s had in the club’s 95-
year history.

“In baseball, as in life, you
never want to forget where you
came from,” Indians manager
Mike Hargrove said. “If you do
that, you’ll be OK.«The players
have been so driven, that I've
never even had to fight that.”

There’s a different hero every
day for the Indians. Sandy
Alomar was the man Thursday
with the first two-homer game of
his career, including a two-run

blast in the seventh to snap a 2-2
tie.

Alomar did his damage from
the ninth spot in Cleveland’s
power-laden batting order.

“For some people, hitting ninth
would be an insult,” said Alomar,
who went 3-for-4 and matched a
career-high with three runs
scored. “But on this team it does-
n’t matter where you hit. Hitting
ninth here is like hitting fifth or
sixth on another ballclub.”

Alomar is 17-for-41 since
returning from the disabled list
on June 29, and in five games
against Texas this season he is 8-
for-13 with three homers and
seven RBIs.

“What's really helped us is his
accepting hitting in the ninth
hole,” Hargrove said.
“Traditionally that’s the spot for
a weak hitter but that’s not the
case here. His willingness to
accept it means a lot.”

Alomar, who also hit a solo
homer in the third, pulled a 2-2
pitch into the left field seats with
one on in the seventh off Rangers
reliever Mark Brandenburg (0-1),
making his major league debut.
Jim Thome led off the seventh
with a single and scored ahead of
Alomar’s fourth homer of the

year.

Alomar said that more than
two months off while he rehabil-
itated from arthroscopic surgery
on his left 'knee helped
return with a fresh attitude.

“I feel a lot stronger,” he said.
“And the way this team hits, |
didn’t feel any pressure when |
did come back.”

There’s no pressure to hit in this
lineup.”

Indians starter Orel Hershiser
(7-4) gave up two runs and six
hits over six innings, striking out
four and walking one.

Jose Mesa continued his out-
standing work out of the Indians
bullpen, recording the final three
outs for his major league-leading
24th save. Mesa hasn’t blown a
save opportunity this season.

“The biggest difference from
last year’s team is that Jose is our
stopper,” Hargrove said.

Texas, playing an afternoon
home game for the second time
in nine games, hadn’t played a
day game during the week since
June 15, 1994. The Rangers
announced the temperature at
game time as 102 degrees.

“We did two thin (fs today that
you rarely see,” said Hargrove, a
Texas native.
