Food Prices
Drop 0.4%
In March

WASHINGTON (AP) — Su-
permarket food prices dropped

0.4 per cent in March, the first -

dip in five months, but farm-
ers—not the middlemen—ab-
sorbed the decrease, the Agri-
culture Department announced
today.

Last Friday the Bureau of
Labor Statistics reported retail
food prices continued to rise in
March but only by 0.1 per cent,
a much slower pace than ear
lier

The Agriculture Department
said, however, that the BLS fig-
ures were based on surveys
taken during the first week of
March while its new report was
for a “market basket” list of
food items during the entire
month

Officials said “‘substantially
lower™’ returns to farmers for
meat animals and fresh vege-
tables were the main reason for
the retail price drop

Although the prices farmers
received declined. higher mid-
dleman costs for transporting.
processing and selling food to
consumers ate up most of the
reduction, the report showed

The entire market basket
theoretically enough food to
keep a typical farmily for an
entire year. cost an annual rate
of $1.292 in March, down $5 from
a record high in February

Of that, the *‘farm value” was
$502 for the month, a $14 cut
from February. The middleman
share, however, rose $9 to $79%0
in March, the report said

Diamonds Are a Businessman's Best Friend

NEW YORK — (NEA) —
Some 25 years ago, when
owner Branch Rickey of the
Brooklyn Dodgers si
Jackie Robinson as the first
black man in organized base-
ball, a vote was called by
the 16 baseball club owners.

' Was there a future for the

black man in big-league
baseball?

Fifteen of the owners
voted “No!”

Prolo#ue and epilogue to
the spirit, acumen, foresight,
altrulsm and guts of the bulk
of baseball owners,

It was a typical case of
the owners trying to have
their apple pie and eat it,
too, While fanning the notion
that baseball was “The
American Pastime” and
symbolized democracy in ac-

n, the owners still rejected
the concept that all men are
created equal. &

In fact, the owners, almost
since the beginning of pro-
fessional baseball, have
treated the players as hire-
llnlr to be manipulated at
will and have held the fans
in high-handed contempt.

Owners such as Charles
Finley, Bob Short, the late
Lou Perini and Bill Bartholo-
may have agpealed, with
tambourine in hand, to local
fans’ patriotism. They ask
for team support and never
mind rising ticket prices.
Then, with bleats of creep-

President W. F. Baker of
the Phillies, on the threat-
ened strike of players for
better pay and working con-
ditions: ‘‘Baseball is a sport,
and the same conditions can-

salaries: ‘‘The players can
sign at the salaries offered
or not at all . . . (The New
York club will now be
placed) on a strictly busi-
ness basis.”

“The club owners,” wrote
Seymour, “had long since
unionized and now had one
of the strongest organiza-
tions in the country.”

“The owners,” said Sey-
mour recently, ‘‘have always
wanted to have it both ways.

“Today, for examiple, they

tell us how baseball attend-
ance is greater than ever
and still growing, but they
cry poor mouth at the same
time.

“They say that 13 of the
24 clubs are losing money.
That’s what they tell us. But
they refuse to show their
books. Even if they did,
though, it might not make
much sense. You can do all
kinds of things with account-
ing.

“The clubs now, for in-
stance, list 20 per cent of
their income to operations—
which includes salaries. But
they tend to lump their own
salaries and other execu-
tives' salaries into that fig-
ure. And they also have gen-

erous expense accounts and
provide themselves with var-
lous ‘operating expenses’
like automobiles for their
private use.”

Seymo ur questions the
owners contention that many
teams ‘“perennially lose
money.” ‘“These are multi-
millionaires, big business-
men who own-teams,” he
said. ‘‘You can’t stay in busi-
ness year after year and lose
money. For example, CBS,
which owns the Yankees;
August Busch, who owns An-
heuser-Busch breweries, and
Finley, a great insurance
magnet, use their teams as
tax write-offs.”

Bill Veeck, once owner of
the Indians, White Sox and

St. Louis Browns, agrees. In
his book, "“The Hustler's
Handbook,” he -details the
complicated method in which
rich businessmen buy bau
clubs on behalf of a corpo-
rate empire and then “‘use
the depreciation write-off (of
players) on total corporate
rofits even if the ball club
tself hasn't made enough
profit to cover it.”

And, of course, the ramifi-
cations for a businessman-
baseball owner are incalcul-
able in a profit-and-loss
statement. As. Short, owner
of the Washington Senators-
T e x as Rangers, has said,
“Sportspage identifica-
tion helps my trucking busi-
ness so much that (my ball-
club) will be worth the price
(he paid $9 million for it in
1969) if they just manage to
break even.”

And it's rather easy to
at least break even, espe-
cially when shifts of fran-
chises and, then, the profit-
able spiraling of selling
clubs from one wealthy con-
glomerate owner to another
can, under tax loopholes,
duck the Internal Revenue
Service.

“It is quite possible for a

‘big-league club to go on for-

ever without ever payin
any income tax,” said Bil
Veeck. ‘‘The owners play
the ‘Star-Spangled Banner’
before every game. You
want them to pay income
taxes, too?"”

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Pessimism\
Over Viet
Lessening?

By RAY CROMLEY

WASHINGTON (NEA) —One
old Vietnamese friend. a
guerrilla with Ho Chi Minh's
forres in his younger days, has
been pessimistic about the
outcome of the war in all the
years we've known each other.

Always the army was doing
poorly. The political situation
was deteriorating. The
Communists were gaining
strength. Hanoi would win in the
end

A few days ago, after the first

two weeks of Communist

victories, another letter
arrived. Again full of
pessimism. The South
Vietnamese army lacks morale.
The political situation is bad.

Corruption is worse. The United ~

States is wastling resources
American policies are not
workable.

But, curiously, my friend had
doubts in his mind, for the first
time since | have known him,
that the North Vietnamese
would win the military victory.

“First,” he said. *'1 would like
to let you krow that the
Communist offensive...will not
lead to a_rollapse of the South
Vietnamese army or the Saigon

government

This is undoubtedly the most
optimistic statement my friend
has ever made on the war

His romplaints in this letter
are of a different order
entirely.. that the war will take
oo long to win. But he no longer
talks of defeat

“l would like you to rome
here one more time Lo see and Lo
realize what is the situation. It
is not bad, you know. but | am
very sorry that with all the aid
that you give us, we cannot do
the job better and defeat the
Communists more quickly.”

My friend wants the United
States and South Vietnam to do
a great deal more to build
strong political parties and do
more to bring a civilian
democracy. All this is a far ery
from the defeatism which has
plagued my friend’s thinking
for the past eight years

This change in thinking.

- which first showed itsell after

major Communist advances at
a time when there were no
South Vietnamese victories to
point 10, is in a way somewhat
like the attitude of some of my
other South Vietnamese friends
after Tet-1968, =

The losses at Tet seemed to
create in these men and women
a new sort of rcourage. The
worst had rome and they had
not gone under. They had done
badly at the beginning. But they

had rcome bark to
 fight—perhaps not efficiently.
but fighting nevertheless.

They had learned the Viet
Cong were not. 10 feet tall—but,
after all. men like themselves,
who could fail

This time they are up against
the mainline North Vietnamese
armies in full force. It was an
invasion that in the back of their
minds they had expected and
feared. They did not know how
they would react

Now they have been hit with
the actuality of the invasion,
and they are surprised that they
have done as well as they have
They did not expect miracles
And they have not gotien
miracles. But they have found
something more. Inefficient as
their armies may be, they have
not collapsed

This is a new wonder the
South Vietnamese will take
time to get used to. For they
have found that the North
Vietnamese armies in all their
might, like the Viet Cong, are
not invincible either. They
make mistakes like anyone
else

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Never Enough of Anything

(Last in a Series.)
By DICK KLEINER

TRUK~—(N E A)—Through-
out Micronesia, in the far
western Pacific, the memo-
ries of World War II-are
very close. Abandoned Japa-
nese bunkers are the big
tourist attraction on Guam,
and Saipan guides cheerfully
point out ‘two cliffs where
Japanese soldiers and civil-
ians nobody knows how
many leaped to their
deaths as the American
forces captured the island

And here, in the magnifi
cent ‘Truk lagoon, there are
some 60 Japanese ships rot-
ting on the bottom of the
clear waters. You can see
them from the glass-bottom
boats and scuba divers con-
sider this one of the world’s
greatest spots for explora-
tion

The Micronesians take all
this for granted. The older
ones lived through the hell
that was the war in the Pa-
eific. The younger ones have
heard the stories all their
lives. It is the visitor who is
awed by it all, who cannot
take his eyes off the Ameri-
can tank still mired off the
beach which was once the
Saipan invasion beach but is
now the front yard of a lux
ury hotel

The islanders live with it
Fhey see the rusty machine
guns and battered concrete
blockhouses and all the rest
yut they have other prob-
ems

What concerns us,”’
an American woman

says
on

Guam, *“‘is the high cost of
living. The cost of staples
will drive us to the poor-
house—I bought a roll of pa
per towels yesterday and it
cost $1.89.” .

Everything here must be
shipped in, either by ship or
the new Air Micronesia serv-
ice. It makes day-to-day liv
ing tough. One family sent
for an air conditioner. When
it arrived, it was accidental-
ly dropped at the airport, and
it took several months be
fore the repair parts could
be shipped in

There is never enough of
anything except sun and
blue skies and palm trees
and fish and breadfruit
Even such basic things as
electricity and drinking wa
ter are scarce

There isn’t enough elec-
tricity to power elevators, so
even on Guam no building is
over three stories high. On
one island, some enterprising
Micronesians started a dry
cleaning plant, then found
that in that area there
wasn’t enough power or wa
ter to run it, so had to aban-
don the whole thing

Labor is short, too. Labor
is imported from the Philip-
pines for public works proj-
ects. The islanders, when
they have the incentive, work
hard (Air Micronesia is
training them as ground
crews and hostesses), but
too often they just don’t
come to work, particularly
after pay day. They just go
fishing

Fresh milk is virtually non-
existent.: Guam housewives

have learned to add coconut

milk to what whole milk they
have, which gives every-
thing—milk itself, bread, ice
cream—a peculiarly sweet-
ish flavor

They make do
U.S. government,
administers the area under
a U.N. trusteeship, decided
it would build roads on Sai-
pan, it used crushed coral, of
which there is plenty. But
this is very slippery when
it’s wet—and there’s a lot of
rain—so Saipan's accident
rate is abnormally high

With air conditioning ab-
sent, except in the top hotels,
the islanders have taken to
covering their windows with
aluminum foil, to reflect the
heat away and keep their
homes cool

Still, despite the shortages
and the problems, the islands
keep growing. In Agana,
Guam, they recently opened
one of the world’s largest
McDonald hamburger
stands. Hotels are going up
on almost all the islands. The
teacher shortage on Guam is
so severe they're paying peo-
ple $300 a month while they
g0 to college, with the under-
standing they must teach a
year for each year they're
supported while studying.

What is contributing most
to the growth are the ever-
increasing numbers of peo-
ple in the government
“We're overgoverned,”
growls one American on Sai-
pan—and the rapid dncrease
in tourism

They come to enjoy the ex-
otic vistas lagoons, ‘coral
atolls, palm trees, dusty
roads crowded with hand-

some natives and wandering
pigs—and to see the strange
sights.

And Micronesia has its
sights to -see. On Saipan,
they'll show you'a crumbling

~—goncrete jail-and tell you the

local legend that this is
where Amelia Earhart was
imprisoned and then died of
dysentery. .On Guam, you
can gawk (together with
dozens of Japanese honei'-
mooners) at the curiously
sha latte stones, tall
obelisklike s tones topped
iwith bowls which were found
in the junglé and nobody
knows who shaped them.

Behind this, however,
there is a daily life for the
islanders and the thousands
of Americans who now make
Micronesia their home. In
some ways, it isn't much dif-
ferent from mainland life.

They have the beginnings
of a drug problem among
tebn-agers. They have teen-
age gangs, who occasionally
erupt in battles. And there
are household pests — here
they must contend with
shrews, geckos (a kind of
lizard) and cockroaches.
There are man-killing bees
and, in the seas, poisonous
rock fish, unpleasant sea
slugs' and an occasional
shark.

Saipan has another prob-
lem. World War II's bomb-
ing left the island virtually
devoid of vegetation and
hence prey to erosion. So
Americans scattered the
seeds of a fast-growing tree,
called the tangantangan tree,
and now this ugly shrub has
taken over. “'It's the scourge
of our island,” the Saipanese
said.

They feel all these prob-
lems are secondary to the
good things about island life.
Mostly, especially on Guam,
they have tremendous loyalty
to the United States—Guam
is proud of the fact that it
ranks higher than any state
in the number of fatalities,
per capita, in the Vietnam
war.

It’s a different way of life
out here. But, as more and
more tourists discover it,
and more and more Ameri-
cans flee the mainland rat
race to settle here, it be-
comes more and more the
same
