Council accepts mayor’s resignation

LEFORS -  Lefors City Council 
members voted to accept with lit­
tle discussion the rc'signation of 
Mayor J.W. Franks at Monday's 
regular session mcvting.

"I resign my post as mayor of 
the city of Lefors effective June 
27," Franks' typed note read.

In other action, the council 
voted to repair a water line on the 
propertN of Artie Carpenter. The 
line, which ran through a dam, 
burst after heavy rains in early 
June washed out the dam.

New Mayor Deri Boyd said 
that he had contacted the engi­
neer who initially built the line 
and recentiv replaced it. The 
engineer agreed to absorb the 
cost of the repairs on the line if 
the city would absorb the cost of 
repairing the dam and adding a 
tap if necessary.

Smith asked the city to add a 
tap for liveshK'k to the line.

At the June 12 meehng, the 
council voted to have City 
Attorney Rick Harris "prepare 
with Artie Carpenter Smith for a 
water tap on her land for the pur­
pose of watering cattle," accord­
ing to the official minutes.

Boyd says that he understexxi

that action was tabled until 
Harris was able to hammer out 
details with Carpenter.

But Harris said at Monday's 
meeting that a tap wasn't 
promised in the minute's, but in 
fact was promised by former 
mayor Franks.

The council then voted to 
repair the line at the city's and 
engineer's expense "just like it 
was," meaning no tap would be 
added.

Carpenter was unhappy with 
the council's actions, impiving 
that she may have to "take to a 
higher court." She then asked to 
be place'd on the August agenda 
to further discuss the addition of 
a wate*r tap.

In the meantime. Carpenter 
will give Harris more details for a 
contract, including the amount in 
gallons of water expected to run 
through the tap.

Boyd said that as far as he 
understiMid, it was "not really sc't- 
tled that she would not get a tap."

In other action, the council 
of>ened one bid for $21,142 for 
seal coating city streets. The bid 
will be held, and the council will 
ask for further bids.

The ctnincil agreed to sell a 27- 
fcx)t lot to Ruth A. Brown for $50.

Boyd reported that the Texas

council agreed to let the depart­
ment use the facility at no charge.

In discussion not on the agen­
da, Van Criswell complained that 
his water bill was too high 
bi*cause the meter had not btvn 
repaired properly, and a vvashcT 
was leaking on the city side.

Water Superintendent Mike 
Steele says the meter was 
checked and repaired proper!}.

LEFORS -  In a terse statement 
read by City Attorney Rick 
Harris, J.W. Franks stepped 
down from his position as mayor 
of Lefors Monday night.

"1 resign my post as mayor of 
the city of Lefors effective June 
27," the typed note read.

The council, though Harris 
indicated that it wasn't neces­
sary, voted to accept the resigna­
tion unanimously.

Franks' departure caused 
Deri Boyd, m ayor pro tern, to 
step in. Boyd's ascension left 
a vacancy in the council that 
Harris says must be filled by

a special election.
Harris said that if the mayor's 

office is left vacant, the mayor 
pro tern moves up. If that in turn 
causes a council seat vacancy, a 
special election must be held.

The council votes to appoint a 
mayor pro tern, but will not 
appoint a new one until the spe­
cial election can be held.

Harris did not know the time 
frame in which such an election 
must be held.

One elected city official felt 
Franks' resignation was related 
to the city marshal flap that 
began at the June 12 city council 
meeting.

At that meeting, Franks read a 
letter from County Judge

Richard Peet that said "due to 
tight budgeting constraints and 
the uncertainty of future rev­
enues, Gray County may not be  ̂
able to continue partial salary 
supplement for the city of Lefors 
town marshal."

Franks interpreted the letter to 
mean that the county's supple­
ment would be dropped, saying, 
"There are taxpayers down hert 
too. I believe we deserve more- 
than this."

Franks and the city council' 
agreed to express their d isap; 
proval of what they interpreted' 
the commission's actions to be iart' 
the next county commissionelrel 
meeting. ' >'

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Judge rules Susan Smith 
competent to stand trial

UNION, S.C. (AP) -  Susan 
Smith is mentally competent to 
stand trial for drowning her two 
young sons, the judge in her mur­
der case ruled today.

Circuit Judge William Howard 
agreed with the state's chief psy­
chiatrist, Dr. Donald Morgan, 
who said Ms. Smith was sane. 
However, Morgan had warned 
that Ms. Smith was suicidal and 
might seek to sabotage her 
defense.

Ms. Smith, 23, could get the 
death penalty if convicted of the 
two murder charges in the deaths 
last fall of sons Michael, 3, and 
Alex, 14 months.

She was questioned by 
Howard today about whether she 
understood the state was seeking 
two death-penalty murder 
charges against her.

"Yes, sir," she answered as she 
stood in front of him.

The judge also questioned her 
lawyers about whether Ms. Smith 
had cooperated with them. 
Lawyers David Bruck and Judy 
“ riceClarke said she had, but they 
were afraid that if she was called 
to testify, she would ask jurors to 
sentence her to death.

The judge said th^ anti-depres­
sants Ms. Smith has been taking 
seem to help her understand the 
court proceedings.

"In that sense» Ms. Smith is ren­
dered more rational and better 
able to understand these pro­
ceedings. 1 find that Ms. Smith is 
competent to stand trial and can 
proceed with this matter," 
Howard said.

Prosecutor Tommy Pope then 
asked Howard to orcfer Ms. 
Smith to enter a plea, but he 
declined and no plea was 
entered. On Jan. 16 a judge 
entered an innocent plea for her 
after Ms. Smith's lawyers said

she was not ready to enter a plea.
The actions cleared the way for 

jury selection, which had begun 
Morvlay, to resume. It could take 
up to two weeks.

For nine days after she 
drowned her sons last Oct. 25, 
Ms. Smith stuck by her claim that 
a black carjacker took them. A 
national audience heard her 
pleas and watched searches and 
prayer vigils in this town of 
10,000.

On Nov. 3, Ms. Smith confessed 
to drowning the boys by letting 
her car, with them strapped to 
their car seats, roll into John D. 
Long L,ake.

Prosecutors plan to portray her 
as a manipulative woman who 
used murder to get rid of her sons 
when they got in the way of a 
love affair.

During a hearing Monday, 
Morgan said that if Ms. Smith 
takes the stand in her own 
defense, her growing suicidal 
tendencies may take over.

"She feels she deserves punish­
ment and her desire would be not 
to continue living in prison," 
Morgan said. "If she got out of 

rison, she said she would take 
er life as rapidly as possible.",.^
She also has crying spells and 

nausea, and takes the anti­
depressants to help her sleep and 
stave off feelings of worthless­
ness, he said.

Bruck has said his defense will 
be based on her mental state.

If she is found guilty but men­
tally ill, she could TC sentenced to 
death. A verdict of innocent by 
reason of insanity would send 
her to a mental hospital. If she 
were later declared sane, she 
could be released.

Ms. Smith showed no emotion 
during Morgan's hour of testimo­
ny. He was the prosecution's sole 
witness, and Ms. Smith's lawyers 
did not pul on any experts of 
their own.

Board of inquiry to question 
Rangers cibout 1994 outing

AUSTIN (AP) -  With critics 
challenged to show up, put up 
or shut up, an unusual "board 
of inquiry" is dealing with a 
conflict within the state's pre­
mier crime fighting agency.

About two dozen Texas 
Rangers and their superior offi­
cers were asked to testify under 
oath today at a hearing pertain­
ing to an overnight Ranger out­
ing in March 1994.

Former Ranger Cheryl 
Steadman, whose complaints of 
sexual harassment is at the heart 
of the controversy, accepted an 
invitation to attend, but said she 
might ndt testify, calling it a 
"no-win situation" designed to 
discredit her.

The Public Safety 
Commission arranged the hear­
ing, labeling it a board of 
inquiry.

"If you have something to say, 
show up and say it," declared 
Ronald Krist, one of three mem­
bers on the policy making board 
appointed by the governor.

"T h e flip side of that is if you 
don't have the guts to show up, 
keep your mouth shut."

Ms. Steadman, 34, one of the 
first female members of the 
renowned law enforcement 
ageiKy, left the Rangers last year 
and filed a human rights com­
plaint alleging sexual harassment.

She is now assigned to a 
Department of Public Safety 
unit in Houston.

A 1994 gathering in southeast 
Texas was cited by Ms. 
Steadman as evidence of a pat­
tern of harassment while she 
was a Texas Ranger.

Ms. Steadman said most of the 
Rangers at a privately owned 
lodge near Sporger, about 90 
miles northeast of Houston, were 
drinking and using coarse lan­
guage. She was told to prepare 
salad and potatoes and to wash 
dishes and mix drinks, she said.

"I was insulted and humiliat­
ed," she said in a 23-page com­
plaint that led to an internal 
inquiry by DPS investigators.

Rangers officials acknowl­
edged in a report obtained by 
The Associateci Press June 3 that 
there was drinking, small-stakes 
gambling and off-color lan­
guage at the retreat.

We are responsible for our own fate
While the politicians chip the enamel off their 

teeth blaming Hollywood for the decline of 
America, I wifi cite you a line from a Hollywood 
motion picture that tells you exactly how moral 
values can be reclaimed.

In the movie, Rob Roy, the Scottish hero tells his 
sons, "Honor is a gift a man gives to himself and 
no other can take it away from him." That's quite 
a profound statement. It is true that each of us has 
the power to set our own standards of behavior - 
to aecide what is right behavior and what is 
wrong behavior, what is right speech and what is 
wrong speech, what we will consent to and what 
we will not consent to. No one can force us to vio­
late our own standards.

An example is the true story of a Roman sena­
tor in conflict with the emperor. Caesar came to 
the man and said, "Do not go to the Senate today."

"As long the Senate exists and I am a senator, I 
must go."

"Then do not speak," said Caesar.
"But if I go, I must speak."
"If you speak, then I must kill you," said Caesar.
"Have I ever claimed to be immortal?" the man 

of honor replied. He went to the Senate, he did 
speak, and Caesar did kill him. Caesar had the 
power to kill him, but was powerless to take away 
his honor.

The moral fog in America today is social deter­
minism, the basic premise of socialism. It holds

that people are not free to choose but are puppets 
reacting to their environment. The corollary is that 
people, since they are not free, are not responsible. 
People not responsible for their own fate are vic­
tims. Hence, the love of victimology.

This slimy doctrine has great appeal to cow- 
îlf-iiards, the selHndulgent, the envious, and people 

with a lust for power. Cowards can claim they are 
victims of circumstances and not cowards. You 
saw a great deal of that in the Vietnam anti-war 
movement which, oddly enough, evaporated" 
when the great pacifists were no longer in danger 
of being drafted.

They were quite willing to "support" other 
wars they weren't going to have to fight. The 
doves became hawks as soon it was personally 
safe to do so.

The self-indulgent can forgo self-discipline and 
blame it on the environment. The envious can 
demand as victims rewards they don't deserve. 
And, of course, if people are not responsible for 
themselves, well someone has to be and that's 
where those with a lust for power come in. The 
government or society must do this or that to cure 
this or that personal short coming because it isn't

the people, it's the drugs, the movies, the music, 
the guns, the schools, the economy, etc. It follows 
that if a person is not responsible for what they 
do, then some outside thing or force must be 
responsible.

The antidote to this poison is to reject determin­
ism and to insist that every individual is person­
ally responsible for his or her actions and more 
importantly, responsible for the consequences.

If people choose not to train themselves for 
work, then fine, that's their choice. The conse­
quences are also their choice - no job, the conse­
quences of which are no food. The fundamental 
fault of welfare for the able is that it relieves them 
of the consequences of their own choices. Welfare
should be reserved only for those whose plight is

hould benot of their own choosing. And then it shouT 
handled by the private sector.

If that sounds cruel, then you are really infected 
with the collectivist determinist philosophy. That
philosophy will take us exactly where it took the 
^ v iet IJnioiUnion - to collapse and ruin with fjerhaps 
a short detour into tyranny.

Some Buddhists have said that a man seeking 
enlightenment is like a man in the water seekii^g 
water. We are like that when we look outside for 
values and answers. Both are within. We have 
only to give ourselves the gift of honor, to make 
our own choices, and to Kve and die by them 
without excuses or complaint.

Activists set to take privacy 
fight to state Supreme Court

DETROIT (APi -  The mother 
of a girl whose name was 
pulled from the garbage of an 
abortion clinic and scrawled on
posters carried by abortion pro­
testers said they nad no right.

The state Court of Appeals
has agreed, at least in part, rul­
ing that the girl and another
teenager can sue the marchers
for invasion of privacy.

ils court wThe appeals court found that 
Lynn Mills and Sister Lois 
Mitoraj did what many may 
find "outrageous," when they 
put the names on large posters 
that said, "D on't kill your 
baby" and di^layed the signs 
during a protest outside an 
abortion clinic in 1991.

The appeals court said the 
women at the clinic were not the 
ones who had put the docu­
ments in the gaiWge, and that 
the plaintiffs h ^  not consented 
to having that information made 
public.

"Indeed, abortion concerns 
matters of sexual relations and 
medical treatment, both of 
which are regarded as private 
matters," the three-member 
panel found.

"Defendants' conduct 
involved more than mere 
insults, indignities, threats.

Senator defends W aco hearings against 
claims of undermining law enforcement

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 
Republican senator is taking 
issue with Treasury Secretary 
Robert Rubin's claim that upcom­
ing congressional hearings into 
the 1993 raid on the Branch 
Davidians' Texas compound 
could undermine law enforce­
ment.

"1 categorically reject your sug­
gestion that members of 
Congress who are pushing for a 
full hearing and accountability on 
the Waco raid are somehow 
'opponents of Jaw enforcement,"' 
Sen. Arlen Spxcter, R-Pa., wrote 
Rubin on Monday.

A day earlier, while appearing 
on ABC's Thfs VJeek mth Davm 
Brinkley, Rubin reiterated the 
Qinton administration's concern 
that the Waco hearings could feed 
the paranoia of anti-government 
groups and "undermine law 
enforcement."

But Monday, in a written 
response to Spxxter, Rubin wrote; 
"... 1 am convinced that pmperly 
conducted hearings on Waco can 
do an enormous amount of 
good.'

enforcement.' In fact, yesterday 
on This Week With David Brinkley I 
said the opposite," Rubin wrote.

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Protection Against Lockjaw 
is Something to Talk About

DEAR ABBY: I would like to cor­
rect the immunization information 
provided in your response to the 
woman whose father nearly died 
from tetanus, or “lockjaw," as the 
disease is more commonly called.

First, the schedule you reported 
sta tin g  when children should 
receive protection against tetanus 
was incorrect. The American Acade­
my of Pediatrics recommends that 
I>TP (diphtheria-tetanus-pertussisi 
shots be given when the child is 2 
months. 4 months. 6 months, 12 to 
18 months, and between 4 and 6 
years of age. An additional dose of 
Td (diphtheria-tetanus toxoid) 
should be given between the ages of 
11 to 16 years, and then one dose 
every 10 years.

Second, th»‘ information provided 
about tetanus vaccine for adults 
does not tell the full story. Even 
t̂hough Td is a routine vaccination 

-that should Ik- given every 10 years, 
it is not always given to everyone 
who needs it. Many adults visit 
iheir clinics frequently, but leave 
■without this important vaccination.

According to the ('enters for Dis­
ease (\>ntrol and Prevention (CDC) 
ih Atlanta, only alxmt 50 percent of 
.surveyed adults reported having 
had a tetanus shot m the past 10 
years

Abby, please let your readers 
know that they should check with 
their physicians at the next visit to 
make sure their tetanus shots are 
up-to-date. And while they are
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there, they should ask about pneu­
monia and Hu shots. According to a 
recent CDC survey, only 50 percent 
of adults reported receiving a flu 
shot in the previous year, and fewer 
than 30 percent of eligible adults 
had ever received their pneumonia 
shot, which is recommended one 
time for every adult 65 and over.

Thank you for this opportunity 
to convey to you and your vast read­
ership the most current information 
on the importance of vaccinations.

ARLINGTON (AP) — The heat 
is on at this year's All-Star game, 
and we're not just talking about 
the weather.

After the beating baseball has 
taken in the public's eye over the 
last 11 months, the exhibition

fjame that was once a meaning- 
ess and leisurely nine innings of 

diversion has turned into some­
thing much, much bigger.

This year, it's almost expected 
to be a remedy for everything 
that's gone wrong — if not a 
panacea, then mayw a shot in the 
arm that leads to a lasting cure.

Make this one special, the 
thinking goes, and the national 
pastime rttay once again become 
'a national treasure instead of a 
national laughingstock.

It may be the game's best 
chance to recapture the'public's 
fancy or doom itself to further 
dog days of discontent, disillu­
sionment and disinterest.

"I try not to think of it in those 
terms, but I do know baseball 
needs a boost. It's a great town 
here, a great showcase. And if 
you turn your attention toward 
the game, it will come around," 
Cal lupken said.

"I think it will take more than 
this game tomorrow to bring the 
fans back, but it is a good way to 
get the game back in the spot­
light. We still have a lot of work 
to do with the fans, but this may 
help get them back," Fred 
McGrin said.

Baseball has so much riding on 
tonight's game because of the 
self-inflicted damage it incurred 
with the strike that canceled the 
expanded playoffs and World 
Series, delayed a real spring 
training and nearly brought 
about a travesty called replace­
ment baseball.

Fans feel as though they've 
been treated shabbily, taken for 
granted and had their intelli­
gence insulted. It has brought 
about a drop in paid attendance 
of 20 percent, a drop in real atten­
dance that's even larger and a 
drop in interest that no one antic­
ipated.

State insurance commissioner seeks advice 
from insurers and consumer groups, alike

AUSTIN (AP) -  Texas li^urance 
Commissioner Elton Bdmer is 
seeking advice from insurance 
companies and consumers groups, 
alike, to help him roll back rates as 
lecmired by the 1995 Legislature.

'\Ve're going on a path here with­
out much data. ... So we're having 
to make some basic assumptions. 
We want to make sure those 
assumptions aren't flawed," Bomer 
said during a hearing Monday.

"It would be foolhaifoy, in my opin- 
ioa  for us to go alof^ on a path with­
out getting input from consumers 
and oon^^anies as to what those 
assumptions should be," he said.

Rep. Mark Stiles, D-Beaumont, 
placen an amendment on a larger 
insurance bill diis session that 
required insurance companies to 
pa% onto consumers any sav ii^  
resulting from Texas' sweeping law­
suit reforms.

Insurance companies opposed 
the measure, which takes effect 
Sept. 1, saying it was too early 
to tell whal the reforms' effects

w ould be on the industry.
For example, insurers said they 

feared a flood of lawsuits would be 
filed before the reforms took effect.

"There will be a rush of lawsuit 
filings to avoid the tort reform 
measures," said Michael Miller, a 
consulting actuary representing 
the National Association of 
Independent Insurers and the 
American Insurance Association.

As a result, the number of law­
suits filed after the reforms would 
seem considerably lower. Such a 
decrease might be erroneously 
attributed to the new laws.

"It is likely that the first-year 
savings will be overestimated," 
Miller said.

The companies said they want 
such situations, which complicate 
tracking the effects of lawsuit 
reform, taken into account when 
inmlementing the rollback rules.

■They agreed with Bomer that 
Texas was charting new territory.

"No other state in the nation has 
passed such comprehensive tort

reform legislation, making it very 
difficult to compiare the historical 
influence of tort reform on the 
costs consumers and businesses 
pay for insurance," said Jerry 
Johns, president of the Southwest 
Insurance Information Service, an 
insurance trade association.

"This makes the task before us 
more painstaking and thought-
provoking."

Bear's simple, time-honored 'only 
you' fire prevention message has 
been so successful that any com­
plex talk about the healthy, natur­
al role of fire gets lost, ignored or 
denied," the report notc^.

The report, issued last month 
and open to public comment, will 
be used to write new rules after 
this summer's fire season.

The new draft policy recognizes 
fire as a "critical natural process" 
that "will be used to protect, main­
tain, and enhance resources."

Train crushes boys working to free all-terrain vehicle
DUNMORE, Pa. (AP) -  A 360-ton locomotive 

heading to the Steamtown National Historic Site 
crushed two brothers as they tried to free an all-ter­
rain vidticle stuck on the tracks.

The train was traveling about 20 mph and had just 
passed a bUnd curve when it struck Anthony Paslrert, 
16, and his 12-year-old brother Paul, officials said.

The train was taking 572 passengers back from an 
excursion to the nearby town of Moscow.

The b o ^  were riding two all-terrain vehicles in a 
fenced-off area that is not open to the public when one 
of the vehicles got stuck on the tracks Sunday. The 
boys were standing next to the vehicle and could not 
see the train coming. Patrolman Anffiony Cali said.

"They were probably gunning the engine and 
they had their helmets on, so they couldn't hear 
anything," Bob Patterson, the fireman on the loco­
motive, said Monday.

Patterson said he looked up when he heard a crash 
and saw an all-terrain vehicle flying about 10 feet in

the air. "I looked down and saw the body of this 
young boy underneath the tender," Patterson said.

The tender is the car that carries coal. It is usual­
ly behind the steam engine, but was in front on this 
run because the locomotive rides backwards on its 
return trip from Moscow.
