President
threatens
high tariffs

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
Clinton administration today
threatened to punish Japan by
slapping punitive tariffs on $5.9
billion worth of Japanese luxury
auto imports if agreement is not
reached in a bitter fight over
expanding sales for American
auto companies.

The proposed 100 percent tar-
iffs were aimed at 13 Japanese car
models, ranging in price from
$25,000 to more than $50,000, and
were designed to eliminate total-
ly those sales from the American
market as retaliation for Japan’s
failure to lower barriers to the
sale of American cars and parts.

The $5.9 billion would repre-
sent a record amount in U.S.
trade sanctions, but the final list
of products will not take effect
until June 28, after a public com-
ment period.

This also gives negotiators
from both countries a chance to
resolve the trade disagreement
short of sanctions. And it will
allow President Clinton to raise
the issue personally with
Japanese Prime Minister
Tomiichi Murayama at the annu-
al economic summit of the
world’s seven richest industrial
countries, June 15-17, in Halifax,
Nova Scotia.

“We can’t anvmore deny this
or sweep it under the rug”
Clinton said. “We have to go for-
ward and we are going to do
that.”

In Tokyo, the threatened sanc-
tions were denounced by Japanese
automakers and the government
said it would notify the new
World Trade Organization this
week that it would file an appeal
of the proposed sanctions on the
grounds they violate international

Filibuster threatened against lawsuit reforms

HOUSTON (AP) - A Houston
lawmaker has threatened a fili-
buster of the last major piece of
“lawsuit reform’” still before the
Texas Legislature.

The threat came Monday from
Sen. Rodney Ellis. The Houston
Democrat was joined at a news
conference by civil rights leaders
and consumer advocates who
oppose a provision of a decep-
tive trade practices bill.

“In my judgment, we have
fought too hard on this issue,
come too far, gotten too smart
and made too many gains to be
backed up to the way things
used to be,” Ellis said.

The provision opposed by
Ellis would bar consumers from
filing lawsuits when insurance
companies “redline” areas by
refusing to sell policies there on
the basis of race, income level, or
any other standard that does not
reflect actual insurance risks.

Ellis said unless that provision
is changed, he’ll try talking the
bill to death when it reaches the
Senate floor.«

The House already has
approved the legislation, mean-

ing it only needs Senate
approval before being sent to
Gov. George W. Bush. He has
said he will sign it into law. A
Senate vote could come as soon
as today.

“I think it is very irresponsible
for us in the Legislature to let a
law go through that removes the
ability of the least among us to
be able to file and get treble
damages if they have been red-
lined,” Ellis said.

“To that end, my colleagues
have encouraged me - even
though I'm a little overweight,
and a little out of shape - to fili-
buster that bill if it goes to the
Senate floor in the shape that it
is in,” he added.

“This is a legislative attempt
to weaken current law,” said
Rep. Ciro Rodriguez, D-San
Antonio. “They have agreed
there is a problem out there, now
we want them to do something
about it.”

Rep. Garnet Coleman, D-
Houston, said he personally has
been redlined as insurance com-
panies canceled his insurance
several times after he bought an

inner-city home seven years ago.

“These are things that make it
cost more for reople who are
trying to revitalize and rebuild
their neighborhoods,” he said.

Texas Insurance Commissioner
Elton Bomer last week delayed
the effective date of anti-discrim-
ination rules approved by his
predecessor.

Bomer said he wanted to wait
to see what the Legislature was
did on the subject. In a letter to
Ellis and 14 other senators,
Bomer said he didn’t want to cre-
ate a “private cause of action” for
discrimination in light of provi-
sions in the deceptive trade bill.

The ability to file lawsuits
against insurers who discrimi-
nate should be preserved, Ellis
said.

“At the very least, citizens in
Texas who have been redlined
ought to have the right to a pri-
vate cause of action,” he said.

KAMIKUISHIK]I, Japan (AP) -
Tens of thousands of chemical-
warfare and regular troops were
put on alert nationwide today
after police arrested the leader of
the doomsday cult accused in the
Tokyo subway nerve-gas attack.

Hours after the arrest, a parcel
bomb exploded at Tokyo City
Hall, injuring two pcoplb, but it
was not known whether there
was any link between the blast
and the cult.

The bearded cult leader, Shoko
Asahara, was alone and meditating
in a hidden, steel-fortified room in a
chemical-storage building at the
cult’'s rural compound in
Kamikuishiki when police burst in.
He reportedly offered no resistance.

A police van whisked Asahara
from the fog-shrouded Aum
Shinri Kyo cult stronghold at the
foot of Mount Fuji to Tokyo's met-
ropolitan police headquarters.

“Don’t touch me,” investigators

said he told police doctors. “l don’t
even let my followers touch me.”

Asahara insisted on his inno-
cence, police said. But in true
Japanese fashion, even his family
was quoted in news reports as
apologizing for the suffering they
said he had caused.

Police said they would charge
the 40-year-old cult guru with
murder and attempted murder in
the subway attack, which killed
12 people, sickened more than
5,500 and terrorized traditionally
safe Japan.

The raids that netted Asahara
and 14 other cult members today
were bloodless. Authorities were
clearly worried that Asahara’s
arrest would spark violent retali-
ation by cult followers.

The parcel bomb exploded in
the City Hall office of Tokyo Gov.
Yukio Aoshima. As governor,
Aoshima supervises the metro-
politan police in charge of inves-
tigating the cult. He was not in
the office at the time.

A cleaning woman interviewed

on television said the person who
opened the package lost several
fingers. Officials said another
person also was injured.

After Asahara’s arrest today,
chemical-warfare and regular
troops were put on alert, and
metropolitan police said they
mobilized 20,000 officers in
Tokyo. Prime Minister Tomiichi
Murayama said a total of 80,000
police officers have been mobi-
lized nationwide.

Murayama thanked investiga-
tors who had painstakingly built
a case against the cult in the two
months since the attack, mount-
ing the biggest criminal investi-
gation in Japanese history.

The arrests of Asahara and 14
others capped four hours of syn-
chronized nationwide raids by
thousands of police, which were
launched at dawn at more than
100 cult facilities.

TV carried live coverage of the
raids. Newspapers rushed to the
streets with extra editions.

And in scenes reminiscent of the

O.J. Simpson car chase in Los
Angeles, onlookers flocked to high-
way overpasses to watch the police
convoy carrying Asahara pass by,
with lights flashing, media vans
and helicopters in hot pursuit.

The investigators’ case was
reportedly cemented by confes-
sions by key cult members
already in custody. Police raids
had already yielded tons of
chemicals and equipment
believed necessary to make sarin,
the nerve gas used in the attack,
as well as evidence the cult was
researching biological weapons.

Suspense had been building for
weeks as to when police would
move against Asahara; Japanese
media had dubbed it “X-Day.”
More than 200 of Asahara’s fol-
lowers had been arrested since
the subway attack, but all on
unrelated charges.

Although suspicion fell almost
immediately on the cult because
of earlier suspicions it had made
and used sarin, police proceeded
with utmost caution.

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Committee approves easing no pass, no play rule

AUSTIN (AP) - Students barred from after which they can play again if they begin was the version passed earlier by the full

extracurricular activities for failing a class
could play again in three weeks - half the
current six — if they earn a passing grade
under an agreement by legislative negotia-
tors.

Failing students also could rehearse or
practice with their team while suspended
under the proposal, which would mark the
first easing of the no-pass, no-play rule since
it was adopted as part of sweeping education
reforms in 1984.

The conference committee is working to
negotiate differences between House and
Senate versions of education reform. Three of
the five senators and four of the five House
lawmakers — one was absent — voted for the
no-pass, no-play change Monday.

Rep. Paul Sadler, D-Henderson, said school
districts still could choose to follow current
stricter restrictions under the provision,
which he said would be a minimum stan-
dard.

He took issue with what he said were
media portrayals that halving the minimum
suspension means lawmakers are watering
down the no-pass, no-play standard.

The rule currently bars failing students
from extracurricular activities for six weeks,

passing.

“It is not a reduction in no-pass, no-play at
all. You are suspended until you pass,” said
Sadler, conference committee co-chairman.

But if students start passing within three
weeks, Sadler said, “You're not just going to
punish them the extra three weeks.”

Ensuring that students’ progress is checked
every three weeks and allowing them to
practice will subject them to peer pressure to
succeed and prevent them from being
allowed to “drop off the end of the world,”
Sadler said.

Rep. Ric Williamson, R-Weatherford, said
that while no-pass, no-play was an “excel-
lent” idea when passed, “There’s not one
shred of evidence to indicate that it improved
academic performance.”

But Sens. Gregory Luna, D-San Antonio,
and Jane Nelson, R-Flower Mound, said the
no-pass, no-play rule places an important
emphasis on academics. They were the only
committee members to vote against the
change.

“I have always supported no-pass, no-play,
and 1 feel like it's working,” Mrs. Nelson
said.

House. The Senate had voted to allow the
extracurricular suspension to be shortened to
three weeks only the first time a student fails
in junior high and in high school.

While voting for the House provision, Sen.
Bill Ratliff warned that it would cost the bill
some Senate support.

“I want you all to know, I'm losing votes on
the Senate floor here. I'm going to have to
have some help somewhere,” said Ratliff, R-
Mount Pleasant, conference committee co-
chairman. But Ratliff wouldn’t say on which
points he might seek concessions.

On another issue, the conference committee
has agreed to allow school districts to have a
period of silence at the beginning of the
school day for students to reflect or meditate.

McVeigh’s attorney seeks to delay building’s demolition

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) -
Timothy McVeigh’s attorney
wants to delay this week’s demo-
lition of the federal building so
he can inspect the site, take pic-
tures and “get the feel of it.”

Stephen Jones said he would
file papers today seeking a 30-
day delay. He met with McVeigh
for 1 1/2 hours Monday and
described his client as “polite,
cooperative, anxious.”

l'he Alfred P. Murrah Federal
Building was to be demolished
by this weekend. City officials
were to announce Wednesday
exactly when the building will be
taken down with explosives.

Jones said he had written to
Assistant U.S. Attorney Arlene
Joplin seeking an informal agree-
ment to allow him to examine
the building “to get the feel of it,
see it, take pictures and measure-
ments and have the engineers we
will consult with take measure-
ments and video.”

Jones also said the taxpayer-
funded $125 an hour plus
expenses he is charging for
defending McVeigh is fair, and
that he normally would charge
$175 to $200 for such a case.

Michael Tigar of Austin, the

attorney for suspect Terry
Nichols, also will charge $125 per
hour. While the rate is high for
court-appointed attorneys, it is
much less than lawyers make in
private practice, particularly in
high-profile cases, said Randall
Coyne, a University of Okla-
homa law professor.

“That’s dirt cheap and well
below the prevailing rates for
private attorneys,” said Coyne.
He said top defenders often
charge $300 per hour to clients
who can afford them.

“I doubt very much that
Johnnie Cochran, for example, is
charging O.). Simpson such a
meager sum,” Coyne said.

But even that relatively small
amount will add up in a case that
may not go to trial for at least a
year. A lawyer who bills 40 hours
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a week for a year would charge
$260,000, and Coyne said 40-hour
weeks are rare in capital cases.

“These cases can’t be handled
nine-to-five; they possess your
life,” said Coyne, a death penalty
defense specialist.

McVeigh and Nichols are
charged in the April 19 bombing
that killed 168 people. They face
the death penalty if convicted.

Other developments:

— Investigators were trying to
determine whether thousands of
dollars worth of crops that disap-
peared this winter from the
Decker, Mich., farm of Terry
Nichols’ brother, James, were

sold to finance the bombing, The
Detroit News reported.

— In Detroit, Assistant U.S.
Attorney Christopher Yates said
the government will present new
evidence at a hearing next
Monday to support keeping
James Nichols behind bars in
connection with  explosives
charges.

James Nichols’ defense attor-
ney has said his client is being
denied bond improperly.

— In Phoenix, Steven Garrett
Colbern, a fugitive gun enthusi-
ast who may have connections to
McVeigh, faced a bond hearing
this afternoon.

Deadbeat dads
listing no good

These things always start with good intentions. Who could be
against an effort to improve the way deadbeat dads - divorced
fathers who refuse to pay the child support they have been
ordered to pav - are tracked down. But included in the recent
House-passed 400-page welfare-reform bill was a provision to
create a nationwide svstem of electronic directories containing the
names of almost everybody who is hired into a new job.
Ultimately that means almost every American not just deadbeat
dads, but single men, single women, single mothers, married men
and women who have never been divorced, teenagers, divorced
dads who have faithfully and scrupulously paid their child sup-
port, divorced dads who have been falsely accused of not paying
child support - almost everyone.

And if the government has such a list, you can be sure it will be
used for many other purposes than simply tracking down dead-
beat dads or trying to verify the employment history of somebody
accused of a crime. In fact, there are already plans to cross-check
this database to catch supposed tax cheats and illegal immigrants.

Interestingly enough, this database proposal will be virtually
identical to one proposed last year by President Clinton’s
National Commission on Immigration Reform. That proposal
attracted widespread criticism, from civil libertarians and some
conservative Republicans. But when the stated goal is to nab
deadbeat dads, few people are willing to stand up and protest
that the government is forming a database of almost all citizens.

Most Americans are on dozens of computer databases, from
lists of subscribers to various magazines to holders of credit
cards. But most of those databases are held by private companies.
While private companies have been known to abuse such lists
and invade peoples’ privacy, they have less incentive - and less
power - to do so than the government does.

As a matter of public policy, the United States to date has
refused to establish a central registry of all residents, as some
countries have done. The last time the issue was debated publicly,
in the 1970s, Congress passed a law outlawingthe use of the
Social Security number as a mandated form of identification.

Since then, that law has been widely ignored and hundreds of
new databases have been established. Now, with almost no debate
or discussion on the matter, Congress seems poised to establish a
master database on the pretext of the need to catch deadbeat dads.

As long as the Senate is looking into alternative paths to welfare
reform, it should reconsider this giant step toward a surveillance
society.

Keith Edwards was a 19-year-old, small-time
New York City drug dealer when he fell into a
trap laid by law-enforcement agents who had set
up four purchases of crack cocaine. He was arrest-
ed, convicted of possession with intent to distrib-
ute more than 50 grams (1.7 ounces) of crack and
brought before a federal judge for sentencing.

[he judge, Alan Nevas, was a former federal
prosecutor appointed to the bench by Ronald
Reagan, so Edwards should have expected the
worst. “l have been sitting now as a judge for
almost seven years,” Nevas began.“And in my
view, | think the sentence which I am being forced
to impose on you is one of the unfairest sentences
that I have ever had to impose.” v

Instead of a lecture about his crime, Edwards
heard a lengthy denunciation of federal drug
laws. “I resent the fact the Congress has forced me
and put me in a position where [ have to sentence
a voung man like you to jail for 10 years for a
crime that doesn’t deserve more than three or
four,” said Judge Nevas. “This 10-year mandatory
minimum is awful. It's just terrible. ... It looks
good when some candidate stands up and says, ‘I
voted for a 10-year mandatory minimum.” I wish
that candidate could come into the courtroom and
sit here and have to sentence this young man to 10
vears in jail. They wouldn't find it so easy.”

* His display of disgust, however, didn’t change
anything. “My hands are tied,” concluded Judge
Nevas. “I wish I could sentence you to less, but |
can’t.” So Edwards, a first offender, was given 10
vears in federal prison, with no chance of parole.

Drug crimes are the
favarite target. Some 43 states have such penalties
for drug offenses, according to the organization
Families Against Mandatory Minimums. Federal
law, which allows.no varole, requires at least five
years in prison for small-scale crimes - such as
possession of 5 grams of crack, which weighs less
than a quarter.

Edwards’ case is not the exception but the norm
- small crime, big sentence. It's a development
that has diverted police resources away from vio-
lent crime, clogged our courts with relatively
minor cases, jammed our jails, enlarged our tax
burden to finance new prison construction and
failed to make us safer.

For the most part, this is the result of the war on
drugs, which in recent years has become the main
focus of law enforcement. Police made 1 million
drug arrests in 1990, up 115 percent over 1980. The
quantity of drug offenses prosecuted in the feder-
al courts more than tripled between 1980 and
1990.

As a result, prisons have been swamped.
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Duting the 1980s, the number of major crimes
increased by just 8 percent, less than the total pop-
ulation, but the number of people behind bars
rose by 134 percent. . .

The biggest source of new tenants is drug viola-
tions. In 1993, these criminals made up one out of
every four inmates in this country and nearly 60
percent of federal prisoners. lllinois prisons held
five times as many drug offenders in 1993 as they
did just five years before. A General Accounting
Office report found that there are more people
serving time in federal facilities for moderate
offenses than for serious ones.

Most of the judges on the federal bench were put
there by Republican presidents, but they think the
urge to punish has gotten out of hand. Most of the
federal judicial circuits have passed resolutions
critical of mandatory minimum sentences. So has
the Judicial Conference of the United States, the
policy-making arm of the federal courts. ‘

Even conservative judges lament these dracon-
ian sentences. One Reagan appointee, District
Judge Alex Howard, forced to impose a 10-year
sentence on a drug dealer’s girlfriend arrested at
age 18, said the sentencing rules had mandated “a
gross miscarriage of justice.” District Judge
Stanley Harris, another Reagan choice, has said,
“I've always been considered a fairly harsh sen-
tencer, but it's killing me that I'm sending so
many low-level offenders away for all this time.”

The judges who bear most of the responsibility
for the federal courts confront the results of
mandatory minimums every day, and they aren’t
happy with what they see. Congress and the pres-
ident have a duty to open their eyes to this crimi-
nal justice disaster and do something about it.

Sorry, McNamara, but it’s too late to be sorry

If you wish to check the archives of this news-
paper, you'll find that 1've been calling Robert
“Strange” McNamara the worst public official in
the history of the Republic since 1975.

Of course he screwed up the conduct of the
Vietnam War. Every rifleman figured that out
after two weeks in Vietnam. McNamara, an
accountant, thought he was Napoleon. He insist-
ed on making not just strategic military decisions,
but tactical decisions from his palace on the
Potomac. So insufferably arrogant was this odd-
ball that he would listen to nobody.

Well, now he’s 80, and he can see them working
on his grave, so he wants to do a mea culpa and
cry on TV. As my old man used to say, it’s too late
to be sorry. McNamara’s alleged regrets won't
raise one American from the grave or the wheel-
chair. So ignore the old guy’s belated blubbering
and profit-making. If there is a just God,
McNamara will soon get his first opportunity to
find out what a free fire zone really is.

But wouldn’t you know it, Bill Clinton has no
shame. He leaps out and says McNamara’s con-
fession vindicates him. Gosh, that's guy’s hard to
like. McNamara did not say lying to evade the
draft was justified. That's Clinton’s sin.

Lots of people, including those fighting it,
thought McNamara and his whiz kids were mis-
managing the war. It is Clinton’s sleazy attempts
to avoid his legal obligation to serve his country

that is the issue in his case. It was his willingness
to publicly protest a war while his fellow
Americans were dying in it that he did, in fact,
assist the enemy.

The late Gen. Lewis W. Walt told me of a North
Vietnamese intelligence officer whom he had
questioned during the war. The Vietnamese told
Walt in a forthright manner, “You’ll win the bat-
tles, but we’ll win the war - not on the battlefield,
but in the streets of America.”

There is no question that the communist appa-
ratus was working hand in glove with the
Vietnamese and with the anti-war protesters,
though many of the rank and file probably didn’t
know it. Families of American servicemen often
got hateful calls from war protesters telling them
information that could only have come from the
North Vietnamese government.

Nor does McNamara’s confession of his own
ineptness as a play-pretend military genius vin-
dicate the likes of Jane Fonda. Fonda made radio
propaganda broadcasts for the North Vietnamese
and posed for pictures at North Vietnamese anti-
aircraft guns while Americans and South
Vietnamese alike were being killed on the battle-

field and tortured in prisons. She accused her fel-
low Americans of being war criminals.

That someone could so flagrantly betray her fel-
low Americans only to come back to the United
States and succeed in show business shows you
how left-wing and morally. corrupt the show busi-
ness elite is in this country. | thought, at the time,
that there was probably not much of future for a
country this twisted in its thinking. Nothing since
has changed my mind.

As you might infer, I don’t think much of this
idea of healing, one of the great cliches of our
time. I have noticed that people who are always
calling for a healing are those who most deserve
to be tarred and feathered. I put their calls for a
healing in the same category as complaints by
murderers that the death penalty is cruel.

There is so much well-deserved guilt among the
left, at least among those with some remnant of a
conscience, that McNamara’s confession was
bound to bring them out to once more try to ratio-
nalize their bad behavior.

But, as with McNamara, it’s too late to be
sorry. We do what we do. We say what we say.
We make the decisions we make. And all of that
is our life, and it cannot be changed. Next time,
if you don’t like war, which I don’t, then do
what I do protest before it starts. Try to stop it.
But once it starts, shut up and support the
troops until it’s over.

The ethical double standard at work in journalism

When a government official appears to have a
conflict of interest, most Americans heartily sup-
port the public’s right to know the truth.

But how would people feel if they knew the
reporter exposing the alleged scandal - or cover-
ing it up - was engaged in similar financial
shenanigans?

A case in point:

ABC’s Sam Donaldson is among America’s
most recognizable and influential broadcast jour-
nalists. As co-host, with Diane Sawyer, of ABC’s
popular Prime Time news magazine and a star
interrogator on David Brinkley’s Sunday morning
talk show, Donaldson fs a dogged, often abrasive,
critic, especially when he suspects lax ethics on
the part of public servants or corporate execu-
tives.

Now, along comes The Wall Street Journal report-
ing that Donaldson has received $97,000 in feder-
al wool and mohair crop subsidy payments dur-
ing the last two years. Of course, such subsidies
are prime targets for federal budget cutters on
Capitol Hill. Kinda makes you wonder what Sam
is up to when he does a story questioning the lat-
est round of budget cuts: Is he informing America,
or protecting his bank account?

hen federal officials have financial interests in
government programs or policies, they are
required both to disclose those interests and to
recuse themselves from
decisions that might - in fact or in appearance -
benefit that interest, directly or indirectly. Most

officials have to update their disclosure forms
yearly.

Yet, no such disclosure requirement covers
journalists, whether they’re important, influen-
tial media celebrities like Donaldson, or
unknown city hall reporters in small-town
America.

Sure, virtually every news organization, large
and smatll, print and electronic, has some sort of
“ethics e.” Most journalists no longer can
accept the “freebies” that used to be a staple of the
business: no free trips, no free trinkets, and in
some cases no free lunches.

Sam Donaldson has donemothing immoral or
illegal. One must wonder, however, whether his
tens of thousands of dollars in government free-
bies in any way have colored his views on big
government in general and agricultural subsidies
in particular.

This isn’t idle speculation, since important farm

legislation will be before Congress later this year.

n the theory that what’s good for the goose
is good for the gander, isn’t it time for
Donaldson and his media colleagues to be held
to the same disclosure standards as public offi-
cials?

Come on, Tom Brokaw of NBC, Connie Chung
and Dan Rather at CBS, and Peter Jennings at
ABC, where does your money come from and
how have you invested it? Do you or any of your
family members receive benefits from the govern-
ment or have a stake in any enterprise that could
be affected by a regulatory finding? How much
are you making in royalties from book sales and
speeches to what groups? Taken any trips lately at
somebody else’s expense?

There is a precedent for media disclosure of
financial dealings. In order to be credentialed in
the House and Senate press galleries, reporters
have to disclose to a committee of their peers all
sources of income. Not every reporter covering
Congress is so credentialed and tﬁg system is far
from ideal. But it’s a start.

By the way, in case you're wondering, as head
of a Washington, D.C. think tank I receive no
checks from the government for any kind of sub-
sidy, benefit or allowance. Indeed, if you are a reg-
ular reader of this column, you know that |
always try to inform you when I take a position
on an issue that I know to be of interest to one (or
more) of our donors.

So, go ahead, Sam. Make my day.
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“It is absolutely necessary to
talk about the suicide — to feel
the feelings, lmludlng guilt,
grief, ang the experi-
ence.” This is how Paula Ryan
descnbos her advice for those fac-

s; the loss of a loved one to sui-
cide and also how she describes
her personal experience which
has been significant in her heal-
ing since the suicide of her 15-
year-old son, Tim, more than five
years ago.

“Having a safe place to talk
about the emptiness and being
able to tell mv story over and
over again,” has been the most
helpful, Ryan says.

“I believe, as with any death,
time was the biggest healer,”
begins Caml Wood, suicide sur-
vivor. “The other thing which
helped me was seeking profes-
sional guidance to deal with the
suicide.” She says she feels that
resisting the urge to isolate her-
self and making the effort to
reach out were not only very
important steps but extremely
beneficial. “I spend many hours
doing volunteer work for the
Suicide and Crisis Center in
Amarillo — assisting them in
educating the public on suicide
awareness,” she continues, “and
if I help one person, I feel that
something good has come from
my tragedy.”

That tra edy Wood speaks of is
the suicide of her 16-year-old
brother, Luis, back in 1992.

Both women have offered their
time, their experiences and their
hearts to the Suicide and Crisis
Center, and advocate speaking
openly about the topic of suicide.

The Suicide and Crisis Center
provides a support group for
those who have experienced the
loss of a loved one to suicide,
Survivors of Suicide, SOS, sup-
ports its members in their experi-
ences and resolution of their feel-
ings of grief through shared
experiences with others in like
situations. The survivors are

helped in a safe environment to
re-examine their relationship
with the deceased, the circum-
stances surrounding the suicide
and allows for the expression of
feelings, often painful, of loss,
guilt, shame or rage.

“You have to go the way of
anger — it’s intrinsic to the heal-
ing process,” Ryan says, quoting
from the book, Stronger Than
Death, by Sue Chance, M.D. Ryan
credits .her personal readings of
books like this one as another sig-
nificant part of her recovery.
Ryan confesses she has only
btgun to feel anger about her
son’s death in the ’]’dsl year. Ryan
Aas corresponded with Chance
often since Tim'’s suicide. Chance
has even stayed in her home here
in Amarillo and Ryan has a file of
personal notes she has made of
the years of conversations with
Chance and from the author’s

books.

Anger is most difficult,” Ryan
recites, “when the object of it is
dead.”

Discussing these feelings has
brought Ryan to another insight
regarding ambivalence.

Ambivalence is a term spoke of

widely in suicide prevention cir-
cles in regard to individuals con-
templating suicide or completing
it. Ambivalence is often present
when these people are in the
throes of a suicidal conflict —
they want to live but they want
their pain to end. Too often the
life is taken to end the suffering.
Ryan describes ambivalence for
survivors, “I felt very guilty
because I was not able to protect
my son from suicide. | felt that
being aniry with him — some-
one who had suffered so much —
was not ap?ropnale I could not
accept the fact that I was angry
with him and that I loved him at
the same time.”

Regardless of how a loved one
died, those left behind have to go
through a period of mournin
and grief, including thoughts ang

emotions Ryan describes.

Researchers now believe this
can take a fairly long time for
some individuals. There isn’t any
gauge or measure of how lung
one will feel pain after a loss.

Grief is a highly individual
process. Everyone grieves in his
or her own way.

Wood and R_\'nn both recom-
mend SOS to help with the recov-
ery process for those who have
suffered a loss through suicide.
The SOS program is offered free
of charge at least twice a year.
Participants must be 18 or older
and the sessions last eight weeks.
Anyone who is a survivor of sui-
cide is eligible and the program
can be repeated as often as need-
ed. Wood and Rvan have com-
pleted the entire program twice.

“The one thing about the pro-
gram which helped me the most
was having to examine my feel-
ings and fears,” Wood says. “The
group (SOS) encouraged me to
bring these emotions out in the
open and work through them. It
is so easy just to say, ‘I've dealt
with the death,” and then goon to
safe ground. But in the long run
it’s so much better to do the work
and honestly deal with the
death.”

Ryan agrees and adds “SOS is
\'ur"v important because sur-
vivors are especially at risk -
risk for suicide, depression, psy-
gholoblml probléms, health prob-
lems.” She sees SOS as a prever:-
tive measure against these stres-
sors which “may go on for years,
or never be resolved” and affects
the whole surviving family.

Attending the SOS group may
be very painful, Wood says, but
the survivor will be a much
stronger person, both mentally
and physically. “I'm not saying
that there won’t be days when
life is tou},h but when vou have
these days,” says Wood, “you’ll

know how to deal with them
“I believe that is the real dlffcr-
ence between people who get

professional help and do the
work and those who choose to do
it own their own. I do acknowl-
edge the fact that many people
are not comfortable in a group
setting, and for these people I rec-
ommend checking into other pro-
grams the Suicide and Crisis
Center offers.”

Wood found that a combination
of individual therapy, the SOS
support group and volunteering
for the Suicide and Crisis Center
has been the framework of her
recovery. Ryan credits SOS, a
very supportive group of friends
and her personal readings as sig-
nificant to her healing, in addi-
tion to personal therapy. “Take
advantage of every available
resource,” Ryan advises other
Survivors.

Wood’s advice to survivors is
“to know that you are not alone
— there are people who genuine-
ly care. They will be there to help
you through the tough times and
also help you understand more
about suicide. I used to tell
myself if I made it through just
one day I was doing good. It has
been three years and I can finally
face a new day without wonder-
ing how I'm going to get through
it. I feel this is real progress.

“So take one day at a time,
c\'vnlually you will see that the
pain is bearable, that you can
smile, laugh and most important-
ly, you can go on living even
though someone you love chose
not to.”

Ryan says the point she would
most like to make is not to deny
or bury the subject of suicide. “If
you feel a friend or loved one is at
risk for suicide don’t be afraid to
bring the subject up. It is a myth
that talking about suicide will
give people the idea,” Ryan says.

“How are you going to know
how someone really feels unless
you ask? This is true of survivors
of suicide — be able to bring sui-
cide out in the open and talk
about it and prevent a suicide.”
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The Suicide and Crisis Center
offers several services in addition
to the SOS program including a
24-hour crisis hotline, 359-6699,
and a toll-free hotline, 1-800-692-
4039.

If you are concerned that some-
one you know may be consider-
ln;) suicide, the Suicide and Crisis
Center pomts out some warning,
signs:

*Verbal clues — direct state-
ments about suicide such as “I
want to die,” or “You’ll miss me
when I'm gone,” and indirect
statements such as “l want to go
to sleep and never wake up,” or
“I never should have been born.”

*Behaviors and 'behavior
changes — including the follow-
ing:

1. Depression, withdrawal from
social contacts, disinterest in pre-
vious activities; inability to com-
plete tasks, inability to concen-
trate, changes in sleeping or eat-
ing patterns, neglecting personal
hygiene.

2. Giving away prized posses-
sions or making-final arrange-
ments.

3. confusion, mood changes,
impatience or impulsiveness.

4. Prior suicide attempts.

5. Increase in use of alcohol or
drugs.

Taking risks, frequent acci-
dents.

7. Saying “goodbye”.

8. Preoccupation with death
(seen in art, poems, discussion
topics).

9. Disorientation, disorganiza-
tion, isolation.

10. A sudden lift in spirits,
especially after being depressed
or experiencing a difficult time
— this could indicate a decision
has been made to end one one’s
pain.

Situational stressors — relation-
ship difficulties or break-ups,
financial losses or challenges,
problems withajob or career,
physical difficulties or illnesses,
pressures at school, and even sig-

nificant gains or successes can all
be warning signs that an individ
ual is under enormous pressur
and at risk for suicide

How can suicidal individuals
be helped? The Suic ide and Crisis
Center outlines several ideas

— Recognize the warning signs
to suicide

Listen encourage a suici-
dal person to talk to you. Don’t
give false reassurances that
“everything will be ok.” Listen
and sympathize with what the
person says. Often just sharing
these thoughts and feelings are
enough to serve as a “relief
valve” for the person at risk and
can htlp the crisis to pass

- Be supportive — voice vour
care and concern, show how vou
feel.

— Emphasize seeking help
give the person the hotline num-
ber, 359-6699. It is available 24
hours a day. Suggest psychia-
trists, psychologists, counselors,
social workers or other profes-
sionals.

— Tell others. Share your infor-
mation with crisis workers, par-
ents, familv members, friends,
teachers. Don’t keep secrets
about suicidal individuals. And
don’t be worried about breaking
confidence if someone reveals
suicide plans to vou. Law
enforcement and 911 are always
available for help.lf you are
afraid of erring — err on the side
of life.

— Take suicidal individuals
seriously. Don’t let others talk
you out of intuitions or gut feel-
ings and ignore warning signals.

— Ask — directly questioning a
person who is at risk for suicide
doesn’t put the idea into their
head and can give the person the
opportunity to discuss their feel-
ings and talk about alternatives
instead of acting on a suicidal
impulse.

Eventually,
she will feel more comfortable talk-
ing about the son who has died.

In the two years since our
daughter’s death, the wonderful
people at Compassionate Friends
have helped us to face this question
and many others.

I hope “Mourning” can find a
chapter of this support group in her
