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NATIONAL
NEW YORK (AP) — The 

former treasurer of the 
Episcopal Church embez^ed 
$2.2 million in the past five 
years, Presicfing Bishop 
Edmond Browning said today.

Ellen F. Cooke, who 
resigned in January, used 
most of the money for per­
sonal items including the 
purchases of homes in 
Virginia and New Jersey and 
tuition for her children. 
Browning said in a statement.

Cooke was able to divert 
church funds from February 
1990 to this January in part 
because she maintained con­
trol over auditing and, in vio­
lation of church policies, both 
filled out check request forms 
and signed them herself, 
according to Browning.

Church officials said Mrs. 
Ctxjke has not bc în charged 
with any crime and is cooper­
ating in the investigation and 
recovery of the embezzled 
funds.

PRESCOTT, Ariz. (AP) — 
Militia members are asking 
people in this northern 
Arizona city to sign a legal 
oath to resist the government 
when libt'rty is at stake.

1 he oath requires signers to 
defend Arizonans against 
unspecified attacks by the 
federal government on con­
stitutional freedoms, said 
Christopher Stalnaker, a 
member of the Sons and 
Daughters of l.iberty.

Militias fear a crackdown 
following the Oklahoma City 
bombing as federal officials 
talk of tougher laws to fight 
domestic terrorism.

"I'm not convinced the elit­
ists in our government didn't 
instigate this to clamp down 
on the militias because we 
represent the greatest threat 
to their powers," Stalnaker 
said in Sunday's editions of 
the Mcsfl Tnhuue. "I consider 
myself ready for armed mili­
tia conflict."

AUSTIN (AP) — No tick­

ets correctly matched all six 
numbers drawn Saturday 
night for the twice-weekly 
Lotto Texas game, state lot­
tery officials said. The jackpot 
was worth $28 million.

The numbers drawn from a 
field of 50 were: 2, 4,17,22,33 
and 49.

There were 260 Hckets sold 
with five of the six numbers, 
with each ticket worth $1,405. 
There were 13,424 tickets with 
four of six numbers, with each 
winning $98, and there were 
255,821 tickets sold with three 
of six numbers, with each 
worth an automatic $3.

Lottery officials estimate 
the jackpot for Wednesday 
night's game will be $40 mil­
lion.

AUSTIN (AP) — Repub­
lican lawmakers today en­
dorsed a bill that would 
allow Texans to carry con­
cealed handguns as the 
House prepared to debate the 
measure.

The bill, which already has 
passed the Senate, was 
expected to win House 
approval. Gov. George W. 
Bush has said he would sign 
it into law. '

The House Republican 
Caucus pledged to fight any 
efforts to change the measure.

Death toll rises to 137 
in Oklahoma bombing

OKLAHOMA CUT (AP) -  The 
FBI today released a new sketch 
of the man sought in the federal 
building bombing, giving the 
public a profile view of the sus­
pect known as John Doe 2.

The announcement came as 
rescue workers prepared to turn 
the task of removing the remains 
of some 60 people missing in the 
blast to machines that can safely 
clear rubble from the shaky shell 
of the building.

FBI Special Agent Weldon 
Kennedy displayed a sketch of a 
stocky man in a baseball cap seen 
at the location of the April 19 
blast with Fimothy McVeigh, 
who is charged with the nation's 
most deadly act of domestic ter­
rorism.

Kennedy provided a few new 
tidbits of information: John Doe 2 
is "very tan" and muscular, and 
may be a weightlifter.

"He should be considered 
armed and very dangerous," 
Kennedy said.

Another lead emerged when 
Arizona state police announced 
the FBI is kxjking for an Arizona 
license plate registered to a man 
believed to be a possible witness 
to the bombing.

Arizona plate JWK923 is

believed to belong to a 1981 
White Thunderbird driven by 
Gary Allen Land, said Sgt. Dave 
Myers, spokesman for the 
Arizona Department of Public 
Safety. He was last seen at a hotel 
in Vinita, Okla., Myers said.

Tom Grafton, manager of 
Deward and Pauline's motel in 
Vinita, said FBI agents came in 
car and in helicopter Saturday 
night to "check out a guy who 
had been here."

Grafton says the man they were 
looking for stayed the night of 
the bombing.

The death toll rose to 137, 
including 15 children. Fifty peo­
ple are officially listed as miss­
ing.

Fire Ghief Gary Marrs said a 
huge backhoe would be brought 
in to drag the pulverized wreck­
age the Alfred P. Murrah 
Federal Building clear of the 
building's dangerously unstable 
skeleton.

Marrs refused to acknowledge 
the change means rescuers have 
given up hope of finding anyone 
alive 12 days after the blast.

Gov. Frank Keating said late 
Sunday night that rescuers had 
"crossed the river" and had 
accepted the inevitability the

everyone inside is dead.
Goncern now is for the safety 

of the crews that have been sift­
ing by hand through the pulver­
ized rubble of the building 
despite the threat parts of the 
structure could collapse on them.

"You reach a point where you 
don't jeopardize human beings in 
order to extract the dead," 
Keating said.

He said machines would begin 
work within a day or two. Some 
victims' remains probably will 
never be recovered, Keating said.

Rescue workers support the 
decision to switch to heavy 
equipment, said Oklahoma Gity 
police Sgt. Lynn McGumber.

"This thing's gone on for 12 
days now, and we've dug 
through that by hand," Mc­
Gumber said. "We need to bring 
an end to this."

Since Thursday, no rescue 
workers have been in the section 
of the building believed to con­
tain th^ collapsed remains of a 
crowded Social Security office, 
Marrs said. They continue to 
work in a pile of rubble left when 
the upper floors cascaded onto 
the sidewalk, and continue to 
recover remains from there, he 
said.

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President to sever U.S. 
economic ties with Iran

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Setting 
the stage for conflict at next 
week's Moscow summit. 
President Clinton is severing 
remaining U.S. economic ties 
with Iran and pressing Russia's 
Boris Yeltsin to cancel a "disturb­
ing" nuclear deal with Tehran.

Aides said shffened sanctions 
against Iran will hurt U.S. busi­
nesses, primarily in the oil indus­
try. But, the president explained, 
"If we are to succeed in getting 
other nation^ to make sacrifices 
in order to change Iran's conduct, 
we, too, must be willing to sacri­
fice and lead the way."

Clinton made the remarks 
Sunday to the World Jewish 
Congress in New York, on a day 
designed to show his resolve 
against terrorism and foster his 
ties to Jewish voters.

In a separate address to 6,000 
Holocaust survivors, Clinton said 
Americans must be alert to hatred 
in all forms -  from Nazi death 
camps to the federal-building 
bombing in Oklahoma City. "As 
we have seen, hatred still flourish­
es where it has a chance," he said.

Hours later, he focused on the 
evil he sees in Iran, announcing 
plans to ban U.S. trade and invest­
ment with the militant Islamic 
nation he called an "inspiration 
and paymaster to terrorists."

He said the action, which will 
cost thousands of U.S. jobs and 
billions of dollars in oil revenues, 
should prove the United States' 
resolve to press for worldwide 
sanctions against Iran.

"My decision to impose the 
embargo should make it clear to 
Iran and the whole world the 
unrelenting determination of the 
United States to do all we can to 
arrest the behavior and ambition 
of that nation," Clinton said.

But the comments also pre­
viewed a potential trouble spot at 
the May 10 summit with Yeltsin.

Clinton and his diplomats have 
tried without success to get Russia 
to abandon a contract to help Iran 
in the construction of a nuclear 
reactor complex near the Persian 
Gulf. China is considering a simi­
lar arrangement with Tehran.

"The most recent reports of 
Russia's agreement to sell gas 
centrifuge equipment to the 
Iranians, and to train nuclear 
technicians from Tehran, are dis­
turbing," Clinton said.

The United States argues that oil- 
rich Iran has plenty of fuel, so any 
nuclear technology would be used 
to manufacture weapons. Clinton 
lumped Iran, Libya and Iraq into a 
category of "rogue states" that 
"hunger for nuclear and other 
weapons of mass destruction."

Settlement reached in Farrakhan case
MINNEAPOLIS (AP) -  Prose­

cutors a a e e d  today to drop mur- 
der-for-hire charges against a 
daughter of Malcolm X in a deal 
that requires her to abandon her 
frame-up defense and seek drug 
and psychiatric treatment.

U.S. District Judge James 
Rosenbaum accepted the settle­
ment in a brief court hearing for 
Qubilah Shabazz, who had been 
scheduled for trial this morning on 
charges of plotting to kill Nation of 
Islam leader Louis Farrakhan.

The judge asked Shabazz if she 
understood that signing the 
agreement, known as a pretrial 
diversion, meant she gave up her 
right to a speedy trial.

"Yes, I understand that," 
Shabazz answered clearly, with 
defense attorney Percy Sutton and 
Assistant U.S. Attorney Jeanne 
Graham standing at her side.

No details of the settlement 
were discussed in court.

"The settlement involves an 
affidavit where she accepts 
responsibility for her participa­

tion in the plot to kill Louis 
Farrakhan," said a source close to 
the case, who spoke on condition 
of anonymity.

The source said the trial has 
been deferred for two years on 
the condition that Shabazz partic­
ipate in a two-year psychiatric 
and chemical dependency pro­
gram. Shabazz would spend the 
first three months in a residential 
treatment program in Texas.

If Shabazz completes the pro­
gram and remains law-abiding, 
the indictment would be dis­
missed.

If convicted, Shabazz would 
face up to 90 years in prison and 
a $2.25 million fine. She has been 
free on $10,000 bail.

Shabazz, who saw her father 
gunned down 30 years ago, is 
accused of trying to have 
Farrakhan killed / because she 
believed the fiery minister had a 
hand in her father's assassination 
and was a threat to her mother.

The prosecution's case centered 
on secretly taped telephone con­

versations between Shabazz, 34, 
and an informant and a state­
ment that Shabazz gave to FBI 
agents on Dec. 20.

The deal involves an acknowl­
edgement that the FBI conducted 
a good-faith investigation, said 
the source.

"She acknowledged that her 
confession to the FBI was volun­
tary and substantially true," the 
source said.

In pretrial proceedings, the 
defense argued that the govern­
ment informant, Michael 
Fitzpatrick, lured Shabazz into 
the plot by romancing her and 
preying upon her fears for her 
family. Fitzpatrick was a high 
school acquaintance and the sup­
posed hit man.

Qubilah Shabazz was 4 when 
she and her three sisters accom­
panied their pregnant mother on 
Feb. 21, 1%5, to the Audubon 
Ballroom in New York City to 
hear Malcolm X speak. As they 
looked on, he was shot and 
killed.

Ron Brown’s telltale
property investments

As if the Clinton administration didn't have enough troubles, 
close scrutiny of financial disclosure reports now suggests that 
Secretary of Commerce Ron Brown effectively concealed a per­
sonal investment in a dismal, drug-infested low-income apart­
ment complex in Maryland that defaulted on a $6 million state- 
government renovation loan. The complex is part of the rental 
fiefdom of a Los Angeles millionaire viewed by federal officials as 
a notorious slumlord.

Brown's disclosure forms list, an interest in a residential rental 
property in the upper-income Washington suburb of Potomac, Md. 
But while the company that owns the complex is called Potomac 
Housing Fund, Belle Haven Apartments is located in lower-income 
handover and has a troubled history. Brown's press secretary said 
Brown was a passive investor and didn't know the actual location 
of the apartment complex. But other limited partners in the com­
plex say full information about the complex was disclosed to them, 
and they are puzzled that Brown wouldn't know.

Brown invested $71,000 in a limited partnership that bought 
Belle Haven in 1983, and has reaped an estimated $175,000 in tax 
write-offs. The partnership's management company was bought 
several years later by Brentwood millionaire A. Bruce Rozet. In 
1990, Rozet was barred from investing in HUD-subsidized prop­
erties until August 1995 because of a record of neglect and poor 
maintenance.

Last November, HUD Secretary Henry Cisneros said Rozet got 
filthy rich off this program (HUD subsidies for low-income hous­
ing), and he left filthy places behind him for people to live in. 
"Rozet denies the charge, claiming most of his rental properties 
are well managed and successful, and that the problems some of 
his properties faced had more to do with bureaucratic problems 
at HUD than with his naanagement.

Whatever the truth here, there is little question that Belle Haven 
is a troubled property. Its management company is in arrears on 
a $6 million renovation loan from the Maryland state govern­
ment, and the state agency anticipates foreclosing in two months. 
Housing inspectors have found broken windows, debris, and 
trash, including condoms and human waste, in the hallways. In 
February 1994,14 units were declared unfit for human habitation.

Belle Haven is not the only part of Brown's investment portfo­
lio under question. A congressional committee and the Justice 
Department are looking into several of his business dealings, 
including income he got from a company that defaulted on a $24- 
million taxpayer-guaranteed loan.

Attorney General Janet Reno is considering whether to appoint 
an independent counsel to investigate Brown's finances. The 
investments Brown made appear to have been legal, and it hasn't 
been proved that he knowingly falsified his finarKial disclosure 
forms. But enough serious, credible questions have been raised that 
an iiKlependent counsel could well be an appropriate response.

Vietnam War was either "wrong" in some moral 
sense or unwitmable as a military proposition. It 
was simply bungled by its civilian managers in 
Washington, including Lyndon Johnson and 
Robert McNamara.

Strategically, the Vietnam War was just one of a 
r-XM reeioi

belated turnabout as proof that he was right to do so.
But Mr. Clinton misses the point. The case 

against him, as far as his record on Vietnam is 
concerned, is not that he opposed the war. 
Millions of Americans did that. Tire point is that 
he contrived to avoid being drafted for military 
service in Vietnam by prorrusing to enter the 
ROTC program at the University of Arkansas (a 
promise that won him a deferment), and then 
broke that promise when draft calls fell.

As a result of his deferment, somebody else 
(who, unlike Bill Clinton, was unable to avoid 
being drafted) was sent to Vietnam in his place. 
And although we can never be sure what hap­
pened to that unlucky young man, since we don't 
know who he was, it is entirely possible that he 
rests today in some American military cemetery, 
or (worse) that his body has rotted anonymously 
into the soil of some Vietnamese field, as a 
direct result of Bill Clinton's successful effort

to save his own precious hide for better things'.
"Vindication" my eye!
As for Mr. McNamara, my ^ e s s  is that he 

thought he was in for buckets or praise from the 
"doves" for declaring, three decades after the 
event, that they were right. If so, it was just one 
more miscalculation in a life that iiKieasingly 
seems to resemble a long line of Edsels.

On McNamara's own testimony, he appears to 
have come, very early in the game, to the private 
coiKlusion that the war, at least as it was being 
fought, was unwinnable.

In 1995, more than 600,000 American children 
will spetKl all or part of the year in foster homes,

ftoup homes or shelters, at a cost to taxpayers of 
10 billion. A s)rstem originally designed to pro­

vide temporary substitute care for kids whose 
purents were having trouble, foster care has now 
become a tar pit that swallows children for years 
at a time - often for their entire childhood. Each 
year, 15,000 youngsters nationwide "graduate" 
from foster care by turning 18.

"The state cannot raise children," says Craig. 
What each of those foster kids needs is a penha-

nent, stable, loving home. Why are so many chil-
e7dren kept waiting?

There are three reasons: The first is bureaucrat­
ic backlog. The number of abandoned and abused 
children has doubled just within the last decade 
or so. Social service agencies (whose budgets 
have not kept pace) are overwhelmed.

The second reason is flawed thinking. Almost 
all child welfare agencies pursue "family preser­
vation" ix>licies that seek above all to keep bio­
logical families together. Children thus stay in 
foster care for years while their mothers (some­
times fathers) go from one drug treatment pro­
gram to another. A successful outcome is often 
defined as getting the child back with the mother 
- though 33 percent of such kids are returned to

the system in a matter of months and the well­
being of the rest is never measured!

One of the children Craig was raised with had 
been tied to a space heater by her biological 
mother and burnôl so badly that she was perma­
nently disfigured. After a few years of foster care, 
the state returned the girl to her mother. A few 
months after that, the mother announced that she 
could not handle being a parent and rehumed her 
daughter to foster care.

There is a third reason that children languish in 
foster care, and that is money. As the system is 
currently structured, states receive federal money 
for each child in substitute care. There is no finait- 
cial incentive to get them adopted out.

Coiuia Craig founded the Institute for Children 
(18 Brattle St., Cambridge, Mass. 02138, 1-617- 
491-4614) to blow the whistle on the whole failing 
system. She is impatient with federal approaches, 
saying, "The natural champions of wanls of the 
state are state officials."

Massachusetts Gov. William Weld responded 
eagerly to her proposals. Her action plan, "What

a Governor Can Do," helped Weld increase the 
number of adoptions of foster children in 
Massachusetts from 599 in 1992 to 1,068 in 1994. 
The Massachusetts approach included legal 
reforms to streamline the termination of 
parental rights in abuse and neglect cases, com­
puterized tracking of children available for 
adoption, and active recruitment of adoptive 
families.

Now Conna Craig would like to take 
Assignment Adoption national. You can't tell her 

•that biological parents who abuse or neglect their 
kids deserve second and third chances. She tells 
governors that biological parents should have 12 
months to straighten out their lives. If they can­
not do so in that time, they forfeit the right to 
raise their kids. The children deserve and need 
real parents who will love them.

If that seems too bold, governors can start with 
the 50,000 foster kids now in the system who are 
already free to be adopted. There is no reason
they caiuiot all be in adoptive homes within 30

>1 padays of the termination of parental rights. Craig
ar^ es that with 1 million couples waiting to

did witadopt, if a state can't place a child within 30 days, 
it should contract out the placement of that child 
to aiK>ther state or to a private agency.

There's more, like outlawing race discrimina-
tion in adoptive placements, piercing the secrecy

elfare agetKies andthat characterizes child well 
raising starulards for foster parents. But Conna 
Craig wants to do one thing tomorrow - find 
honres for those 50,000 kids who are waiting for 
parents.

"It's been one of my goals I set an ce start­
ing the circuit," Colbert said Sundiiy after 
wuming the Las Vegas Senior Q assic by two 
shots. "I really thought I would have a  
chance this year."

Colbert picked up another $150,000 toward 
his goal by holding off leading money-win­
ner Raymond Floyd and Rocky Thompson to 
capture a title he has never won in the city he 
has called home for the last 14 years.

The money pushed his earnings this year 
to $488,298, second only to Floyd, whose 
$74,267 paychedc upped his haul to $527,167.

"I can 't be losing million-dollar tourna­
ments to Ray and expect to win the money 
title," Colbert said. "I think Raymond is the 
best player on the senior tour today."

Floyd may be the dominant player, but 
Colbert was the best in the tournament he 
wanted desperately to win before his friends 
and faitiily.

He won it by making two birdies on the 
back nine while Floyd lut it into the water on 
the par-5 16th and Thompson couldn't solve 
hisjputting woes.

His 3-under-par 69 made Colbert the first 
two-time winner on the PGA Senior Tour 
thistyear and gave him the win he had 
always sought in a town that loves its win­
ners.

"W hen 1 won the major, it was very impor­
tant," said Colbert, who won the Seniors 
Players Championship in 1993. "I'm  still 
very proud of that, but this was just as big 
for m e."

Colbert, who helped bring Las Vggas a 
PGA tournament after moving here, played 
for several years in that regular tour event, 
then tried the last four years to win the 
senior tournament.

"I was really nervous, scared," Colbert 
said. "Things just went my way for my 
opponents at the end."

Colbert survived a bogey on the par-3 17th 
to finish three rounds at 11 under.

Floyd, trying to win consecutive senior 
tournaments, was only a stroke back after 15 
holes, but hit his second shot into the water 
on 16 to fall out of contention.

Spurs go 2-0 on Nuggets in NBA playoffs

SAN ANTONIO (AP) —  
Ever since his arrival in San 
Antonio, Dennis Rodman 
has wanted his Spurs team­
mates to play "tough."

Last 
jrear, Denver was down 0-2 
to Seattle and rallied to win 
that first-round series.

Rodman led San Antonio 
with 19 points and 16 
rebounds Sunday. David 
Robinson scored 19 points, 
and three other Spurs scored 
in double figures.

Afterward, Rodman issued 
a challenge: "I would like to 
see my team prove to me 
that they have foe guts that it 
takes to win the cham pi­
onship."

San Antonio outscored 
Denver 34-16 in the second 
quarter Sunday to take a 60- 
39 advantage at halftime. 
The Spurs hit seven of theii^

first e i^ t  shots in the third 
period and led 91-67 on 57 
percent shooting to end foe 
quarter.

The big Spurs lead contin­
ued throughout the game.

"A  good perform ance," 
said Spurs coach Bob Hill. 
"We broke their backs in the 
first half."

Late in the first period 
Rodman had a run-in with 
Mutombo and appeared to 
elbow Mutombo in the stom­
ach as he fell to the floor. 
Rodman was called for a 
loose ball foul and a techni­
cal, and Bickerstaff also got a 
technical during the 
exchange.

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NRA official defends strong anti-government rhetoric

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The National Rifle 
Association will continue its crusade against law 
enforcement "abuses" and staivls by recent state­
ments that federal agents can intimidate and even 
murder law-abiding citizens, a senior official of the 
orgaruzation says.

NRA Executive Vice President Wayne LaPieire said 
Sunday there was unity within the nation's largest 
gun-owners group on the need to fight alleged abus­
es by agents of the Bureau of Alcohol, TobsKXX) and 
Firearms and protect the right to bear arms.

He said it was unlikely the NRA's stand on gun 
control would be affected when "the two most sen­
sational crimes in America" were the result of a 
bomb, in Oklahoma City, and a knife, in the O.J. 
Simpst̂ n case.

LaPierre's group has been criticized for a recent 
fundraising letter that said that in the Qinton

adnunistration, "if you have a badge, you have the 
government's go-ahead to harass, intimidate, even 
murder law-abiding citizens."

It referred to federal agents as "|ack-booted gov­
ernment thura" who "seize our guns, destroy our 
property ana even injure or kill us."

Asked on NBC's Meet the Press program whether 
such rhetoric was excessive in light of the Oklahonra 
City bonrbing, LaPieire imlied: "That's like saying 
the weather report in Florida on the hurricane 
caused the damage, rather than the hurricane."

He defended the strong language, saying, "Those 
words are not far, in fact th ^  are a pretty close 
description of what's happening in the real world."

But Senate Majority Leader Bob Dole, R-Kan., 
appearing on ABC's This Week With David Brinkley, 
said the NRA "needs to get a little image repair 
job." Dole criticized an NRA computer bulletin 
board that provides bomb-making instructions, 
saying there are already "enough people out there 
who know how to make bombs."

Chicken pox vaccines en route to doctors
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Merck 

& Co. today begins shipping mil­
lions of doses of the nation's first 
chickenpox vacdne, Varivax.

Some 4 million Americans, 
mostly children, get chickenpox 
every year. 'Typically it's a nui­
sance disease, keeping bump- 
covered students out of school 
and their parents out of work for 
about a week.

But it can be deadly, killing up 
to 100 people annually and hos­
pitalizing 9300. Complications 
range from encephalitis to the 
so-called "flesh-eating bacte­
ria," which can enter the body 
through chickenpox lesions. 
Chicken pox is most dangerous 
to infants, adults and people 
with weakened immunity, 
either from diseases or from

immune-suppressing medicines.
The Food and Drug

Administration approved 
Varivax last month, calling it up 
to 90 percent effective at prevent­
ing any chickenpox and saying 
the few who still got the virus 
had much milder cases.

Varivax quickly won the 
endorsement of the American 
Academy of Pediatrics, which 
uiged every eligible child to be 
vaccinated.

But doctors are preparing for 
questions as parents weigh a new 
vaccine against the odds of a typ­
ical bout of chickenpox, said Dr. 
Steve Kohl, infectious disease 
chief at the University of 
California, San Francisco.

A top concern is how long 
Varivax protects. Chickenpox

Grant will help develop tribal technology
LUFKIN, Texas (AP) -  A $750,000 grant will hdp the 

Alabama-Cioushatta Indian tribe and Sam Houston 
State University develop technological, business and 
educational piw ram s between the institutions.

'The Houston Endowment Inc. grant will fund a 
fiber optic network to connect the school with the 
tribe's reservation between Livingston and 
Woodville and other partners from North Texas to 
the Gulf Coast. The project will provide interactive 
videos that can give tlw tribe access to economic 
opportunities.

''Currently, the Alabama-Coushatta Indian 
Reservation lacks the infrastructure for attracting 
the type of industry that would provide both our 
economic and community development," said 
Roland A. Poncho, chairman of the Tribal Council.

While the 85-mile fiber optic network is installed, 
funding will be sought to preserve the Alabama 
and Coushatta languages using audio and video­
tapes as well as CD-ROM technology, officials said.

Burn victim’s last words may help solve her murder
SAN ANTONIO (AP) -  A 

woman abducted from a grocery 
store parking lot and later set 
afire gave ptwoe a description of 
her attacker before she dira from 
her injiuies.

Susan D. Syrell, 28, died 
Saturday, one day after a jogger 
found n et in an iaobted part of 
San Antonio suffering from 
bums to 100 percent of h ^  body.

Law enforcement officials say 
the investigatkm is continuing. 
Police were awaiting autopsy 
remits ftom the Bexar County 
Medical Examtaer'a Office, but 
no one had been arrested as of

Syrell told officers she was 
abaucted from a grocery store 
parking lot 'Thursday night about 
10:30 p.m. and later set afire by 
ffie attacker whose failed rape 
attempt angered him.

Dole says Medicare should stand alone
WÀSHINGTON (AP) -  Senate 

Majority Leader Bob Dole is join­
ing House Speaker Newt 
Gingrich in pushing a new 
approach to Medicare that will 
consider reform of the financially 
ailing system separately from the 
drive to balance the budget.

'The Kansas Republican said 
Sunday that the GOP congres­
sional leadership would 
announce its strategy as early as 
today. "We're talking about pre­
serving the system ," he said. 
"And we're TOing to have to do 
something. Otherwise, it's going 
to be brote in five years."

Gingrich, R-Ga., gave a pre­
view of Republican plans last 
week when he said the 0 >al was 
to have a bill on the floor by 
September that will provide thie 
elderly with a wide range of 
options, induding the current 
Medicare system, to take care of 
their health needs.

Gingrich wrote a letter to 
Présidait Clinton challenging him

itself confers lifelong immunity, 
although the virus can reappear 
years later in the form of painful 
shingles, a related disease.

Tests show Varivax lasts at least 
six to 10 years. Kohl said. Merck 
is studying tens of thousands of 
vaednated patients so if a  boost­
er is ever needed, doctors will 
immediately know.

Refugio man hopes to turn a profit via reserve
REFUGIO, Texas (AP) -  On the 

4,(X)(Vacre Fennessy Ranch near 
the Mission River sits a natural 
gold mine of sorts.

Brien O'Connor Dunn said 
for years the historic ranch  
about six m iles southeast of 
Refugio thrived on oil and gas 
production and cattle raising. 
But he saw the industries 
weren't as profitable as they 
once were.

So he decided to look for scmie 
way to preserve the natural beauty 
of die property and still turn a profit

What Dunn discovered was a 
renewable resource, one ftiat was 
self-sustaining: The abundant 
wildlife that populates the land.

"The one industry in Texas 
growing by leaps and bounds is 
tourism, esf^ ially  nature 
tourism," Dunn told the Victoria 
Advocate.

The freshwater wetlands on the 
randi are home to more ttian400 bad 
species and as white-tailed deei; wild 
tuikeysv ooyoleŝ bobcats and alligatois

Dunn explained that not only 
does ttie land provide four differ-

ent kinds of habitat, it's also ide- 
alty situated for the tourist trade.

^Sixty percent of the state's 
population is ivithin 200 miles of 
our gates."

He started working with 
wildlife biologists and land man­
agement experts to preserve the 
habitat with techniques like rota­
tional grazing and selective har­
vest

Dunn struggled with the ques­
tion of how to get people not only 
to visit the ranch but to pay for 
the visit as well.

Before his death. Chief Robert Fulton Battise 
asked SHSU President Martin J. Anisman to assist 
the tribe's youth. Anisman hopes the project will 
serve as a model for other U 5. tribes.

Workers will begin laying the cables in late June 
or early July, said tribe spokeswoman Sharon 
Miller.
