HONG KONG (AP) —  
Rescue teams pulled 21 peo­
ple from the sea after two 
Taiwanese cargo ships collid­
ed today. One of the sailors 
died and rescuers on heli­
copters and boats searched for 
four nnore who were missing.

A cargo ship identified as 
the Hai You was carrying 25 
crew members when it collid­
ed with the Thuban and sank 
about seven miles off Waglan 
Island in southern Hong 
Kong, the government said.

Cold front brings record lows

Light snow in parts of the Texas 
Panhandle and record low temperatures 
in Amarillo and other cities today fol­
lowed a strong cold front that brought 
heavy rains, hail and twisters elsewhere in 
the state.

Snow fell in Dalhart, with 25 degrees, 
while Amarillo's low of 20 broke the 21- 
degree record set for 1940, the National 
Weather Service said.

Midland International Airport's 28 
degrees also broke the previous record of 
30 set in 1988, while Abilene's 32-degree 
reading was one below the previous 33- 
degree record set in 1982.

In Pampa, this morning's low dipped to 
23, according to KGRO-KOMX meteorol­
ogist Darrell Sehorn. Sehorn said, as far as 
he could tell from the data available to 
him, today's low set a record, breaking 
the 24 degrees recorded on this date in 
1940.

Sehorn said the early spring cold front 
brought "pretty chilly north winds" that 
gusted fairly steadily Monday at 35 to 40 
mph. A light mist with occasional snow

flakes fell inleiTnittently Monday morn­
ing, but no significant moisture was 
recorded before partly cloudy skies 
appeared Monday afternoon

"But it ought to be on the rebound now," 
he said, adding that sunny skies would be 
warming the area today to near 60 and into 
the middle 70s Wedneklay and to near 80 
for the rest of the week.

High winds created dust storms in the 
Permian Basin as an upper-level distur­
bance, accompanying a low-pressure sys­
tem, moved through Monday. Residents in 
parts of the Panhandle sloshed through as 
much as an inch of snow.

The weather service said Dallas-Fort 
Worth rainfall Monday totaled 1.01 inches, 
breaking an old .71-inch record set in 1978. 
Hail and gusty winds accompanied some 
thunderstorms.

Snowfall as late as mid-April isn't 
unheard of in the Panhandle, according to 
Amarillo-based meteorologist Rob Slattery.

"It's hard to get middle-of-the-road 
weather conditions down here," he said. 
"We had a few flurries. The Panhandle is 
known for extremes."

Slattery said the low pressure center sit-

ting in Oklahoma could continue to affect 
weather in F'ast Texas today.

At least two tornadoes were reported 
Monday, but of major concern were many 
areas where torrents of rain fell on ground 
already saturated from prior storms.

Many streams in Southeast Fexas already 
are running above normal, and the weather 
service said new rains likely would cause 
widespread flooding.

U.S. 287 west of Corrigan, about 1ÜÜ 
miles northeast of Houston, was reported 
to be covered with water early today. 
Flocxiing also was reported along Texas 
near Evergreen, about 25 miles southeast of 
Huntsville.

Runoff from the heavy rains w'as accu­
mulating rapidly, increasing the probability 
of flooding today, weather officials said.

Thunderstorms carrying heavy rain were 
widespread over East Texas, Southeast 
Texas and the Texas coast. Heaviest rainfall 
late Monday was north of the Tyler- 
Longview area in Northeast Texas and 
north of Lufkin in Southeast Texas.

A tornado touched down just long erurugh 
to destroy a Denton County truck storage 
bam outside Krum, located north of Fort

Worth. Stonns also downcxl power lines in 
tire area, tlx)ugh no injuries were reported.

"It sat down in our y'ard, hit the building 
and went right back up," said Mike Riley, 
foreman of the maintenance facility. "If had 
our number today."

Riley said large picx:c  ̂ of debris, includ­
ing I6-foot-long scHTtions of sheet iron, cir­
culated up to a 100 feet in the air as the 
storm trekkcxJ past. Pieces of the building 
were strewn in a quarter-hiile line leading 
away from the facility.

More than 20 county w'orkers were in the 
facility's adjacent two buildings.

"If it had hit another .50 feet to the west, it 
would liave gotten the mcnrhanics' shop," 
said Riley, who was in the shop with some 
of the employees. "ll\e vibrations were 
unbelievable. Words can't dc ŝcribe it"

National Weather Service employees 
reported seeing a tornado one-half mile 
west of the Jefferson County Airport north­
west of Port Arthur at 3:49 p.m. Monday. 
Fire tornado was reported moving toward 
the north-northeast at 30 mph.

Fhe weather service issued tornado 
warnings for Ellis and Navarro counties 
south of Dallas during the afterncxjn.

Clinton signs health 
insurance deduction 
bill for self-employed

Fred Courtney begins his new post 
as school resource officer for Pampa

When Officer Fred Courtney 
hits the streets at 7:30 a.m., the 
school day is just awakening. 
When he goes home at 5 p.m., he's 
put in another school day that has 
nothing to do with academics.

Courtney was named school 
resource officer for Pampa schools 
at the end of March, replacing 
Bryan Hedrick, who left the 
department to join Hereford 
Independent School District as a 
vocational teacher.

"What I hope to do is build 
some kind of bridge between the 
police and kids and support the 
administration," Courtney said.

It is Courtney's job to patrol 
Pamp» middle and high school 
areas, and provide law enforcement 
services to students of any age.

The 48-year-old officer is a 
native of Andrews and holds an 
associate degree in business from 
Odessa College. He has worked 
two years with the Pampa Police 
Department and is a graduate of 
the 63rd class of the Panh^dle  
Regional Police Academy.' He 
served with honors in the U.S. 
Marine Corps.

Courtney expects the next six 
weeks of school to be an adjust­
ment time between himself and 
the students.

"They're not used to me and I'm 
not used to them" he said.

"The main thing is to build a 
relationship with the kids, to let 
the kids know that I'm a person 
and they're people. For the most 
part, we hope to have some fun. 
High school is a fun time and we 
as police officers want them to 
have a good time," Courtney said.

Courtney hopes to build posi­
tive contacts with teens as they 
assume adult roles in life.

"Because middle school and 
high school have their own police 
officer, there is no question they're 
important. There is no situation 1 
can't sit down and discuss with 
them. We want to settle problems 
with dialogue. That's what we 
want to do," he said.

Things have changed since he 
was a boy, said Courtney, a 1964 
high school graduate.

"It's just a different time. There 
were no drugs when I was in high 
school. Kids drank alcohol but 
very few knew what marijuana 
was. It didn't take very long after 
that was when the drug culture 
started. 1 wouldn't ¿6mpare my 
time with their time. I believe 1 
had an easier time in high school 
than kids today," he said.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Ex­
pressing regret that he still lacks 
the power to veto separate ele­
ments of legislation. President 
Clinton today signed into law a 
bill giving self-employed people 
the right to deduct health insur­
ance costs from their taxes.

His objection: The bill also 
hands a huge tax break to media 
mogul Rupert Murdoch.

"Despite these concerns I am 
signing because of the very 
important benefits it will provide 
to our nation's self-employed 
and their farnilies," the president 
said.

The new law permits some 3.2 
million people to claim a 25 per­
cent deduction for health insur­
ance premiums they paid in 
1994. The benefit will increase 
permanently to 30 percent this 
year.

"By making this deduction per­
manent, we are treating the self- 
employed more like other 
employers, as we should," fhe 
president said in a statement.

Clinton noted he originally had 
proposed increasing the health 
insurance deduction for the self- 
employed to 100 percent.

"Increasing the amount of the 
deduction will make health 
insurance more affordable for 
self-employed small business 
people who are today paying 
some of fhe highest insurance 
premiums in the nation," Clinton 
said.

The president once again

expressed regret that the bill also 
contains a provision that repeals 
current tax treatment of the sale 
or exchange of radio and televi­
sion stations and cable television 
systems to minority-owned busi­
nesses.

More than 100 House 
Demtrcrats had signed a letter 
urging Clinton to veto the bill to 
eliminate the Murdoch benefit, 
worth an estimated $63 million.

The provision benefits Mur­
doch who has a contract to sell 
Atlanta station WA'FL-TV for 
$L5() million to Qwest Inc., which 
is .55 percent owned by minori­
ties, including Quincy Jones, 
Cieraldo Rivera and former pro 
football star Willie Davis and 45 
percent owned bv the Tribune 
Co.

The exception was inserted by 
Democratic Sen. Carol MemMev- 
Braun of Illinois, who said she 
was trying to help a group of 
Illinois investors.

Clinton said he is concernet.! 
that the provision benefits certain 
applicants while denying bene­
fits to others.

"This is a perfect example of 
where a president could use line- 
item veto authority to weed our 
objectionable special-interest pro­
visions," Clinton said.

Clinton urged the C ongress to 
move quickly on line-item-voto 
legislation and grant him the 
authority this year "to eliminate 
special interest lax and spending 
provisions."

Pampa man arrested on crack cocaine charge
AMARILLO - A Pampa man 

free on $20,000 bond for a pair of 
narcotic indictments in Hutchin­
son County was arrested in 
Potter County Monday on 
another drug charge.

According-to a press release 
from the Pampa Police Depart­
ment, Kerry R. Brown, 25, 1033 
Huff Rd., and Bobby Joe Kelly, 
20, 612 Plains, were traveling to 
Pampa from Amarillo when they 
were stopped at the intersection

of Interstate 40 and FM 1912 
about 4 p.m. Monday.

The men were stopped 
because of an alleged traffic vio­
lation, said Lt. Mike Amos of fhe 
Panhandle Regional Narcotics 
Trafficking Task Force. Officers 
obtained a consent to search and' 
discovered 10 grams of crack 
cocaine on one of the men, he 
said.

Brown is under felony indict­
ment in Hutchinson County on

two drug charges. He was 
indicted Feb. 16 on charges of 
delivery of a controlled sub­
stance and possession of a con­
trolled substance which alleged­
ly occurred Sept. 22, 1994, said 
Lawanda McWilliams, office 
manager for the district attor­
ney's office.

He was free on $20,000 bond at 
the time of his arrest. The indict­
ments are related to task force 
activity, McWilliams said.

Dole is trying in his kickoff tour 
to shore up his conservative flank 
and make it more difficult for pri­
mary rivals to chip into his early 
lead in opinion polls. The first 
part of that effort came Monday 
when Dole said Republicans 
could cut taxes even as they tried 
to balance the budget, and his 
campaign released a copy of a 
pledge in which Dole promised 
to "oppose any and all efforts" to 
raise income taxes to individuals 
or businesses.

In the pledge, Dole also 
promised not to close tax loopn 
holes to raise revenues unless 
other taxes were cut by the same 
amount.

In 1988, Dole would not swear* 
off tax increases, saying it w'as 
irresponsible to do so given the 
need to reduce the federal budget 
deficit. His stance led George 
Bush to label Dole "senator 
straddle" on taxes, always a hot 
issue in New Hampshire's firsl- 
in-the-nation presidential prima- 
ry.

Dole lost to Bush there, and his 
campaign soon faltered. In inter­
views since, Dole has attributed 
his defeat in large part to the tax 
issue.

Since that 1988 campaign, the 
Christian Coalition and other 
religious conservative groups 
have become more active and 
powerful in GOP affairs. In 
reaching out to them today. Dole 
said, "We must hold Hollywood 
accountable for putting profit 
ahead of common decency."

Dole said censorship imposed 
by Washington was not the 
answer.

"We have more to fear than to 
gain by putting Washington in 
charge of culture. Instead the 
solution lies closer to home with
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the American preople. Shame is a 
powerful tool; we should use it," 
Dole said.

In his prepared remarks. Dole 
lashed out at an entertainment 
industry he said was destroying 
the country's traditional values.

"Our music movies and adver­
tisements regularly push the lim­
its of decency, bombarding our 
children with destructive mes­
sages of casual violence and even 
more casual sex," Dole said.

Starting out as the CX)Ps front- 
rurmer, Dole made clear he was 
determined not to be tripped up 
on taxes again.

"Let me make one fundamenr 
tal belief crystal clear: We can cut 
taxes and balatKe the budget," 
Dole said at each of his Monday 
stops.

Looking to gain from the anti- 
tax pledge. Dole campaign man­
ager Scott Reed arranged for 
Americans for Tax Reform presi­
dent Grover Norquist to attend 
Dole's New Hampshire event 
and fly with the campaign down 
to New York.

Norquist said E)ole's campaign 
initiated the discussions that led
to Dole signing the pledge Friday 
in his Senate office. Dole, accora-
ing to Norquist, said he was com­
fortable taking the pledge this 
time around because Repub­
licans now control Congress and 
can guarantee the budget will bs 
balanced with spending cuts 
even as they cut taxes.

In his speeches. Dole also  
pledged to cut capital gain taxes, 
which he said would help trig­
ger economic growth a r a  job 
creation. And m  stopped just 
short of endorsing a flat tax to 
replace the current income tax 
system.

The first chaiKe for Dole to 
prove his tax-cutting credentials 
will come in the next several 
weeks in the Senate, which is 
drafting a tax

State Senate passes bicycle helmet measure
AUSTIN (AP) -  The Texas 

Senate has passed a bill that 
would require bicyclists under 18 
to, wear protective helmets on 
public roads, but would provide 
no penalties for violators.

Sen. Judith Zaffirini, D-Laredo, 
said her bill is meant to send a 
message to save lives. But Sen.

Don Henderson, R-Houston, 
described it as simultaneously 
useless and intrusive.

The measure passed the Senate 
with a 20-11 vote Monday. It now 
goes to the House for considera­
tion.

"This is something the parents 
should decide," said Henderson,

who suggested that an educa­
tional pronam  about bicycle hel­
mets would be preferable to Mrs. 
Zaffirini's bill.

Senators added an amendment 
to the bill to ensure a child 
wouldn't be denied recovery in a 
civil lawsuit for not wearing a 
helmet.

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Senate passes bill limiting death row appeals
AUSTIN (AP) -  The Texas that you're right," said to address, rather than allowingAUSTIN (AP) -  The Texas 

Senate has passed a bill to limit 
appeals by death row inmates, 
give them more access to appoint­
ed lawyers if they're indigent and 
allow evening rather than mid- 
dle-of-the-night executions.

"We've had people languishing 
on death row, in some instances, 
up to 17 years," Sen. John 
Montford, D-Lubbock, said 
Monday. He called his bill a "fair 
and reasonable procedure" to cut 
such lengthy stays that's "consis­
tent with due process."

But Jim Harrington, legal direc­
tor of the Texas Civil Rights 
Project, said restricting appeals 
would raise the likelihood that 
innocent people could be execut­
ed.

"It seems to me that if you're 
going to take somebody's life, 
you want to make absolutely sure

that you're right," said
Harrington, whose group has 
represented death row inmates 
on some issues. "That's an irrevo­
cable decision."

Under current law, death sen­
tences are automatically
appealed to the Texas Court of 
Criiiunal App>eals, where defen­
dants can raise claims of mistakes 
by prosecutors or judges.

There also is a second stage of 
appeals, in which defendants 
may bring up constitutional 
issues, such as claims of ineffec­
tive assistance of counsel.

Montford's bill, which passed 
unanimously and now goes to 
the House for consideration, 
would affect the second stage of 
appeals.

It would require inmates in that 
second stage to bring up simulta­
neously all the issues they want

to address, rather than allowing 
the current, more time-consum­
ing process of filing separate 
appeals on each issue.

There would be an exception to 
that consolidated appeal require­
ment for '"exceptional circum­
stances," Montford said.

The second-stage appeal also 
would have to be filed within 45 
days after the state files its brief 
on the first appeal.

Montford said his bill also 
would provide a procedure for 
the appointment and payment of 
a lawyer to represent indigent 
defendants in the second round 
of appeals.

Currently, inmates are entitled 
to be represented by an appoint­
ed lawyer during the direct 
appeal stage, but not during the 
second stage of appeals, accord­
ing to a legislative analysis.

An eight-week trial ended 
Monday with the jury returning 
conspiracy to distribute convic­
tions against Jose Guillermo 
Chavez-CJuezada, 38, a promi­
nent Juarez, Mexico, business­
man; and Ernesto Uribe, 28; 
Hugo A. Mora, 28; and Carlos A. 
Lujan, 56, all of El Paso.

Uribe, Mora and Lujan also 
were^found guilty of possession 
with intent to distribute cocaine. 
Those three and Chavez- 
(^ ezad a  also were found guilty 
of possession of cocaine.

Uribe also was convicted of 
three counts of distribution of 
cocaine, and Eugenio Arevalo Jr. 
was convicted of possession with 
intent to distribute.

All five face 10 years to life in 
prison and fines of up to $4 mil­
lion.

The transportation arm of the 
Cali drug cartel has since been

dismantled, said Assistant U.S. 
Attorney Jesse Rodriguez.

The Cali cartel is a loose-con­
federation of Colombian cocaine 
producers who pool their 
resources to ship huge amounts 
of cocaine out of Cali, Colom bia,, 
to the rest of the world.

The transportation network 
started falling apart March 26, 
1994, when Pasadena police 
arrested a man driving a van that 
had run a stop sign. The van was 
carrying nearly 1,800 pounds of 
cocaine and was being monitored 
by federal agents.

W hat rights do 
taxpayers have?

In just a few Uays, Americans face the dreaded T-Day - tax day, 
which this year falls on April 17 (the 15th is a Saturday).

Now is a great time to return to an old idea: the Taxpayers' Bill 
of Rights. A diluted versjon actually was passed and became law 
in 1988. But it excluded the major plank then proposed: A law 
mandating that taxpayers are innocent until proven guilty in a 
court of law.

As things now stand, a taxpayer is considered guilty whenever 
the IRS accuses him of not following its "voluntary compliaiKe" 
properly. The taxpayer then must go to great expense to prove him­
self in a court of law - assuming the IRS even will consider the mat­
ter.

Such a practice violates centuries of common law, dating back 
to medieval England, in which the person is iimocent until 
proven guilty. The Fifth Amendment right of due process derives 
from that ancient principle.

Rep. Jim Traficant of Ohio points out, "An accused mass murder­
er has more rights than a taxpayer fingered by the IRS. Jeffrey 
Dahmer was considered innocent until proven guilty. Mom and Pop 
small-business owners, however, are not afforded this protection." 
Traficant has proposed a bill that would restore such protection.

The govemnaent's rationalization comes from Deputy Assistant 
Treasury Secretary Cynthia Beerbower, who told the Associated 
Press tlut 'longstanding and well-established legal doctrine" means 
that in civil cases the person with the facts supposedly has the bur­
den of proof. She even insisted that a Taxpayers' Bill of Rights with - 
teeth in it "would destroy our voluntary compliance system."

Aside from the violence done to common setrse in describing as 
"voluntary compliance" a system in which a goverrunent agency 
has the power to seize one's property atvd put one in jail, there is 
her point about civil law.

Leaving the burden of proof to the one who has the facts makes 
sense when two citizens or businesses sue one another. But we're 
talking goverrunent here. It is government that controls the myri­
ad unintelligible tax laws and controls the interpretation of those 
laws.

Complying with the maze of tax laws is bad enough, but it is 
now reported that this year and in the future, the IRS may be tak­
ing a closer look at a person's ownership of property and style of 
living to measure it against his tax return.

According to the Associated Press, "From now on when the tax 
auditor calls, he won't just scrutinize your 1040 form, pay stubs, 
and charity receipts. He might eyeball the car you drive, ask how 
you catered your child's w ading and check what your rich uncle 
bequeathed in his will."

A tough Taxpayer Bill of Rights is needed now more than ever, 
one that guarantees that a person is innocent until proven guilty. 
Justice demands the passage of Traficant's bill.

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Are we a society of suspects?
The war on drugs continues to be fought at the 

expense of innocent bystanders. One of these is 
James Acton of Vemonia, Ore., whose only crime 
was wanting to play on his school's seventh-
grade football team. In Vemonia, wanting to i 
school sports is grounds for school ofncials to
violate your bodily integrity. Every would-be 
Emmitt Smith has to be willing to furnish a urine 
sample to prove he has not been defiling himself 
with illicit substances. ^

There seems to be rx) end to the costs authorities 
are willing to inflict on the American people in the 
name of the anti-drug crusade. Civil liberties have 
steadily eroded in the face of increasingly aggres- 

, sive law enforcement measures - from aerial sur­
veillance of homes to raids on garden-supply 
stores to highway checkpoints. For the most part, 
the courts have declined to interfere.

Few of these measures are horribly offensive 
standing alone. Bui taken together, they represent 
a broad assault on personal liberty and autonomy 
in the vain search for a drug-free society. Instead 
of a free people, we are becoming, irrthe words of 
one expert, "a society of suspects."

t h e ..........................................might not seem like the place to look for hopped- 

up teenagers. But when Washington Grade 
School suffered a surge in disciplinary problems 
among students - including swearing, head­
butting and general defiance - school district offi­
cials jumped to the conclusion that drugs were 
the cause and testing was the cure.

If you have a group of kids who are acting up, 
perhaps because of drug use, you might think the 
testing ought to be directed at that group. Instead 
of scrutinizing the troublemakers, though, the 
district focused on all kids participating in sports 
- which included about 75 percent of all the grade

school students. These children and their parents 
had to sign a form agreeing that the child would 
submit to a random urinalysis on demand.

Acton's parents refused, on the novel theory 
that a 13-year-old with good grades and no disci­
plinary record should not have the burden of for­
feiting his privacy to prove his innocence. They 
filed a lawsuit^arguing that the raixlom drug tests 
amounted to an-unreasonable search, in vicNation 
of the Fourth Amendment. A federal district court 
said the search was s^sonable, but an appeals 
court stmck down the school district's policy, rul­
ing that children "do not have to surrender their 
right to privacy in order to secure their right to 
participate in athletics."

Which brings us to the Supreme Court, which 
heard the case on Tuesday. Based on the court's 
past decisions, the Actons have a sound argu­
ment. But if the court falls victim to the general 
hysteria behind the dmg war, it will undoubted­
ly adjust the Fourth Amendment to serve the con­
venience of government authorities, not the sov­
ereignty of citizens. '

The most relevant Supreme Court precedent is a 
1985 case in which it allowed New Jersey school offi­
cials to search the purse of a girl caught smoking a cig­

arette. The key difference is that the officials had some 
grounds for thinking they might find some incrimi- 
natir^ evidence, while the Vemonia ofBdals required 
testing of students on a purriy random basis.

In the two major drug-testing dedsiotw, the 
court allowed the procedure, but only in circurn- 
staiKes involving crucial matters of public safeity 
and governmental integrity. It allowed urinal)rsis 
of Customs Service employees who c a ^  guns or 
participate directly in drug interdiction, for 
example, but expressed strong doubts about 
incluaing clerks and bookkeepers.

By the logic of these decisions, the Vemonia pol­
icy wpears to fall beyond the pale. The heart of 
the fourth Amendment's ban on "urueasonaWe" 
searches is that the government should not be able 
to invade a citizen's privacy without some basis to 
think she has done something wrong. No one 
came up with a good reason to impose on James 
Acton. If the urgency of drug abuse is so dire that 
students can be forced at random to allow inspec­
tion of their purse contents, or their backpacks, or 
their urine, we might as well declare the public 
schools a Constitution-free zone.
And if random dmg t?sts make sense for the 
majority of public school students, to deter dmg 
abuse and promote good behavior, don't they also 
make sense for the citizenry at large? If the lads at 
Washington Grade School have to prove their 
innocence, why should the rest of us be exempt?

Liberties are usually lost not overnight to one 
fearsome blow, but over a long period of time, 
through a serira of small and seemingly inconse­
quential measures advertised as essential to safe­
ty. The Supreme Court may protect us from this 
latest attempt to shrink the sphere of individual

rivacy, but the only real protection iito  refuse to 
ome a nation of sheep.

'1 like the fact it's smaller, (and 
has) lots of gourmet foods 
Safeway either doesn't have or it 
just gets lost," he said Monday. But 
he admitted that "when the 
strike's over I'll probably go back."

The strike has increased sales 
20 percent at the few neighbor- 
hooch groceries that have with­
stood competition from the 
drains. They are adding workers, 
increasing orders and scrambling 
for extra produce, all the while 
trying to show new customers 
the know-your-name friendliness 
that might make them permanent 
patrons.

"How long do I want the strike 
to last? Forever," said Richard 
Moresco, who has owned the 
Grand Central in Pacific Heights

for 20 years. "But if we could 
keep just 10 percent after the 
strike, it would be great."

Yet Ron Giambaoli, whose fa nily 
has ran the Cal Mart grocery for ̂  
years, wouldn't mind if the new­
comers stayed away. "You have the 
regular crowds of customers mixed 
in wiBi customers who don't know 
where things are," Giambaoli said. 
"They clash, kind of."

"We offer quality," he said, 
"and the new customers are look­
ing more for the price."

"Our customers don't like to be 
pushed around by rude buyers," 
he said. "I'm  ready for things to 
get back to normal."

The rudeness isn't limited to 
crowded aides. With dozens of 
stores suddenly seeking more 
fruits and vegetables, it has been 
getting ugly at the eariy morning 
independent produce markets.

U.S. prisoners held indefinitely
BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) -  A 

Polish diplomat today visitcHl 
the two Americans imprisoned 
in Iraq for illegally crossing the 
border and said they were 
being held in difficult condi­
tions.

"They are well. They're bet­
ter than before. However, their 
conditions . are difficult," 
Ryszard Krystosik told 
reporters after returning to 
Baghdad. He declined to elabo­
rate.

The two prisoners -  David 
Daliberti, 41, of Jacksonville, 
Fla., and l^^lliam Barloon, 39, of
New Hampton, Iowa -  were 
sentenced March 25 to eight-
year terms for illegally crossing 
into Iraq March 13.

Krystosik, who looks after 
U.S. interests here in the 
absence of direct diplomatic

relations between Washington 
and Baghdad, met with 
Khaled jarjees, the pair's Iraqi 
lawyer, Monday before going 
to the prison in Baghdad's 
outskirts.

Neither he nor the attorney 
would comment on an appeal 
of the conviction, which is 
scheduled to be filed some 
time this week.

Iraq has banned journalists 
from meeting or calling attor­
ney Jarjees.

The two Americans also were 
visited today by CNN corre­
spondent Brent Sadler, who 
said the men appear to be 
"m ore determined," but that 
Daliberti is increasingly con­
cerned about heart and eye 
problems. Daliberti was visited 
by two heart doctors and two 
eye doctors today, he said.

HANOI, Vietr«m (AP) -  A U S  
senator held prisoner during die 
Vietnam War said today that 
Washington should establish full 
diplomatic relations with  
Vietnam this year.

Sen. Jofth McCain, R-Ariz., 
spoke after watching Vietnamese 
ofBc^ls hand over to the US. mili­
tary 10 plain wooden boxes hold­
ing what are bdieved to be the 
remains of Americans killed in the
war.

A U.S. honor guard put each 
box inside a metal coffin, placed 
a folded American flag on top 
and carried them one by one 
into an Air Force transport 
plane. Forensics experts in 
Hawaii will attempt to identify 
the remains.

Three sets of renviins were 
handed in by Vietnamese civil­
ians, and seven were found by 
US.-Vietnamese crews digging 
at wartime grave sites and 
places where American planes 
crashed. The joint searches 
began in 1988 and have resulted 
in the repatriation of the 
remains of dozens of Americans 
listed as missing in action.

McCain said today's ceremony 
was a "significant sign of thie 
cooperation that exists between 
the Vietnamese government and 
the American government."

Helping children cope with 
the divorce of their parents

HOUSTON —  "It's all my 
fault."

Divorced parents often hear 
those words from their children. 
A family psychologist at Baylor 
College of Medicine in Houston 
says parents can take away the 
guilt.

"Children tend to blame them­
selves for their parents' divorce," 
said Dr. James Bray, an associate 
professor of family medicine at 
Baylor. "Many parents don't 
want to discuss the changes that 
divorce brings because they're 
afraid of hurting the children."

Most children will have a lot 
of questions. Both parents 
should sit down with them and 
discuss the divorce, according to 
Bray.

"Share information with your 
children about the divorce, but 
don't get into specifics," Bray 
said. "Tell them even though you 
can't live together as husband 
and wife, you still care for 
them."

Bray says the older the child, 
the more important it is for par­
ents to explain their situation.

"Kids ages 6 to 11 often blame 
themselves. But older children 
can discern what's going on," he 
said. "Four- and five-year-olds 
need lots of reassurance since 
they can't understand the 
details."
Jn  some cases, the stress of 

divorce causes some younger 
children to revert back to infan­
cy, Bray says.

"It's not uncommon for an 
older toddler who's been potty 
trained for months to suddenly 
wet the bed," he said.

Although many children even­
tually endure the stress of 
divorce, Bray says parents 
should not expect their children 
to of come around" overnight.

"It takes one to two years for 
children to adjust to divorce," he 
said. "Family transition is the 

. - pfOblem for children and not the
d^orce."

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Understanding some of the 
reasons why a child misbehaves

One of the most frustrating 
things a parent faces is correct­
ing a child's misbehavior.

Resfionsive discipline is the 
term used to describe the loving 
approach a parent can use with 
children.

Understanding why children 
m isbehave is im portant. We 
can respond more effectively 
when we know what the prob­
lem is. Children deliberately  
misbehave because:

(1) They are looking for 
attentioh. Some children may 
think their parents do not like 
them. Their parents may not 
talk to - them very m uch, or 
spend time with them. These 
children m ay act up to get 
attention. Children who feel 
this way may even try to get 
spanked to get noticed by a 
parent.

(2) They are imitating their 
parents. Parents set examples 
for their children to follow. If a 
parent sw ears, the child may 
use bad language, too. If a par­
ent spanks a child, that child 
may hit a brother when angry.

(3) They are testing their 
parents. Children want to 
know if their parents believe in 
what they say. Some misbehav­
ior is simply a test of a parent's 
willpower.

(4) They are standing up 
for them selves. Some misbe­
havior is a sign that children 
are grow ing up. They have 
their own ideas, and they may 
go against what their parents 
want them to do. In some 
cases, parents may change their 
minds about enforcing the rule. 
In other cases, parents m a y . 
have to insist on obedience.

(5) They are protecting  
theinseTves. Children m ay mis-

behave if they feel threatened 
or afraid.

(6) They feel bad about 
them selves. Children who 
believe they are bad will act 
bad. A child who believes he is 
mean will hurt others. A child 
who believes she is stupid will 
not try to do well in school.

When your child misbehaves:
(1) STOP! Calm down for a 

moment. Count to ten. Take a 
deep breath and relax. Don't let 
your temper get the best of 
you.

(2) LOOK and LISTEN. 
W hat is really going on here? 
W hat is wrong? Why did your 
child misbehave? Is your child 
sick or tired? Afraid? What

does your child need to learn?
(3) THINK —  Think about 

what you can do to help your 
child learn. You want your 
child to learn another way of 
acting. Think of all the different 
things you could do. Then 
choose what you believe is best. 
Have a plan.

(4) ACT — Do your best to 
put your plan into action. Help 
your child learn what to do. 
Stay calm. Trust yourself.

Big leaguers take big payciits

NEW YORK (AP) —  A lot 
of baseball players accus­
tomed to million-dollar p>ay- 
checks are falling to the ranks 
of the merely well to do.

"It's a changing market out 
there," Houston Astros gen­
eral manager Bob Watson 
said Monday. "It's been 
reflected in a lot of the sign­
ings. It's an indication that 
the market has changed."

Players without super stats 
aren't getting the big bucks —  
"taking a shave" in the par­
lance of some agents and gen­
eral managers.

Tom Browning went from 
$3.5 million to $300,0(X) when 
he »gned with Kansas City. 
Bob Welch dropped from $2.9 
million to $225,000 *with 
Oakland. Bud Black, who 
made $2.65- million last year, 
signed with O eveland for 
$350>000. Mike Devereaux 
dropped from $2575,000 to 
$800500.

"It's been incredible, just 
incredible," acting conunis- 
sioner Bud Selig said.

Dave Stewart dropped 
from $3.5 million to $1 mil­
lion when he signed with 
Oakland on Saturaay. He did­
n't seem to mind.

"W hat the owners are 
doing now probably should 
have been done years ago 
without asking us to fix their 
problem," he said. "What's 
going on right now isn't any 
more than what it should 
have been."

In the deal most criticized 
by agents, catcher Pat Borders 
signed with Kansas City for 
$310,000. He made $ 2 5  mil­
lion last season with Toronto.

"I remember making $5 an 
hour," Borders said. "You 
have to keep things in per­
spective. *rhe salary I just 
signed for, you could make $5 
an hour for about 15 years 
and not make that kind of 
money."

Players and agA ts say the 
moves of the past week ^ p w

the current system of free 
agency and salary arbitration 
can adjust to changes in rev­
enue. Owners claim they lost 
$700 million in revenue 
because of the strike.

"The irony of this labor dis­
pute may be as follows," 
a ^ n t Randy Hendricks said: 
"The players say all along, 
'We want fair-market value 
and the clubs should exercise 
restraint and operate on a 
budget.' The owners say, 'We 
can't do that unless the play­
ers give us artificial mecha­
nisms.'

"We have an eight-month' 
labor war. And the end result 
is we have market-driven 
salaries that are falling pre­
cipitously, and the strike as of 
necessity forced owners to 
adhere strictly to budgets. 
'The owners when committed 
enough can adhere to pru­
dent business practices, but 
the players because of loss of 
revenue are paying economi­
cally."

Even knowing television

revenue would be cut by 
more than 50 percent in 1994, 
the average still increased 4.6 
percent in 1993 and 8.6 per­
cent in 1994, to about $1.17 
million.

'There were several big free 
agent deals last fall (C re ^  
Jefferies to Philadelphia ^  
$20 million over four years 
and Jay Buhner re-signed 
with Seattle for $15.5 million 
over three years). But since 
the end of the 232-day strike, 
Baltimore, Colorado, Rorida 
and the New York Mets — all 
high revenue clubs — have 
been the only teams to com­
mit to multimillion, multi­
year deals:

—  (Dutfielder Larry Walker 
signed with the Rockies for 
$22 million over four years 
and pitcher Bill Swift signed 
for $13.1 million over three.

—  Catcher Chris Hoiles re­
signed with the Orioles for 
$17.25 million over five years.

—  Pitcher Pete Hamisch re­
signed with the Mets for $9 
million over three years, and

reliever John Franco signed 
for $5 million over two.

— Reliever John Burkett 
signed with the Marlins for 
$6.9 million over two years.
