‘Dangerous’ Escapees Hunted

MARION i (UpPh
Federal agents. state police and
prison guards Saturday hunted
five “extremely dangerous
fugitives who used a homemade
electronic control device the size
of a softball to open barred doors
and walked to freedom from a

maximum security U S
penitenitary
No trace of the escaped

convicts had been found since
they walked out of the prison's
front door shortly after 8 pm
Friday Warden Charles E
Fenton indicated outside ac
complices may have helped
them flee the 900-acre penitent)
ary site

Fog and ground must ham
pered the hunt for hours No
guns were used in the escape
but authorities said the convicts
may have obtained weapons
after fleeing and the FBI said,
They are extremely dangerous
persons

Fenton said the )jerry-built

device that foiled the prison's
modern. sophisticated security
system apparently was fash
ioned 1n a prison shop by Ed
Roche, 39. Katonah. NY . who
was serving a J9-year sentence
for bank robbery and carrying
a dangerous weapon Roche
worked in the electric shop

Fenton said the dewice
apparently triggered a mima

ture receiver which was
clandestinely placed in the
master control panel of the

prison’s security system during
recent repairs

The warden said the remote
control  dewvice. which was
turmed over to the FBI for
investigation. was equipped
with a battery. switch and
perhaps parts of an old radio
The prisoners attached it to a
loudspeaker . the warden said

and it transmitted a
signal—apparently to the
miniature receiver—which

activated a series of
electronically controlled metal
grill corridor doors

The five men walked out
without a challenge Neither
guard tower saw them leave
and no shots were fired A
technician on duty. and a guard
farther back in the prison. saw
that the grills had been opened
and sounded an. alarm Flood
lights were tumed on within
minutes but the escapees had
disappeared

Fenton said the five. along
with 13 other prisoners. had
met Friday night with six

civilians. members of a histor
cal society study group which
had visited the prison regularly
for several years for discus
sions with convicts

Fenton said that by a ruse. .

the five tricked a security guard
into going with them and
unlocking the door to a
storeroom. either to get study

materials stored there or to get
a bandaid to bandage a feigned
injury to a finger

The conwvicts overpowered the
guard and locked him in the
room. which opened onto
corridor between
and third of three grills Then
the warden said. they apparent
ly wired their electronic device
o the loudspeaker. part of the
regular prison security system

The grill doors are so devised
that supposedly no more than
ane can be opened at a time
Fenton said But the transmit
ter-receiver combination some
how overrode normal signals in
the control point atop the prison
and automatically unlocked all
three doors—two that stood
between the plotters and the
front lobby and one farther
back in the prison

Prison officials were unable
to explain immediately how
plotters managed to place the

m.niature receiver in the heart
of the prison’s security system

The five men were believed
to be wearing Jaycee jackets
when they fled There 1s a
Jaycee chapter at the prison

The escapees. in addition to
Roche. were identified as
Henry M Gargano. Arthur T
Mankims. Denms D Hunter
and Maurice J Philion

serving a 199-year term for
murder while committing a
bank robbery in a Chicago
suburb  Mankims. of German-
ton.

Volumes could be filled with
political speeches promising to
do something about the size and
cost of government and its intru-
sion into our lives. As a theme of
American politics it goes back to
the Declaration of Independ-
ence. King George III was de-
nounced not just for his oppres-
sive taxes but because he had
‘““erected a multitude of new of-
fices, and sent hither swarms of
officers to harass our people and
eat-out their substance.”

In the modern context the
problem of burgeoning govern-
ment bureaucracy dates mainly
from the New Deal and the wave
of federal programs and agen-
cies spawned to treat the depres-
sion problems of the 1930s. Pres-
ident Ford's speech to hardware
manufacturers in Chicago re-
cently had a familiar ring, but
his vow to ‘‘cut big government
down to size'' must be placed in a
new perspective.

The ‘“mountain of paperwork
and quicksand of regulation”
which are Mr. Pord’s target rep-
resent something more than an
expensive nuisance. A country
which has one person working
for government for every four in
private employment is facing se-
rious problems in sustaining its
economic productivity.

Ironically, the surge in growth
of government and its power be-
gan in response to the economic
depression 40 years ago. Today,
the tax burdens and regulatory
restraints of big government are
being identified as factors hold-
ing back recovery from the cur-
rent recession.

e

Bureaucracy can be cut

Thus the head-count in govern-
ment offices symbolizes more
than the tendency of bureaucra-
cy to breed more of the same. It
represents a government requir-
ing such a share of our national
income that private industry is
concerned about the supply of
capital to finance its need for
plant replacement and expan-
sion. It represents regulation
which may have been inspired
by the public interest but which
has grown to the degree that it is
now working against the public
interest by discouragiag if not
stifling competition in the mar-
ketplace.

President Ford takes pride in
a reduction of 52,000 in the feder-
al work force under its current
authorized size. He has high
hopes for weeding out some of
the 5,000 different forms which
various government agencies
demand that citizens fill out and
return. This chipping away at
the federal edifice can be mean-
ingful, however, only if there is a
shift in the philosophy which has
been building that edifice to such
towering size over the last gen- ’
eration.

If Mr. Ford uses the menace of
big government as a campaign
theme in 1976, he will not be the
first candidate to do so. Yet our
economic problems are giving
the public a fresh understanding
of what big government really
means. In 1976 voters may not be
as interested in how the govern-
ment is going to solve all their
problems, as in getting the gov-
ernment monkey off their backs.

But nobody on ' either side
really expects this to happen
under the new federal ‘‘speedy
trial law.”" If it does, she still
faces state charges carrying
even stiffer penalties

The federal law says defend-
ants held without bail must go on
trial within 90 days of their
arrest or be released. But no one
is sure when the 90-day
countdown begins, whether or
not the defendant can waive this
right or even whether the law
applies to Miss Hearst, who was
charged before the act took
effect last month

Justice Department spokes-

man Robert Louis Stevefison
called such a release a “'remote

Killing Wrecks
Peace Attempt

BEIRUT. Lebanon (UPI) —
Leftist gunmen killed a right
wing Phalangist party leader in
the Moslem suburb of Chiah
Saturday. wrecking a govern-
ment attempt to bring life back
to normal after weeks of near
civil war

The Phalangist chief. Pierre
Mazraani, was shot to death ina
burst of sniper fire as he crossed
with a delegation into the Chiah
district from neighboring Ain
Rummaneh, a predominantly
Christian suburb

The assassination came just
after army commandos tore
down barricades between the
two districts to carry out a
pledge by  Premier Rashid
Karami to restore war-weary
Lebanon to normal within 48
hours and end three weeks of
political and sectarian warf
in which 500 persons have died
and nearly 1,000 were wounded

Mazraani was accompanied
by Danny Chamoun, the son of
Interior Minister Camille Cha
moun, Abu Hassan. Palestinian
guerrilla chief for the Beirut
western sector, and other
district leaders when the
gunmen opened fire and forced
the delegation to dive for cover.

Four other Phalangists were
reported missing. and rightist
gunmen in Ain Rummaneh
seized a Moslem Shiite leader.
Sheikh Mohammed Yahkoub.
and some of his followers as
hostages. ‘police sources said
But the Sheikh was later
released unharmed.

New Television Season

From ‘Uncertain Future

FT. HOOD, Tex. (UPl) —
The Army has granted at least
a temporary reprieve to one of
several hundred veteran offic-
ers who say they are being
forced out of the service just
before they qualify for retire-
ment pay

Army officials notified Maj
Jack Park of his reprieve hours
before CBS-TV broadcast a
nationwide ‘news report on his
case. The report, filmed earlier
in . the week, showed Park
packing to leave Ft. Hood for
an uncertain future.

Park, 49. a decorated veteran
of three wars, was due to be
dismissed next Friday — less
than three months short of the
time he would qualify to retire
at half pay — because he had
been ‘‘passed over' twice for
promotion

But, he told UPI in a
telephone interview, the Army
called him Thursday to say his
severance date had been
postponed until Oct. 30 so a
special promotion board could
consider his case.

Park is one of 2,500 career
second and third class warrant
officers, captains and majors
ordered out of the service
before the year's end.

“We have all given almost 18

Kitchen Designs Stress

Style, Performance

Whether it’s in an apartment
a first house or a long-awaited
dream home, the kitchen plays a
major role in America's housing
decisions

Although life styles have
changed over the years and
kitchens with them, for most of
us the kitchen is the hub of the
home

Think kitchen and you think
American, — colorful. maga-
zne-cover American, the latest
work-saving appliances, the
most scientific step-saving de-
sign. But American is not the
only word

Talking with the folks from
Poggenpohl, West Germany's
80-year-old pacesetting custom
kitchen designer, and browsing
through their catalogs, gives
food for thought — and
dreaming

The Poggenpohl line. long
familiar on the Continent and in
England, is being introduced in
the United States

Robert S. Cohen., general
manager for the USA, with
headquarters in Teaneck, N.J
sees Poggenpohl as comparable
to top quality U S. lines but with
certain extras that he attributes
to old-world craftsmanship,
Aattention to detail and function

“The best architects in the
world.” he said, “design from
the inside out because function

decides the form in every detail
And so it is with good kitchen
system design

‘Appearance, important as it

is — and Poggenpohl design

covers the range from country
to sleekest modern — is nothing
without performance, perfor-
mance that will last over the
years

“*Fashionable units, which are
here today and gone tomorrow,
are not a proof of mature
design.”’ Cohen said, “‘nor are
models which are changed at too

_frequent intervals. Good things

Body Implants or Hearts?

WASHINGTON (UPh) — A
federal research scientist said
Saturday his bosses at the
National Institutes of Health
want to stop developing heart
valves and other lifesaving
implant devices in order to
concentrate solely on inventing
an artificial heart.

“*They want to put this
program out of business except
for the artificial heart, which

they want to continoe, " said Dr -
Stephen Bruck, program
director for biomaterials at the
NIH's National Heart and Lung
Institute.

“I'm not saying the artificial
heart shouldn't be worked on.”
he said. “'but an artificial heart
is 25 years away, ifat all. -

“The medical profession re-
quires .a lot of other things
besides an artificial heart.™

Flood Insurance
