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CIA Weapons Unsuccessful

WASHINGTON (UPI) — With
exotic weapons ranging from
exploding seashells to poison
cigars, the CIA plotted unsuc-
cessfully to murder Cuba's Fidel
Castro and Congolese Premier
Patrice Lumumba and helped
rebels who killed three other
foreign leaders, a Senate report
said Thursday

The Senate intelligence com-
mittee said the Central Intelli
gence Agency planned at least
eight attacks on Castro, includ-
ing one to make his beard fall
out. It said the agency also gave
arms to insurgents who, on their

«own, killed officials in the
Dominican Republic, South
Vietnam and Chile

The report, signed by all 11
members of the committee and
released over the objections of
President Ford, said no foreign
leaders were killed as a result of
the assassination plots but
added the panel was “unable to
draw firm conclusions concern
ing who authorized the assassi-
nation plots. "'

While saying it could not find
any evidence that any president

approved of the plots, the report
said, “‘Whether or not the
respective Presidents knew of or
authorized the plots, as chief
executive officer of the United
States, each must bear the
ultimate tesponsibility for the
activities of his subordinates "

The contjoversial 347-page
report recommended passage of
a law making it a federal offense
to conspire to kill foreign
leaders abroad

The report spanned the
administrations of Presidents
Dwight Eisenhower, John Ken
nedy. Lyndon Johnson and
Richard Nixon

The committee said there was
“'a reasonable inference that the
plot to assassinate Lumumba
was authorized by President
Eisenhower'' and that Nixon
had ordered actions against
Salvador Allende in Chile. Nixon
was not linked to murder
schemes there

No concrete evidence was
cited that any of the four
presidents knew of murder
plans, but committee member
Howard Baker., R-Tenn., said

Schneider, commander-in-
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Nixon Sent CIA to

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
President Nixon personally
ordered the CIA to prevent the
1970 election of former Chilean
President Salvador Allende and
that “‘carte blanche' authority
apparently led to the killing of
an army general, a Senate
committee report said Thurs-
day

The Senate Intelligence Com-
mittee called the Oct. 25, 1970,
shooting of Gen. Rene Schneid-
er in a bungled kidnap attempt
“tragic and unintended. ' It said
Nixon should have been more
careful about his orders to derail
the Allende campaign

The attempt to kidnap Army
Chief of Staff Schneider was
made after he refused to go
along with coup attempts
ordered by Nixon, the commit-

chief of the Chilean army Oct
25,1970

The committee said it found
“'some evidence'' of CIA
involvement in plots to kill
President Sukarno of Indonesia
in the late 60s and Haitian
strongman Francois ‘‘Papa
Doc' Duvalier, who died of
natural causes in 1971

Sen. Barry Goldwater, R-
Ariz., and committee vice
chairman John Tower, R-Tex.,
said they opposed publication of
the report

Committee ‘chairman Frank
Church, D-ldaho, told a news
conference as copies of the
white-bound, inch-thick report
were handed to reporters that
Ford made a ‘considerable

effort’” to prevent publication
right up to the last moment

The report included 12 names
of individuals the administra
tion had argued should have
been censored for their own
safety

Church said failure to publish
the report would have damaged
US. interests abroad and led to
endless “‘speculation and in
nuendo."

The report said Presidents -

Eisenhower, Kennedy and John-
son "'should have known'' of the
CIA machinations which could
only have been authorized “at
the highest levels "

It said there was ''a
reasonable inference that the
plot to assassinate Lumumba
was authorized by President

tee said. But, it added, there was
no evidence of an intent to kill
anyone

A 347-page report released by
the committee also portrays
Secretary of State Henry A
Kissinger, former CIA Director
Richard Helms and other high-
ranking U.S. officials as more
deeply implicated in intense
political espionage in Chile than
previously reported.

Allende was elected despite

CIA efforts and died during a
1973 coup by right wing military
leaders

“We had nothing to do with
Chile or Allende,’ asserted
Nixon in a current interview in
the Ladies Home Journal

“The CIA was ... in a very
minor way inwolved in 1970
election in Chile,”" Kissinger

‘Canada Slows 0il to US

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Canada is sharply advancing its
timetable for halting oil exports
to the United States. US
officials, seeking to cushion the
impact, are planning to make
many American refiners look
elsewhere for oil next year

The Canadian speedup and the
U.S. plan to cope with it were
announced Thursday

In Ottawa Energy Minster
Alastair Gillespie said Canada
will slash oil exports by more
than one-third next year and will
shut of f the flow entirely by 1981,

two years ahead of the original
cutoff date

Gillespie said Canadian ex-
ports should drop in 1976 to an
average of 460,000 barrels per
day. down 34 per cent from this
year's level of some 700,000 per
day Canada initially planned a
1976 cxport level of 550,000
barrels a day

A Federal Energy Adminis-
tration spokesman said the U.S
allocation proposal will help
mﬁners who traditionally rely
‘on Canada's oil which Canada
says it needs for its own energy
demands

Gurney To

WASHINGTON (UPI) — For
mer Sen. Edward J. Gurney, R
Fla, will stand trial for the
second time on chaPges inwlv
ing an alleged $233.000 political
slush fund, the Justice Depart
ment announced today

Gurney, 61, who was elected to
the Senate in 1968 and served on
the Watergate Committee, was
on trial for six months in
Tampa, Fla on seven counts of
bribery and conspiracy. He was
acquitted Aug. 6 on five of the
counts, but the jury deadlocked
on the remaining two, causing a
mistrial

When the second trial begins
Jan. 5. Gurney will face charges
of conspiracy to create a
political slush fund and making -
false declarations to a grand

jury

Government prosecutors, ac-
cording to a Justice Depart
ment spokesman, spent months
trying to decide whether to try
Gurney again on the two
charges and finally agreed to
proceed

Gurney, the first senator in
half a century tg be indicted on a
felony charge, decided not to
seek re-election after his first
indictment. As a member of the
Senate Watergate committee,
Gurney was considered the
strongest supporter of Richard
M. Nixon and his administra-
tion

Gurney and six co-defendants
were originally charges inan 11-
count indictment with con
spiring to create a slush fund for
Gurney by soliciting contri-
butions from persons having

The Canadian National Ener-
gy Board reported Thursday
that country's oil self-sufficien-
cy will end within seven years,
about a year sooner than was
forecast last year when Canada
made plans to curb exports to
the United States

Most U.S. refineries using
Canadian oil are in the northern
United States, from New York to
Washington state, although
some are as far south as
Louisiana

Under the FEA plan, refiner-
ies which cannot get crude

elsewhere, from pipelines or
ports. would have first claim on
Canadian crude available

If Canadian supplies fall
below US. derhand as expec-
ted, the spokesman said. first-
priority refineries would be
guaranteed their normal sup-
ply. FEA experts estimate the
demand from first-priority re-
fineries will total 250,000 barrels
aday '

The FEA estimated that if
Canada sticks to its plan even
first-priority refiners will start
to feel the pinch in 1978

Startling Ideas

We often have said that if the
understanding of economics was
more widely held, the chances of
politicians selling foolish ideas
would diminish

We would hope that as times
got more difficult for individuals
what with higher taxes, inflation
and decline in the quality of
goods and services, there would
be an increase in demands by
individuals for politicians to get
out of the way

We believe there are more
wices being raised today in that
behalf, but it seems that more
are turning to government also
Those who want more socialism
may be outgaining the
individualists

We have read two reports to
enforce that concern about
growing desire for intervention
One stated that a national
survey among young people
indicated a belief that private
enterprise has had its day in our
society and that it should be
phased out

This, of course, is a clever way
to get more converts to the
socialistic programs. Those who
had not bothered to think about
economics read that a majority
of those questioned believe
private enterprise is dead, so the
idea gets a few more converts

Fortunately there are still
some fighters for private
enterprise and that kind of news
will spur these to greater effort
to sell the private enterprise
idea

Ralph Nader's campaigns
have turned a lot of similar
groups loose with a vengeance,
and business, and industry has
had to form new departments of
defense to protect themselves
from unreasonable attack

Perhaps the main reason
business and industry is
vulnerable is a general lack of
understanding about profits
Somehow profit is a dirty word
lo a great many people

Opinion Research Corp. of
Princeton, N.J., recently

surveyed a nationwide sampling

of American adults

They were asked for their best
estimate of after - tax profits of
various kinds of business. In
every case. their notion of the
size of profits was shockingly
bloated An average
manuflacturer's profit was

éstimated at 33 per cent, which
is more than six times the actual
figure of only five per cent. They
thought auto companies made a
profit of 39 per cent, which is 20
times the real figure, and that
oil company profits are 61 per
cent instead of the real profits of
less than eight per cent.

Opinion "Research made a
similar survey two years ago
which resulted in a profit
estimate for an average
manufacturér bearing. no
relation to reality, but it was five
points lower than the current
unreal estimate.

This ignorance on the part of
the public is serious, for it lays
people’ open to acceptance of
demagogic demands from open
and hidden socializers for all
sorts of additional governmental
actions and interferences in the
free market. Opinion Research
found that for the first time in 30
years, a majority believes the
government should put a limit
an corporate profits. That would
be an excellent way to make the
current unemployment problem
a permanent one.

Most authorities now agree
that the recession is ‘‘bottoming
out,”” but that it will take quite a
while before enough jobs are
available to appreciably reduce
the unemployment rolls. Where
do jobs come from? They come
from the profits of all the
businesses and services in
America — and that includes
government jobs which their
taxes and those of their workers
provide. One reason if is going to
take a while to restore old jobs
which make new ones for the
new jobseekers constantly
coming into the market is
because profits are being eaten
away by governmental taxes,
regulations, interferences,
directives and bureaucratic
paperwork.

The individual needs to realize
that the jobs come from
investment of capital and
reinvestment of profits in new
plants and new tools to produce
more goods.

In the social hour
conversations, those who
understand these facts would do
well to help others to
understand. In the long run, the
job you save may be your own.

magnitude as a presidential
assassination will get a gun if he

Making the most sense he has
made in some time. Sen. Mike
Mansfield. D - Mont., said he
saw no reason, as Senate
Majority Leader. to support the
gun control bill. 'If you had gun
control, even that wouldn't be
the answer because you'd have
bootleg stuff | imagine there is
no such thing as tight enough
gun control .

If anything. the assassination

I was talking on -the
telephone the other day to a
local Gray County hospital
administrator and he asked
me if | thought it was proper
for The News to print the
salaries of the variou$
department heads at that
hospital. (The information
appeared in a front page
story by Anna Burchell in the
Sunday. Nov. 9 edition of The
News).

It was a shocking
statement, | thought. I find it
most difficult to believe that
someone in such an
important position in a
public institution would want
to withhold from taxpayers
and voters how much they
are paying him

The administrator is
responsible for managing
the day - to - day activities of
the hospital. He answers to a
hospital board which meets
monthly, the members of
which are appointed by the
Gray County Commissioners
Court. The board, which
serves without pay, sets
policies. rates and such,
irons out any problems that
arise and makes plans for
the future.

The county commiSsioners
have the responsibility of
final approval on budget
matters.

Then we come to the top
rung on the ladder. Like it or
not. voters and taxpayers
are the final board of
managers for the hospital.
the same as they are for city,
county, state or federal
institution of any kind

So. yes, I believe that
readers of The News,
taxpayers, wvoters, have a
right to know how much they
are paying the administrator
and the department heads
and anyone else on a public
payroll of any kind.

It may be that most folks
feel the administrator's
monthly wage of $1.950 is not
sufficient. He is, according
to public records, the highest
paid individual an the county
payroll. But I wouldn't have
his job for $1.950 per month. I
couldn’t take it for any
amount because | am not a
hospital administrator. If I
were, | would imagine that
being administrator of a
hospital in a prosperous
place like Pampa, where
folks tend to pay their bills
pretty well., would be
somewhat easier than being
administrator of a hospital
someplace where it is harder
to collect for services
rendered. | expect that the
hard - working. honest, bill -
paying Gray County
populace simplify the duties
of an administrator

In all fairness, the
administrator of the local
Gray County hospital has not
always been paid such a
large salary. In July 1972 the
position drew but $1.200 per
month. A year after that it
went to $1.600 monthly and
on Dec. 2, 1974, it became
$1.750 where it stayed until
Oct. 1. this year, when it got
up to the current level

Of course., the
administrator of the local
Gray County hospital also is
responsible for the
operations of the McLean
General Hospital, also a
Gray County hospital. That
facility lost $7.950.19 for the
month of October making a
grand net loss total to date
for 1975 of $77.996.78

Not that the administrator
1s to blame for that deficit. A
big part of the problem is
that there just aren’'t many
follks using the McLean
Hospital

Anyway, those salary
raises for the administrator
over the past four and a half
years — which total $750 per
month — probably have done
little more than keep up with
the rate of inflation

We are all aware of the
pains of inflation. Examples
are everywhere. Why, just a
couple of weeks ago, an Nov
1. for example, daily room
rates at both Gray County
Hospitals were increased to
an all - time high

Get sick*or hurt and
admitted to Highland and
you will pay. for your private
room, $63.50. and for a
semiprivate, $58.50. In
McLean the rates are $61 and
$56

Open Letter to New Yorkers

Dear Fellow New Yorkers:

With Peace of London

LONDON, ENGLAND —

lO'imhll revolutionaries of the

outlawed Irish Republican
Army have destroyed the once
peaceful atmosphere of the
British capital. They have failed
to terrorize Britons, but they
have forced them to adopt
extraordinary security
measures.

Today, at hotels, ,guards
search luggage and handbags.
Men are required to open their
coats for inspection. A suitcase
or_parcel in a lobby is cause for
concern and possible scrutiny by
the bomb squad. At railroad
stations: police check the track
before a train departs.

" It is like Algiers in the 1950s,

and Londoners hate what the
terrorists have done to their
city. Unfortunately, no end is in
sight. Gang after squalid gang of
IRA terrorists is dispatched to
Britain to plant bombs in pubs,
stores, restaurants, hotels —
wherever opportunities exist for
mindless slaughter.

The IRA terrorism is
barbarism at its worst, for it is
violence without specific
targets. Rather, everyone is a
target — every woman and
child, cripple, physician, or
other innocent person — within
range of a hidden explosive
device.

IRA terrorism recently took
the life of a distinguished cancer’
researcher reaponsible for
saving countless lives. It has
taken the lives of simple people
with no connection to politics or
public authority.

The terropists who do this
filthy work are, in the main,
young people who have drifted
from job to job. They are
nihilists, people without belief in
any humane value. They not
only bomb but torture captives.

How do such vermin appear in
the Western world? Nihilism has

flourished in the 20th century..

The authority of moral values
has diminished dangerously.
Men and women, who pride
themselves on their intelligence
and sophistication, have
mouthed the slogans of
revolution. A new generation
grew up hearing revolution
described as noble. This
generation has seen such types
as Fidel Castro, '‘Che"
Guevara, Patrice Lumumba,
and Mao Tse - Tung represented
as cultural heroes.

Civilized government and
even church groups such as the
World Council of Churches have
given aid to revolutionaries and
terrorists. In Peking recently,

“long march’' as an epoch of the
human spirit, whereas it was a
triumph of the forces of evil.

The US. public apparently
doesn't realize that the State

those who praise revolution and
give aid to terrorists in Angola.
and elsewhere. They provide a
model for the maniacs who are

What terrorism means —
what is signified by the gifts of
money to terrorists by
organizations such as the World
Council of Churches — is that
the candles of civilization are
burning, low. Paul Johnson,
former editor of the liberal New
Statesman in Britain recently
made this very point.

Mr. Johnson said that the
world is now not so much
governed by communism or
capitalism as by a false lexicon
of political cliches. **We all know
what they are,” he said Those
who do not have only to peer into
the otherwise empty head of an
average member of the fascist
Left — that men with colored
skins can do no wrong, and those
with white ones no- right —
unless of course they call
themselves communists; that
murdering innocent people for
political purposes is acceptable

providing you call yourself a *

guerrilla; that, in the right
political circumstances, a chunk
of gelignite is morally superior
to arational argument.”

This mentality is a hideous
feature of our times. It is
embedded in the *liberal chic"
that has been fashionable in
America in recent years.
Effective police work can curb
terrorists and reduce bomb
threats. But it is infinitely more,
difficult to restore a sane
mentality that accepts the
authentic values of civilization
and that rejects revolution and*
terrorism.

Shattering the myths about
‘‘freedom .fighters and
guerrillas is, however, the
prime civilizational need of our
time.

Milk, Butter

Prices Soar

NEW YORK (UPI) — Con*

sumer demand for dairy

. products has outpaced national
milk production and pushed the
wholesale price of butter to a
record. $1.16 per pound — and it
probably will get worse before it
gets better.

Indian summer weather, the
high price of butter substitutes
and thirsty milk drinkers
combined to raise butter prices,
dairy industry observers said.

They predicted Thursday
butter would cost even more
before tapering next year, when
widespread dairy shortages are
expected to ease.

“The shortage of butter is
greater than at any time on
record for this period of the
year," said Gerald Foskett,
eastern area representative for

Jthe U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture in Philadelphia.

Foskett attributed the short-
age to unseasonably warm
weather which has kept cows in
the pasture rather than in the
barn producing milk.

“There’s no nutrient left in the
grass, and the nation just
doesn't have enough available
milk,”" said Foskett. He said
U.S. milk production trailed
demand by a month.

The price of butter began to
rise sharply three or four
months ago, Foskett said. It
kept increasing when buyers
failed to curb their demand.
“People now are so callous
about high prices that they keep
on buying butter," he said.

Record high prices for
margarine, a favorite butter
substitute, have added to the
butter price bulge, said Sy
Goldstein, general sales manag-
er of Hotel Bar Foods, a large
butter manufacturer.

Goldstein said butter became

“more attractive to food buyers

when margarine hit 95 cents a
pound ®last year — more
expensive than some butter,
which was selling then for about
89 cents a pound.

President John Kennedy was
assassinated, 'according to a
Senate intelligence committee
report released Thursday.

The plotting against the
Cuban leader also involved
disruptive tactics, including a
plan to expose Castro to a
special shoe polish that would
make his beard fall out and
destroy his whiskered image.

“The most ironic of these
plots,” the report said, ‘‘took
place on November 22, 1963 —
the very day that President
Kennedy was shot in Dallas —
when a CIA official offered a
poison pen to a Cuban for use
against Casfro.”

The report said that “at the
same time an emissary from
President Kennedy was meet-

ing with Castro to explore the -

possibility of improved rela
tions."

The report said the first
murder plot was hatched July
20, 1960, and that the committee
had “concrete” proof of other
plots through 1965. The report's
section on Castro and Cuba
comprised almost one-third of
the 347-page document.

It said “one plot, involving
the use of underworld figures,
reportedly twice progressed to
the point of sending poison pills
to Cuba and dispatching teams
to commit the deed.”

In the.early 1960s, the agency
— knowing Castro enjoyed
skindiving — explored the
possibility of planting an exotic
seashell, rigged to explode. It
also considered arranging to

have the premier receive a
“gift’’ of a deadly contaminated
diving suit. Both ideas eventu-
ally were abandoned.

The “beard plan” was to
have been used when Castro
stopped at a hotel during a trip
abroad and, according to
custom, put his shoes in the
hall to be shined A CIA
operative was to have dusted
the shoes with thallium salts,
which would would have caused
his hair to fall out. However,
Castro canceled the trip.

A box of Castro's favorite
cigars was treated at CIA

laboratories with a botulinum .

toxin “‘so potent that a person
would die after putting one his

mouth.” The record did not
disclose whether qiny were
delivered.

Soviets Laud Flights
As Proof of Cooperation

HOUSTON (UPI) — The
technical aspects of July's U.S.-
Soviet joint spaceflight were
important to scientists, but the
demonstration of international
cooperation was more impor-
tant to the Soviet people,
according to the Russian
director of the mission.

““This mission confirms inter-
national cooperation is possi-
ble,"" Professor Konstantin
Bushuyev said Thursday. ““The
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people of our country recognize
this as a prime achievement of

this mission. It is evidence that
two peoples, two great nations
can cooperate successfully.

‘“This mission was very
important for our mutual
understanding between our
nations.’’

Bushuyev headed a
25-member Soviet delegation
which worked with American

Fromme Jurors Sequestered

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (UPI)
— Jurors in Lynette Fromme's
trial on a charge of trying to
assassinate President Ford
have been sequestered for
almost two weeks under strict
24-hour guard and live accord-
ing to a regimented set of rules.

They .are not allowed conju-
gal visits, are given only
carefully censored reading
material and drinkers must pay
out of their own pockets for the
two alcoholic drinks allowed
with dinner each night.

The eight-woman, four-man
jury plus two men serving as
alternates were ordered kept
under guard in a “‘safe and
convenient’ motel by US
District Court Judge Thomas
MacBride to prevent their being
influenced by news reports.

The all-white, mostly middle-
class panel is under the eye of
federal marshals around the
clock: As it turned out, the jury
has missed much of the
important courtroom legal
drama that has marked the
historic case

Miss Fromme. who pointed a
45-caliber pistol at Ford, was
the first person ever charged
under a federal law with
attempting to assassinate a U.S
president. The gun did not fire

The jurors spent four days this
week in an isolated courthouse
room waiting to return to court
and hear attorney John Virga
open the defense case for Miss
Fromme, 27, a devoted disciple
of convicted mass murderer
Charles Manson.

Spaniards Bade
Franco Farewell

MADRID, Spain. (UPI) —
Thousands of Spaniards bade
farewell today to Generalissmo
Francisro Franco, their only
ruler for 36 years.

The body of the diminutive 82-
year-old dictator was trans-
ferred today from his suburban
residence to Madrid's 18th
century Royal Palace, to lie in
state for 50 hours of public
viewing.

Prince Juan Carlos de Bor-
bon, who will be sworn in
Saturday as king and chief of
state, led 200 Franco family
members and government offi-
cials at a private mass
Thursday in the candle-lit
chapel of the general's El Pardo
Palace.

Hours earlier, a shiny black
hearse carried Franco home for
the last time.

The last of Europe's right
wing dictators clung as stub-
bornly to life as he had to power,
but finally succumbed to heart
failure at La Paz Hospital after
a 34-day struggle against a
succession of medical crises.

Within hours after his death,
the outlawed political parties
that opposed him in life hailed
the opening of a new era and
demanded immediate demo-
cratic reforms.

**With the death of the dictator
a new chapter in our history
opens,” the Socialist Workers
Party said in a clandestine
statement that amounted to
sedition under Franco law.

It is marked by the necessity
of liquidating the authoritarian
institutions that make freedom
impossible and by the hope and
will to build a free and
democratic Spain,”’ the

Mrs. Betty Drake has spent the last 11
years tromping the Texas Panhandle
canyons ferreting out wildflowers.

“I love the canyons and | love the
flowers,” said the wildflower specialist
from Phillips. “Flowers are God's thoughts
of beauty taking form to gladden mortal

There are 5,000 flowering plants in Texas
and 1,000 of them are showy enough to be
called wildflowers, she reported. ‘‘My best
year | got 401 on my list and I don't count
the grasses.” Her list this year contained
380 flower names.

When Mrs. Drake finds a flower she-can't
identify, she mails it to Dr. Marshall
Johnston at the University of Texas and he
names it. But she studies technical journals
and books to learn as much about her
plants as she can. "It is a separate
language, you have to leam a new
vocabulary,” she said.

And all this information Mrs. Drake
knows: what time of day the wildflower
blooms, its relatives-and its pioneer uses,
how it got its name.

Many of the Panhandle wildflowers have

common names; Indians named some of
the plants.

One plant is called oyster plant because
the cooked fall roots taste like oysters.
Verbena is believed to be sacred and a
peace - maker. It has been used in
marriage ceremonies and by statesmen.
Young milkweed pods were cooked and
eaten. Indians used the floss to pad cradle

boards. The floss is warmer, lighter and’

more bouyant that wool and was once used
to line aviators flying suits.

Juice from the Sampson plant is
supposed to be strong medicine to cure
toothaches, cuts and burns. Lazy Day's
Eye (daisy) got its name because it opens
during the day and closes at night. The
Texas Sleepy Daisy bloom opens at noon.

Because their blooming times vary, Mrs.
Drake must search the canyons during
different times of the day. She's been
keeping records on her finds since 1961. She
records what she sees, when she sees it and
often where she sees it. And she takes color
slides of her find.

Her collection now contains 600 slides.

Mrs. Drake has never seen a rattlesnake
but admits that she doesn't look for them
because she's s0 busy looking at flowers.

Her wildflower interests, which began
when her daughter Doreen had to collect
flowers for a Girl Scout project, led her to
enroll in the Phil - Pic Camera Club in
Phillips. She wanted to learn to photograph
the sights she saw.

Mrs. Drake's husband Cliff doesn't mind
her avocation. “It keeps me quiet,”” Mrs.
Drake smiled. ,

Mrs. Drake is recognized as an expert in
the wildflower field. The park naturalist at
Lake Meredith went to her to learn about
plants native to the Panhandle.

Wildflowers are a part of our heritage,”
Mrs. Drake pointed ot during a recent
conversation in the Pampa home of Mrs.
Thelma Bray. She wants everyone to plant
red, white and blue wildflowers to
celebrate the bicentennial.

Here are her suggestions:

Red: copper mallow, poppy mallow,
Indian blanket, butterfly weed.

White: blackfoot daisy, white larkspur,
white beard tongue, prickely poppy, dog
daisy, white evening primrose, /Western
yarrow, Prairie snowball.

Blue: blue gilia, day flower, prairie
spiderwort, blue salvia or sage, mealy cup
sage, blue wild indigo.

Turkey Low in Calories

Turkeys have come a long
way since you went over the
river and through the woods to
Grandmother's house.

Unless you raise turkeys on a
farm or lead one home on a

‘leash, they usually arrive on

your table via your
supermarket. Today they are
sold fresh or frozen, plain or self
- basting. Which is better for you
and your family this holiday
season? The Better Business
Bureau offers this advice on
selecting a holiday turkey.

Your supermarket will
usually carry more frozen
turkeys than fresh.
Transporting turkeys fresh from
production to consumption
areas is costly. Thus, fresh
turkeys tend to cost a little more
per pound than those that have
gone through the freezing
process

Self - basting turkeys are
those that, during the freezing
process, have oil or fat injected
beneath the skin. As the turkey
cooks, the fat melts and bastes
the turkey. Convenient as they
are, self - basting turkeys cost as
much per pound as fresh
turkeys. Not only that, you are
paying for basting fluid at the
same rate that you pay for meat.

There also are other factors to
consider. For one thing, coconut
oil, a highly saturated fat, is
often used to inject the turkey.
For people who must watch
their cholesterol and fat intake,
this addition of fat reduces the
advantage turkey has as a Iow
fat meat.

Another word of caution on
basting fluids is that- they
contain such things as articial
colorings and flavorings,
emulsifiers, flavor enhancers
and oxidants. For some people,
it may be aorth the search. for
that fresh turkey.

Due to this year's low supply,
turkey may be priced a little
higher than last year. However,
fresh or frozen, turkey is still a
good buy. Nutritionally, it is
high in protein and low in
calories. It has slightly less fat
than chicken and a great deal
less than other poultry such as
duck or goose.

Compared to hamburger, a
3% oz. serving of turkey white
meat, for example, contains 176
calories. A like amount of
hamburger has 286 calories and
has a lower percentage of an
adult's daily protein need.

Unfortunately, whole turkeys
are not always available all year
round. Larger turkeys, ‘with
more meat on the bone, are a
better buy, but there can be a
problem with what to do with all
the left - overs. Not everyone
relishes weeks fo turkey noodle
dandy and turkey parmesan.
However, the Better Business
Bureau reminds you that turkey
parts are even cheaper per
pound than the whole carcass.

Should you only shop for
Grade A turkeys? The answer is
no. The Department of
Agriculture criterion is based
solely on appearance — the
shape of the bird, the proportion
of meat to bone, the amount of

Cost of Living Up

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
cost of living climbed 0.7 per
cent in October, the third largest
monthly increase this year, the
Labor Department said today.

Higher prices for new cars,
fuel oil, dairy products, coffee,
clothing, mortgage rates and
auto insurances caused the
overall increase, which was
slightly higher than most
economists expected.

The increase, which trans-
lates into an annual rate of 8.4

* per cent, was 0.2 per cent larger

than September but far below
the 1975 inflationary peak set in
July when consumer prices rose

1.2 per cent.

Prices for 1976 model cars
rose 2.7 per cent, but seasonal
adjustment caused the index for
new cars to decline 0.1 per cent,
the department said.

Fuel oil and coal prices rose
1.8 per cent after seasonal
adjustment — the biggest
increase this year. Gasoline
prices declined, but less than
they usually do in October.

The ratings- have
nothing to do with tenderness or
juiciness.

If a turkey doesn’t get a Grade
A rating, there is still nothing
wrong with the meat itself.
Perhaps a wing, which has little
meat anyway, is missing; the
National Turkey Federation
maintains these Grade B ‘‘parts
missing"’ turkeys represent an
excellent buy. for the consumer.
It should be noted that few
turkeys are marked Grade B. In
fact, there is no uniform grading
system. Often, turkeys are not
marked at all.

Cook turkey as the
instructions direct. Don't follow
old cookbooks, for turkeys today
are grown faster, and thus are

younger, more tender, and take
less time to cook. Be sure the
internal temperature of the
thickest part reaches 185
degrees.

Grandma may not have
known why, but she was wise not
to prepare Thanksgiving dinner
before the big day. Because
stuffing, especially, can be a
breeding ground for salmonella,
it should be done just before

-placing the turkey in the oven.

After dinner, it should be
removed beforé storing both
turkey and stuffing in the
refrigerator.

Bigfoot Finds Friends

From Wurlitzer Shock

NEW YORK (UPI) —

Mxmmdmtuh;tlry'
has recovered from the shock of

the Wurlitzer Co.'s decision to
quit the business in 1974.

When one of the four biggest
competitors in an industry
decides to quit, normally there
would be added sales for the
remaining firms. But when
Wurlitzer quit, it unloaded a big
inventory on an industry with a
rather modest domestic market
of $45 million to $50 million a

year. \

Wurlitzer also made no bones

WASHINGTON — The 39 -
year - old Robinson - Patman
Act, the so - called protector of
America's small buisnesses,
will come under heavy scrutiny
in the weeks ahead by both a
congressional committee and
the Ford administration.

Rep. Henry Gonzalez, D-San
Antonio, is heading an ad hoc
subcommittee of the House
Small Business Committee,
which hopes to thwart expected
efforts by the Ford
administration to amend or
rescind the Robinson - Patman
Act altogether.

Congress passed the law in
1936 to prohibit various
discriminatory pricing and
merchandising practices by big
firms against small business.
However, critics of the act,
named in part after one of its
drafters, Rep. Wright Patman,
D-Texarkana, maintain that the
legislation perpetuates a de
facto price fixing system.

The Ford administration has
not taken a specific position on
the act. However, the

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Rockefeller Warns GOP
Against Rightwing Party

WICHITA, Kan. (UPI) — Vice
Président Nelson A.
Rockefeller, addressing the
Republican governors both he
and Gov. Ronald Reagan served
with, today wamed that the
GOP cannot survive as a narrow
political party of the right.

Rockefeller keynoted the win-

ter meeting of the Republican |

Governors Association, shrunk-
en in recent years to 13
members, and sounded the call
for a party “‘open to persons of
all backgrounds and a wide
spread of political opinion."

The vice president did not
directly mention the former
California governor, who an-
nounced Thursday he would
seek the GOP presidential
nomination, but Rockefeller
made it clear-he-was-tatking
about Reagan and the GOP
conservative wing

"*No ma jor political party can
fong endure by directing its

appeal to a narrow minority,
neglecting  the opinions, the
interests and the aspirations of a
vast ma jority of the electorate,”
Rockefeller said “It will not
serve the nation to have our
major parties polarized at
ideological extremes. Our
American major parties have
been, are, and should remain
open to all persons of all
backgrounds and a wide spread
of political opinion.”
Rockefeller also attacked
Congress' energy bill, saying it
would make the nation indefi-
nitely dependent on foreign oil
and hurt the economy. “The
whole exercise is more reminis-
cent- of the Missouri Compro-
mise than of the Declaration of
Independence,’” he said.
Rockefeller's. RGA appear-
ance was a homecoming to a
world that once was his oyster.
He was a strong woice in the
organization for years as

governor of New York but this
was his first — and apparently
last — visit as vice president.
Meeting with after
arriving at McConnell Air Force
Base Thursday night he
discounted Reagan's chances of
beating Ford. *‘Now that | am
out of it, I don't think (Reagan)
will cause him any problem."
On hand to greet Rockefeller,
the association chairman,
Christopher Bond of Missouri,
expressed concern about ar all
out GOP battle. Bond said
Reagan ‘‘deserves to be heard.”
But Bond said he hoped the
former California governor
would avoid a confrontation
“that would be debilitating and
devisive for the party."

Senate Votes
For Celllng

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Senate has voted for a ceﬂmg of
$375.6 billion on federal spending
during the current fiscal year,
ending June 30, 1976. That's $8.6
billion more than Congress
agreed to last March.

The resolution, approved
Thursday by a vote of 69-23,
binds Congress under a law
enacted last year to appropri-
ate no more than that amount.

The resolution contemplates a
deficit of $74.8 billion.

It was to feature
bands and speakers, including
Duke and Dr. William Pierce of
the ‘'National Alliance” of
Washington.

Bailey Found Guilty
Of Codeine Possession

A 3ist District Court jury
Thursday night returmed a
guilty ‘verdict in the case of
Bobby Wayne Bailey, 25, of
Pampa, charged with
possession of codeine.

Sentencing will be at a later
date. Bailey and his attorney,
Rowdy Bowers, elected to have
District Judge Grainger
Mcllhany assess the penalty.

Conviction carries a penalty of
two to 10 years in prison and a
$5.000 fine. However, probation
is a possibility.

During testimony Wednesday,
Bowers questioned the legality
of a search warrant issuéd to
Justice of Peace E.L. Anderson
on an affidavit from Officer J.J.
Ryzman of the Pampa Police
Department.

Judge Mcllhany ruled
Thursday that the warrant was
legal.

Guy Hardin, district attorney,
said the state contends that
while the warrant is not the best,
it was legal because the
infformant had ‘‘seen codeine

PHARR, Tex. (UPI) — A
strike called to stop shipment of
fruits and vegetables from the
Lower Rio Grande Valley had
limited eéffect Thursday but
participants said the shutdown
would grow along with the
potential for violence.

Plea Bargains Struck

AUSTlN Tex. (UPl) — The
state criminal appeals court has
ruled judges do not have to
accept plea bargains approved
by prosecutors and defense
atlorneys in criminal cases.

The appeals court Wednesday
turned down the appeal of Pete
Cruz, charged with shooting a
narcotics dealer. Cruz said his
attorneys urged him to plead
guilty in exchange for 10 years
probation. The judge, however,
refused to accept the deal and
sentenced him to 10 years in
prison

“The trial court apparently
believed that the appellant did
not deserve probation,” the
court said. “‘We are unable to

say that he abused his

discretion.

“We recognize that negotiat-
ed pleas are an integral and
essential part of our systém of
criminal justice. In cases where
the guilty plea is the result of a
negotiated plea agreement, the
trial court in exefcising its
authority to assess punishment
also serves as a check upon
oppressive or unfair bargains or

those not in the public interest."

Cruz, of Corpus Christi,
wanted to withdraw his guilty
plea in the murder case because
the judge refused to go along
with the agreement. In making
the deal, Cruz said he waived the
possibility of a potentially good
plea of self defense in the case
because the narcotics dealer
had been reaching for a gun
when he was shot.

But the Nueces County judge
rejected the agreement, and
sentenced Cruz to 10 years in
prison.

Communist Suspicions
