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Mining, Day Care Laws 
In Effect Thursday

AUSTI^N. Tex tU P li  -  
Legislation governing strip min­
ing operations in Texas and 
strict new regulations dealing 
with child care centers go into 
effect Thirsday 

The laws are among the last 
passed -by the 1975 Texas 
Legislature to take effect, and 
Speaker B ill Clayton says the 
ch ild  care regulations are 
among the worst of the year s 
legislation

He called a news conference to 
'  predict the regulations will force 

s m a ll c h ild  care centers 
particularly those in low income 

t areas, to close and will require 
others to raise their rates 

The legislature aoihonzed the 
l>epartment of fhiblic Welfare to 
adopt regulations to'promote the 
health safety and supers 
Sion of children in the day care 
centers

It IS the department 's regula^ 
tjons which angered Clayton

He said the law authonzes the 
welfare department to institute 
needed building, health and 
safety requirements, but it 
does not give the agency the 
righ t to plan, insbtute and 
regulate pnvate program con 
tent In these instances, the 
nghts apd responsibilities of 
pnvate citizens are being taken 
away

He s a id  som e of the 
regulations are more stringent 
than those placed on public 
schools

T he re  are attem pts to 
legislate morals with regula 
tions aimed at teaching chil 
dren acceptable behavior There 
are II different guidelines on 
good behavior and acceptable 
conduct Anyth ing  beyond 
prohibiting cruel and inusual

punishment is interference. 
Clayton said The regulations 
become too specific when they 
start ouUning procedures for 
toilet training

The strip mining legislation 
was among the most controver 
sial of the session and a p p li^  
o ily  to mining of coal, ha lite  
and uranium The law requires 
strip miners to obtain a state 
permit before beginning any 
mining operations The applica 
tion for the permit must include 
plans for restoring the land to its 
o rig in a l condition or to a

substantially beneficial condì 
tKjn

F irm s  v io la ting  the strip 
mining law may be forced to pay 
as much as J5 OOO per day in cm l 
penalties

(Xher laws taking effect Jan 1 
include

— a uniform election law

r e q u i r in g  g o v e rn m e n ta l 
subdivisions to hold elections on 
one of fou r specified dates 
during  the year — the first 
Tuesday after the first Monday 
in November, the third Saturday 
in January the firs t Satirday in 
Apnl or the second Saturday in 
August The law does not apply 
to ru n o f f e lec tions, bond 
elections or party primaries

— legislation allowing Texans 
to sign a statement on the back 
of their driver s license making 
an anatomical g ift of a part of 
their body in the event of their 
death

— a b ill requiring the Slate 
Building Commission to draft 
and publish energy conserva 
tion design standards for state 
buildings, and also to publish a 
manual for designers of such 
buildings

They succeed E L Henderson

Judge Cam said today he has 
asked the hospital board to meet 
with the commissioners court to 
consider approval of the budgets 
with average salary hike of 12 
percent

This IS for both retinng and 
new members who can attend 
the judge said

Another item of mterest to 
many Gray County residents is 
consideration of continuing to 
grant the 43 000 residence 
homestead tax exemption to 
persons over 65 years of age 
subject to the lev^ of lax for 
bonded  in d e b te d n e ss  as 
provided by law

The court also w ill consider 
setting the minimum wage for 
county employes in accordance 
with requirements which bnn j^  
industry from S2 10 to S2 30 per 
hour for 1976 The county w ill be 
required to pay at least S2 20 per 
hour

Packerland Packing Co of 
Texas Inc filed a general denial 
today in 31st District Court in 
answer to a suit filed earlier

Today was the d e f in e  for 
answering the suit Attorney 
General John H ill and his 
assistants had filed on Dec 2

In the answer today. David E 
H o l t .  P a m p a  a t to rn e y  
representing F^ackerland said 
the  defendant dentes each and 

eve ry .' a ll and singular the 
statem ents and allegations 
contained the in the plamtiff's 
anginal petition and demands 
strict proof thereof

Holt said that the defendant 
P a c k e r la n d  p ra y s  fo r  
ju d g e m e n t on its  special 
exceptions and further that upon 
final hearing hereof pla intiff be

denied injunctive relief prayed 
for and that plaintiff recover 
nothing from the defendant

The state has requested the 
31st D istnet Court here to fine 
Packerland from tSO to $1 000 
per day for each violation of the 
Texas Clean A ir Act

An o ffic ia l with the Texas Air 
Control Board said that a suit 
against Packerland involves 
"past violations and the odor 
problems

The offic ia l emphasized that 
"the decision to file the suit 
wasn t based on a sudden 
c irc u m s ta n c e , it was an 
accumulation of everything We 
are supposed to enforce the stale 
pollutian regulations and we did 
have num erous vio lations 
espeaally on running the plant 
without the scrubber

AUSTIN Tex tU P li-T e x a s  
legislators w ill kiok back on 1975 
as the year in which they might 
have achieved one of their 
greatest accompliahmmls — if 
voters had allowed il 

The lawmakers approved with 
surprisingly little  dissml the 
fust propowd revision of the 
s ta te  s w ordy. Reconstruc 
tJon Era constitituran m 99 years 
and optim istica lly mibmitted it 
to vo te rs  w ith  the goal of 
s tre a m lin in g  state govern 
meat and removing from the 
charter such antiquated irov i 
■ons as calling oU the nialitia to 
put down Indian igmsmgs 

Opponents of revisian raised 
th a r biggest objectKms over

provisions setting up annual 
legislative sessions creation of 
a special salary commission to 
set le g is la tive  pay. and a 
proposal allowing the legisla 
lu re  to convene in special 
sessions to override the gover 
nor s veto It was the critics 
contended a power grab by the 
legislators

U  Gov William P Hobby 
Speaker B ill Clayton. Attorney 
O n e ra l John H ill and most 
other statewide elected offida is 
o p e n l y  r  n do  r s e d  an d  
campaigned for the revision

At the last minute. Gov Doiph 
Bnscoe announced he opposed 
the  e n t ire  package.« and 
predicted its adoption would 
cause higher taxes and runaway 
slate <g>ending

Voters apparently shared 
Briscoe s concern, because they 
defeated a ll eight propositions 
on the ballot by margins of about 
two to one Only one county 
approved all eight propositions 
and fe w e r than a dozen 
approved even one 

The unsuccessful conatituUon 
ai revision effort was not the 
only unusual legislative event of 
1975. hovrever

In a special session m August, 
the H ou» hurriedly approved 10 
articles of impeachment agginst 
D istrict Judge 0  P (Carrillo of 
Benevides and sent the rase to 
the Senate for tr ia l 

It was the firs t time in 44 years 
a T e a s  Legislature had voted 
articleB of impeachment a p in s t 
a public o fftc i^

Briscoe convened the Senate 
in early  September to hear 
evidence in the case but 
senato 's met one day and 
adjourned In October, they met 
for two days then recessed In 
November, they met or» day 
and voted to adjourn urSil Jan 5

In the meantime. Cam llo has 
been convicted on federal tax 
charges and sentenced to five 
ye a rs  in  prison, is under 
investigstion by the Judicial 
Q u a lif ic a t io n s  Commission 
which has authority to perma­
nently remove him from ofTioe. 
and faces a suit by the Sute Bar 
A m c ia tio n  to revoke his lioenae 
to practice law

In its 140 day regular seasion 
■ 1 1975. the legislature managed 
to approve a record t l2  billion

state budget without raising 
taxes, created the state's first 
Public U tility  ('ommission to 
re g u la te  u t i l i ty  rates and 
operations in unincorporated 
a r e a s ,  a p p ro v e d  a b i l l  
regulating strip minaig. and 
adopted an interim  b ill revising 
the state s system of ftnancing 
public education. The school 
finance issue, conaidered the 
major b ill of the 1975 season, 
w ill apparently hold a Bm ils- 
(hsUnction when the lawmakers 
cn iv tne  again in 1977

State Bank Bad Idea
There is growing ta lk these 

days, when po litic ians are 
c a s tin g  abou t fo r "sound 
rmancial practices." of states 
going into the banking business 
Ralph Nader has gotten behind 
the idea , out in California. 
Governor Brown supports the| 
creation of such an institution It 
has to be taken seriously for the 
threat it poses to free enterprise, 
though its supporters piously 
claim no such threat exists at 
all

The prototype is the Bank of 
North Dakota, the nation's only 
state - owned bank which has 
been operating, reportedly at a 
comfortable profit, since 1919 In 
a recen t issue of I ’ arade 
magazine, sympathetic w riter 
D erek. N o rc ross  gave the 
socialistic bank a nice send up 
by reporting all the adulatory 
things its proponents say about 
it Only once — in an antecedent 
clause of a sentence toward the 
story's end — does Norcross 
bother to  mention the case 
against such banks He treats 
the opponents as mindless 
ephemera

But the credulity belongs to 
Norcross For a defense of the 
institution he merely reprints 
is ire ly  not judicious reportage) 
what appears to be a handout 
from New York State Assembly 
Speaker Stanley Stengut This 
concept is not an attack on free 
enterprise. " Stangut matter of 
- factly declares We are not 
in te rfe r in g  with the private 
banking business Readers are 
to take his word for that, just as 
Norcross uncritica lly does

In fa c t ,  the state bank 
in te rfe res grossly with the 
private market, by holding an 
unequal advantage over all 
other banks Norcross gushes 
abou t the  Bank of North 
Dakota's phenomenal profit, but 
neglects the obvious fact that 
the institution enjoys exclusive 
access to the state's tax monies 
Of course you can show a 
"pro fit" if  you hold the tax 

collector s tool to the heads of 
all the state s citizens The other 
banks m ust com pete for 
deposits

Examine some of the high 
minded claims Speaker Steingut 
makes for the concept of state 
banks The banks would, 
t h e o r e t i c a l l y ,  save the 
m u n i c i p a l  bond m a rke t

Actually, they would postpone 
c o l la p s e  of the  m a rk e t, 
allocating as they do dollars for 
political boondoggles

A state bank would reverse, 
the strip  m ining' pattern of 
removing money from one area 
fo r  m a x im u m  investm ent 
elsewhere " In other words, it 
would allocate funds according 
to  p o l i t i c a l  p r i o r i t i e s ,  
c o n fis c a tin g  m oney from  
segments not in political favor 
and giving to areas acceptable 
to the powers that be

Norcross goes on to argue that 
in the private banking system

some areas and businesses 
have to  lose out in the 
competition for lim ited funds 
Where has this w riter been 
during a ll the years of the 
federal anti poverty program’’ 
Surely he knows by now that 
some areas and businesses lose 
out in competition just as much, 
probably more, when political 
bureaucrats are administering 
the funds

Ah. but here's the caveat 
Norcross writes that losers lose, 
in a private market, because 
they're competing for "lim ited  
funds ' The im p lica tion  is 
obvious In a socialistic banking 
.system the funds are unlimited 
— u n lim ite d  because the 
legislature can always coerce 
the taxpayers to fork over more 
w h e n e v e r a red lined  
c o m m u n i t y  needs to be
"saved." whenever a towns 

bonds need to be purchased, and 
so on The essence of a state 
banking system is limitless 
coercion, though its proponents 
won t tell you that

The idea is badly unsound 
Those who push i t .  like 
N o r c r o s s .  need to learn 
kindergarten economics For 
that matter, so do Nader and 
Brown and Steuigut A private 
m a r k e t ,  knowing e ffic ien t 
allocation when it sees efficient 
a l loca t ion  would probably 
provide such instruction for the 
lat ter three f i rst ,  however 
Maybe F’ arade could send 
Norcross to school ’’

What the banking industry 
needs, is not state owned banks 
(communism),  but. rather, 
f r e e d o m  f r o m  a l l  the 
b u r e a u c r a t i c  regu la t i ons  
(fascism) with which it is now 
plagued

Missing The Boat
The U.S Office of Fklucation 

released results of a survey that 
pointed a rather indicting finger 
at the educational process in this 
country

There are. the report said. 23 
m i l l i o n  a d u l t s  who are 
fu n c tio n a lly  i l l i t erate That 
means there are that many 
people who can t effectively 
read help wanted ads signs 
along the highway or make the 
most economical pirchases

That means that one of five 
adult Americans is incompetent 
or functions with d ifficulty The 
report said that the functionally 
incompetent are likely to be 
older, indereducated. uaskilled 
and perhaps unemployed and 
living in poverty

'This survey tested adults — 
not high school kids of today 
'Those who were tested came 
along when schools presumably 
were challenging .students more 
than a good many students are 
being challenged today The

most recent Scholastic Aptitude 
Tests (SAT) indicate that there 
has been a significant drop 118 
points) in test scores from last 
year and a continuing drop (94i 
points over the past 13 years

There are all kinds of reasoas 
why SAT scores continue to 
drop Television watching, poor 
teaching, deemphasis of SAT by 
colleges and a larger number of 
students taking SAT scores to 
drop seemed to be hitting close 
to home when they said

Teachers are try in g  new 
techniques not sticlong to the 
basics — the reading writing 
and arithm etic There definitely 
should be more of that Th»' 
(teachers) are not preparing us 
the way they should be down in 
e lementary  and junior high 
school They spend time on non 
essentials and not enough time 
of essentials Another said that 
students simply are not reading 
enough these days

attention to the outlook of the 
voters and taxpayers, they w ill 
drastically curta il government' 
spending at home and abroad.

U.S. News and World Report* 
well summed up the situation 

'w h e n  i t  re p o rte d  th a t
“A m erican voters, c lea rly  

repelled by the spectable of New 
York C ity broke and begging, 
rejected just about every tax 
and spending proposition put 
before them on Nov 4."

The voters turned down about 
|6 billion in debt financing 
Given an opportunity, they 
s ire ly  would turn thumbs down 
on numerous federal programs 
M a n y  p e o p l e  i n  t h e  
administration and in Congress, 
however, fail to understand the 
extent of public opposition to 
d o m e s t i c  a n d  f o r e i g n  
giveaways

Certainly, the public is in a 
frame of mind to approve a 
drastic cut in funding for the 
United Nations organization, if 
not a complete pullout from that

which would cost U S taxpayers 
a great deal of money

V o t e r s  w h o  r e c e n t l y  
disapproved spending for new 
s c h o o l s ,  h i g h w a y s  and 
waterworks aren't likely to 
favor massive capital transfers 
to backward lands in the 
southern hemisphere

More recently. Dr Kissinger 
has asked Congress to provide 
more than $3 billion in m ilita ry 
aid and economic assistance for 
b itterly opposed nations in the 
Middle East This huge package 
of gifts is supposed to buy peace 
in that region

D r K i s s i n g e r  doesn' t  
un de rs ta nd  tha t  a stable 
in te rna tiona l order cant  be 
bought with finds provided by 
A m e r i c a ' s  taxpayers The 
United States has gone that 
route for 30 years The result has 
been continuing warfare

Clearly, the time has come to 
call a halt for U S loans for 
missiles, jet fighters, tanks and 
other armaments At the same 
time. I t  should be realized that it 
is  a b s u r e d  to  p r o v i d e  
underdeveloped nations with 
nuclear reactors for research 
purposes

After three decades of foreign 
and m ilita ry  aid conducted on a 
c o l o s s a l  scale,  there is 
widespread sentiment in the 
U n i t e d  S t a t e s  a g a i n s t  
attempting to buy friends or 
purchase peace T^is approach 
is a failure Moreover if any 
funds are available for weapons, 
they should be spent on the 
seriously deter iorated U S 
armed forces

The United Slates has recently

Washington Also In Trouble

WASHINGTON. Dec 29 -  
Move over. New York City — 
you've got high - flown company 
in flagrant fiscal disarray

The nation's capital is not only 
as insolvent as the Big Apple, 
but can even show it a few 
tricks.

Its books are so chaotic, they 
can't even be audited.

A thorough study of the 
D is t r i c t ' s  grossly muddled 
financial management system 
w ill cost at least $1 5 million and 
take several years That's the 
frank opinion of U S Comptroller 
General E lm er Staats

N o tw iths tand ing  this, the 
D istric t was given the green 
light to float a ISO million bond 
issue fo r adm itted  de fic it 
financing

With a budget of upwards of $I 
billion, of which the federal 
government puts up some $200 
m illio n , th is  year s de fic it 
exceeds $43 m illion, and is 
conse rva tive ly  estimated to 
soar to more than $100 million 
next year

Authority to engage in this 
financing is the handiwork of the 
lib e ra l dom inated House 
D istric t Qimmittee. headed by 
Rep Charles Diggs. D.-Mich . 
only b lack cha irm an of a 
congressional committee

The Committee pulled this off 
by. in effect, overriding an 80 to 
- 3 Senate vote disapproving the 
bond issue and ordering an audit 
of the c ity  's books

Through a technicality in the 
law giving the District home

rulé, a veto by both chambers is 
required to reject a municipal 
proposal Diggs's committee 
blocked that by pigeonholing the 
S e n a t e ' s  o v e r w h e l m i n g  
turndown and thus preventing 
the fu ll House from voting on it.

More ot Same
Other tricks the D istrict of 

Columbia can show the Big 
Apple when it comes to fiscal 
free - wheel ing include:

— Ten - fold increase in its 
debt since 1965 — from $101 
m illion to more than $1 billion, 
with the strong likelihood it w ill 
again double to $2 1 billion by 
1961. Washington now is second 
only to New York City in per 
capita debt

— An unfunded pension 
system in excess of $1 billion 
Some 36 per cent of the city's 
employes (13.000) arc covered 
by the most liberal pension 
plans in the country

— The D istrict's municipal 
p a y ro ll per cap ita  is $957. 
compared w ith New York's $845 
Estimated D C. fiscal gap in 
1980 is $509 million, which would 
require a 64 per cent increase in 
revenues — taxes or federal 
funds .  Says Sen Dewey 
Bartlett. R -Okla . member of 
the Senate D C Committee. 
"The amounts of money all this 

entails are mind - boggling "
— The population of the

With New York State and Rhode

Step Toward Facisnjt

is rea lly saying is this :
"We have the right to break 

the law because we are free men 
and w om ea"

N o te  th e  ra d ia n t and 
coruscating logic being used 
here. Let's extend it  to other 
classificationB of lawbreakers: 

"We have the right to rob 
banks and kidnap people 
because we are free men and 
women.'' — The Symbionese

“ We have the right to gu i 
d o w n  r e a c t i o n a r y  
Establishment pigs because we 
are free men and women." —

“ We have the right to use 
machine guns on cops because 
I'm  a free man and she's p free 
w om an."—Bonnie and 

Let me get explicit and zero in 
on one Richard Batchelder., 
FEA president, who warned last 
October that teacher strikes 
might well occur the next time .

The fact that you're a "free 
m an," Richard, does not confer 
upon you or upon any of the rest 
of us “ free" citizens the right to 
break the law.

k. His prince moves and speaks at the 
gallop.

Finney portrays an energetic, brown- 
bearded Hamlet who doesn't have a drop of 
poetry in him. The role is played from First 
to last in a single key. the famous speeches 
rra e d  in a scarcely varied monotone.

T liis can have unexpected dividends 
when overfam iliar lines race past before 
you see them  coming. Many of the 
soliloquiea make new sense.

Theater: Hamlet, London, New York
But Finney 's performance, like the whole 

of D irector PeUr Hall's spsre production,! 
is part of an icy p ire  intellectual concept— 
th a t o f s a c rific in g  e ve ry th in g  to 
Shakespeare’s words.

Not a syllable of the Second Quarto text is 
cut. The single sot is a simple gray wall 
with a classic gateway. There are no tricks, 
no distractions, no visible "interpretation”  
in this wholly straghtforward preseikatioa

Some 'c r itiic s  went into m odified 
raptures. But the m ajority found it a puzzle 
to know what Finney and Hall are trying to 
do. an irrita tion  to have the play Inirled at 
them w ith such relentless directness—and 
found four hours of Shakespeare unadorned 
a bit of a tria l.

Yet even standing room tickets fo r the 
Old Vic are hard to  come by.

Not only does this "Ham let”  feature the 
36-year-old actor some think w ill dominate 
the English stage in the future as Laurence

Obvier has dominated it in the past The 
other talent involved is prodigious

Star names like Angela Lansbury and 
Simon Ward among a-stage-januning 43 
performers. Music by top-rated English 
m odernist Harrison Birtw istle. Lavish 
costumes which 1^ Hall paint stage 
pictures worthy of, and looking much like, 
Rembrandt.

O verall, however, th is "H a m le t" is a 
dash of contradictions — a crystal-clear 
puzzle, distinguished and unsuccessful, a 
production which is both noble and a bore.

UPI Lively Arts Editor denne Currie 
reports on the Waterston Hamlet, which 
opened Dec. 17 in the New York 
Sluüiespeare Festival's season of classics 
at the Vivian Beaumont Theater in Lincoln 
Center:

Too Much Iron Possible?

Q. Can you te ll me what torula 
yeast is and whether it is 
n u tr it io n a lly  supe rio r to  
brew er'syeat?

A. At the present time, there 
are three types of food yeast 
p ro du ced  c o m m e rc ia lly : 
brewer's yeast, which is grown 
on w aste from  the beer 
industry; baker's yea t. which 
is grown on molaaaes; and 
torula yeast, which is grown <ai 
sugar recovered from wood 
during the nwnufactire of wood 
ptdp^lu looe.

T o ru la  yeast was firs t 
produced in large amounts in 
Germany before the end of 
World Ww I. And during World 
War II, the Germane used about 
16.006 tons of It annually a  a 
supplement in human fo

Recently, 
torula, have b m  receiving a 
p e a t deal of attenlian a  a 
potential source of protein tha f 
might erne the world's food 
A tortaga since they can be 
grown quickly, inexpensively 
and often on materials that 
might otherwiM go to waste.

But we're going to have to 
know a lot more than we do now 
before we re ly on yeast a  an 
alternate source of protein. For 
eam ple. lathereadifforencein 
n u trie n t levels o f v a rio a  
specia? And what is the total 
a u tr ltio n a l consequence of 
combhiing yaats w ith o tha  
foods, particularly oaraals?

A recent review of available 
scientiFic literature concluded 
that dried torula yeast contains 
more protein than other food 
yeast does and tha t the 
comm ercial product* contains 
higher levels of B - com pla 
vitamins.

But the differenca are quite 
sm all. To otherwise well - 
nourished individuals who like 
to take a daily supplement of 
yeast, i t  doesn't matter much 
what kind you use. although live 
ye as t  p re p a ra tio n s  m ay 
consume as much of certain 
vitam ins as they produce.

Q. Is it posaihle to take in too 
much iron?

A. Ye$, it  is possible to build 
up excess amounts of iron, but 
not ordinary dietary means. The 
reason is that the body has a 
very efficient mechanism for 
controlling the absorption of 
i r o n .  U n d e r  n o r m a l  
circumstances, very little  iron

ily  intake -  is required to 

'm eet the day's losses. When the 
need increases, for eaample. 
fo llow ing blood loas from a 
wound, the internal mechanism 
works to kicreaae the efficiency 
of aboorptkm and replace the 
iron that has been loA .

It has been found among some 
alcoholics, too. TTiis apparently 
occurs because the iron contait, 
particularly of some wines, is 
quite high and alcohol may 
increase the efficiency of iron 
absorption and harm defense 
mechanisms in theTiver.

F inall wiron overload hap been 
reported in individuals who have 
taken medicinal iron qver a long 
period of tim e when they didn't 
need it. For this reason, never 
decide for yourself to take an 
iron supplement, particularly 

, those supplements that exceed 
the Recommended D ietary 
Allowance.

The toaster pastries are 
fo r t i f ie d  to contain more 
v ia tm in  A than the je lly  
sandwich, and one brand even 
supplies via tm n C. But we do 
not normally count on a je lly  
sandwich to supply very much 
vitam in A and certainly would 
never think of it f v  vitamin C.

Toaster pastries, then, are 
just one more highly refined 
fabricated food. They generally 
cost more than a je lly  sandwich 
doea — although just how much 
more w ill depend ignn whether 
you buy the store brand or a 
nationally advertised brand.

As an occasional snack treat 
or possibly as a convencnce 
food for a camping trip , they 
may be a ll right. But for regular 
breidtfast fare, a bowl of whole 
grain cereal w ith m ilk and some 
fresh fru it or juice is by far the 
better choice.

Bééf Promotion Program

WASHINGTON (U P li -  CM- . 
tie  industry lenders who want to 
rev ive  a proposed farm er- 
financed beef promoticn pro- 
p a m  are hoping the influential 
American Farm Bureau Feder- 
Mion w ill have a change of heart 
on the issue M its annual 
convention in St Louis nest 
week.

The stakes are high.
If  cattlemen can win congres­

sional approval o  ̂a controver­
s ia l  b i l l  au thor iz ing  the 
program, they believe they can 
raise $30 to miHion a year in 
fa rm e r  contr ibu t ions for 
prom otion, advertis ing, re­
search and consumer educa­
tion. a ll aimed at developing 
growing markets for beef

Under the pending b ill, cattle 
producers would be authonaed 
to vote in a referendum on 
whether to approve a checkoff 
system to finance the promo­
tion program If the dwekoff 
wins approval in the farmer 
referendum, cattlemen would 
pay three-tenths of one per cent 
of the value of each animal they 
sold — but w ith the legal right to 
a refund if they object to the 
deduction

Approval of the legislation 
seemed probable until Dec IS 
when the House surprised 
industry leaders by voting 307- 
111 to ship the beef b ill back to a 
Senate-House conference 
commKtee

The House vote followed a 
strong last-ditch attac|i on the 
measure by consumer and labor

groups and the N ational 
Farm ers Union and by the 
American Farm Bureau Feder- 
Mion.

Cattle im kutry leaders, look­
ing fo r a way to revise the b ill in 
the Senate-House conference 
committee under terms that 
would a llow  the House to 
reverse its  negative vote, say 
they've decided there's little  to 
be g a ined  by t r y in g  to 
comprom ise with the labor- 
consumer a lliance and the 
National Farmers Union.

The Farmers Union opposes 
the plan in p rincip le , and 
consumer groups have demand­
ed th a t  i f  i t 's  approved, 
consumers should be given a 
strong voice in operation of the 
promotion program.

But the Farm Bireau. cattle 
industry spokesmen said, has 
objected to the b ill only because 
o f p roposed  regulations 
covering the referendum which 
would be held among cattle 
producers i f  the measure 
becomes law As c irren tly  
written, the biU would allow 
farmers to vole without prere­
gistration and would weight the 
balloting by the number of cattle

owned by each voter.
Farm Bureau officials said 

they want a provision for 
advance registration and want 
the balloting done on a dne- 
maa one-vole basis — with no 
extra voting power for big 
operators who'control large 
numbers of cattle

A cattle industry official said 
industry representatives hope to 
persuade the Farm - Bureau's 
annual convention, which be­
gins next Monday, to back off 
the demand for one-man, one- 
vote ba llo ting , a procedure 
industry leaders fear might 
make it hard to get a favorable 
vote in the referendum. :If that is 
done, cattle leaders hope a 
compromise can be worked out 
on other voting terms to clear 
the way for a new effort to pass 
the promotion bill.

A Farm Bureau source, 
however, pointed out that the 
group's resolutions committee 
voted heavily last week in favor 
o f recommending that the 
convention re-endorse the one- 
man. one-vote principle The 
source said he saw little 
prospect that the convention 
woulfl reverse the stand

Senator Hart To Retire

bordering on dismay

"'There are times when I'm  so 
discouraged."  said Jane Hart, a 
mother of eight. ‘That I wonder 
whether it makes the slightest 
difference at a ll who is president 
or who is governor or who is 
mayor or anything at a ll"

Her w illinpiess to take sides 
violated the typical Washington 
pattern which produces the 
smiling politician's wife. Mrs 
Hart once was arrested for her 
role in an antiwar demonstra­
tion.

"Sure, on a day-by-day basis. 
I'm  discouraged," said Hart, a 
liberal Democrat “If I were 
more absolutely certain that I 
was right on a ll the positions I 
lake. I would be dismayed at the 
slowness with which people 
respond to my ideas '

H ar t.  63. is undergoing 
treatment for cancer and w ill 
retire from the Senate in 1976

when his th ird  term ends. He 
and his wife were interviewed 
Sunday on NBC-TV's “Meet the 
Press. ■■

Hart, only member of the 
Senate who wears a beard, said 
he t r ies  to moderate his 
pessimism by taking the long 
view.-

He said that after 6.000 years 
of reading, much of mankind is 
s till illite ra te , “so when you get 
up in the morning and feel 
depressed, th ink lo f i  the 
timeclock of civilization and 
understand that we're s till in 
evolution and hope we'll stag­

ger through
“I think that it's correct to say 

that the optimism which we 
brought in 1958 that whatever 
the problem was we could get a 
handle on it — we don't have 
that kind of optimism anymo­
re ." Hart said

The senator, reflecting on the 
mood of that time — the feeling 
government could solve mart 
problems — said it may have 
marked a peak for liberalism 
He added, however, that "I'm  
sure there w ill be a day 
sometime when liberalism is in 
fu lle r bloom than in 1958."

100,000 Americans Hire 
As Mercenary Soldiers

SAN DIEGO (UPII -  Some 
100.000 Americans, mostly vet­
erans blooded in Vietnam, have 
been hired as “mercenary 
soldiers" for fo re i^ i nations and 
c o r p o r a t i o n s .  — or  
“param ilitary groups" in the 

United States — the San Diego 
Evening T ribu ie  reported F ri­
day.

The San Diego area is a 
leading center of the merce­
nary-recruit ing industry be­
cause of the many m ilitary 
installations in the area, the 
newspaper said

With the end of the wars in 
Southeast Asia, there is a pool of 
jobless but combat-hardened 
U.S. m ilita ry men and special­
ists in skills such as demolition, 
intelligence, guerilla warfare, 
weapons handling aixl main­
tenance. troop training and 
.underwater warfare.

They are being recruited to 
work as security specialists for 
international corporations and

by governments to help fight 
wars around the world includ­
ing Angola. Israel. Rhodesia and 
Latin America, the report said.

Some have been hired by 
"param ilitary groups' within 
the United Slates, the Tribune 
said.

The newspaper identified El 
Kamas Enterprises, of Ana­
heim. Calif., as a firm  active in 
recruiting mercenaries for fo- 
re ip i clients It quoted one of the 
firm 's officers. James A. Scott, 
as saying "Most of our contacts 
for “meres' have been made in 
an undergYowd manner We've 
o ily  just begun to advertise 
pub licly."

Scott, who identified himself 
as a veteran of the U.S. Army's 
Special Forces, said the firm  
took the name "EL|. Kamas." 
from the code name of an 
American group that operated 
in Indochina.

"San Diego is a very viable 
area for us." Scott said "For

every one man we get from the 
San Francisco area, we get five 
from San Diego "

San Diego is near the Camp 
Pendleton Marine Corps base 
and a number of Navy bases, 
including the underwater demo­
lition school It has become a 
favored home location for 
retired m ilita ry  personnel

“ We work through private 
contractors and through confi­
dential arrangements with em­
bassies." Scott said

The newspaper quoted sever­
al men it said were seeking jobs 
w ith  foreign governments, 
including one who applied to go 
to Israel because " I  want to k ill 
Arabs."

A m ilita ry  man whose career 
was ended by Pentagon cut­
backs said "Combat is a ll I know 
— I need a job "  Another, 
described as a black former 
officer, wanted to  join the war in 
Angola "to  do something for my^ 
brothers."
