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LULING, La (AP) — A giant 
floating crane today righted the 
Miaaisaippi River ferry that 
capsized after a collision that 
left up to 82 river com nalers 
dead, but the ferry remained 
partially submerged

Efforts continued to bring the 
ferry to the surface even as di­
vers stood by on the the shore 
to resume to search for bodies 

Sheriff's officers said 22 bod­
ies were recovered in the hours

Crane tries to retrieve ferry, bodies
after the collision, many of 
them still trapped in cars that 
were aboard the ferry

The bodies ni many of the 
nussing were believed trapped 
in the ferry or sunk in the 10 
feet of mud on the river bot­
tom. officials said

Laboring through the night, 
workmen on the floating crane 
attached lines to the 120-by-S^ 
foot ferry, which had settled 
upside down with its rusted hull

protruding after it was rammed 
by the 6M-foot Norwegian tank­
er FYosta.

Eighteen persons survived 
the collision, but it was in- 
known exactly how many were 
on the George Prince ferry 
when it was hit broadside just 
before dawn Weibiesday

Many of the dead were facto­
ry woiiiers en route to jobs on 
the west bank from Destrahan 
and other east-bank towns

about 20 miles upriver from 
New Orleans

Some passengers were on 
foot, but others had remained 
in their cars with windows 
rolled up to keep out the cold

The impact of the collision 
dumped cars and screaming 
passengers into the cold, swift 
water, which reached depths of 
80 feet

Divers searching for survi­
vors on Wednesday reported 
hearing tapping from the hull.

but found only bodies bumping 
around.

No one was injtred aboard 
the Frosta, which was empty 
and was heading to Baton 
Rouge to take on cargo The 
freighter remained anchored a 
mile and a half upstream while 
the Coast Guard launched an 
investigation of the accident 
The cause of the collision was 
undertermined.

Sheriff John St. Amant esti­

mated from reports of missuig 
persona from factories and 
homes in the area that 96 pas­
sengers were on the ferry. But 
he said later that the total 
probably exceeded 100 

"W e don't have any idea." 
said Deputy Sheriff Wallace 
Frilouz o f St. Charles Pariah. 
“ There were 30 to 3S autos 
aboard, with from one to fow  
or Five people per car. And we 
don't know how many foot pas­
sengers were aboard."

"We saw the ship moving up 
the river, and the ship blowed 
tts whistle for the ferry four or 
Five times, but the ferry jiat 
kept going." said Jerry Mayo, 
a worker on a stater ferry that 
rescued many of the survivors.

A Coast Guard ofFidal said 
that unless there are special 
circumstances, a small boat 
such as a ferry usually is ex­
pected to yield right-of-way to a 
larger vessel.

Novelist Bellow 
awarded Nobel

STOCKHOLM. Sweden (APl 
— Novelist Saul Bellow was 
awarded the Nobel Prize in Lit- 
eratire today in an unprece­
dented sweep by Americans of 
all five Nobel prizes this year 

The 61-year-old Bellow, bom 
in Canada of Russian Jewish 
parents and reared in Chicago, 
was c||ed "for the human un­
derstanding and subtle analysis 
of contemporary culture that 
are combined in his work

Bellow is the seventh Ameri­
can winner of the literature 
prize and the Fuat since John 
Steinbeck in 1162 

Among his books are "Hum­
boldt's G ift." "H erzog." "Mr. 
Sammler's Planet." and “ Hen­
derson the Rain King "

D iring the past two weeha 
Americans won the 1976 Nobel 
Prizes in economics, physics, 
chemistry and medicine 

Other American winners of 
the literature prize have been 
Sinclair Lewis in 1939. Eugene 
O'Neill in 1936. Pearl Buck in 
1939. William Faulkner in 1949 
and Ernest Hemingway in 1954. 

Bellow's nine major work*

deal with mixed up. scarred 
and scared people who in se­
vere crises of identity and faith 
strive to find a meaning to Itfe 
and death

Bellow has been a faculty 
member in the University of 
Chicago's English Department 
since 1962 and was chairman of 
the university's prestigious 
Committee on Social Thought 
from 1970 to 1976.

He has been married four 
times and has three sons

Though admittedly tempted, 
from time to time to join the' 
more visible literary world of 
New York. Beltow has re­
mained a Chicagoan, spending 
moat of his life in the Hyde 
Park neighborhood surrounding 
the university.

Bellow has often expressed 
an amused ambivalenoe toward 
Chicago, which he character­
izes in the opening lines of 
"Hie Adventures of Augie 

M arch" as "that grim city ." 
He occasionally damns Chicago 
for its crassness, m d  then 
tirns around to praise it as 
being one American city worth 
living in.

Ford ads misleading 
according to Carter

Speaking with r e p o i^ s  dur­
ing an in^>^ian  of his peanut 
warehouse in Plains. Ga.. the 
Democratic presidential candi­
date complained that the ad 
tries To insinuate that I'm a 
special case and have low mor­
als simply becK oe I granted 

' an interview with P layboy" 
The advertisement has been 

placed in 350 newspapers in 22 
stales, according to the Presi­
dent Ford committee, which de­
veloped it. The commiUee 
irges people to read both 
magazines as one way o f decid­
ing which candidate to vole for.

T V  Playboy cover shows a 
woman with her shirt unbut­
toned and a headline referring 
to the interview: "Now, the
Real Jimmy Carter."

Ford said Wednesday he had 
read a transcript of the inter­
view but not the magazine He 
a i d  he declined to be inter­
viewed by Playboy because "I 
donT think a president of the 
United States ought to be inter­
viewed in a magazine that has 
mat form at."

Carter ciaimed the deciskm 
to place the ad was made by 
Fbrd Mmself. but added that he

doesn't think it will help Ford's 
campaign for election. "I  think 
Mr. Ford knows that Playboy 
has interviewed many people: 
his own secretary of the Treas- 
iry , Mr. (Williami Simon; Wal­
ter Cronkite; William Buckley. 
Albert Schweitzer; Arnold Toy­
nbee, 1 California 1 Gov. J e r^  
Brown, and dozens of others in 
addition to m yself"

Carter's interview has be­
come a campai0 i issue because 
of his expressed views on sex 
and morality Carter said he 
has lusted after a lot of women 
and committed adultery in his 
heart, but believes that God 
forgives him for it.

In another devdopm cft. Rep. 
John Conyers. D-Mich.. called 
on Ford to make public all 
tapes o f conversations between 
himself and former President 
Nixon. Conyers said Ford 
should prove he didnT lie at his 
vice presidential oonfirmation 
hearings about his role In try­
ing to thwaT an early kivesti- 
gition of Watergate.

Conyers told a newt confer­
ence Ford has-been , deliber- 
alely misleading the public in 
saying that two committees of 
C o n g r e s s  thoroughly in- 

• vesti^ ted  the s u b i^  a  wheth­
er Ford acted on his own or at 
White House behest.

Carter and FVird were headed 
for the same political dinner in 
New York tonight, but it was 
not expected that they would 
encounter each other.

?  Law, Judges and Conscience
There seems to be no limit to 

the instances of public office 
holders seeking to do good for 
people who. in the process, 
cause harm. The source for 
today's report is the treatment 
by th e  co u r ts  o f  private 
contracts, and is based on an 
a r t ic le  by Law Professor 
R i c h a r d  ^ a t e l n  o f  th e  
University o f Q iic a n  appearing 
in a recent issue o f  the Journal 
of Law and Economics.

Little is m ore important to the 
operation of a private enterprise 
s ^ e m  than the eitforcement of 
con tra cts . Our markets of 
exchange would be chaotic if 
people could not protect their * 
own expectations and other 
peop le 's  obligations, ü w rls  
serve as the public agency that 
is entrusted with enforcing 
p r i v a t e  a g r e e m e n t s  in 
accordance with U n r  terms.

There are occasions, however, 
when commitments shoold not 
be en forced , such as those 
procired by frax l, duress and 
undue influence, and the coixis 
have trad itionally  rejected 
carrying out contracts executed 
under these conditions. Qxirts 
will also not enforce contracts 
whose objectives are illegal, for 
exam ple, bribery of public 
oflidals or killing people. There 
is s im ila r  con cern  about 
contracts made by infants or the 
insane.

Sometimes when they are 
sued, parties to a contract will a  
protest its legality  on the 
grounds that it contains harsh, 
u n co n s c io n a b le  or  unjust 
provisions. Courts in earlier 
days took the view that the 
reasonableness of the t^ m s of a 
private agreem ent was the 
business of the parties to it and 
no one elae's. and that included 
judges. Perhaps the coirt. could 
elp interpret Uk  meaning of the 
provisiohs. but once M s was 
a c c o m p l i s h ,  there was no 
firther reuion for a judge to 
impose upon the parties Ms own 
views about their rights and 
duties.

Professor Epstein writes that 
this traditional view of the law of 
contracts has been in general 
retreat in recent years;

"The total ‘hands o f f  policy 
with respect to ecanánical 
matters is regarded as incorrect 
in mort political discussians 
almost as a matter of course ... 
Instead, the opposite poiit of

view  is  increasingly urged; 
ntarket solutions — t h w  which 
presuppose a regime of freedom 
of contract — are sire  to be 
in a d e q u a te , and the only 
q u e s t io n  w orth  deb atin g  
concerns the appropriate form 
o f pu blic  intervention. That 
attitude has, moreover, warked 
its way las thooe M ngs usually 
happeni into the f a b ^  of the 
legal system, for today nure 
than ever, courts are willing to 
set aside the provisions of 
private agreements.”

Epstein says that one of the 
major conceptual tods used by 
courts " i n  their assault on 
private agreements'* has been 
t h e  d o c t r i n e  o f  
unconsdonability, under which 
courts strike down contracts on 
the ground they are repupuunt 
to tne conscience. Epstein 
rejects this approach. Oourts, he 
asserts, should not act as roving 
commissions to set aside those 
agreements whose sidistantive 
term they find objectionable. He 
would still fa w r  use of the 
unconackxiability doctrine but 
only in every limited way to 
facilitete the settii« aside of 
agreements that were entered 
into as a result o f duress, fraud 
or one o f the other classical 
defenses.

Epstein shows that the current 
p o l ic y  is  often  counter - 
productive and cities as one 
illustration the setting aside of 
certain contracts assisted to 
finance companies ... Mapy 
times when goods are purchased 
on an installment contract, the 
original seller k Us his rights 
under the contract, usually at a 
discoimt to a finance company, 
which is then entitled to cdlert 
the payments as they com e due 
from the buyer.

In order to insulate Hself from 
the disputes between the buyer 
and the seller of the goods, the 
company often inMsts that the 
original contract of sale include 
a term for its benefits which 
requires the bujrer to continue to 
pay Ms installments to it even if 
the goods are defective.

Epstein feels it is unwise to 
elim inate these clauses as 
u nconscionable . The result 
would not be a free lunch. The 
finance company will acquire 
sifiificsa tly  added burdens in 
beoim ing involved in the details' 
of the agreement, and will either 
refuse to  engage in ' these 
transactions or will do so for a 
fee. both of which will add to the 
coat of financing.

TMs added coat will in time be 
reflected in the market and the 
vast majority of bqyers will pay 
nmre to safeguard the minority. 
If bu y ers  want protection 
against having to pay a price 
where there is a defect in the 
goods, then they should deal 
only with sellers who do not 
discount their products and 
many major companies do not. 
CkxiMimcr g ro iq » could provide 
such information for buyers.

To those who will say that M s  
system is not the preferable one. 
Epstein replies that M s  is not 
thie question that the courts 
M xild  decide. So long as both 
methods have their uses and 
ben efits, judges should not 
determine iM d i  is better. Iheir 
d e f i n i t i o n  o f  th e  w o rd  
unconacionability is no better 
than anyone else's.

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Dole an inspiration 
for the handicapped

With the Dole Campaign 

(NEA) — It was only a brief 
m om en t in Robert D ole’s 
exhausting bid for the vice 
presidency. But it was nice. The 
candidate was in Newark. N.J., 
riding in a parade when some 
men in the street hoialed a large 
poster dra w i^  of a twMIed hand 
which contained M s  crude but 
tender inscription:

"A  fow-letter word for Bob 
Dole is G uts!"

It may have been the most 
nonpartisan tribute o f  this 
MscHon season. Each of the 
p r fn c T p a P  c a h d id it e s  has 
a d m ir a b le  Q ualities, for  
example each o f them isa  small 
- town American with quite 
hum ble beginnings, but the 
junior senator from Kansas is 
also something of a spiritual 
ii^ ira tk si. He is a handkapped 
citiaen. crippled if you will, and 
on e d o e s  not have to be 
Republican to appreciate his 
courage.

The story of his disability is by 
now familiar to those who hove 
fo l lo w e d  the news o f the 
hustings. When he was 21. and a 
World War II infantryman in 
Italy, Dole, led a charge against 
an angiy German madiine - gun 
em placem ent. So doing, he 
received shell fragmeiEs in the 
shoulder and several cracked 
vertebrae. HespentSInxxilhBin 
repair, much of it wrapped in a 
cast from neck to trunk.

His right arm is now only 
slightly withered, but virtually 
useless. He can use the elbow as 
a paperweight, and the curled 
hand to  hold light objects. 
Otherwise, he has one arm, and 
therefore must spend 90 minutes 
to an hour getting dressed, must 
ask for assistance in some o f his 
d in in g  h a b its , and m ust 
endlessly  guard against the 
exuberant voter who tries to 
grab Mm for a a  well - meaning 
but painful handshake.

Three decades after receiving 
Ms wounds. Dole still suffers 
from pain. Not terriMy, he says, 
but occasionally. He thinks it*sa 
matter o f  improper circulatioa 
For instance he feels cold 
weather more than he'd like. 
Aides say he must sometimes '  
take mild painkillers.

So M s  is why Bob Dole is 
inspirational.

On other subjects, Ford 
scoffed at Carter's claim that

raised the level o f political dis­
cussion in the campai0 ).

As for. Carter, Ford said the 
Democratic nominee "does wa­
ver, wander, wiggle and 
waffle" about issues.

Carter, who was studying for 
the Friday debate, did not lis­
ten to the Ford news confer­
ence on the radio and had no 
respionae to Ford 's crittdsns.

On the Arab boycott. Ford 
said Carter is naive for .sug­
gesting he can halt the boycott 
and he asserted that his admin­
istration is the only one "since

aything in the executive branch 
of the government."

In Seattle, Mondale said 
Ford's refusal to reprimand 
Brown for his ixiflattering com­
ments about U S. allies, in­
cluding Israel, "confiim s the 
lack of leadership by the Presi­
dent."

He compared Ford's handling

Cease-fire shaky
Gen. Brown weathered 
Johnson’s wrath, too

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Gen 
G e o r^  S. Brown survived the 
towering anger of Presidenl 
Lyndon B. Johnson eight years 
ago and it appears he will ride 
out his latest crisis as well and 
remain the top U.S military 
man.

President Ford told a news 
conference Wednesday that "1 
expect him to stay." des^te 
what Ford called "one or two 
ill-advised statements" by 
Brown, chairman of the Joint 
Chiefs of Staff 

Ford referred to Brown's 
recently publiriied remark in 
an interview that Israel is a 
military burden to the United 
SUtes and apparently to 
Brown's 1974 suggestion that 
American Jews exert unthie in­
fluence on U.S policy.

The President repnmanded 
Brown after the g e n e ' s  1974 
remarks became public, but re­
nominated him earlier this year 
for another two-year term as 
the nation's top military offi- 
cer _

Ford noted at his news con­
ference that the Senate had 
confirmed Brown's extension in 
office and he praised Brown's 
"superb military record" over 
3S years

Ford said Brown's comments 
about U.S. support for Israel 

were impudent, were ill-ad­
v ise d "  In the official tranacript 
of the news conference, the 
White House p ii the word "im ­
prudent" ui parentheses next to 
"im pu den t"

The President said that dur- 
uig the 1973 Mideast war. U.S. 
military supplies were drained 
because of the aid going to Is­

rael. "We have virtually made 
up that drawdown, but for a pe­
riod of time one could say that 
the immediate needs of Israel 
in a crisis were a burden to the 
United States "

Ford continued that, as a re­
sult of U.S assistance, Israel is 
stronger militarily than it was 
in 1973 "so  today Israel is not a 
burden militarily to the United 
States."

Despite Ford's apparent sup­
port for Brown remaining on as 
JCS chairman, some of the Air 
Force general's aides voiced 
concern that Brown's career 
still could be endangered if he 
proves to be too much of a po­
litical liability in the final s t ^  
of the election campaipi.

Meanwhile. Brown was in his 
paneled Pentagon office and go­
ing through his usual routine of 
staff meetings as he waited for 
the controversy over jus re­
marks about Israel to die down.

Brown was nanted in 1968 to 
become commander of U.S. air 
farces fighting in Southeast 
Asia. Almost immediately he 
got into controversy wtien he 
told The Associated Press be­
fore leaving for Saigon that he 
would be against a total end to 
the bombing of North Vietnam.

There were reports that Pres­
ident Johnson or one of his top 
aides blistered Brown person­
ally for t is  public statement on 
bgjnbing policy, which-came at 
a time when the Johnson ad­
ministration was considering a 
total bombing halt.

A former (rffidal of the John­
son White House recalls that 
Johnson was firious because 
"d  looked as though Gen. 
Brown was taking H on himself 
to influence policy" in public.

Brown survived that flap and 
avoided any on-therecord inter­
views for a long time after­
ward.-

BEIRUT, Lebanon (APi -  
The latest cease-fire in the 
Lebanese civil war got off to a 
shaky start today, with a few 
explosions and scattered vol­
leys of machine-gun fire in Bei­
rut during the morning.

A r i g h t-wing Christian 
spokesman accused radical 
Palestinian guerrilla groups of 
attempting to sabotage the new 
truce.

But a  communique from the 
Palestinian convnand said all 
guerrilla groups and their left­
ist Lebanese Moslem allies 
were observing the cease-fire 
strictly and "ev o i refraining 
from answeringprovocationB."

Christian commanders or­
dered an indefinite curfew in 
Beirut's Christian half to “ help 
bring about a better applicatian 
of the cease-fire."

The leftist alliance ordered 
all schools in the Moslem sec­
tor of Beirut closed and banned 
public ^therings for two days.

The cease-fire b e^ n  at 6 
a.m. today as a brilliant rain­
bow arched over the capital. 
Heavy shelling that killed at 
least 90 persons in the city d v -  
i ^  the night had alreaijy sub­
sided.

"That's a good omen,'* said 
an early-morning pedestrian

pointing to the rainbow.
More than SO cease-fire 

agreements have collapsed dur­
ing the 19-moiHh-old war. But 
once again all the major fight­
ing forces — the PaleAine Lib­
eration Organization, their left­
ist Lebanese Moslem allies, the 
Lebanese Christian militias and 
the Syrians — said they would 
observe this one.

The Christian Phalange party 
claimed its militia was in full 
control o f key towns and vil­
lages in southeast Lebaixxi, 
north of the Israeli border, 
where Christian and Palestin­
ian forces battled this week for 
control of the Arkoub area, the 
Palestinians' base for their 
raids into Israel before the
war

The Christian report in­
dicated that the fighting 
stopped there also.

"The whole nation is holding

its breath to see whether the new 
peace test leads to salvation.”  
Beirut Radio said.

The truce followed three days 
and nights of heavy shelling by 
both C ^istians and Moslems in 
Beirut. The Christians claimed 
more than 1.000 artillery rounds 
and rockets exploded in their 
half o f the city Wednesday 
night, and hospital sources in 
the Moslem section estimated 
the three-day deMh toil at more 
than 300.

The truce was arranged at a 
weekend meeting in Riyadh. 
Saudi Arabia, o f Arafat and the 
heads o f state of Lebanon.

Justice block smacks 
‘of new cover-up’
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

Justice Department's refusal to 
investigate President Ford's' 
role in Mocking an early in­
quiry into W aterpte “ smseks 
Ilf a new cover-up." says a 
member of Congren who asked 
for the probe.

Ford's attorney general. Ed­
ward H. Levi, annouiced 
Wednesday that he would not 
launch an inquiry to drtermiiK 
whether Ford lied about his 
partidpatiaa in the aicoesful 
move to halt the 1972 Water­
gate probe by the House Bank­
ing CbmmiUee.

"TTiere is no credible evi­
dence. new or oM. making ap­
propriate the initiation M a f a ­
ther investigalioa”  Levi said .

Levi issued the statement 
after Ford told a news confer­
ence "What I did was at the 
request of the responaiMe 
people on the (House) Banking 
and C irrency  ConsniUee and. 
under the same ciroimslanoes. 
as I knew it then. I tMnk I 
would do exactly^ the same 
th ing”

Rep E liabeth  D. Holtzinan. 
[VN.Y., and Rep John Coa- 
yers. D-Mich.. had oMted Levi 
to investigate whether ford  
had lied about Ms role in halt- 
l i^  the tovesUgalion when he 
wm  asked about it during Ms

vice presidential confirmation 
hearings.

Rep. Holtaiuui said the attor­
ney general's refusal "is  irre­
sponsible and smacks of a new
cover-up."

" I f  the attorney general be­
lieves that the President who 
appointed him is iimocent. why 
is he afraid to investigate the 
allegations?”  she asked.

Thu 
can M ppen in a normal person 
but N ^ rticu larly  likely to oc ­
cur in a person who already 
tends to be depressed.

Some people do not respond 
as usual to tranquilizers and a 
number o f the medicines used 
to treat high blood pressure do 
have m a jw  side effects. That 
is why many doctors prefer to 
treat elevated blood pressure 
with the least amount of the 
m ost e f fe c t iv e  m ed icin e . 
’There is always the danger 
that the treatment may be 
worse than the disease.

You should talk over your 
problem with your doctor and

tell him you want to try to 
low er your pressure with 
weight reduction and salt 
restriction. He will help you. 
’The reason yon have been 
given medicines is s in g ly  that 
your doctors are also worried 
about your blood pressure 
while you are needii^ to lose 
weight.

You probably should be tak­
ing one o f the mild diuretioi — 
water pills. I would recom ­
mend Diuril or Hydrodiuril 
and nothing else. These do 
n oth in g  to y ou r  n erv ou s 
sy s te m  and a c t  on ly  to 
elim inate salt and water. 
’Ihey will help lower your 
pressure som e and probably 
enough to keep you out of 
danger.

’The rest will be up to you. 
T h at m ea n s a d e d ica te d  
weight control program. To 
help you I am  sending you The 
Health Letter number 4-7, 
Weight Losing Diet. Others 
who want this information can 
send SO cents, with a long, 
s ta m p e d , se lf -a d d r e ss e d  
envelope for it.

Don’t plan on losing too fast. 
It took a long time to get that 
heavy and it will take a long 
time to get rid of it safely. 
Stay on that diet no matter 
what. Don’t let your friends or 
fam ily distract you.

Start an exercise program 
and walk, walk, walk Walk a 
abort distance that doesn’t 
tire you and then gradually in­
crease the amount every day. 
Try to build up to walking at 
least an hour every day. You 
don’ t need to walk fast, just 
every day. Go to a shopping 
mall to walk if one is nearoy if 
you don’t want to do it out of 
doors.

If you are able to swim you 
could also begin swimming 
every day. Don’t allow som e 
health club, though, to get you 
to do anything m ore strenuous 
than waiking or swimming un­
til you have lost a great deal 
of weight.

But. ahhh amigo, pioo de gal- 
to is a Mexican delight found in 
border towns, but is generally 
uidieard o f in Mexican restau- 
ranU north of the Rio Grande, 
even in South Texas.

For the uninformed, it is a 
uuce-like concoction of to­
matoes. lemon juice, avacado, 
oniona. fresh jalapmo peppers 
and sometimes a  root-like sub­
stance called jkam a. ft is 
served along the Mexican bor­
der as an appetizer, scooped

into a warm, soft com  tortilla 
and rolled or folded iido an en- 
velope-ahaped bundle. It's not 
as hot as the so<alled "hot 
u u c e ,"  but it makes beer, ice 
tea or even mtfgaritas go 
down easy.

Fajitas, or skirt steaks, are 
not available in Dallas reatau- 
rants.

The closest some come to fa­
jitas is carne aaada. a thinly 
sliced steak usually made from 
rib eyes m d  brbiiied quckly on 
a  hot grill.

Fajitas com e from inside the 
rib of a cow or calf and usually 
wind up in ground beef.

Several years ago, fajitas 
made their first appearance in 
the Lower Rio Grande Valley 
as a very c h w  and not too 
popular meat. m .  as ngenious 
South Texans discovered nu­
merous ways to baitecue them, 
their popidarity and p r ic e -  
skyrocketed.

Ip Dallas, fajitas are known

as outer skirt steaks, said Frank 
M o n g a ra s  J r . d f T ien da 
Mongaras, a grocery not far 
from the downtown area.

There are just aboit as many 
ways to  cook fajitas as there 
are South Texas barbecuers. 
Fajitas usually turn out beat 
when tenderized at the butcher 
shop. The thin, fatty skin 
should be removed.

One popular way o f cooking
__ (ajiUs is  if l .  marinate .them ,

overnight in hahM  salad (kess- 
kig. This makes them smoke a 
great deal while cooking over a 
grilL but adds to the taste, fa­
jita fanciers will tell vou.

After cooking, the fajitas can 
be sUced into thin strips and 
placed inside a warm flm r tor­
tilla with chopped tomaUrs, 
prehaps some lettuce and hot 
sauce. They also can be areved 
on a plate, J)Ut many f a ^  coo­
kers claim  this detracts from 
the specialness of the delicacy.

Altoough pieo de gsllo can be

found in some Dallas restau­
rants. it's usually not on the 
menu and is only prepared as a 
special order.

(Xie delicacy served along the 
M e x i c a n  -border, caorito 
(broiled kid goat), is another 
matter in Dallas. It's rarely 
served here and Navarro says 
he doesn't imderstand why 
"People from here go down 
there (Mexican border) and eat

In Mexico CHy, for instance, 
only restaurants snecializing in 
northern Mexico food — f l w  
tortillas, machacado (beef jer­
ky and saam bled e g p ) .  broiled 
m eat— serve it.
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Laborer slaying still hurts Castroville

and shot Mm to death, but the 
trauma of the slayini and the 
trial that followed still piaw  at 
tMs South Tesas farminf com ­
munity.

Morales, a 27-year-old Mext- 
can-American laborer, was bir- 
M t

Hayes, a retired Air Force 
sergeant who was aei^ng a s  
the town’s police marshal, was 
convicted o f aggravated auauit 
and is serving two to 10 years 
in the state penhentiary.

Hie mere mention of either 
man's name today brings agri- 
m sce to the face of most of 
Castroville's 1,900 residents; 
Pew want to discuss the matter 
at all.

"1  th ink  m ost peop le , 
especially the Anglos, jtat want 
to foiget the whole tMng." said a 
Mexican - American waitress in 
a local cafe last week.

But the U.S. Justice Depart­
ment may not Irt the case die.

After a flood of outrage by

those who considered Hayes' 
sentence too light, the JuMke 
Department said last week it 
will decide shortly whether t o ' 
launch its own probe of the 
slaying.

Since Morales was a prisoner 
in Hayes' custody at tne time 
of the fMal shoMing Sept. 14. 
197S. the Justice Department 
has been irged  to intervene on 
grounds that Hayes violated 
Morales' civil rights.

Hayes M tiilly  was da rged  
with capital murder, for wMch 
Ihe death penalty can be as­
sessed in Texas, but the charge 
later was reduced to murder. A 
jir y  in San Angelo, where his 
trial was m o ^  convicted 
Hayes o f the lesser assault 
charge.

G ou t testimony showed Mo­
rales was picked up at Ms 
home on an arrest warrant by 
Hayes and m other marshal. Ife 
was taken to m  isolated coun­
try road where Hayes was left 
alone with him. Morales’ body 
was found two days later in a 
diallow grave 400 miles away 
in East Texas.

Medina County Sheriff Charles 
Hitxfehler after Hayes was ar­
rested a few days latcr

H w re was testimony in the 
trial that Hayes, bdore the 
Quoting. toM Morales; “ You're 
a tMeving bastard and I’m gon­
na kill your m s.. I’ve alrmdy 
killed one Mexican and I'm  go­
ing to kill me another one.”

Hayes, in court tcMimony, 
admitted he shot Morales hut 
said it was accidental during a 
struggle for Hayes' shot^ia 
“ As is  my witness, I did 
not intend to kill Richard Mo­
rales.”  Hayes testified.

Hayes’ conviction on the as- 
■Hilt charge, rather than mur­
der, and hM Jail sentence touc^ 
ed off demands by Mexican- 
American groups and state offi­
cials for a federal investigation.

The demands became even 
louder after jurors in the Hayes 
trial said they made a mistake 
and si0 ied the wrong charge 
when they convicted Hayes. 
The Jiry forem m  said the ju­
rors thougM they were con- 
ricting Hayes of murder by ag­
gravated assault.

“ Most people feel it (Hayes' 
puMahmenti was very unfair," 
said a Mexkan-Americm liM 
week as he filled a car with 
gasoline at a Caatroville serv­
ice station.

M m y anglos feel the same 
way.

"People don't want to talk 
about it,’ ’  said a bartender. “1 
think Hayes should have gotten 
more than he did. You have to 
be careful about what you say 
about it around here."

Texas Atty. Gen. JoMi HiU. 
who reviewed the case in this 
election year, last week recom­
mended to the U.S. Juaboe De­
partment that it prosecute 
“ certain persons" for violation 
of Morales' civil righto.

Hill's report was not made 
public because, sources said, it 
cofdained “ aenaitive informa­
tion" about Hayes and those 
dose  to  Mm.

There are 10 cellars in an 
underground labyrinth at the 
winery, several containing oak 
casks more than 100 years old.

H w  process of m a l ^  kosher 
wine, suitable for religious and 
ceremonial purposes, begins in 
earnest just before Rash Hash- 
anah. or Jewish New Year 

- which o om eaon  8ep4.10— Sat­
urday — this year.

The grapes, which must be 
handled only by Orthodox Jews 
are harvested and pressed in 
the Finger Lakes re^on of New 
York then transported by truck 
to Rivington Street. Fruit wines 
are prened  on the premises.

H ie juices are f M  placed in

3.000-galion tanks m d  then 
transferred to smaller mixing 
tanks where a s u p r  solution is 
added. H ie sweetened fruit 
jiBce is then returned to stor­
age vats where it ferments for 
six months.

Before the wines are bottled, 
they are fifrered. froaen and 
then refiltered to remove any 
sediment. Back on the store 
level the bottling process is 
done either by hand or by a 
aemi-automated process.

Kosher wines are heavier and
mveeter than oQier table wines. 
In fact, Schapiro's is  known as 
"The wine so thick you can cut 
it with a  knife."

Most farmers in this area have heard of the epidemic of head smut which af­
fected the com crop in parts of six cotjnties of West Texas. The disease is not expect­
ed to spread much beydfid that area next year, if litdeed it occurs at all, but the Pio­
neer Agronomy Service Department headquartered in Plainview, is conducting an In­
formational program to acquaint all com fairmars with the disease.

Mot surprisingly, there is a good bit of confusion about head smut since this 
is the first year it has appeared in the Southwest in high enough incidence to affect 
yields. Pioneer agronomists had studied the problem elsewhere, however, and print 
this information as a service to High Plains farmers.

Two distinctly different kinds of smut appeared in parts of Parmer, Castro, 
Deaf Smith, Lamb, Bailey and Hale counties: common smut and head sm ut Common 
smut has littia, if any, economic significance, but it is frequently confused with head 
smut, which is the real culprit. Estimates are that head smut reduced the yields of 
some fisids by over 20%.

COMMON SM UT (Ustiiago maydis), sometimes called boil smut, does not 
usually reduce yields, it is characterized by galls, bulbous growths which are at first 
covered with a glistening, greenish to silvery-white tissue. The galls may appear on 
any part of the com plant including the exposed tips of healthy ears protruding 
beyond the shuck. The plant becomes host to wind or water-borne sporldia which 
stimulate cells in young tissue to proliferate.

HEAD SM UT (Sphacelotheca reiliana) is systemic, the plant being infected 
by soil-borne tellospores in the seedling stage. The outward signs of the disease are 
less conspicuous than common smut. It first appears when ears and tassels are 
formed. Tassels of infected plants usually appear to be covered with a reddish brown 
or black, spiny rust. Silkless shucks look as if they might cover a short, fat ear of com 
but opening the shuck exposes a mass of black, worm-like tellospores or a tangle of 
bright green, leafy buds. Since heed smut is soil borne and there is no practical 
chemical treatment to control it, we can expect infection to increase from one year to 
the next if conditions ara right. This, yeiw’s weather (dry and cool) was particularly 
conducive to infestations of both types of smut fungus. "

W HAT ABO UT NEXT YEAR? For the most part, head smut occurs in fialds 
that have been planted to com for several years. It appears that farmers with a head 
smut-intested field have a choice for the use of that field next year. They can plant the 
field to another crop or can, with reasonable safety, plant com hybrids that otter resis­
tance to the disease. Pioneer has three excellent hybrid com varieties that show 
strong resistance to head smut. One of these is well known to area farmers and is the 
most planted variety in much of this area. . .  Pioneer brand 3306. Two other Pioneer 
varieties. . .  3184 arid 3195. ..  which were planted widely in this area for the first time 
this year, not only resist smut but have even greater yield potential than the well- 
known yield champion, Pioneer brand 3369-A.

Newsprint prices up jEtgain
NEW YORK (API -  Cana­

dian manufacturers of news­
print, citing a jump in wages 
and other production coats, are 
raising their prices for the sec­
ond time this year.

Canada is the world's leading 
producer o f  newsprint and sup­
plies about 65 per cent of the 
nine million tons used each 
year by United States news­
paper. telephone directory and 
paperback book publishers.

The year's Hrst increase 
cam e in March when prices for 
newsprint rose $20 to 125 a ton. 
Ih e  second will come Nov. 1 
and Dec. 1. when five of the 
biggest Canadian mills put a 
$20 a ton hike into effect.

The increase will raise news- 
prices to $305 a ton for

By next summer, average 
mill wagre will have risen 39 
per cent in two years, accord­

The lowest pay scale at the 
mills will be $15.600 a year, av­
erage annual wages will be 
$19.000 and salaries will run as 
high as $23.500 for machine ten-

"W e raised prices as early as 
we felt we could this fall to 
meet these critical coals," said 
an Abitibi spokesman.

Abitibi along with several 
other mills omitted shareholder 
di'ddends during last year's 
strike and have been unable to 
reinstate them.

Gen. Brwon riles Jews again

NEW YORK (API -  It's the 

aecond time that (k n . George 
S. Brown, chairman of the U A  
Joint CMefs o f Staff, has Nled 
American Jews. Thi^ time, his 
comments were in the realm of 
militarv opinion. Before, they 
were, from the facts available, 
objectively nuataken.

His latest comment that Is­
rael is p military burden to the 
United States was sharply de­
nounced this w h ^  by the Con­
ference of PresiokM  of Major 
A m e r i c a n  Jemsh Organ- 
ixations, an umbrella group of 
32 national religious and secu­
lar Jewish bodies.

It urged President Ford to 
censure Brown, caliiiw his 
statement a "reckless aiM irre­
sponsible" challenge to Ameri­
can foreigi policy and its com­
mitment to the secirity and 
survival of Israel.

Brown, at k Washington news 
conference held as a result of 
the furor, said he was "whole­
heartedly" committed to pro­
tecting Israel's security. But he 
insisted that his point — that 
Israel was a burden — was cor-

rect from a narrowly military 
view, in that Iraea l draws on 
U.S. e q u ip m ^ .

Hit reasoning, however, was 
sharply diaputod in the Jewish 
reaction Rabbi Walter Wur- 
xburger, president of the Rabbi­
nical Council o f America, said 
Brown's Ralemefll “ betrays 
dismal insensitivity to the vital 
security intereOs" of the 
United States itself.

This it especially ao, he 
added, “ in t w  Üght o f  the 
broad consensus of American 
people that a strong Iwaei rep­
resents an important bastion 
for defense of democracy and 
the free world, and. thcrefare. 
is indispenubie to the strategic 
interests o f the nation.

Rabbi Wurxburger, like oth­
ers. added that it was "not the 
first time the Gen. Brown has 
been guilty of such mis- 
talemenU.”

The reference was to a 1974 
speech by Brown at Duke Ihii- 
versity in which he said Jews 
own the banks and the news­
papers in this country — re- 
marksTor which he later apoli- 
giied after Ford reprimanded 
him.

At that time, numeroui Jew- 
iXi lenders called tor Brown's 
removal.

Various atudiei have foind 
false the claim UiM Jews domi­
nate American bankii^ or 
newspapers. But the notion has 
peraiited since the middle ages 
when Jews were m all-tim e 
money lenders, drawn into H as 
necessary economic middie- 
men at a time when the church 
forbade Christiana to lend mon­
ey for interest

Portrayal o f Jews aa con- 
trollerd of money became part 
of anti-Semitic propaganda, 
reaching its virulent heights in 
Naii Cwmany.

However, a survey made by 
the American Jewish Com­
mittee in 1973 of 25 of the na­
tion's largest banks outside 
New York Q ty  Riowed that of 
377 senior mnnagen. one was 
Jewish. Of 3.037 persons in 
middle management. 31 were 
Jewish.

Jerry Lane Jurek and Ernest 
Benjamin Smith Jr. Wednesday 
became the first of M  death 
row inmales to have their ^  
pointments with death set ofii- 
cally by the state since the new 
death penalty law was estab­
lished in IS73.

They would become the first 
1>xas convicts in 12 years to 
"ride Sparky.”  or be elec­
trocuted in the electric chair. 
The U S S u p r ^  Court ruled 
the law constitutional earlier 
this year.

Smith, a  m d  father of two 
children, was told W ednead» 
by Dallas District Judge R.T. 
Scales that he would die ki the 
electric chair “ anytime before 
sunrise”  Nov. 22.

Jurek. 25. was taken Tuesday 
to Cuero from his death row 
cell in the Texas Department of 
Corrections at Huntsville. In 
Cuero. a judge ordered him ex­
ecuted Jan. It. also "before 
sunrise.”

Smith, an Army veteran who 
spent Tt months in VMnam. 
stood motionless, hands folded 
behind his back, while the 
judge set his execution date. 
Aside from bidding Scales a 
"good morning, your honor.’

Sheriffs Lt. Harry Weath­
erford said Smith appMred 
“ real reserved”  in court but 
added. "Back there (in the 
holdover celll he was sitting 
and sipping a cup of coffee and 
was just as jolly as he could 
be."

good morning, your honor, 
the condemned man had noth­
ing to say.

Smith was convicted of the 
September lt73 killing of Con­
venience store derk William 
Moon. 55. An acoomplioe. How­
ie Robinaon. was also convicted 
in Uie robbery-slaying and is 
currently bn dMlh row:

Jurek was convicted Feb 4. 
1574 of the drowning of Idyer- 
old Wendy Adams, daughter of 
a Cuero police officer. It was 
his challenge of the con­
stitutionality of the Texas death

penalty that the U S. Supreme 
Court ruled on last summer.

Shortly after the Supreme 
Court's decisian. several of the 
death row inmates spoke with 
reporters. Smith and Jurek 
were among them;

"Wouldn't you be sca red ?". 
Smith asked reporters. "W e're 
talking about whether you're 
going to live or d ie."

Jurek said he had not antici­
pated the court's decision but 
was still "going on faith.

"I  guess some o f 'the men 
look it hard.”  he said "I  took 
it h a rd ”

The prospect of death loomed 
closer for Smith Oct. • when 
the Texas Court of Criminal 
Appeals issued its mandate for 
him to be executed.

Howard Wilson, one of 
Smith's court-appointed attor­
neys. said W e d n e ^ y  he antici­
pates an attempt will be made 
to appeal the case on some con- 
stitutional grounds to the U.S. 
Supreme Court.

Smith was asked what he would 
do if he were selected to die 
tomorrow.

"I 'd  be thinking about my 
children and how my dying 
might alfect them.”  he said

s a d "  said Wilson. " I  hope 
there is sonie.way (to stop the 
execution I especially in Smith's 
case because he was a princi­
pal in the shooting, not the trig- 
gernuU L''-.

Talking about the events that 
led him to death row.

‘let's go nwke some money'. 
I'm  broke and we jurt end up 
in a grocery store."

Smith was returned to Ms 
oeU Wednesday afternoon to 
await word from his attorneys 
on his federal appeal-or to wait 
for Nov. 22. anytime "before 
sunrise.”

During his July interview.

Ron Taylor, spokesman for 
the TDC Ellis Unit where the 
death row inmatea are housed 
said the electric chair “ is 
maintained and prepared" 
Asked if an execution could be 
carried out immediately. Tay­
lor said, “yes.”

Sears barred from using 
bait-switch tactics

WASHINGTON (AP( -  T te 
Federal Trade Commissian to­
day approved an order that 
bars Sears. Roebuck and Co., 
the nation's largest retailer, 
from using bait-a^sw itch  tac­
tics to sell nuijor home appli­
ances.

Sears, in agreeing to the or­
der. adnitted no wrongdoing. 
But the company said in a 
statement that "incidents which 
came to light in the recent FTC 
hearings were violations of 
Sears policy as well as FTC 
standards"

Sears had been accused by 
the FTC of living buyers into 
stares svith advertisements for 
especially lo w -p r i^  appli­
ances and then trying to p r ^  
sure customers into buyii^ 
more expensive models. TMs 
practice is known as bait-and- 
switch.

There is no penalty involved 
in today’s FTC order : Sears

ly Sears salesmen and custom­
ers. testified before the FTC in 
Chicago earlier this year before 
the hearings were stopped at 
Sears' request for pirposes of 
negotiating a settlement. To­
day's order resulted from the 
heiring.

The original complaint was 
based on a Sears ad that of­
fered. for tSt. a sewing ma­
chine that could do button 
holes, sew z ig -ag  stitdies and 
operate in reverse.

If a customer sought to buy 
that macMne. the FTC said, hie 
was told that the applianch 
really could not perform those 
elaborate functions, was noisy.

lacked a standard guarantee 
and could require a long time 
to deliver. A more-expensive 
model was suggested.

"W e had a lot of salesmen 
testify that divisional sales 
managers put a lot of pressure 
on them to sell the more-ex­
pensive items.”  said Stephanie 
Kanwit. director of the Chicago 
regional FTC office. "The 
saKsmen then decided they had 
to push the high-priced good^ ”

In many cases. Mrs. Kanwit 
said, the advertised special was 
wiavailable for sale. The hear­
ing evidence showed that Sears' 
bait-and-switch tactics were a 
nationwide problem, she said.

Putty in his hands
WASHINGTON (API — The television lights 

switched on. the cameras focused on the door, the 
members of the press stood and the introduction 
was solenmly made;

"Ladies and gentlemen, the President o f the 
United States."

The reporters waited but nobody came in.
Then there was a rattling and thumping at the 

door of the White House East Room. President 
Ford couldn't get in.

Finally, he appeared from another door leading 
to an adjacent hallway and took Ms place at the 
rostrum

"W e -just had a doorknob break off .”  he 
explained quickly adding: "You can't blame that 
on me "

There was some confusion about the dporknob 
incident.

Ford, describing the doorknob affair, said it 
occurred as he was trying to leave the Oval Office 
for the walk- to the ^ s t  Room where the 
reporters were waiting for him to start his news

conference.
He said the Oval Office doorknob came off in 

the hands of one of his aides. Terrence O'Donnell.
Blit another aide later clarified the President's 

remarks, saying the door that lost its ^ b  
actually came from the Green Room from which 
the thumps had emanated at the start of the news 
conference and not the one leading from the Oval 
Office.

The Green Room shares a doorway with the 
East Room but it is impossible to enter the EMst 
Room from the Oval Office, which is in another 
part of the White House.

The aid said the doorknob wasn't a knob, 
actually. It was a ring-type handle.

In an effort to record the actual location of the 
door, a television camera crew later moved in to 
film a closeup of the vacant spot on the door 
where the handle had been.

But an alert presidential aide quickly stepped 
in front of the camera to block the view of the 
missing doorknob.

Yarbrough was not available 
for comment. His attorney, Mi­
chael Maness. said he had 
"c irsor ily ”  read the allegations 
but said he would have n> 
statemeM.

“ I'm not p in g  to make any 
kind of public comment m  far 
as I'm  personally concerned.”  
Maness said.

Yarbrough has no Republican 
opposition to the Nov. 2 general 
elaction but is challenged by 
two write-in cam hdate. State 
District Court Judge Sam Hous­
ton of Denton and Tom Lo- 
rm ce. a Houston lawyer.

The lawsuit listed 53 allega- 
tions against Yarbrough, accus­
ing him of violating the Code of 
Professional Responsibility, the 
T e x a s  S e c u r i t i e s  
A ct offenses against property

and fraudulent and dishon­
orable conduct

The state bar committee also 
accused Yarbrough of 12 acts 
of professional miscanduct.

The 53 alle^tions involve 
Yarbrough's dealings with eigM 
individuals and they involve al­
leged felony violations of seven 
state securities laws and one 
federal securities statute as 
well as one misdemeanor viola­
tion of the Texas Penal Code.

The lawsuit asked the court 
to bring Yarbrough before a 
hearing that woidd “disbar, 
suspend or reprimand, as the 
facts Shan warrant.''

As is customary, such a casé 
is given preferental trial setting 
but court offidals said the 
soonest the case could posaibly 
be heard would be in January 
or February before a district 
judge and. if the defendant de­
sires. a jiry .

Gibson Gayle of Houston. 
State Bar Asaortation presi­
dent, said he could not com ­
ment on the allegatiora since 
bar officers technically are par­
ties in a disbarment suit.

Neither Gayle or other state 
bar officials would comment on. 
whether Yarbrough could serve 
on the state's highest civil 
court while a defendant in a 
disbarment suit.
