President Ford acknowledged Carter's victory 
shortly after noon with a 'Dear Jim m y " telegram 
pledging a smooth transition of power At the time 
Carter had Z72 electoral voles, two more than needed 
to win. Ford. 235. and 31 undecided

Although there will corkinue to be disagreements 
over the best means to use in putsuing o ir  goals." 
Ford told Carter. "I want to assure you that you will 
have m y complete and wholehearted support as you 
take the oath of office this January ''

Ford's message to the victor was read for the 
hoarse President by his wife. Betty, to reporters in the 
White House press room Behind them, stood other 
members of the family All appeared composed, al­
though daughter Susan had tears in her eyes

It is apparent now that you have won our long and 
intense struggle for the presidency." Ford said "I 
congratulate you on your victory "

Carter surpassed the 270-electoral mark with 
victories in Wisconsin and Mississippi in the 
Associated Press tabulation. Two states. Ohio and 
Oregon, remained too close to call, although Carter 
held slim leads in both

Even if Ford carried the two. Carter, with 272 
electoral voles, would be the next president

Ford pledged that he and all members of the 
outgoing administration "will do all that we can to 
ensure that you begin your term as smoothly and ef­
fectively as possible."

The message concluded: "M ay God bless you and 
yo u r f a m ily  as you undertake your new 
re^KNtsibilities."

M ingling with reporters later, the former 
University of Michigan football player commented. 
"We lost, in the last quarter ."

He said his two-year White House tenure and the 
campaign had been "a  lot of fun”  and added. "W e 
really enjoyed it."

The lead in California passed back and forth 
through the night with Ford finally declared the 
winner near daybreak. Later. Maine fell into Ford's 
column.

The closeness of the vote in many states raised

Carter wins
questions today about the status of any iticounled 
absentee ballots. These ballots are not handled the 
same w ay in every state and there was no 
authoritative count this morning of how many might 
still be uncounted

In some states, they are accepted only up until the 
hour the pd Is close and they are counted with all other 
votes on election night The city of Chicago is one such 
example. _

In others, like Florida, where there are an 
estimated 150.000 absentee votes, they are not counted 
until the day after t ) »  election

The New-York vote, with its 249.000-vote margin for 
C a rte r, was already ‘ under challenge by the 
Republicans over alleged irregularities. However, the 
stale election board sLd that some 400.000 absenteee 
ballots had been mailed. Any receved by 9 p m 
Tuesday, the hoie the polls closed, would have been 
counted But a board spokesman said he did not know 
how many had been counted or how many remained 
outstanding

The challenge over alleged irregularities led to 
impoundment of all 25.000 New York voting machines 
for the purpose of a recount

One reaction to Carta*'s victory came this morning 
from the New York Stock Exchange, where the Dow 
Jones average of 30 industrial stocks fell 15.38 points 
in the first half hour of trading to 950 71 One analyst 
said the development was "an mitial knee - jerk 
reaction" from traditionally conservative Wall 
Street.

Returning to Plains from his election headquarters 
in Atlanta. Carter received a tumultuous, emotional 
welcome from a crowd that included most of the 
town's 683 residents He said he was looking forward 
to "an enjoyable next four years "

^eaming his now-famous smile. Carter told the 
crowd. “1 told you 1 didn't intend to lose."

But when he tried to continue peaking, his voice 
chgked. he turned his head and then embraced his 
wife. Roaalynn. who was sobbing

" It  was a iong night." he said when he regslnedhis 
composure. "But I guarantee you. it's going to be 
worth it to all of us "

The latest returns showed Carter carrying 22 states 
and the District of Colianbia with 272 electoral votes. 
Ford had 21 states with 235 electoral votes.

With more than half the states still not reporting 
final voting figuraa. the tabulations indicated that jia l 
under 52 per cent of the Ú0 million American's of 
voting age went to the polls Tuesday.

The turnout, while far from a record, was greater 
than the low tim out —  SO per eeM or l e s s s o m e  
experts had predicled.

In 1972. 55.4 per ccM of the voüng age population 
actually voted. In 19H. the turnout was 10.7 per cent ; 
in IfM . it was 61.8 per cent, and in 1960. it was 02.8 per 
cent

The I960tirnout was the highest of any presidential 
election year since 1920 —  when universal suffrage 
went into effect. The lowest turnout was in 1911. when 
51.1 per cent of the voting age population voted.

" I  pray that I can live up to your confidenoe and 
never disappoint you." Carter told jubilant supporters 
in Atlanta after the results were dear. " I t ’s time for 
us to get together, to correct our mistakes, to answer 
éfficult questions and to make our nation great. ”

Carter praised Ford as "the most formidable 
opponent that anyone could poasibly have." And he 
called his defeabMl opponent “a good and decent 
man."

Neither Ford, the first incumbent denied a new 
term since Herbert Hoover was swept from office in 
1932. nor his runningmate. Sen; Bob Dole of Kansas.' 
appeared at a Republican "victory p arty" in 
Washington.

A White House spokesman said Ford had gone to 
bed before Carter was declared the winner.

Nov 3 -  
Defecting pilot Victor Belenko is 
proving a veritable gold mine til 
detailed information about the 
Russian air force —  and other 
important things!

U p p e rm o s t among them 
distirbingly is what the Soviet 
Union knows about U.S. and 
N A TO  aircraft and defenses, 
particularly bases in strategic 
areas.

It's clearly evident Russian 
intelligence is as extensive as it 
is pervasive.

A p p a r e n t ly  th e y  know 
practically as much about us as 
we think we know about them.

Belenko is more than a 
m i l i t a r y  p ilo t. He is an 
aeronautical engineer with 
considerable  knowledge of 
S o v ie t, aviation, production 
methods and personnel training.

Interestingly, he was not a 
regular M l(^2S pilot— the plane 
in which he defected.

of U.S. and N A TO  air farces.

T s i«h B ird
While the MIG-23 is not as 

advanced as the new U.S. F-15 
and F - l > .  it is a highly 
com petitive combat aircraft 
with one notable advantage;

I t  is  a lr e a d y  w id e ly  
operational, while the F-15 and 
F -16 are not.

Not only is the Russian air 
force f u lly  equipped with 
MK^23s. but all the Eastern 
European satellites have them; 
Cuba. Egypt. S y ra . Libys. kidia 
and other countries.

Unlike the defected MIG-25, 
the M K M S  has not been doaeiy 
examined. The aircraft has been 
c a r e f u l l y  o b s e rv e d  and 
photographed, and considerable

controlled by an electronic 
system  operated from  the 
ground: in effect, ail the pilot 
has to do is take the plane up and 
b r in g  it d o w n . G ro u n d  
oontrollers vector the craft onto 
targets.

FYom Belenko's account, he 
was controlled by ground and 
naval units for a large part of his 
flight.

How do retirees 
m m  realty feel?
By HaroM  Blamenfeld

The day when a man or 
woman is given the symbolic 
gold watch, usually at a lunch 
or dinner with speeches load­
ed with platitudes, is con­
sidered by many as the D ay of 
Doom.

I t ’s the day for retirement 
which presents a spectre of 
boredom, uselessness and a 
dismal future of feeling re­
jected.

But maybe it doesn’t have to 
be that way.

Pitney Bowes, the mailing 
systems and equipment com- 
ptMy, wanted to find out how 
retirees really felt and sent a 
questionaire to 865 of their 
r e t i r e e s  o f a l l  jo b  
c la s s if ic a t io n s  and 342 
re^wnded. ’The survey show­
ed 93 per cent of the retirees 
were happy or fairly happy 
and 72 per cent felt they had 
met their life’s goals.

I n t e r e s t in g ly ,  h o b b ie s 
weren’t too important. Only 37 
per cent considered hobbies as

travelers. Plays and movies 
were preferred by 36 per cent.

in retirement. Good family 
relations - and good health 
were cited as giving great«; 
satisfaction.

I, personally, and most of 
m y friends t h w  it  is impor- 
taiit to keep on working at 
something. Surely we could 
work for the money needed 
after retirement to keq> up 
with the spiraling cost of liv­
ing and to continue doing 
something productive. But 
only 10 per cent <rf those sur- 
veyied said i t  was impcMiant to 
k e i^  on working at some sort 
of

M ore than 61 per cent said 
Pitney Bowes had helped with 
their financial planning and 
made periodic adjustments in 
pension payments to compen­
sate for inflation.

Along with Social Security 
benefits and returns from  
s m a ll in v e s tm e n ts , they 
thought they could manage to 
live  decent and re w a ^ in g . 
lives without having to go out 
and look for new jobs. But 
only 10 per cent indicated they 
would spend much time help­
ing OUVMS.

W ell, what do these retirees 
do w ith their UnM ? T h e ir 
re|dies showed 80 per Cent 
w a tch e d  te le v is io n , w ith  
reading and visiting n a t iv e s  
as close alternates for 76 per 
cent. Walking and sports were 
pastimes for 73 per cant; 72 
per cent were still active

and 42 chose p a rt ie s  as 
favorite diversions. Retire- 
nnent provided time for things, 
to do around the bouse and 61 
per cent did have repairs; 
gardoiing, 58 per cent. Baby 
ritting, wMch is considered a 
classical role for retirees, in­
volved only 10 per cent ol the 
people who responded to the 
survey.

Forty-one per cent said they 
had a health problem  and 25 
per cent said these problems 
re stricte d  th e ir a c tiv ity . 
Money and health were basic 
concerns w ith  depression 
ranking third.

I ’ve maintained that being 
active in community affairs 
and reaching out to help 
others was an excellent cure 
for depression and loneliness 
and feeling alone and un­
wanted. Yet this wasn’t in­
dicated in the survey.

Where should we live and 
with whom? A  small-percen-
tage of tho6e surveyed was 

theequally divided on the ques­
tion of living with the family 
to live elsewhere for the 
greatest rewards of retire- 
m enL ,— . ^ _ .

Some of us alreaijy have 
been forced into mandatoiy 
retirement or have voluntari­
ly  given up the daily trips to 
o ff ic e , fa c to ry  o r  sto re  
because we were tired or 
bored doing the same things 
day after day. And m any 
others face tte  problem m  
retiring soon. ’TherMore, we 
may dUffer with scrnie of the 
findings of this survey.

But I ’m  sure we are in 
agreement w ith  a general 
sununation M  the gripes and 
problems of this large group
of retirees. Uppermost were 
p r o b le m s  o f co b t a in in g  
assistance to find work, get­
ting into Senior C itis e n s ’ 
homes or relocating if they 

‘give up their homes, gettiiM 
someone to provide reliable 
a n d  n o t  to o  c o s t l y  

maintenance of their homes—  
¡and being able to find the right 
m e d ica l assistance.

’They concluded that the 
government should cut taxes 
for Senior C!itisens, increase 
crim e control, improve the 
Social Security and Medicare 
systems and drop the work- 
inebme iestrietkins in Social 
Security.

voles. 57 per cent, and Steel­
man 1.902.567,42 per cent. M ar­
jorie Gallion. a O a n e  'house­
wife. trailed far behind wtth 
14.010 votes.

Bentsen acknowledged his 
victory late in the evening and 
sidled: “ It is especially grat­
ifying not to be included among 
Uie Senate Incumbents who met 
defeat.

“ It's been a bad day for in­
cumbents in “  Senate races 
across the nation," said. 
“ From  New York « K T  l I w y - '  
land to T ennessee and Indiana 
and poiits west, incumbent sen­
ators are being voted out of of­
fice.

Both Bentsen and Steelman 
were Texasroriented in their 
pMktsopical approach although 
Steelnun, because of his record 
in Congress in faror of environ­
mentalist legislation and his 
airport of mmority business 
enterprises, appeared to have a 
more liberal image.

Bentsen openly endorsed Car­
ter in the last weeks of the! 
campaign.' Steelman backed' 
Ford, as he had done in the pri­
m ary election when Ford was 
swamped by Ranald Reagan.

Both Bentsen and Steelman - 
portrayed themselves as fiscal 
conservatives and ra rd y  dis­
agreed on national issues. Bent-' 
sen opposed the Humphrey- 
Hawkins public works MU. but 
said he would wite for it as a 
last resort for jobs.

Steelman favored the crea­
tion of jobs through ptrsonal 
and corporate income tax cuts.

D o you 
think the infection is causing 
the pain or do you think the 
problem is in m y stomach?

D E A R  R E A D E R  -  M y  ten­
tative answer is no to both 
questions. Your letter dis­
turbs m e because young g irb  
your age are susceptible to a 
condition called anorexia nm*- 
vosa. The  problem begins with 
the g i r l  th in k in g  she is 
o v e n n ^ t  and going on a 
severe diet —  as you have 
done —  or even inducing 
v o m itin g  a fte r eating to 
"become thin.’’

T h e  g i r l  loses p ro p e r  
perspective of her own body 
image and imagines she is 
fatter than she really is. With 
her very reai distortion of the 
facts she persists on a starva- 
t io n  d ie t  and g r a d u a l ly  
becomes emaciated and has a 
severe disturbance in normal 
hormonal development. Such 
a girl m ay not have normal 
menstruation. In fact, menses 
m ay be totally absoit.

Unfortunately tbe victim  is 
sufficiently out of touch with 
the realities of the situation 
that she seldom accepts facts 
and frequently cannot manage 
h e r own case. She needs 
professional help.

I  would wonder if your star­
vation diet was not the begin­
ning of this problem for you. It  
centers around the problems 
of endocrine changes .and 
p u b e r t y , in v o lv in g  p s y ­
chological aspects of ^ e k i p -  
ment: Having a physical reac­
tion to eating when you think 
eating is going to make you 
fat, even if you are not fat, 
may well be the cause of your 
pain.

I  don’t doubt that you have a 
urinary tract infection. Your 
resistance to infection m ay be 
lowered.

. Questions 3,000 women on sexuality

Women: second-class citizens
By Ellie  G ro n m a a

N E W  Y O R K -" ( N E A )  - ‘T  
hope this book starts a ¡Aiblic 
d is c u s s io n ,”  said S here 
pronounced S H E R -ry ) Hite, 
the blonde, wHt-o-the-wisp 
author of ‘"nie Hite Report,’’ 
recently published by Mac­
millan.

Subtitled a "N ationw ide 
Study of Female Sexuality," 
tbe book was four years in the 
making. It is based on 3,000 
a no nym o us responses of 
w om en to an essay-ty|fe 
questionnaire. The women, of 
various educational, marital, 
religious and occupational 
bacl^rounds —  from 49 states 
—  range in age from 14 to 78.

What these women reported 
should cause us to throw out 
the old definitions of sex and 
start all over again, says Ms. 
Hite, director of the Feminist 
Sexuality Project affiliated

with tbe New York G iapter of 
the National Organization for 
Women.

Fo r one thing, culturally sex 
has always centered around 
the male orgasm which, in 
turn, reflects our emphasis on 
sex for reproduction.

" T h is  defines women as 
second-class citizens sex­
ually," she says. " A  woman’s 
orgasm isn’t supposed to be 
that important Women are 
different, more emotional 
But women do need orgasms 
and everyone accepts that 
now, at least in theory”

What 70 per cent of the 
women in her book reported, 
h o w e v e r, was a la ck  of 
orgasm during intercourse. 
Ninety-five per cent of the 82 
p e r cen t who said they 
m asturbate , how ever, did 
report reaching orgasm “ easi­
ly  and re g u la rly  through 
masturbation and with great

pleasure. So why did they 
have so much trouble with 
sex^ Because the woman 
d o e s n ’ t g e t  t h e  r i g h t  
stimulation”

Sex researchers say that for 
women to achieve orgasm, a 
tiny organ called the clitoris, 
located above the vagina, 
always must be stimulated 
That occurs indirectly during 
intercourse through vaginal 
penetration. It always occurs 
directly during masturbation.

"D u rin g  intercourse, the 
woman depends on the man’s 
thrusting to achieve orgasm. 
But if she needs c lito ra l 
s t im u la t io n ,  u n le s s  he 
supplies it manually or some 
other way —  or unless she 
does —  she’s not going to 

. orgasm.

"N o w , society says she 
doesn’t have the right to touch 
herself or move her body to 
give herself an orgasm the 
way he does. I 'm  not saying it 
isn’t nice for the man to con­
tribute to his own orgasm, but 
the woman shouldn’t have to 
lie there feeling frustrated”

In point of fact, she says, 
“ We're all too often locked 
into not having any options. 
The culture teaches men and 
women all these stereotypes 
about their sexuality, but 
everyone’s situation is so 
different and changes from 
tim e  to t im e , you c a n ’ t 
generalize. During a lifetime, 
you may be celibate for a 
period of years and then go 
through a period where you 
have orgasms through inter­
course or whatever”

It ’s possible to find just-

about every experience in the 
book, she says, and that’s how 
it should be. Women who don't 
orgasm through intercourse, 
for. instance, shouldn’t feel 
"dysfunctional”

A n d  if  tw o  p e o p l e ,  
heterosexual or homosexual, 
want to spend an evening with 
their arms around each other 
watching television, that kind 
of physical closeness should 
be accepted as an end in itselL

“ The idea is to see physical 
. relationships as a whole spec­

trum of possibilities. Inter­
course should become one 
alternative, not the foregone 
conclusion

" If  women are going to be 
sexuallv free that, to me, 
m eans the. should have 
charge of tl n owp bodies and 
decide how ih>-y want to share 
them ; with men or other 
women and in what way, and 
not copy what men have 
traditionally done”

And in-itating men sexually

seems to be what the "sexual 
revolution" of the Sixties 
demanded of women.

“ There hasn't been a sexual 
revolution in any significant 
sense," she explains ‘People 
had been ta lk in g  a b o u t 
freedom of sex before, but 
with a prurient meaning The 
women in this study, at least, 
felt they wanted their physical 
relationships to be part of 
their feelings for another per­
son Women feel increased 
openness is needed The y 
don’t want to return to think­
ing sex is dirty. But women 
want to be free to experiment 
a n d  m a k e  t h e i r  o w n  
reiations”

And they want the right to 
say no, which many said was 
d e n ie d  th e m  u n d e r the 
pressures of the "se xu a l 
revolution”

“ There are times when we 
don’t even want to have sex 
and that should be okay, too. 
Men are taught if they don’t 
want to have sex a lot, there’s

something wrong with them, 
and women are being taught 
that, too.”

W om en reading the ex­
periences of other women in 
this book, she hopes, w ill 
learn “ not to question their 
own experience or feel they’re 
’dysfunctioning.’ ”  T h e re  
simply are no rules about sex.

To  find out whether or not 
that af^lies to men, Ms. Hite 
is currently researching the 
subject, which means even­
tually there’ll be another Hite 
report to start a public discus­
sion. ______

Six states stop attem pts
to  re s tric t n u c lea r pow er

By The Assodated Press
Voters in six states turned 

back attempts to restrict nucle­
ar power plants. Massachusetts 
said no to controls on hand­
guns; but New Jersey voted to 
make Atlantic City the "Las 
Vegas of the E a s t"

Those were some of the re­
sults Tuesday in state ballet 
propositions with natipnaDinv 
plications.

In Massachusetts, voters 
turned down by a 3 to 1 margin 
a proposal to ban the sale of 
handguns It was the first 
measure of its kind ever to go 
on a state ballot

New Jersey, where two years 
ago voters turned down a 
measure to allow casino gam­
bling if communities wanted it. 
voted to allow it in Atlantic 
(Tity. the decaying coast resort 
Civic leaders there had been 
seeking the go-ahead for years 
in an effort to make thè city- 
into a gambling center.

But Delaware, adjoining New 
Jersey to the South, rejected a

proposition (hat would have 
permitted slot machine gam­
bling The state has had betting 
this fall on professional football 
with less financial success than 
expected

The rejection of proposals to 
control nuclear development bv 
imposing strict safety stand­
ards on any atomic plants fol- 
bwed the failure of a similar 
proposal in California last 
spring

The measures were voted 
down by margins of nearly 2 to 
I in Ohio. MoiKana. Washing­
ton. Arizona and Colorado. Ore­
gon voters tun e d  back the pro­
posal 60 per cent to 40 per cent

There were also proposals on 
several state ballots to ban 
throwaway beverage bottles 
and cans

In Michigan, a throwaway 
ban passed by nearly 2 to I In 
Maine, it won by about 3 to 2. 
In Colorado, it was defeated 
about 2 to I

A throwaway measure in 
Massachusetts trailed bv about

2.000 votes out of more than
500.000 cast, with one-fourth of 
the precincts reporting

Colorado voters also rejected 
by a 3 to I margin a con­
stitutional amendment that 
would have required a majority 
of registered voters to a p ^ v e  
any new tax measures Offi­
cials had warned that the 
amendment would make new 
taxes virtually impossible and 
require voter approval of such 
things as golf coirsc fees and 
school limch tickets

Arkansas voters rejected a 
move to change the right-to- 
work law by a margin of al­
most 2 to I The amendment 
would have let management 
and labor at any local business 
set aside the provisions o( the 
right-to-w'ork law at that busi­
ness

In Oklahoma, voters tirnod 
down an amendment that would 
have permitted the sale o f'li- 
quor by the drink
