line passengers are com 
plaining in record numbers to 
the Civil Aeronauiics Board 
about delayid flights, baggage 
handling overbookings and oth 
er shortcomings in service 

The board received a record 
16 124 consumer complaints in 
1976 a 35 per cent intrease 
over 1975 The previous record 
was 15 7‘20 in 1974 

Reserva lions-related prob-

lems led the list of complaints 
with 2 504 Some 1 192 came 
from ticket-holding passengers 
upset when they wi«re denH*d 
seats because the airline had 
overbooktHi their flights

Baggage complaints to CAB 
totaled 2 014 last vear with I

322 for lost or damaged luggage 
and 441 for delays Som»“ 1 519

complaints concerned confusion 
over different price plans and

I 229 letter wTiti*rs were upset 
about late flights

But the agency said the vol 
ume of complaints it handles is 
not necessarily a valid gauge of 
any change m the quality of

Winter coldest ever
WASHINGTON lAP i -  This 

winter s frigid weather in the 
eastern two-thirds of the coun 
try so far has been the coldest 

since the fotziding of the Re 
public the National Weather 
Service says

The Weather Service reached 
that conclusion on Tuesday 
drawing from government 
records dating back to about 
1800 and from earlier diaries 
g a r d e n  books, insurance 
lecords — wherever people 
wrote down the temperature 
one forecaster said 

The average temperatures 
last month in the hlast and Mid 
west were the lowest for any 
January on record The aver 
age reading m the h^st was 
251 degrees, slightly chillier 
than the previous record 25 3. 
registered in 1157 In the Mid 
west, last month s average was 
113 degrees, well below the 
12 9 degrees m 1857 

Meanwhile, another govem- 
menl agency said the severe 
weather helped push industrial 
production down m January by 
the biggest margin m nearly 
two y n r i .

H ie P edva l RaMrve Board

said output of the nations 
mines factories and utilities 
slumped I per cent last nxxith

reflecting lost production due 
to especially cold weather and 
natiral gas shortages espeaal 
ly m the latter half of the 
month

Industrial productioi is a key 
to creating jobs in the economy 
and the January drop inter 
rupled what economists had 
hoped would be a steady and 
healthy expansion of the econo 
my from the doldrums that set 
in last summer and fall

Further declines in mtkislnal 
output are expected in Febru 
ary because of the cold weath 
er. the board said

The Weather Service has 
forecast colder than normal 
temperatures in the East and 
Midwest for February

If that prediction holds up 
the service said this winter 
will clinch the title of coldest 
soKe 1751. when an anonymous 
clerk at the PhikMophical 
Society in Philadelphia began 
the nation's oldest conlinuoiB 
record o f dMl>' l«ni|»raturr 
readings

The bitfer legislative fight

Slender precise of manner, 
and given to wearing natty 
vests, the so ft spoken 
newcomer seemed an unlikely 
prospect to violate the taat rule 
that fledgling senators are seen, 
not heard Resides, rumor had it 
that Hatch was politically 
conservative, and such attention 
as C ap ito l H ill reporters 
designed to give the slim crop of 
new Republican senators was 
being lavished inaturally i on 
the more liberal ones such as 
John Heinz, the Pennsylvania 
pickle prince That was the 
reporters mistake 

Hatch who hadn't even 
r e c e iv e d  his com m ittee  
ass ignm ents yet. wangled 
permission from the Senate 
Labor and Public Welfare 
Committee to question Marshall

for just ten minutes, but it must 
have seemed like ten hours to 
Marshall He has spent a 
lifetime serving the inion cause 
in various capacities, and 
showed up for the hearing 
determined to come across as a 
friend of Big Labor, which he

It’s Still who you know

WASHINGTON -  (N E A ) -  Shortly after last November’s 
election, a Carter transition aide visited a key member of the 
Senate Judiciary Committee. "Senator,”  be said, ” how would 
you feel if the first Ume you learned of a judicial appointment 
was when the blue slip came over?”

“ Son,”  the senator repUed with a chuckle, ‘there’s 
something you don’t quite understand. We like to write the 
name on the blue slip, not read it.”

That incident, in a nutshell, explains President Carter’s 
strategic retreat from his campaign proclamation that “ all 
federiU judges and prosecutors should be appointed strictly on 
the basis of merit without any consideration of political aspect 
or influence.”

Carter thought he had a perfect way to take politics out of 
the appointment process. He said he would esUblish indepen­
dent “ blue ribbon”  commissions to screen interested can­
didates and would make his nominations only from a list of 
finalists approved by those commissions.

Unfortunately, however, the president failed to reckon arith 
the time-honor^ prerogative of seiutors to influence, if not 
dictate, the appointment of federal judges and prosecutors 
within their own states.

Over the years, m onbers o f the Senate have abused their 
power to confirm or reject these appointments to b ta c k n ^  
the president into nominating candidates of their choosing 
rather than his own.

The result has been a serious distortion of the constitutional 
separation of powers, and a redress of the balance is sorely 
ne^ed. But it's not going to be easy, as (Tarter has already 
recognized.

Atty. Gen. Griffin Bell told the Senate Judiciary Committee 
last month that Carter now plans to institute his merit selec­
tion system only for nominees to the U.S. Circuit Courts of 
Appeals.

He said independent commissions appointed by the presi­
dent will be created in each of the nation’s 1 1  judicial circuits 
to screen candidates for appellate court vacancies and recom­
mend five names to Carter. The president will then submit one 
of those names to the Senate for confirmation or rejection.

“ With district judges,”  Bell testified, "w e  are going to 
leave the selection just as it is — with the senators.”  He added 
that the administration hopes some senators will voluntarily 
establish their own non-partisan screening committees to 
select candidates for district court seats.

There are only 97 appeals court judgeships compared with 
349 district court seats, so the proposal outlined by Bell is far 
more modest than Carter’s original c a n ^ ig n  plan to remove 
all judicial appointments from the political sphere.

The administration is also m ovii^ cautiously on changing 
the method of selecting U.S. Attorneys, most of whom now 
owe their jobs to senatorial patronage.

Bell told the Judiciary Connmittee there will be no screening 
committees for prosecutorial nominees, saying he personalty 
will review candidates for such jobs in consultation with 
members of the Senate.

" I t  is a big bite to start on commission selection systems for 
all these people at one time,”  Bell said “If we sUrt out on cir­
cuit judges and the senators are persuaded this would be a 
good way to handle district judges, doubtless we will get to 
this on U.S. attorneys; but we will not do that immediately.”

Sen John Chafee, R-R.I., couldn’t resist needling the at­
torney general just a bit. Was it true that federal prosecutors 
would be selected without consideration of their partisan af­
filiation? he asked.

“ Yes. ” replied Bell. “ No one will get a job on account of 
politics.”

“ It would help to know a senator, I suppose?”  Chafee in­
quired guilelessly.

“ All Uiings being equal, it would help to know a senator,”  
Beli conceded.

I'he Richter Scale is a meas- 
ive of groiatd motion as record­
ed on seismographs Every in­

crease of one nunnher means a 
tenfold increaae in mapiilude. 
Thus a reading of 7.5 reflects a 
quake 10 timet stranger than 
oae o f 0.5

Under the new system, the 
IMS San Francisco quake — 
previously estimated at 1.3 — 
waa a c t u ^  leas powerful and 
has been assi^icd a ma^iitude 
Of 7.9

Kanamori said the ma^ii- 
tude. ahhough showing the in­
tensity of ground shaking, 
doesn't say much about a 
quake's deMructiveness '

There have been fewer large 
quakes in recent years, but 
many more deaths, indicating 
(hat such factors as building 
construction, location in popu­
lated areas, depth of the quake, 
and size of the quake fauh zone 
are what really count, he said

By contrast, there were 100

Ask Dr. Lamb

DEAR DR. LAMB — Does 
A s c r ip t in  (a s p ir in  w ith  
Maalox) have anything to do 
with minor strokes — speech 
mix-ups? After my first such 
attack, the doctor told me I 
was too old for a neurologist 
to accept. Then he gave me 
Ascriptin without changing 
the subject After reading the 
Ascriptin label I assume it is 
to replace Tylenol for my 
arthritis.

My father's family died of 
major strokes My mother 
had minor strokes, the year 
she died at nearly a hundred 
So I may have years to go yet 
and wish to avoid crippling 
strokes and senility

Too many doctors are too 
busy to bother with older peo­
ple Could you take time to 
help me avoid a crippling 
stroke? I do not recall reading 
about strokes in your column 
and would greatly appreciate 
any help you can give me. I 
am totally alone

D E A R  R E A D E R  -  I 
suspect that your doctor gave 
you Ascriptin because the 
aspirin in it helps prevent 
blood clotting. Some small 
strokes are caused by small 
parts of bloodclots breaking 
off of larger clots in arteries 
in the neck and seeding the 
brain. The aspirin helps to 
prevent the clots and may pre­
vent strokes. A national study 
is under way on the benefits 
and dangers of using aspirin 
for this purpose and to pre­
vent heart attacks.

Tylenol does not have this 
effect and is not used for that 
purpose. So I suspect your 
doctor was doing more than 
just replacing Tylenol with 
Ascriptin as a pain reliever.

I am sending you The 
Health Letter number 8-8 . 
A s p ir in  and R e la t e d  
Medicines so you can learn 
m ore about Uie effects of 
these common medicines 
beyond simple pain re liff. 
There is a limit to how many 
of these you or anyone should

take Women should avoid any 
o f these medicines before 
childbirth Others who want 
more information on these 
medicines can send 50 cents 
and a long, stamped, self- 
addressed envelope for the 
issue.

I hope that doctors are not 
taking the attitude that older 
people like yourself don't need 
help I know many good 
neu ro log is ts  who do see 
patients in consultation, like 
yourself, to resolve what the 
basic problem is and usually 
send them back to the family 
doctor.

It is a mistake to assume a 
person will only live a few 
more years because of the life 
expectancy factor. Some peo­
ple live very productive lives 
for years, as in the case of 
your mother Adenauer of 
Germany was still chancellor 
in his 90s and was vigorous un­
til he died of pneumonia. In 
many other cultures people 
commonly live from 80 to 100 
years of age. In fact, the 
average lifespan of the first 
seven presidents of the United 
S ta te s  a f t e r  G e o r g e  
Washington was 81 years.

The best things that you can 
do to avoid strokes are the 
same things we do to avoid 
heart attacks. Controlling 
blood pressure seems to be of 
great importance. You can do 
this by keeping your weight 
d ow n . S ta y  on a d ie t  
moderately low in fat and 
cholesterol, don’t smoke and 
get some regular exercise, 
such as walking each day. 
This may stretch your years 
of enjoyment and help you 
prevent that crippling stroke 
for many years. I am also sen­
ding you The Health Letter 
number 2-5, on strokes to give 
you more information. And 
may you live to be a hundred 
and enjoy each day.

DEAR PO LLY — Since one usually has a limited number of 
maternity garments a sleeveless blouse with an elastic waist 
and slit neck makes a nice vest to wear over a regular blouse 
with the last two or three buttons left unbottoned.

To avoid discoloring which occurs after fre­
quent washings follow the following simple rule. “ Keep the 
garments away from the heat.”  W an  in cold water and oo not 
place such things In a hot dryer. Use the air dry cycle or let it 
drip dry away from the heat. I have several white nykm 
bkwses that 1 have always laundered this way and they still 
look as white as when they were new and some are several 
years old.

When washing curtains 1 use vinegar in the rinse cycle as it 
removes the soap film  but leaves the curtains crisp dhd fresh 
looking. Often conventional fabric rinses leave curtains limp 
and soft so I like the vinegar better. — P.M.L.

C. L. Skelton 
makes this phenomenon the 
theme of “ Hardacre,”  the 
story o f an uneducated but 
self-rehapt wharf worker who 
turns bad luck into money.

When Sam Hardacre cuts 
his finger on a fish gutting 
knife, the injury forces him 
to pack up his family and look 
fo r new work A chance 
meeting with a tea vendor 
convinces Sam that operating 
his own business is the surest 
means of guaranteeing his 
ifamily’s security. So. with the

help of his wife and two sons, 
he opens a vending business of 
his own.

Fate proves kind, especially 
to those with keen business 
sense. Sam soon finds himself 
a legitinnate, i f  unprepared, 
metnber of the nouveau riche.

With money comes respon­
sibility, and Sam is well able 
to  c o p e , A lth o u gh  the 
dichotomy between his sodden 
wealth aiA  lack of education 
constantly plagues him. Sam 
is a strong-willed discerning 
individualist whose inherent 
understanding o f human 
nature ultimately surpasses 
that of all his children and 
grandchildren.

True to the tradition of the 
fa m ily  saga, the author 
follows the Hardacres through 
successive generations span­
ning an economic depression,

Leonard Linkow of New York 
and Paris Garefis of Los Angeles, both 
d en tis ts , are experim enting with 
pyramids to determine if the geometric 
shape improves a patient's ability to 
accept dental implants. Gaiefis has 72 
pyramids hanging in two rows from an 
operating room ceiling. "W e haven’t 
s topped  any conventional dental 
methods, so there is no way 1 can tell you 
whether the pyramid really works." he 
says. "But a lot of people think it helps. 
Maybe it's just psychological "

homes on 110 acres near the Central 
Florida conununity of Bell

Nobody's gathered figures on the 
number of pyramid power  devotees, but 
through advertisements and wordof- 
mouth support the fad has become widely 
visible.

"h 's blowing my mind," says Shelly 
Seigel. production manager of a Santa 
Monica. Calif., wholesale firm that 
supplies pyramids. ‘There ore always 
the fanatics who say their fingers work 
better under a pyramid — a segment of 
the population is always a little screwy. 
But then there are people who just say it 
works."

Seigel got into it solely as a business. 
" It 's  just a fact to me whether they're 
selling or not selling. And they're 
selling "

Seigel says sales records for Ms Hrm 
show that more than 100.000 people have
bought sixfoot pyramids at fH .M  retail 
in the past Hve years. He figures a recent 
order for 2S.000 boxes of 0-and 12-inch 
pyramids, selling upwards from II.M . 
will be gone witMn a month.

"What's important, though, is that for 
every person who buys a pwamid. 
there’s at least an equal number building 
their own." he says.

Tobin says anybody can try it simply 
by cutting four isoanles triangles with 
two equal sides 11.4 inches and base 12 
inches square, taping them together, 
making sure the angles of the base are 
exactly M  degrees, wid alibiing any side 
of the pyramid with a compass along the 
earth's mapietic north.

" I 'v e  used pyramids to sharpen raaor 
blades, help sick plants get healthy, 
sweeten wine. I use the pyramid in me­
ditation and in my work in hypnosis with 
athletes."  Tobin says.

While pyramids have long fascinated 
dabblers in the occuh. the o x ’rent craae 
seems to have its inception in a book 
called "PsycM c Discoveries Behind the

Iron U r t a ia "  The book, publiahed in 
im .  told about a  Caech. Kard Drbal, 
who may have been the first to claim the 
r a m r b l ^  affinity for the pyramids. He 
patented the shape in I M  and soon pro­
duced miniature cardboard pyramids for 
the bathroom.

Pyramidologiats like to point to G. 
Patrick F lanapn  as a scientiat who 
lakes the pyramid seriously. Flanagan. 
22. wm listed in "Who's Who in Ameri­
can Science" at IS because of Ms work 
with lasers, microwaves and other

Mrgy forms.
He became interested in pyramids in

IfTO. proclaiming Ms enthiaiaam for 
oyramids as pow^ ul receptacles for a 
form of en e rn  he called "bioooamic." 
Since then, doaens of companies have 
become involved in i^rramid promotion 
and sales, as has Flanagan himself

F lanapn  likens the pyramid to a 
directional antenna, " l iw  energy is 
already there, and the pyramid jurt 
transm iU  i t . "  he says. "T h ere 's  
phenom enon connected  with the 
pyramid."

What about those ancient originaM. the 
pyramids of the pharaohs'* Most scholars 
consider them tombs — elaborate, 
m ajestic, built in conformity with 
Eg 3̂ i a n  religion and ritual. iMt just 
tombs. Today's pyramidologists believe 
the Egyptians knew all about pyra­
mid power

Researchers who take the time to 
experiment with pyramids tend to be 
people who want them to work. Dr Mar­
shall Gilula. a Miami psychiatrist, says. 
He suggests the pyramid might work like 
a placebo — medicine without effec­
tiveness in itself but which the patient 
tMnks helps him — and which therefore 
does help in a way

E v e r y  man on a paid 
department is on file in Austin." 
he said Up until about three 
years ago it was just a matter of 
a city hiring just about anyone 
off the street as a fireman .Now 
all f i ref i ghters have to be 
certified by the state, the state 
controls the standards

R i g h t  now. it i state 
supervision! is a good thing for

29 
was arrested early Monday in

Officers were at the complex 
as a result of police research 
that indicated the area was a 
likely target for a man de­
scribed by police and news ac- 
coitUs as the friendly rapist 

The name came from vic­
tims stories that their attacker 
was apologetic and polite while

Marble s friends and associ 
ates registered their shock over 
his arrest

I had no reason to expect 
anything like this on the basis 
of his behavior said Richard 
Hanlon vice president of 
Bloom Advertising Agency 
where Marble was employed

Another friend of Marble said 
the former newspaper reporter 
dreaded his 30th birthday

aggravated rape after investi-
