WASHINGTON (APi -  The 
changes that President Carter 
w ill propose Tuesday for the 
new federal budget have a good 
chance of getting through Con 
gress without major surgery 
budget analysts say

Carter is expected to propose 
an increase m spending of $16 
billion to $17 billion for fiscal 
year 197$ which begins next 
Oct I above what former 
President Gerald Ford pro­
posed in the $440 billion bu^et 
he sent to Congress before leav 
ing office

The Carter additions would 
increase total spending to about 
$457 billion, and the budget 
deficit to between $55 billion to 
$60 billion Ford had proposed a 
$47 billion defiat

Most everybody w ill be aw 
fu lly *surprised if there is an ex 
penditure number stj^iificantly 
above that figure ($457 bil 
lion i. said the budget analyst 
Carter and his budget director 
Bert Lance are known to be 
concerned over the size of the 
prospective deficit in 197$ be­
cause inflation is increased by 
government financing of large 
deficits

The fiscal budget defiat for 
the current year is expected to 
be about $69 b illioa  compared 
to the record high deficit of 166 
billion in fiscal 1976 Carter has 
pledged a balanced budget by 
fiscal 1981 and is concerned 
that the huge deficits this year 
and next would give the im ­
pression that he has abandened 
that goal

Lance has said the 197$ budg 
et w ill be essentially a Ford 
budget because he mam 
tamed the new Carter ackninis 
tration did not have enough 
time to re-examme the entire 
budget

Most of (Sarto' S proposed 
changes for 197$ are expected 
m two areas

F u ^ . he w ill recommend re 
storing most of the $10 billion 
m cuts that Ford urged in sô  
cial service programs, such as 
Medicare and w dica id  food

stamps, child nutntion and jobs 
programs

The second big change w ill 
result from Carter's $3I-billion 
two-year economic stimulus 
program which would increase 
spending by about $8 billion m

inflation Most know that it is 
just the other way around

Kven the government no

longer pushes its former line 
w ith  any conv ic tion  its 
a ttem p ts  to do so being 
sporadic inconsistent and half 
hearted

Imagine our surprise and 
consternation then when we

Young^s shocking statement
By ANTHONY HARRJGAN
In the few weeks that he has 

served as United States 
Ambassador to the United 
Nations. Andrew Young has 
d is p la y e d  a degree of 
irrespons ib ility  and lack of 
mderstanding of the values and 
goals of the United States which 
clearly disqualifies him for 
further service

On Feb 3 The Washington 
Post reported that fn less than 
a week on the U N job Yomg 
already had been repudiated 
three times by the State 
Ikepartment (twice by Secretary 
of State Vance personally 1 over 
s ta te m e n ts  on Vietnam, 
Rhodesia and the Cuban 
presence in Angola

A p p a r e n t l y  w i t h o u t  
au thor iza t ion  Mr Young 
advocated U N membership for 
Communist Vietnam But his 
most disturbing statement — the 
real shocker — was his 
statement that the Cuban 
expeditionary force was a 
stabilizing force in Angola

That statement came in the 
midst of the huge winter storms 
in tlx’ United States and was 
almost lost in news reports The 
American people as a whole 
surely donT know what Mr 
Young said in an interview 
conducted by Dan Rather of CBS 
News on the eve of Mr Youig s 
departure for Africa

M r R a t h e r  a s k e d  
Ambassador Yoivig aboU the 
role of the (}uban troops in 
Africa, which are proxy forces 
for the Soviet Union. Mr Yotng 
denied there was any reason for 
great concern about Castro's 
units, saying that "there's a 
sense in w h i^  the Cubans bring 
a certain stab ility and order to 
Angola '

Mr Yoing doesn't understand 
th a t com m unism  a lways 
(Toduces a certain stability 
and order " That's what one 
finds in the Gulag Archipelago
— the world of Soviet pnson 
cam ps — ch ron ic led  by 
Alexander Solzenitsyn Indeed 
comminism  often brings peace
— the peace of the grave

But Mr Yotng doesn't worry 
about comminism  He was most 
explicit about that in the CBS 
interview, saying communism 
has never been a threat to m e " 
Anyone who holds such views 
has no business representing the 
United States in the U N

Communism is the deadly 
enemy of the United States and 
every free nation Communist 
totalitarianism  has swallowed 
up hundreds of m illions of 
people since the end of World 
W ar I I  Com m unism  is 
responsible for the death of 
scores of m illions of people who 
opposed Its  to ta lita r ia n  
patterns

Atlanta publisher defends 
private clubs in NY ads

N'KW' YORK ..\P . -  The 
publisher of the .Atlanta Journal 
and the Atlanta Constitution 
has bought advertisements in 
two Washington newspapers 
and the .New S’ork Times to re­
ply to part of a New York 
Times magazine article about 
.Atlanta s private clubs

The article was in the Keb 6 
issue of the magazine The .At 
lanta papers advertisement ap 
peared in Thursday s Washing­
ton Post and Washington Star 
and IS scheduled to n n  in this 
Sunday s Times

At issue IS a story by Stephen 
Birmingham T he  Clubs Gnf 
fin  Bell had to Quit In the ar; 
tide  Birihingham included a 
one-paragraph description of an 
account by a former Con 
stitution reporter who said he 
had been told that he embar 
rassed the paper with a story 
about discrim ination in Atlanta 
private clubs

According to the Birmingham 
article the reporter Jim Mont 
gonwry said he was sum 
moned to the office of Jack 
Tarver, president of The Con 
<4itulion and told that he had 
embarrassed the paper The ar 
tide  said Montgomery was sub­
sequently (k'moted fnim  busi 
ness editor to general assign 
rnenl reporter with a cut in pay 
and left the paper several 
weeks later Montgomery now 
works for the Wall Street Jour 
nal in its .Atlanta Office

The advertisement is labeled 
A Correction for the .New 

A'ork Times from the Atlanta 
Journal & Constitution It is 
written in the form of a letter 
to the editors of the Times 

The advenisemenl is s i^ed  
by Garner Anthony chairman 
of Cox Enterprises Inc puB 
lishers of the Journal and the 
Constitution It said the account 
by Birmingham was misleading 
brause It said the incideni oc­
curred not long ago" when, in 
fact. It happened in I9G9 It also 
says that Montgomery's trans­
fer to general assignment re­
porter occirred 3 't months 
after the article about private 
clubs, it says his pay was not 
cut. and It says he left the pa 
per voluntarily about two 
weeks after the transfer

The ad says the Times re­
fused to print It I the statement i 
in fu ll as a letter tp the editor 
It says the Times offered to 
print a few paragraphs — om it­
ting any mention of the alleged 
inaccuracies about .Montgom 
cry The ad says the Times of­
fered to print the letter in full 
in the magazine but added that 
this could not be done for three 
wi>eks

Jack Rosenthal. as.sistanl edi 
tonal page editor for the 
Times, said that letters cum 
menting on magazine articles 
normally were published in the 
letters section of the mai^zine 
He said Anthony wanted 
"quicker publication than the 
magazine s production schedule 
would allow and asked that the 
letter be published in fu ll in the

letters column of the editunal 
page

Publishing so long a letter 
about a magazine article in 
that space would have been a 
highly unusual departure from 
normal practice

WASHINGTON lAPi -  Re 
ta il bread prices declined 
slightly last year and probably 
w ill remain relatively stable at 
least through mid I9H accord 
ing to the A gricu ittre  Depart­
ment

The average retail pnee of a 
one-pound loaf of white bread 
was 35 3 cents in 1978. a decline 
of 1 9 per cent from the record 
of 36 cents a loaf in 1975. the 
departments Economic Re­
search Service said Thirsday

But the slight drop in what 
consumers paid fur bread last 
year was liny  compared to the 
19 I w r cent less that farmers 
were paid for ingredients going 
n tu  the typical loaf the figures 
showed

The value of farm produced 
ingredients used to make a loaf 
of bread last year including 
wheat, averaged 5 5 cents 
against 6 8 cents m 1973 the 
agerwy said in a new wheat sit 
uation report

Meanwhile, the spread be­
tween farmers and consumers 
paid to middlemen for trans­
porting ingredients making 
flour, baking the bread and 
merchandizing a single loaf in 
creased to 29 8 cents from 29 2 
cents in 1975

Taken by itself the value of 
wheat in a 1976 loaf of bread 
drdpped to 3 7 cents from 4 5

Amin kills archbishop

NAIROBI. Kenya (APi -  The 

body of an Anglidin archbishop 
accused of plotting to overthrow 
President Id i Amin of Uganda 
was buried by government 
agents, imseen by his fam ily,

The head of the BriUsh sec­
tion of Amnesty International 
said in London tlie  quick bunal 
means no im partia l inquiry can 
take place and increases the 
justification for the charge that 
Archbishop Janani Luwum and 
two cabinet m inisters who died 
w ith him were im rdered 

Amin and his government said 
the three men were killed 
Wednesday in a tra ffic  accident 
almost immediatley after their 
arrest Church officials contend 
the men were murdered, vic­
tim s o f an Amin bloodbath 
w hich some contend has 
claimed hundreds of lives 

Amin, who called the deaths 
"a  punishment of God." Satur­
day accused Andrew Yowig.

U S ambassador to the United 
Nations, of speaking like 2on- 
ist Is ra e lis " for charging that 
Archbishop Luwum lud  been 
assassinated. He said he would 
send Yow g a document oU- 
lining an overthrow plot backed 
by M ilton Obote. former presi­
dent of Uganda

Canon Burgess Carr, general 
secretary of the African church 
group, said Saturday he had 
w ard two versions of Arch­
bishop Luwum'sdeath

•' One says that he was shot at 
the Luzira prison and his body 
burned The other is that he was 
shot and his body crushed by 
running a heavy vehicle over 
it."  he said.

federal highways arc w aring  o it faster 
than they are being repaired, in part be­
cause federal overseers have not enforced 
rules which require states to Tis the roads, 
the General Accounting Office charges

The GAO. the accoiaiting branch of 
Congress, also said the problem might 
become worse because heavier trucks are 
being allowed on the roads and because 
funds fo r rep a ir are becoming less 
available

The GAO urged the Federal Highway 
Administration to ^  tough with state 
officials responsible Tor road maintenance

The GAO'S commeids were in a report 
last week to Transportation Secretary 
Brock Adams

"Segments of the mterstate highway

prescribed any mantoiance standards or 
glades for the stales to use."

As a resuH. it said the states do not know 
what is required to coniply with federal 
highway maintenance legislation

The report also said there is liu le  
is iifo rm ity in the procedures that federal 
fie ld  enguieers use to appraise state 
mamtenance efforts 

For example, in Soikh Carolina. desi|pi 
featires and construction were inspected 
to reduce future maintenance costs; in 
O h io , an eng ineer conducted a 
muuHenance inspection of selected high- 
acadent locations, and in South Dakota, an 
engineer conducted a masitcnance review 
by merely dnving over various highways 

The GAO said the law requires that the

The GAO report noted the United States 
has 3.1 m illion miles of highways, of which 
Sa.OOO miles are on federal-aid systems 
Latest available figures show that I 29 
trillion  vehicle-miles were traveled in 1974 
on the highways, threv'fourths on the 
federal network

"The states are required by law to 
provide adequate nuintenance to the 
federal-aid highways." GAO said “ How­
ever. the Highway Administration has not

properly maintained If the project is not 
repaired within 90 days, the secretary is 
required to withhold approval of a ll federal 
highway projects in the state

"A lth tm gh Highway Administration 
officials acknowledge the deteriorating 
condition of the nation's highways, federal 
funds have-never been withheld from a 
sta le  fo r inadequate or im proper 
maintenance." the report staled

The GAO said highway repairs, 
especially resurfacing, are b eck ing  more 
important because of the anticipated com­
pletion of the interstate system and rising 
tra ffic  volumes

It said the Highway Administration has 
estimated an annual maintenance increase 
of $100 m illion for a ll federal highway 
because of recent legislation increasing the 
maximum allowable weight for trucks

Another problem, the GAO said, is that 
the highway financial picture of many 
states also is deteriorating beciuw  high­
way revenues are lower than had b m  
projected

Energy conservation e ffo rts  have 
resulted in fewer than expected fuel tax 
dollars, and. while highway tax revenue 
have increased, they hsve not kept pace 
with inflation

While nationwide highway maintenance 
expenditures rose from $3.0$ billion in 1SC4 
to H  31 billion, in 1974. the value of the 
dollar in that decade decreased SO per cent 
the report said

Thus, only about 4 per cent more 
maintenance work was ptarhnsed in 1974 
than in 1914. even though the number of 
registered vehicles increased by SI per 
cent, vehicle miles traveled increased 52 
per cenl.and the number of miles of 
highway increased by 172.000." the report 
said

To compensate for a reduction in federal 
funds, many states have cut back on high­
way budgets, the GAO reported Georgia 
reduced its highway staff from 9.000 to 
7.200. Utah refoced its budget by 20 per 
cent. Washington cU $71 m illion from its 
routine maintenance budget, and .New 
York has only 5.200 mamtenance em 
ployes doing a job that officials claim 
rew ires 7.730

'The report said the Federal Highway 
Admmistration has taken some positive 
steps to correct problems, including a 
national surve>" to determine principal 
causes of d e te rio ra ting  highway 
pavements and bridge decks, with an eye 
on construction quality

Searchers comb Belize

Share a 
smile with 
someone 
special

BELIZE CITY lAPi -  Rob̂  
ert ,M Johnson whose dis­
appearance front a fishing boat 
left a tra il of financial diŝ  
crepancies in Texas, is more 
widely known here in reported 
death than in life 

An insurance investigator and 
a Texas policeman have left his 
photo all over this Central 
American country that has only 
140 000 inhabitants 

People who have talked with 
the insurance man and the po­
lice officer. Charles Titus of 
Port Aransas Tex say the two 
investigators told them they be 
lieved Johnson is still alive and 
possibly hiding oU in this pre­
dominantly black country 

A spokesman for the Belman 
government says immigration 
records show Johnson has been 
here only once despite other re 
ports that he has been here 
several times—including at

least once since he reportedly 
drowned when he fell over­
board from a sport fishing 
boat

In March 1976 be came to 
Belize by road in a vehicle that 
had been stolen. " said Eustace 
Usher, chief government infor­
mation officer T h e  vehicle 
was impounded and is supposed 
to be released soon to Texas 
authorities

This government had no ink­
ling that he had done anything 
wrong and he was here as a 
visitor Belizian police were co­
operating to the fullest extent 
with the Texas authorities 

Asked if immigration records 
showed how long Johnson 
stayed in Belize, what kind of 
vehicle he arrived m and if pre­
vious investif^tion revealed 
where he visited in Belize. Ush­
er said any firther questions 
wuuld have to be answered by 
Texas authorities 

Kennv Williams, who owns a

motel where clients usually 
spend two ho irs or so at a time 
during the night, claims he is 

a ¿ n d  friend " of Johnson, 
having met him in L ittle  Rock. 
Ark.. "Several years ago."

A saxophone player at a hotel 
ngh l club, known around town 
« ly  as Brother Leslie, said he 
was questioned by Titus and he 
told the in ve s ti^ to r that he 
should ta lk with W illiams Les­
lie insisted Williams revealed 
that Johnson came to Belize 
Jan 4-7 this year after Johnson 
reportedly drowned 

W illiam s denied havii«  said 
It He claimed the last time he 
saw Johns« was in November 
1975. when Johns« came to Be­
lize for about a week Williams 
said Johns« stayed at the Fort 
George Hotel Johns«'s name 
was not « te re d  in the registra- 
tkm b « k  but W illiams' name 
was registered at the Fort 
George Dec 3-10. 1975 

There may be some misun­

derstanding about reports that 
Johns« came to Belize more 
than once. Several other John­
sons have been registered at 
the Hotel Fort George in the 
last year and a half, aiid anoth­
er Johns« left a rented vehicle 
a l« g  the Mexican border with- 
w t paying for it and crossed 
into Mexico

A Belize government infor- 
m a ti«  officer said it had an 
« cm firm e d  report that John- 
s «  had been arrested in the 
Caribbean since his reported 
disappearance A Belize police 
officer said the in fo rm a ti«  was 
that Johns« had be«  arrested 
in the Bahamas

Leslie said the insurance in­
vestigator and Titus firs t came 
to Belize looking for Johns« 
early in January and they 
stayed less than a week Titus 
returned about three weeks ago 
for another four-day visit, said 
Leslie.

n ie  savings — at most tS 
ntillion by buying coal in Eu­
rope rather than shipping it 
from the United Slates — would 
have been only a distant deci­
mal point in the I I I I  billion 
Pentagon budget But distant 
decimal pomls add up

W hy th is  e ffo rt fa ile d  p ro ­
v ides a re v e a lin g  case s tudy of 
how q u ic k ly  a po ten tia l sav ing  
can  van ish , and how com ­
p lica te d  such deasMXis can be­
com e because o f th e ir  ranuhea- 
tions in  th e  econom y

The fate of the Pentagon's ef­
fort also shows the role played 
by lobbyists and interests m the 
routine workings of the federal 
government The National Coal 
Association fought the proposal 
But for its oppositioa .Maj 
Gen John C Raaen. command­
er of the Defense Pud S i^ y  
Center, and Michael Mc<^id. 
the Pentagon's chief purchaser 
of coal, agree, the Pentagon 
would have bought the coal in 
Europe

The story begins in 1974 when 
a combmation of factors — the 
Arab o il embvgo. a threatened 
coal miners strike and the end 
of pnee controls — caused the 
(rice  of bituminous or "soft ' 
coal to leap from $11 to ISO a 
toa At that price. McCoid esti­
mated he could save the gov­
ernment $5 m illion by buying 
fo re iffi coal Prices declined in 
1975. but .McCoid s till projected
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Build«ra Plum bing

s a a ic w y iw

a 13 m illion saving by shoppuig 
abroad

McCoid set the wheels of bu­
reaucracy in motion with an 
October 1975 memo making the 
case for buying foreipi coal. 
Nine months later. FVank A 
Shrontz. assistant secretary of 
defense for installations and lo­
gistics. bought the idea and 
waived a regulation which 
since I9S2 had effectively pro­
hibited buying coal overseas

This so<alled balance of 
payments" regulation required 
that a contract be awarded to a 
U.S. firm  unless the bid ex­
ceeded that of a forei0 i com­
pany by more than SO per cent

W i t h  that requiremerk 
waived. McCoid in August solic­
ited bids for 1IS.000 tons of 
bituminous coal from both for- 
ei0 i and domestic sources

U S coal companies found 
themselves competing with for- 
ei0 i firm s for Defense Depart­
ment dollars The result, says 
Raaen. was that "U  S. miners 
sharpened their pencils for the 
first tim e" and lowered their 
bids to w ithin I I  5 m illion of the 
fore ip i bids

The I I 5 m illion saving in 
buying fo re ig i coal counted a ll 
costs to the Pentagon It was a 
considerable coniedown from 
McCoid's original 15 m illion 
savings estimate, but. says 
McCoid. i  have to look for the 
cheapest wqy "  He said he 
would have awarded the con­
tract to the European nunes 
Raaoi agreed

Enter the National Coal Asso­
ciation. representing 200 soft- 
coal mining and exporting 
firm s

On Wednesday. Oct 13. Con­
stance Holmes, the associ­
ation's director of foreipi trade 
and executive secretary of the 
affilia ted Coal Exporters Asso- 
curtion. receved a phone call 
from Roger Pamsh. vice presi­
dent of the New York-based 
mining firm . Hawley Fuel 
Corp

Those 166.000 tons would add 
nearly 15 per cent to Hawley 
Fuel's annual production, and 
Pamsh was upset T h is  was 
my firs t flap. " Mrs Holmes re­
calls

S he  telephoned McCoid 
McCoid explained the situation 
to her. told her he could do 
nothing to help and suggested 
she ta lk to someone-higher up.

Mrs. Holmes arranged to 
meet w ith Rear Adm. W illiam 
A. Meyer. Shrontz s director of 
energy, on Wednesday Oct. 20. 
juM two days before the dead­
line for bids

Time was important If  the 
impending award to the fore ip i 
firm s, then scheduled for Nov 
12. were reversed, a contract 
for U.S coal had to be signed 
in time to get the firs t ship­
ment to port at Hampton 
Roads. Va.. by Dec I I f  the 
Dec I deadline were missed, 
the Chesapeake A Ohio could 
not haul the coal in time, and 
the S.S. Tamara Guilden. a l­
ready steaming toward Hamp­
ton Roads, would be idle at a 
cost to the government of 110.- 
000 a day

Mrs Hialmes contacted the 15 
member firm s of the Coal Ex­
porters Assoaation. asking 
them to send representatives to 
Washington for the meetuig 
with Meyer Executives of sev­
en firm s amved. huddled brief­
ly at their hotel, then headed 
for the Pentagon

Department minutes of the 
meeting show that George Hen­
sley of the Pittston Coal Group 
warned that 1.200 to I.SOO U S 
workers would lose their jobs if 
the Pentagon bought coal over­
seas "He further stated that 
potential losses to the U.S econ­
omy. due to this, could be in 
the $50 m illion range." the min­
utes say

Those predictions hardly 
squared with .McCoid's fig ires. 
which showed that the 166.000 
tons of coal represerked only 
two-hundredths of one per ceik 
of the annual output of bitu­
minous coal Mrs Holmes 
would later acknowledge that 
Hensley had "misplaced a deci­
mal "

Defense officials told the coal 
executives that we are re­
quired by law to procure o ir 
supplies at the knmst possible 
cost to the government and that 
was the overriding fact in the 
decision

The MCA iNMitMtol Coal As- 
socia lim i staled they would re­
group and decide what pres­
sures. if  any. to apply in ob- 
ta in in f the ir desires."  the min­
utes n id .

The pressure took the form  of 
a le tter from  Uie coal asaoci- 
ation warning that buying for- 
e tg i coal "could result in the 
closure o f one or more m ines" 
wHh direct economic loss« 
that "would approxinuke $12-15 
m illion " and that the total loss 
"would be many m illions 
m ore " It also argued that 
"awarding contracts to foreign 
soia’c «  of production is an ac- 
tioh d irectly contiary to the ad-' 
mmistration's policy of promot­
ing the rapid expansion of our 
domestic coal industry "

The le tter was sent by special 
messenger to Shrontz's Penta­
gon office where k remained 
for fivi> days until Shrontz re­
turned from a tour of defense 
installations in the West

Shrontz fina lly  saw the letter 
on Oct. 27. five days after the 
bidding had closed Maj. Gen. 
Raaen's d iary dwws he re­
ceived a pfiane call « from 
Shrontz that same day telling 
him to hold up the contract 
award until he had a chance to 
consider the coal association 
letter A meeting was sched­
uled for Nov 2. e i^ k m  day

Raaen. who is McCoid's boss, 
turned his personal attention to 
the problem for the firs t time 
He began with his own compik- 
ation of the socsiled "socio­
economic" factors raised by 
the coal association, which he 
felt were exaggerated

He looked at Hensley's esti­
mate o f 1.200 to 1.500 jobs lost, 
took the lower figure and arbi­
tra rily  divided by three If Hen­
sley had "m is^aced a deo- 
m a l." as .Mrs Holm e said 
Raaen should have divided bv 
10

Workmg with an estimate of 
400 lost jobs. Raaen figured the 
federal govemmerk would have 
to pay $10.000 in unemployment 
and other benefits to each of 
the jobless, meaning the Treas- 
ir y  would be out $4 m illion

The $10.000 was as good a 
guess as any The Congresion- 
al Budget Office estimates the 
coat to the federal government 
of an unemployed worker at be­
tween $7.000 and $17.000. de­
pending on where one slops 
counting the ripple effect.

As voters went to the polls on 
.Nov. 2. Raaen met with Shrontz 
and his a id «  to present the 
pros of the savings to the Pen­
tagon and the cons of increased 
unemploymeni

But these considerations were 
eclipsed when George Marien- 
thal. deputy assistaik secretary 
of defense for environment, 
noted that no environmeikal as 
sesment had been prepared 
evaluating the relative impact 
of m ining those 166.000 tons m 
Europe versus mining them in 
the ^ t s  It seemed a mean­
ingless exerase — the amouit
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was so small it would have no 
m easirable impact on the U.S 
environment I f  the coal were 
mined abroad, well, the answer 
was obvious

But the assessmetk was re­
quired by law. and until it was 
completed the contract award 
would not be. in Raaen's words. 
"aUninistratively dean "

.Normally. Raaoi says, it 
ta k «  his office three months to 
prepare an assessmetk state­
ment — an unacceptable delay 
for the Dec I shipping dead­
line. Raaen retumeu to his of­
fice and told his staff they had 
three days to produce the envi­
ronmental assessmetk

The next day. while the na­
tion waited for President Ford 
to concede defeat.'a  thought 
came to Raaen which con­
vinced him that "the U.S gov- 
emmerk. the taxpayer, was 
takuig a screwing " if the con­
tract went to forei0 i m m «

The contract said payments 
to fo re ip i firm s must be made 
in German deutschmarks at a 
fixed exchange of 2.5 to the dol­
lar — the rate when bids were 
salkrked in August But the ex­
change rate already had 
d ippo l to 2.4. meaning it would 
cost an additional $500.000 to 
buy the same number of 
deutschmarks If the rate 
slipped to 2.2. the entire $15 
m illion saving would be wiped 
out

Raaen dashed off a memo 
outlimng the problem He also 
passed along a revised estimate 
of about 200 jobs lost The final 
line said "Strongly recom­
mend the balance-of-payments 
exemption be canceled' and 
the contract awarded to U S 
coal m in«

Two days later. Raaen sent 
Shrontz a two-nch-thick envi 
ronmenlal «sessment which 
consisted of a 10-page memo 
grafted onto a 1973 study of the 
Defense Department's coal pro­
curement program

That memo said, to no one s 
surpnse. that the proposed 
projea w ill not significantly af 
feet the quality of the human 
environm ent"

Shrontz now had what he 
needed to make the final deci 
Sion Except one thaig

He asked Raaen to find oik 
where the Federal Energy Ad­
m inistration stood on the mat­
ter Raaen immediately re­
sponded w ith a memo quotvig 
an FEA o ffiaa l as saying 
"FE A would be neu tra l" That 
was a far cry from the coal as-

s o c ia tio n 's  con ten tion  th a t 
" a w a rd in g  con tra c ts  to  fo ie i0 i  
sourtTS o f  p roduction  is  an a c ­
tio n  d ire c t ly  c o n tra ry  to  the a d ­
m in is tra t io n  s p o licy  o f p ro m o t­
in g  the ra p id  expansion o f o u r 
d w n e s tic  coa l m d u s try ."

On Nov 10. Shrontz acted

In a memo, he said "In view 
of the substantially-reduced es­
timate of potential savuigs that 
could be realized i from i for- 
a 0 i-mined coai. the possible 
n e^tive  soao^conomic impaa 
and other considerations in-

w lved in the procutvmcfk ... it 
is directed that ... aw vd w ill 
be made on the basis of supply- 
uig U.S -muted c o a l"

W ithin three weeks the con­
tracts were si^ied. naming 
fo tr American coal firm s as 
the suppliers

The contracts went to Pitts- 
lon Coal, w ith miiMS in Earl- 
uig. Lorado and Stonecoal 
Yard. W Va . the Drummond 
Co., w ith mutes in Sayre. Cor­
dova. Natural Bridge and 
B rillian t. Ala . the Alla Ohio 
Valley Coals. In c . m inn  near

Wolfpit and Robaison. Ky.. and 
the Johitston Coal and Coke 
m in«  ia Glen Campbell. Pa 

Two of the firm s were not 
members o f the National Coal 
Association, and Hawley Fuel, 
which started the lobbying ef­
fort. w «  not among the suc­
cessful bidders

Memories are many about the 
50 years m Rotary history in 
Pampa

Vicars recalls that Mr M K 
Brown, the firs t song leader, had 
a strong a ffin ity  for The Bells 
of St .Mary s " For years The 
Bells of ^  Mary s" was the 
theme song of the local Pampa 
Rotary Club Brown was the 
club s th ird  president 11929 and 
1930) and u ider his leadership 
the Pampa Rotanans sang till 
th e  r a f t e r s  rang  Two 
outstanding programs (kiring 
Brown's reign included Al 
Duerr of Cabot on the then - new 
carbon black and its uses and 
Dr C W.. Siebel who gave a 
demonstration on what helium 
gas could do and the new helium 
plant near Amanllo 

Pampa Rotary sponsored the 
Knot Hole Gang during the 

years I93d3l which developed 
into the founding of boy scout 
troops In 1931-32 two boy scout 
troops were organized, one lor 
underprivileged boys in Pampa 
and the other in Kingsmill 

Rotary grew in scope and 
prominence and value to the 
c o m m u n ity  D u r in g  the 
Depression. Rotarv tried to use 
Its monev where there was real 
need such as lunches for Pampa 
school students 

In 1937 38 Brown was s till 
leading The Bells of St 
Mary s and by now the boys 
sang It with great gusto, and 
with the warm sincerity of bath 
tub singers' But fWsidera 
[>an Gribbon decided it was time 
for a change and Seeing Nellie

Home" became the standard 
b a rrie r. A m onthly Junior 
Rotarían election was founded 
that year

D irin g  the years when HHIcr 
rumbled over Europe. Travis 
L ive ly and C harlie Bwton 
served as presidents in-lU M O  
and IMO-41 respectively Travis, 
who s till resides in Pampa 
"S tirre d  up club activ ity iw 
every fie ld during very adverse 
tim e s " Burton now claims 37 
years of perfect attendance at 
the Rotary meetings bi the one 
year dunng his presidency, he 
attended 97 meetings

Burton recalls a story between 
Travis and himself "These 
were the times BC. i Before 
Castroi and o ir  convention was 
held in Havana. Cuba I was 
given a g ift at the convention It 
was a case of 24 small bottles of 
bacardi rum  After returning to 
Pampa from  the convention, ou* 
meetings were s till being held in 
the baK m ent of the F u ^  
M ethodist Church and our 
membership at that time was 
around fo rty - five I only had 24 
small bottles to distribute at the 
meeting I turned to Travis for 
advice on how to avoid irrating 
about half the membership who 
would not get one of the bottles

"As the meeting progressed I 
s t il l had not received any 
response from Travis As we 
finished dinner, presentations 
were near D irectly. Travis 
stood up and exited from the 
table without a word knowing 
fu ll well that I knew the 
meaning The closeness of the 
work between us through the 
years had taught me to kiww the 
meaning And the moral and 
meaning was. Sometimes there 
IS no answer to a problem, so 
don't belabor your efforts I 
immediately knew what to do 
and It was not to distribute the 
bottles a l the meeting H ie best 
purpose they could serve was to 
be distributed individually to 
those members who came to my 
o f f ic e  on v a r io u s  work 
assignments for Rotary during 
the week "

The pair provided strong 
leadership Burton once teamed 
up w ith Dick The Heel 
Hughes to scold Rotanans fur 
lack of attendance

The firs t war year. 194M2 
found Pampa Rotary led by 
W a lte r Rogers who later 
became a U S Congressman 
R o t a r y  went to war in 
manpower money and work

We may be an old man's 
club, but a lot of us old men w ill 
probably be toting g irs  before 
this is over, he said, and they 
were

History for the next three 
years is scant.

Vicars picked up the banner 
again in 194S-48 as piesident 
Fred Neslage became president 
in 1950-SI: George Scott In 
1951-52: Paul Beisenherz in 
1952 53. Shelly SheHiamer in 
1954 55. Floyd Watson Hi 1957 58 
and Dick Batson as president in 
19C0-C1

Members consider Rotary an 
influence on their individual 
lives and on the community.

Pampa I . and i2 i exchange 
teams of votaig businessmen 
from  other countires with 
groups from the United States 
Pampa w ill be host for a group 
of five yoiaig men from Lcndon.

Pampa Rotary support a high

M n . Bromley doesn't mind the world beating a 
to her door... or through her kitchen, or into her 

bidhroom or up her stairs.
The thousands who M ch year trek through her 

famous poftab in Clarendon witness to the fact that 
Bw loves it. She's been feeding folks for 20 years in 
her home restaurant using a a ^  • formulated recipe 
perfect proportions of down • home country 
friemhineas and her ^lecial knack for people - 
pleasing cooking.

When Mrs. Bromley's husband died, she found she 
needed to earn a living for herself. “ I was heart 
broken and blue and had to do something and 
something quick.”  she recalls.

So she moved to town, bought an electric range for 
$10 and took in boarders ... the entire Clarendon 
College basketball team. She s till calls the doaen "m y 
boyO... the cutest boys you ever saw.”

She fed and lodged them for |3S0 a month in her 
little  house on the other side of town from where her 
king • siaed white house now sets on a h ill.

M  the boys had big appetites and the rent, to Mrs. 
Bromley, was high. So she opened her tables to other 
hungry college students and travelers on weekends

In those firs t days, when Mrs. Bromley was 51. she 
was up at 5 a m . to s tir up grits and biscuits and down 
three meals later after her last customer paid his 
dollar and ate and the dishes were done.

Today Mrs. Bromley's is open daily except 
Tuesdays from I I  a.m. to 1:30p.m. Sunday hours are 
I I  a.m. to 3 p.m. Oh. at times Bk 'U keep the kitchen 
open later for special friends, like the group of 
insurance men who were traveleing across the 
Panhandle and promised to arrive by f  p.m. When 
they fina lly  got there several hours late and ate the ir 
n il. Mrs. E^omley was pooped.

But beina ooooed is something which either never 
happened to Mrs. Bromley or something which she 
has groomed herself to hide. Her smile is as bright 
and loving with her firs l customer in the morning as 
w ith her last customer at night

The road to Big Hme land Mrs. Bromley's can be 
called Big Time since tt has been written up for Ford 
Tinies. The Dallas Morning News. AAA and Mobile 
Guides and an upcoming issue of Texas Montldy) 
hasn't a ll been coaled with strawberry shortcake 
Mrs Bromley has stuck po'severence into every 
recipe She's worked hard and she's happy about 
that

"You can t just sit down and not do anything.”  she 
insists. “ But I dont know how I did K "

" I'd  fix  something in the evening for the next day 
and the boys would eat it  before they went to bed." 
she laughed

"Thoae boys were as broke as I was So she would 
loan them her car for their dates and they would

scrounge up enough money to help her get to Alpine to 
see her firs t grandchild.

She now has six grandchihken and a great • 
grandchild who a ll call her Ruby. She throws up her 
hand and smiles: "So you see. rm ric h .”

Mrs. Bromley played housemother for the college 
bmketball team for three years before C laiendm  
College got its athletic dorm finiahed "1 needed them 
so bad.”  she says of the special bond between them

But her house remained fu ll.
She now and then s till lets people stay upstairs. 

She's been without privacy so long that she doesn't 
seem to realise that she might want a comer a ll to 
herself.

I f  she has a comer, she'd probably just as soon 
Blare it  with one of the hungry fam ilies which comes 
to s it in her antique rocker and eat on her crisp white 
tablecloth.

“ I really love the people. You don't go into this 
business unless you low  people."

Around IMS. Mrs Bromley bought her present 
house at 702 S. Carhart and moved She closed in the 
porch and can now seat M at one time if  she counts 
the tables on the patio

Often buses of Dallasites on their way to see 
"Texas" in Palo Duro Canyon stop to eat w ith her. 
"We never worry about the food "she said. "We just 
cook and cook and start praying."

Over the years she has maintauied the same style 
of feeding her customers: ham. beef roaB. fried 
chicken, eight vegetables, a stovetop fu ll of different 
kinds of breads and strawberries served w ith "rea l 
whipped cream " and pound cake made from  Mrs.

" Everybody knew what was going on and 
if we got a letter from a boyfriend they 
didn't like, they woulibi't give us the m a il." 
Bteaaid.

""And to go on a date we would have to
have a chaperone of a brother or sister.”

Where did the clùkfaen in Leyba go on 
their "dates?”

‘ "Just to the schoolhouse and sit.on the 
Beps and ta li No night dates, juat in the 
daytime. Now when they are 11 or 12 they 
b rìi«  the boyfriend to the house already." 
she ssid.

Leyba was a fanning community that 
came imo be in i when five sons of one of the
■ ttle rs  h i the area, named Leyba. a l 
stayed on and made H more of a village 
than just a fv m .

They raised beane, ch ili, corn, and cows, 
horses, goats, and chickens 

Mrs. Leyba doesn't do any fanm inf any 
more, "but Bie s till looks after her ammalB 
every d a y M rs .  Le C leri said.
. She explained that the animals would be

sold to buyers coming from Santa Fe or 
Albuquerque to Leyba.

" My aunt used to be a big sales wgman." 
she said 'She s till is. Nobody can fool

Leyba may not be a very exciting place 
by many Bandards. but ""It was exciting to 
us." Mrs. Le C leri remembers. " We had a 
dance about once a month in  the 
schoolhouse" ~

Classes in the school went through the 
eighth grade and a ll Budents were taught 
by one teacher Mrs. Le C leri's lessons 
came from  Justiano Leyba who now 
leaches in Pecos.

Ask Dr. Lamb

DEAR DR LAMB -  W ill 
you please exp la in  what 
causes heart skips and the 
difference, if any, between 
pla in skips and premature 
beats which are followed by 
long pauses

I recently learned I have 
premature beats They run 
from a single extra lub to a 
series of four or five extra 
beats before a long pause It 
sounds like a clock running 
down w ith fast, short gasps 
and then the long pause Often 
there are several of these 
premature beats in succession 
before a norm al beat, as 
though the heart couldn't get 
going again I t  is ra ther 
frightening

I am male. 69. and have had 
two previous ligh t heart at­
tacks Should I see a heart 
specialist or are spells of 
prem ature beats nothing 
much to w orry about.

D E A R  R E A D E R  -  I t  
makes a lot of difference 
whether premature beats are 
occurring in a young healthy 
person or are found in a per­
son at the tim e of a heart a t­
tack They can be re lative ly 
unimportant or they can be 
life  threatening

Your heart normally runs at 
a fa irly  rhythm ic rate because 
o f a u t o m a t i c  rh y th m ic  
stim ulation of the heart mus- 
c le  A l m o s t  e v e r y o n e  
probably has a spontaneous 
(early) discharge of electrical 
type activ ity  in the heart mus­
cle at one tim e or another. We 
are not aware of it  and the 
beats w ill usually be so in­
frequent that you wouldn't 
notice them unless you were 
taking continuous recordings 
o f the heart's activities — 
sometimes over several days.

If the beat is nearly on tim e 
the slight change isn 't noticed. 
I f  it  is very early it  w ill blocfc 
out the normal stimulus to a 
hegrt beat and the prenuture 
béat lite ra lly  replaces the 
beat that should have been on 
tim e. This causes a pause

before the next beat occurs on 
tim e  These are  c a lle d  
p re m a tu re  beats o r ex­
trasystoles. Depending on how 
long the pause is a person may 
or may not feel anything. U 
the pause is long the next beat 
may ja r the individual and 
cause sensations, called "flip - 
flops" or "skipping a beat" or 
any number of terms people 
use to describe the sensation.

If the heart slows too much, 
a spot in the heart capable of 
stim ulating it may suddenly 
fire  o ff a ¿scharge. This spot 
could take over the heart if 
the heart rate was too slow If 
such a spot has a fast rate of 
its  own it  may take over the 
heart rate and cause an attack 
of rapid heart action.

The heart has numerous 
areas in it  that are capable of 
stim ulating the heartbeat. 
This is nature's safeguard in 
one way and also the basis for 
causing irregu la rities of the 
heart.

To give you more inform a­
tion  on how a ll o f these 
irregu la rities of the heart and 
rap id  hea rt ac tions are 
related and what they mean I 
am sending you The Health 
L e tte r number 6-12, H eart 
Irregu larities, Skipped Beats, 
Tachycardias. Others who 
want th is in form ation  can 
send SO cents fo r it  w ith a 
long, stamped, self-addressed 
envelope. Just w rite  to me in 
care d  th is newspaper, P.O. 
Box 1551, Radio (^ ty  Station, 
New York, NY 10019.

There is no good way to 
assess the im portance o f 
these irregu la rities w ithout a 
ca re fu l heart exam ination. 
Because you have already had 
a heart attack 1 think you 
should see about this righ t 
away. Meanwhile, the best 
preventive measures you can 
take are to not smoke, do not 
use coffee, tea or colas, avoid 
alcohol and any foods that 
tend to irr ita te  your digestive 
system.

CEDAR SPRINGS. M id i 
«APt »  George Lcminyon. 
bom and raoed on a M-year- 
dd  farm , kept up the fam ily 
trad ition: ra is i^  dairy oowi as 
good as any in Kent County.

In the last dree yean Le- 
munyon has twice seen his Hol­
steins die for reasons beyond 
his control.

A fter decades of proTiUbie 
dairying. Lem insm  Finds him­
self perhaps MOO.OOO in debt 
and w onderii^ when — and if

His firs t W tM im d l herd was 

wiped out in I tn  by poly 
brominated biphenyl or PBB. a 
toxic fire  retardant chemical 
accidentally mixed w ith klich- 
i f in  livedock feed in I tn . That 
p ie f — worsened by some bi- 

nudames —a m  human 
shared with hundreds of other 
Michigan farmers whoae poi- 
soned herds also were slaugh­
tered and buried.

But now the 17-year-dd bach­
elor is enduring a second, more 
so iitan ' tribulation His second 
herd is dying wtule government 
officials ponder the cause 

The ch illing  poasibildy is that 
it's  another chemical.

"The one fact is that George 
Lem iiiyon and that farm out

there have sitffcred immense, 
severe and catastrophic prob­
lems And I don't Hank it's  his 
fa u lt." says John March. Le- 
m tnyon's attorney in nearby 
Grand Rapids.

Although the animals have 
the same dull eyes, listlesaneas. 
s tiff joints and running sores as 
PBB-lainted herds. ofTicials 
know PBB is not the culprit 
this time.

Ironically, most experts sus­
pect the new tltf.OOO bam Le- 
napiyon built for bis second 
herd, in  the blood of Lemisi- 
yon's cows they have fouid sig­
nificant leveta of pentacMo- 
rophenol. or PCP, a toxic 
cheinical used to .preserve the 
wood in the enclosed barn

They speculate that constam

exposure to  PGP may be mak­
ing Lem tfiyon's cows grow ill

cexpert says the PG* 
used on the farm may have 
been chemically faulty because 
the common preservative has 
been widely used elsewere for 
years.

More than a doaen animals, 
including a 2.200-pound bull and 
several shriveled ca lva  lie in 
Lemisiyon's yard, s tiff and 
mow-covered because they 
can't be buried in the froaen 
earth. Another W aiumals that 
died in 1171 are buried over the 
h ill beyond his bam

"The kids used to go but and 
p ii up little  sticks for a cross 
but there got to be so many of 
them that they couldn't get

slicks fast enough." says Le- 
rnaiyon through the few teeth 
left in  his mouth

Once 2M healthy animals, his 
herd now has dwindled to a l­
most 100 The state quarantined 
it in mid-January, meaning he 
can sell neither the meat nor 
the m ilk, which n iis  out slow­
ly. yellowed and sometimes 
^ te d  like cottage cheese.

"We re working for nothing 
right now." says Bemie Orem. 
30-year-old fatlier o f three and 
Lemisiyon's partner for the last 
20 years We piS in a b l of 
long hours for no th ii^ ."

Besides the emotional and fi­
nancial strain of spending $300 
daily to feed a worthless herd. 
Lemisiyon ahd’lfie  Drents also 
are suffering from physical a il­

ments that doctors tenUtively 
have linked w ith PBB

Lemisiyon says he feels 
worse th u  he did three years 
ago. but won't elaborate. Yet 
hr nim bly scales faices on his 
farm  and appears younger than 
his years.

The brash country fiatlands north of the 
border also are s ^  to be dotted w ith 
hiddgn airstrips used by smugglers 

Palfurrias is "a  safe area" just beyond 
the U S. Border Patrol checkpoints 

"The drag dealers know that once they 
get past the checkpoints, they are home 
free." s a id K II Hellen. a P a lfirrias  car 
dealer "W fibn they get to Alice and 
P a lfirria s  they arc pretty cocky."

Hellen was one of the organizers of the 
town meetings Nearly ISO persons in the 
town of 1.000 attended one Weihiesday at 
which every elected official in the c ity  was 
present

Those preseM complained of "law 
officers who won't do anything about the 
problem becMoe they don't t l ^  we are 
behind them, and weak judges who let 
pushers out of ja il on probation. "

" I  th ink we have some pretty good 
elected o ffic iab  and law enforcement 
people." Hellen said "But they don't think 
they have the badung of the townspeople 
That s why we are doing this. I f  they can't 
do it. them we w ill elect somebody who 
c a n "

Citizens at the meeting expressed 
concern over burglaries attributed to drug 
addicts, easy sentences for marijuana 
convictions and easy bail for those 
imprisoned

"O ur officers do a good job of arresting 
the New Yorkers (hiving through here 
transporting drugs, but why don't they 
crack down on the local dealers?" asked 
one of the residents.

There'were recommendations fo r curfew 
for youths, use of plainclothcsmen. tougher 
antidnu laws.'

Bid Judge Pidencio G ara  chilled the 
residents with a reminder that they were 
warned about the drag problem a long time 
ago and they i^iored it

"Pour years a ^  we started a drag abuse 
co ia ic il." he sakL " I t  died becMse you 
woukbi't support it.

The judge went on: "A  lot of you call 
officers and say arrest these guys', but you 
won't sifpi a complaint We as parents- 
have a responsibility: it is not the churches 
or the schciols who n ^  to set curfews."

As silence deepened, he continued 
"People in this town with loose mouths 
have blown the investi^itions. Before you 
know it. the person getting a ll the gravy 
from the drug deals knows who the agent is 
and can (hxlge him "

Dist Atty. Ronaldo Garcia did not attend

the meeting because jhe w in in Austin 
requesting a special ta lk  force to deal with 
the problem.

His assistant Rolando Ramirez reminded 
Palfurrians that since Garcia took office in 
January there have been more than 3S drug 
arrests and in some of them authorities 
have confiscated up to 1000 pounds of 
marijuana

"W e a re  not reducing cases to

misdemeanors." Ramirez added pointing 
out that the problem is widespread in the 
area

Local investigators says that " in  the 
immediate »ea  we suspect we have more 
than 20 big dealers with dope operai ions "

"We don't care what's happening in Alice 
or Starr County or Houston."
