
Romania earthquake kills 2,000

B U C H A R E S T  Romania (A P i —  Western 

diplomats estimated Saturday night that at 
least 2.000 and possibly 3.000 persons died in 
the Romanian capital as a result of an 
earthquake that struck Eastern Europe on 
FYiday Rescue workers continued to dig 
for bodies and sirvivors

Offictal Romanian figures issued for the 
first time Satirday night said 298 bodies 
had been foiax]

Bucharest apparently was hardest hit m 
Romania, w h i^  suffered the brunt of the 
damage of the earthquake which struck 
about 9 30 p m local time Friday and 
registered 7 2 on the Richter scale making 
It one of the strongest tremors ever 
recorded in Europe
Diplomatic sources said the estimates 
came from U S medical students helping in 
hospitals On the basis of the number of 
casualties they saw coming in and from 
conversations with doctors, the students

said the death toll in the capital alone would 
go beyond 2 000 and probably beyond 3.000 
diplomatic sources said 

Th e  U S diplomatic mission quoted 
Radio Bucharest as reporting that 72 
persons were known dead elsewhere in Ro­
mania and I 700 people hospitalized in the 
capital city, of whom I 200 were seriously 
in jire d  Radio Bucharest is operated by the 
Romanian government 

The Yugoslav Embassy estimated the 
Bucharest toll might reach I 000 

The U S Geological Survey said the 
quake originated about 65 miles below the 
surface of the earth, so deep that after 
shocks or secondary earthquakes were 
unlikely None of significance have been 
recorded

To the south in neighboring Bulgaria 
early counts had 20 dead. 165 injired and 60 
buildings destroyed Most damage was in 
the Danube Valley towns of Svishtov and 
Ruse according to the Yugoslav news 
agency Tanjug

.No Americans were reported among the 
Bulgarian casualties and U S diplomats in 
Bucharest said none was known to have 
been hurt or killed in Romania 

Taxis were pressed into service as 
ambulances in Bucharest and all available 
trucks pul to work carrying debris A 
^lokesman at the Yugoslav Embassy said 
It was estimated the death toll might reach 
1.000

Am bulances were rushed north to 
Ploesti whose refineries were devastated 
by Allied bombing in World War II The 
Y u g o s la v  embassy spokesman said 
earthquake damage there was feared to be 
much worse than that in Bucharest a city 
of I 5 million

In Bulgaria, an early official report said 
20 people had been k i lM  165 injired and 60 
buildings destroyed by the quake The 
Danube valley towns of Svishtov and Ruse 
were the hardest hit. according to tht> 
Yugoslav news agency Tanjug 

In Yugoslavia 17 people were reported

injired in the city of Kragujevac. south of 
Belgrade, and buildings were reported 
damaged in Belgrade. Sarajevo and Zagreb 
and across the eastern border in Soviet 
Moldavia

T h e  e a rth q u a k e  ro lle d  th ro u g h  
southeastern Europe about 9 30 p m 
Friday registering 7 5 on the Richter scale 
and setting off tremors from Rome to 
Moscow Romanian officials placed the 
epicenter in the Transylvanian Alps about 
120 miles north of Bucharest

Authorities said the late hour saved lives 
in Bucharest s d o w n to ^  area of stores and 
warehouses the most severely damaged 
part of the city Most residents were home 
when the quake struck and unofficial re 
ports said scores of Romanians were buried 
when their apartment buildings collapsed 
At least two seven story apartment 
structures were among those destroyed

Workers dug through mud and rubble in 
d o w n to w n  Bu cha re st on Saturday 
Authorities said field hospitals had been set

up at two stadiums and enough supplies 
were on hand to treat casualties

Many Bucharest residents spent the night 
in their cars or huddled arouid candles in 
parks and streets In the morning, lines 
formed outside food stores, but supplies 
seemed good

Pictu re s shook on Moscow walls. 
Hungarians in tall buildings fled into the 
streets glassware rattled in Vienna Greek 
officials reported five tremors and a brief 
panic in the northern city of Salónica 
Italian authorities said the tall buildings 
swayed m Rome Naples and most of 
central Italy

Patrick Willmore of London s Institute of 
(Geological Science said the quake was at 
least twice as strong as the one that killed 
some I 000 people in the area of Skopje 
Yugoslavia, in 1963

The quake was the first anywhere in the 
world to register at least 7 on the Richter 
scale so far this year Th e ^ra le  measures 
ground motion and each unit upward

reflects a tenfold increase in the seventy of 
the quake A 7 S quake, for example, is I t  
times stronger than a 6 Squake 

Although an earthquake of 5 can cause 
considerable damage, a reading of 7 
indicates a major "  quake and a reading of 
I  a great one The San Franasco quake 
of 1906 took place before the scale was in­
vented but has been estimated at 7 9 

At the Turkish embassy, where I was 
dining big chunks of the ceilng fell on the 
table said Raoul Delaye. the French 
ambassador to Romania

The entire population was oU on the 
streets, which were filled with ambulances, 
fire engines and police, he told Agence 
France Press

People came into the streets nght after 
the quake. Finnish Ambassador .Matti 
Haekaenen told a Helsinki newspaper 

They were worried but not hysterical 
Offers of help were made to Romania by 

the Red Cross societies of Yugoslavia.

T h e  P am pa Independent 
School District board Fnday 
declared war on inability of 
Pampa students to read and 
work math

With little fanfare and utterly 
no protest from a full audience, 
the board stripped the district of 
an undisclosed num ber of 
teachers and set in motion 
changes it hoped would force 
students back to the basics

The move was the culmination 
of many months of work by the 
board s Long Range Planning 
Committee headed by AJ Smith 
Th e  c o m m itte e  has been 
e x a m in in g  cu rricu lu m  and 
staffing in the entire school 
district

.At the 7 p m  meeting in 
(Garver Center 321 W Albert 
th e  b o a rd  a d o p te d  the 
committees recommendations 
which focused on reading and 
math and which Smith said 
should save the taxpavers 
S50 000 to 970 000 a year

The highest priority has been 
assisgned to strengthen the 
school district s effectiveness in 
t e a c h i n g  r e a d i n g  a n d  
mathematics. Smith said

The plan calls for students and 
te a ch e rs  to work harder 
students to take more academic 
classes and teachers to sharpen 
reading and math teachung 
skills and require more of their 
students

Students entering the ninth 
grade in the 1977 78 school year 
will be required to have six 
additional credits to graduate 
The additions will be three 
English one government two 
approved courses and more 
saence because seventh and 
eighth grade science coirses 
will not be counted toward 
graduation

We are trying to push the 
students toward academics but 
without the help of parents it 
won t work Smith said

M ajo r changes will make

individualized math and reading 
available to all students in the 
SIX elementary schools, will 
eliminate Spanish from Houston 
M iddle School, homemaking 
from the eighth grade and 
general shop from the ninth 
grade and will add a counselor 
for the elementary schools

Students will be prohibited 
from taking more than three 
quarters of arts and crafts each 
year in junior high and high 
schools Previously, students 
could take as many arts courses 
as they could work into their 
schedules

Other changes in the high 
school curriculum will include

The board moved to continue 
current staff and programs in 
athletics but has asked the 
athletic director to try to reduce 
the number of coaches absent at 
any one time to alleviate the 
problem of securing substitute 
teachers

O t h e r  changes in clu d e  
increasing the teaching load of 
department heads from four to 
f iv e  c la s s e s , e x a m in in g  
teacher s teaching load by 
num ber of students a day 
instead of individual class size 
assigning the high school choral 
teacher to serve as coordinator 
of a ll school choirs and 
elminating one homeboind unit 
for pregnant girls because of 
decline in need

Smith would nut specify how 
m any teachers the changes 
would eliminate but would say 
that the saving  to the district 
evoi with the purchase of new 
materials and a com piler for 
the new math class would be 
between S50 000 and $70 000 in

the area of personnel
He emphasized that most 

teachers whosejobs will be cut 
wil be used in other areas

Some may have to go back to 
school this summer. Phillips 
said

Ekl It would not be good 
stewardship of taxpayer money 
to keep a person if there is no 
opportunity for talent to match 
needs. Smith added

In prim ary effort to improve 
reading and math skills in 
Pam pa students, the board 
hopes to h ire  a reading 
c o o r d i n a t o r  a n d  m a th  
teacher-coordinator with aides 
to work with other teachers The 
c o o rd in a to rs  w ould assist 
teachers and help teachers 
develop or sharpen skills in 
reading and math insinictien. 
Smith said

This IS an effort to give as 
m u c h  s p e c ia l in d iv id u a l 
attention to the average and 
above average student as the 
below average student." Smith 
said

What we re really saying is 
that we re presently giving 
re-enforcement to I h o «  under 
Title 11 and we would like to 
include all children. Bob 
Phillips, school superintendent, 
said

C u rt  Beck added. The 
teachers should ask for more 
from students really set higher 
goals for students

Pampans write more hot checks than ever

Intentional or accidental, bad checlcs are 

a pain to a lot of people in Pampa
No one has any figures on the dollar value 

of bad checks written to Pampa merchants 
and residents each year, but Justice of the 
Peace Venora (>ole has collected $37.800 79 
in 17 months

Mrs Cole said the Justice of the Peace 
court began collecting bad checks in mid 
Septem ber 1975 and she set up the 
collection process for her father the late 
E  L  Anderson who was then JP

What I 'm  interested in is the merchants 
getting their money. Mrs Cole said I 
collect for moat all the grocery stores 
convenience and liquor stores and some 
furniture stores "

M rs CGole said bad checks turned over to 
her for collection range all the way from 
t l  SO to « v e r a l  htndred dollars

■ The largest I ever collected was more 
lhan 000 . "she said

Mrs Cole said the hoidn* of a bad check 
must notify the check writer by letter and 
ghff tliem five days to settle the matter

Following that lime a complaint may be 
sijyied and the check turned over to Mrs 
Cole for collection

1 write them a letter —  a letter from the 
JF’ s office sort of frightens them —  and 
give them 10 days to make payment." she 
said Then if I don't hear from them I 
write a warrant on them 

Warrants are ^ liv e re d  by the constable 
and M rs Cole said she adtki t t  50 to the 
amount the check wnter owes if she has to 
write a warrant People vary in their 
reactions to being « r v e d  with a warrant, 
she said

Some are humble and some are very 
indignant Some of them just lie when the 
truth sounds better There's all kind of 
excuses in the world. 3Jrs (Gole said 

Some of the bad checks are the result of 
honestly made bookkeeping errors

When it's a joint accouit the husband 
may write a c h K k  and not tell the wife or 
the arife writes one and doesn't tell her 
husband, she said But others write a 
check knowing it is bad and knowing they 
wiU never make H good 

"Moat people are b m io illy  honest and

don't want to give a hot check Bob 
O ippen said Cnppen manages the Gibson 
Discount Center on the Perryton Parkway 

The other 10 per cent are ennks and that s 
how they make their living 

O ip p e n  IS a Pampa merchant who uses 
Mrs Cole s services

Mrs Cole has done a tremendous job for 
me. he said If it wasn I for her we would 
have to slop taking checks 

Mrs 0 )le  said she receives an average of 
85-75 bad checks for col lection each month 

Most are just one or two checks, but 
some write « v e r a l  bad checks across 
town, she said She is now collecting from 
one man who has paid off aboiM $200 and 
has more than $165still to be paid 

Mrs Cole said there are some checks she 
will not take for collection including out of 
• state checks

"it's too much hassle to get the warrant 
oertiried and get the person extradicted to 
pay." she said "When I First started I'd try 
to help them imerchantsi find a good 
address, but there's loo many and it's too 
much work I 'm  not a collection agency "  

Even though Mrs. Cble helps Pampa

merchants, she said at least part of the 
problem is the merchants fault They 
should be more careful from whom they 
accept checks O ippen agrees

1 think we brought it on ourselves 
O ippen said We re awfully lenient —  we 
take hot cheeks, forged checks As long as 
people keep getting away with it they will 
keep doing It

The store manager said collection on bad 
checks was very difficult in the past

We used to try to do it (collecting) 
ourselves he said But there s no law on 
collecting these in Pampa Other towns 
don t have t h e «  problems If we had any 
teeth in our check laws, there d be no 
problem But I've been here It  years and I 
ha ven t seen much of a law yet

Pampans are issung more hoi checks 
today than ever More and mom people are 
living paycheck to paycheck ''

G ra y  G iu n ly  Attorney David Martindale 
u id  (Yippen s attack on area cfwck laws is 
not fair

"The problem with collecting bad checks 
IS people don't know the procedure." 
Martindale said

The check writer mast be notified by 
certified letter return receipt requested 
and given 10 days to reply, the attorney 
said Then the matter can be turned over to 
prosecutors —  .Martindale for checks up to 
$200 and District Attorney Harold Comer 
for checks over that amount 

Whereas Mrs Cole files worthless check 
ch a rg e s  against an individual, the 
prosecutors must file a cnm inal charge —  
theft by check A conviction on the cnm inal 
charge means the defendant will have to 
pay a fine and-or cow l caat.s. but does not 
necessarily have to pay the holder of the 
check the disputed amowit 

T h e  laws are not too lax.' Martindale 
said I don t know how they can be any 
more strict than they are It's just that 
people don't know what they can do under 
the law "

Martindale and Comer have compiled 
irtformation on the check laws, but have not 
found anyone to print it in brochure form 
for distribution to merchants.

One Coronado Shopping Center merchant 
said  h it  s to re 's  actual lots from  
uncoUectabte checks was 1712.14 in t fT i

O ippen said bis store probably lost $12.500 
during the year and that's probably a 
conservative estim ate"

I ve had some come to town, put about 
$50 in the bank, get some checks and write 
them all over town and then leave." Mrs 
Cole said

Th e s e  bad accounts cause some 
merchants to question the role of banks in 
the bad check pictufe

A rth f ll Gibson, vice president and 
cashier of First National Bank, said banks 
cannot d o «  customers accounts b e c a u « 
of bad checks

Closing bad accouits would require proof 
that the party is absolutely using the 
system for fraud Personally I'd have to 
have a c le a m it case." Gibam  said. ' It is 
the merchants' responsibility to sec that 
the customer has money, not the bank's."

"Eventually I think everyone will have to 
go to a different system." O ippen said^

Never was a happy family?
The American family is beset 

from all sides
Rising divorce rales more 

abortions and fewer children 
more women leaving the home 
to work declining parental 
authority and the anchorless 
sexual mores of o i f  lime, the 

depersonalizing effects of 
modern urban living —  these 
and other phenomena are 
putting severe strains on the 
family as an institution and 
suggest to some that it may be in 
Its last days

Yet the family may be a 
stronger and more resilient 
force than wr think At least, 
W ellesley College sociologist 
.Mary Jo Hane nnakes a good 
case that it is in a new book, the 
fru it  of a research study 
sponsored by the Carnegie 
(Corporation

For one thing she finds that 
the historical evidence does not 
support the view that the 
family s demise is imminent 
Indeed the happy family of days 
past as we usually picture it 
never n.*a lly existed 

We n e v e r had extended 
f a m i l i e s  w i t h  h e l p f u l  
grandparents and maiden aunts 
Th e  nuclear family —  just 
parents and children —  has

a l w a y s  been the n o rm  
According to the nation s first 
census in 1790 the average 
household had 5 8 people, too 
small to fit the definition of 
extended family

The idea that otF communities 
were more stable in the old days 
IS another illusion, she writes 
For example, in Bosum between 
1840 and 1850 and between 1850 
and I860 only 34 per cent of the 
population lived there for an 
entire decade

.Neither did earlier families 
i n h a b i t  w a r m  s m a l l  
communities in 1880 57 per 
cent of Americans lived on 
fa rm s  o r  in large cities, 
e n v iro n m e n ts  often called 
socially isolating In 1970. two 
thirds of us lived in small towns

M e a n w h ile  (h e  sh a re  of 
corporations and proprietors —  
profits —  was halved, from 31 
per cent of national income to IS 
p e r cen t b i Governm ent 
spending (federal, state, locali 
multiplied 8 fold in the past 26 
years while naticnal income 
increased only 5 times (in 
current dollarsi. c i The federal 
governm ent has been on a 
deficit basis throughout the 
period Its debt has jumped by 
over $300 billion just since 1970. 
That, apparently, did not cure 
unemployment —  the jobless 
rate jumped to levels inknown 
since the I930’s. Wliat that policy 
did bnng about is inflation The 
dollar has lost half its value 
since 1965 and prices have of late 
been climbing from 5 per cent to 
nearly 10 per cent a year

The question is now Will 
more of the same medicine —  
bigger government spending, 
larger d «ic its . sharper cuts m 
the national income share going 
to business —  provide the 
n e e d e d  r e l i e f  f r o m  
u n e m p lo ym e n t' O r. w ill it 
simply generate high rates of 
inflation'

T h e  a d v o c a te s  of B ig  
Governm ent have long been 
telling us that there is a trade - 
off between umemployment and 
inflation To  have less of the 
former we must tolerate more of 
the latter What’s so bad about a 
little bit of inflation' Moreover, 
government deficits at a time of 
heavy loiemployment. we were 
assured, could not possible 
cause inflation which is brought 
about largely by a cu n ^ira cy  of 
big corporations to rob the 
public

It now seem s that the 
in g e n u ity  of our national 
decisionmakers has succeeded 
in g iv in g  us high rates of 
unemployment and inflation at 
the same time I s i ’t it amazing 
what some of our contemporary 
e c o n o m ic  t h e o r is ts  and 
a m b it io u s  p o litic ia n s  can 
accomplish when they ^ n g  up 
on US'

What then is the way out of 
this vicious cyc le ' We first have 
to get clear m our minds what 
really causes unemployment —  
and then adopt the proper 
measires to reverse cirrent 
trends

That will be the subject of the 
next column in this series

The comptroller reports that 
the couple told him school taxes 
for them had increased tenfold 
d u rin g  the last year. They

But. they're writing to the 
w r o n g  fe llo w . T h e  state 
co m p tro lle r's  office h M  no 
control over school taxes.

A ll of which means school
district taxes are strictly a local 
matter and Bullock's office has
no authority to intervene.

If a taxpayer, for example.  ̂
feeb the vaiue placed on his
property for tax purpoaes b  
excessive, he m ay appeal to h b  
local Board of EqtuUiation fora 
reduction.

If the board rules agskisl the 
taxpayer, he then can challenge 
the valuation in the slate courts.

"re fo rm " measures desisted to 
ease the property tax burden.

Hot weather melts 
snow, brings tornados

Frostbitten Easterners may 
thaw out of the worst wuiter in 
history only to be baked by an 
abnormally hot summer, ac­
cording to the "dimatological 
guess' of a National Weather 
Service meteorologist 

But hot weather would mean 
more sunshine —  and fewer se­
vere storms, induding tor­
nadoes. said M arvin Miller, 
head meteorologist at the 
Clevdand foreca» office of the 
weather service 

He says his speculation is 
based on the belief that tem­
peratures for a given calendar 
year lend to average out So in 
order to compensate for the 
winter, the summer has to be 
warmer

So far this year, tempera­

tures in the East have aver­
aged IS or more degrees below 
normal "When you start add­
ing this up ... if we re starting 
off so far behind as we have, at 
some point later in the year, 
this very great defidt has to be 
made up. he said

i  feel quite strongly thM the 
climatological a id  of this will 
be made up to a large extent 
(fcu-ing the summer and fall, 
which would then indicate we 
will have a w a rm a  than nor­
mal summer and warmer than 
normal fall."

M iller said his opinion is 
based on climatologicai study 
and is by no means a firm  pre­
diction

And the connection Miller 
makes to a ligh ta  tornado sea­
son is not shared by Fred Os-

tby. deputy director of the 
weather service storm forecast 
center in Kansas Q ty  

"Records on extreme cold 
waves and the relationship to 
the severe weatlwr season do 
not pinpoint much of a relation­
ship between the tw o .' he said 

But he added. We've never 
really had anything to compare 
with this p ^  winter ... there's 
really nothing on record that's 
comparable with th a t"

Office where Carter and Wal 
ter Cronkite of CBS sat in or

Carter wearing a blue suit 
sipped tea between answers —  
and told one caller about it 
saying the only way to cut U S 
coffee prices is.to reduce con 
sumption

been addressed by lesser offi

Most of what Carter had to 
say was by way of explanation 
of his programs and policies 
Mike M i-Gralh of Warsaw Ind 
asked Is that there tax re 
bate supposed to be for 650 or 
whaC’ Carter explained that 
the rebate will be more than 
650 for low-tncomc Americans, 
and that his economic program 
also includes a permanent tax 
cut It s a pretty good deal for 
vou. t think, he said

(jerald Anderson of Ikenver 
wanted to know why congress­
men are getting a 612 900 raise 
and taxpayers a 650 rebate He 
asked how the raise fits Car­

ter's effort to balance the budg­
et

"Th a t's  a hard question."

Pa ( A P i  -  
Rescuers reached the tiny lai- 
derground chamber Saturday 
night where a coal miner had 
been trapped for more than 
four days, a state official said 

Rescuers said it would take 
I ' t  hours to bring miner Ron­
ald Adley out of the mine deep 
inside a 404foot mountan 
where mne other men were 
trapped by flood waters at mid­
day Tuesday

far. two bodies have been 
foifid The fate of seven other 
miners is still unknown 

II was 8 45 p m  Saturday 
when rescuers completed the 4̂  
foot-wide escape hatch they had 
chiseled oul of 50 solid feet of 
coal and quartz 

Adley had been entombed for 
32 hours before searchers had 
any indicatian he was alive As 
t h ^  drilled through the hard 
anthracite coal, they heard a 
tapping noiw  A small hole was 
drilled through the coal, allow-

mg Adley to rommunicale with 
his rescuers

Quartz is the hardest of all 
common minerals Only rare 
minerals like topaz and dia 
mond are harder The quartz 
turned the drills' carbide tips to 
stubs Each time contact was 
made with the shiny mineral 
the drills bounced off the black 
wall

Hand-held jackhammers and 
hand picks, used to chip out 
coal between the drill hole, 
chewed into the wall at about 
six Inches an hour 

" I  don't know why Dad just 
can't use a karate chop and 
knock that coal o U  of there." 
said Adley's •-yea'-oid son. 
Ronald Jr .

"A ll  i want to do is hold Ron­
ald in m y a m s  a p in ."  said 
the m iner's wife. Anna .Mae 

" I f  he gets out by Sunday, 
he'll be in c h a rh . vou better

believe it."  said his brother 
Robert

Adley. 37. was trapped with 
nine other miners at midday 
Tuesday when inqiounded wa 
t a  crashed through a shaft 
ceiling where the men were 
working, coilapaing support 
timbers and triggering rock 
slides

He scampered up a 4Sdegree 
angle side shaft to safety Tw o 
miners were killed, t h m  in- 
ja e d  and seven are missing 

"We know nothing drfinite 
about the other m e n "  Shutack 
said at the news briefing 

Atop Keppfer's Mouitain. an­
other work gang used a six-inch 
bit to drill a 435-foot vertical 
hole to the general a e a  where 
the w e n  men were believed 
trapped ^

Television cameras and semi- 
tive sound detection equipment 
were to be lowered inlo the 
hole to look and lislen f a  life

Up top it was loose pebbles 
that were causing a problem, 
snagging the bit as it cut into 
the moiaitain

"The driller is very con­
cerned and he's trying to w a k  
out his probtotns now." said 
Jack Tisdale, a M ESA  district 
manager. "Today and to m a - 
row are going to be exam­
ination days f a  a lot of these 
young fellows If we miss, we 
drill another hole."

Adley. father of two. w m  
sealed a mile inside the mine, 
able to commimeate with his 
rescuers and grt food and 
clothes through a six-inch shaft 
bored to his 10-foot wide. lOfoot 
high cell.

One of the first things he 
asked f a  was chewing tobacco, 
said to be one of a miner's 
three best friem b along with 
whisky and his light.

Johnson said broadcasters 
have refused to fight First 
Amendment violations because 
they are too busy fighting for 
com m eraal broadcasters prof 
itable speech to worry about 
the public's right to know 

"In  a public trust, (rofit does 
not mean ever-escalating profit 
Managing for profit does not 
mean maximizuig profit duruig 
every minute of the broadcast 
day

"A  fair return on investment 
does not justify a television in­
dustry average 82 per cent re­
turn per annum on depreciated 
capital investment." he said 

"Shareholders' share of sales 
need not be three times that of 
the oil industry, in one of the 
oil industry's greatest years—  
as tlie broadcasters earned last 
year

"Th e  law is desifpied to fight

In a major article Enday the 
government newspaper Izvestia 
said some members of the em 
bassy staff were involved in a 
spy ring with Soviet dis.sidents 
who passed them secret mill 
tary and scientific information 

An embassy ^ k e s m a n  said 
the article was interlaced with 
slander and innuendo and as 
such we find it unworthy of any 
further comment at this time

Hut the dissidents especially 
■lews on whom the attack fo­
cused. expressed concern A 
statement signed by seven of 
them said they feared new anti 
Semitic rt‘pressions and one of

the Jews. Vladim ir Slepak 
added We think there will be 
arrests

Anatoly Shcharansky denied 
charges that he passed defense 
industry information to fo re i^  
ers and said he believed a 

special harassment cam 
paign was under way. in­
volving searches and psy 
chological pressure 

Shcharansky a Jew who has 
been refused permission toemi 
grate said he is followed by a 
group of plainclothes security 
men wherever he goes 

On the day the Izvestia ar 
tide  appeared searches were 
conduded at the homes of five 
Jews —  Alexander Ijerner Ida 
Nudel Dina Helen.

Program

program It is not a more-gov­
ernment pre^ram  It is a bet-

Icr-and-more effective govern­
ment program, using existing 
structure.”  he said.

"We set up a top level coun­
cil. of existing leadership, to 
use existing authority There is 
no super agency. There is no 
new regulatory authority be­
cause we have enough now.”  he 
said

"If we handle o r  coastal 
program  property, there won't 
be one less job. one less plant 
or one less dollar nnade But 
there w ill be clean beaches and 
productive bays, good recrea- 
tran and a habitable place to 
live on the Texas coast." he

And they can discuss, 
with authority, the problems 
presented by programs other 
agency heads propose, he said 

Industry favors this ap­
proach. he said, because an in­
efficient. poorly regulated ap­
proach causes delay in obtain­
ing permits and le a ^  to uncer­
tainty about what federal

agencies will do in the abaenoe

Th e  day was hot. humid, windy 
Tow ard  evening, a mass of ^ r k  clouds 

p th e re d  in the southwestern sky An 
ominous.Mack spiral trailed toward earth, 
moving at a d e t ^ v e i y  slow speed, about 
30 m i la  per hour But inside the wavering, 
pressirited column wind speeds were 
revolving at close to 300 miles per hour 

A  typical tornado had occurred.
Usually disappearing as quickly as they 

f o r m ,  tornadoes have taken 11.000 
American lives since 1016 Almost one in 
tan of these deaths occirred in T e a s  More 
than 100 twisters strike the stale annually 

Statistics indicate tornadoes usually stay 
on the growid five or ten minutes, cutting 
swaths anywhere from about 400 yards 
wide to as much as a mile or more The 
average length of a twister is four miles, 
though they may reach hiaidreds of miles 
i n l c ^ h

In t t f  ms of intensity and area covered, 
the most violent T e a s  tornado on record 
swept White Deer. Glazier and Higgins on 
April 9.1947 Its gi^intic vortex was a mile 
and a half wide. 221 miles long 

The two most disastrous tornadoes in loss 
of hves struck T e a s  more than 50 years 
apart Goliad was devastated in 1902 by a 
tornado that k i l M  114 peode and injured 
230 others In 1953. a tornado touched down 
in Waco's business district, killing 114 and 
injiringS97

The National Weather Service issues a 
watch when atmospheric conditions are 
famrable for tomaikies A warning means 
a tornado has actually been sighted or 
detected by radar

T h e  siren is not soinded for watches, he 
explained, because we re concerned that 
residents would begin to take frequent 
siren blasts for granted We re often ixider 
tornado watches here three of four times a 
day "

Pampan Forrest B Q oyd of the a ty  
engineer's office said the warning system 
consists of two small sirens located in the 
downtown area, plus six larger units 
purchased in 1970 by the a ty  These have 
sound diameters of about 7000 ft —  about I 
and one third miles —  each, and are 
located within a block of crossings of Albert 
and Wilcox.

thought part of the problem 
was that she came on the 
scene about the time vitamins 
were first discovered so she 
was v ery  impressed with 
vitamins Also she really 
spoke for a different period 
when lack of food was the 
b lu e s t problem, exercise was 
a ^ M e r  part of daily life —  
usually in the form  of hard 
p h y s i c a l  la bor ,  and our  
medical problems were en­
tirely different than they are 
today

Qualified nutritionists do 
not recommend her books In 
a new book. “ Th e  Health 
Robbers ( George F  Stickley 
Company Publisher Dept .N,

It's a rare person who can 
always find ready-to-w ear 
clothes that fit perfectly, or 
whose figure remains con­
stantly the same. Most of us 
find ourselves involved in 
r e p a i r s  and a l t e r a t i o n s  
because our figures change, 
the fashions change, or a new 
garment needs refitting

Of course, it's more fun to 
make something new from a 
fresh piece of material But it 
is rewarding, in another way, 
to use your sewing know-how 
to save money on alterations

Alterations at your local 
cleaning or tailor shop are ex­
pensive One small shop in 
Connecticut charges $3 75 to 
replace a zipper, and up to $5 
to $7 fo r a m o r e  t i m e -  
consuming job This tailor 
charges $3 75 for a pants hem, 
the same for a simple dress 
hem plus $1.25 if there is a lin­
ing. Fo r $15. he will shorten a 
straight coat, but he asks $20 
for a flared style. He w ill fit in 
a lined jacket for $11, slim 
down a pair of men's pants for 
$3.75. or take the flare out of a 
pair of pants for $8

Perhaps the most common 
repair is replacing a zipper, 
once a zipper is broken, it 
usually must be ripped out and 
replacied

T ak e  out old zipper by 
rem oving stitching. Where

there is a waistband or facing, 
remove enough stitching to 
open out the fabric attached to 
the zipper, mark position for 
bottom stop of zipper so top 
stop w ill be three-eighths inch 
below a waist seam line, or 
one-half inch below a neck 
seam line Machine baste the 
opening together Insert ac­
c o r d i n g  to n e w - z i p p e r  
procedure

T o  r e p l a c e  a j a c k e t  
separating zipper, separate 
the zipper and work on just 
one side at a time Remove 
old zipper Work on inside of 
jacket with zipper face down. 
Bring top stop of zipper as 
close to the collar as possible. 
'Tuck tape end inside collar if 
you can remove stitching; 
otherwise fold tape end under. 
Pin and baste folded edge of 
facing to zipper tape Stitch 
edge of facing to zipper tape. 
On outside of jacket, stitch 
zipper in place following old 
stitching line Secure top edge 
of tape T o  be sure second half 
of zipper is placed correctly, 
zip the two halves together 
and pin second half in place 
Separate halves, and insert 
s e c o n d  z i p p e r  s e c t i o n ,  
repeating procedure for first 
half

To  replace the zipper in a 
pair of trousers, first examine 
the opening carefully to see 
how the old zipper was put in. 
You may use any zipper that 
is long enough to fit the open­
ing, a zipper that is too long is 
trimmed from the top

Take out the old zipper On

the left front, or fly edge, take 
out the stitching that holds the 
facing and open out the facing 
Place closed zipper on it face 
down, with trimmed tape ends 
at bottom of opening Pin 
zipper tape to opened-out fac­
ing over old stitching line, and 
baste Stitch with two lines of 
stitching, stopping at waist­
band seam line Fold facing 
back in place and baste

If the zipper is too long, 
open it and cut off the stitched 
half one-half inch above waist­
band seam line Tuck end of 
zipper under waistband and 
topstitch waistband seam 
T r im  other half of zipper to 
match

Right front (with separate 
extension); Working on out­
side of garment and beginning 
at bottom of opening, pin 
zipper under open edge oif gar­
ment (opened when old zipper 
stitching was removed i 'Tuck 
zipper end under waistband 
Baste the extension in place 
under the zipper, and stitch 
through all thicknesses close 
to zipper teeth Topstitch 
waistband seam, stitching 
between zipper teeth

S u g a r m a n ,  w h o  
designs for Victoria handbags, 
the "m ost successful canvas 
bag house in the country," 
shw ld know

Worki ng with different  
■ weights of canvas, she creates 
two or three collections a 
year, 60 bags to a collection, 
and she thinks it!s a snap 

“ Actually, i t ’s the little 
touches that change,  the 
color, the darting, striping the 
canvas which I ’m doing for-  
s p r i n g  A f t e r  a l l ,  h o w  
different can you be with a 
handbag?"

Well, you can take a canvas 
tote bag and give it the look of 
a handbag Make it a little 
shapelier, put a zipper on top, 
add gussets that expand, dar­
ting here and pockets there 
and maybe straps that snap in 
and out and change a shoulder 
bag into an attache case.

Tha t’s what M rs Sugarman 
began doing for Victoria’s tote 
bags when she joined the com­
pany three years ago, and she 
has been so successful, she 
says, that her styles are 
copieid by the higher priced 
leather houses 

But there’s little danger of 
their stealing her customer, 
who is generally 22 to 35 and 
used to schlep a raggedy 
carryall with her jeans 

N o w ,  she s a y s ,  “ t hat  
customer relates very well to 
fabric She likes natural fiber 
She doesn’t want vinyl and she 
doesn’t want to spend $50 for a 
leather handbag she may not 
want to wear next year”  

She’s content to get a year's 
wear out of one goodlooking 
canvas bag —  or two or three 
—  that she spent $13-28 for 

And if she takes care, it can 
live longer ‘All our bags can 
be dry cleaned unless they 
have vinyl or jute in them 
And a solid color bag can be 
washed with a brush and cold 
water w a ^  If there's a dark 
trim , however, the color will 
run.

"W e're  hoping to make bag 
tags in the future with clean-

ing instructioas," the coo- 
tinues, "but it’s very costly 
right now and the consumer 
would ultimately pay. Eve ry  
bag is different, you tee. so 
we can’t use one standard tag. 
But in time we might be able 
to absorb the cost.

"1 have tremendous com­
passion for the consumer," 
she adds, “ because she’s 
clicked every which way and 
thaFa one reason 1 didn’t want 
to be a fashion designer."

\  c o u p l e  of y e a r s  on 
S e v e n t h  A v e n u e  a f t e r  
g r a d u a t i n g  f r o m  t he  
Traphagen Sdiool of Design in 
1955 were enough for her. " I  
found the industry very dif­
ficult for m y temperament 
and personality. I  always felt 
as if I was walking on eggs, so 
I stopped designing and stayed 
home for eight years.”

Then, three or four years 
ago. she designed some jute 
bags to match some hats she’s 
made, and decided it was time 
to enter another facet of the 
business

"Jo e  Moskowitz, president 
of Victoria, liked what I ’d 
done and I joined the com­
pany The support I get from 
him is really vital, and the 
concern we give our bags is 
the concern a top fashion 
house m i g h t  g i ve  to its 
merchandise”

H er concern and pride are 
p e r s o n a l  as w e l l  as 
professional Carmen Maria 
Rosario Iriza rry  (Sugarman) 
f r o m  P u e r t o  R i c o  is a 
successful Puerto Rican in an 
industry where her people

have done little more than 
push garment racks through 
the streets.

She’s not sure if i t ’s a case 
of discrimination or not. " I  
was always accepted on the 
surface because I ’m  very fair 
skinned and I didn’t cause any 
problems. So it wasn’t bad for 
me. But I ’m  Puerto Rican in­
side and out and I did feel in­
secure —  whether that was

something I  created or there 
was a reason for it, I don’t 
know."

Things are better now. she 
says " I f  you’re professional 
and hardworking and well 
prepared, there shouldn’t be 
any problem anym ore.”

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Grand Prix driver killed
JO H A N N E S B U R G . South Af 

rica l A P i  —  Austrian Niki 
Lauda, who carriei the scars of 
a near-fatal crash last year, 
scored a spectacular victory in 
Saturday's South African Grand 
Prix. a trium ph marred by the 
flaming death of Welsh driver 
Tom  Pryce and a track official

"W e want Lauda We want 
L a u d a !" the crowd chanted be­
fore the winner appeared on 
the victory rostrum.. But 
Lauda, severely burned last 
year in a wrenching crash in 
G erm any, was on the verge of 
tears and said nothing

The sequence of events that 
killed Pryce and Kyalami C ir­
cuit marshal Jansen Van Vuu- 
ren began when the Shadow 
bemg driven by Renzo Zorzi of 
Italy caught fire Zorzi brought 
the car to a stop on the edge of 
the track and jumped to safety

With the track apparently 
free of oncoming cars. Van 
Vuuren and another marshal 
left their trackside post and 
headed toward the burning car 
Pryce s Shadow D.N8 suddenly 
shot into sight and slammed 
into Van Vuuren. killing him in­
stantly

The 27 year-old Welsh dnver 
lost control of his car which 
careened at full throttle 
through the main straightaway 
glanced off the Liger Matra of 
F r a n c e ' s  Jacques Lafitte. 
crashed into an embankment 
and exploded

Pryce was dead when fire 
marshals cut him out of the 
wreck Pryce s 22-year-old wid­

ow. Nella. whom he married in 
IfTS. was under heavy sedation 
in a local hotel Lafitte appar­
ently escaped serious injury 

It was just three years ago at

"In  the 'S0I and 'CDs we had 
this big surplus.'* said Russell 
McGregor of the National Asso­
ciation of State Universities 
and Land-Grant Colleges "The 
question was why should we 
spend more money on ag re­
search when we've got food 
coming out of our ears?' "

For the past 20 years, he 
said, agricultural schoote did 
not grow at all. but now things 
are different

There is a need for food, and 
colleges and universAies are 
gearing up to meet the in­
creased demand They are fol­

lowing up on the socallcd 
"Green Revolution" of the late 
IMOs. studying "foliar fe rtilia - 
tion" and "oell-free" agricul­
ture and developing hardier 
varieties of old stiqiles such as 
apples

The agriculture school at the 
University of lUinois. anticipat­
ing a new era for research into 
f o ^  productivity, is seeking 
state financing for an eight- 
year, IllS -m illion overhaul of 
its aging and crowded physical 
facilities

Michigan State University is 
seeking a S3 2-million increase 
in the tIO million budget for its 
Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tion

Sim ilar requests are being 
made throughout the couitry.

"W e're  all doing A. Ih e  only 
difference is in the packaging." 
said John Mahlstede. associate 
director of Iowa SUte's A gri­
cultural Experiment Station

Mahlstede said experiment 
stations routinely have sought 
budget increases sinoe World 
War II . but the big difference 
now is that everyone is listen- 
ing

The federal government allo­
cated tl2C 7 million to all ex­
periment stations in fiscal 1977. 
12 per cent above the 1971 
budget The .National Associ 
irtion of Stale Universities and

Land-Grant Colleges is seeking 
a 31 per cent increase for 1971.

Other penduig legislation 
would appropriate up to tISO 
million between riscal 1977 and 
1979 under a competitive grant 
program for promising lines of 
agricultural research.

Under the JW75 Famine Pre­
vention Bill sponsored by Rep 
Paul Findley. R -lll.. Congress 
authorized a partnership be­
tween land-grant colleges and 
the federal Agency for Inter­
national Development to find 
ways to solve the world's food 

• problems

In the late 1960s. development 
of dwarf wheat varieties and

utlafT breakthroughs tripled 
wheat production in places such 
as India and .Mexico. Apply­
ing the same principles to soy­
beans. Illinois researchers are 
developing smpller high-protein 
soyoean plants.

McGhee says the outlook for 
domestic oil and gas drilling 
operations for 1977 is both good 
and bad.

The executive vice president 
of the International Association 
of Drilling Contractors says on­
shore operations are off to a 
good start but the outlook off­
shore is rather grim  for con­
tractors

McGhee said overall domes­
tic operations now are well 
ahead of a year ago but that 
the court order blocking the 
start of drilling off the Atlantic 
Coast has aggravated an off­
shore situation that already in­
cluded a rather large surplus of 
drilling n p

The industry moved iiko 
March using 20 per cent more 
rotary drilling ngs.than a year 
earlier

" It  is going to be an awfully 
good year for the onshore 
people." .McGhee said

We have been lellmg them 
for years, the last couple of 
years anyway, if they wanted 
to significantly increase the 
number of ondiore wells they 
were going to dnil they were 
going to ^ v e  to take advan­
tage of the first quarter slack 
in onshore rigs. and. by 
George, that is exactly what 
they are doing "

.McGhee said the current situ­
ation means more wells will be 
drilled this year than in 1976.

Even if. say. starting June 
I. they don 't drill at any great­

er rate than they did the last 
half of last year there still 
would be signifkanlly more 
wells drilled this year than 
last. " he said. "They are cer­
tainly utilizing rigs this first 
q u a rte r"

.McGhee doubts that any rigs 
will be seriously looking for oil 
off the Atlantic Coast this year 
regardless how the litigation 
over the first lease sale devel­
ops

"Th e  drilling contractor has 
to make application for a per­
mit to discharge even bilge wa 
ter and he can't apply for a 
permit until he gels a con 
tract." he said

So you have a six-month de­
lay in there even after you 
have the contract So in so far 
as I can see. 1977 is completelv

out for meaningful drilling on 
the east coast "

McGhee was a bit skeptical 
about a report one company an- 
tiapating the start of Atlantic 
drilling within months had been 
caught with a long term. $10 - 
000 a day contract on an off­
shore rig

I understand two or three 
agreements were written but it 
seems a little difficult fur me to 
believe that operators in to­
day s rig market would assume 
complete responsibility m view 
of the uncertainity . ' he said 

Maybe they did but with as 
many lawyers as they have 
working for them I suspect 
they were protected when the 
lease sale was voided

Fish doctor Beck fixes fiimies 
and makes house calls to do it

a m .

"M y  fish tank broke." ex­
plains a frantic aquarium own­
er "A ll m y tropical fish have 
spilled all over the living room 
fioor "

For a $25 charge, the aquari­
um owner gets a house call be­
fore the sun comes up from one 
of Alan Beck's 17 service men.

The 33-year-old marine biolo­
gist started his 24-hour emer­
gency line more than a year 
ago as an adjunct to an aquari­
um and fish supply business

Beck's customers, who he 
says include such Hollywood 
figires as Jill St. John and 
Sammy Davis Jr . ,  may also 
rent their fish or buy a fish 
guarantee

T o  insure replacement for 
sick fish "you have to be on the 
service, have your aquarium 
maintained by the month." 
says Beck "W e're betting on 
ourselves." Such a service runs 
about IIS  a month for a small 
home tank to several hundred 
dollars per month for a large 
aquarium serviced every few 
days.

Beck says that tropical fish 
as a hobby is a |68S million a 
year business, according to a 
recent industry survey

The 24-hour number is avail­
able to fish renters and those 
who've bought a fish guarantee, 
says Beck, but the general pub­
lic m ay also call The first 
question on care of their fish is 
free, he says

The guarantee is a good deal. 
Beck says, for customers who 
own large aquariums stocked 
with valuable fish Cost of each 
sahwater fish, he says, m is  
from 12 for a blue damsel to 
$200 each for harlequin tusks 
plucked from Australia's Great 
Barrier Reef

Some emergency calls are 
false alarms, says Beck, who 
started his business from a ga­
rage five years ago

"People will come home, flip 
on the lights, and find their fish 
faded and blotchy

"Salt water fish change color 
and f a ^  out in the dark." he 
explained When the lights go 
on. they are blinded just like 
we are and act confused The 
biotchiness is the color coming 
back "

Sick fish often are taken to 
the hospital." quarantine 
tanks at Beck's headquarters in 
suburban Granada Hills The 
two most comnwn maladies af­
flicting tropical Hsh are Ick. a 
parasite that looks like tiny salt 
drops, and fungís, which looks

like cotton balls 
Fish make interesting pets, 

says Beck, and people often 
chiiose species which match 
their own personalitis Eliza­

beth Taylor, for example, likes 
very colorful fish 

B u  Beck, though he's a fish 
lover, says it just lai't true that 
fish wink at their owners

For drilling contractors, the 
offshore picture is colored not 
so much by how many wells 
are to be drilled as by how 
many rigs are available to drill 
them For this year'and prob­
ably next, an excess will be 
available Only some remark­
able and unlikely, surge in off­
shore work could absorb the ex­
cess and restore a balance

As of .March I. operators 
were making use of 1.897 rotary 
drilling rigs, the highest level 
since late 1961

A prolonged drilling slump 
dropped the average number of 
ngs in use from 2.687 in 1955 to 
only 975 m 1971 D irin g  the 
same period the number of 
completed wells dropped from 
a record 58.418 in 1956 to 26.224 
in 1971

Last year the industry com­
pleted 41.421 wells while oper­
ating an average of 1.658 rotary 
rigs

Hughes Tool Co . which com­
piles the weekly rig courA. fore­
casts an eight per cent increase 
in well completions this year 
and says this will require an 
average of about 1.800 active 

Such an average would be 
the highest since a 2.074 aver 
age was posted in 1959

Agent says hold 
back on irrigations

Irrigated wheat farmers who 
do not plan to graze their wheat 
can save money by holding off 
on e a r ly  .March imgations. 
a ccording to Joe VanZandt. 
Extension Service agncultiral 
agent for G ray County

"Irrigated wheat that is going 
for grain production only can go 
without irrigation for a few 
more weeks if the farmer is 
interested in increasing his net 
profit." VanZandt said "O ur 
recent rains and snow have 
replenished our soil moisture to 
adequate levels for awhile 
About all farmers get from early 
March irrigations is increased 
forage pro ^ctio n  from wheat 
when soil moisture is not real 
sh o rt"

According to the agent, two 
irrigations this year probably 
will produce the most wheat per

acre • inch of water —  one in 
early A pril and one in early 
.May

" If  farmers are interested in 
going for higher yields of wheat 
and w a n t  to apply three 
i r r i g a t i o n s ,  then I would 
recommend in late .March, the 
second in late April and the third 
in the  m i d d l e  of .May. " 
VanZandt said.

" W i t h  irrigation costs up. 
wheat prices down, adequate 
moisture in the soil, it makes 
serse to me to hold off irr ip tin g  
wheal at least urAil the latter 
part of .March or early A p ril."  
he added

And the material —  pounds and pounds 
of K —  represents but a fraction of the 
information in F B I files n  Washington on 
Fellner and a dozen other people once 
active m the antiwar movement on the 
University of Wisconsin campus 

It 's scary , he says
Fellner has receved 7.000 pages of 

previously confidential F B I files under 
the Freedom of Information Act The 
Justice Department says it has proc­
essed an additional 2S.000 pages and 
re fu se d to release t h e m  under 
exemptions such as national security 

Fecieral of f i aa ls  are still sifting 
through the files he has requested under 
a court order to process 4 000 pages a 
month Fellner says there s no way of 
telling how much more is forthcoming 

Fellner. 25. continues to be involved in 
radical politics

We never imagined what we were 
getting into he says 

If there are tens of thousands of pages 
on a few individuals in .Madison he says 
imagine how massive the entire F B I files 
must be for ai^iw ar sirveillance durmg 
the 1960s and early 1970s

The F B I refused comment on the kinds 
of surveillance it is presently involved in .

In essence, they say I m just a punk 
with a big mouth he says It s kind of 
embarrassing but they won t let it go at

He Sara the Tiles he is receiving v e  
mostly Inoee of former student activists
never »v o lv e d  in any serioui trouble, 
though he has also received files for Rep 
R o b e rt Kastenm eier. D-Wi s. ,  and 
convicted bomber Karleton Armstrong

He pulls out the Tile of Madison Mayor 
Paul Soglin. who was once arrested by 
.Madison police for disorderly conduct 
during a demonstration 

Ih e  F B I report on the mayor, now 
given to thiee-piece suits and liberal 
Democratic politics during his ciarenl 
campaign for a third two-year term , 
reads.

'Th is  information was not intended for 
outside dissemination, but was meant to 
apprise the bureau of Soglin's full 
background since he has indicated a 
desire to advance to higher positions in 
his political career and it was believed 
information concerning him might be of 
value in the f u t ir é "

They re saving it to use against h im ." 
IS the way Fellner views Soglin s file 

He has been involved in nothing radical 
for a long time, yet his Tile increased 
after he was elected mayor The file con­
structs him as a commie dupe "

Soglin. who is first mentioned in the file 
at age 12. was reluctant to comment but 
finally said There's a lot of material 
that seems tnvial to a law enforcement 
investigation "

Fellner says surveillance has dropped

off for antiwar activists who forsook 
politics and became teachers, medical or 
law students, houwwives. or went to 
other cvecrs and gave up invDivement in 
all types of politics.

"B ut anybody nvolved in any type of 
p olitica l a c tiv ity , whether le p i  or 
illegal, is still under surveillance." hr 
says

The F B I in Madison refused comment 
on what type of surveillance continues 
An agent who answered the telephone re­
fused to indentify himself

Fellner has a file on a woman who had 
a baby and applied for weifare The F B I 
contacted welfare officials about her to 
tell them of her past radical politics 
activities, even thiiugh she was never 
convicted of anything

There 's the file of a man arrested for 
fire-bombing and finally convicted under 
a local leaf burning ordinance. His sur­
veillance  dropped off sharply after 
several years of living at home with his 
parents, attending medical school and 
staying away from all politics.

T h e  files show how F B I agents 
infiltrated dozens of campus groups, 
tried to set up wiretaps and bugguig 
devices in homes and hid in cabooses in 
the railroad yard across from Fellner's 
house

He sa vs he is going to co irt to try  to get 
incut versions of the files which include 
raw surveillance reports and reveal F B I 
methods of infiltration and survillance
