Oil Proration 
Hearing Will Be 
Held Tomorrow

AUSTIN, Feb 18 (A P I—The first 
Texas oil proration hearing since 
the change in membership of the 
railroad commission will be held 
here Monday.

Commissioners said today there 
was no possibility of the state­
wide Saturday O' Sunday oil field 
shutdowns being abandoned and 
the purpose of the session was to 
correct any production allowance 
inequities between fields.

Jerry Sadler of Longview, who re­
placed C. V Terrell on the com­
mission January 1. said he doubt­
ed if any field would receive an 
increase as a consequence of the 
hearing but several decreases might 
ensue. Latest figures indicate Tex 
as is producing slightly more oil 
than the United States Bureau ol 
Mines recommended for this month

Other members of the commis­
sion are Lon A. Smith chairman 
and Ernest O. Thompson

The oil industry has been some­
what alarmed recently because ol 
rapid increase in gasoline stocks, 
which are well over 80,000.000 bar­
rens. Many believe they should not 
exceed 84,000.000 barrels on April 
1

Oras.

King Nor and his young Krewe. 
all children lik’  himself paraded 
on floats paid for by business man 
and made in school workshops, sal­
uted the mayor, was feted and fuss­
ed over, and got his picture in the 
papers.

So. as is the rase in this town, 
time passed, night fell. Nor and his 
Krewe went to bed, and the big 
folks took over with the ball of the 
Krewe of Melsom and the Ball of 
the Mystic Club, the latter an or­
ganization for married folks only.

The carnival pace slackens a bit 
tomorrow, Sunday, when only one 
parade is given, that by a neighbor­
hood group.

The real business comes Tuesday, 
Mardi Gras, with parades and balls 
by the Krewes of Rex and Cosmus 
and general masking from dawn tt 
dusk. Midnight Tuesday is the end 
of the season.

WASHINGTON. Feb 18 UP}—Dis- 
clouirt a French air mission consid­
ered cnl.v two American waiplan s 
equal to similar German ships 
brought comment from war depart­
ment sources today that this govern­
ment has better and faster planes 
than any the French saw.

The French attitude was disc laved 
when the Senate military committee 
made public the record of its secret 
investigation of the French pur­
chase of 10(1 Done las light bomber; 
of a new model built for entry in an 
army competition this spring.

This record revealed that Secre­
tary of the Treasury Morgenthau 
told the committee the French after 
looking over the field, reported they 
found only two models that "could 
stand up in the air one second" 
againxt German planes.

Other disclosures from this testi­
mony included:

1 General Malin Craig, army chief 
of staff, testified the Douglas light 
bomber, of which the French pur­
chased 100, and the P-40 pursuit 
plane, which they were not per­
mitted to see, "are still valuable 
military secrets if we are to lead in 

ithe air.”
2. Craig, while noting sale of the 

Douglas bomber came in "a little 
different" classification, endorsed in 
general President Roosevelt's policy 
in selling Ametican military planes 
ibrrad.

3. Craig told the committee that, 
starting from scratch, manufacturers 
could not produce more than 40 
planes ol a new nfodel in 12 months 
and added that 18 months would be 
tequired to turn out 300 bombers.

XP-38 Fighter Not Seen.
In other war department quarters 

It was pointed out that, the French 
had not seen the army’s experi- 
nv ntal XP-38 Fighter which at­
tained speeds in excess of 400 miles 
an hour in a dash acrass the coun­
try. These quarters also indicated 
the army has in the process of man­
ufacture a bomber considered to be 
much more effective than the Doug-

Reciprocal Trade 
Agreement Opposed

WASHINGTON. Feb. 18 (/PI—Rep. 
O'Connor. Democrat. Mont . said a 
Rocky Mountain group decided to­
day to lodge a "strong protest” with 
Secretary Hull agairtst any recipro­
cal trade agreements that might 
tend to lower the price of domestic 
wool.

O'Connor said "mere talk" about 
a passible agreement with Aastralia 
has "already caused th» price to sag 
and we are determined to do what 
we can to keep western sheepmen 
from being .«old down the river"

He said present prices must be 
maintained or the west, would be 
faced with a situation in the wool 
industry "similar to the one the 
cattlement are facing as a result of 
the recent trade agreeement with 
Canada."

The group met today at the re­
quest. of Rep. Murdock, Democrat. 
Utah, who previously had accused 
"ca'tern speculators" of “deliber­
ately attempting to depress the price 
of wool for personal gain."

That phase of the situation will 
be discussed with Hull, O'Connor 
.said, but no action was taken on 
another of Murdock's suggestions 
that pressure be brought to bear on 
the Commodity Credit Corporation 
to control wool trading practices.

At a press conference Mr. Rocse- 
vflt said information continued to 
be r reived that the international 
situation was disturbing.

This information was not dis­
c a r d  in detail, but It was under­
stood lo relate to passible renewed 
demands from totalitarian coun­
tries. The demands, it was said, 
w rr likely to be pushed through use 
of fear of aggression instead of 
through normal diplomatic chan­
nels.

Magistrate Rudich was charg'd 
specifically with accepting $100 to 
plead with a ftllow-magistrate for 
a suspended at ntence on a convicted 
prostitute and accepting bribes to 
approve fraudulent bail bonds 

The $100 bribe. Amen said, came 
from Louis Kassman, 49, a bail 
bondsman held in $15,000 bail after 
pleading guilty to subordination of 
perjury.

Indicted on a charge of first de­
gree p rjury yesterday and held in 
$50,000 bail was Max Lippe, 57, alias 
"Uppy" Lipshitz. reputed czar of th’  
bail bond racket, who. Amen said, 
had been "running the courts” in 
Brooklyn for 30 years.

In the action against Rudich, the 
magistrate was given until next 
Wednesday to mak? a formal reply 
to all charges of corruption and mis- 
condui t. In addition, the appellate

PERRYTON, Feb. 18 (IP)—A 7-g 
year-old mystery of the disappear-; 
ance of two boys whose father was 1 
feund shot fatally next day was 
iccalled today by the discovery of 
the bones of a child on a wind-swept 
Panhandle ranch.

Lloyd DavLs, a WPA worker, 
stumbled onto the skull and parts 
of a skeleton while making a min­
eral survey on the Merydith ranch, 
25 miles southeast of l»ere in Lips­
comb county.
zJ. M. Cons, Jr., 10. and his brother, 
Vernon, 6. disappeaied May 31, 1932. 
Their father was found the next day 
dying from bullet wounds. A coro­
ner returned a verdict of suicide.

In 1936, Elmer and Claud Tenny­
son, convicts in the Oregon state 
penitentiary, told of being hired by 
the father to kill his children. They 
said they shot Cone when he refused 
to pay them for murdering and 
buiying the boys. Officers branded 
their story as a hoax They were 
sentenced to the penitentiary In 1935 
for bank robbery.

Chadwick Does Not 
Oppose Plane Sales

BATON ROUGE. La , Feb 18 (JPi 
—St< pii n L. Chadwick, of Seattle. 
Wash., national commander of the 
American Legion, sees no objection 
to the sale of airplanes to foreign 
governments, but believes military 
secrets should be retained for the 
exclusive use of this nation.

Chadwick delivered an address 
here tonight at the annual deport­
ment conference of post and unit 
officers of the American Legion and 
of the auxiliary'.

"We have no objection to sale by 
American industry of planes to na­
tions that are not involved in civil 
war or in what we conci ive to be an 
undeclared wr.r he said in express­
ing til’  views of the American Le­
gion on the current congressional 
controversy.

"But," lie continued, "we do not 
believe that we should sell planes 
that include military secrets to any 
nation. Our manufacturers are cap­
able of devi loping planes to meet 
the specifications of any government 
but elements considered by our war 
department to be secret should not 
be made available to any otlur pow­
er."

Unwise Class Legislation
The mania for regulating everybody continues to 

exhibit itself. Among the most recent bills Introduced 
into the Texas legislature is one which would pro­
hibit the advertising of prices for eye-glasses. It 
would confine advertising to what is known as "edu­
cational or institutional" copy.

Now, we see no reason why an optometrist or a firm 
of optometrists should not have as much right to ad­
vertise their prices as a furniture store or a grocery 
store. The service which is rendered is dependent 
wholly upon the character of the individual and can 
not be made a matter of legislation, except that there 
are general statutes which cover fraud and misrepre­
sentation, but the advertising of prices is in itself 
a measure of protection to the public against fraud. 
And it is the customer's privilege to seek service from 
whom he pleases with knowledge of knowing what it 
is going to cost before he enters the door.

Such restrictions by legislation as are proposed 
could have only one tendency, and that Is to make 
easier the charging of higher prices. And restriction 
on price publication is a restraint on competition 
which is the life of business.

How very far this tendency to regulate and re­
strict is being carried was revealed by the Dispatch- 
Journal's Austin correspondent who pointed out that 
there are now bills before the legislature to license 
and regulate these classes; naturopathic practioneers 
(those who treat ailments through diets), itinerant 
merchants, plumbers, librarians, blacksmiths, short­
hand reporters, school janitors, real estate operators, 
contractors, religious practitioners, school equipment 
dealers, hospitals, chiropodists, loan brokers and 
welders.

Anyone who will read the list will agree that it is 
ridiculous to require the examination and licensing of 
workers in some of these trades or professions. The 
purpose in many Instances, as the correspondent 
points out, is to selfishly restrict the number of per­
sons who engage In these occupations. Carried to the 
ultimate extreme, we would have all occupations so 
bound round with prohibitions that we would have 
practically a caste system set up, with the chances 
slim for any person changing his occupation. And 
the cost of government by reason of the number of 
bureaus created to administer and enforce regulations 
continually goes higher.

The legislature will be wise if it pitches most of 
these proposals into the wastebasket and confine its 
work to the passing of laws which are unquestionably 
essential to the public welfare.

The Nation's Press
MR. ROOSEVELTS FIG H T W ITH  CONGRESS 

(Chicago Tribune)
Mr. Roosevelt's fight with congress may in­

dicate a willful temper or a new plan of action. 
He may intend to break with his party which he 
(ailed to purge. He may be seeking the third 
term, not from the next Democratic national con­
vention but from a coalition led by John L. Lewis, 
Mayor La Guardia, Harry Hopkins, Earl Brow­
der, and other left wingers, radicals, collectivists, 
and communists.

In anticipation of a series of defeats in con­
gress he may have decided upon an open break 
which will enable him to say that his enemies 
have captured the legislative branch and that he, 
as the popular champion, is through with it. Sub­
sequent events will reveal the purpose. The
surmise that he Is provoking a quarrel as a cur­
tain raiser for the new party of revolution may 
be soon verified.

Mr. Roosevelt is politician enough to know that 
the odds are against an executive who steps into 
♦he ring in the last half of his second term and 
starts a fight with congress. There is nothing 
out' of precedent in that, but the executive has 
never won. Mr. Roosevelt, knowing it, is either 
too hot headed to care or he wants the battle 
in furtherance of his personal ambitions, lie  
has not lost an opportunity since congress began 
its session to make enemies. He has tried by 
ridicule and abuse. He has tested the patience 
o f senators hy his nominations to office. He has 
waved the red flag of revolution in their faces. 
He has gone over their heads in appointment 
• f  men hostile to them.

His treatment of the members of the Senate 
military affairs committee, to whom he confided 
the details of his foreifri policy under pledge of 
secrecy, was resented. He forced his confidences 
on them, told them things they thought the coun­
try ought to know and later scolded them as 
gossip mongers. He is bound to have a fight.

Mr. Roosevelt has surrounded himself inti­
mately with men from whom he expects to hear 
nothing but yes. He is long past the time of self- 
scrutiny and has become, month by month, less 
tolerant o f opposition and less available for sug-

rtion and advice. I t  is fortunate that he, is 
no way disposed to carry out his program by 
conciliation and by political trading. I f  he were 

using the celebrated White House charm he 
might be a great deal more dangerous than he 
can be with a club in each htffld, instantly attack­
ing the person who disagrees with him.

Congress as an institution has met chief execu­
tives on that ground many times. I t  knows the 
precise period in which he becomes vulnerable 
and begins to lose the compelling powers of his 
office. I f  Mr. Roosevelt had been able to keep a 
docile congress, one which would defer to his judg­
ment and to its own self-interest, and sacrifice 
national welfare for political profit, the plight 
o f the country would be infinitely more precarious 
than it  w ill be if  a determined legislative body 
is provoked by the White House attitude into 
declaring its independence and doing what >*. 
thinks best in spite o f ail the pressure brought 
to bar on it.

Mr. Roosevelt's return to the demand for an 
Increased W P A  appropriation is further evidence 
of his determination to have his will obeyed or 
force a break with his party.

The Secretary might explain what right any 
employer has to combine with his employes and 
pay more for doing a job than many o f his cus­
tomers are willing to do the identical job for and 
then keep the price of his product up to his cus­
tomers ?

The Secretary might explain how this is working
Tor the benefit of all ?

The Secretary might explain what he w ill do, 
when these unions establish such a high price for 
their services that the tools and natural re­
sources they have to use in operation w ill not 
produce enough so that there is employment for 
all people.

I t  is easy to make a statement, Mr. Secretary, 
but please explain the above questions. The col­
umns are open for your explanation.

WASHINGTON—Harry Hopkins, so inside inform­
ant has it, may soon wheedle Secretary Ickes out of 
his belligerent position in the power picture and be­
gin a program to pacify the $13,000,000,000 electric
Industry.

I f  the thing develops as forecast. It will mark the 
second time Hopkins has come out as Presidential No. 
1 man in the recovery effort, while Ickes takes a 
rear seat. Before, it was in the spendlng-for-prosper- 
ity effort. PWA spending was slow. WPA could spend 
fast, and Hopkins got most of the money. Ickes 
growled for months.

For five years the power Industry has been the 
New Deal's whipping boy. I t  came out of the pros­
perity period with hands dirtied by the Insull debacle 
and was a prime target for reformists like Senator 
Norris and the welterweight left-wingers, Corcoran 
and Cohen.

They first put through the public utility holding 
company act and then helped to pump' government 
capital into publicly owned power production through 
Ickes' PW A and the Rural Electrification Adminis­
tration.

New the power industry, in normal times, spends 
from $400.000.000 to $500,000,000 a year In plant expan­
sions. Beginning about 1932 that type of power com­
pany spending stopped.

Complaints of Companies
The companies have complained that government 

Interference on many fronts made It impossible to get 
new capital; that their depression trouble have been
augmented by;

1. TVA, Bonneville, and similar government power
'enterprises.

2. The menace of drastic reorganization enforced 
under the holding company act.

3. Financing by rural electrification, and, far more 
seriously, by Secretary Ickes of 365 municipal and re­
gional power projects win a potential outlay of 
more than $128,000,000.

How’s Your 
Health?

CURING W ITH  HEAT

Heat Is one of nature's favorite 
curative agents. Fever Is a com­
mon associate o f disease. In local 
Injury there Is redness, swelling, 
pain, and heat.

AU of these symptoms arise 
from the Increase in local blood 
circulation which follows an in­
jury or hurt. They also give us a 
clue to the possible curative value 
of heat artificially applied. Heat 
stimulates circulation; and in­
creased blood circulation favors 
defense and repair of the Injured 
part.

In addition, heat is frequently 
soothing, and reduces pain. It 
quickens the absorption of swell­
ings and of morbid materials 
(pus. exudated blood, etc.) lodged 
in tissues.

Thus, skillfully used It is a valu­
able and comparatively safe rem 
edy.

For quick Application the moist 
hot compress Is probably the sim­
plest form of heat therapy avail­
able. Its disadvantage Is that It 
cools rather quickly and must be 
changed often to be of any value.

Under some circumstances It Is 
preferable to replace the wet com­
press with a hot water bag. I f  the 
bag is filled to less than its full 
capacity it can be manipulated so 
that It will come In complete con­
tact with the part to which it is 
applied.

I t  is best generally to wrap a 
dry cloth around the bag before 
applying it to the body. Be certain 
that the bag does not leak. Re­
member too that most parts of the 
body are more sensitive to heat 
than the hands. Be careful that 
the hot application is not too hot.

A very useful heating apparatus 
Is the electrical hot pad. This Is 
not only flexible and hence easily 
applied but can be set at the de­
sired temperature and maintained 
there without much variation.

Under certain conditions, as 
when pain is deep-seated, pene­
trating heat rather than surface 
heating Is desirable. Than, Infra 
red lamps are very useful. There 
are many such models available. 
Lamps that can be used with safety 
a r e  comparatively inexpensive. 
They consist of a “black” heating 
element and a reflector.

I f  you contemplate purchasing 
such a lamp it Is best to consult 
your physician as to the type and 
brand of lamp to get. Be sure at 
least to get a lamp approved by 
some responsible group.

Logs In The Jam

That leaves—Secretary Ickes. He and his municipal 
power program are not the only logs in the jam. Yet 
we have it on good authority that PW A loans and 
grants for power projects create most of the com­
plaints from companies to comply with the holding 
company act. *

Here is an example cited. Two centrally located com­
panies own operating systems which dove-tail into 
each other like a cross-word puzzle. Under the hold­
ing company act, this ‘‘sprawling” type of organiza­
tion is banned. Each unit must be regionally inte-

grated. The head of one company was willing to trade 
plant for plant so each company could consolidate 
Its holdings. The other executive balked. Ho said two 
federally financed municipal projects were growing 
up right beside some of the property he would have 
to accept In trade. They are still not Integrated.

Like his other PWA projects. Ickes had to start 
his last municipal power projects by last December 
31. He can’t start any more unless congress puts up 
more money. That Is where Hopkins, now Secretary of 
Commerce, comes Into the picture.

Our Information is that there won’t be much more 
municipal power money beyond that already allocated. 
But there are lots of municipal power advocates In 
congress, all grouped around Senator Norris, whose 
state Is being crosshatched with them.

And the supposition Is that Hopkins can't calm 
the power executives until he can assure them, 
among other things, that they can resume their half 
blHlon yearly expansion program without too much 
fear that Ickes will park a  publicly financed plant 
right down beside them.

THIRD PRIZE ESSAY
(Editor’s Note: The following is 
the third prize article in the 
Junior group as to " What Is A 
Seasonable Profit

• • •
What Is a Fair Profit?

A  fair profit is a profit that 
devolves the greatest good to the 
greatest number of people. To 
explain and to make this answer 
more than a glittering generality, 
we must consider what type of 
profit secures the greatest wealth 
for society.

I f  we may accept the classic 
economic law that all wealth 
comes from production —  and I  
have never encountered a refuta­
tion of this law—greater wealth 
must come from greater produc­
tion. Greater production is pos­
sible only as It becomes more ef­
ficient and thus can be consumed. 
That is, more can be produced 
only if  it can be produced more 
cheaply and thus its production 
increases the real wages o f labor. 
The efficient producer contributes 
to the welfare o f society and is 
therefore entitled to a reward in 
the form o f profits.

The production of goods entails 
a risk. When the entrepreneur 
starts production he risks his cap­
ital, his labor, and whatever ex­
ceptional effort he uses (his "sleep­
less nights” ) that would not be 
used if he were employed by an­
other. For these expenditures he 
must have, at least, prospects of 
reward (profits) greater than 
those that could be obtained if he 
w ere.to invest his money and to 
accept employment from another 
entrepreneur. Professor John Bates 
Clark, dean of American econo­
mists, in his book. The Distribu­
tion o f Wealth (1 ), states, 
“Profit is the lure that insures 
improvement, and improvement is 
the source o f permanent addition 
to wages. To secure progress, this 
lure must be sufficient to make 
men overcome obstructions and 
take risks.”

The entrepreneur is entitled to 
profit because first, his efficiency 
contributes to the welfare of so­
ciety, and secondly, because in 
contributing to society, he as­
sumes risks. This conception of 
profit is stated in Thuren's Der 
Isolirte Staat, (2 ).

A t this point It may be well to 
emphasize that the writer is aware 
that many profits are unearned 
in that some enterprisers are in 
fortuitous positions in society and 
are thus able to gain rewards out 
o f proportion to their contribu­
tions. For example, most public 
utilities are natural monopolies 
and the utility owners have, in 
the past, profiteered at the ex­
pense o f society. Other examples 
might be cited in which the leek 
o f effective competition has al­
lowed entrepreneurs to make prof­
its in excess of their contributions 
to apeiety.

In the long run in a competitive 
society profits are justified, first, 
because competition will keep prof­
its near the margain of differ­
ence in ability, as measured in 
money, between the efficient pro­
ducer and his less efficient com­
petitor; secondly, because profits 
are retained only for a relatively 
short period of time. Mr. Clark

Harvesters Have Easiest 
Time Winning Cage Title

Either Pampa has an unusually 
pea t basketball team or the other 
11 trams in Intel-scholastic Lea­
gue District 2 are woefully weak, 
because the Harvesters had the 
easiest time in the history of the 
tournament here in winning the 
district championship last night. 
It  was like taking candy away 

from a baby in all the four games 
the Harvesters played. They elim­
inated the highly-touted Spearman 
Lynx 39 to 21. they crushed the be­
wildered Hedley Owls 54 to 15, and 
Saturday morning they overwhelm­
ed the scrappy White Deer Bucks 
43 to 10. McLean’s Tigers who could 
not win the county championship, 
fared no better. D ie  Harvesters 
trounced the hapless Tigers 49 to 
26 in the final battle last night.

LeFors last Tuesday night won 
the county championship by batter­
ing the Dgers 38 to 23, but McLean 
before the final playoff game had 
discovered that LeFors was playing 
two ineligible men on the team. Le­
Fors, not choosing to get into an ar­
gument. stepped aside and invited 
the Dgers to go to the tournament.

McLean Lucky
It was mainly luck that put the 

Dgers into the finals—luck by virtue 
of drawing a berth in the lower 
bracket which was made up of four 
of the weakest teams in the tour­
nament. Then, too, McLean had to 
win only two games to get into the 
finals. D ie  Dgers had no difficulty 
In swamping Phillips Friday after­
noon and PoUett Saturday morn­
ing.

D ie  stronger teams were In the 
upper bracket, but most of them were 
not on a par with teams in past 
tournaments. Close observers believ­
ed that Pampa had a stronger team 
than usual, but that the other towns 
had weaker teams than usual.

Borger was the big disappoint­
ment of the tournament. They were 
eliminated by White Deer Friday 
night 24 to 18. D ie  Bulldogs didn't 
have anything on the ball this year. 
White Deer probably had the second 
strongest team in the tournament, 
with Spearman ranking third and 
Borger fourth.

Bucks Beat Borger 
The Bucks played their greatest 

game of the meet against Borger. 
They led throughout the tussle ex­
cept for one time when the score 
was tied 14-all. The Bucks were 
ahead 10 to 5 at the first quarter. 
16 to 14 at the second, and 20 to 16 
at the third. The White Deer cag- 
ers had no stars, and divided up the 
scoring. It  was one of the best coach­
ed teams in the meet. The White 
Deer team couldn't hit a lick when 
they were mowed down by the Har­
vesters. All the shots they’d been 
making, they missed yesterday morn­
ing. The slaughter was terrific, and 
in no way Indicates the caliber of 
the White Deer five.

Pampa piled up a score of 25 to 4 
in the first half against the Bucks 
and increased it correspondingly un­
til the regulars left the game in the 
third quarter. The Bucks quickly 
squelched any ambitions the reserv­
es had.

Owls Plucked
The Hedley Owls didn't have a 

single feather left at the half. D ie 
Harvesters had plubked them clean 
32 to 3 at the half. The reserves did 
the rest of the damage.

Spearman’s tall center, Jacobs, 
couldn't win the game by himself 
when the Lynx played Pampa, but 
he won part of It by scoring 7 points, 
including 6 from around center. The 
Harvesters put their shoulder to the 
wheel and worked hard in this game. 
The reserves also finished this 
game.

Canadian Forfeits
Pollett bad a rather easy time 

beating Mobeetie whose Hornets 
lost their sting after the half. D ie 
Follett five eliminated the Wheeler 
champions 31 to 21. McLean sent 
Phillips home to the tune of 40 to 
27. Phillips’ players were of the 
half-pint size, and had to look up to 
the taller Dgers.

Canadian failed to show up Friday 
morning, and Borger didn’t get a 
chance to play the Hemphill boys. 
Borger was credited with winning 
by a forfeit.

It  was the second straight year 
for the Harvesters to win the title— 
1938 and 1939. Pampa lost the dis­
trict crown to Perry ton In the fin­
als of the district in 1937. The Har­
vesters won the title In 1936, 1935, 
1934 and 1933. In brief, Coach Odua 
Mitchell's team has won every dis­
trict championship but two in the 
last ten years.

55Q,II80 Acres 
In Panhandle 
To Be Restored

A (otal of 550,000 acres has been 
set as the Texas land restoration 
goal, Charles Thomas of Pampa, 
member of the Texas Agricultural 
Conservation Committee, said today. 
In connection with the announce­
ment that farmers of 12 Panhandle 
counties retired more than 130,000 
sub-marginal acres from cultivation 
in 1938

Soil on the land retired was re­
turned to the protection of perma­
nent vegetative cover. In the AAA's 
land restoration program. Farm­
ers participating In the program 
will receive 50 cents an acre, or a 
total ef $65.000 from the federal gov­
ernment. The 50-cent payment per 
acre is an annual reward for a 
period not to exceed three years, 
Mr. Thomas explained.

Gray county was not Included in 
the following list as there were no 
acres, restored to cultivation in this 
county last year, under the pro­
gram.

Land restored in 1938. by counties: 
Dallam. 58,165; Deaf Smith, 20.436; 
Hartley, 15,436; Moore, 15,211; Sher­
man, 8.826; Hansford. 5,253; Ochil­
tree, 2,872; Oldham, 1,561; Lipscomb,

and Carson, an amount undeter­
mined at present.

BAI Inspects 40 
Herds In January

AMARILLO, Feb. 18.—There was 
employed In Amarillo district for the 
month of January, »one state man, 
one B. A. I. man and four county 
men who spent their entire time in 
an effort to eradicate scabies infec­
tion. and a total of approximately 
$30, was expended by the depart­
ment in its regular eradication pro­
gram.

Forty herds, and a total of 9.313 
cattle were Inspected or dipped. None 
were classed as exposed or Infected.

The Livestock Sanitary Commis­
sion of Texas will continue the work 
in the Amarillo district in an effort 
to protect the livestock In that dis­
trict from Imported Infection, and 
affording the necessary scabies cer­
tificates demanded by other states 
on livestock moving from Texas.

The above work was conducted un­
der the supervision of Dr. J. Ouy 
Porter, Lubbock, and C. A. Alford, 
supervisor of scabies eradication 
work, Amarillo.

N ot:-O ne B. A. I. paid inspector 
and fqur county inspectors were 
( mployed in the Amarillo district 
which Is not included in the above 
expenditure.

25 Per Cent Of 
Navel Oranges 
Blown From Trees

LOS ANGELES. Fr '. 18 IA‘< — 
Twenty-five per cent of the navel 
oranges remaining in California on 
Feb. 15 were blown from the tree, 
during the three days of revere wind, 
General Manager Paul S. Armstrong 
of the California Fruit Growers’ Ex­
change said today after a quick sur­
vey by the exchange.

“This represents 6,000 cars of nav­
els lost from shipment and com­
pletely changes the marketing pic­
ture and shipping plans for the rest 
of the season.” Armstrong said.

Approximately 10 per cent of the 
lemon crop was lost and while a de­
tailed estimate of the Valencia or­
ange cro^ has not been made, it is 
known there was a considerable loss 
also In this variety.

Germany Seeks Tp 
Bolster Commerce

BERLIN, Feb. 18 (IP>—Determined 
to bolster sagging exports today 
CluinceUor fille r 's  reichstag ad,mo- 
nltton of "expert or die,” Germány 
Icokcd tonight to visits of ^rttlpb 
trade and industrial leaders to pro­
mote an understanding for stimulat­
ing commerce. ”, ~  7 ’

January trade figures showing a 
12 per cent drop in German exports 
from the December total and a 13 
per cent decrease in imports gave 
an impetus to the German desire to 
talk business with the British on 
trade between the two countries and 
to avoid competition in other mar­
kets.

The figures. Issued today, Showed 
an increase over D:cember of 31.038.- 
000 marks (about $12.100,000) in the 
adverse balance of Imports over ex­
ports.

The British visitors expected here 
include:

1. Oliver Stanley, a member of 
the cabinet as president of the 
Board of Trade, and R. S. Hudson, 
secretary for overseas trade, due 
early in March.

2. Frank T. A. Ashton-Gwatkin, 
head of the economics department 
of the foreign office, due Monday 
in Berlin.

3. A delegation from the federation 
of British industries, arriving Marcb 
15 in Germany.

France Moves f o  
Build Defenses 
In North Africa

PARIS, Feb. 18 i/f)—France acted 

today to strengthen the defenses of 
her empire In Africa following re­
ports of Italian troop concentration 
near the borders of two French ter­
ritories the fascists covet.

French troops established garri­
sons in a strategic 124-mile strip of 
coastal territory between French So­
maliland and Italian Eritrea, re­
taking an area once ceded to Italy.

France also was reported to have 
sent reinforcements from Tunis to 
the border between Italian Libya 
and French Tunisia.

(In  Rome, Italian authorities re­
fused to comment either on French 
inoccupation of the trip between 
Somaliland and Eritrea or on the 
French reports of Italian troop con­
centrations along the frontiers of 
Tunisia and Somaliland.)

Fascist tumult for fulfillment of 
Italy’s "natural aspirations” has cen­
tered $lnce last Nov. 30 in clamor for 
Tunisia and Djibouti, capital of 
French Somaliland.

Recent dispatches from Djibouti. 
Gulf of Aden and coastal terminus 
of the railroad ftom Addis Ababa, 
Italian Ethiopia, have said French 
military authorities there have re- 
ix>rt.s of IiRlinn troop concentration 
ii rthwest' and south of the terri­
tory

No oilier Yeason could be ascribed 
for Fiance’s movements except re­
ports of Italian troop concentration 
which, althcugh unconfirmed, have 
pcriisted for weeks.

France contended that Premier 
Mussolini himself gave the french 
government justification for resum- 
the possession of the small strip of 
territory. Officials said Italy had 
foi felted her right to It by the de­
nunciation last Dec. 22 of the 1935 
French-Italian treaty by which it 
was ceded to Italy.

Valuable As Others

COLLEGE STATION. Feb 18.— 
Gardening in the Texas Panhandle 
Is news because in the past people 
have not realized that gardens were 
a possibility there. Extension re­
ports of 1938 work in the Panhandle 
Indicate that by using frame gar­
dens, subirrigation and good plan­
ning, gardens are just as possible 
and just as valuable in this area 
as anywhere else on earth.

From Gray county come reports 
that 95 per cent of the home demon­
stration club members grew eithei 
a frame garden, a garden in. Uw 
yard or grew one In the field sùfc- 
ceasfully during the past year. Many 
grew frame gardens and subirrigated 
them for quicker results. Lettuce, 
beets, radishes, turnips and mustórd 
greens were the principal vegetables 
grown In the frames. Tomato and 
pepper plants were grown in the 
early season, later being set in the 
larger garden and the excess plants 
being distributed among neighbors 
who did not have them, or placed 
3ri the market. There are a number 
;f frame gardens, during these wln- 
rr months, growing from four to six 

varieties of greens to be used in 
salads. Additional manure was add­
ed underneath ’ the top soil to add 
wauntil to tire covered frame.

M »;. J. R. Combs of the Kingsmill 
home demonstration club hi Gray 
ounty, states that her November 
danted and covered frame garden 
md lcttuee large enough to eat in 
arly December and that there were 

nitons ready for table use the fir^t 
>f January.

"We have had the finest tender

urnip greens In the garden of the 
ame variety Is brown and rugged 
ocking, hardly worth pulling,”  says 
Mrs. Elbert Keahey also a member 
j f  thé KlngSmiU club.

An average of 3,519.164 pounds of

The work of the department is a 
coordination of the work of the Fed­
eral Surplus Commodities Corpora­
tion. Texas Relief commission. 
Works Progress administration, and 
local political sub-divisions.

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Hopkins Will Launch 
Business-Peace Drive

NEW YORK. Ftb. 18—Tax revis­
ion. a new deal for railroads and 
utilities. and an overhauling ol la­
bor policies are basic elements of a 
Joint business-administration pro­
gram designed to bring lasting re­
covery. some industrial leaders said 
today.

Secretary of Commerce Harry L. 
Hopkins, under whose supervision the 
plan has been elaborated In secret 
conferences with big business lead­
ers during tile past two months. Is 
expected to pronounce thé benedic­
tion of the New Deal upon the pro­
gram In a speech at Des Moines. Ia„ 
during the coming w ek . they said.

Hopkins has represented to some 
big business leaders, they said, that 
the "drive” to bring recovery will 
have the support of President Roose­
velt.

Main Points of Drive
The main parts of the “drive" as 

outlined by financial leaders here, 
are understood to include:

1. Broad revision of the federal 
tax laws, and basic modification of 
the Securities and Exchange Com­
missions policies, all in the primary 
hope of "breaking the log-jam of 
capital resources" and getting the 
nation's wealth moving, through 
equity markets, into business expan­
sion. (They pointed out that al­
though President Roosevelt said yes­
terday that he did not plan to in­
troduce new taxes, that hjs remarks 
did not preclude a move originat­
ing with business itself through 
Congress.)

j. A long-term program for pri­
vate electric utility expansion, in­
cluding an administration promise 
to limit future competition with pri­
vate industry, in the hope of im­
mediately launching huge utility 
spending to “get heavy industry 
moving.”

3. A  permanent solution of the 
railroads' problems in a broad new 
“ transportation act.” in which the 
future of rails, highway traffic, and 
water transport will be amicably 
correlated, in the hope of getting 
“ the nation's number one spender 
oh the Job."

4. New laws and federal policies re­
lating to coal and other basic min­
eral Industries, working out Jointly 
by executives, labor and govern­
ment experts to “eliminate disease 
spots" in the national economy.

5. A major effort to end factional 
labor disputes: modification of na­
tional labor board procedure (but 
without basic change in the princi­
pals of the Wagner act>: tempering 
of the Walsh-Healy act to help solve 
some small factory problems.

No Compromise Loans 
The program in general, they said, 

was designed not to compromise any 
of the essential "reform" policies of 
the “New Dtal," but to “consoli­
date” these changes in order to put 
“drive" into the business picture, 
especially in the capital field.

Some "New Dealers" have charged 
that there was a “strike of capital;” 
industrialists, conceding that the 
world's greatest accumulation of 
capital resources is stagnant, have 
contended that capital was not be­
ing invested because investors were 
uncertain of the future. The pro­
gram, they said, Is designed to re­
move a large part of that uncer­
tainty.

Some of the best known figures 
in heavy industry,* utility and fi­
nance fields, said today that they 
would predict that if the program 
goes through on lines disclosed to 
them, and If President Roosevelt 
gives the program his spoken sup­
port, that a substantial recovery 
would follow.

The length of such a recovery, 
they said, would depend upon the 
program receiving continued sup­
port from the President.

Their prediction was based upon 
the belief:

1. That the current business pic­
ture is generally discouraging, even 
on a basis of January 1 forecasts, al­
though no great tangible barrier to 
recovery is discernible: "it simply 
lacks 'drive',"

2. "Drive" Jointly by business and 
government would remove "politi­
cal uncertainty," would “start things 
going."

Big business' contributions to the 
program have been sifted by the 
business advisory council, an organi­
zation of prominent executives in 
various fields, selected by the sec­
retary of commerce. The present 
council, with one exception, was ap­
pointed by predecessors of Hopkins.

The council has sought, it was ex­
plained. to eliminate from the pro­
posals of business executives those 
which were “unreasonable" by virtue 
of opposition to fundamental ele­
ments of the administrations general 
policies.

Some members of the council, al­
though refusing to give details of 
the plan, said without equivocation 
that they expected it to be the most 
important single development in the 
nation's economy in the last ten 
years.

The explosion occurred while Bass, 
Blair and Gray, with J. F. K:llsy, 
all Magnolia employes, were thaw­
ing out a main gas line at a point 
where it crossed a small ravine.

Visit Of Russians 
Arouses New Issues

WASHINGTON, Feb. 18 (A P I— 
The forthcoming visit to the United 
State of a Russian naval mission 
posed new questions of neutrality 
for the administration today in the 
midst of the congressional storm 
over foreign policy.

The Soviet government, it was 
reported here and at Moscow, wants 
to reopen negotiations which fell 
through two years ago to build two 
battleships in American yards. An­
nouncement the mission was com­
ing was made this week. No def­
inite date was mentioned.

Numerous complications, inform­
ed official quarters said, stand in 
the way. They include-the Soviets’ 
previous insistence the navy assist 
in technical tests, the navy's own 
fleet expansion program, the army 
and navy veto on export of secret 
war material, the neutrality act, 
and congressional suspicion of any­
thing suggestive of foreign entan­
glements.

Some experts expressed belief pri­
vately, nevertheless, it would be 
possible to build oue or more "high­
ly useful" though not completely 
modem battleships in the united 
States for Russia without involv­
ing the administration diplomati­
cally.

Washington and Abraham Lincoln 
were marked by Pampa Kiwanians 
Friday when the club's Public A f­
fairs committee, headed by R. B.

One feature of the program was 
a radio broadcast by Ray Mon­
day and Tex DeWeese, club mem­
bers. who presented dramatized 
highlights in the life of Lincoln 
in the studios of KPDN while K i- 
wanls members listened by radio 
in the luncheon room. The drama­
tization, a quarter-hour presenta­
tion, was interspersed with spec­
ial musical selections.

The last half of the program was 
marked by the address of Doyle 
Osborne, Pampa High school prin­
cipal, who spoke on Washington.

Frank Harris, first vice president, 
presided in the absence of Presi­
dent W. W. Weatherred.

“ Unfortunately, up to date," he | 
mused, "there has not be n that 
cooperation between our governor | 
and the legislature that there should 
be. I f  this lack of harmony contin­
ues, it will be bad for the people. 
Every effort should be made by the 
governor and the leadership in the 
legislature to get together on some 
plan that will lead to safe and sane 
discussion o f legislature problems 

"While I  think Gov. O'Daniel has 
been sincere in all that he has said 
and done. I  do not think he has been 
altogether wise in his actions.

Want Definite Plan 
“On the other hand the people 

won't take a general statement 
from the foes of Gov. O'Daniel— | 
they want a definite plan—not 
talk.”

Ferguson, long a stout advocate | 
of a 2*4' per cent sales tax to solve 
the old age pension problem, staled I 
h » had abandoned that plan in favor 
of Gov. O'Daniel's controversial | 
transactions tax.

“The people think more o f his 
plan now that lt has been studied. 
This se'ming prejudice against his | 
bill is more from lack of informa­
tion than anything else. I  doubt | 
that more than a half dozen mem­
bers of the House of Representa- j  
tives have actually read that bill. As 
soon as the legislature reads that 
bill, lt will be far more popular than 
lt is now.

“Gov. O’Daniel has done and said 
some things that were very good, 
and some, to say the least, that were 
very undiplomatic. I  believe that he | 
will regain the people's confidence. 
He is at least entitled to a chance."

Huge Fund Needed 
Switching back to the transac- ! 

tions tax. Ferguson said the main ' 
advantage of the O’Daniel plan is j 
that it will get the amount of money 
necessary to pay the old age pen­
sions to those eligible under the con­
stitution.

“ A great many people don't appre­
ciate how much money lt would 
take to discharge the pension obli­
gation. The 1930 census figures show 
there were 630,376 persons between 
the ages of 45 and 54; 310,2*4 be­
tween the ages of 55 and 84; 160,853 
between the ages of 65 and 71 and 
71,640 over 75.

"Thus, It will be seen that there 
arc about 1,000.000 persons eligible 
—or will be in a few years.

“My opinion is that some 400.000 
are now eligible. We would have this 
many left over after deducting 
100.000 for deaths.

“ While I  favor a sales tax, I  do 
not believe that a 2% per cent tax 
would pay the bill. We must pay 
everybody by the same rule and any 
attempt to discriminate between 
pensioners will lead to continual 
trouble.

"Since a sales tax won't do the 
Job, and a transactions tax will, 
there is no other source of revenue 
available, in my bplnlon, that will 
begin to pay pensions."

Vote By People Crgi d 
The stooped, silver-haired states­

man, who admitted " I  don’t take 
myself, or anyone else, seriously 
now," said he honestly believed the 
transactions tax would be upheld in 
a referendum.

"In view of Governor O ’Daniel's 
overwhelming majority, it might be 
a good Idea for the legislature to 
submit the O'Dar.iel amendment and 
let the people say whether they want 
to incur the large liability necessary 
for pensions. I f  this is done, and it 
carries, then the legislature will 
know what to do. I f it does not car­
ry, then the legislature can pass a 
sales tax or any other plan it may 
think wise, to pay either a liberal, 
or dellberalized pension.

“ Now if I  were a member of the 
legislaure, I  would favor thLs pro­
cedure and thereby let the people 
assume the responsibility that would 
result, instead of me. as a legisla­
tor, having to shoulder the respon­
sibility that would lead to criticism 
regardless of which way I  voted.

“But there I  go, telling the legis­
lature what to do—” '

Farmer Jim said he had been In 
touch with his rural folk from widely 
scattered counties and said opinions 
ran from beliefs that O'Daniel had 
not been given a fair shake by the 
legislature to the thought that “ if 
they keep on fighting and opposing 
Gov. O'Daniel, they will make him 
a martyr—which Is liable to lead to 
political tragedies in the lives 'of 
many people."

A 
total of IS frame gardens were 
grown by club members and 95 per 
cent of club members tried to grow 
gardens according to water supply 
Mrs. J. R. Combs. Kingsmill. pointed 
out that her Nov. plantings of let- 
from December to January.

Mrs. Elbert Keahey stated that 
green mustard from her cold frame 
she had some of the finest, tender 
green mustard from he rcold frame 
garden that she has ever used. Let­
tuce. beets, turnips, radishes, mus­
tard. and carrots were typical ex­
amples of what Is grown in the 
frame gardens.

A total of 209 club families were 
helped on some phase of food supply 
as well as 408 non-club families, 
makin gn total of 617 families as­
sisted. The supply of food which 
was made possible by 201 club fam­
ilies in 1938 is valued at $16,601. 
There was a total of 71.582 quarts 
canned with the preserves and jel- 
ilies in 1938 i£ valued at $16,601. 
canned foods at 20 cents. A total 
of 243,750 feet of vegetables were 
planted by club women and 48,000 
feet by club girls.

Approximately 110 gallons of milk 
were used at home by each person 
and nearly 11.440 pounds of butter 
and 990 pounds of cheese were made 
for home use. A total of 36.380 
pounds of meat was reported cured 
for home use.

A total of 41 families made and 
followed a weekly meal plan while 
201 families improved food prepara­
tion methods, 71 of these families 
being 4-H families. Nine families 
made recipe files.

The club families provided eleven 
cellars and ventilated pantries for 
their individual use and 30 families 
reorganized their pantries. A total 
of 130 families made a balanced 
preservation budget and 30 families 
filled this balanced preservation bud- 
get.

I f  you have a very light growth 
of superfluous hair on your legs, 
you may wish to bleach rather 
than remove it. In which care, 
try bi-weekly applications of a 
solution of equal parts of toilet 
ammonia, peroxide and plain wa­
ter.

You can use a safety razor of 
course, but it the growth seems 
to become heavier after several 
months of shaving, better switch 
to one of the reliable depilatories. 
There are many on the market. 
Whatever kind you choose, be 
sure to follow directions carefully.

Cream depilatories are very easy 
to use. See that your legs are 
perfectly dry, apply the cream ac­
cording to directions, leave it on 
also according to directions, then 
simply rinse off. Haim rinse off 
with the cream. Dry legs again, 
put on hand lotion or special body 
lotion, patting it In. then finishing 
with a light dusting of bath pow­
der.

There are two types of depila­
tory waxes—hot and cold. The 
former Is to be heated, applied in 
strips and each strip pulled off 
quickly when It is slightly cool. 
This Is pretty rough treatment, 
out Instead o f simply breaking 
out lnsttead of simply breaking 
them o ff at the surface of the 
skin, they don’t seem to grow back 
so quickly.

Cold waxes—rather creamy In 
texture—are to be smoothed on In 
the same direction as the hair 
grows. Cover a small area at a 
time. Then press a cotton cloth 
firmly against the wax. Snap off 
the cloth in the opposite direc­
tion to the way the hair grows. 
Afterward, pat on plenty of cold 
water or a bit of witch hazel.

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Two Important Wildcats W ill Be Drilled
Wheeler Test 
Will Be Near 
Old Nobeetie

Two Important wildcats will be 
drilled in the Panhandle area ac­
cording to first Intentions filed 
at the local office of the Texas 
Railroad commission. One will be. 
In Wheeter county and the other' 
In Potter county.
A  half mile from where soldiers 

built one of the panhandle's first 
forts in 1874 an oil well will be 
drilled. Tt will be known at the 
Smith Brothers Refinintr company's 
No. 1 J. K. Ripple in the southeast 
quarter of section 48. block A-4, H- 
&ON survey. Wheeler county, locat­
ed a half mil* west of Old Mobeetle 
and a half mile of the site of old 
Port Elliott. The well Is located on 
land homesteaded by the late P. P. 
Reid, one of the Panhandles great­
est road builders. The Smith Broth­
ers Refining company has head­
quarters at McLean in Gray county.

Abandonment of the Sinclair- 
Prairie Oil company's deep test Ip 
Potter county failed to dampen the 
belief that there is oil near Ama­
rillo. A new test for oil will be drill­
ed In section 101, block 2, AB&M 
survey, three miles northeast of the 
city by Devore et.al. Contract calls 
for drilling to a depth of 5,000 feet, 
with caple tools. The new test is 7 
miles southeast of the Sinclair- 
Pralrle wildcat, drilled to a total 
depth of 6,600 feet and plugged back 
to helium gas pay at 3,600 feet.

Both wells will be started immed­
iately. Cellars have been dug on 
both locations and a water well is 
being drilled for the Wheeler wild­
cat.

The Panhandle field took on new 
impetus last week with 13 new lo­
cations being staked, seven In Hut­
chinson county, two each In Gray 
and Carson counties and one each 
In Wheeler and Potter counties.

Whittington and Ruben, recent 
purchasers of four leases in Hutch­
inson county, north of Canadian 
river, announced the immediate 
¿-tiling of four wells, one on each 
o f their leases. Twelve of the 13 
wells will be drilled for oil, the gas 
test being In Carson county.

Donley county's wildcat being 
drilled by Robinson et al on the Nel­
lie Kuteman lease two miles south 
o f Hedley Is drilling ahead at 4,- 
406 feet with the hole nearly full 
of water.

Three new wells were tested and 
given potentials totaling 1532 bar­
rels during the past week. Gray- 
county's two wells were gauged at 
772 barrels with the Hutchinson 
county test making 760 barrels.

Judge Says Negroes 
Should Be On Juries

AUSTIN, FCb. 18 (IP)—'The Texas 
Court of Criminal Appeals today 
reversed the death penalty of J. D. 
Johnson, a negro convicted of rape 
in Harrison county, and ordered pros­
ecution dismissed because, among 
other reasons, no negro had served 
on a grand jury tn that county for 
more than 30 years although a num- 

1 ber were qualified.
The state’s highest tribunal In 

criminal matters also found other 
trial procedure errors in the case.

' Johnson was charged by indict­
ment with rape of a white woman 
on April 9. 1938. In their appeal, 
his attorneys also stated no negro 
served on the jury which convicted 
him.

Johnson's attorneys claifned the 
defendant had not been afforded 
equal protection under the laws as 
guaranteed by the U. S. constitution 
and bill of rights.

The attorneys asserted the defend­
ant had brought himself within a 
rule announced by Chief Justice 
Hughes of the U. 8. Supreme Court 
in an Alabama case where evidence 
showed no negro had served on the 
grand jury in "a long number of 
years.”

“That testimony,” the appeal 
quoted Hughes, “made a prlma facie 
case of denial of the equal protection 
which the constitution affords."

Hospital For 
Insane Barns

Q U E B E C ,  Feb. 17. (Canadian 
Press)—Only blackened ruins re­
mained today of St. Michel L'Ar- 
changb hospital for the Insane after 
one of the most disastrous fires in 
Quebec's history had swept the asy­
lum for 24 hours.

More than 3.000 patients were re­
moved to safety, Hospital officials 
said no casualties resulted.

Though patients were unharmed 
ten firemen suffered minor injuries.

Dr. C. S. Roy, hospital medical at­
tendant. blamed the disastrous fire 
on a pyromaniac. He said that in 
•ecent weeks several minor blazes 
lave been found, and quickly ex- 
lngulshed, at the same spot where 

this fire was discovered.
The blaze, discovered In the men's 

wing about S a. m. Thursday cut Its 
way through one section of the hos­
pital after another.

Attendants first moved 1,700 pa­
tients from one wing, but a high 
wind whipped the flames further 
Into the sprawling five-story struc­
ture and finally all patients were 
marched out despite wintry wea­
ther.

Royal Canadian mounted police­
men, members of the 22nd Regi­
ment and 200 city and provincial po­
lice aided In removing the patients 
to temporary quarters.

The mental patients were placed 
In temporary barracks and in city 
hospitals and sanltorlums.

Although patients moved out 
quietly during the day yesterday, 
some struggled with guards when 
they were removed after dark and 
policemen were required to handle 
some violent ones.

Many male patients refused to 
put on heavier clothing and strode 
into the night In their stocking-feet 
and shirtsleeves.

When attendants came to the bed­
side of one aged male patient who 
had been ill for some time, he was 
found dead. His death, ascribed to 
natural causes, was the only one 
which came with the fire.

Many Disapproue Of 
Attacks On OVaniel

By HOWARD C. MARSHALL
AUSTIN, Feb. 17 (VP)—W. Lee 

O'Daniel started the second month 
of his administration today, and 
all over Texas there was wonder­
ment at what new surprises might 
be coming up.

There are evidences many folks 
back home don't like all the criti­
cism the governor has received. 
These evidences appear in mall to 
the governor, members of the legis­
lature and newspapers.

Possibly having heard from some 
constituents, and to correct what 
sponsors said was an erroneous im­
pression. the House adopted a reso­
lution saying it wanted to cooper­
ate with the governor for the good 
of the state and was friendly to him.

Not that the people of Texas are 
not used to surprises where the for­
mer flour merchant Is concerned. 
They have had nothing else since he 
Started to run for governor.

In the capital, where wiseacres 
know Just how past governors have 
acted and think they know what tff 
expect, they call O'Daniel's first 30 
days a month of sensations. Nobody 
is placing bets on what Is going to 
happen.

Here are some things that trans­
pired to make the state a little grog­
gy when it thinks of O ’Daniel, gov­
ernment and politics:

The day after O'Daniel was In­
augurated he recommended a tax 
in the nation on commercial trans­
actions, which he estimated would 
raise $45,000,000 a year. Critics 
promptly said K might yield *150,- 
000,000 annually, attacked It as a 
“pyramided sales tax" on the con­
sumer which would amount to seven 
or eight per cent and pointed out 
that In his campaign O'Daniel had 
opposed a sales tax.

He proposed liberalizing the state 
pension law to guarantee an In­
come of $30 a month to everyone 
over 65 in Texas who doesn't have 
such Income.

In the same message he also rec­
ommended abolishing the state ad 
valorem tax, or tax on property, 
long the backbone of Texas’ taxing 
system.

A deluge of criticism o f the tax 
followed and for days the bill lack­
ed someone to Introduce It in the 
House of Representatives. Finally 
the man who introduced It, to get It 
before the House, emphasized he was 
not sponsoring It.

The governor declined an invita­
tion of the House to attend public 
committee hearings on the bill, but 
a crowd of men, women and chil­
dren, white and negroes, marched 
into the capitol bearing large pla­
cards inscribed "We want the trans­
action tax" and planted themselves 
on the speaker's rostrum as the 
hearings got under way yesterday.

The representatives who explain­
ed the bill made it clear they were 
not for It, and a group of Townsend- 
ites took charge.

Earlier in the month the gover­
nor, broadcasting In an unprece­
dented series of Sunday morning 
talks from the governor's mansion, 
charged opponents of the tax were 
"tax dodgers” and “professional pol­
iticians.”

From this criticism he exempted 
the legislature, however, continuing 
a policy of commending it.

Negro Incident
About the middle of the month, 

Governor O’Daniel granted a con­
demned Negro murderer a 30-day 
reprieve, his first clemency, saying

in a statement he was doing It so 
the Negro would suffer the "dread­
ful punishment" of seeing death 
staring him in the face for that per­
iod.

A burst of criticism followed. 
Judges, ministers and legislators pro­
tested. A representative said it was 
one of the “ foulest” and “most in-- 
human" thought to emanate from 
the brain of a human.

The next Sunday O'Daniel said 
over the radio he wanted to center 
attention on the horrors of capital 
punishment, and two days later 
he recommended to the legislature 
abolition of the death penalty.

The very end of O ’Daniel's first 
month witnessed a stormy scene In 
the Senate, where deliberations usu­
ally are dignified.

A  group of senators from East 
Texas yesterday denounced the gov­
ernor as a “demagogue," a "hypo­
crite," a “political liar" and a "Dr. 
Jekyll and Mr. Hyde.” and also re­
marked he had not "kept faith” with 
and was “ trying to make war" on 
a legislature which wanted to co­
operate with him.

In their way they were attempt­
ing to express resentment because 
the governor had appointed J. C. 
Hunter, a citizen of West Texas, as 
chairman of the State Highway 
Commission when they thought an 
East Texan should have been nam­
ed. The 8cnate earlier rejected the 
nomination of Carr Collins of Dal­
las for the post.

The rejection of Collins, with that 
of Truett Smith of Tahoka as state 
life insurance commissioner, broke 
precedent in Texas.

In addition, another appointee, 
Joe Kunschlk of Austin, as labor 
commissioner, had a narrow squeak, 
although he was confirmed, and a 
fight was made on a fourth, Elster 
M. Halle of Hereford, as tax com­
missioner.

Company of New Jersey, expressed 
the opinion today the British and 
Swedish systems of collective bar­
gaining were neither desirable nor 
applicable In the United States,

Willis took issue with portions of 
the report made by President Roose­
velt's commission after Its study of 
labor conditions In Britain and 
Sweden.
