Solons Propose 
Bill To Abolish 
Death Penalty

AUSTIN, March 6 (IP)—A bill to 
abolish capital punishment, as urged 
by Gov. W. Lee O'Daniel over the 
radio and in a message to the legis- 
ture, was Introduced today in the 
house.

Reps. Jim Pace of Gainesville. 
Omar Burkett of Cisco and James 
H. Goodman of Midland offered the 
proposal, explaining they did so at 
the governor's request.

Rep. Max W. Boyer of Perryton. 
chairman, voiced the opinion the 
house criminal jurisprudence com­
mittee would kill the death penalty 
'imlnatlon bill. He said he believed 

the proposal would fall short of 
sufficient votes for a minority re­
port to the floor.

New bills hitting the house hopper 
Included one by Rep. Abe Mays of 
Atlanta and others to legalize, regu­
late and tax billiard or pocket billiard 
establishments. The annual tax 
would be *50 per establishment.

Another bill would allow discounts 
up to three per cent for early pay­
ment of ad valorem taxes.

Redskin Wonld 
Make Hero Out 
Of Geronimo

HOLLYWOOD. March 6 UP)—A 
lone redskin went on a strange war- 
path in Hollywood today, defending 
Geronimo. the deadliest Apache, 
against the plotting of paleface 
screen writers.

Geronimo. who terrorized Arizona 
for nearly half a century. Is esti­
mated to have cost the United States 
government *32,000,000 to conquer 
him and his tribe four times.

Now Paramount is spending an 
additional sum to fictionize a few 
bloody episodes of his career for a 
new picture entitled ’’Great Enemy."

A big role, earning much wam­
pum. is Oeronimo’s. but Chief Thun­
der Cloud, heretofore a Pacific mem­
ber of the local Indian colony, is 
disturbed about playing it.

"The script.” he said, “hardly does 
justice to an Indian military genius.'

Thunder Cloud was in serious 
mood.

"Geronimo was pretty cruel, of 
course, but he wasn't a double-dyed 
villain,” he said. “Yet the opening 
scene of this picture, as now writ­
ten. shows him tomahawking a pio­
neer woman and her child.

"I've pointed out that Geronimo 
began committing his depredations 
only after womenfolk of his family 
had been massacred by renegade 
whites. It would be only fair, I think, 
to give some of tills background to 
show why he fought so long and so 
hard against great odds.

“Comparisons, perhaps, are unfor­
tunate, but didn't a movie make a 
hero of Jesse Janies?”

220-pound six- 
footer whose non-professional name 
Is Victor Daniels, was reared in the 
vicinity of Tucson, Ariz., where 
thousands of federal cavalrymen 
used to chase Geronimo and a few 
score Chlracahua Apache braves.

Appendicitis Death 
Bate Called Scandal

A T L A N T A . March 6 </Py—'The 
death rate from appendicitis was 
declared today to be as great a 
national scandal as the death rate 
from automobile accidents.

In a discussion before the South­
eastern Surgical congress, here, Dr. 
Mont R. Reed of the University of 
Cincinnati declared the American 
death rate from appendicitis is "a 
national disgrace" in view of medi­
cal knowledge and public educational 
measures available.

“The annual toll from this disease 
Is between 25,000 and 30,000 people, 
and the victims are mostly young 
healthy adults,” he declared. "The 
present time we have the highest 
death rate from appendicitis of any 
civilized country in the world."

Addressing more than 600 surgeons 
from southeastern, southern, and 
many northern states a t the open­
ing of the annual congress, R. Reed 
said more than half the annual 
death rate from appendicitis could 
be prevented.

While In Sweden the death rate 
from the disease has been cut to 
three persons per 100.000 and the 
death rate in America has jumped 
from eight to 16 per thousand during 
the past 30 years, he added, health 
education work in Atlanta, Cincin­
nati, and Philadelphia has reduced 
their death rates by one-third com­
pared to other industrial cities of 
the nation.

Viceroy Nay 
Intervene In

RAJKOT, India. March 6 UP)— 
Poss'btlltv of interv»ntlcn bv the 
British vtcerov of Indian in Mohan­
das K. Gandhi’s dispute with the 
native ruler of Raikot was strength­
ened todav as Gandhi grew weaker 
on *he fourth day of his "fast unto 
death.”

A mernine medical bulletin said 
th? frail little leader was so ex­
hausted any attempt to sit up 
brought attacks of giddiness.

The viceroy, the Marquess of Lin­
lithgow. broke a tour of the Rajput- 
ana states and hurried back to New 
D-lhi after apoeals from Gandhi’s 

I nationalist followers and natlonalLst- 
controlled provincial governments for 
nressure on behalf of administra­
tive reforms in Rajkot.

Scores of protests against the 
adamant attitude of Thakore Saheb 
Shri Dharmendrasinhji. the native 
ruler, were telegraphed to Lord Lin­
lithgow while a thousand peasants 
prayed outside the quarters where 
Gandhi was fasting.

It was Oandhi's sixth hunger strike 
and his physicians said "this time 
the fast will not last many days.”

Observers believed a major politi­
cal crisis would be averted by the 
intervention of Lord Linlithgow, who 
reached New Delhi yesterday.

It was believed if the nationalist 
leader continued to fast the All-India 
national congTess i nationalist) party  
governments in power in eight of 
the 11 provinces of British India 
would resign in sym pathy with him.

Since no other parties were strong 
enough to form governments the 
governors would have to administer 
the provinces personally.

The 29-year-old Thakore Saheb, 
showed no signs of giving in to the 
nationalist leader’s demands that the 
people of Rajkot be given a greater 
voice in the government.

Gandhi’s wife, Kasturlbhai. was 
once again in Rajkot's Jail with oth­
ers arrested for participation in a

Leahy Renews 
Demand For
Guam Project

WASHINGTON, March 6 UP)— 
Admiral William D. Leahy. Chief of 
Naval Operations renewed today 
the navy’s effort to obtain Congres­
sional authority for a *5.000.000 Im­
provement program on the tiny is­
land of Guam, 1,400 miles from 
Tokyo.

Despite a previous assertion of 
Senator Walsh <D-Mass) Chairman 
of the Senate Naval Committee, 
that the Guam proposal should be 
dropped for the time being because 
some critics considered it a war 
threat toward Japan. Leahy told 
the Senate Committee:

"The opposition has in general 
been based on the assumption that 
what is really Intended is the forti­
fication of Guam so as to make it 
an important and strongly defend­
ed naval base for airplanes and 
submarines.

"This is not the case; the only 
Improvements contemplated at the 
present time are the building of a 
breakwater and dredging to improve 
the seaplane take-off area and 
minor preparations for handling 
planes" ^

The naval official said a *5,
000 authorization for improving air­
plane facilities at Guam would be of 
great value to existing American 
commercial airlines as well as to 
operation of any naval patrol planes 
that might be in the Guam area.

Admiral Leahy appeared before 
the Senate Committee in support of 
a *65,000.000 bill to authorize cs-

ST. JOSEPH. Mo. March 6. 
(AP)—A rambling 500-word sui­
cide note—partly typed and partly 
scrawled on scraps of paper—told 
today the "terrible nightmare" of 
the killing of 13-year-old Haseiteen 
Black. Oklahoma City junior high 
school girl.

Coroner B. W. Tadlock said Wil­
liam P. Purkhiser, portly 53-year- 
old insurance man, signed the let­
ter yesterday, then put a revolver 
bullet through his brain.

Haselteens mother, Mrs. R. W 
Scharher. found her beaten and 
strangled body in her Oklahoma 
City home when she returned 
from work Thursday with her 
husband. Haselteens stepfather.

Purkhiser’s partly-clad body was 
found by the proprietor of a 
rooming house here. Purkhiser had 
been sought since Saturday when 
it was learned he had rented an 
auto in Oklahoma City Thursday 
and had not been seen since.

Pampa's first safe-cracking in 
nearly two years was reported to 
rlty police officers at 4 o'clock 
Sunday morning when John Paf- 
ford, owner of the Pampa Finance 
company located In the Wynne- 
Merten building, 109',; South Cuy- 
ler street, discovered the company 
safe smashed and about *300 in 
cash missing.
The room in which the safe was 

located was filled wltii tear gas, a 
bottle of which was brekrn when the 
safe was opened, and officers were 
unable to enter until later in the 
morning. The burglars took the cash 
box from the safe and broke in to 
th" building wash room to open it 
when driven away by the tear gas, 
police said.

The cash box. containing about *45 
in cash and *100 In checks were 
found in the wash room. Entry to 
both the finance company and the 
wash room was gaired by smashing 
the door jam and then- forcing back 
the lock.

Officers investigating the robbery 
said the knob of the safe had been 
knocked off by a hammer or some- 
other heavy instrument, and that 
the safe tumblers were then driven 
back until the door would open. The 
safe was equipped with tear gas and 
it was broken when the tumblers 
were driven back, police said.

“The burglars must have shed 
many tear before they succeeded in 
reaching the cash box.” Chief J. I. 
Downs declared today.

“We are practicing In Pampa 
grade schools many of the ideas ad­
vanced by outstanding educators 
who spoke at the meeting.”

Controlled de­
mocracy Is what is meant."

For some time Pampa teachers, 
especially In the lower grades, have 
been teaching the child reasons why 
he should (study, why he should be­
have and why he should take cer­
tain courses and lessons, as was ad­
vocated at the meettng. Overcom­
ing an Inferiority complex has also

“The primary requirement for 
achieving substantial reductions in 
expenditures," it added, "is to cur­
tail functions and activities.”

An Industrial Tragedy
There Is a sadness, too, about the “death" of inanl- 

mate things. A great ship goes to the breakers yards 
on her last voyage, and something of the laughter 
and tears of vanished passengers echoes about her 
still. p,..

Even •  factory can produce something of that same 
sense of tragedy, that same echo of past activities 
and life.

It hangs heavy over the once-great Pierce-Arrow 
factory at Buffalo. Dies, drills, gauges, once valued 
in  millions, are being sold Off in a five-and-ten-cent 
sale In the quiet aisles of the empty factory. Inkpots 
and pens that once signed checks for hundreds of 
thousands, are knocked down for a few cents. Filing 
cabinets go out, that once held correspondence from 
every country in the world and the details of a busi­
ness that meant work for 10,000 men and a payroll 
in 1918 of $15.000.000.

No sentiment in business? Many of the things sold 
went to former employes, who could not forget the 
days of glory when the mighty of many countries 
rode in cars that were the work of their hands.

6,000,000 Sick People
Can you imagine the desolation of an epidemic 

that had 6,000,000 people sick enough on any one day 
to be kept from their work?

It would be a very terrible one. Surely there has 
never been any such epidemic, especially In these days 
of modern medicine.

Probably not. And yet on any winter day, 6,000,000 
persons in the United States are unable to pursue 
their ordinary occupations because of illness dr in­
jury. The recent National Health Survey is authority 
for this.

I t seems less impressive because many causes and 
diseases are at fault, and because 2.500,000 of these 
disabled are suffering from a chronic disease. Yet not 
less than two and a half billion days of incapacitat­
ing illness are suffered every year.

Surely that makes it plain that the field for work 
on the health of the people is broad enough to sug­
gest that our task is only beginning.

The Nation's Press
TAXES ON CHURCH PENSIONS  

<N. Y. Herald-Tribune)
‘TTie proposal that Congress shall impose gen- 

;ral revenue taxes on religious, charitable and non­
profit educational institutions, by including *heni 
under the social security and unemployment insur­
ance acts, has aroused much opposition. As wai 
suggested in a letter from Bradford B. Locke, ex 
•cutivr vice president of the Church Pension Fund, 
which was printed in this newspaper, a wide range 
of institutions which are largely dependent on pub­
lic moral and monetary support see danger in the 
plan. The social security act, while specific in its 
terms, is practically a general revenue measure, 
snd. as such, its application to concerns which rt 
is now proposed to include in its range, would re­
verse the tax policy of the country, under which 
most non-profit organizations have for many year* 
been exempt.

An old-age tax of 1 per cent and an unem­
ployment-insurance tax of 3 per cent would be 
added burdens which many of these institutions 
jay they would be unable to carry. There would 
be addefl danger that local taxing boards would 
feel that they, too, should invade a field from 
be. according to representatives of the Church 
which they had been shut out. The result would 
Pension Fund and other indispensable non-profit 
organizations, that their revenues would be se­
verely cut and their activities lessened.

I t  seems only fair that until the social security 
and unemployment-insurance acts are put on a 
sounder footing, so that funds collected for speci­
fic purposes shall not be diverted, non-profit or­
ganizations should be exempted from their pro­
visions. Raising vast sums to be spent for what­
ever seems politically desirable at the moment, 
and substituting T O U's for the money, is a policy 
sure to end in • -*-r.

THE LEFT HAND OF THE AAA 
(St. Louis Font-Dispatch)

The high technology of agriculture continues to 
hound the steps of Secretary Wallace. As fast as 
he is able to pay and otherwise persuade farmers 
to  reduce their acreage of certain crops, changes 
appear which make it possible for them to grow 
about as much on their lower acreage as they for­
merly did on the whole farm.

F irst it was the cotton growers. They avidly ac­
cepted government checks to reduce their acreage 
and then, by intensive cultivation and fertilization, 
raised their production per acre. Then the corn 
fawners found that increased yields from the new 
hybrid corn largely made up for the acreage the 
AAA paid them to retire from cultivation. Now 
Mr. Wallace's policy of not letting his left hand 
know what his right is doing is giving him trouble 
in the wheat belt.

From Langdon, S. D., comes news that the gov­
ernment subsidized experiment station has develop­
ed a  new, high yielding, rust resistant wheat which 
increases the harvest per acre by a little more than 
three bushels. So, to keep the wheat crop down, 
Mr. Wallace will have to find more funds for the 
government to rent more land to keep this new 
variety of wheat from causing more wheat to be 
produced Ilian hi* statisticians think should be 
grown.

As long as the administration is following an 
economy of scarcity in agriculture it would seem to 
be the part of wisdom to close the experiment sta­
tions and try  to make the farmer forget what he 
has been taught about increasing his per acre pro­
duction. This, of course, would be highly uneco­
nomic. but is this not true of the farm program as 
a  whole f

Our surplus farm population undoubtedly would 
be happier engaged in uneconomic fanning than in

TH E  GOLDEN RULE OF C ITIZE N SH IP  
In the March issue of the American Mercury, 

Albert Nock, under the heading of; “The Criminal­
ity of the State," points out .a very definite rule 
tha t always works with government This rule 
is one which the people of the United S ta te s . de 
not seem to understand. Nock says:

“Here is the Golden Rule of sound citizenship, 
the first and greatest lesson in the study of poli­
tics: you get the same order of criminality from 
any State to which you give power to exercise it; 
and whatever power you give the S tate to do things 
for you carries with it the equivalent power to do 
things to you. A citizenry which has learned that 
one short lesson has but little more left to learn. 
Stripping the American S tate of the enormous 
power it has acquired is a full-time job for our 
citizens and a stirring one; and if they attend to 
it properly they will have no energy to spare for 
fighting communism, or for hating Hitler, or for 
worrying about South America or Spain, or for 
anything whatever, except what goes on 4gh t 
here in the United States."

And tha t is exactly what we, the people of the 
United States, need to learn more than anything 
else. We need to learn tha t the government must 
be limited; tha t the government is a thing that 
is destroying our morals and our substance and 
our happiness.

IS  HOOVER SE E  KINO  A COMEBACK t  

Judging from the speeches Herbert Hoover is 
making and the circulars being sent out to 119,800 
ministers in the United States, it begins to look 
as if there were a movement on the part of the 
backers of Hoover for an undercurrent movement 
to bring him to the front as a  leader of the Re­
publican party.

In the Lincoln day speech by Hoover, there is 
very little consistency or leadership shown. If he 
really believes what he said, he certainly is not 
much of a political, economist. If  he said what he 
cfoes not mean, of course, he is not worthy of lead­
ership. In either event, the people of the country 
will be much better off if Hoover does not again 
try  to become a leader of the Republican party.

If the Republican party has no better leader 
than Hoover it  is bankrupt, 
mis, gréai prosperity ioliows.

The reason we are having a depression new in 
the United States and confusion ail over the 
world, is because we nsve temporarily crushed 
the doctrines of men with great character. We 
are paying little attention to the precepts and ex­
amples of Jesus, who was probably the greatest 
true liberal who ever lived. Inasmuch as char­
acter and freedom are so interwoven and the signs 
of decay in character are eventually evidenced by 
a lack of material prosperity and anrrchy and 
confusion, it would seem that those people who 
proclaim to the world that they are teachers in 
character building institutions, such as churches, 
schools and universities, should begin to realize 
that something is very wrong in their methods 
of building character.

What is taking place in the world should causé 
the thoughtful people to realize that our so-called 
character building institutions are not having 
nearly enough influence in the right direction to 
build a constantly increasing better citizenry. But 
instead of causing the leaders of the church and 
the public educational institutions to take stock 
of what they are accomplishing, they seem to 
be perfectly satisfied tha t things are going in the 
right direction and resent any questions, or any 
suggestions, as to whether these institutions are 
following the methods that always have built 
character. I t  seems that so many of the people 
at the head of so-called character building insti­
tutions are there, not to learn and develop them­
selves, but to satisfy their own ego, self-esteem 
and importance without regard to the real service 
they are rendering to their fellowman.

We cannot have freedom and prosperity and 
peace without men of character leading us in the 
right direction.

How's Your 
Health?

In recent years all sorts of govern­

mental, philanthropic and private 
agencies have been endeavoring to 
educate prospective mothers about 
childbirth. The mother who does not 
know may be the subject of all sorts 
of fears and worries. Here for ex­
ample is a letter from such a wom­
an:

Dear Doctor: Is it true that 
you can mark a baby while car­
rying It? I have a five-month- 
old baby girl that has no hair.
Is there anything that I could 
rub on her scalp to encourage 
the growth? My mother-in-law 
says that I marked my little 
girl as she keeps nodding her 

-head yes. now and then, like I 
had the habit of doing before 
she was born. Is there any­
thing that I can do to break her 
of this habit?
Of all the persistent notions, not 

founded on fact, that prevail among 
people, this one seems the hardest 
to destroy. All authorities are con­
vinced that there is not the slightest 
truth In such unforunate supersti­
tions.

We know with certainty that there 
Is no nervous connection between 
the mother and the unborn child. 
Usually these occurrences are Just 
coincidental, often embellished with 
Imaginative details. Not one case 
suitably Investigated has ever stood 
up.

The mothers of Sparta In ancient 
Greece were commanded to look only 
on pictures and statues which show­
ed the strong and beautiful, so that 
their children would be strong and 
beautiful. But we know today that 
It is not possible to affect the child, 
who Is actually the sum of Its par­
ents, by any such an activity. The 
Idea most widely prevalent is the 
one that a shock to the mother will 
mark the child; yet, during the 
World war, when many prospective 
mothers were exposed to unusual 
horrors, the number of babies born 
with markings was no greater than 
in normal times.

As I have frequently explained in 
these columns, children differ as to 
the time when hair, teeth, or other 
appurtenances of the human body 
appear. An extraordinary delay 
should demand Investigation by the 
doctor, because there are some con­
stitutional diseases which affect the 
growth of hair.

As to the nodding, it must be re­
membered that a five-month-old 
baby la only just beginning to hold 
up Its head, because the muscles are 
still weak and untrained. A little 
fatigue will make the head nod. 
Furthermore, if the mother has the 
habit of frequent nodding, baby may 
Imitate her. But there is no need 
for worry, because children get over 
so many things Just by growing up.

Book A Day
You can imagine no one better 

qualified to plumb the full depths 
of the current struggle In China 
than Pearl Buck. She does so in a 
novel full of understanding of the 
bitter battle against Japan. "The 
Patriot” (John D ay »9.50). Incident­
ally. this Is the first novel with a 
Chinese setting by the Nobel prize 
winner In four years.

What Miss Buck has really done 
Is trace the rise of the modern revo­
lutionary movement in China up to 
the war. then show its fusion in a 
united front to hold off the in­
vaders. It is an epic story, therefore, 
catching the myriad cross-currents 
of both Chinese and Japanese life, 
laying bare the seeds of traditional 
hatred between the two peoples.

Miss Buck’s central character is 
a Chinese lad, Wu I-wan, son of a 
banker. Born idealist, I-wan is fired 
with the ardor of revolution when 
yet in his teens. Before he has gone 
far in the councils of the communist 
party, however, his father ships him 
off to Japan to save his life when 
Chiang Kai-shek launches his sweep­
ing purge.

In Japan, I-wan marries the 
daughter of a wealthy merchant, be­
comes the father of two children. 
Then the war breaks out and I-wan, 
true son of China, forsakes his fam­
ily to come back and fight. But 
this time he labors for the man who 
once might have killed him, Chiang 
Kai-shek.

You will not find "The Patriot.” 
however, a story of battlefields. The 
guns thunder in the distance. I t  to 
more a story of the Chinese mind 
tom by eternal struggle. I t explains 
the Japanese psychology as well. 
As such it becomes one of the year’s 
most graphic novels and certainly 
one of Miss Buck's best.—P. G. F.

feeding the revival assiduously with federal funds. 
By the end of 1939, something like $390,000,000 will 
have been spent.

For the new merchant fleet is being subsidized. But 
the subsidies are open and direct, not disguised as 
mall contracts; and they are expected to lead to 
profitable steamship operation by private owners and 
away from government ownership and operation.

The commission can grant two kinds of subsidy. 
First, there to the construction differential. I t  to 
cheaper, unfortunately, to build a ship abroad than 
in this country. Suppose, as a shipper, you want to 
build a big cargo boat which will cort $1,000,000. A 
survey shows that your Japanese competitor can 
duplicate that boat at home for $700,000.

In that fpse, the Maritime Commission puts up 
$300,000 of the construction price. You don't get 
the money; it goes direct to the builder. You put up 
one-quarter of the $700,000 balance In cash, and you 
can then borrow the rest of the price from the 
government on a 30-year loan at 3tt per cent Interest.

and supplies, and so on.

The commission makes a careful study to see Just 
how much more you have to pay to keep your line 
in operation than your Greek competitor has to 
pay—and the government pays you the difference.

Under these two kinds of subsidies, then, the com­
mission to undertaking to revive the merchant marine.

PITTSBURGH. March 6 (JP”) — 
Resignation of Head Football Coach 
Dr. John Bain (Jock) Sutherland 
today climaxed two years of squab­
bling over athletic police at the 
University of Pittsburgh.

Just why he decided to vacate 
after 15 years of directing the once 
powerful Pitt Panthers was not dis­
closed immediately but it was evi­
dent the turbulent history of ath­
letics at the school precipitated his 
action.

Tills celebrated builder of great 
grid juggernauts and maker of all- 
Americans had onlv to say he sub­
mitted his resignation, effective at 
once, and pending a huddle with 
Chancellor John G. Bowman “I do 
not care to say anything more.”

The university In all probability 
will not stand in Sutherland's way.

Often rumored. Sutherland's move 
was not unexpected but there has 
been no indications of his future 
plans. Latest coaching report has 
him going to Mississippi State at an 
annual salary figure of $13,500.

There is a poslbillty of strong at­
tachment for his alma mater keep­
ing him at Pitt. An associate said 
"money is not a factor in the mat­
ter” and that he might remain on 
the faculty.

Among the many mentioned for 
Sutherland's place are Charley Bow­
ser, former first assistant to Suth­
erland ; Tommy bavies, successful 
head cccah of Scranton university 
the past two years; Bill Kefn of 
Carnegie Tech and Andy Gustafson, 
backfield boss at Dartmouth.

Sutherland's position appeared se­
cure as long as he wanted to re­
main. How long that would be has 
been problematical since early 1937 
when he engaged Athletic Director 
W. Don Harrison in a wrangle over 
the amount of spending money given 
the victorious Pitt footballers after 
a Rose Bowl game. Harrison finally 
resigned.

Reforms Followed.
Then James Hagan became ath­

letic director. A series of reforms to 
purify athletics followed. Later de­
veloped the Bowman code which cut 
athletic scholarships, pushing Pitt 
toward athletic mediocrity. Fresh­
men football players recently threat­
ened a strike over work and pay. 
Pitt then cast its sports policy un­
der the Western conference banner.

Depletion of the freshmen squad 
through Ineligibility caused Suther­
land to make no secret of prospects 
for mediocre 1939 team.

Succeeding “Pop" Warner at Pitt 
in 1924. Jock had his poorest season 
that year with five won, three lost, 
one tied. Four of his Panther teams 
represented the east in the Rose 
Bowl. Eight times his elevens had 
cepped the mythical eastern cham­
pionship.

For his 20 years of coaching he 
can show 111 victories, 20 defeats, 12 
ties at Pttt and 33 wins, eight de­
feats. two ties at Lafayette where 
he spent five years before coming 
here. Fourteen of his players have 
won all-American honors.

Marvin Jones 
Fears Cost 
Oi Farm Bill

Bv CHARLES C. flAZfcE.
WASHINGTON. March 6. I/P) — 

Chairman Jones, democrat. Texas, 
of the house agriculture committee, 
fears the cast of production bill be­
fore hts committee might increase 
production, lead Industry to ask for 
government price fixing and drive 
the farm program into tha hands of 
big operators, he indicated by ques­
tions asketf witness«*.

Furthermore, the Texan asked wit­
nesses if they did not believe some 
provision for allotting quotas to 
fni mars or farms should not be con­
tained in any farm act passed to pro­
tect the family fixed farm and elimi­
nate the "lure” for big farmers.

His inquiries came during pro­
longed questioning of E. W. Ken­
nedy, president of the national agri­
cultural conference and a chief pro­
ponent of a bill which would pro­
vide payment ot cost of production 
to farmers for the part of their 
crops consumed in the United States.

When Representative Hope, repub­
lican. Kas . committee member, said 
Kennedy if his bill would not tend 
to incrase production because it pro­
vided fixing of percentages each 
year expected to be consumed do­
mestically. Jones said he believed 
Kennedy should furnish a definite 
answer.

One farmer in liis congressional 
district, Jones said. Is primarily a 
livestock produces but has 100 acres 
in wheat. 200 acres -in feeds and 
grass for hay and 700 acres of graz­
ing land.

Jones Explains Plan.
Jcnes said if a farmer could pro­

duce 1.000 bushel of wheat on 100 
acres and his percen ta l for do­
mestic consumption was 750 bushels 
of that amount, he would receive 
$1.000 if he were paid $1.25 a bushel 
for that portion.

If the same farmer planted 500 
acres he would receive $5,000 for the 
domestic consumption percentage- 
more than he now is making out of 
his present program.

The »chairman said he believed 
there was "great danger" under the 
program of the farmer plowing up 
more land for production of cash 
crops and discarding acreage now 
used for grazing cattle.

Kennedy replied it might work 
that way if the legislation was lim­
ited to one, two or three crops but 
there was a tendency to "slow up" 
when income was high.

In answer to a question by Jones, 
Kennedy said there was nothing in 
the bill to protect the tenant farmer.

"Under this plan what is to pre­
vent the farmer, if you give him 
$1.25 a bushel for wheat on a per­
centage basis, from buying factors 
and displacing five or six tenants on 
his property? It might result in 
driving the whole program into the 
hands of the big farmers.” Jones 
said.

He termed the problem "a sad 
one" where the small tenant farmer 
is driven off the land “by men who 
have sufficient money to buy some
equipment, take over the farm and
ooevate it.”

Kennedy replied the tenant prob­
lem was created by low farm prices.

For ‘Little Farmers.’
When farm prices are stabllizled 

and cast of production paid, the 
“little" farmers and tenants will be 
able to stand “their ground and 
compete with men operating several 
farms." he continued.

Relating examples of crop pro­
duction in his own district. Jones 
asked Kennedy if it would not be 
.vise to allocate a certain specific 
-»reduction base for the different 
'arms.

Kennedy replied the field in which 
‘Ihe federal government could prop­
erly use its power should be in the 
field of regulating the minimum 
price in interstate commerce."

"The government recognizes." Jones 
■aid at another point, "there must 
be protection for men of small in­
come to some degree. It recommends 
levying higher taxes on the man with 
tbo higher Income. We have men 
with money looking for invstments.”

During questioning of another wit­
ness, Jones said the present rail rate 
structure levies a heavy tax on 
agriculture.

“I wonder If the railroads would 
not be better off since they have 
these ether competing forms of 
transportation, to do away with the 
ICC method of fixing rates and 
simply forbid rebates, for example 
or would It be a better method to 
bring all other transportation sys 
terns under a schedule of price fix 
ing?" he said at another point.

Railroads, he added, contend their 
only hope is to have prices fixed 
on all forms of transportation.

Would we not have the same dif­
ficulty arise if we undertook to fix 
the price on any farm commodity?" 
he inquired. "We will be forced, 
will we not, with the fixing of prices 
cn all commodities. If wC establish 
a pi ice for purely agricultural com­
modities. will not that furnish a 
pretty strong argument for other 
industrial commodities to have a 
price established also?”

Negro Thanks 
Warden, Then . 
Dies In Chair

B” (71,EN W. CLÉMENTS
HUNTSVILLE, March 8. (Al*)— 

Winzell Williams. 19. negro mur­
derer of a Dallas dairyman, and 
the central figure in Oov. W. Lee 
O'Daniel’s first move toward abol­
ishing capital punishment in Tex­
as. was electrocuted at state priafh 
nere early today.

His last words were an expres­
sion of appreciation of “How nlee 
you all was to me.’’ and an almost 
timid question which went u î-  
answered.

The first person executed In 
Texas s i n c e  inauguration of • 
O'Daniel. Williams would ha vs died 
in the saine electric chair Feb. 3 
except for a thirty-day reprieve 
issued by the governor, all the ex­
ecutive could initiate under Texas 
law.

Because the second date fell 
yesterday the Texas board of par­
dons and paroles recommended, 
and O'Daniel granted, a stay of 
24 hours more so that the execu­
tion would not take place on Sun­
day contrary to Texas custom.

The negro, who as the execution 
neared expressed hope he would 
be the “last man to be executed in 
Texas,” entered the death cham­
ber as the clock struck twelve. He 
was asked if he had anything to 
say. _

“I appreciate how nice you all , 
was to me; thank you,” he said, 
then laughed half-hysterically as 
he sat in the chair, watching in­
tently as his arms and legs were 
strapped. •

As attendants prepared to put 
the strap under his neck he peered 
at Warden W W. Wald, and 
asked ;

"Was that all I could say 7"
Waid did not answer and prep­

arations for the electrocution were 
completed.

Listens To Governor
When he granted the 30-day stay 

Gov. O'Daniel said he was doing 
so In order that Williams might 
.“suffer this dreadful punishment, 
certain death staring hlip in the 
face day knd night" for thirty 
days more.

The proclamation brought a 
storm of criticism which O’Daniel 
answered in a radio broadcast, 
saying he had made the state­
ment to arouse public opinion * 
against capital punishment, and 
that the case of Williams might be 
the motivation of a movement to 
do away with the death penalty. , 
He later asked the legislature to 
abolish capital punishment.

As William's hope of life faded 
yesterday he llstehed to the gov­
ernor's regular Sabbath broadcast 
in which his case was not men­
tioned.

"He didn’t give me any hope,” 
said WilUams. “The governor Just 
had his hill-billy band play a song 
(hat went something like this:

“Rescue the perishing, care for 
the dying"—the negro half sang, 
half mumbled, words of the 
hymn.

"I reckon the governor had me 
In mind when he had them play 
that song but he didn't say, ex­
cept that he was going to church 
to hear a sermon on capital pun­
ishment. Wonder whtlt the preach­
er said?" WilUams mused. •

Then as midnight grew nearer 
he said he wanted to thank tha 
governor for the two stays he had 
been given.

Chillicoihe Medicine Mounds 
Symbolize Early inhabitants

CHILLICOTHE. March 6. (A P I- 
Standing sentinal like in the midst 
of rolling plains and reflected in 
the water of nearby Lake Pauline, 
the four Medicine Mounds near 
ChllUcothe are silent reminders of 
the deeds of the Indians who once 
inhabited this section.

Legends record this region was 
the favorite haunt of Quanah Par­
ker before he became a chieftain 
and attained a reputation with the 
palelace he must keep up. Close 
by are the rolling cedar and mes- 
qulte ’’breaks" of the tortuous 
Pease river that, during Indian 
habitation, abounded In antelope, 
deer, bobcats and other animals 
which clothed and fed them. Qua­
nah Parker and his young friends 
doubtless rode many times through 
the “breaks” on their wiry Indian 
ponies, whooping in fun or to hunt 
mightly bull buffalo or fleet footed 
antelope.

The Medicine Mounds and sur­
rounding vicinity still yield an oc­
casional arrow head or artifact 
but no one seems to know the ex­
act origin of the name of the 
Mounds. Maybe because of their 
sudden rise from the plains and 
the regularity with which each is 
Just a little larger than the one 
preceding. They were believed by 
the Indians to be “good medicine." 
Another line of speculation is that 
a medicinal herb perhaps was gath­
ered on the sides of the rocky hills. 
More likely still is that some of 
the early white settlers saw in the

hills a perfect lookout for lurking 
Indians and believed them to be 
“bad medicine" rather than good.

Today the Indians, the buffalo 
and antelope are gone. All of the 
plains that once were abundant in 
tall buffalo grass are in cultiva­
tion, bearing bountiful yields of 
sorghum grains, cotton, and wheat. 
Wanderers Creek, a meandering lit­
tle rivulet that winds near the base 
of the Mounds, no longer slakes 
the thirst of the brave, the squaw, 
and the papoose, and the “breaks" 
as wild looking as in primitive days, 
feed mostly four footed beasts with 
curly redcoats and white faces. Now 
and then a lone bob-cat is seen or 
heard in the wildest parts, and the 
coyote multiplies as enthusiastical­
ly as it did when Quanah Parker 
rode.
• In  sixty years the frontier has 

disappeared and the Indians, well 
cared for on their oil producing 
lands, ride sleek Packards instead of 
wiry ponies.

But the four Medicine Mounds 
still stand erect and gaze silently 
over the prairies and the "breaks."

WASHINGTON. March 6 (JP—A 

formal end to the conflict between 
the President and the Suoremo 
Court was environed by onlooking 
politicians in the ceremonies with 
which ' congress observed its 150th 
aanlvenary

Un to the dais of the house of rep­
resentatives on Saturday went first. 
Chief Justice Hushes, then President 
Roosevelt, each to explain his own 
«inception of the ideas which lie at 
the base of democracy

When they had finished, many of 
those in the audienoe pained the im­
pression their vtewDolnts on that 
aibiect were much the same.

I t was the first time the two men 
had spoken to the same audience 
since the memorable fight two years 
eeo over the Supreme Court remod­
eling plan that shattered democratic 
ranks in congress. I ' was one of the 
first speeches in which the chief 
Justice has dealt with that subject 
fipce the President’s bill was beaten 
and a virtual reorganization of the 
court attained through retirements 
and death.

Beth men agreed the ultimate in 
authority was the voice of the elec­
torate.

The chief justice emphasized that 
all three blanches of the government 
were not masters, but servants, exer­
cising their brief authority in the 
name of the people.

In a similar vein. Mr. Rooosevclt 
said the present medes of communi­
cation and transportation left no 
citizen an excuse for sectionalism, 
for delay in the execution of the 
public business, or for failure to 
maintain a full understanding of the 
acceleration of the progresses of civ­
ilization.

The political listeners on the floor 
thought back to the administration 
demands two years ago for quick 
action to revise the Supreme Court. 
They wondered if that was what the 
chief justice had In mind when he 
said:

“If our checks and balances some­
times prevent the speedy action 
which is thought desirable, they also 
assure in the long run a more de­
liberate judgment.

In  that court fight, some of the 
advocates of the presidential bill 
argued that the court should be re­
modeled because that would be a 
quicker way of attaining New Deal 
goals than would be recourse to a 
constitutional amendment. The sen­
ate finally killed the proposal.

Foreign Affairs 
Discussed By 
University Prof

DALLAS. March 6 (Ip—Foreign
affairs seljiom come to the fore­
front in party politics and rarely 
produce a marked devage between 
the two major parties. Dr. O. Doug­
las Weeks, professor of government 
at the University of Texas, said in 
an address here today.

I t opened Institute of public af- 
lalrs' sixth annual conference.

“In the conduct of foreign af­
fairs even more than of domestic 
affairs those in control of the U. S. 
government have been forced to 
meet difficult situations as they 
arise." Dr. Weeks said, "but regard­
less of how they mày have met a 
problem, it has always been the 
legitimate function of the party out 
of power and in the opposition to 
criticize for campaign purposes 
whatever solution the party in power 
has reached. .Consistency is not 
the long rmge characteristic of 
our parties. If the next election is 
10 be won. anything that can be 
fast ned upbn the party in power 
to its imbarrassment is good pol­
itics.”

The University of Texas profes­
sor said active participation in 
world affairs is more often advo­
cated by the pirty in power than 
by one out of power.

The Munich crisis has been a 
,-odsend to the Roosevelt admin­
istration as far as domestic policy 
is concerned. Dr. Weeks said. He 
said that money which might have 
been refused to finance internal 
policies of the New Deal will now 
be appropriated quite gsnerously 
for defense and for more control 
of economic life in the name of de­
fense.

Czechoslovakia in London, told 
delegates that European democ 
racies are losing confidence in 
t h e i r  “tiptoeing, pussyfooting, 
blushing and evading govern­
ments." He called upon American 
educators to accept the responn- 
bllity for the "intellectual, moral 
and physical development of youth 
upon whom this democracy de­
pends."

The democratic idea was stressed 
as lt applies to students and to 
school administration, the object 
being to make school administra­
tion more democratic and less 
autocratic, Supt. Bone said.

Essential Ideals of democracy 
were defined as broad humanl- 
tarlanlsm, civil liberty, consent of 
the governed, appeal to reason 
and a guarantee of the pursuit of 
happiness.

In one address. Edmund E. Day. 
president of Cornell university, 
presented the following outline of 
youths' problems and desires as 
follows:

Youth, being unorganized. Is 
handicapped in getting its prob­
lems before the public.

Youth looks to the future with 
a vision of a home and participa 
tion in society as an effective cit 
izen but finds little in present-day 
school program to fit him for it.

Youth wants the full-time Job 
and ability to be self-supporting.

Youth asks measurable security 
for the future, without great 
wealth.

Youth no longer accepts democ­
racy with chlid-like faith.

Youth looks upon war with a 
fatalistic attitude.

MADRID. Marrh 6 </P—A "big 
six” defense council dedicated to 
sn "honorable peace or a fight to 
the dea'h" replaced today after a 
bloodless coup the regime of Pre­
mier Juan Negrin, who had held 
out for “resistance to the end” In 
the Spanish civil war.
(A disnat-h from Hendaye, on the 

French-Spaniih border, said probable 
effect of the new administration on 
continuation of the conflict was not 
apparent Immediately, but the fron­
tier observers believed the new coun­
cil favored surrender to the nation­
alists despite a proclamation of fur­
ther resistance.)

General Segismundo Casado, the 
military governor of Madrid, seized 
power in a swift move. He broadcast 
that: "The die is cast We shall all 
save ourselves or sing together. Our 
struggle will not end until independ­
ence is assured.

A manifesto indicated that Negrin 
had been prevented from leaving 
Spain, but lt was not known where 
he and his ministers were.

Julian Besteiro. a council member, 
in an address said: "There is no 
disorder. Hie army stands firm and 
holds the solution tn its hands. Rep­
resentatives of left-wing republicans, 
socialists and U. O. T. and C. N. T. 
(labor unions) stand with me, ready 
to render assistance.”

General Casado early today tele­
phoned Oeneral Jose Miaja. republi­
can commander of air, land and set 
forces in central Spain—the one 
fourth of continental Spain not yet 
conquered by Nationalist Generalis­
simo Francisco Franco.

Afterwards Casado said ”we shall 
receive Miaja with embracing arms’ 
and added that Miaja had told him 
he was Joining the national defense 
movement and was starting immedi­
ately for Madrid, from some place 
In the central zone.

The revolt against Negrin began 
Saturday at Cartagena, the repub­
lican naval base, when a group of 
officers and soldiers attempted to 
capture the city. The uprising, an 
announcement by the Negrin gov­
ernment said, was “promptly and 
completely quelled," with the fleet 
remaining loyal. ^

with Mrs. Scharber, whom lt said 
he had known since 1932.

"When I found her (Haselteen) 
there and that she had been 
turned against me too, I lost all 
reasoning, and nothing but a ter­
rible nightmare followed."

Haselteen was home only by 
chance, having returned early from 
school, where she became ill.

The letter, addressed to Purk- 
hiser's wife, Mrs. Sue Purkhiser, 
cord'n’ied:

"You have classed me as a 
brutal killer. If what you saw 'n 
the papers is what actually hap­
pened, perhaps I am. Yet there 
are extenuating circumstances that 
could be taken into consideration.”

Detective Chief Charles Ryan of 
Oklahoma City, who arrived last 
night from Tqpeka. said Purkhiser 
once had been associated with the 
Scharbers and recently had tried 
to borrow money from them.

Dr. John Roddy, city physician, 
said Haselteen had been killed by 
22 blows on the head and that a 
cord knotted about her neck had 
not contributed to her death. He 
said the girl had not been raped.

FDR Acts To 
Give Business 
Shot In Arm

WASHINGTON, March 6 (IP— 
Amid growing congressional de- 
m-nds for fed-ral economy, Presi­
dent Roosevelt took personal charge 
today of the administration’s cam­
paign to stimulate business.

First, he called in Senate and 
House leaders for their weekly leg­
islative conference, providing opoor- 
tunity to discuss the economy bloc’s 
contention that only by reducing 
"xperditures rqn the government 
create industrial confidence.

Second, he fixed the opening 
me ting of the CIO-AFL peace com­
mittee for 2:30 p. m. tomorrow.

The Immediate legislation sought 
by the economy advocates is a re­
vision of business taxes. Secretary 
Morgenthau on Saturday promised 
Senator Harrison (D-Mlss.) and 
Rep. Doughton (D-NC.) the treas­
ury would make reeomm-ndatlons 
as soon as possible after March 15 
tix  returns are canvassed. .

Activities of Harrison’s group, 
however, threatened to precipitate 
i  controversy with administration 
proponents of contlnu d spending 
that may speedily relegate to tbf 
:.ia”kground the Senate argument 
over foreign policy and the defense 
program.

Senate Lead r  Barkley hoped for 
a quick vote on the only major 
issue in the »385,000.000 army ex­
pansion measure—a proposal to fix 
the limit of air corps strength at 
6,000 planes Instead of the 5,500 
approved by the House.

A modified government reorgan­
ization bill came before the House, 
and administration chiefs confi­
dently predicted its passage in a 
few days.

The economy issue was raised in 
connection with the reorganization 
bill through a report of the Brook­
ings Institution, which said the only 
way to effect important saving* 
was to eliminate or curtail certain 
types of government activities.

The principal fight on govern­
ment expenditures may come over an 
administration proposal to increase
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the national debt limit by »5,900.- 
000.000, a proposal n  garded by some 
Senate Democrats as the moat poll- 
tlcally-dangerous measure of the .
