There wasn’t a single swastika on 
the letter, no image of Der Feuhrer, 
nor -a single indication of censor­
ship.

i Explanation of this lack of Nazi 
efficiency lies perhaps that it was 
sent "in care of the American Con­
sul-General.”

The letter was from Max Bier, 
who said he was interested in oil 
field propel ties In Texas and Okla­
homa in 1918-1924, and gave a de­
scription of some holdings he had 

I for sale. The land was located in 
Potter county.

.was the address: “Hon. County
Clerk, Oray County, Pampa, Texas,

Upheld By Jurors

convicted tonight of policy rack­
eteering charges that may send 
him tv prison for a year long­
er than 26.
The ruddy ex-blacksmith, the 

first major New York Democratic 
politician in years to be tried an 
criminal charges, was haled to court 
for the first time in his 62 yean by 
36-year-old District Attorney Thom- 
at E. Dewey, Republican nemesis 
of Tammany at the polls and rack­
eteers In court.

Convicted on All CoomU
Then, tonight, at the end of a 

second trial which had lasted 27 
days, a blue-ribbon jury In Oeneral 
Sessions court convicted Hina* on 
all 13 counts of an indictment 
charging him with partnership in 
Dutch Schultz’s $20,000,000-8-year 
gambling syndicate.

Dewey had accused the popular 
Tammany veteran of selling to the 
racket the vast political influence 
he wielded as a Tammany stalwart.

Arthur (Dutch Schultz. Ftegen- 
helmer, one time New York public 
enemy No. 1, but later a gang war 
victim, was the overlord of the 
racket, the man who forced the 
rich policy banks of Harlem into 
a single syndicate.

Henchmen of the slain Schultz— 
one of them acknowledge he testi­
fied to save his own hide—de­
clared Hines accepted $500 a week 
from the racket for his services In

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to their native land, but one na­
tive boy. ten years of age, remained 
with Marsh for ten years, attend­
ing American schools.

The revolution angle developed In 
1825 when Marsh learned that the 
Panamanian government officials, 
with not too many scruples, began 
confiscating the line ranches of the 
Darien Indians, mistreating the pro­
vincial residents, and pillaging their 
property.

Marsh “Burns Up"
Because of his love for the na­

tives, Marsh said he was burned to 
the core by the ill-treatment ao- 
ccrded them by the Panamanian 
government heads. He took his plea 
for them to the U. S. state and war 
drpartments. but because of a trea­
ty this country could not intervene 
unless there was trouble or an up­
rising of some kind.

It was then that Mr. Marsh de­
cided to make his own revolution. 
He took a few friends and in 1925 
went to the Colombian province, or­
ganized the 3.000 Indians there and 
decided to take back what had been 
taken from them.

At inception of the revolt, having 
no money for proper war equipment, 
the little band of revolutionists had 
no other armaments than two high- 
powered rifles and 13 double-barrel­
ed shotguns. So. it was Insurgent 
Marsh's idea that if his “army” was 
to get anywhere at all the “sol­
diers" would have to have guns and 
ammunition.

Cocoanut Army
This being the first objective, 

Mr. Marsh armed his leaders with 
the two rifles and the guns, the 
“soldiers" with cocoanuts and they 
started cut to take over govern­
ment garrisons and arsenals a t sev­
eral points along the coast line. 
The first attack was around mid­
night and the soldiers laid down a 
cocoanut barrage and with the aid 
of what guns they had. the revo­
lutionists took the place, lock stock 
and barrcll. From then on the 
going was easier because the army 
was armed.

Juvenile Crime 
Prevention Seen 
As Hajor Need

Progressive realization that pre­
vention Is even more valuable than 
cure Is one of the main factors ex­
panding the police horizon at pres­
ent.

For that reason, the Crime Pre­
vention Bureau, the juvenile ward 
and more constant contact between 
the police and public welfare agen­
cies should sift into the police pic­
ture In Texas, the University .of Tgx- 
as Bureau of Municipal Research 
reasons In its current survey. “Mu­
nicipal Police Administration in 
Texas!*

Still in its Infancy in police an­
nals, crime prevention bureaus have 
appeared mainly since 1930. In 1930. 
only 13 out of 220 American cities 
were active In the field and four 
years later the figure had increased 
to-only 28.

These are the men of tomorrow. This is the “mod­

ern spirit of the time."
At least so says Hans Schwartz, who is head of the 

“Uniformed Group" of the German National Tailors’ 
Guild as it met at Weimar. (By an odd coincidence. 
Weimar is the city in which the constitution of the 
German Republic was framed. Yes, there was a 
German Republic, once.)

“Nearly a third of all German men now are in 
uniform." exulted Schwartz. "The German style has 
shaken off false conceptions and incorporated the 
modem spirit of the time.”

If the triumphant Schwartz is correct, and for his 
part of the world he certainly is, then so much the 
worse for the time.

Who can consider the wearing ol uniform dress a 
matter of progress? It is a mere step backward toward 
anti-civilization, toward the robotizatlon of human 
beings.

The tyranny of uniformity of dress is too great as 
it is. Women, all rushing to get Princess Eugenie hate 
at the same time, men insisting on wearing hot coats 
in summer because it is “the thing,” these uniform­
ities are things we arc gradually trying to fight clear 
of.

The best than can be said for uniforms is that 
they are democratic. Regardless of his circumstances, 
each man wears the same thing. (Yet even Dr. Goer- 
Ing has been known to vary the dead monotony of 
uniforms with nifty little innovations of his own.)

But isn’t  life, in Brumrnels name, dull enough? Is 
there not enough routine, what with the daily job, 
the daily grind, the daily routine, that it must be still 
further deadened and leveled by always the same 
clothes?

In certain cases, like the military services, it seems 
necessary that uniforms be worn. But to place grad­
ually, by creeping slow degrees, a whole population 
in the straitjacket of uniform dress is certainly to 
stretch a blanket over an existence that has little 
enough color and variety to start with.

The annual Easter Parade has always seemed a 
littly frothy. But all of a sudden it becomes impor­
tant. le t's  go right out and buy a yellow suit, green 
gloves, a purple tie, and a maroon hat with a peacock 
feather in it!

It may look silly, but it's something, isn't it. to be 
able still to wear what you dam  please?

Sharing the Comforts
Of Life ------  By R. C  Hoilaa
W PA A N D  W AG ES OF F ARM ERS

The other day I  asked a couple of men, who 
have had a lot of experience in farming, what frac­
tion of the farmers in the United States they be­
lieved were earning four per cent on their farm 
investment and the same ra te  per hour as the 
WPA workers were receiving. They answered that 
they did not believe any farmers in the United 
States were earning four per cent on their in­
vestment and the rate  per hour of the WPA 
workers, even If they were doing two or three 
times as much work per hour as men on the WPA.

Perhaps this was a little exaggerated, as there 
are probably a very few of the most efficient 
farm ers in the United States in special agricul­
tu ral lines who are making four per cent and 
WPA wages but, by all odds, the great majority— 
probably 95 out of 100—are not making WPA 
wages and four per cent on their investment.

This raises the question as to how the public 
can expect people to go back to work when they 
can get more for doing practically nothing on a 
WPA job than they can get in working hard and 
doing two or three times as much work per hour 
in the oldest and one of the most important in­
dustries in existence; namely, producing food.

These theorists and holier-than-thou reformers, 
who are making these laws, have been so far 
apart from reality that they do not seem to know 
the actual condition the farmers are in, or the 
ordinary worker, who does not have a special ta l­
ent that enables him to be in a class by hjmself.

I t  is time we face the facts and realize that 
people cannot be paid more than they produce 
and when they are paid more than they produce, 
We are taking it from some other man who is 
producing and thereby disheartening and discour­
aging him, so he, sooner or later, will give up and 
expect the government to support him. And the 
sooner we get back to the old principle that he 
who will not work because he cannot get what he 
thinks he is worth, shall not eat, the better off we 
will be. When any people, or any nation, gets 
away from this principle, it is not long, if they 
continue it, until they become a second or third 
rate nation, and eventually, are dominated over 
and controlled by some nation that insists on a 
man selling his services to the world's highest 
bidder and taking what he can g e t

But tne Deneis we nave now are tne truits ot 
the Republican and Democratic platforms and the 
Khool curricula and the counsel of churches 
teaching pleasant illusions, instead of realities.

WHY NOT, DR. TOWNSEND .»
According to the reports of the testimony, of 

Dr. Townsend before the Ways and Means Com­
mittee, Dr. Townsend testified tha t the $200 
would be so salutary that in a few years, ’’we’ll get 
to $300.”

And why not? If Dr. Townsend has a way of 
creating wealth by taking it from one person and 
giving it to another and, thus, magically adding 
to the wealth of the world, why not increase it 
to $300 for each person 60 years old. And then 
if his ideas have a spark of soundness in them, why 
not use more of it and have people 40 years or 
over be paid and live without work. If Dr. Town­
send has a way of adding wealth without work, 
or by what the Townsendites call work, namely 
spending as work, then why not have more of em­
ployed as “spenders” to cause prosperity?

I t  is strange how far people can get from 
reality and how infatuated they can get by some 
magical way of eating a cake and having it. These 
imaginations, or hallucinations, as to how wealth 
can be created, seem to know no bounds when 
they get possession of a man and he gets a 
chance to talk to Congressmen, the ideas keep 
growing. Probably the cowardice of Congressmen* 
who flatter Dr. Townsend and the Townsend­
ites to get their votes, accounts for this continued 
malignant dream.

BIDING THE NECK OF INVESTMENT 

(Chicago Tribune)
Whenever there has been in the last six years 

s flicker of hope Tor industrial recovery it has 
been because of a slight renewal of activity in the 
production of capital goods and in long term in­
vestments. Then the little spurt would be discour­
aged and a new recession would set In. Political 
uncertainty and industrial confidence are contra­
dictions which cannot exist together for six years. 
The procedure and. to all reliable appearance, the 
purpose of the federal administration has been to 
make long term investments impossible.

All this time obsolescence has increased, build­
ing has ceased, equipment has worn out, needed ex­
tensions have not been made, unused capital has 
accumulated, the needs of the country have been 
unsatisfied, the growth hes been stunted, plants 
have been idle, and men unemployed.

The needs of the people grow, but the satisfaction 
of them is impossible because there is no incentive 
to a ttract the idle money of the country into en­
terprises ot which the government would take the 
gains and the enterprisers the losses. Government 
spending has 'jeen next to useless in this field. It 
la not productive investment and it only increases 
the amount of unused money.

The crime of recent years has been that the gov­
ernment has pinned industry to the ground and 
has refused to allow it to get up. American capi­
tal Mpectl to be expropriated by the government, 
just as capital has been expropriated in Mexico. 
Three great buyers of durable goods, three great 
field* ol long term investment, are the utilities, 
the railroads and housing. In each obsolesence has 
been the result of six years of the Near Deal. The 
Utilities met government competition which would 
destroy them. The railroads are exhausted and now 
face nationalization. Housing has been stopped by 
price rigidities and governmental competition. If 
the imperative needs of these three industries could 
be satisfied tile pickup would extend into almost 
every field of production. Housing remains stagnant, 
the railroads aye still in the greatest of uncertain­
ty, and the utilities are still asking if real reliance 
ban be placed upon the government indications or 
Intimations to them that it is safe to make invest- 
tnents.

If the government were not socialistic, the re­
covery of the American people could be assured. 
Everything is ready for great capital Investments 
If only the government would give guarantees.that 
there would be no Interference wit’- the process if 
the artificial imp- Vmenta would be removed and 
tf the New Deal would get off the neck of the 
itfyst*  enMrurise. The present condition qf the 
dtuwtry is the result of governmental policies per­
sisted in for six years.

SOCIAL SECURITY EMBEZZLEMENT
Had Congress attempted to put a tax on payrolls 

and told the voters that they intended to use it for 
running expenses, they never could have put over 
such a tax, even if they told the voters that they 
were going to give them a pension if and when 
they lived to a certain age.

But when they told the voters that the payroll 
tax would go into a reserve to pay the workers 
when they were old or died, the workers believed 
it. But the Administration is not doing that 
They are spending this reserve and when the 
workers have a pension coming, they will have to 
again pay a tax in order to get what they think 
they are now paying for.

If any private insurance company would do this, 
the officials would all be put in jail for embezzle­
ment.

Truly our government is a "crocodile” that de­
vours everything in its reach, as Everett Dean 
Martin points out in his lecture on liberal govern­
ment.

How's Your 
Health?

By DR. MORRIS FI8HBEIN.
Most older people can remember 

when little attention was given to 
special diets for babies. They usual­
ly were able to get along fairly well 
ty  chewing on a piece of ’oast or 
a bone, most of the diet consist­
ing of crudely mashed vegetables 
or chopped meat prepared by the 
mother In the home.

In most Instances the baby was 
served the same food at the rest 
of the familj* except that the a- 
mounts were .-ynaller and the most 
obviously crude and rough mate­
rials were avoided.

As we have learned more and 
moie about the Important substanc­
es in the diet and the nature of the 
baby's digestive appartus. manufac­
turers have developed more and 
mere types of foods planned par­
ticularly for the baby and the grow­
ing child.

We know, for example, that high­
ly-seasoned foods may be irritat­
ing to the delicate digestive sys­
tem of the infant. Therefore, soups 
made for infants are seasoned only 
with a small amount of salt. Such 
seasonings as mustard, pepper, and 
paprika are completely avoided.

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We know also that the baby’s di­
gestive apparatus is not fitted to 
take care of fibrous material which 
Is the basis of what is called rough- 
age. Therefore, soups for babies 
are usually passed through a sieve 
to bring about a fine consistency.«

As the baby needs food concen­
trated in materials necessary fo* 
growth, soups for babies are sel­
dom thin consommes or extrac­
tives. Hhey are preferably thick 
soups with much more food value 
in each teaspoonful than is found 
In a cup of ordinary soup.

The baby does not drink soup as 
dees the adult. Ite stomach does 
not have the capacity of the adult 
stomach. A soup for an adult may 
consist largely of water and some 
extractive.

In soups prepared for babies, how­
ever, there are usually considerable 
amounts of liver or other meats 
which will provide Iron and neces­
sary vitamins. Milk does not pro­
vide enough Iron, and certainly not 
enough vitamin B1 for the baby's 
needs. .

In addition to various specially 
prepared soups now available, man­
ufacturers have also prepared meats, 
vegetables and cereals which have 
bon passed through a sieve to get 
rid of the masses of blbrotis mate- 
rails.

The vegetables Include spinach, 
peas, tomatoes, potatoes, celery, and 
green p*es and carrots. The cereals 
include rice, barley flour, and pearl 
barley. ,

Not only are preparations of each 
of these available but there are 
many combinations of vegetables, 
cereals and meat In a single broth, 
exceedingly useful for baby's diges­
tive apparatus and for the improve­
ment of Ite health and growth.

Time Is money, and HFW 
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Plan Proposed 
To Settle Land 
Grab In Mexico

WASHINGTON. Feb. 2S — A
proposed formula for settlement of 
the controversy artsing frbm Mex­
ico* seizure of American-owned oil 
tends has been drafted, informed 
persons said today, and will be dis­
cussed with the Mexican government 
in Mexico City next week.

Basis of the proposal was said 
to be for the Mexican government 
to retain title to the properties, but 
make a long-term contract for their 
operation by the oil companies for­
merly owning them.

The proposed solution was drafted 
by the oil companies and the nego­
tiations will be carried on by their 
representatives. It was understood 
officials of this government have 
been consulted.

The companies were reported to 
be prepared to ask for definite as­
surances of what their taxes would 
be. of satisfactory labor conditions 
during the term of the contract and 
of reimbursement for losses sus­
tained because of the seizure last 
March.

The formula was understood to 
have the support of the 17 United 
States oil firms affected by the ex­
propriation and of the British and 
Dutch companies whose properties 
also were taken.

Donald R. Rich berg, attorney for 
the Standard Oil Interests, and Pat­
rick J. Hurley, attorney for the Sin­
clair and other independent oil com­
panies in Mexico, are expected to 
meet In Mexico City about March 
1 to represent the companies in the 
negotiations.

Drilling in the Panhandle oil field 
continued on the upward trind last 
week when 12 new locations were 
staked In three counties.

Oil Method To Cnre Meats

Sixty Gray county farmers are 
using the method of keeping cured 
meats developed ten years ago at 
the Texas Extension service experi­
mental station at Lubbock. First 
use of the method In Gray county 
occurred three years ago and since 
tin t time Increasing Interest has 
been shown here in the method, 
County Farm Agent Ralph R. Thom­
as said.

Experiments have shown that 
hams and bacon can be preserved in 
peanut oil. soybean oil, crude and 
refined cottonseed oil, and mineral 
oil. A good grade of refined cotton­
seed oil is recommended, however, 
in preference to crude cottonseed oil, 
which will become more rancid than 
a refined product.

Keep For a Year 
Peanut oil, however, will work 

equally as well as refined cotton­
seed oil. By this method of curing, 
meats can be safely kept for per­
iods as long, in some cases, as a 
year, the Gray county farm agent 
said.

Don L. Jones, superintendent of 
the station at Lubbock, has received 
inquiries on the method from all 
sections of the United States, and 
from a number of foreign coun­
tries. particularly Great Britain and 
South Africa.

Instructions Are Issued 
The experiment service has Issued 

instructions in storage of hams and 
bacons in refined cottonseed oil, 
and also suggestions for preparing 
the meat for preservation.

Farmers may use their own pref­
erence for curing meats. The sta­
tion advises that under West Texas 
conditions, hams may be properly 
cured by leaving them in the cure 
for two days for each pound, and 
bacons one day for each pound. A 
15-pound ham should be left In the

cure 30 days and an 8-»pound bacon, 
•  days.

"After the meat is cured, it is re­
moved from the cure and the ex­
cess salt washed off with clean, 
cool water," Instructions say. “The 
meat Is then soaked In fresh well 
water for a period of two hours 
for hams and one for bacons. Use 
fresh water for each batch of meat.

Then It Bheuld Be Soaked
“After soaking, the meat Is hung 

up to dry and drip, over night, be­
fore being placed in the smokehouse 
for smoking. If It Is to be smoked, 
it should be smoked until it-has a 
pecan nut-brown color. Some farm­
ers prefer to smoke their meat be­
fore placing it In storage. This is 
not absolutely necessary, but Is de­
sirable. Meat should be smoked With 
any hard'wood, such as oak, apple, 
mesqulte or with corn cobs.

“Meat should be allowed to cool, 
after smoking before placing it In 
storage, in any suitable container.

Should Cover Container
“After the meat ts well packed In 

containers, refined cottonseed oil, 
(or other oil) is poured over ther 
meat until completely covered. A 
cover of some kind should be placed 
over the container, after oil has been 
poured in, to keep out the dirt and 
insects.”

A dugout is found desirable for 
storage of containers.

Some advantages for this method 
of preservation are, meat will not 
mould, does not become hard or dry 
out, will have no shrinkage what­
ever, any quantity of meat may be 
used, placing the unused portion 
back in the oil until ready for use, 
insect damage eliminated, meat does 
not become salty or rancid.

The same oil may be used for a 
period of two years at least, with­
out becoming rancid.

Permanent Relief 
Endorsed By Board

WASHINGTON. Feb. 24 UP) — 
Chairman Arthur J. Altmeyer said 
today the social security board en­
dorsed a proposed permanent relief 
program calling for Increased unem­
ployment compensation and the es­
tablishment of a new department of 
public works.

Altmeyer's testimony opened the 
senate unemployment committee’s 
hearings on the program, drafted 
by Senator Byrnes. Democrat, 8. C.

Byrnes' bill would provide for pay­
ment of unemployment compensa­
tion benefits ranging from (5 to 815 
a week and would make benefits 
uniform throughout the country. 
Old age benefits would be liberalised 
and existing relief and public work 
agencies would be brought under 
the new public works department.

Byrnes disclosed he had broadened 
his bill to provide federal grants to 
the states for the relief of unem­
ployable persons.

Altmeyer said members of the 
social security board believe the 
Byrnes' program “is a step to the 
right direction.“

0 0  Production 
Down, Taxes Up 
Survey Reveals

Reduced oil production, coupled 
with Increased ad valorem tax levies, 
boosted the average tax per barrel 
of oil produced in the Texas Pan­
handle last year to 11.6 cents, an 
Increase of ne4Uly two cents per 
barrel over 1937, according to a re­
gional oil tax survey recently com­
pleted by the Texas Mid-Continent 
Oil and Oas Association.

Five counties In the Texas Pan­
handle contributed last year In State 
and local taxes 82.743,974 on oil pro­
duction aggregating 23,715,574 bar­
rels. While oil production declined 
over 3'4 million barrels last year, 
tax levies Increased more than 
870.000.

Loss of markets to other states, 
particularly Illinois where the tax 
levied on oil producers is ness than 
two cents per barrel, caused a seven 
per cent decline in Texas oil pro­
duction last year. This, in combi­
nation with Increased ad valorem 
tax levies, boosted the average oil 
tax in Texas to 9.3 cents per barrel, 
an Increase over 1937 of nearly one 
cent per barrel.

Panhandle oil operators contrib­
uted heavily to the increase in Tex­
as oil taxes last yeer and at the 
same time sustained a substantial 
share of the loss in production of 
Texas oil caused by competitive fac­
tors. In which taxes are proving a 
serious handicap to oil operators in 
this section of the state.

As It Is, Panhandle oil operators 
are now paying a substantially high­
er oil tax rate per barrel than the 
average from the state, despite the 
fact that 97 per cent of the produc­
ing oil wells In this region are In 
the high-cost stripprr class. Last 
year, the daily average production 
from 3.800 Panhandle oil wells was 
only 17.1 barrels.

House Clips 
27 Millions 
OH FDR Plan

WASHINGTON. Feb. 25 (46 — 
The House appropriations com­
mittee. which started an economy 
rate drive this year by whittling 
down President Roosevelt's relief 
proposal, continued the campaign 
by lopping $27.926.138 off his 
estimates for the treasury and 
postoffice departments.

D ie committee recommended 
$1,700,471.354 to operate both de­
partments for the year starting 
July 1. Despite the reduction, the 
total was 8187.029.280 greater than 
the sum provided for the current 
year.

Most of the saving was ac­
complished by rutting $20,000,000 
off the 8600,000.000 requested for 
the social security old-age reserve 
fund. The committee explained che 
reduction was attributable to 
“what we regard as an excessive 
estimate of the amount of receipts 
from taxes to be realized during 
the next fiscal year.”

Of the total In the bill, $909.- 
626,670 was earmarked for the 
treasury and $790.844,684 for the 
postoffice department.
