.majority rule so they naturally worship it as their
god. 5
They are so contented with their college degrees
that they do not mix with the people who are
trying to teach by example and dre actually pro-
dueing wealth and, conséquently, theése contented
self satisfied public educators do not know what is
taking place in the minds of the people who are
doing some thinking.

It would be better for all concerned if we did
not have to learn by such an expensive lesson of
increasing poeverty and would adjust ourselves so
we would not have to lose more and more of our
personal liberty.

There never ‘was a time in our history that we
s0 badly needed sound practicdl education as we
need it now. But, we need it by men with foresight
and honesty and consistency and not by peliticians
seeking to perpetuate themselves in soft, easy
jobs. These jobs cannot last. Sooner or later, these
political educators will be handed money with
little value and then the people will realize that
wealth- cannot be created out of nothing; that it
comes only from freely producing and exchanging
goods between people; thiit any arbitrary prices
or exchanges are not free enterprise, but a form
of paganism.

Behind The News
Of The Day

WASHINGTON, March 30.—Perhaps the best way
to explain just what America’s “good neighbor” pelicy
in Latin America means is to describe a few of the
things which it does not mean.

PFirst of all, it does not mean that the United
States is trying to set itself up as the boss of the
Latin republics.

The Pan-American conference  idéa is- not new.
John Quincy Adams was the first President to send
delegates to such & conference; and the first regular,
periodic conferénceé was held in Washington in 1889,
when James G. Blaine was secretary of: state.
For a full half century, the essentials of a demo-
cratic ordering of foreign relations in the new world
have been in evolution.
In 1933 six or seven Latin republic adopted a treaty
expressing the principle of non-recognition of terri-
torial changes made by force, in respect to the Amer-
ican continents. Later, the United States and all the
rest of the 21 new world republics adhered to it.
Continental Selidarity
At Buenos Aires, in 1936, the 21 .nations adopted a
statement asserting that the American nations pro-
claimed their absolute juridicial equality: and their
unqualified respect for their respective sovereignties
—which, in plain Englisi, means that they agreed
that all of them were equal at law and that each
nation was fully independent and boss in its own
house.

With this statement came a  declaration that any
act which disturbs the peace of the new world con-
cerns all new world nations.

At Lima, a few months ago, the delegates re-stated
and amplified these principles—They endorsed the
removal of tradé barriers ard adopted a “declaration
of continental solidarity,” declaring that a threat to
the integrity of any new world nation was a matter of
commion concern to all and agreeing: to' consult in
case the ‘“‘peace, security or territorial integrity” of
any American republic is threatened.

Approximately 400 of the 3,352
workers now employed on WPA

projects in Administrative Field 16

may be released during the week
ending April 8 as the Panhandle
district's portion of the 13,500 per-
sons to be rcleased from Works Pro-
gress Administration’s  projects in
Texas, as disclosed today by A. A.
Meredith, administrative officer.

How this will affect the 195 per-
sons employed on Gray county
WPA projects is not known. Coun-
ty Judge Sherman White is out
of town and could not be con-
tacted. However, it was learned
| that projects employing 10 or less
(workers would not be affected.
{The present plan for reduction in
the total number of WPA workers
is tentative and the proposed re-
duction may not be made.

There are now 3,352 workers cur-
rently .employed. on WPA projects
and 1804 on other Federal agency
projects, or a total of 5,156 in the
26 . counties of the Panhandle of
Texas on  all projects using WPA
funds for labor. In addition to the
number now employed there are
3,011 families certified as eligible
for WPA employment in this dis-
trict who have not been offered
jobs due to the present limitation
of funds. Records in the Amarillo
office show that only 246 of these
families now. have temporary pri-
vate employment.

Following the policy announced
on March 20 by, Mr. H, P. Drought,
state administrator, the release of
the 400 workers from WPA pro-
jects in the Panhandle will be made
on the basis of project cost and
efficiency, Meredith stated.

eating any grass in which the poison
might have been spread.

It was estimated that it would
require 20 pounds of woison to the
acre to combat the grasshoppers ef-
fectively, and that a cow would
have to consume from 10 to 15
pounds of poison to cause its. death.
However, it was. admitted that con-
suming a lesser amount of the
poison. would make the cow
“mighty sick,” and farmers were
cautioned to use care in spreading
the poison.

Chickens Unaffected

Eating the poison does not affect
chickens, it was said, although it
| caused the eggs laid by such chick-
{ens to have a bad taste. This taste
{could be counteracted by feeding
| the chickens a large amount of
igrain, the county farm agent said.
| Ccnditions under which spreading
| the poison are most effective were
to 10 a. m.
| when the temperature was 65 de-
| grees or above, the pojson being
lef!’eclivv for two or three days.

Molasses are not essential to the

grasshcpper poison compound mix-
{ ture, the farmers were told.
| No Cost To Farmers
|  Under the plan for fighting 'hop-
| pers: this year, Gray county farmers
| will not have to pay for.the com-
pound. Gray county will receive
from the federal government 114
‘tons of bran, sawdust, and arsenic,
| WPA labor will mix the compound,
| and the county will supply truck-
( age, storage, and a foreman's ser-
vices. ,
| Last year the compound was sold
| to farmers because half of the cost
|of the compound materials was
| paid by the county.

The 114 tons to be received this
year represents half of total a-
mount of poison estimated to be re-
quired for Gray county’s needs.

Surplus From 1938

In addition to the 114 tons, the
supply will be supplemented by 45
tons of bran' and 1,000 gallons of
sodium arsenite left over from 1938.
These supplies are stored in two
places in the county, at the Stark
& McMillan elevator in Pampa, and
at the Farmers Gin in McLean.

ROME, 30.. (AP)—Pre-
mier Mussolini ceremoniously
visited  Calabria, a . provinece of
Italy, today while Italians study-
ing the speech of the -French
premier, Daladier,  found little
hope for settlement of their
colonial claims on France.

At Cosenza where Il Duce halt-
ed briefly he told the assembled
townspeople Italy “does not intend
to remain a prisoner in the Med-
iterranean.”

In the brief speech he recalled
the words of the late Michele
Bianchi, one of his early aides—
“When one has given all to the
fatherland he has not yet given
enough.”

The first . newspaper comment
noted in Rome came in Il Resto
Del Carlino, important Bologna
paper, which said the chasm be-
tween France and Italy had deep-
ened.
Emphasizing Daladier’'s “never”
on cession of French territory or
French rights, the newspaper said
it seemed to “cut the bridges” and
make any understanding impos-
sible.

One authoritative Fascist said
anxiety over uncertain relations
between Germany and Poland was
expressed in government circles.

Responsible Fascists acknowl-
edged rumors that some speclal-
ized Italian reservists of various
classes from 1901 to 1912 had been
called since January to strength-

Franco Caplures
Tofal of 85,000

MADRID, March 30 (#)—Spanish
Nationalists, with all 52 provinces
of Spain under their guns today,
faced a long struggle L0 reconstruct

the country torn by 32 months of
savage civil war.

Generalissimo Franco's military
police rounded up thousands of Re-
publicans for classification and per-
haps trial as a prelude to the great
social task: '

The war-numbed populace con-
tinued peace demonstrations in the
streets of Madrid, fallen Republican
capital, while waiting for food from
the unending stream of supply
trucks that follow Franco's legions
into, the city Tuesday.

Nationalists estimated 40,000 Re-
publican prisoners were taken in the
Madrid area alone.

A Nationalist headquarters an-
nouncement from Burgos said in all,
85,000 prisoners had been taken in
the final collapse of the Republic,
ralsing fo 600,000 the total captured
since outbreak of the war.

Republican militiamen - still at
large were ordered to surrefider their
arms immediately. It was believed
virtually all Republican planes and
artillery had passed into Nationalist
hands.

The Burgos government also an-
nounced all members of the Re-
publican defense council, save Gen,
Jose Miaja, its head, and Defense
Ministér Segismundo Casado, had
been detained in Valencia.

the" “‘murder” calf nibbling short
grass on windswept hillsides in the
Big Bend. A district judge swore he
roped the calf years after it was
branded. The calf, the story has it,
never grew after branding. It is a
runt with long, mangy bhair, a
slightly humped back and always
alone.

In Alpine there was an old build-
ing used to house a rowdy saloon,
the scene of a few shootings, and
the murder calf, the legend records,

into the gaping, paneless windows
and bellows in mournfully, says tel-
lers of the yarn. The shooting and
branding are historical facts.

If you want to learn the details
about the Ghost of McDow Hole
get in touch with J. E. Fritzgerald
of Stephenville, He won't mind tell-
ing you he knows there is a “ha'nt
or something” at the old water
hole.

About 70 years ago when the
frontier’s edge was in Erath county,
'a woman and her baby were killed
by half-breed Ipdians and outlaws
at McDow Hole, a spring at which
the residents of a neighboring
community obtained water. The
bodies were buried near by, but be-
fore many days passed there were
reports of strange sounds at night
at the McDow,

One man who discounted the
stories built a house near the hole
and lived there alone. A short time
afterward he was found dead in his
doorway. A doctor said he died of
fright.

Many persons said they had
|seen the ghosts—images ‘' of the
‘mo&her and child with their bleed-
mg wounds.

; Because of so many reports of
| ghosts at McDow residents of the
| community had the remains of the
murder victims exhumed and re-
moved to Alexander, a small town
in the southern part of the county.

That failed to stop reports of the
ghosts at McDow Hole, whose
water, one reputed sparkling and
clear, has been murky since the
mother and child were killed. The
killing, burial of the bodies and
the removal of the. remains are
historicai facts.

| and cartying a branding iron which

| hunters to the old town state police
had to go there to stop vandalism.
Residents of the vicinity threaten-
ed to seek court injunction if dis«
regard for property didn’t cease.
Headstones in the Boothill ceme-
tery were- chipped practically to
the ground by souvenir hunters,

At Fort Sumner,-N. M., the city
had to take action to protect the
grave of Billy the Kid, who in the
late "0's was a recent visitor to
Tascosa.

Col. Jack Potter of Clovis, N. M.,
trail-driving son of Jack Potter, the
fighting parson of the days of trail
herds and Indian wars, likes to
tell the story of the *“ghost steer,”
a big Texas animal he used for a
lead steer on a hard drive. After
the herd was delivered at the rail-
road the steer, which had acted as
a sort of protector of the herdsmen
on the trail, didn’t want to be load-
{ed on the train. When the train
| pulled out, Col. Jack says, there
| was a sort of moaning sound rid-
| ing the wind. It sounded like the
| voice of the lead steer.

ing counties may have identical
brands.

Complete duplication t.s rare,
however, because the position the
brand is to be placed on an animal
is registered along with the brand,
and many cattlemen use earmarks.
Unintentional duplication of brand,
position and earmarks would be
rare coincidence, but a possibility,
none-the-less.

A few western states, including
New Mexico, have central state
brand officer which look over ap-
plications for new brands and
guard against duplication.

The Texas system guards against
duplication in a given county.

In fewer than a dozen Texas
counties are elected brand inspec-
tors who check the brand in cattle
transactions. The other counties
require no such inspections.

Inspectors for the Texas and
Southwestern Cattle Raisers As-
sociation, 63-year-old organization
which protects its 3,000 members
who own more than a million cattle
from rustlers, have a big job wrangl-
ing cattle brands, although they
are well acquainted with the brands
and marks of members. The in-
spectors work major shipping points
and market centers in the south-
west and middlewest and fre-
quently find unintentional duplica-
tions.

Amhassadors To

TOKYO, March 30 (#—The
Japanese government has invited
United States, French and British
ambassadors to the foreign office
tomorrow to receive an “important
statement.”
