The hospital has lost §228 000
0 far this year Hazett cited a
low patient census as the cause
and tied it Lo the doctor shortage
here

number of patients "' he said this
moming | will suggest cutting
13 positons in the auxilary

departments (every department
with the exception of nursing)

He estimated 12 other
positions could be cut from the
nursing staff — depending on
what unit in the hospital s
closed

The Gray County
Commussioners Court discussed
the hospital situation in a
meeting last week and a
rejected proposal to cut the tax
rate from §1 25 to §1 20 per $100
valuation

One commussioner said “that
hospital could fix us up in a big

Joel Plank. hospital board
member. said last week that
apparently the 126 bed hospital
here is not needed in full
capacity The budget was
prepared around a 63 per cent

Congress cracks down
on false identifications

WASHINGTON (AP) — Con
gress 1s slowly gnnding out leg
islation designed to crack down
on drug smugglers. con artists
and other crooks who use false
identification papers to commit
their crimes

House and Senate judiciary
committees are considering
bills to make it a cnme to use
fraudulent information o ob-
tain passports Social Security
cards and other federal dent)
fication papers

It also would be a federal of
fense to use the mail or other
interstate facilibes to submut
false information to state and
local governments to get driv-
ers’ licenses or birth certifi-
cates

Justice Department and FBI
officials say the legislation
would be a potent new weapon
to fight a broad range of
cnmes accomplished with the
help of faise identities

A government advisory com-
mittee recommended such leg-
islation last year But the pro-
posal is moving through Con-
gress siowly as legislators con-
centrate on other matters

The Senate commitiee has
held hearings and probably will
send a bill to the Senate floor
later this year, a committee of-
ficial said But the House com-
mittee has yet o schedule

Commission says more than
50.000 people are injured in
power mower accidents every
year. Rotating blades can cut
or mangle hands or feet when
somebody slips or defies both
the instructions and common
sense by reaching under the
mower.

State
Department. just its tactics When polite words
failed to get the Sowviet Union to rescind its
expulsion order. the department acted in the way
it frequently has when it wanted to get the
immediate attention of the Kremlin

The Kremlin must have anticipated our
response The trouble 1s that the expulsion of
Alekseyev also got a lot of attention elsewhere in
the world. and in a way that does not reflect credit
x1 the greatness of the United States

If the expulsion of Krimsky was unworthy of a
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wish someone would explain to me why the
deregulation of airlines is progressive and the
deregulation of natural gas is reactionary.”

Ready for that ane, the Journal replied

“While we remain puzzied about marijuana
and Laetrile, Mr. Benofl's question is easily
answered. Deregulation of the airlines became
progressive because Ralph Nader was once
kicked off an overbooked flight. Seeing that
regulation didn't solve the problem, he took up
the cudgels for deregulation. ™

The only correct answer is
that this country is traveling
down the socalist path. | have
asked this question of some
economists. One answered
recently that this country has
become about 50 per cent

When the US. Secretary of
Commerce, Juanita Kreps, was
recently asked this question, the
answer was that socialism is
just a ““label "’ .

The definition of socialism is
‘state ownership of the means
of production.”

Conrail is ,a socialist
enterprise. So is the Tennessee
Valley Authority and Amtrack

Utilities are also socialistic
enterprises. They are
completely controlled by the
state. They cannot raise rates or
perform functions without the
approval of a political body

This holds true for other forms
of business — airlines, truck
lines and bus companies

Most other businesses are
subject to some government
regulation. As the number of
regulations increase, the
separation between ownership
and control becomes narrower

If the regulations reach”a
point where the owners of a
company no longer have any
control of the company. it
becomes a creature of the state
and completely socialistic

In the past, businessmen were
considered the supporters of
free enterprise and the enemies
of socialism

Today many businessmen
accept the galloping socialism in
this country and some actively
support it

It seems that they hope to get
their “'share’ of wealth at the
expense of others before it is too
late. They have no concern

If it Fitz

about the future or the shape of
the society they will leave their
children

There was a time when the
term socialist was considered a
derogatory name — fighting
words. That is no longer true.

Not many will own up to the
titie socialist. But many will

The statute requires that when the executive branch of the
United States government enters into any international agree-
ment, a copy of that document must be transmitted to
Congress within 60 days after it takes effect.

There rever should have been any need for the law because
the Constitution is quite explicit in stating that the president
“‘shall have the power, by and with the advice and consent of
the Senate, to make treaties, provided two-thirds of the

senators present concur. . .’

But the 1960s and early 1970s saw the rapid growth ol an
item which evaded the obvious intent of that language — '‘ex-

ecutive agreements’’ signed

by the president but withheld

from Congress on the grounds that they technically weren't

treaties.

The 1972 law designed to remedy that situation was spon-
sored by Sen. Clifford P. Case, R-N.J., the ranking minority
member of the Senate Foreign Relations Committee, and
Rep. Clement J. Zablocki, D -Wis., chairman of the House
International Relations Committee.

A study conducted by the Senate committee provides strik-

ing evidence of what Case has

described as ‘‘a marked failure

by the executive branch last year to comply with" the law
Specifically, 440 agreements were forwarded to Congress in

1976, but 171 of them were late. That's a 39 per cent delinquen

cy rate — and 8 per cent of the documents were sent to Capitol

Hill more than a year late.

The situation has deteriorated further this year. In May, the
Senate committee received a copy of an agreement with West

Germany which had been in

force since December 1974 —

more than two years before Congress was allowed to examine

it
The committee’'s analysis

notable items in that category are former President Richard
M. Nixon's communications with the governments of North
and South Vietnam at the close of the war in Indochina

Two letters sent by Nixon
November 1972 and January

to the Saigon government. in
1973. didn't surface until Sen

Henry M. Jackson, D-Wash., publicly complained in April 1975
about the ‘‘secret agreements.”

In February 1973, Nixon sent

a message to the Hanoi govern-

ment which specifically listed ‘‘the principles which will
govern United States participation in the postwar reconstruc-

tion of North Vietnam."

That document suggested that this country was prepared to
provide ‘'$3.25 billion of grant aid over five years’ plus
another $1 billion or $1.5 billion in ‘“‘other forms of aid.”

The Nixon commitment also noted that the aid program
would be implemented by this country “'in accordance with its

own constitutional provisions.

"' As thg graduate of any high

school civics course knows, that means the money had to be
authorized and appropriated by Congress

But Nixon never even revealed to Congress the existence of
the commitment. A delegation of House members first heard

about it during a December

1975 visit to Hanoi, and Rep

Lester L. Wolff, D-N.Y., spent months after returning to
Washington in a search for the document.
"I knew that an agreement existed, but there were no copies

in the State Department files.

Then I was told it was in Nix-

on's sealed files. I kept scrounging around and finally found »

copy,’’ recalls Wolff.
“It’'s an utterly incredulous

we had an agreement which clearly required congressional
approval for the expenditure of billions of dollars — but it was
never even brought to the attention of Congress."

The federal government is
rying to take some of the
guesswork out of shopping by
encouraging manufacturers
provide labels telling con-
sumers everything from how
well a product performs to how
much noise it makes

Most of the programs are
gtill in their infancy, but offi-
cials said efforts will be made
to avoid overlapping labels and
duplication of information

The lalest move is a Com-
merce Department program on
performance. The program,
which is strictly voluntary on
the part of the manufacturers,
is designed to give information
on such things as load capacity,
strength and durability so shop-
pers are better able to compare
competing models and brands
of appliances and othet prod-
ucts

The data will be provided by
manufacturers on the basis of
tests developed by the Com-
merce Department's National
Bureau of Standards The gov-
emnment itself will not do the
actual testing

Other federal programs in
the area of product information
include a proposal by the Enwi-
ronmental Protection Agency
for noise labels and efforts by
the Federal Energy Adminis-
tration to help shoppers learn
about operating costs and ener-
gy consumption of appliances

SAN DIEGO, Calif. (AP) —
Two Tijuana policemen were in
serious condition after a border
shootout with undercover San

Syrians call plan ploy

DAMASCUS, Syria (AP) —
The Syrians say Israeli Prime
Minister Menahem Begin is not
bringing a new peace plan to
Washington but is merely stall-
ing for time and ‘“does not
want peace.’’

Begin, meeting with Presi-
dent Carter Tuesday in the first
of three scheduled sessions,
says he is carrying with him a
“complete Mideast peace plan”
approved unanimously by his
cabinet and designed to serve
as a basis for negotiations with
the Arab states

But the statecontrolled Syr-
ian media and officials in Pres-
ident Hafez Assad's govern-
ment Sunday expressed skeptic-
ism about Begin's motives and
concern that the Carter admin-
istration may be losing its
stated desire for a just Middle
East settlement.

“‘Israel does not want peace,”
said the government journal
Tishrin. “What we are waiting
for are American specifics
after this long series of meet-
ings (with Middle East lead-
ers). With such specifics, we
will formulate our attitude as
to cooperating with the United
States for a settlement in the
Middle East and our relations

DEAR DR. LAMB — My
husband does hard physical
labor outdoors and it is
already hot here. He comes in
with his clothes soaked from
sweating. I am worried that
he may get heat stroke. Is
there anything he can do to
prevent it? Should he be tak-
ing salt tablets to prevent heat
stroke? I've heard that taking
salt helps protect you from
the heat

worker who sweats a lot and
drinks lots of water. When this
happens the body temperature
remains normal and the in-
dividual tends to be pale and
clammy. These people usually
do not complain of thirst

Water depletion “is
associated with a rise in body
temperature, usually around
100 to 101 degrees F. It does
not get as high as it does in the
presence of heat stroke

Heat strokes are associated
with body temperatures of 104
to 106 degrees F. You may be
surprised to learn that these
are more apt to occur in older
persons or people who are ill
than in healthy workers such
as your husband. It often oc-
curs after the daily
temperature has been 100
degrees F. for days without
any cool nights. People who do
not have air conditioning then
have no chance to really lose
body heat and the build up
leads to heat stroke.

Remember it is not just the
heat from the outside
temperature but the heat

practicing in the late summer
months

Unfortunately salt tablets
usually cause more harm than
good. The individual with a
water deficit will harm
himself with salt tablets and
this may help push him into a
dangerous heat stroke

The best approach for peo-
ple like your husband is to be
sure and drink plenty of water
and use fluids that contain
salt. Milk is a good choice. A
quart of low-fat milk a day will
increase the salt intake. Using
considerable amounts of salt
on the food will help but it
may lead to excess salt use. In
addition to milk he can drink
at least two 8-ounce glasses of
orange juice a day. That will
provide potassium — which is
also impertant. Dressing
properly; avoiding obesity
and avoiding heat when possi-
ble are all important in
avoiding the problems of heat

Engineer Bruce Lane, right, careful

Phoenix computer facilities of Honeywell

harvests needles for use at the

Nurses claim i innocence;
‘did not get fair trial’

DETROIT (AP) — Filipina
Narciso and Leonora Perez
came to this country in search
of the good llfe;

Instead, the (Wwo nurses from
the Philippines found them-
selves embroiled in a two-year-
long nightmare that resulted in
their conviction on charges of
poisoning patients at a veterans
hospital.

They face possible life im-
prisonment

The two nurses pleaded in-
nocent to the charges and they
said the experience has left
them disillusioned about the
freedoms they hoped to find in
their adopted country

I lost my faith and trust in
American justice,” said Miss
Narciso. 31. of Ypsilanti. “I'm
very disillusioned about this
Before this | had complete
trust in fair justice. ™

All my faith is gone,” added
Mrs. Perez, 33. of Ann Arbor
“l know I did not get a fair
trial I know there was no
evidence to convict us

After 13 weeks of testimony.
a US. District Court jury of
nine women and three men con-
victed the two nurses last week
on three counts each of poison-
ing patients at the Veterans Ad-
ministration hospital in Ann Ar-
bor with injections of a muscle-
relaxing drug. More than 50
patients suffered breathing fail-
wres. the drug could cause
that

The nurses also were con-
victed of conspiracy Miss Nar
ciso was acquitted of a murder
count and another poisoning
ocount

The guilty verdict came as a
surprise to some observers who
believed the government's
largely circumstantial case to
be extremely weak

“We're all stunned at this
verdict,” defense attorney Tom
O'Brien said. "“The only feeling
I have at this moment is that it
is possible to fairly try and con-
vict innocent people in this
oountry

Government witnesses lesti-
fied that one or both of the two
women had been near each
patient minutes before he
stopped breathing But no one
testified that they actually saw
either of the two nurses commit
the crime. The government
never suggested a motive

We were not convicted on
the evidence.” Miss Narciso

said “'There was something
else. That's still a big question
in my mind. but | think one
thing was racial prejudice

An alternate juror. Kathleen
Robinson., said the verdict
shook her faith in the jury sys-
tem. I just cannot imagine
how anyone could return a ver-
dict like that."" She sat through
the entire trial but was not
allowed to partiapate in the
jury deliberations

But prosecutors in the case
contended there was a substan-
tial amount of evidence in the
case

Asst. U.S. Atty. Richard Yan-
ko has said if the government
won the case. it would be be-
cause of Miss Narciso's own
testimony, which he felt left a
poor impression with jurors be
cause of her frequent inability
o remember points

Both women took the stand in
their own defense. which attor
ney O'Brien called at the time
“the best thing we have going
for us.™

But according to Yanko: “Iif
they (the jurors) were going to
acquit because of those two
sweet nurses. the frosting came
off the cake

The government gave no mo-
tuve for the crimes, but sug
gested that revenge for over
work might be a partial ex-
planation

Miss Narciso and Mrs. Perez
came to the United States in
1971 from Luzon. the largest
and most populous island in the
Philippines. They did not meet
until both began working in the
intensive care ward of the VA
hospital in the spring of 1975

Miss Narciso said she came
to the United States because it
was the “land of opportunity
with lots of career opportun-
ity."" She said her sister, who
was a nurse in Birmingham,
Ala, told her to "just come
over and you will enjoy it."

For four years the two wom
en lived separate lives in quiet
obscurity. But when the FBI
entered the hospital Aug. 15
1975. to investigate the unex-
plained breathing failures,
those lives changed

The women were transferred
to jobs that did not inwlve
patient care. Miss Narciso said
she was given a clerical job.
even though she could not type
Mrs. Perez eventually trans-
ferred to a VA hospital in Chi-

the West Bank of the Jordan
River and Gaza

Begin was to arrive here to-
day o open talks with the Prsi-
dent

Approved unanimously by the

Israeli cabinet in advance of
the 63-yearold onetime guer-
rilla leader’s trip, the contents
so far have been leak-proofl — a
remarkable development in a
close-knit country that thrives
on rumor and “inside informa-
There is speculation that the
plan reflects the views of For-
eign Minister Moshe Dayan, a
key strategist in the new gov-
ernment. who would establish a
semi-autonomous Arab civil ad-
ministration on the West Bank
and in Gaza under a continued
Israeli security presence.

Carter, who holds the first of
three scheduled sessions with
Begin on Tuesday, has given
evidence of some conciliation of
his own. Having shaken the Is-

raelis by endorsing a Palestin-
ian homeland, he now says un-
equivocally it should not be an
independent state — which Be-
gin says would place Israel in
“mortal danger” — but some
sort of “‘entity” tied to Jordan.

Carter offered the reas-
surance at a news conference
last week, along with a dis-
avowal of any intention of im-
posing terms on Israel. The
new government in Jerusalem,
like its predecessors, is sensi-
tive to U.S. pressures, believing
meanwhile that the only settle-
ment the Arabs might keep is
one they negotiated directly
with Israel

"With rape so predominant in
the news lately,” Antoine re-
marked. “Confucius say. ‘If

rape is mevntable. relax and en-
joy it’

The switchboard handled hun-
dreds of angry phone calls, in-
cluding some from WABC exec-
utives

The camera returned to An-
toine during the same broad-
cast

“If T offended you with the
Confucius saying.”" he said, "I
apologize.”

During the 11 p.m. news, an
anchorman read a statement
from the station's management.
which said that Antoine had
been suspended indefinitely for
“an inexcusable lapse of judg-

ment” in making a comment
that was “‘insensitive and offen-
sive. '

Women picketed WABC and
the incident was hashed out in
columns of letters to editors

After Antoine returned from
a vacation in the Virgin
Islands. the station announced
it was reinstating him — but

confining his duties to off-air
work

After 25 years as a highly
paid weatherman., Antoine's
contract was not renewed when
it expired in March. There was
no public explanation.

Antoine questions whether his
Confucius remark. made under
thé pressure of a so-called
“happy talk” format, was in
bad taste

“Over 34 years ['ve said
worse things than that.” he
said. recalling the time he
blurted out a four-letter word.

The comment, he said. re-
flects police advice to women
who are attacked not to resist.

Claiming that corporate as-
sessment of reaction to the re-
mark. not the actual reaction.
was his problem. Antoined con-
cedes. "'| made a mistake |
gave them a target. | failed.”

He says he holds no rancor
for the station: “I'm hurt. Not
bitter — hurt"

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Allen quits A’s

OAKLAND (AP) — The stor-
my career of slugger Dick Al-
len — a paradox of brilliant
play ‘and personal controversy
— once again has taken an odd
twist. He has quit the Oakland
A's and has indicated he-may
want to play in Japan

A's owner Charles O. Finley
said Sunday he received ‘'a
very cordial” letter from the
infielder Saturday which said
he is “‘retiring from baseball
for the rest of 1977

Finley said Allen. 35 asked
about taking his talents to Ja-

pan

"He asked me what the ar
rangement was for that,”" Fin-
ley said

Allen joined the A's this year
signing a contract for roughly
$100.000. He was suspended by
Finley June 21 when the owner
caught him taking a shower be
fore a game was over

Finley sad he was ds
appointed with Allen's decision
but said he is not planning to
contact him

In the 54 games he played for
Oakland, Allen hit at a 240
pace with five home runs and
31 runs batted in

Allen’s career has been mar-
red with scraps with manage-
ment — troubles which are con-
trasted by his consistently po-
tent bat

He broke in with the Phullies
in 1964, winning National
League Rookie of the Year hon-
ors with a 318 batting average.
29 home runs and 91 RBI

He continued to have ex
cellent seasons with Phila-
delphia. hitting 40 homers and
knocking in 110 runs in- 1966
'n\e hot batting. however,

wasn't enough to offset the con-
troversy

Allen often showed up late for
games, missed practices and
once was in the middle of a
pre-game scuffle with Frank
Thomas which eventually got
the other player traded

The Phillies finally tired of
Allen’'s antics and, traded him
to the St. Louis Cardinals in
1970 where he lasted one sea-
son. His eccentric behavior con
vinced the Cardinals to ship Al
len to the Los Angeles Dodgers
Again. his stint there lasted
only a year

Next. Allen landed on the
Chicago White Sox and enjoyed
a brief honeymoon under the
management of Chuck Tanner
an old family friend who
greeted Allen with open arms
and let him establish his own

tempo
For a while. Allen prospered
and became the American

League's Mast Valuable Player
in 1972. hitting 308 with 37
homers and 113 RBI

But Allen’s romance with the
White Sox lasted only three
seasons, and he ironicaily re
tumed to Philadelphua. where
he helped lead the Phillies to

A fish ladder is a watery
staircase which the Corps of
Engineers. the Bureau of Recl
amation and assorted other
dam builders have graciously
provided at 50 or so barricades
on the Columbia and its feeders
so the determined salmon. and
fishes similarly inclined, can
get home to do their duty

Mrs. Murphy's working con-
ditions are. indeed, fascinating

At Bonneville Dam. the first
and oldest on the Columbia.
fishes discover that the only
way upstream is through a nar-
row chamber walled by a 5-by
5-foot lighted pane of glass

On the other side of the glass
sits Mrs Murphy, feet on a

carpeted footstool, radio deliv-
ering soft music, hot plate and
ice box at her elbow

“That's a sockeye,”™ Click.
“That's a chinook, and a nice
one.”’ Click. "Those three are
steelheads. " Click. click, click
“There’'s a shay. They're about
finished running now." Click

Mrs. Murphy's clicker has a

row of five buttons to count the
different species. and a second
row of buttons to. as she says.
uncount the fish that drift back
downstream. passing the win-
dow the wrong way. A calcu-
lator does the necessary arith-
metic at the end of her shift.

The other day her shift ended
with this report

She had coynted an upward
bound net total of 223 chinook
salmon. so she wrote down 268
She had counted 169 sockeye
salmon. and wrote 203. She had
counted 898 steelhead trout, and
wrote 1.078. and 52 shad and
wrote 62

“It's a factored count,” she
explained. ~"We take a 10-min-
ute rest out of each howr, and
to account for that, and for the

Many glaSses use

lead in decals

WASHINGTON (AP) — If
there is a health problem with
decorator glasses leaching ex-
cess lead. it goes far beyond a
few million handed out by the
McDonald's fast food chain

Glass industry officials say
the same process of heat-fusing
ceramic designs will be used to
make 400 million decorator
glasses this year in the United
States alone. The process has
been used around the world for
almost 50 years to produce bil-
lions of glasses embellished
with floral patterns, cartoon
characters, names and other
adornments.

The wide distribution of deco-
rator glasses is one reason a
federal interagency task force
was formed last week to test
the drinking containers to see if
there is a health risk and to
recommend corrective or regu-
latory action if needed. Mean-
while, McDonald's has stopped
distributing its glasses

The flap over McDonald's
decorator glasses began July 8
when Massachusetts officials
said tests showed high lead
content in cartoon decals on the
outside of the glasses. Ex-
cessive lead can cause brain
damage and death, particularly
in children under the age of 6.

Although the U.S. Food and
Drug Administration said it
found no evidence that lead
from outside the glasses got
into liquid inside, the FDA and
the Environmental Protection
Agency recommended Friday
that children not be allowed to
lick or ghaw the outside of the
glasses until further tests are
made.

McDonald's then annnounced
an indefinite suspension of its
distribution of the glasses until
the government agencies ‘‘can
establish a definitive policy re-

The federal agencies said ini-
tial tests showed lead can leach
from enamel decals on the
glasses, particularly after re-
peated washings. But it isn't
known if this is enough to be a
heaith hazard.

In defense of their products,

never been an incident of any-
one being harmed.”

The Lead Industries Associ-
ation and the International
Lead Zinc Research Organ-
ization, both trade groups, said
their tests concluded ‘‘that
there is absolutely no hazard
from the decorated glasses
since the lead is tightly bound
in the ceramic which is fused
to the glass.”

Jerome F. Cole, vice presi-
dent of the research organ-
ization, said Massachusetts was
wrong in drawing conclusions
from tests that showed the total
content of lead in the decals

“The Massachusetts tests
looked at the presence of lead.
not the lead hazard,’ Cole said
“If you have lead that's bound
up tight, it's there but it's no
problem since it doesnt get
out

Cole and others in the in-
dustry note that the glasses
have been tested by FDA-ap-
proved methods and meet all
government chemical release
requirements

The industry says lead is es-
sential in the process that fuses
the ceramic enamel decoration
to the glass when baked at 1 -
100 degree because it assures a
tight, chip-resistant bond.

“There are leadless glazes,™
Cole said. “‘But there has been
a lot of research on this and
the best and most acid-resistent
glazes are always shown to be
lead-based.”

Cole said there is lead in eye-
