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GEORGETOWN (AP) —
Roger Fain, convicted last
week of killing an Austin
woman, unsuccessfully tried
to break out of the Williamson
County Jail by stuffing toilet
paper into the lock on his cell
door, authorities said.

“He was batting the wind,
trying to do that with the toi-
let paper,” said Sheriff Ed
Richards. “We think someone
must have told him that
would work; so, he tried it. ...
It won’t work.”

The attempted jailbreak
wrapped up Fain’s stay in the
county jail. He was on his
way to the state prison in
Huntsville before daybreak
Wednesday, Richards said.

Fain, 41, arrived back at the
county jail late Monday after
a Tyler jury convicted him
Friday of murdering Sandra
Dumont, 39. State District
Judge John Carter sentenced
him to life in prison. He also
is suspected of killing Dar-
lene Anderson, 38, of Round
Rock, and dumping her body
in the same field where police
found Ms. Dumont’s remains.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
For the Postal Service, it just
makes cents.

The cent symbol, which dis-
appeared from  postage
stamps in the early 1980s for
aesthetic reasons, is being
returned to low-value stamps.

Recent low-value stamps
have carried numerals such
as 01, 03 or 05 to designate
their value. But officials said
this caused problems with
people confusing the values
and even accepting some as
dollar value stamps.

So all new issues of stamps
worth less than 10 cents will
have a single digit and a cent
symbol to make their value
clear.

The decision comes as the
agency prepares to reprint
several stamps including the
3-cent Paul Dudley White
stamp of 1988, 3-cent
Conestoga Wagon stamp of
1987 and 5-cent circus wagon
stamp of 1990.

College seeks funds for new campus

The evolving role of community col-
leges in distance learning and preparation
for the future are the impetus behind a
movement to construct a new Clarendon
College - Pampa Center campus, school
officials said today.

A building campaign to raise $4.9 mil-
lion for the new facility was announced
today by members of a local steering com-
mittee and school administrators. The
leadership group, which has been meeting
for the last year, unveiled plans for a
54,000 square foot building on a 15-acre
parcel of land located on the south side of
West Kentucky. The land is to be donated
for the endeavor by Dr. Ray Hampton and
family.

The school at 900 N. Frost is located now
in the former Sam Houston Elementary
School building, which was being used as
a storage building before being taken over
by the college in 1978. The building is
owned by Pampa Independent School
District. Spring 1995 enrollment is 241 aca-

demic students and 185 vocational-techni-
cal students.

The proposed building will provide 22
classrooms, two labs, a multi purpose
meeting and classroom to seat 150, seven
teacher offices, student lounge, study
areas, EMT lab room, an electronics lab
and a multi media learning resource cen-
ter. The facility will be computer net-
worked and cable television ready for
access to distance léarning. )

Clarendon College’s mission, according
to Associate Dean Joe Kyle Reeve, is to
provide an inexpensive, quality education
to the service area of the college.

The scope of the community college is
changing, Reeve said, primarily to the
development of distance learning, which
includes interactive satellite, telecommu-
nication and computer technology.

“Distance is becoming quickly no longer
a factor in education,” Reeve said.

With the advent of distance learning in a
facility designed to accept the technology
required to deliver it, Pampa Center may
begin to offer upper level and graduate
classes, he said.

“You no longer have to have a teacher
physically present in the classroom,”
Reeve said.

Dr. Jerry Stockton, president of
Clarendon College, noted the average age
of local campus students is dropping as
cost of a university education rises and
entry level test score requirements influ-
ence some to seek a community college
education. Stockton estimates a Pampa
student who lives at home and attends
Pampa Center may spend one-sixth to
one-eighth the amount a Texas Tech
University student spends living in
Lubbock.

According to information from the
school:

e The Pampa facility will be owned by
the Pampa Center Foundation, a proposed
non-profit tax exempt foundation. Until
the Internal Revenue Service letter of
determination is received, all funds col-
lected will be held by the Clarendon
College Foundation, stipulated for Pampa
project use.

® No tax money will be used to build the
new building. -

e The present building is in need of
repairs including a new roof estimated to
cost $150,000, boiler repairs and renova-
tion to meet Americans with Disabilities
Act requirements. The building has floor
squeaks, inadequate cooling for summer,
poor chalk boards and child-size toilet
facilities.

e Utilities on the present building
totaled $25,550.03 in 1993 and $22,389.92
in 1994. Energy savings are estimated to be
$6,000 to $8,000 in a new building,.

* Yearly payroll totals $261,000. Of that,
$85,800 is part-time instructor salaries,
with the remainder for seven full-time
staff members at the college. Additional
staffing requirements in the new facility
will be based on enrollment.

Prison sets
dedication
for ISF unit

The expanded portion of the
Rufe Jordan Prison Unit is to be
dedicated at 11 a.m.’ next
Wednesday in the M.K. Brown
Room of the Pampa Community
Building.

There are four other privately
owned intermediate sanction
facilities in Texas, said Tucker.

The unit is to have an estimat-
ed payroll of $1,320,000 with 80
employees, he said.

Buses will be available at the
community building to carry vis-
itors to a prison-catered dinner at
the new unit. Tickets for the lun-
cheon are $10 each and deadline
for purchase is Monday, April 10.
Reservations may be made by

Lubbock got its turn to show
off Wednesday, when residents
put on a patriotically festive face
for the visitors.

Yellow ribbons blazed from
street signs and shrubs along the
commissioners’ route to down-
town. Teen-agers got out of class
to release balloons; drivers
turned on their headlights.

At the rally site, those gathered
tried to maintain a festive atmos-
phere despite the gloomy situa-
tion. Sporadically, the crowd
broke into a group wave while
many passing vehicles honked
their horns.

“Anything to make a state-
ment,” said Marsha Laney, who
brandished a styrofoam airplane.

The commissioners said they
wanted to measure for them-
selves Reese’s value to Lubbock.

“We need to be grounded in
what is real and what is ficti-
tious,”’ said commissioner
Montoya.

Thornberry signs on as co-sponsor of bill

to repeal Wright Amendment on Love Field

WASHINGTON, D.C. - US.
Rep. Mac Thornberry, R-
Amarillo, has become a co-spon-
sor of a bill to repeal the Wright
Amendment, which could make
airline travel easier and improve
connections for 13th District con-
stituents in Texas.

H.R. 774 would amend the
International Air Transportation
Competition Act of 1979 to repeal
the Wright Amendment, wﬁii‘h
prohibits airlines from flying
directly from Love Field at Dallas
to destinations outside Texas or
its contiguous states.

The bill, introduced by Kansas
Republican Rep. Jan Meyers, has
18 co-sponsors. It has been
referred to the Transportation
and Infrastructure Committee,
where it awaits action in the
Subcommittee on Aviation.

S. 322 is a companion bill in the

Senate to repeal the amendment.
It is sponsored by Kansas
Republican Sens. Nancy
Kassebaum and Bob Dole.

Thornberry said repeal of the
Wright Amendment would make
it more feasible for airlines to fly
from Love Field to states other
than New Mexico, Oklahoma,
Louisiana and Arkansas.
Thornberry believes that could
lead to an increase in connections
between Love Field and destina-
tions that 13th District con-
stituents fly to.

At a minimum, repeal of the
Wright Amendment could allow
Southwest Airlines to end the
practice of requiring passengers
to reclaim and recheck their bags
and purchase separate tickets for
some flights, Thornberry said.

“Many constituents in the 13th
District need good jet service

between Amarillo and Lubbock
and maijor cities in other parts of
the United States,” the Amarillo
congressman said. .

“Jet service has deteriorated in
West Texas because of downsiz-
ing among major airlines,”
Thornberry said. “The reasons
why many medium-sized cities
are losing jet service has less to
do with those cities than it does
with the competitive pressures
the airline industry is facing.

“While Co s can’t do much
about that, I do think we should
eliminate governmental barriers
to providing jet service and
improving connections,” he said.

“Repealing the Wright Amend-
ment could make jet service con-
nections out of Love Field more
attractive, and that would be
great news for many travelers in
my district.”

USDA declares moratorium on wetlands

WASHINGTON (AP) — Citing
an administration commitment
to regulatory relief, the Agricul-
ture Department today declared
a moratorium on designating
new wetlands on farm property.

The announcement is aimed at
farmers who complain that so-
called “prairie potholes,” or low-
lying wet spots have been
wrongfully called wetlands and
off-limits to farming. Farmers
who convert natural wetlands to
cropland can lose their eligibility
for farm program payments and

other benefits under so-called
“swampbuster” laws.
Agriculture Secretary Dan
Glickman said new delineations
or certifications will be halted
until Congress decides what to
do about wetlands in the 1995
farm bill. The department also
wants to review the results of a
report on wetlands expected this
summer from the independent
National Academy of Sciences.
New rules for designating wet-
lands were scheduled to go into
effect_this spring, even though

those rules might be rewritten in

the farm bill. The Senate last -

week passed a similar moratori-
um.
“The administration is dedicat-
ed to regulatory relief,”
Glickman told reporters. “This
has to be viewed in the context of
regulatory relief generally.”

Farmers may still request help
from the department in deter-
mining what is a wetland, said
Jim Lyons, the under secretary in
charge of environmental affairs at
the department.

Finding a common
cause to stir up

The observation is so old as to have become a cliche, yet so
repeatedly appropriate it bears attention. In his classic 14th-centu-
ry book of advice to rulers, The Prince, Niccolo Machiavelli was
only repeating time worn advice from ancient Greek and Roman
commentators when he advised a ruler facing problems at home to
stir up a nice, manageable quarrel with some foreigner. Handled
properly, this plov could not only divert attention from the prob-
lems at home, but unite them around the ruler in a common cause.

President Clinton at home is faced with Republicans wall-to-
wall in Washington, dominating the policy agenda and seizing
the initiative in ways that can be viewed as necessary reform of a
corrupt and intransigent system. Do events of the last several
days suggest an administration taking Machiavelli’s time-hon-
ored but somewhat cynical advice?

The Iraqi regime headed by Saddam Hussein really did capture
two Americans who had inadvertently wandered over the border
from Kuwait. And let's assume that it is really the case that
Saddam has moved some armored troops south, closer to the bor-
der, which is notsan encouraging sign given the dictator’s history.

Did that really require Defense Secretary William Perry to
encourage Saudi Arabia to build up its own military, to visit
American troops in Kuwait to assure them that U.S. troops (some
20,000 in the Persian Gulf region) are not likely to be called home
soon, and to utter tough words that fell just short of being threats
about the latest outrage in Iraq?

The latest “cease-fire” in the Balkans, based as it is on a vague
hope for peace that takes little account of realities on the ground,
has been punctured by predictable outbursts of gunfire and is
unlikely to bring real peace this week. Does that mean it's neces-
sary to expand the role of a United Nations force that has so far
done little to contain hostilities, and to increase the number of
Americans in that force? Is that a smart thing to do even as con-
gressional Republicans are considering a proposal to prevent U.S
troops from serving under U.N. command?

If the United States is considering deeper involvement in two
areas of the world that have been chronic trouble spots for decades
or longer, is it a good time to alienate a traditional ally, Great
Britain, by entertaining the leader of Sinn Fein in the White House
- and then announcing that President Clinton will celebrate the
50th anniversary of V-E Day in Moscow rather than in London?

If decisions about foreign interventions are supposed to be part
of a coherent policy, it's difficult to see the policy behind these
moves. If, instead, such decisions are merely part of a game,
designed more for their impact on various constituencies here at
home - or to divert attention from domestic politics - perhaps one
can discern some logjic, however cynical.

The American people have more than once allowed American
presidents to conduct foreign interventions designed more to bolster
an administration’s prestige than to solve a real problem in some for-
eign country. Will they do it vet again with President Clinton, or are
they fed up with foreign policy as an extension of domestic politics?

Policing morals in cyberspace

Human beings are such predictable creatures.
Equip them with the most sophisticated communi-
cations technology, capable of instantaneous trans-
mission to millions of people scattered all over the
globe, and not everyone will use it to discuss mol-
ecular biology or the novels of Jane Austen. Some
people will use it merely to explore a preoccupa-
tion as ancient as Adam: sex. Which means,
inevitably, that‘other people will try to stop them.

It happened with books, with movies, with cable
television, with phone-sex services. Now, it is hap-
pening with computer information services. The
Communications Decency "Act, sponsored by
Democratic Sen. James Exon of Nebraska, is sup-
posed to “keep the information highway from
resembling a red-light district.” It tries to achieve
that goal by banning transmissions that are
“obscene, indecent or harassing,” expanding restric-
tions already applied to communications by phone.

Last month, the Exon measure was adopted,
without debate, as part of a general telecommu-
nications bill approved by the Senate Commerce
Committee. The measure supposedly aims at pro-
tecting children, which it does by the familiar
method of constraining adults.

On-line networks offer access to a wealth of
material that you might want to keep away from
Junior - some of it mild, some of it anything but.
Those who enjoy soft-core fare can tap into ser-
vices offering images no racier than the ones that
have made Hugh Hefner rich. Those who like
more explicit pictures and words can move up (or
is it down?) the raunchiness scale. And, for bet-
ter or worse, those whose tastes are vile beyond
belief can also find what they're looking for.

Of course, titillating and offensive sexual fare is
not the recent invention of some software engi-
neer. Any of the things you can find on the Inter-
net you can also locate in more primitive com-

munications media - magazines, movies, strip
joints, adult bookstores and so on.

The new services do offer quicker access to
more stuff for more people. But the computer-
inspired imagination has not been able to devise
any perversions that were previously unknown.
The temptation with an emerging medium is to
err on the side of overregulation, simply because
it’s unfamiliar and therefore alarming.

A teenager who glimpses naked bodies on his
computer monitor, however, has not been any
more corrupted than one who sees them in a skin
magazine. To ban material in a new medium that
we tolerate in old ones is to let the novelty of
strange gadgets warp our judgment.

The amendment uses a scattershot approach,
banning the transmission not only of anything
that is legally obscene, a very narrow category,
but anything that is “indecent,” an exceedingly
broad term ‘that could implicate even PG-rated
fare. If you operate a computer bulletin board,
you may not learn the precise definition of inde-
cency until you get a copy of your indictment,
which may strike you as too late to be useful.

Two major problems arise from Exon’s propos-
al. The first is that it may expose online informa-
tion services to criminal liability just for letting

adults willingly converse, or exchange material,
on sexual subjects of interest to both of them. The
risk is substantial: Each offense is punishable by a
fine of $100,000 and two years in jail.

Such large and well-financed services as
American Online and CompuServe, which pros-
per from facilitating contact among like-minded
people, may have no choice but to take the risk

and fight in the event they are charged with vie- |

lating the law by serving as conduits for bawdy
messages. The same can’t be said of the thou-
sands of small operations that give the Internet its
dizzying diversity. These providers, says David
Johnson of the Electronic Frontier Foundation,
“tend to die on contact with the legal system.”
Given the legal hazards created by this law, many
would probably expire preemptively.

The second problem is that the measure curtails
not only the access of children to adult fare but the
freedom of adults to see and read what they
choose. Most of us have no interest in participating
in a discussion of weird sexual practices, but that’s
no reason to gag the people who do. We don’t
restrict such voluntary, private communications if
they take place on the phone or face-to-face; why
should the Internet be treated differently?

It's not as if parents with computer-literate
youngsters have no options. The major services
have assorted safeguards to limit access by juve-
niles, and other companies see a profit in devel-
oping software to increase parental control over
their kids’ on-line exploration. If all else fails,
Mom and Dad can take away the modem.

Freedom can be a scary thing for lawiakers
who think they have a right to police out thoughts,
but freedom has been the lifeblood of computer
communications. Sacrificing that freedom is likely
to stifle communications, and progress, without
appreciably improving our morals.

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Working toward a colorblind society

Affirmative action programs must be abolished
for thé same reason racial segregation needed to
be abolished: They are nothing more than racist
policies enforced by the government.

There are essentially only three approaches
Americans can take to the race issue, given that
we are a multiracial country.

Option 1 is for the white majority to discrimi-
nate against the black minority. This is what we
used to do. .

Option 2 is for the black minority, in league
with government, to discriminate against the
white majority. This is what we are presently
doing under the guise of affirmative action.

Option 3 is to have a colorblind society in
which, in the words of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.,
people are judged by the content of their charac-
ter and not by the color of their skin. That embod-
ies the American ideal. That also was the intent of
the 1964 Civil Rights Act, which explicitly forbids
racist policies. )

How then did we manage to go from Option 1
to Option 2 without ever moving on to Option 3?
The answer is that federal bureaucrats, backed up
by the Supreme Court, imposed racial quotas and
racial preferences on American society.

It is yet another example of activist judges on
the Supreme Court completely disregarding the
Constitution and Congress while usurping their

power with a totally arbitrary ruling.

That, incidentally, is why | agree with Pat
Buchanan about the need to change the
Constitution so that Supreme Court justices are
reaffirmed every eight years. Otherwise, we do
not live in a democracy but are instead ruled by
an unelected oligarchy appointed for life.

But to get back to the race issue, you can say
that discrimination against the white majority by
minorities allied with government is just a matter
of getting even for the past.

You can certainly do that, but there are two
things wrong with the proposition. First of all, the
people being punished are not the ones who dis-
criminated in the past, and the people being
rewarded are not the ones who suffered in the past.

Second, and more important, before one
decides to get even about anything, one ought to,
if one is wise, survey the balance of forces and
look ahead to the probable consequences.

The Baltic countries, for example, are ing
even with Russia by making life miserable for
ethnic Russians living in the Baltic countries. It
may be understandable, but it is not wise. The

Baltic countries are little countries, and Russia is
a big country. If the Baltics provoke Russian retal-
iation, there won'’t be a darn thing the Baltics can
do about it. If they think Western countries will
go to war to defend them, they’d better review
the history of their past captivity.

Similarly, however understandable, it is not
wise for 12.5 percent of the Yopulah'on to think
that it can get away indefinitely with discriminat-
ing against the white majority. If there is any such
thing as universal laws, then most assuredly one
of them is that every action produces a reaction.

People who think the present racist game can
continue indefinitely should find a good history
of the Reconstruction and read it. There, with the
South prostrate and destroyed, Northern carpet-
baggers and Southern scalawags used former
slaves and federal troops to impose an exploita-
tive and oppressive government on the South. It
was getting even.

But the action produced a reaction: guerrilla
warfare and terrorism and political organization.
And within a matter of years, blacks were disen-
franchised, the Reconstruction governments
overthrown and more relevant to our present dis-
cussion - the white North lost all interest in pro-
tecting the rights of African Americans.

For us, a colorblind society is a necessity, and
no other option is pleasant or just.

Is Dr. Foster accurately represented by the media?

Who is the real Dr. Henry Foster? The day his nom-
ination for surgeon general was announced, NBC
Nightly News reporter Gwen Ifill ted him as
“low key, low volume and low ptofif;I ... Foster’s port-
folio is to be almost conservative in tone.” This char-
acterization has proved decidedly false over time, but
the media are refusing to report it.

Most reporters chose to cling to the White House
line. Puff pieces, like one by ABC’s George Strait on
the Feb. 10 World News Tonight, proliferated.

“Today, physicians around the country joined that
fight, defending him, saying his record has been
badly misrepresented. ... The physicians say Dr.
Foster deserves the chance to tell the nation about
the programs he has developed to reduce infant
mortality and teen ncy.” No room was allot-
tecifto any critics Y’bad tlnight disagree.

anyone was misrepresenting” Fosters
record, it was the netwc);rks. On Feb. 13, Gwen Ifill
asserted in another critic-free piece that in
Nashville, “Foster is known as a disﬁrﬂlbhed
physician who helped rescue Meharry Medical
Colrlifehom the brink of extinction and helped
found ‘1 Have a Future,’ a program designed to dis-
courage teenagers from having babies. ... His sup-
porters are bewildered that the church-going pillar
of the community know has somehow become
a national symbol in the battle over abortion.”

Never reported on the networks was the fact
that the obstetrics and gynecology program at
Meharry Medical College lost its accreditation in
1990 while Foster was at its helm. Never reported
on the networks was that the success of Foster’s
much touted “I Have a Future” m is also
very much in question.

refused to provide statistics or studies to prove its

In its March 6 issue, U.S. News & World Report
took the media to task for not assembling a “com-
plete, fair and accurate portrait of the man and his
work.”

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_ Living will is a dead issue
without doctor’s compliance

DEAR ABBY: The letter from
“Gneving Widow, Edgewater, Fla.,”
concerning Living Wills brought
back some painful memories.

My husband died of a heart
attack a year ago. When | discov-
ered him, he had already started to
turn blue. I called 911. The police
arrived quickly and began adminis-
tering CPR. After what seemed like
a long time, I finally said, “Please
stop; my husband has suffered with
pain-for years, and lately he's been
talking about suicide — let him go!
He has a Living Will.”

They said they were under
standing orders to apply CPR until
the emergency medical technicians
arrived. When they got there, the
police told them about the Living
Will, but they insisted on contacting
his doctor. I was grateful that the
doctor instructed them to discontin-
ue CPR. This illustrates that only
the doctor’s decision counts — not
what the patient wants.

Later the police officers, who
were very comforting, told me that
my husband was already gone when
they arrived.

It angers me when doctors who
oppose the right to die insist they
can keep patients free from pain.
My husband tried for years to get
some relief from constant pain.

Doctors are not gods, and we
should stop putting them in that
position.

Also, it is
imperative that physicians
agree to honor it.

DEAR ABBY: I was shocked by
the report of the grieving widow in
Edgewater, Fla., whose physician
refused to honor her husband’s Liv-
ing Will. His refusal was contrary to
federal law.

The Patient Self-Determination
Act became effective on Dec. 1,
1991, and established without ques-
tion that medical personnel and
health-care institutions must
respect and comply with Living
Wills executed by mentally compe-
tent persons. Failure to abide by
those instructions may lead to mal-
practice suits.

It is also now well-established by

law and by court decisions that a
mentally competent patient may
accept or reject any recommended
treatment. If the patient has signed
a Living Will and should become
unable to communicate, the “next of
kin” is authorized to make decisions
on behalf of the patient.

Even now, it may not be too late
for the grieving widow to take
action.

In addition, Welty said the athletic depart-
ment will hire a compliance officer to guide
coaches in all sports in following NCAA rules.

Alleged rules violations involving Tarkanian
date back to 1977, when the NCAA suspended
him for two years and placed UNLV on two
years probation. Tarkanian continued coaching
and appealed the case to the U.S. Supreme

Court, claiming the probation violated his

WACO, Texas (AP) — Darrel Johnson
always said he had nothing to do with helping
five recruits cheat so they could play for him at
Baylor. Now, a federal jury agrees with him.

. Instead, jurors Wednesday pinned the blame
on Johnson'’s assistants and convicted three of
them while acquitting the former head coach of
seven charges.

The federal jury found that although
Johnson was responsible for the basketball pro-
gram, he was unaware of improper help his
assistants gave to enable the recruits to pass
classes they needed to enroll at Baylor in 1993.

Johnson, who was indicted one day after
Baylor fired him in November, was found
innocent of four counts of wire fraud, two

. counts of mail fraud and one count of conspir-

. acy.
cgver since the allegations were first raised,
Johnson has maintained his innocence without
speaking much about the case. He remained
silent after the verdicts were announced and he
left the courtroom with a solemn expression.
“All 1 can tell you is that ... Darrel Johnson
was innocent, and the jury worked for Darrel
Johnson,” said his attorney Jim Darnell of El
Paso. “1 don’t want to say anything about any-
body else other than Coach Johnson.”
A more than 17 hours of deliberations;

AUGUSTA, Ga. (AP) —
Little more than hints and
hopes exist for an end to for-
eign domination of the
Masters, and, in fact, pro golf
itself. -

The Masters tournament, a
unique gathering at an exclu-
sive men’s club, started today
on the flowered, rolling hills of
the Augusta National Golf
Club with an international field
of 86 contending for the green
jacket.

Coming into the first of the
year’s Grand Slam events, non-
Americans have won the last
four majors and nine of the last
12.

In the Masters, the most

American of all tournaments,
foreign-bomn players have won
six of the last seven.

Some American players,
Davis Love I[Il among them,
have gone into a form of
denial.

“If a guy comes to Augusta
from Florida, where he has his
home and where his family is, a
guy who plays the American
tour, I don’t really consider him
a foreigner,” Love said.

That description, of course,
fits Nick Price of Zimbabwe
and Australian Greg Norman,
Nos. 1 and 3, respectively, in
the Sony world rankings and
two of the principal reasons
American hopes of breaking
the foreign string are less than
bright.

Neither has won the Masters,

and neither has won this year,
facts that are highly deceptive.
Norman is a two-time runner-
up in this tournament and
Price holds the course 18-hole
scoring record.

As for this year, Norman lost
at Doral with a 72nd hole water
ball and has to be considered a
threat simply because this is
the Masters and he is Norman.

Price, the American tour’s
Player of the Year each of the
last two seasons and easily the
outstanding player in the
game, has won the last two
majors, the 1994 British Open
and PGA. :

He has had an indifferent
start this year. But that’s not all
bad. He has been spared the

- averwhelming media attention

of the past two years when he

he said.

Price insists his game is all in
order and Nick Faldo suggest-
ed “he may have just been sav-
ing it all for Augusta.”

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O.J. defense makes scientific evidence look flimsy

LOS ANGELES (AP) - It was no secret that
O.]. Simpson’s lawyers were going to make a
big deal about the blanket tossed over Nicole
Brown Simpson’s body, the rookie criminalist
and the crime-scene glove that got moved.

Yet when those issues were raised during a
precise cross-examination of criminalist
Dennis Fung, it all seemed so fresh, and so
terribly damaging. All of a sudden, the
defense was exposing cracks in the strongest
part of the prosecution’s case - the physical
evidence.

By the end of Wednesday’s court session,
the defense had Fung, a prosecution witness,
second-guessing his own decisions and those
of top police investigators.

Defense attorney Barry Scheck got Fung to
acknowledge that two bloody leather gloves
— one found at the murder scene and one at
Simpson’s estate — might have been contami-
nated before they were tested. Prosecutors

say the glove found on Simpson’s estate con-
tains a mixture of blood from Simpson and
the victims.

The defense wrapped up the court session
by trying to show jurors a videotape of what
it said was the murder-scene glove resting on
a corner of the bloody blanket that covered
Ms. Simpson’s body. The defense said the
glove had been moved from a spot under a
bush.

Prosecutors objected and asked for time to
analyze the tape. Superior Court Judge Lance
Ito was to rule on the request today. Fung also
was to return to the stand today.

Legal analysts praised the work of Scheck,
whose reputation as a DNA expert has over-
shadowed his courtroom skills. Scheck dis-
carded the brash, vocal style that grated on
the judge in hearings out of the jury’s pres-
ence, instead maintaining an intense yet
restrained demeanor as he asked carefully
plotted questions.

In the day’s other major development, the
jury lost a sixth member to allegations of

misconduct: Jeanette Harris, a 38-year-old
black woman who reportedly failed to dis-
close her own experience with domestic
abuse. She was replaced by a 44-year-old
black woman who works as a computer tech-
nician.

Harris predicted a hung jury, saying that
jurors are under too much pressure and
might fear community pressure. She also said
she was not swayed by by the prosecution’s
case so far.

“The prosecution to me, from what I've
seen so far, is just spinning wheels,” she
said. “They’re not necessarily saying any-
thing, but they’re saying a whole lot of noth-
ing.” ,
%he dismissal intensified fears that a com-
plete panel won't survive the stresses of the
trial long enough to deliver a verdict. Just six
of 12 alternates remain. If the alternate pool is
exhausted and the number of jurors falls
below 12, a mistrial would be declared unless
both sides agreed to continue with an under-
sized jury.

Bike helmet bill, no penalities

AUSTIN (AP) - Under a bill
tentatively approved by the
Texas Senate, youths riding
bicycles on public roadways
would be required to wear pro-
tective helmets - sort of.

The bill by Sen. Judith
Zaffirini, D-Laredo, requires
that helmets be worn by juve-
niles under the age of 18, but it
includes no penalties for viola-
tions, a situation that caused
several senators to question
why the measure was needed.

“Passing laws to make (peo-
ple) law violators when you're
not going to do anything to
them anyway, it seems to me, is
pretty superfluous,” Sen. Don
Henderson, R-Houston, said.

The Senate gave preliminary
approval to the bill Wednesday
with a 19-10 vote.

The bill’s supporters charac-
terized it as a health and safety
measure. .

“We believe this is a psycho-
logical tool and something that
can help parents tell their chil-
dren, “Wear a bicycle helmet,”
Ms. Zaffirini said. “We believe
that this will save people’s
lives.”

She said many laws with no
enforcement provisions exist on
the state books. ‘

“If this legislation only prevents
one head injury, just one (to) just
one child in this entire state, it’s
‘well worth our effort,” said Sen.
Mike Moncrief, D-Fort Worth.

Henderson, however, sug-
gested that education programs
would be a more effective-way
of encouraging children to wear
bike helmets. ‘
