WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Federal income tax forms 
should be arriving in taxpay­
ers' mailboxes this week, the 
Internal Revenue Service said 
Tuesday.

"She kt'pt eyerything under 
the sun," Ruth said, pulling out 
an old scrapbook that Coleman 
had started. "She has pho­
tographs of when the first base­
ball field yvas built."

There are also newspaper clip­
pings shciwing the iild box car 
after it had been sfuccix'd and a 
well that w'as drilled nearby t(» 
provide water.

"I've  been here since 
Noy ember 1991," she said. "I've 
liy ed here all my life. I wouldn'f 
liye anywhere else."

The library is part trf the 
Carson Countv library system. 
Ihe third Wednesday of each 
month is usuallv exchange day, 
Ruth said. She takes abi>ut 50 
books back to the librarv in 
Panhandle each month and 
exchanges them for others.

"I just go through and pick 
out books I think our readers

w (uild like," Ruth said.
The books she chooses are 

usuallv the newer best sellers. 
The books on the Skelly town 
library sheKes that hadn't been 
checked out often are taken 
back.

"I have one man," she said, 
"he'll read any thing."

Among the more popular 
authors are Robin Cook and 
Mary Higgins Clark.

Híspanles protest radio’s ‘Spanish only’ policy
DALLAS (AP) -  The nation's 

largest Hispanic advcKacy group 
is protesting a move to ban 
English from a bilingual talk- 
radio program and is calling on 
the broadcasting company to 
immediately rescind its no- 
English directive.

The League of United Latin 
American Citizens was organiz­
ing a Tuesday vieil outside the 
Dallas studios of radio station 
KESS, where "La Voz de Texas" 
(The Voice of Texas) is broadcast 
nightly, said Omar Chow, chair­
man of the English Plus of the 
LULAC Council 100

Irate listeners began calling 
LULAC officials last week about 
changes in the program.

"They wanted to make the sta­
tion Spanish only, but the prob­
lem that we have run into is that 
our youth, and a lot of Hispanics 
and Latinos, even though they 
speak both languages, they feel 
most comfortable talking in 
English," Chow said.

"It sounds ironic, but we're in 
America and we cannot go back 
(to) the way things were. We're 
trying to prosper. And the radio's 
airwaves belong to us, the citi­
zens of America."

Central and West Texas air­
drops start in about two weeks, 
Texas Department of Health

spokesman Doug McBride said 
Tuesday.

Airplanes will drop about 2.5 
million vaccine-laden baits state­
wide, up from 850,000 distrib­
uted last February in the first air­
drop, McBride said.

In South Texas, a rabies strain 
that affects coyotes started in 
Starr County in 1988 and has 
spread northward since then, 
officials said.

Bosnian Serbs free three but say| 
others are still under Investigation

w

SARAJEVO, Bosnia-Herze- 
govina (AP) -  Bosnian Serbs 
released three people they had 
detained, but said today that oth­
ers were under investigation, 
casting the first major shadow 
over NATO's peacekeeping mis­
sion in Bosnia.

The three were freed as U.S. 
Defense Secretary William Perry 
arrived today on his first visit to 
Bosnia to gauge the progress of 
the American-led peace opera­
tion.

French military officials said 
the three people were not among 
the 16 whom the Bosnian govern­
ment complained have been 
detained by Serbs since last 
month, when a deal was signed 
to end 31/2 years of war.

Detentions of non-Serbs in ter­
ritory under Serb control com­
promise free movement, a key 
tenet of the Dec. 14 peace accord, 
and have provoked the Muslim- 
led government's first open criti­
cism of the NATO mission.

A French military spokesman, 
Capt. Frederic Solano, said one 
woman and two men were 
turned over to French soldiers in 
Ilidza, a western Serb-held sub­
urb of Sarajevo.

They apparently had lost their 
way the previous evening and 
were detained by Serbs in territo­
ry they control near Sarajevo's 
airport, Solano said.

Also in Ilidza today, two British 
soldiers were wounded by an 
explosion in a hotel complex that 
is to serve as a future NATO 
headquarters. A NATO statement 
said the cause of the explosion 
was not clear.

The injuries were not thought

to be life-threatening, and the sol­
diers were being treated at a 
French held hospital.

The swift release of the three 
detainees could be a sign of move­
ment to defuse the tensions over 
the issue. However, Ilidza Mayor 
Nedjeljko Prstojevic said that 
although soine petóle had been 
released, "investigation procedures 
have begun against diree persons."

He would not say how many 
people were being detained, but 
said they comprised Muslims, 
Croats and Serbs loyal to the 
Bosnian government.

Prstojevic claimed some of 
those detained had strayed from 
"the usual routes," and charged 
some had engaged "in .illegal 
activities."

The mayor spoke after meeting 
a senior British commander, Lt. 
Gen. Sir Michael Walker, who 
emphasized that the peace agree­
ment calls for full freedom of 
movement.

On Tuesday, Bosnian govern­
ment ministers said NATO must 
ensure freedom of movement. 
Otherwise, they contended, the 
NATO operation could slide into 
the same quagmire of uncertainty 
that dogged the 3 1/2-year U.N. 
peacekeeping mission, which was 
powerless to stop Europe's worst 
bloodshed since World War II.

Perry and NATO spokesmen 
declared that the NATO-led force 
is not designed to focus on such 
issues.

"The task of the NATO's imple­
mentation force is to ensure free­
dom of movement under the 
terms of the Dayton agreement. 
We are not set up as a police 
force," Perry said.

He said it was important for an 
international police force to get to 
Bosnia as soon as possible. About 
2,000 U.N. civilian police are due 
in Sarajevo by the end of January, j 
but police authority is weak now.

A NATO spokesman, Lt. CoL 
Mark Rayner, porfrayed the 
detentions as possibly the acts of 
common criminals and said it 
was for the warring sides to work 
it  out.

"Even if we had forces on every 
I. street comer, I still don't think we 

could stop crime that happots in 
every country in the wond," he 
said.

The Bosnian Serb official 
responsible for contacts with the 
NATO force, Dragan Dragic, con­
firmed that a group of non-Serbs 
was detained after allegedly 
straying from the pre^ribed 
route in Ilidza. The group includ­
ed a security officer and other 
military men, the Bosnian Serb 
news agency SRNA reported.

SRNA quoted Dragic as saj^ing 
Muslims had no business in ^ rb - 
held Sarajevo —  at least until 
those districts are handed back to 
the government in March.

That transfer is a ntajor sticking 
point of the Paris accord. 
Sarajevo's Serbs fear reprisals 
from the government side, which 
endured years of siege and bom­
bardment by Serb gunners in the 
hiUs around Sarajevo.

The Serbs are threatening a 
mass exodus unless they receive 
concessions.

The handling of the disappear­
ances and Seib sensitivities will 
be key tests of the world's ability 
and willingness to make peace 
last.

Fourteen injured in union 
protest at Disneyland

PARIS (AP) — Fourteen people 
were injured in a clash at 
Disneyland Paris that began when 
workers protesting for higher 
wages tried to force their way into 
the park, officials said today.

Park attendants "tried to block 
them and there were injuries" 
among both protesters and atten­
dants, said Jacques-Henri 
Eyraud, a spokesman for the 
park's parent company Euro 
Disney. "There were beatings."

Eighteen protesters were sum­
moned "to decide on their even­
tual firing," he said.

Officials with the Communist-led 
General I.abor Confederation union 
told French radio Europe 1 that the 
clash began after park authorities 
detained one of their colleagues.

Responding to union demands 
for salary increases, Eyraud said 
Euro Disriey salaries "are equal to 
or higher than the average in the 
French tourist industry." 
Employees at the park 18 miles east 
of Paris are paid 8 percent over the 
$1,200 monthly minimum wage 
after one year of service, he said.

Bomb blast in India' 
capitol results in deaths

NEW DELHI, India (AP) — A 
bomb exploded in the Indian capi­
tal today, killing at least five people 
and injuring 21 others, police said.

Police Commissioner Nikhil 
Kumar said the blast set off a fire in 
the crowded Sadar Bazaar busi­
ness district in the center of the old 
city. At least three shops burned.

Firefighters put out the blaze 
within an hour.

The explosion took place outside 
a shop selling automobile parts. 
There was no immediate claim of 
responsibility for the bombing.

Germany declares day 
for Nazi victims

BONN, Germany (AP) — 
Warning future German genera­
tions to remain vigilant, the gov­
ernment today declared Jan. 27 a 
national day of remembrance for 
the victims of Nazi terror.

President Roman Herzog said 
that in 1995 -  the 50th anniver­
sary of the end of World War II -  
Germans commemorated "mil­
lions of people whi. were 
deprived of their rights, perse­
cuted, tortured and murdered" 
by the Nazi regime of "racial 
mania and genocide."

The day was chosen to mark 
the Jan. 27, 1945, liberation of the 
Auschwitz concentration camp, 
Herzog said.
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Bryant joins Democratic 
canciidates for senator

AUSTIN -  Rep. John Bryant 
declared his candidacy for U.S. 
Senator, pitting himself against 
three other Democrats in the 
March 12 primary fbr Sen. Phil 
Gramm's seat.

"Texas is entitled to at least 
one senator who will fight for 
working families and against the 
Republican extremists who have 
turned the U.S. Congress into an 
assault weapon aimed at the 
American people," Bryanl said.

Bryant represents 11 eastern 
and north central Texas coun­
ties in the U.S. House of 
Representatives, and will vacate 
the 5th District seat upon the 
completion of his term in 19%.

GOP predicts gains; Democrats predict 
the opposite in primary eiection baiiots

AUSTIN (AI^ -  The two major political parties 
have completed their primary election ballots, with 
Texas Republicans predicting bold gains and 
Democrats saying not so fast.

GOP Chairman Tom Pauken, buoyed by growth 
that he said is bringing Republican primaries to all 
254 counties for the first time, voiced the hope for big 
things in 19%.

"I think we've really got the best slate of candidates 
we've ever had," Pauken said. "What we're trying to 
do is put together a conservative infrastructure."

But new state Democratic Chairman Bill White 
vowed a vigorous effort by his party after losses in 
recent years.

"The interest among high-quality candidates in 
running under the Democratic banner has been 
very good this year," White said.

Democrats' goals, he said, include doing "a bet­
ter job, frankly,ithan v\e have done in the past ... to 
make sure that our candidates at all levels effec­
tively communicate their mainstream values ahd 
beliefs to the public, so that the image of the 
Democratic Party is more an image of the future."

Tuesday was the deadline for candidates to file 
for the March 12 primaries. Runoff elections will be 
April 9.

In the presidential primaries. President Clinton 
was joined on the ballot bv a number of lesser-known 
hopefuls, while all the major Republicans filed.

U.S. ^ n . Phil Gramm, R-Texas, utilized the 
state's unusual "LBJ Law" to file for both president 
and re-election.

That law, first passc*d for then-Sen. 1 .\Tidon Johnson's 
dual races in 1960, also is being used this year by Frcxl 
Hudson of Center, who listed his occupation as lawyer-

merchant and is seeking both the Democratic piresi-! 
dential nomination and the party's nomination for Lhe; 
U.S. House in the 2nd Congressional District.

Pauken said Gramm's chances were good to win 
the 123 Texas delegates to the Republican National 
Convention But he said Kansas Sen. Robert Dole 
might do well if he has swept the earlier primaries; 
in states leading up to Fexas.

"Right now, Phil Gramm is the favorite," he said.!
In the Senate race, where Granrun is seeking a. 

third term, his primary challengers were former; 
state Sen. Henry C'. Grover of Houston and David- 
Young of Austin, a former Democrat who has run 
unsuccc'ssfully for a string of statewide posts.

On the Democratic side, the Senate primary 
turned into a genuine battle.

Seeking the nomination to challenge Gramm's re- 
election are two congressmen -  John Bryant of 
Dallas and Jim Chapman of Sulphur Springs -  plus 
Houston lawver John Odam and Victor Morales of 
C randall, a high school teacher.

Joining Bryant and Chapman in giving up seats in the 
U.S. House were five othcT lexas congressmen, making 
for one of tlie most open congressional fields in years.

Also stepping down this year are U.S. Reps. Ron 
Coleman, D-El Paso; Kika lie Ixi Garza, D-McAJlen; 
Jack Fields, R-Humble; Pete Cieren, I>Fort Worth; 
and Charlc»s.Wilson, D-l ufkin.

Pauken said the (iOP's goals for this year are to 
break the century-old I!)emocrafic lock on the Texas 
Senate, where Republicans now hold 14 of the 31 
seats; gain eight to 10 seats in the Texas House, 
where Democrats hold a majority of 86-64; pick up 
two or three seats in the U.S. House; and gain a 
majority on the lexas C'ourt of Criminal Appeals.

Laid-off middle managers face tough future
NEW YORK (AP) -  The head­

lines were all too conunon last 
year: "3M Cuts 5,000 Positions," 
"Polaroid Eliminates 1,300 Jobs," 
"Pink Slips For 1,200 at IBM."

The trend in corporate down­
sizing -  begun at the start of the 
decade -  is continuing in 19% 
with AT&T Corp.'s decision to 
lay off about 30,000 workers, 
most of them this year.

Another roughly 10,000 jobs 
will be eliminated through early 
retirements or buyouts. About 60 
percent of all the cuts will be in 
white-collar positions.

While AT&T had hinted at 
large cuts since deciding last year 
to split into three companies, the 
announc^ent Tuesday nonethe­
less thr^tens to further rattle 
consumer confidence and keep 
future economic growth in check, 
economists said.

"Because these are high profile 
layoffs ... it creates a level of cau­
tion among households," said 
William V. Sullivan, an economist

with Dean Witter Reynolds Inc.
"There's a greater degree of 

anxiety about job security, income 
growth and making large pur­
chases ... even though we still are 
creating new jobs, the economy is 
expanding and the stock market 
is reaching new highs," he said.

To be sure, the most recent sur­
vey on consumer confidence by 
the Conference Board, a business 
research group, showed a decline 
in morale in December. Fewer 
households surveyed believed 
jobs were plentiful, and as a 
result, they planned to make less 
major purchases in the near 
future.

That reaction came despite a 
fairly low U.S. unemployment 
rate of 5.6 percent over the past 
year, and an economic growth 
that is expected to average 2.75 
percent in 19%.

Carne, the 89-year-old director 
of Les Enfants du Paradis (The 
Children of Paradise), Hotel du 
Nord and other classics, was pro­
moted to Grand Officer, the 
Legion's highest rank.

Marais, a longtime theater and 
movie actor, was promoted to the 
rank of commander of the 
Legion of Honor. Depardieu, one 
of France's best-known actors 
who starred in Cyrano de Bergerac 
and Green Card, was promoted to 
the rank of Chevalier.

MEXICO CITY (AP) -  Snowfall 
and a cold snap have killed mil­
lions of monarch butterflies at 
their wintering grounds in 
mountainous western Mexico.

A preliminary survey of the 
butterfly sanctuaries by 
researchers indicates at least 30 
percent of the 50 million to 60 
million monarchs that migrated 
there from the United States and 
Canada perished, a leading envi­
ronmentalist said Tuesday.

" 1 his IS just devastating," said 
Homero Aridjis, leader of the 
Group of 1C)0 environmental 
lobby. "The monarchs dropped 
off the trees where they were 
perched and fell into the snow."

He acknowledged the esti­
mates were preliminary, but said 
the monarch deaths could top 20 
million from the two-day snow­
fall that began Saturday and was 
followed by a cold wave sweep­
ing down from Canada.

High mountains covering some

Texas w om an provides police 
with tip on whereabouts of girl

S I EVENS m iN T, Wis. (AP) -  
.\ Texas restaurant manager 
whose tip led to the safe return 
of a missing Wisconsin girl says 
the break in the case came just 
in time.

Lillie Roy, manager of the 
Days Inn restaurant in Houston, 
said Steven Oliver, 38, who was 
sought in the disappearance of 
13-year-old Jessyca Mullenberg, 
had told motel officials he 
planned to check out Saturday.

Rov said she had learned that 
Oliver, posing as the girl's 
father, planned to travel from 
Texas to Canada.

Instead, Roy spotted photos 
of the two on the Fox television 
show "America's Most Wanted: 
Final Justice" Thursday night 
and alerted authorities, who 
located the two within an hour 
of the broadcast, ending a 3

1 /2-month search for the girl.
"It was God's will that it hap­

pened the way it did," Roy said 
in a telephone interview from 
Houston.

"I had a bad feeling about this 
guy from the start," she said 
Tuesday. "He was really 
weird."

She said she called the 
Human Services Department in 
Houston about six or seven 
weeks ago to tell about the girl, 
but she didn't have enough 
specifics to arouse suspicions.

"The information I gave them 
was extremely vague," Roy 
said.

By overriding President Clinton's veto of securities litigabon reform 
legislation, the House of Repiesentatives - with 89 Democrats v'oting 
against the president - has delivered a stinging rebuke to old-style 
Democratic reliance on trial lawyers for campaign mortey. And it just 
might have blazed a trail that could lead out of Ore budget thicket.

The 310-100 vote to override the veto of a bill that is the result 
of a year of compromise and negotiation included a number of 
quite liberal DemtKrats voting against the president.

It's no wonder. "Strike suits" against publicly-held companies 
have become an increasingly abusive cost of doing business, espe­
cially in high-tech industries It is simply a fact of life that high 
tech stocks tend to fluctuate widely in value as new ideas are tried, 
and either succeed, go bust, or are displaced by better ideas from 
other companies.

Lack of Whitewater press coverage
Eugene McCarthy once described the political 

press corps this way: "They are like birds on a 
wire. One flies off, they all fly off."

When it comes to the Whitewater story, the 
birds are sitting still. Though there is pro-forma 
coverage of hearings held by thé Senate Banking 
Comntittee, most of the press seems remarkably 
lethargic about tracking down the real story.

Why have the major news organizations not 
followed up on the report by three respected 
handwriting analysts who studied \Ancent 
Fosters "suicide note" and concluded that it was 
forgery? The Washington Times reported this, but 
scarcely anyone else has shown interest.

The question of the note is interesting for other 
reasons as wdl. On the day after Foster's death. 
White House counsel Bernard Nussbaum, who con-, 
ducted a search of Foster's office, said he didn't see 
anything in Fosters briefcase. Four days later. White 
House officials announced that they had found tiie 
suicide note, ripped into pieces, at me bottom of the 
briefcase. How they could have missed it on that 
first day remains mysterious. Sgt. Peter Markland of 
tile Park Police -  one of the investigators who was 
kept at arm's length by Nussbaum -  testified that he 
saw Nussbaum open the briefcase with two hands, 
look inside and declare it empty.

When word first reached the White House tiiat 
Foster was dead, a routine investfoation involving 
the Park Police and the Justice Department was 
begun. But the following morning, after a fusillade 
of phone calls among Mrs. Clinton (who was out 
of town and who used a trunk line to call the 
White House • peihaps so that her calls would not 
be recorded in the log?), her close friend "Susan 
Thomases, Maggie Williams, the first lady's chief 
of staff, and Bernard Nussbaum, tiie seai^  was 
called off. Nussbaum testified that Mrs. Clinton 
had said she did not want investigators to have 
"unfettered access" to tik files in Foster's office.

A uniformed Secret Service agent testified that 
he saw Maggie Williams carrjdng folders from 
Foster's office on the night of his death. Williams

denies this. What is not denfed is that files from 
Fosters office did find their way to the residence 
section of the White House, where tiiey were 
stored in a closet for some time before being 
turned over to David Kendall.

Files and papers have disappeared. Deborah 
Gorham, Vincent Fosters secretary, says she saw 
an index to the Clintons' financial papers in 
Fosters office before he died. After the search by 
Nussbaum and others, the index was gone.

Unusual exhibit pays tribute to twenty-three 
primates killed in Christmas Eve zoo fire

PHILADELPHIA (AP) -  
"Gentle father, fierce protector. 
Eloquent in silence. ... Powerful, 
plwful, dignified."

¿ix> keeper JoAnne Adams 
searched deep wifoin herself for 
the words to describe foe 
Philadelphia Zoo's patriarchal 
gorilla, one of 23 primates that died 
in a Christmas Eve electrical fire.

Her still-fresh memories joined 
a display of pictures, letters and 
videotaped images in a 
Remembrance Gallery that 
opened Tuesday as a monthlong 
memorial to thebeloved animals.

"People standing and watching 
and just being able to cry is a 
good first-step," said Simone 
Gorko, a psychologist brought in 
to help workers and visitors 
cope.

The overnight fire in the $6 mil­

lion World of Primates building 
led to the smoke-inhalation 
deaths of six gorillas, three 
Bornean orangutans, four white- 
handed gibbons and 10 lemurs, 
all endangered species.

The memorial went on display 
as the zoo reopened for the first 
time since the fire. Zoo staffers 
completed it in three days, 
putting their thoughts down in 
writing and gathering pho­
tographs from employees' per­
sonal collections.

"There's a mixed sense of sad­
ness and pride," said Andrew 
Baker, curator of primates and 
small animals. "Pride that we 
were able to do something that 
represents the animals the way 
they should be represented."

By many accounts, the most 
moving (lisplay was a short

video documentary of the ani­
mals in their zcx> habitats.

In one scene, a lemur dangles 
with one arm from a tree and 
turns its face toward foe camera, 
outstretching its arms. Another 
scene captures a-l>aby gorilla 
stroking its mother's face while 
she pulls the youngster close to 
her.

Zoo keeper Maria Schwalbe 
sobbed quietly through the docu­
mentary before quickly walking 
out. Her thoughts, however, 
remained on the photo wall, next 
to the primates she had grown to 
love.

"Rita orangutan was one of the 
noost profound animals I've ever 
known," Schwalbe wrote in one 
caption. "The depth of conscious­
ness one could see in her eyes 
was almost unfathomable."

Madonna ordered 
to court in stalking trial

LOS ANGELES (AP) — After 
winning a one-day reprieve from 
confronting a man accused of 
stalking her. Madonna must 
show up in court today or pay a 
$5 million fine, a judge ruled.

Superior Court Judge Jacqueline 
Conners ruled that the pop star was­
n't needed in court until today in the 
trial of Robert Dewey Hoskins.

Another judge had ordered 
Madonna to appear Tuesday, the 
first day of jury selection, or pay the 
fine. Jury sdection resumes today.

Hoskins allegedly threatened 
the singer and her employees and 
twice invaded her Hollywood 
Hills property, where Madonna's 
bodyguard shot him last May. 
Hoskins was charged with stalk­
ing, making terrorist threats and 
assault. If convicted, he could be 
sentenced to 10 years in prison.

Madonna's lawyer, Nicholas 
DeWitt, asked Conners to keep 
Hoskins away from the courtroom 
if the singer testifies or allow her 
testimony to be videotaped else­
where and shown in court.

Woman who posed as 
boy pleads guilty

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) — A 
woman who posed as an aban­
doned boy and told social work­
ers she wanted a warm place to 
stay has finally got one -  in jail.

A tearful Birdie Jo Hoaks plead­
ed guilty to two misdemeanors 
Tuesday and was sentenced to a 
year behind bars, telling the 
judge: "I swear as Ck)d is my wit­
ness that I did not mean for this to 
happen the way it did. I was sim­
ply looking for a place to stay."

Hoaks, 25, of San Jose, Calif., 
had told Utah state workers she 
was a 12-year-old boy whose 
stepmother and father had left 
him at a bus stop a week before 
Christmas because they could no 
longer care for him. Hoaks pre­
sented a letter she claimed was 
written by the boy's mother.

After the story was publicized, 
people across the country offered 
money, gifts and even their 
homes before Vermont officials 
alerted ,^Utah authorities of the 
possible deception.

Authorities believe Hoaks, who 
is about 5 feet tall and has short 
brown hair, was involved in simi­
lar scams in at least 11 states.

In addition to her jail term on 
charges of theft of services and 
making a false written statement, 
Hoaks was ordered to pay $580 
restitution.

G overnm ent quickly 
closes door on H U D  
scandal of the 1980s

WASHINGTON (AP) -  With 
government prosecutors eager to 
close the books on the 1980s 
HUD influence-peddling scan­
dal, former Interior Secretary 
James Watt was.able to obliterate 
18 felony chaiges by pleading 
guilty to a single misdemeanor.

Watt had f a ^  felony counts of 
perjury and making false state­
ments to cover up his work as a 
consultant seeking federal aid 
from the Draartment of Housing 
and Urban Development after he 
left government in 198p. The 
indictment against him last 
February alleged that he was paid 
more than $5(X),000 for contacting 
political appointees at HUD dur­
ing 1984-86.

Watt pleaded guilty Tuesday to 
one misdemeanor count of with­
holding information and documents 
in June 1990 in an atten^t to influ­
ence the federal grand jury investi- 
gatirg the HUD scandal. He faces a 
possine sentence of up to six months 
and a maximum fine of $5,(XX).

As part of his plea. Watt has 
agreed to pay a $5,000 tine, one of 
his attorneys, William Bradford 
Reynolds, said at a hearing 
before U.S. District Judge Royce 
Lamberth. Lamberth scheduled a 
sentencing hearing for March 12.

Watt, who previously had 
pleaded innocent, declined com­
ment as he left the courtroom.

HUD independent counsel 
Larry Thompson said in a state­
ment, "The plea entered by Mr. 
Watt today establishes that per­
sons who attempt to influence 
the actions or decisions of an 
investigating body by making 
inaccurate statements to them.

must and will bIF held respon­
sible for such statem ents.

The government attorneys did­
n't explain why Watt was able to 
reduce the charges against him. 
Thompson's statement said the 
plea agreement "advances the 
interest of the government in 
avoiding prolract^ litigation."

Reynolds suggested after the 
hearing that the deal could have 
resulted from the recent change 
in the HUD independent counsel.

Thompson, a former U.S. attorney 
for the northern district of Geoigja, 
succeeded Arlin Adeuns in July

Watt was indicted after Adams' 
five-year investigation into cor­
ruption at HUD during the 
Reagan administration under 
then-Secretary Samuel Pierce. The 
invt'Stigation yielded 16 convic­
tions and more than $2 million in 
fines. Pierce never was charged.

The indictment had alleged 
that Watt, 57, of Jackson Hole, 
Wyo., lied to Congress and to’ a 
grand jury about the housing 
consultant work he did after 
resigning as interior secretary in 
1983. He also had been charged 
with withholding for more than 
four years documents that con­
tradicted his testimony.

Reynolds told reporters the 
plea agreement resulted from 
several weeks of negotiations 
with Thompson.

"1 think that the whole thing 
got off on the wrong foot. ... It's 
been a terrible ordeal," Reynolds 
said. Thompson, he added, "look 
a hard look at this indictment and 
felt there wgre certain thing.s that 
were necessary to serve the inter­
est of his office."

Pharmaceutical Corp. has won 
permission to promote its acne 
drug as a wrinkle reducer.

Tretinoin, sold under the brand 
name Retin-A, was approved in 
1971 to treat severe acne and 
soon won wide popularity as a 
potent wrinkle remover.

On Friday, the FDA said Ortho 
has proved that tretinoin docs 
reduce fine wrinkles and brown 
spots, giving the company permis­
sion to sell  ̂special cream version 
UTKler the brand name Renova.

Renova is different horn Retin-A 
only because its more soothing

cream formula is better suited for 
aging skin. Ortho said

Studies indicate that after 24 
weeks of using Renova, 30 per­
cent of people had moderate 
improvement, 35 percent had 
minimal improvement and 35 
percent saw no change.

Rénova docs not eliminate wrin­
kles, reverse aging or repair the 
sun-damaged skin that leads to 
çancer, the FDA said. The wrinkles 
giradually became more noticeable 
when patients stopped using foe 
cream -  but using Renova for 
more than, a year has not been 
proved safe, the agency said.

The biggest problem we have now 
IS cats. Taking into account that a 
mule cat can be responsible for many 
litters per year, and a female can 
have three litters per year, we are 
being Const'rvative when we take the 
total number of Cat surgeries 111..56.3) 
and estimate that each of them could 
have produced 10 kittens in one year 
— or 115.630 cats. A year later, if 
each of those had bt*en responsible 
for 10 more kittens, thei"e would be 
well over a million. ITie dog numbers 
are not quite as dramatic, but 
nonetheless, we will .see the differ­
ence at shelters next spring.

Nebraska routs Florida in Fiesta Bowl

TEMPE, Ariz. (AP) — On the field, they 
found perfection. There, at least, no one 
could touch them.

In a season when coach Tom Osborne 
spent as much time defending his trou­
bled players as they spent defending the 
national championship, Nebraska 
stamped itself as one of college fcHitball's 
greatest teams with one of the most over­
whelming efforts ever.

Billed as a matchup between the 
nation's two , best teams, the No. 1 
Comhuskers instead made Florida Icxik 
like all the Pacifies and Missouris and 
Iowa States they usually rout. Gators 
coach Steve Spurrier could only close his 
eyes and rub his brow as Nebraska 
wrecked his Fun 'n' Gun offense and 
romped 62-24 Tuesday night in the Fiesta 
Bowl.

Lawrence Phillips, suspended for six 
games after assaulting a former girlfriend, 
ran for 165 yards and three touchdowns in 
his first start since the incident. 
Quarterback Tommie Frazier ran for 199 
yards and two scores, including a 75-yard, 
tackle-breaking surge that may have con­
vinced NFL scouts that there's a place for 
him yet.

"We wanted to come and show every­
body we were the best team," center 
Aaron Graham said. "If the program was

bad, if the program had flaws in it, then 
we should have crumbled.

"We didn't crumble. We stcxxl strong. 
The program has a strong foundation and 
we wanted to show that to everyb(xly," he 
said.

At 12-0, Nebraska became the first team 
to repeat as champions since Alabama in 
1978-79 under Bear Bryant, and the first 
team to win consecutive titles with perfect 
records since Oklahoma in 1955-56.

The only beating Nebraska tcxik all year 
came from critics who branded the 
Huskers outlaws after Phillips and three 
others were arrested during a three-month 
period. Osborne, whose character and 
ethics had never been questioned, found 
himself under attack for allowing Phillips 
back on the team and permitting two play­
ers charged in shootings to continue play­
ing.

"I'm  glad the season is over," Osborne 
said to reporters. "I hope all you guys con­
centrate on basketbajl now. I need a vaca­
tion."

So does Spurrier after Florida (12-1) sur­
rendered its most points since a 63-14 loss 
to Auburn in 1970. Danny Wuerffel, who 
led the nation's second-best passing game, 
was intercepted three times and sacked a 
career-high seven times, once for a safety.

"Nebraska's just way better than us," 
Spurrier said. "They outcoached us and 
outplayed us. We got smashed up front... 
Tommie Frazier made us look like we

After Florida took a 3-0 lead on the 
game's first possession — only the second 
time Nebraska had trailed all year — the 
Comhuskers came back when Frazier 
rolled right on an apparent run, then 
threw back across the field to a wide-open

Phillips, who was escorted into the end 
zone for a 16-yard touchdown.

Later in the quarter, after Frazier threw 
an interception, Osborne returned to what 
his team does best — calling 14 straight 
running plays, one of which Phillips 
turned into a juking, 42-yard score.

The game was well in hand w'hen 
Frazier made the play of the night, break­
ing six tackles by four players for a 75- 
yard TD run for a 49-18 lead at the end of 
the third quarter. Graham, the center, 
admitted he was already walking back to 
huddle up for another play w’hen he saw 
Frazier shake loose.

"Frazier is a great football player. We 
think the option still has a place in fiH>t- 
ball. He showed that tonight," Osborne 
said.

The senior, whose slippery style might 
find him a place in the NFL similiar to the 
one held by Pittburgh's Kordell Stewart, 
also had a 35-yard touchdown run.

"1 had a great career at Nebraska.,There's 
no better way to end it," Frazier said.

Wuerffel, who threw 35 TD passes and 
set an NCAA record for passing efficiency ■ 
in the regular season, was pressured into 
his worst performance of the year. The 
junior was just 17-of-31 for 255 yards.

"The biggest thing I can say is at half­
time, we didn't want to be another front- 
mnner team that goes out there and plays 
and gives up," Wuerffel said. "We kept 
playing."

Christian group pressures 
advertisers in ¿ a y  newspaper

HOUSTON (AP) — TheUader 
of an Austin-based Christian 
group has pressured some 
Houston businesses to pull their 
advertising from a statewide 
weekly gay newspaper, accord­
ing to a published report.

The Houston Chronicle reported 
today that Wyatt Roberts, execu­
tive director of the American 
Family Association of Texas, sent 
letters in mid-December to 50 
advertisers in Austin and 
Houston.

Roberts told them he would 
broadcast their company's name 
and affiliation with the gay news­
paper on his weekly radio pro­
gram, the Chronicle reported. 
Roberts asked the advertisers to 
let him know within 10 days if 
they decided to pull their ad from 
the newspaper. The Texas Triangle.

The newsp>apcr reported that 
since September, Roberts has 
read the names of Triangle adver­
tisers on his radio show, which 
can be heard in Austin but not in 
Houston.

Roberts told the Houstpn 
newspaper that

OKLAUNION, Texas (AP) -T h e  
Red River certainly shows off a Irit
of c'.utrm.

It ripples softly by faims and cat­
tle pastures here in Wilbarger 
County. Wildflowers gixnv n ea i^ ; 
fishermen find plenty of catfish.

But where the flow becomes nar­
row and vague, the river creates a 
political headache akin to the gnats 
and cockleburs that flourish 
around it.

And so the debate over the 
Texas-Oklahonaa boundary looks 
as murky and meandering as the 
river itself.

Exact banks were far from obvi­
ous one evening near Oklaunion, 
about 10 miles east of Vernon, 
where two game wardens stood 
together on a bridge. The river's 
violet waters r e f le c t  the sky at 
twilight.

"Everybody's just kind of con­
fused atout it," said Bob Wingo of 
the Oklahoma Dep>artment of 
Wildlife Conservation.

"I don't know how they're going 
to work it out," said Don Taylor of 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department. "From listening to 
them (landowners), it's a pretty big 
deal."

Sure, the Red River separates the 
two states for about 440 miles. But 
when it comes to details -  in mat­
ters like hunting aiKl fishing, law 
enforcement, property taxes, nain- 
eral rights -  the boundary question 
turns tricky.

Problems arise in places where 
the river's iiKonsistent path aikl 
irregular flow can leave big 
stretches of sandy wastdand amid 
occasional pools of water.

C^oveimors of both states recently 
appointed commissions to try 
resolvir^ the issue that dates back 
to the Louisiana Purchase in 1803.

"I think the fact that this has 
been a problem from almost 200 
years points to the fact that there's 
no easy solution," said V> l̂iam 
Abne'  ̂ real-estate attorney from 
Ma’ ..tail-and chairman of the 
Te .as commission.

and permanent divider.

He said the present boundary is 
the south bank of the Red River as 
it existed Feb. 22, 1821 -  the date 
the United States ratified a land- 
purchase treaty with Spain.

But the waters tend to move 
north or south with floods and ero­
sion. No one knows exactly where 
the river flowed back in 1821.

Parts of Texas vow  lie north of 
the Red River and parts of 
Oklahoma lie south of it, according 
to Abney.

Baffled? Many people are.
The boundary has been known 

to stump game wardens, proi 
tax assessors and troopers at 
sites of car wrecks.

"Where an act happens deter- 
mines where it's tried," Abney 
said. 'I f  you find a bo<ty in thie 
river bottom, is it in Texas or 
Oklahoma?"

Texas commission member 
Charles Henderson said he was 
sued in 1984 by an Oklahoma

neighbor who contended that the 
state line was farther south than 
what Henderson believed.

"It's extremely important to the 
landowners all along the river. 
'There's not anyone wouldn't like 
to know where their property lines 
are," said Henderson, who raises 
cotton and wheat and cattle in 
Byers, about 30 miles northeast of 
Wichita Falls. "But it's equally 
important to know for law enforce­
ment."

C3ourt ru lii^  have dedared the 
boundary to tc the south bank. 
Location of the south bank, how­
ever, has been sul^ect to different 
interpretations because it changes 
daily in many areas and is not eas­
ily identifiable.

Texas state Sen. linn Haywood, 
R-Wichita Falls, said his con­
stituents wony that federal offi­
cials might take control.

"I believe it can be resolved with 
hard work and dedication on both 
sides," Haywood said. "In other 
words, Texas and Oklahoma

agreeing to a oonroromise in order 
to keep the federal government out 

!of everybody's hair."
Commissions appointed in 1991 

failed to settle the matter.
Abney said fire Texans chosen by 

Gov. Ann Richards were unable to 
reach an agreenrent with their 
CXdahoma counterparts. The Texas 
proposals included:

— Reconuneird that the middle 
of the deepest chatwd of the Red 
River be efesignated as the surface 
boundary;.

—  Leave mineral ownership 
uiKlisturbed;

Study claims two of today’s most popular cholesterol lowering drugs cause cancer in lab rats
CHICAGO (AP) -  A study that found two of the most 

popular types of cholesterol-lowering drags cause can­
cer in lodimts is dravvmg criticism becaiise it vvas based 
on doses fcir laigcr than those pwesaibed for humans.

The study, published today in The fourruil o f  the 
American Medical Association, says the drug types 
statins and fibrates should be reserved for patients 
who are in imminent danger of heart problems, 
such as those with known heart disease.

Currently, the drugs are prescribed to jjeople at 
relatively low risk of heart disease. The drugs 
include lovastatin, marketed as Mevacor, and gem­
fibrozil, marketed as Lopid.

In an editorial accompanying the study, two doc­
tors noted that the stuay relied, in some instances, 
on doses emiivalent to more than 300 dotes what is 
recommenoed for humans. A drug maker also 
questioned the study's validity.

Patients may take cholesterol-lowering drugs for 
more than 30 years, even though the drugs have 
o i ^  been tested for much shorter periods.

In e  researchers reviewed data fiom cancer studies on

rodents that pharmaceutical companies are required to 
subipit to the Food and Drug Administration as part of 
the drug approval process. Ihey also looked at other 
FDA reooias and previous artides.

Studies found trat lovastatin -  when administered at 
Uood concentrations two to four times the levds seen in 
the maximum doses that might be prescribed to patients 
-  caused a higher-than-nomnal incidence of stomach, 
liver and hiiig tumors in mice, the researchers said.
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
