Violation of this traffic law is punishable by fine

An ambulance supervisor will be following the emergency
vehicles at sporadic times, King said, checking for violators
Anyone chasing the ambulances will be observed, hesaid, and the
police will be contacted

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Federal charges eyed
in Oklahoma kidnap

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) — Oklahoma County District Attorney
Andrew Coats was meeting with US. Attorney Larry Patton to
determine whether charges might{be filed against Nathan Edward
Cowger on the federal level or state level ot in both courts

Cowger is being held in Akron, Ohio, awai'.'n# an April 16 removal
hearing in federal court on extortion charges filed in connection with
the alleged kidnap-death of 88-year-old Ella Shelton.

Cowger is expected to be returned sometime early next week, an
assistant district attorney said.

“(Next) Friday morning some grand jury proceeding will be
held,” Arlene Joplin, Oklahoma County first assistant distant
attorney, said.

On Thursday, Dr. Allen Jones, forensic pathologist with the state
medical examiner’s office, said the elderly woman's body, which
was in an advanced state of decompositon, had not been shot or
stabbed. He speculated Mrs. Shelton could have died from a
combination of her age, exposure, shock at what was happening to
her and being gagged, which may have blocked her air.

#Mrs. Shelton disappeared from her_home in the suburb of The
Village on March 23. A ransom was paid by her bank executive
daughter, but no trace of the woman was ever found until her body

was discovered on Wednesday 7

Jones estimated she died shortly after being left in the remote
area. Edmond Pistey. FBI agent in charge of Oklahoma, said it is
believed Mrs. Shelton was taken to the area of her death the day of
the kidnapping. :

Cowger, 25, of suburban Midwest City, was arrested Saturday in
Youngstown, Ohio, while preparing to board a plane for Chicago,

FBI agents and local officers found Mrs. Shelton's body
Wednesday, 27 days after her d arance. They said her hands
and feet were bound with tape the body was clothed in a blue
bathrobe. She was lying on her back in a field with her legs secured to
aslender hickory tree, officers said.

Her body was identified by dental and medical records and by
comparing an X-ray of the woman's spine, the medical examiner's
office said.

Mrs. Shelton’s daughter, Jewell Shelton, followed the instructions
of a telephone caller and delivered a $25,000 ransom to Denton,
Texas., where the FBI said it was picked up near the North Texas
State University campus.

The FBI said a portion of the ransom was recovered when Cowger
was arrested.

“I'm satisfied we at the county level are the only ones with the
death penalty in this case,"” Coats said.

Gene transplants considered as

inheirted disease treatment

NEW YORK (AP) —'A new

. technique for inserting a
substitute gene into a living
animal may foreshadow direct
genetic treatment for sickle cell
anemia and other inherited
blood disorders. scientists say

Scientists at the University of

California at Los Angeles said
Thursday they inserted a new
gene into cells from the bone
marrow of mice and then
proved the gene could function
when the cells were
reintroduced into living
animals

**This is the first

demonstration that one can put

new genes into the cells of living
animals.” said Dr. Martin J
Cline of the UCLA School of
Medicine, who headed the
experiments

“The genes that one could put
in might have a variety of uses
They could be useful in treating
genetic disease, or they may
improve the treatment of
cancer where the bone marrow
1s a target of (anti-cancér)
drugs," he said.

“If I had to guess I would say
clinical (human) trials could
begin in three years' if all goes
well. he said

Cline, Winston Salser, Karen
Mercola, Howard Stang and
co-workers reported their work
in the British scientific
magazine Nature

The UCLA scientists used a
recombinant DNA technique
developed by Richard Axel of
New York's Columbia
University to insert into mouse
cells a gene for resistance tothe
anti-cancer drug methotrexate

Like most anti-cancer drugs.
methotrexate has the bad side
effect of attacking vital bone
marrow cells that renew the
blood

Todothis, doctors would take
cells from the patient's own
bone marrow and insert two
new genes — one to correct the
defect and the other for
resistance to some drug. The
cells would then be put back and
the patient would take small
regular doses of the drug.

Over many months. the new
cells with the healthy gene
would gradually replace the
patient's own genetically
defective cells because of the
competitive advantage of drug
resistance.

Taxpayer vigilance important

A good reason. for Texans to be especially watehful over state
officials in the months ahead is the state budget that is to be written by
the legislature in 1981.

If there is a turn toward extravagance which seems to be indicated in
much of the political palaver now prevalent in the state, the legislature
could spend us blind.

One should give much thought now to the demands that are shaping
up to be made on the state’s budget writers in 1981. According to the
Texas Association of Taxpayers, salaries will be in the vanguard of the
budget battle. And one can be assured even now there is going to be a
battle and a lot of side skirmishes.

The TAT reports that budget writing in the 1981-82 session will be
tougher than it has been for the past four seasons, ‘‘with the crunch
largely que to inflation. The 13-plus percent inflation rate has increased
the dollars needed to maintain existing state programs...and slowed
the growth of the state's most productive tax, the sales tax, as
consumers have shifted from taxable items to tax-exempt essentials
such as food. ;

It is enough to cause cold shivers to run up and down the spines of the
government spenders to say the state may have to take a lesson from
the taxpayers who already have turned to buying largely -only the
essentials and perhaps doing without some of them .

The TAT reports that ‘‘salaries in particular are going to be a
difficult issue. Inflation has withered the salary increases given to
teachers, college faculty, and state employees this biennium. Heavy
pressure is building for more sizeable increases for the next
biennium."" That, of course, is bad news for the taxpayers who have in
recent months been counting fewer increases if any in wages.

Major spending increases already being discussed, the TAT says,
are:

—A half-billion-dollar increase in formula funding for colleges and
universities recomimended by the College and University Coordinating
Board. including a 20.1 percent increase for faculty salaries in 1982 and
12.6 percent in 1983. (The first year increase would include what is
termed a 7.5 percent inflation catchup, which a lot of taxpayers would
like to have, too, but are not likely to get.) : T

“. —A Pay and benefit plan for state employees being sought by Thé
Texas Public Employees Association which would cost an estim ated
$430 to $590 million. )

—A $700 milion w, $1.4 billion increase in spending for public
education, for built-in increases plus a 5 to 12 percent a year inflation
adjustment. (Although the Texas State Teachers Association has not
yet set its salary request, the TAT says, it will be asking the legislature
for a statewide group health insurance program estimated to cost
another $290 million per biennium.)

These increases alone would amount to from $1.9 billion to $2.8
billion, the TAT estimates. It points out that an increase in the draw
from general revenues for highways also appears to be likely, ‘‘due to
flattening in the growth of motor fuel tax revenues. For example, a 20
percent biennium to biennium increase in this draw would add nearly
$500 million."” This, the TAT says. would bring the total to from $2.4
billion to $3.3 billion wth only a relatively small amount reflecting
increased services or increased beneifts for employees. It adds, *‘Most
of this money would be aimed simply at keeping pace with inflation,
andnot all areas of state government are included in this tally!”

Austerity in government operation and exercise of strong fiscal
responsibility during the next biennium should be demanded by the
taxpayers. Government spending. which has contributed greatly to our
inflation woes must be curtailed.

Those peace missions

When a president's popularity ratings begin to sink, the conventional wisdom
goes. a president contrives a trip abroad. Preferably on a "‘peace mission.”
The news footage of ecstatic, Old-Glory waving throngs in some distant capital,
the front-page embraces with foreign chiefs of state, the grandeur of some
jointly-issued but meaningless communique — such items are positively boffo,
routinely yielding the desired effect of voter gratitude at home.

Jimmy Carter enjoys the luxury of not having to go abréad. All the
endangered president need do now is reinvoke the nostalgic” *'spirit of Camp
David,” whence, somewhere along the way in his eary administration, he
brought together Israel's Menachem Begin and Egypt's Anwar Sadat. That
managed to rescue his popularity at the time, although most Americans did not
realize that the two Middle Eastern adversaries commenced their courtship
out of desperation. President Carter had so botched Middle Eastern diplomacy
— including inviting the banished Soviets back into the discussions — that
Sadat and Begin HAD to do something.

Still. Camp David was popularly pictured as a brilliant diplomatic
masterstroke orchestrated by an unfairly underrated Jimmy Carter. So
powerful was the magic of Camp David that, three years into his
administration. in the pits popularitywise, he went back ‘‘up the mountain,”
and. marooning himself for a mysterious fortnight, pronounced his
administration a failure. Before God and everybody. He would start afresh. He
would bring into his administration new talent; new -ideas. Anybody-who
doubted the nobility of his intentions was the sort of blackguard who would aim
apeashooter at Moses ‘

Camp David, once again, worked a little of the old magic: even so, a few
more Americans than normal began to give play to the blackguard's impulse.
The suspicion that we had a non compos mentis president, even in the midst of
swelling public approval. began to catchon.

A few days ago a surprised Anwar Sadat and an equally a.stonished

Menachem Begin each received a call from the White House. It was Jimmy. An
invitation. Y'all come back now to Camp David; it's time for another
mountain-top barbeque. Rosalynn, Ham, Jody and thé boys — we all enjoyed
the negotiatin’ so much-last time that we thought we'd have another go-‘round.
. To what purpose” The issue of Israeli-occupied territory is no Igss
intractable than it was a few months ago. before a likely GOP president_lal
challenger who's been taking articulate snipes at the disastrous Carter foreign
policy looked so formidable. The Palestinian question is no more urgent than it
ever was. The only thing changed is the disarray brought on by the
administration vote to censure Israel at the UN a few weeks back, a voge
administration officials explained as a snafu. There are still ruffled feathers in
the American Jewish community about that one. ' ;

The need for Jimmy Carter to try to pick up his political fortunes is
transparent. The need fo the old Camp David magic is so patently obvious that
Sadat and Begin, who have better things to do and every reason in the world not
to revivify the Carter administration, should be dissuaded from attending. At
least we hope the peashooter manufacturers can ma ke a few inflated dollars

out of this.

Ainvay Trust Fund

WASHINGTON (NEA) - The federal
government's system of financing critical
programs to promote aviation safety is
“completely messed up."’

That astonishing admission comes from
a man who ought to know — Langhorne M.
Bond, head of the Federal Aviation
Administration, the government agency
principally responsible for the integrity
and safety of air transportation.

When Borid was pressed at a recent
congressional hearing to explain and
justify the controversial method used to
fund air-safety improvements, he candidly
acknowledged that “‘this whole system is a
mess."

The most scandalous aspect of the
situation involves the Airport and Airways
Trust Fund, established by law in 1970
specifically to collect the money necessary
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to finance safety advances and other
improvements in the nation's complex
civil-aviation system.

Approximately 85 percent of the trust
fund’s annual income comes from the
proceeds of an 8 percent federal tax
imposed on all airline passenger tickets,
with the remainder of the regeipts derived
from similar taxes on aircraft tires and
tubes, air cargo waybills and fuel used by
‘‘general aviation'’ non-commercial

With the entire field of aviation
booming and passenger ticket prices
soaring because of escalating fuel costs,
the already wealthy trust fund continues to
'grow every year.

Last Oct. 1, the beginning of the current
fiscal year, the fund balance was more
than $2.7 billion. It is expected to grow to
more than $3.5 billion for the end of the
fiscal year, with similar increases
projected for future years.

There is virtual unanimity within the
aviation community that much of the
money could be wisely spent on airport
“navigational aids’’ — devices to enhance
the safety of take-offs and landings, the
most critical and accident-prone segments
of any flight.

When Bond testified at the recent
hearing, he described the
fly-by-the-seat-fof-your-pants conditions
that exist today at approximately 300
airports throughout the country served
exclusively by commuter airlines.

“Sixty-seven. percent do not have visual
approach slope indicators installed, 87
percent do not have an instrument landing
system, 92 percent are not served by a
tower, 67.5 percent do not have radar
approach control provided.

“Ninety-nine percent do not have airport
surveillance radar, 88 percent do not have
approach lights and 73 percent do not have
runway and identification lights.”

war.

Most of them were between the ages of 18
and 20.

That is a critical period in the
psychological development-of a boy-man.
From 20 to 30 percent of those who came
home have not been able to readjust. Much
of the problem relates to the unwelcome
which many veterans of that war received
when they returned.

Instead of being hailed ‘‘heroes™, many
were taunted with epithets: “Butcher,”
“rapist,” “*baby-killer."

Of those who were marrried before going
to Vietnam, 30 percent are divorced.

. Then there are the physical scars of war.
And this is more than I can bring myself to
describe in any degree of graphicness.

If a Veterans' Administration hospital is
depressing when you visit -- for each of tens
of thousands therein imprisoned by his
hurts -- the nights are filled with anxiety,
depression, loneliness, fear, confusion and
flashbacks that won't quit.

There are those on their bellies or their
backs for however many long years a life
sentence.lasts. :

There are those so misshapen even after
a dozen operations that they cannot face a
mirror and will not face a relative.

Reagan’s win strategy

WASHINGTON (NEA) - As far as the
Reagan camp is concerned, the primaries
are over. Ronald Reagan may suffer
several more setbacks along the way to
Detroit, but the nomination is his, say his
followers.

This means they now can turn their
attention to November and Jimmy Carter.
They believe they will win that election.
Here is how:

In 1976, Gerald Ford came within a
whisker of remaining in the Oval Office.

Jimmy Carter got 297 electoral votes by
winning most of the states east of the
Mississippi plus Texas, while Ford tallied
240 electoral votes by taking every state in
the West save Hawaii and also winning
Illinois, Indiana, Michigan and New
Jersey. Had the vote turned around in just
a few states, Ford would be in the White
House still.

The Reagan forces think they can win in
November by holding most of those states
won by Ford and adding a few he narrowly
lost.

Of the states that went to Carter in '76,
the Reagan forces are confident they can
take Texas (with 26-electoral votes) and
several other Southern states, such as
Alabama, Mississippi, Tennessee, North
Carolina, West Virginia and Missouri.

If they can hold the states that went
Republican in 1976, this shift of about 45
electoral votes would be enough to give
Reagan a victory.

But can they hold the Ford states”?

As they now see it, Illinois is the Ford
state they'll most likely lose. Although far
from ready to concede the state to Carter,
they admit it will be an uphill battle. But
Texas would be an even trade with Illinois
(also 26 electoral votes).

Reagan'’s people believe the key lies with
four traditionally Democratic states that
Ford won in 1976: California, New Jersey,
Michigan and Indiana. If they can hold
three of them, they say, then the expected
gains in the Southern.and border states
would be enough. ¢ :

California is the biggest prize with 45
electoral votes. Although the state is
nominally Democratic, Mike Curb, a
Republican running for lieutenant
governor, received more votes than

reelected Gov. Jerry Brown during the
last state-wide election in 1978.

Reagan had little trouble carrying the
state in his races for govenor, and no state
has been harder hit by the current
economic problems. Reagan's people say
that, of the four, Caifornia will be the
easiest to hold.

Indiana is also nominally Democratic.
But politics in Indiana are becoming
increasingly conservative, and the state
did elect Republican Richard Lugar to the
Senate in 1976.

Reagan’'s conservative politics will
appeal to many in Indiana who call
themselves Democrats, his strategists say,
and he will hold the state.

New Jersey may well become a critical
state for Reagan in November. Ford
carried it by less than 1 percent in 1976.
While the state is solidly Democratic,
having re-elected Brendan Byrne as its
governor two years ago despite his spotty
record, it is becoming more conservative
and is susceptible to economic ills.

Why have three consecutive

Although Congress clearly intended that
the money be used for airline safety, the
White House and its Office of Management
and Budget don't have to segregate the
revenues for that purpose because the
applicable legislation doesn’t require such
earmarking.

The phrase “trust fund” has become
little more than a misnamed bookkeeping
device. The money goes into the
government's general fund and all the trust
fund receives- is a certificate of
indebtedness — a fancy name for an IOU
with no fixed interest rates nor repayment
terms. .

“If a private trust fund were
administered the way the government runs
the Airport and Airways Trust Fund,"” says
one federal official who requests
anonymity, “‘the trustees would end up in

prison.

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‘Truth-in-adveriising’
proposed rule for

insurance companies

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — A housing project resident saysit's bad
gmugh that she pays $38 out of her $140 monthly income for
un;n'n:nce. but what really bugs her is deception by fast-talking
agents.

‘Ihe worst part of the problem often is that the agent doesn't
explain that the policy pays off only if you are flying on the
Goodyear blimp or riding a rickshaw in China,” Willo Hardin told
the State Insurance Board on Thursday.
~ The board heard a day of testimony from consumerists and
insurance men on its proposed “‘truth-in-advertising” rules and
will decide later whether to put them into effect.

Mrs. Hardin, speaking for the Association of Community
Qrganizations for Reform Now. said poor people buy life
insurance policiés whose premiums are collected door-to-door by
agents.

“Some people may prefer home collection but they should be
told it will cost more, " she said.

Nell Hahn, attorney for Acorn, urged the board to add to the
rules a requirement that advertising for such coverage — called
“industrial life’" — should disclose the additional cost
policyholders must pay because of at-home collection of
premiums.

Insurance men generally criticized the rules because they differ
from model rules recommended by the National Association of
Insurance Commissioners (NAIC) and adopted by 36 states.

They also objected to regulating all forms of insurance
advertising — life, health, auto and homeowners — in one set of
regulations. -

Several asked the board to scrap the rules — three years in the
making — and appoint an advisory committee of insurance men
and board staffers to write new ones.

Joe Peel of the Health Insurance Association of America
objected because the rules lack an NAIC provision saying an ad is
not deceptive unless its ‘‘overall impression' tends to mislead.

“In proposing these rules, you have gone beyond being a rubber
stamp for any kind of uniform rule, said Susan Kelley of Austin,
attorney for the Senior Citizens Legal Project.

The proposed rules include these:

— Advertisements could not come in the guise of mailings from
state or federal agencies, and advertisements styled as
“important notices’’ to Medicare recipients would automatically
be considered deceptive.

— Medi-Gap advertising must specify whether the coverage
supplements Medicare part A or part B. “

~— Health insurance advertising must spell out anything that

would dilute or delay coverage, such as waiting periods before a

More than 40 Iranian military pilot trainees
stationed in Wichita Falls and Lubbock have
flown from their temporary homes in Texas,
some reportedly en route to Iran.

President Carter ordered all military trainees
out of the country by Friday after severing
diplomatic ties with Iran. More than 200 trainees
were stationed in the United States, 99 in Texas.

The movement of 38 trainees stationed at
Sheppard Air Force Base in Wichita Falls was
kept under official wraps. But a reporter for the
Wichita Falls Times and Record-News said all
had departed by noon Thursday. some leaving in
their own cars.

Col. Richard A. Ingram at Reese Air Force
Base in Lubbock said the three pilots stationed
there left Thursday for Houston where they
would catch a plane for London, then Tehran.

Most travel plans were kept secret at the

request of the Iranians, said Lt. Col. Ali Jan
Sargazi, the ranking Iranian air force officer in
the United States. He said all would be out of the
U.S. by today's deadline.

“I regret that we're leaving the country under
these circumstances,’’ said Sargazi. *‘I'm deeply
concerned about the welfare of the people under
my command, and I want to get them home as
quickly and safely as possible. ‘

“Therefore, I must decline to make public our
departure schedule or travel plans.”

Two of the Iranians are assigned to the Naval
Air Station at Corpus Christi, three are assigned
to Reese Air Force Base at Lubbock, 38 are at
Sheppard Air Force Base in Wichita Falls, and 56
Iranians are at Laughlin Air Force Base, Del
Rio.

The Air Force has assigned liaison officers to
help any Iranian students who may choose to
stay

in peace. Spring is the time to decide to make this
dream a reality. Contractors are .iot as busy as they
will be later in the season.

Oncg your decision to buy a pool has been made,
there is a natural eagerness to havea pool installed as
soon as possible. The Better Business Bureau cautions
t}_lat late spring and early summer months can bring
dishonest salespersons and builders into communities
where home swimming pools are popular. Incredibly
altractive advertisements combined with an overly
anxious consumer can turn a dream intoa nightmare.

Here are some tell-tale signs of a dishonest operator :

— The salesperson says an advertised pool offered
“on sale" is not available and then tries to switch the
customer to a more expensive model.

- The salesperson uses the ploy of offering a reduced
price on the basis that the installed pool will be used as
amodel.

— The salesperson pressures the customer into
signing a contract. No reputable builder and no
authorized representative of a reputable builder will
rush their customers into signing any agreement or
contract at any time.

Dishonest sales tactics are not the only cause for
consumer dissatisfaction. Poor planning and lack of
communication with the contractor also can cause
problems

Do some advance thinking. Consider the reasons for
buying a pool. Will it be for personal recreation, family
recreation, exercise, physical therapy and
entertaining. Its use will determine, in part, what type
of pool to buy — above ground or in-ground. Cost, of
course, is also a major consideration.

Above ground pool$ are generally less expensive to
install because of the materials and construction
methods involved. Usually a special heavy-duty vinyl
lining is laid over a supporting structure built of steel,
aluminum, wood or other material. Some can be taken
down and stored or moved to new locations.
Maintenance is relatively simple and small cuts or
tears in the vinyl can be repaired with inexpensive
patching materials. In many communities,
above-ground pools are not taxed as property
improvements.

In-ground pools are more expensive to build because
of the installation costs for excavation, supplies and
labor. They are usually taxable as property
improvements, but can represent a permanent
improvement to property when it is sold.

Buying a pool -- a midsummer’s dream

Once the type has been chosen, talk with more than
one builder and, if possible, jnspect and compare
swimming pools the various builders have installed.
Check with the Better Business Bureau to learn of their
reliability. Be sure the builder wnder consideration is
properly licensed and can make any necessary site and
soil evaluations of the property. He should know about
existing zoning, building and grading requirements.

Ask about any liability and compensation insurance
he may carry in the event of an accident during
construction of the pool.

Work closely with the builder from the first planning
meeting until the pool is completed. There will be
day-to-day decisions to make and any questions should
be thoroughly discussed. Talk over any necessary or
possible removal of shrubs or trees to allow equipment
and supplies to be brought to the site and any possible
damage to driveways, walks or lawns because of heavy
equipment or supply storage.

Review local building regulations. Find out what lot
grading may be necessary and the height and cost of
any required fencing. Take time to be sure about all
construction details as well as the size, shape and
materials wanted for the pool.

Most importantly, the BBB stresses that consumers
should be certain all specific information about the
pool is written into the contract before it is signed.

DR. LAMB

DEAR DR. LAMB — My
inquiry is about cancer and
how many symptoms of can-
cer there are. I understand
there are seven. I'm sure 1
know five but most of my
friends don't even know one.
If that's true here in this city,
it must be true all over the
country., Would you list the
sir:ptoms and what to do
about them?

DEAR READER — There
are innumerable symptoms of
cancer since you can have a
cancer anywhere in the body
involving almost any tissue. I
suspect you're talking about
the seven danger signals of
cancer that are provided by
the American Cancer Society.

These are: 1) Change in
bowel habit, either unex-
plained loose stools or consti-
Kation; 2) A sore that does not
eal; .3) Unusual bleeding or
discharge (that includes bleed-
ing from the uterus, bowels or
coughing up blood); 4) Thick-
ening or lump in the breast or
elsewhere; 5) Indigestion or
difficulty in swallowing, 6)
Obvious change in a wart or
mole; 7) Nagging cough or
hoarseness.

Now, you can have any one
of these and not have a
cancer, but they’re warning
signs that deserve an immedi-
ate checkup. I would add to
the list weight loss and anem-
ia with weakness and fatigue.

Still others may
develop pain as the only indi-
cation, such as bone pain from
spread to the spine or other
bones.

This particularly
applies to cancer of the |
associated with cigarette
smoking.

The early detection that has
led to early cure of many can-
cers has also been dramatic.
Deaths from cancer of the
uterus have decreased to one-
third of what they used to be.
That'’s primarily because of

public education and early

. detection.

There has glso"been a stmi-
lar decrease in deaths from
cancer of the breast. We're
hoping that ‘there will be
decreases in the incidence of
cancer of the colon and rec-
tum in both men and women
and cancer of the prostate in
men.

Public education, appropri-
ate regular examinations for
early detection and proper
treatment will improve the
cure rate in ‘cancer even
more. You might be interest-
ed to know that today one out
of three cancer victims will
live five years or more.
