Iraqi President Saddam Hussein lashed back. calling
on the Iranian people to oust “‘the rotten Khomeini™
and [ranian President Abolhassan Bani-Sadr

In Beirut. Lebanon, Shiite supporters of Khomeini
and pro-Iraqi Palestinians battled with guns and
mortars for the second straight day, and authorities
said four persons were believed killed. A bomb

The Iraqi leader said the two countries could
reconcile their differences only if Iran meets three
reaffirmation of Iraq’'s navigation

Daugherty leaves school post

MIAMI — Bill Daugherty,
superintendent of Miami
schools for the past six years.
will resign June 30, 1980, and
with his resignation, a
five-year-long controversy in
Miami will draw to a close

Daugherty submitted his
resignation to the Miami School
Board of Trustees Monday
night, and the board accepted
his resignation unanimously

When asked by board
members. ““Are you sure this is
definitely what you want to
do”". Daugherty answered, |
amsure

Daugherty's resignation ends
a controversy surrounding his
administration. since an
incident in 1975 when he was
accused of being involved in the
conviction of Miami High
School for illegal recruiting
The conviction resulted in the
Miami girls basketball team
being disqualified by the
Internscholastic League for one
season. The girls were allowed

to play but were ineligible to
win District 3-B championship

Early in 1976, despite a
petition containing 126
signatures of Miami residents
urging board members to
consider Daugherty's “past
performance and the
“‘consequences, the board
went on to approve an extension
of his contract through the
1978-79 school year

Later a petition with 214
names called for Daugherty's
immediate discharge. bringing
in issues of an inflated budget
and hiring practices, but the
board took no action

In 1977, the board abolished
multi-year contracts and
reduced Daugherty’'s contract
from a three-year to a two-year
agreement

Monday's resignation was
routinely acted upon, and no
dissenters were present

Another resignation
presented to the board was
rescinded before the board
could act on it

Daugherty said Marchetta
Woicikowfski had verbally
resigned and requested the
board to find someone to take
her place in the Miami school
system. She later told school
officials she will not be
resigning and will remain at
Miami for the duration of her
June 1981 contract

‘Daugherty said she will have
until June 15 to officially submit
her resignation if the situation
changes

Dennis Anderson submitted
his resignation, effective April
6. His resignation was accepted
by the board. and he was
commended for his time in the
Miami school

Newly elected members to
the board, Jimmy Bowers and
Terry Gill, were administered
the oath of office by Judge
Newton Cox

New officers of the board for
the coming year will be Bill
Breeding. president. Murl

Binge. vice-president:;
Jimmy Bowers. secretary

School officials said the votes
cast in the Miamia school board
election totaled 476 ballots

In other business. the board
considered filling vacancies in
the positions of athletic
director. head basketball coach
and girls basketball coach

Following recent interviews
Roy Young was recommended
for the position of athletic
director and head basketball
coach. Hi§ salary is set at
$17.000. as the state
recommended. with a $4.500
Miami school bonus

Board members were briefed
by Daugherty on applicants for
the position of girls basketball
coach. No action was taken, and
one more applicant will be
interviewed. Further action on
the hiring was tabled for one
week

Three new teacher contracts
were approved by the board
The board approved Dan
Walters as the new science

and

teacher, Peggy Walters as an
English teacher and Ruth
Moorehead. special education
teacher

The format for the hiring of a
new superintendent was
considered by the members of
the board. Qualifications for the
applicants include a masters’
degree, a valid teaching
certificate, and one year of
administrative experience
Board members felt it would be
a great advantage to have Bob
Burgoon, school principal. as an
advisor in the selection of
candidates for the
superintendent's position

A one-month deadline for
applicants to file for the position
was set by the board. The pay
scale is to be state education
level 14-B and a Miami school
bonus of $6,900

A resolution was passed. as

Pampa Animal Control officers killed a chow belonging to a city
couple Tuesday afternoon after the animal reportedly knocked down
achild and exhibited some symptoms of rabies

The owners of the 1'2-year-old dog. Johnnie and Becky Cook of 908
N.Somerville, contend it was not ill when it was last seen Tuesday

At 1:00 p.m.. Animal Control received a report from
Lynn Seary of 906 N. Gray reporting a dog. foaming at the mouth
had tried to attack her daughter while she was walking her bicycle in
front of the residence. Seary had gone outside and brought the child
into the house. then called the animal control department. according
to Lt Charles Morris. department supervisor

The report made by the animal control officers describedthe chow
as “walking in a dazed fashion with matted eves and nose and
frothing at the mouth,”" Morris said

The officers located the dog fitting Seary's description about two
blocks away from the 906 N. Gray address They picked up the
amimal. according to the report. took it to city veterinarian Dr
Kenneth Royce who was not in his office

Not having quarantine facilities for the apparently ill or badly
injured animal. the animal control officers — without authorization
from a veterinarian or supervisor — killed the chow

Its head was given to City Health Officer Elmer D. Young to be
sent to the Department of Health Laboratory in Austin for rabies
tests

Mrs Cook said the dog — normally kept chained by the back door

Quarantine cages are on the *‘drawing board." he said

DEAR ABBY: You probably won’t remember me, but I am
a fairly successful, middle-aged family man who wrote to
you about a year ago telling you I thought I had a problem
with alcohol. I was drunk when I wrote that letter and
couldn’t remember mailing it, but I know I did because
much to my surprise | received an answer from you!

You sent along a list of 12 questions to be answered yes or
no; you told me if there were four or more “yeses’” | was in
deep trouble. You also urged me to go to just one Alcoholics
Anonymous meeting.

To make a long story short I went, feeling slightly
embarrassed, but my embarrassment soon turned to
courage when I found doctors, lawyers, musicians, school
teachers, bellhops, policemen and construction workers
there. | was relieved to learn that I was not alone — that
others suffered from the same feelings of fear, inadequacy
and guilt that [ felt.

On this, my first anniversary of sobriety, I just had to say
thank you for sending me to A.A. You saved my life.

RAY

DEAR RAY: No thanks due me. | merely pointed to
the road. You took it.

To celebrate your sobriety, I am printing the 12
questions so that others who wonder if they have a
drinking problem can test themselves. The test was
written by those who know first-hand what alco-
holism is all about — members of Alcoholics Anony-
mous.

1. Have you ever decided to stop drinking for a
week or so, but only lasted for a couple of days?
Yes( ); No( ).

Most of us in A.A. made all kinds of promises to
ourselves and to our families. We could not keep
them. Then we came to A.A., which said: ““Just try not
to drink today.” (If you do not drink today, you
cannot get drunk today.)

2. Do you wish people would mind their own
business about your drinking — stop telling you what
to do? Yes( ); No( ).

In A.A. we do not tell anyone to do anything. We
just talk about our own drinking, the trouble we got
into and how we stopped.

3. Have you ever switched from one kind of drink to
another in the hope that this would keep you from
getting drunk? Yes( ); No( ).

We tried all kinds of ways. We made our drinks
weaker. Or just drank beer. Or we did not drink
cocktails. Or only drank on weekends. You name it,
we tried it. But if we drank anything with alcohol in
it, we usually got drunk eventually.

4. Have you had a drink in the morning during the
past year? Yes( ); No( ).

Do you need a drink to get started, or to stop
shaking? This is a pretty sure sign that you are not
drinking “socially.”

5. Do you envy people who can drink without
getting into trouble? Yes( ); No( ).

At one time or another, most of us have wondered
why we were not like most people, who really can
take it or leave it.

6. Have you had problems connected with drinking
during the past year? Yes( ); No( ).

Be honest! Doctors say that if you have a problem
with alcohol and keep on drinking, it will get worse
— never better. a

7. Has your drinking caused trouble at home?
Yes( ); No( ).

8. Do you ever try to get “extra” drinks at a party
because you do not get enough? Yes( ); No( ).

9. Do you tell yourself you can stop drinking
anytime you want to, even though you keep getting
drunk when you don’t mean to? Yes( ); No( ).

Many of us kidded ourselves into thinking that we
drank because we wanted to. After we came into
A.A., we found out that once we started to drink, we
couldn’t stop.

10. Have you missed days at work because of
drinking? Yes( ); No( ).

Many of us admit now that we “called in sick” lots
of times when the truth was that we were hung-over
or on a drunk.

11. Do you have “blackouts”? Yes( ); No( ).

A blackout is when there are drinking hours or
days we cannot remember.

12. Have you ever felt that your life would be better
if you did not drink? Yes( ) No( ).

Alcoholics Anonymous is a fellowship of men and
women who share their experience, strength and
hope with each other that they may solve a common
problem and help others to recover from alcoholism.

The only requirement for membership is a desire to
stop drinking. There are no dues or fees for member-
ship. It is self-supporting through voluntary con-
tributions.

‘DR. LAMB

DEAR DR. LAMB — I read
a column of yours about sur-
gery to remove cataracts and
you said that not everyone
who has cataracts necessarily
requires surgery. | had a cata-
ract removed from one eye.
Can I hold off on the other one
until my vision gets to be-200
or until I can no longer read
the newspaper? Is there any
danger in waiting?

DEAR READER — One of
the most important criteria in
determining whether a person
needs a cataract operation or
not is how it is affecting his
vision. If you can read and
drive well (presuming you do
drive), you may not require
surgery. I know one very
famous heart specialist who

did delicate heart surgery for
years even though he had
cataracts.

I presume that the eye that
has already been operated on
provides rather good vision
for you. That's a big plus.

Letter explains, there are a
number of considerations as
to whether a person peeds cat-
aract surgery. Usually a cata-
ract won't damage the rest of
the eye, but if the cataract
begins to interfere with the
normal fluid pressure inside
the eye, it can cause glauco-
ma. In most instances, glauco-
ma is caused by other prob-
lems but this should warn you
that there is a point at which
cataracts cannot be neglected.
You have to depend on your
ophthalmologist to tell you
when is the right time to have
them removed.

In general, I favor taking
whatever measures are neces-
sary to maintain the best pos-
sible vision. The fact that a

Senator mistaken

If we had a list of favorite politicians, the name of S.I. Hayakawa,
U.S. Senator from California, would be near the top.

However, at the moment, the crusty, outspoken senator is far off
base. For, whether he knows it or not, one of the basic principles of a

~free country is that innocent people are not punished for the crimes of
the guilty.
Therefore, for proposing that all Iranian nationals in the United
States be interned, the California Republican must be called to.turn for
what is probably the most misguided idea he has come up with since
moving to Washington. D.C.
His anger at the Iranian problem is justified: his **solution’ is not.
Hayakawa's idea, simply put, is to round up all the estim ated 100.000
Iranian nationals now in the United States and put them in camps, “‘the
way we did the Japanese in World War I1."
Notice the use of the word “*we.”" It is a curious word for a
Japanese-American to use when talking about the internment of
Japanese-Americans. It was only a geographic accident - he was living
in Chicago at the time - that kept Hayakaw a out of those camps.
Sometimes it is hard to tell if Sen. Hayakaw a is serious or simply
asleep on his feet. It is difficult to comprehend how a man of his
stature, with a large staff watching every move he makes. could take
such a stand.
First, his plan would result in the incarceration of many Iranians
who are here trying to escape the Ayatollah Khomeini. Putting them in
acamp would be the height of absurdity.
Second. the plan would cost an enormous amount of money, an
estimated $1.3 billion. and would not pressure the militants holding the
American hostages in the least
Third. it is just plain wrong to put someone in a camp for something
other people did thousands of miles away.
The public outery against Hayakawa's statement is predictable. But
civil libertarianism was not always in vogue. After the attack on Pearl
Harbor anti-Japanese sentiment swept the nation. Without regard for
+ the fact that most of them were American citizens. 110.000 people of
Japanese ancestry were rounded up and interned in camps: their
property. in most cases. was confiscated

Those were dark days for freedom in this country

In times of crisis the depth of one’s belief in freedom is tested. Sen
Hayakawa. in this instance. has failed the test

Certainly everyone is concerned about the hostages. Certainly
everyone is upset about the inhumane games the militants are playing
with the lives of those 50 Americans

Nevertheless. this does not justify the United States acting in exactly
the same way. And if that is what Hayakawa is advocating. it is little
different in principle from the practices of the Ayatollah Khomeini

The airlines flight
from the market

While many segments of American business continue down the road
toward more government control. commercial aviation is heading in a
ditferent direction. In the last few years. the Civil Aeronautics Board
and the Federal Aviation Administration have permitted numerous
regulations to be relaxed or removed. At first the airlines were given
more freedom to set fare levels: now the federal regulators are even
going to permit the industry to be run on a more market-oriented basis
by allowing a pricing mechanism to cope with shortages and surpluses

One shortage faced by airlines is airport space during peak hours of
operation There are times more airplanes want to use airport facilities
than an airport can handle In the past this problem has been solved by
the formation of a committee — in Russia they would call it a soviet —
and the time slots would be divided up. In February the FAA offered to
allow the airlines to bid for peak-hour slots at various airports.
Ironicallv it was a government agency offering a market solution to
private businesses. Even more ironical. the private businesses wanted
nothing to do with the idea

Almost all the airlines. with the exception of Frontier Airlines,
opposed the free-enterprise solution for the allocation of airport usage.
This. of course. is consistent with the industry’s opposition to every
move toward deregulation. Remember when the airlines were whining
that decontrol of airfares was going to bankrupt the industry? Those
same doomsavers are now predicting failure of the airport bidding
system. These predictions fly in the face of a report by Polinomics
Research Laboratories of Pasadena which was commissioned by the
CAB to study the idea. Its report was optimistic about replacing the
bureaucratic method with a bidding system

The controversy surrounding the proposed bidding system testifies
again to a basic mistake made by many who are attempting to
understand why this nation has drifted away from free enterprise.
Business does not necessarily support free enterprise. Many
businessmen. in fact. do not even have faith in the basic principles the
system is based upon. This can be easily seen in the case of the
proposed bidding system. The businessmen are re jecting supply and
demand in order to maintain control of the situation by a committee.

Historian Gabriel Kolko chronicled big business’s support for
regulation in his book. THE TRIUMPH OF CONSERVATIVISM.
Kolko's research suggests that government regulation of the economy
is a product of an intentional plan of industrial leaders in the United
* States at the turn of the century. Apparently. if Kolko is to be believed.
* they had no more faith in free enterprise than their contemporaries in

the various airlines. who fought deregulation relentlessly.

This situation underlies the importance of not trusting the defense of
. free enterprise to business. The main concern of business is profit. and
* if profit can be made by promoting regulation that is what business will
. do
! If businessmen feel more assured by bureaucratic procedures than
:by competition they will go for that option. Humorously. it seems to be
 government regulators that are pushing for solutions based on free
| enterprise principles these days. at least in the transportation industry.
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When business works for government

George Snyder, the president of the
National Taxpayers Union, has taken the
U.S. Chamber of Commerce to task.

He's accusing Richard L. Lesher, the
chamber president whose columns have
appeared on our pages. of courting federal
subsidies for businesses. Lesher has for
some time been pushing the Private Sector
Initiative Program, a $400 million branch
of the CETA job-training boondoggle. It
subsidizes enterprises that take the CETA
trainees under their wing; Lesher
encourages businesses to get involved
because private sector employment is
more productive than having the youths
raking leaves back and forth on behalf of
some public agency. The NTU's Snyder
says this reflects a double standard on the
part of the chamber - opposing government
largesse except when business is the
beneficiary.

We can sympathize with both positions.
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Doubtless, far more good is going to come
to jobless youths if they're given guidance
in the private sector rather than supervised
( or more likely, not supervised) by some
bureaucrat. In this respect, the business
community is improving the efficiency of a
program that tax dollars would likely go
toward anyway. The same can be said of
firms that contract their services to an arm
of government, usually acquiring an
exclusive franchise in the process. But
what price is paid for this collusion with the
state? Argues Snyder, “This double
standard by the business community
actually undermines the chances for
success of the taxpayers’ movement. The
American people are not stupid. They see
the hypocrisy and distrust the businessman
who asks the government to get off his back
but cries for a handout when he's in
financial trouble.”

Our own preference for noninvolvement
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with the state leads us to side with Snyder.
We've often cautioned reformers that graft
in government is not rooted out by
replacing the officials responsible: it's
most effectively combatted by not putting
the officials in a position to bestow or
receive favors. When business involves
itself with government, no matter for what
valid purpose, the door to abuse is opened.

The issue gets even stickier when one
considers another private sector
employment program that is getting heavy
promotion locally, the Targeted Jobs Tax
Credit. This allows businesses to write off
the paychecks to newly hired workers who
fit one of a number of categories of people
thought hard to -employ. The jobholder
obtains a preferred status card from the
employment bureaucracy and the
employer then fills out some more
paperwork that gets him a reduction from
his corporate income tax.

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Behind the tobacco smoke

by Paul Harvey

We tend to gang up like jackals to pick
the bones of a fallen lion. Psychologists call
it social contagion.

Periodically. we are inclined to pillory an
industry also -- cars, atomic power plants,
chemical herbicides.

No industry has been the victim of a
more concerted and prolonged persecution
than the tobacco industry.

I do not smoke, have not since the first
Alton Ochsner studies a long time before
the Surgeon General's warning. I seek,
with limited success, to dissuade others
from smoking.

The evidence seems adequate that
cigarette smoking is deleterious to human
health. So is hang gliding.

After the hazards have been adequately
ventilated it seems to me each individual
should be left free to choose for himself.

So nothing that I am about to say should

. be construed as contradicting that.

It is just that beyond issuing reasonable
warnings, some anti-tobacco crusaders
have overrun their headlights - have
libeled an industry.

“Our government uses your dollars to
subsidize the growing of more tobacco?"”
Not so.

The fact is that the price of tobacco is
stabilized by “‘loans,”" not by ‘‘subsidies,"
from the Commaodity Credit Corporation.

Since the middle 1930s, our government’s
administration of the tobacco industry -
USDA and ASCS administrative costs plus
federal graders -- have cost you -- in taxes -
$80 million.

However, during those same years that
industry has paid taxes totaling more than
$100 billion.

So the tobacco business has not ‘‘cost
you" any money. On the contrary, it
contributes some $50 billion a year to our
nation's gross national product.

Tobacco farms are mostly small family
farms, averaging only three acres.

There are 276,000 of them in 22 states -
yet it is the fifth most valuable crop we
produce.

Tobacco production employs a million
people, uses an annual billion dollars worth
of materials and ‘machinery, pays $621
million in wages and salaries.

All of this adds up to taxable INCOME,
not outgo.

For every stalk of tobacco that is grown
in our country, federal, state and local
governments receive more than $1.30 per

Free health care anything but free

National health insurance has great
appeal to a great many people, because
they think of it as free medical care and
hospitalization on demand.

It would not be free, of course, and it
would not be available on demand, like tap
water.

Senator Hayakawa (D-Calif.) defines
NHI “as a proposal to federalize the
existing network of private health
insurance programs, extend coverage to
areas where it presently does not exist, and
integrate the resulting system with the
machinery of Medicare and Medicaid.”

That definition does not include the word
“free,” although it frequently is the key
word when politicians are describing
federal health insurance proposals.

Hayakawa explains that “‘Such a plan
would make health insurance coverage
mandatory for all Americans, would
reduce the amount that patients must pay
out of pocket for health care,.and would
finance the program with additional
|billions in federal taxes,"

With everybody convinced he should be
able to walk into a doctor’s office or into a
hospital and get his problem immediately
diagnosed plus whatever care may be

necessary, medical personnel and health
facilities naturally would be inundated by
the ailing and those who thought they may
as well get something for free. Thus, as
those in government put it, demand would
be “maximized."

That, then, would mean government
controls, and, as Senator Hayakawa
explains,..."the price controls and
rationing of health care goods and services
are necessary in any program which
makes heailth care more available and
thereby stimulates demand. The plus side
of government provided health care is,
therefore, inseparable from the minus side
~ as government makes health care more
affordable, it must also try to restrict
accesstoit.”

That doesn’t sound like improvement. It
sounds more like regression.

Well, then, why do those in government
such as Senator Kennedy push so hard for
national health insurance? They do so
because they know of the strong, popular
appeal of socialized medicine to those who
do not know the facts. The Kennedys in

Washington do know the facts, but they put
political power before princlplem'l
something like demagoguery.

When you purchase a pack of cigarettes,
more than half the price is taxes, paid into
the public Treasury. Each smoker pays an
average $100 a year in such taxes.

I mention all this because I have been as -
inclined as many casually to criticize our
government for ‘‘propagandizing against
smoking while subsidizing the growing of
more tobacco.”

Whatever the health factors in alcohol,
tobacco or X-ray, let it be known that we
are not subsidizing the tobacco industry. It
is subsidizing us.

I've not too secretly been hoping
somebody would confirm that it's really
television that causes cancer. Thefi we
could do away with both those evils at the
same time and all go back to smoking
cigarettes again.

But tax credits can be a form of subsidy
Certainly some people consider them that.
The National Alliance of" Business. a
federally funded operation housed locally
in expensive office space at the Bank of
American tower at The City in Orange.
trumpets the Targeted Jobs Tax Credit to
area firms in this way: “Perkin-Elmer
(Corp., Costa Mesa) received $36.000 from
the federal government to help pay some of
its new employees' salaries. And they aim
to get more from the government this
year." When a program is sold in this
fashion. there can be little doubt how the
involved businesses perceive their role vis
avisthe government, As handmaidens.

It's good reason to ponder whether. in the
name of bringing efficiency to government
projects, we aren’'t sacrificing an
independence that is priceless.

He outropes and
outrides many cowboys one-quarter his age.

Some say the Cowboy is the only
American folk hero left today

In this age of computerized technology.
the cowboy's work and lifestyle remain
virtually unchanged from that of his
father and his grandfather before him.
On two large West Texas ranches, the
161.000-acre Pitchfork and the
208.000-acre 6666 Ranch, cowboys still
herd cattle on horseback and still rope
and drag calves to the fire where a
red-hot branding iron awaits them. Even
though his jeans and shirt may be wash
'n’ wear, the rest of the stuff is the same
as his great-grandfather — the chaps,
spurs, hat, horse, saddle and rope.

But some things have changed. The
days of sleeping under the stars with a
saddle for a pillow and chowing down at
the chuckwagon have given way to

ickup trucks, trailers, helicopters for

rding and butane-fueled branding fires.

The dirt, dust and potential injury
remain. There are few cowboys who
haven't broken an arm, leg or ankle, been
stomped on or thrown off his mount
sometime in his life.

Cowboys still test their skills after the
day's work is done by roping calves in a
corral, which is how today's rodeo
originated.

**We cowboy because we wantto,”’ says
one Sixes Cowboy, ‘‘because we love it.
Cowboys don't cowboy for the money."’

“It's a pride,’’ says another, ‘‘a way of
life.”
