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Freighter rescue saves 887

MANILA. Philippines (AP) — A Philippine 
oil tanker rammed and sank an m ter-island 
ferry-freighter with at least 960 persons 
aboard in the central Philippines, but the 
commander of the Philippine coast guard said 
tanker and other craft rescued 887 survivors 

Commodore Simeon Alejandro reported 14 
bodies were recovered and 59 persons were 
mi.ssing following the sinking Tuesday night of 
the 1.372-ton motorship Don Juan 

Jose Keyes of the rescue coordinating cen ter 
in Manila said American military flight crew s 
had sighted survivors in the water as late as 
midday today. IS'j hours after the collision 

Several passenger and cargo vessels were in

the area, and officials said it was possible that 
many of the missing could have been rescued 
But some rescue officials said they feared a 
number of first-class passengers who were 
asleep in their cabins might have gone down 
with the ship

Reyes said the Negros Navigation Co , 
owners of the ferry, reported it carried  878 
passengers and a crew of 85. a total of 963 and 
three more than Alejandro accounted for 

There was no indication any foreigners were 
aboard the 300-foot ship, which had a capacity  
of 971 passengers

The Don Juan sank 14 minutes after it was 
hit bv the 1.943-ton tanker Tacloban City in the 
Shark-infested Tablas Strait, a survivor said 

"We heard a noise like the ship bumned into

something." Sonny Carpio. 30. told The 
Associated Press in a telephone interview 
from Batangas City. 60 miles south of .Manila, 
where most of the survivors were taken

There was a commotion Everybody 
started to panic Before we knew it w ater w as 
rushing in

It took the shipexactly 14 minutes to sink I 
looked at my watch I was just able to get my 
head out of the window and started to clim b up 
to the upper portion w hen I went in the w a te r 

P>nesto Alipis. the Don Juan s radio 
operator, got off a distress call before the ship 
went down in 1.800 to 2.400 feet of w ater. 10 
miles east of the tiny island of M aestre de 
Campo and about 130 miles southeast of 
•Manila

Natural gas sales peak in ’79
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DALLAS (API — Sales of natural gas. labeled a 
fast-dwindling resource a few years ago. reached a 
30-yeer high in 1979. the chairman of the American Ga^ 
Asmiation says.

C.C. Ingram  blam ed the dire predictions on 
competing industries and uneducated government 
officials who since have changed their tune.

Sales last year rose 6.1 percent nationwide — and 
more than 13 percent in industry, he said, adding 
natural gas was a major factor in reduced foreign oil 
imports

"I think there's an entirely different belief now and a 
more optimistic belief by the officials in Washington." 
said Ingram , in D allas for the Southern Gas 
Association annual meeting

Natural gas prices have risen higher in percentage 
than oil. "but it's so inexpensive compared to 
electricity In the 1990s. electricity is going to cost 
three times what gas will cost Coal will cost more than 
oil. generally." he said Tuesday

"Gas wells are going to decline in the amount of 
volume that's available each year from nowon. But we 
have enough gas that a t the present usage . we could 
go for 35 to 60 years on what we think we have in the 
way of conventional gas to be discovered and 
produced "

Imports from Canada and Mexico and extraction of 
gas from "unconventional" sources such as salt water 
and synthetic processes would raise the figure to 25 to 

'30 trillion cubic feet by tbe year 2000 "We think that 
will maintain our present market share, which is about 
25percent." Ingram said

Ingram. 63. also is chairman of Oklahoma Natural 
Gas. where he has worked since his graduation from 
the University of Oklahoma in 1940 As head of the 
AGA. he oversees legal, financial and lobbying efforts 
on behalf of the 300 member gas utilities

He has high hopes for synthetic gas and coal 
gasification — transforming coal into methane gas 
While this method has been used in Europe for some

time, the United States won't have its first plant 
operating until 1985. he said 

Since a pilot plant would cost about $1.5 million, 
"they're going to have to have some government 
guarantees that if it doesn't work, the bankers will get 
their money back." Ingram added

Much research is being devoted to appliance 
efficiency, he said. The AGA has participated in 
developing a  furnace that is 90 percent efficient, 
compared with 60 percent for the typical gas furnace 

Heating is the a rea  of greatest research, both for 
homes and industry, he said

A b illio n -d o lla r governm ent study showed 
Americans would have used more natural gas had the 
most energy-efficient methods been used, he said 

"We would have used 50 percent less electricity. 30 
percent less oil and 4 percent more gas. Most 
importantly, we would use 60 percent more gas in the 
industrial area. " he said

program Of the total. $320.000 will be used for constructing 
improvements and extensions of the city's sanitary sewer system 
and $4.480.000 will be expended for the construction and 
improvement of streets

CANADIAN — Residents of the city of Canadian will be paying an 
increased rate on water, sewer, cablevision. swimming pool, and city 
equipment rental services resulting from action taken by the 
CinMlian City Council in the regular session Monday

The council voted in a lengthy session to approve all the rate hikes 
due to inflation, pay raises.and increas^ services within the 
community

Three new council members. Lonnie Donaldson. Warren Lingg and 
Charlie Plumlee were sworn in by Mayor George Arrington just in 
time to vote on the rate increases and to be baffled by a street sign 
controversy that had never been formally submitted to the council

Concerning the rate increases. Mayor George Arrington said. "I 
am willing to pay higher rates, if the service is there"

Water and sewer increases were passed quickly with little dissent 
from the city council According to City Manager Vernie Farrington. 
"The new water rates will add approximately $1 per household per 
month"

There are 1.297 taps presently in Canadian bringing the increased 
city water revenue to $1.297 per month

Sewer rate increases were based on the amount of water used 
increasing most bills $1. except the slaughterhouse The bill for the 
slaughterhouse will Increase $18 per month, city officials said

Bruce Davis. Cablevision representative, asked for $1 per month 
increase for basic services The increase will start when the weather 
station. FM service and Sage Hills cable is operable

The trash pickup rate action was tabled by the council for further 
investigation. Roy Bird of Amarillo representing Customized Trash 
Service presented his company's trash pickup program to the 
council Council members agreed to wait on further action 
concerning the trash program in Canadian.

"City equipment will not be rented out. except in emergencies ' 
according to the council members Council members motioned to 
increase rentals rates according to private contractor rates
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Citizens of Canadian had representatives present at the meeting to 
plead their case for street sign markers in the city

"We will tjry to purchase the street signs individually or through 
city organization' contributions for $20 per sign, if the city mil 
promise to properly erect and maintain the signs." one citizen 
proposed

In an earlier discussion on the street signs. Mayor Arrington said. 
"The signs could not be put up by the city crew s"

Canadian citizens felt the work of the city crews in erecting 
previous street signs was not up to par. as many of the signs were 
already falling and rusted

"If the city can't do it right we shouldn't do it at all. " Mayor 
Arrington said, delaying the street sign situation indefinitely.

New council member Charlie Plumlee asked why the citizens 
would have to purchase their own signs

"Not enough funds. " the city manager replied
Lack of communication became apparent in the discussion, and 

Canadian city council members had to ask why they had never heard 
of the street sign controversy

A formal request from the citizen representatives had not been 
previously made and citizens were relying on chance meetings with 
the mayor and city manager for information

A formal request concerning the street signs was made by the 
citizens to the city council Council members immediately motioned 
to have the street signs erected properly, after they were purchased 
by the individual citizens or city organizations

City councilmen motioned to change the Canadian paving policy 
Previous policy allowed private citizens to do curb and gutter work 
after completion the streets would be paved by the city. The new 
policy will honor all previous commitments, ^ t  any new paving 
projects will have to be presented individually to the council for 
action

The council approved the planning and zoning commissions 
recommendations and will advertise the new zoning plans.

Roloff fine reversed
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The 3rd Court of Civil Appeals today 

reversed a district judge's order fining Evangelist Lester Roloff 
$22,190 for illegally operating three children's homes without a 
license

The court dismissed Roloff's appeal of another part oif the order 
that told him to get a license or shut down. The court said the 
order could not be appealed because it was not firud.

Roloff went through the motions of dosing the homes last June 
rather than obey State District Court Judge Charles Mathews' 
ordertoget a license.

The state has the right to appeal today's dedakm to the T en s 
Supreme Court.

Roloff closed the Anchor and Lighthouse Homes for Boys and 
the Rebekah Home for Girls last summer after refuslag to comply 
with Mathews'June 1$. 1979, order to get a license.

Since then, he has reopened the homes under the auapicas of Ms 
People's Baptist Church in Corpus Oirlsti, again without seektag 
a Ucenae from the Department of Human Resources.

The Mipeals court dismissed RotofTs appeal from MMhews' 
'order telling Roloff to get a license by June It, 1971, or shut doam 
because, it Mid, the order w u  aot find.

To be final, the appeals court said, an order muatdlBpoae of aU 
iaaues involved la a case so that no future action by the trial court 
would be necessary.

Initial investigation into the attack which 
occurred at 429 N. Starkweather, police officials 
say. has d isc losed  there had been a 
disagreement between Miranda and Rosalez 
several minutes before the stabbing.

There were witnesses to the incident. Chief of 
Police J. J. Ryzman said After the stabbing, a 
friend drove the fatally injured man to the 
hospital, he said.

The case will probably be brought before the 
next grand jury scheduled for May 20. District 
Attorney Harold Comer said.

Witness describes Liberian executions HOME BUILDERS SUPPLY^
PORT WORTH (A P) -  "Nine 

posts, nine men. One turned his 
eyes to heaven, another toward 
hell, and they died.”

Paul Rowan used those words 
in a copyright story in the Fort 
Worth ^r-T elegram  today to 
describe the executions of 
farmer government leaders in 

^Apnrovia. Liberia 
^ M to w an  and photographer 
~Larry C. Price were in Liberia 

Tuesday when 13 former

government leaders were shot 
to death by a firing squad in 
what the two men described as 
a cainival-like atmosphere on a 
beach outside Monrovia.

Both men told of the 
executions in copyright stories 
in the Star-Telegram.

“There was silence. Then 
sh o u tin g . T h o u san d s  of 
L ib e r ia n s  c h e e r e d  th e  
executions and massed onto a 
long, lovely, littered equatorial

beach of dunes and palms.” 
Rowan wrote in describing the 
public executions, first of nine 
men and then four others who 
were tied to the stakes just 
above the bodies of the first 
group to be executed.

Rowan said a spectator 
shouted. "They (the persons 
being executed) brought it on 
themselves ”

After the initial blasts from 
rifles and machine guns by the

tiring squad, other bullets were 
tired into the 13 bodies “as 
though mere death was not 
enough.” Rowan wrote.

Rowan and Price said that 
after the executions, the 
soldiers allowed some of the 
thousands of persons in the 
crowd up near the bodies.

Price said some of the 
so ld ie rs  w anted him to 
photograph them with their feet 
on the drad bodies.

Another incident to cause  hopes to p lu n g e  w a s  t h e  f a i l u r e  of  th e  
United Nations mission to T eh r an  ev e n  to see  th e  h o s t a g e s ,  m u c h  l e s s  
effect their release. There w as no r e a s o n  for  the  U N. m i s s i o n  t o  f ai l ,  
but it dem onstrates the reali ty tha t  SOcit izens  of t h i s  c o u n t r y  a r e  now in 
the hands of violent and i r ra t ional  people.

The U N s 5-man com m ission went  to I r a n  as  p a r t  of  a l o n g - r a n g e  
effort to defuse the situation.

As Americans of all parties and 

persuasions look on aghast at their 
eooQomy plunging into chaos and at their 
foreign relations suffering one crisis after 
another, it is perhaps a g o ^  time to remind 
ouselves that such difficulties are not 
without precedent in our history. Nor was a 
solution altogether lacking.

The year is 1781, and the scene is the 
American Revolution which was v ^  close 
to beii^ lost. In that year, the British army 
was k^fchig the American army all over 
the countryside Benedict Arnold has just 
been e x p o ^  as a traitor, and so much

continental currency had been printed that 
H was virtually worthless and had ceased 
to cirailate as a medium of exchange 
Congress and the state governments had 
exhausted their sources of revenue to 
conduct the war. Large segments of the 
population including some political leaders 
were ready to abaiÀm the cause and seek 
some accommodation with the British to 
end the revolution.

At that point a man named Robert Morris 
assumed the position of Secretary of 
Finance. His achievements did as much to 
assure the success of the American 
Revolution as any action on the Battlefield. 
Political leaders today can learn an 
important lesson from the statesmanship

of Robert Morris in this chaotic period of 
our history.

Morris' major objective in this critical 
period was to balance the budget. Most of 
the reforms that he introduced were 
designed to achieve this objective. He 
substantially reduced the size of the 
government bureaucracy, eliminating 
some departm ents and consolidating 
others into his own department. Federal 
officials were held accountable for receipts 
and expenditures to eliminate graft in 
public office. Government contracts were 
opened up to competitive bidding. A wide 
range of government regulations were 
abolished including controls over prices 
and profits, licensing laws that created
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monopolies, embargoes and other trade 
restrictions

Morris abolished the legal tender laws 
that coerced private citizens into accepting 
worthless paper currency printed by the 
federal government. Limited supplies of 
new notes were issued that were freely 
convertible into precious metal. Morris 
took great pains to assure that these 
obligations of the federal government were 
redeemed in precious metal when they 
matured. He placed not only the resources 
of the federal government but also his own 
private resources behind these notes. They 
were not permitted to depreciate and 
federal officials were forbidden to 
purchase goods and services with these 
notes at anything above the specie or 
precious meUl price. Morris honored all 

ithe debts incurred by his administration 
I leaving a small surplus in the Treasury 
when he resigned.

In a short period of time these reforms 
brought a country with a worthless 
currency and bankrupt government to a 
point of solvency. Morris' policies enabled 
the country to bring the war to a successful 
conclusion and laid the foundation for the 
nwneUry and fiscal institutions introduced 
later under the constitution..

In retrospect it is amazing that one man 
could have such an impact, especially in 
the face of such incredible odds. Morris 
encountered great  opposition to his 
reforms especially from politicians who 
had a vested interest in maintaining the 
status quo. Yet he worked steadfastly to 
reduce the size of the federal govemmeitt. 
to balance the budget, and to maintain a 
currency that circulated at a fixed value 
reirtive to precious metal.

Morris believed that individual liberty 
and a free market economy were the 
prerequisites to the growth and prosperity 
of the nation. He was confident that 
Americans would successfully carry on the 
revolution and establish a free society if the 
federal government would put its own 
affairs in order and allow the free 
enterprise system to function.

The problems facing the U.S. today are 
not so unlike those encountered by Robert 
Morris and our revolutionary ancestors. 
Perhaps the solutions are not either.

New breed o f American Indian

American Indians have had more than 
their share of mercenary misleaders. 
self-appointed "chiefs” whOM presumptive 
utterances become an embaiTassment to 
responsible tribespeople and whose 
activi t ies f requent ly  eventuate in 
damaging criminality.

Indian! Disproportionate misuse of alcohol 
and drugs, inadequate health habits, 
chronic unemployment, soaring rate of 
school dropouts.

All of which problems relate, directly or 
indirectly, to well-intentioned but stupid 
federal government spoon-feeding of the 
reservation population

But "riding out of the sunset” comes a 
band of braves declaring this is weaning 
time -> eventuating in total independence 
from government wet-nursing.

'Hiey call themselves UNITY -  United 
National Indian Tribal Youth. In early 
April these young people, high school 
through age 25. converg^ on Great Falls, 
Mont., for a "national Indian youth 
leadership conference. ”

Voice of business

WASHINGTON -  Congressman Herb 
Harris is not one who fears adding insult to 
injury. At a time when inflation and taxes 
have risen to their most punishing levels in 
postwar history, the Northern Virginia 
legislator has dreamed up the ultimate 
cure for an ailing economy -a  bill to 
significantly increase the size of the federal 
bureaucracy

At first glance, the bill. (HR-4717), seems 
quite innocent In fact, it's loaded with lots 
of r e a s s u r i n g  r h e t o r i c  l ike  
"cost-effectiveness” and “ personal 
ceilings" But these are mere buzz words; 
in truth, the legislation would present the 
federal government with an almost 
irresistable temptation not to contract out 
with private firms for goods and services it 
needs

As a federal  reporter for "The 
Washington S tar  " matter-of-factly 
explained: "Those agencies that increased 
in-house activities would be rewarded as 
far as their personnel ceilings are 
concerned, while those expanding their 
contracting out functions would be 
penalized ”  Not surprisingly, the nation's 
principal federal union, the American 
Federation of Government Employees, is a 
strong supporter of the Harris bill.

One of the longest standing traditions of 
this country has been for government to 
rely upon competitive private bids for the 
goods and services it needs. President 
Carter put the issue in a nutshell when he 
stated in 1976; “When there'sachoicetobe 
made bwtween the private sector and the 
government sector, my option would be for 
the pr ivate  sector to assume the 
responsibility.”

Ihe reason this policy has endured so 
long is quite simple-it works. Take a look 
at the space program.  When moat 
Americans think of our space effort, thqr 
think only of NASA, the National 
Aeronautics and Space Administration. 
Actually, by the mid-1960s, some 20,000 
oompanies were all working together on a 
least coat bid basis to send our astronauts 
tothemoon and bring them back.

Nowhere in the Harris bill is there any 
affirmation that the government will 
cont inue relying upon competitive 
cnienrise to supply needed goods and 
services. Instead, the bill could literally 
devastate small business while placing the

country squarely on the road to socialism. 
One top official of the Office of 
Management and Budget. W. Bowman 
Cutter, publicly testified that it would add a 
new bureaucratic machine, generate 
enormous paperwork and provide subtle 
but clear incentives to agencies not to 
contract out in order to increase their staff.

And why not? Unlike private industry, 
where career progress depends upon one's 
abi l i ty  to minimize costs while 
accom^ishing objectives, a government 
employee's promotion often depends upon 
the size of his budget and the number of 
people who report to him. There are built-in 
disincentives to reducing the size of the 
bureaucracy. But the Harris bill would 
transform this bad situation into a dreadful 
one. Once a federal agency head knew he 
could acquire additional personnel simply 
by converting a project to in-hoiise 
performance, and that he would risk losing 
personnel by contracting out a new project, 
guess which option he would choose?

Ironically. Mr. Harris argues his bill 
would he lp  t a x pa y e rs ,  claiming 
government grows because of excessive 
contracting out. and contending federal 
employees can do the same work more 
cheaply themselves. He puts the cart 
before the horse The reason there is more 
contracting out is because people in 
Congress, especially people like Mr. 
Harris, keep voting to spend more of the 
public's nnoney.

To contend government usually can do 
any given job more efficiently than private 
industry is truly to believe in the Easter 
Bumy or the Tooth Fairy, but not in 
tangible realities like free competition 
Cities all across the country are saving 
taxpayers millions by contracting out for 
such services as fire protection, garbage 
coUection and even limited police work. A 
recent study by the Rand Corporation 
concluded the Defense Department alone 
could save |1  billion a year by using private 
firms to perform work now done by 290,000 
civil service employees. Scores of 
competitions between government and 
industry document the cost-effectiveness of 
contracting Old.

Mr. Harris' bill represents one of the 
biggest federal employee relief bills ever. 
How your Congressman eventually votes 
on this bill will tell you a lot about whsre his 
or her priorities really Ue-with those who 
pay most of America's taxes.. or those who 
spend them.

From northwest states and as far away 
as Alaska and Mississippi they came to 
contemplate self-sufficiency for their

“Indian 
tribes more than ever need quality youth -  
competent to inspire quality in others -  in 
the Indian community, in the Indian

"The urgent need,” says Chino, "is for 
the sons and daughters of a resigned 
generation of second-class citizens to be 
shown how they can become first class"

Executive director of UNITY, J.R. Cook, 
says. “Until now Indians have reacted to 
events instead of helping shape events. We 
are planning for the year 2000 We will 
engineer such changes as to make Indian 
art a support base for the development of 
other talents and careers.''

“The petitioner did not ask to be place in an honor camp, nor was 
he p lac^ in one for good conduct, but was in a United States 
penitentiary that was changed to an honor camp and was not allowed 
to transfer out."

negotiated deal to buy a 
SJtSacre Starr County farm 
for a new prison is dead, 
according to the owner of the 
farm.

The fai lure  to inform 
residents near the Low« Rio 
Grande Valley farm of plans to 
locate a p rison  in ih e ir  
community apparently led Gov. 
Bill Clements to engineer a 

. SlMlay delay that the landowner 
said killed the sale.

“It's off. We all go home." La 
Casita Farm owner Albert 
Prevot said Tuesday a f t«  the 
Approval Board for state prison 
land acquisitions voted 2-1 f «  
the delay.

The S t a t e  B o a r d  of 
Corrections voted 6-1 earlier 
Tuesday to buy the farm for 
$/.8S6.646. Prevot had set a 
Wednoday d^dline for 4he . 
sale, citing'à need to arrange 
financing for the 1960 crop.

"The state has cost La Casita 
$3.000 a day in interest,” La 
Casita attorney William Ladin 
said.

Land Commissioner Bob 
Armstrong joined Clements in

outvoting Jam es Windham, 
chairman of the prison board, to 
ord« the postponement.

C le me n t s ,  a p p a r e n t l y  
believing the (leadline imposed 
by La CasiU was a bluff, said 
the intent of the delay was not 
merely to appease Starr County 
residenU. He left open the 
posaibility of picking a different 
site.

'"nwre would be no point in. 
delaying that if I didn't have a n ' 
open mind about it." he said.

It was the second time in two 
years that  the Board of 
Oorrections was thwarted in an 
effort to place a prison in the 
Low« Rio Grande Valley. In 
1976, former Attorney General 
John Hill held the acquisition of 
a site near Edinburg was 
illegal. The 1979 Legislature 
removed all legal impediments 
to purchase of land in the Lower 
Valley f «  a prison.

Starr County residents lined

up to tell Clements and the 
Approval Board they should 
have been inf«med of plans to 
buy La Casita. County Judge 
Bias O upa said he did not know 
of the deal until contacted by 
The Associated Press last week

Prison officials have said they 
did not notify local residents 
because they knew the Starr 
County residents would oppose 
the prison

Board m e m b e r  Har ry 
Whittington of Austin cast the 
lone prison board vote against 
La Casita. saying he believed 
other areas had not been 
thoroughly studied He also 
ques t ioned  th e  cos t  of 
transporting produce from the 
Low« Valley to the East Texas 
« ea  wtwre existing prisons are 
located.

Clements said the Starr 
County residents deserved prior 
notice.

“I think the people down there

are entitled to a m « e  careful 
evaluation of both the minuses 

^and the pluses. To surprise a 
^community with something like 
that. I (k»'t think that was 
fair." said Clements.

The governor indicated some 
doubt that the deadline was 
Arm.

"I don't like deadlines. If they 
are offering the place in good 
faith, and I think they are, it is 
unacceptable to me for them to 
put pressure on us by saying 
you've got a deadline," be said.

But Prevot was emphatic in 
declaring the deal dead.

"I think it is too bad. It would 
have been good fpr the state.”

Estrogen
increases
cancer
possibility

CHICAiX) (AP) — Estrogen, 
a hormone often prescribed as 
par t  of post -menopausa l  
therapy, significantly increases 
a w o m a n ' s  c h a n c e  of 
contracting breast cancer if she 
takes heavy doses and has 
intact ovaries, says a report in 
the upcoming issue of Journal of 
th e  A m e r ic a n  Medica l  
Association

The article says a study of two 
Lob Angeles-area retirement 
communities showed women 
who took heavy estrogen doses 
over Idng periods of time and 
who had intact ovaries were 24 
times m likely to get breast 
cancer as women who did not 
take the drug

T h e  r i s k  a p p e a r e d  
inconsistent at low estrogen 
dosages and was undetectable 
in women who had had their 
ovaries removed, according to 
the article oi Friday’s iuue of 
the Journal.

The study found that a woman 
latdsrgoing natural menopause 
at age SO who received 1.2S 
nilttgrams of estrogen daily for 
about th re e  y ea rs  would 
i n c r e a s e  h e r  l i f e t i m e  
probability of getting breast 
cancer tqr age 7S from I percent 
to 12 percent.

DEAR m .  LAMB -  I hope 
you can help me. I’m a wom­
an in roy 40s and am very par­
ticular concerning my perra- 
al hygiene. All my life Tve 
had that awful problem — 
bromidroeis.

Certainly 1 bathe every dav 
and scrub my feet with a nail 
brush. My feet still snnell. I 
deodorize my shoes daily. It’s 
impossible to change and 
w uh my hose during working 
hours but when I change mv 
shoes to go home. I’m so self- 
conscious. Also when I’m 
traveling on vacation this is a 
real problem.

I’ve been told X-ray treat­
ments will cure this perma­
nently. How relieved I would 
be if this were really true. 1 
never, never feel clean while 
this problem exists. Your 
advice would be greatly 
appreciated.

DEAR READER -  There 
are a number of people who 
have this problem. I might 
also add that some people 
have a psychological piwlem

that leads them to think they 
have bad snwlling feet when 
in reality they don’t have a 
significant problem.

Assuming that you’re cor­
rect in saying that you do 
have a problem, you may 
need to increase your hygiene 
program despite the fact that 
youro already a very clean 
person. Foot odcHS are really 
caused by sweaty feet. The 
sweat itself doesn’t smell so 
bad, although there are sweat 
glands that produce oily 
secretions that do have an 
odor as opposed to just plain 
watery sweat.

Bacteria will grow rather 
rapidly in the sweat and 
secretions that develop in the 
socks and will contribute 
markedly to the odors.

The trick is to clean the feet 
at least twice a day, keep 
them absolutely dry and wear 
some cotton or wool socks to 
absorb the moisture. (Tunge 
socks as often as you can. 
These are only some of the 
things that you can do.

I realize you live in a 
Northern climate and this 
might not always be accept­
able to yon, but if people 
could go barefoot so that their 
feet mdn’t sweat and what 
sweat that did occur wasn't 
trapped within socks or shoes, 
they wouldn’t have so much of 
a problem.

If people could wear open 
sandals without socks so the 
feet could ventilate, that 
would help.

There are deodorizers that 
you can use. You would, be 
surprised at the long list of 
suggestions that have been 
made to me by other readers 
who have had this problem. I 
doubt that any of these 
remedies will rèally work on 
a long-term basis, though, 
unless you can bathe the feet 
at least twice a day and keep 
them as dry as poauble.

Incidentally, it also helps to 
change shoes every day so you 
never wear the same ^ i r  two 
days in a row. Change shoes 
wh«i you get home, too.

New Met galleries 
offer fresh look

NEW YORK (NEA) -  
Nobody needs a new reason to 
visit or revisit the Metropoli­
tan Museum of Art, which dis­
plays enough treasure to last 
a lifetime of looking.

But just such a reason has 
been provided with the open­
ing of the new Andre Meyer 
Galleries for 19th-century 
European paintings and sculp­
ture.

Fourteen galleries sur­
rounding a large central dis­
play area provide 24,000 
square feet — more than half 
an acre — in which to exhibit 
one of the most abundant and 
select collections of this peri­
od in the world. This is triple 
the space formerly available.

Size and abundance, howev­
er, are not the only reasons 
why this new area, the gift of 
the late Andre Meyer, an 
investment banker and a trus­
tee of the Metropolitan, is 
important.

For one thing, many of the 
galleries provide an unprece­
dented amount of light For 
another, all the paintugs have 
been meticulously cleaned. 
Viewing them seems a fresh 
and revealing experience 
even to those who bad been 
looking at them for years.

The illumination affords a 
sensible resolution to a long­
standing (filenuna. Some of us 
can remember when art 
museums housed a somber 
gloom, with paintings lit by 
ceiling fixtures, windows, or 
small oblong incandescent 
bulbs mounted atop the pic­
ture frame. Many of Europe's, 
including some of the Hermi­
tage in Leningrad, are still 
like that.

Much of that was replaced 
by stronger electric light, well 
dispersed and diffused, of a 
color temperature which 
revealed the artists’ hues fair­
ly accurately.

Even that, however, proved 
less than ideal. The singular 
quality of daylight, in which 
most art had been created, 
was lacking. So skylighting, 
coupled with artificial light, 
and computer-controlled to 
maintain a perfectly even 
level at all times, was 
evolved.

That proved too controlled, 
and museum authorities real­
ized that naturally changing 
light, maybe with a bit of 
unobtrusive electric help, 
would be best. OutsUnding 
example of that approach is 
the iCimbell Museum in Fort 
Worth, Texas, with daylight 
coming through windows in 
the cycloidal roofs of the 
galleries. There is no direct 
sunlight, which would be inju­
rious to paintings, but you 
know when a cloud passes, for 
example. It humanizes the 
art.

The architects' solution for

the Metropolitan's new space 
is a tranuucent roof, with a 
translucent, ceiling 6 feet 
under it. Between the two are 
stainless steel baffles, to 
break up any direct sunlight, 
and quartz fight to reinforce 
the daylight when reouired, as 
well as to provide full illumi­
nation at might.

As the ceiling is 20 feet 
above the oak flwr, the light 
is nicely and fairly natuf^ly 
diffused by the time it strikes 
the art.

At times you might wonder 
if there is too much light. It 
reveals unexpected blues in 
predominantly green/ tan 
Cezannes, and startling whites 
and colors in works that pre­
viously had appeared dis­
creetly muted. Still, it looks 
good.

At least as responsible as 
the light, or perhaps more so, 
is the effect of the cleaning. 
Imagine about 500 great 19th- 
century paintings and sculp­
tures, looking as if they came 
out of the artists' studios only 
last week.

Conservator John Brealey, 
who came to the Metropolitan 
from Elngland five years ago, 
worked with his staff for two 
years on refreshing all this 
art. It has not been retouched 
or otherwise tampered with 
— only cleaned. Now you can 
see into what had been almost 
impenetrable shadows.

'The first two galleries as 
you enter the new area are 
devoted to Neo-classical and 
Romantic painting. Courbet 
gets a gallery to himself, as 
does the sculptor Rodin. 
Degas, painter a ^  sculptor of 
ballet dancers, rates three 
rooms.

Visitors are allowed to pho­
tograph any and all of this, 
but may not use flash. With all 
this l i^ t ,  getting good slides 
or prints is almost no prob­
lem, if your camera is steady.

The one difficulty is light 
temperature, which can differ 
greatly even when the amount 
of light remains the same. On 
a*bright day daylight color 
film probably would be all 
right. On a dark day or at 
n ^ t ,  when the yellowish
? uartz lights would dominate, 
ilm made for tungsten illumi­

nation (or the equivalent filter 
for daylight film) might pro­
vide better color values.

WASHINGTON (API — A federal agency paid 
afanoA M.OOO a month to rent space at a New 
York Ctty hotel laA year while government 
office space sa t vacant one block away, 
according to government documents.

The Federal Labor Relations Authority rented 
| f  rooms at the Holiday Im  for four moiÀs after 

the General Services^ministration, the federal 
houaekeeping agency, said it was unhble to find 
suitable space for the authority in thedty.

But an internal GSA report obtained by The 
Associated Press said there was more than 
enough office space to meet FLRA needs at a 
government-leased building on the same street 
The GSA turned down FLRA use of the building

The Holiday Inn is at 440 WeA STth St. in 
Manhattan while the vacant federal office apace 
was at S65 West STth St.

The discovery of the unused federal ofRoe 
space is the second such disclosure in New York 
City this year. In January, a GSA audit said the 
government spent more than $$00,000 over 21 
months on vacant space in a building in Queens

ThM audit prompted a Senate hearing into 
umised federal office space. At the hearii«. GSA 
ofTicials disclosed that there were 16 federal 
buildings around the country with sizable 
amounts of vacant space. The liA did not indude 
the space at SS5 West STth St.

D ry times fo r  rescue center
ATLANTIC CITY, N J  (AP) -  The Marine 

Mammal Stranding Center is a one^oom shack 
built from discarded Boardwalk lumber and 
furnished with junkyard caAoffs But to Bob 
Schoelkopf — who’s on unemployment — it's a 
way to beat death among in ju r^  and sick sea 
creAures.

For the past month. Schoelkopf and volunteers 
have been working day and night to nurse a 
four-foot harbor porpoise that washed up on an 
Avalon beach with pneumonia.

The porpoise survived its first weeks In the 
warmth of a men's room at Historic Gardners 
Basin maritime park. Last week, the mammal 
was moved from a raft filled with sea water to a 
800-gallon pool in a haAily-built additkm.to the 
center's “headquarters."

Although sick marine mammals are very 
difTicult to nurse back to health. Schoelkopf says 
his center has been able to release two turtl^ 
and a harbor seal back to the sea.

FOREIGN

But the center operates on a shoestring budget 
of $10.000. Schoelkopf lived on $T.800 laA year 
before his federal Comprehensive Employment 
and Training Act salary was cut off in 
September.

Schoelkopf is now on unemployment at $11T a 
week as four assistants continue to collect CETA 
wages Appointed state deputy conservation 
officer to handle strandings. Schoelkopf believes 
he will work for free this year because his annual 
$500 stipend may be cut from the state budget.

The center has about 200 “members’’ who 
barely keep it going through contributions. 
Schoelkopf regularly depends on benefactors to 
donate medicine, equipment and cash to aid 
beached mammals.

Endorsed by the National Marine Fishaies 
Service, the cen ter is non-profit but not 
tax-exempt — it doesn't have enough money to 
hire a lawyer to file the proper tax papns. 
Schoelkopf says.

U S. e m b a r g o  on g rain 
shipments to the Soviet Union is 
beginning to have an effect on 
the Russians, the Agriculture 
Department said today 

A department Audy predicted 
that the Russians will have to 
reduce livestock herds because 
of a shortage of feed grain and 
said ano the r  poor Soviet 
harveA would mean a sharp 
reduction in meat production. 
The study also said the 
RusAans will have to pay more 
to try to make up for lost 
American grain.

“Feed supplies, already tight 
because of a poor Soviet harveA 
in 19T9. are Aretched even 
thinner now as a result of the 
s u s p e n s i o n , ”  s a i d  the  
department’s chief economist. 
Howard W.Hjort.

“The net effect of the U.S. 
action is that the Soviets will 
import a third less grain than 
they had expected for the first 

- half of I960.’’ he said. “The 
Soviets had begun to draw on 
their reserve stocks of feed late 
in 19T9 to offset the harveA 
shortfall.

“A near-record drawdown in
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stocks now will be necessary 
until supplies from their 1980 
grAn harveA become available 
inJuly.”

The department said the 
Soviet Union, by buying from 
other countries, will be able to 
make up about 10 million metric 
tons of the IT million tons of 
grain it had expected from the 
United States.

But that would still leave the 
Russians 7 million tons short of 
the 37.5 million tons they had 
expected to import between 
July 1979 ard June 1980.

I b id e m  Carter announced 
the embargo on wheat, corn and 
soybeans on Jan. 4 after the 
S ov ie t  Un i o n  i n v a d e d  
Afghanistan. The action did not 
halt shipment to the Russians of

another 8 million tons of grain 
under a 1975 agreement.

ITie embargo has been under 
attack since, particularly from 
f a r m - s t a t e  m e m b e r s  of 
Co ngress  who s a y  the  
su sp e n s i o n  is h a r m i n g  
American farmers more than 
the Russians.

Ihe Agriculture Department 
has been buying up the grain to 
get it off the market, but even 
so. prices have dropped on the 
commodities.

Today’s report sought to

This optimism may he 
ho w ever.nisplaced,  

dachismo is no substitute for 
nanpower In effect, there is 
wily two-thirds of a division 
lere. and in the event of war 
t could be expected to do only 
wo-thirds duty That's not the 
nost encouraging way to 
ipproach the hard prospects 
It combat in the new decade.

And yet this is the accepted 
ipproach in the U.S. military 
.oday The Fifth Division is an 
exaggerated example, but 
units throughout the services 
are understaffed and incom-
Rlete At present, only the 

lavy is a t  authorized 
strength; the Army, Marines 
and Air Force are sliort more 
than SO.OOO men.

One reason is because the 
services no longer draft the 
people needed. When Congress 
ended conscription in 1973, 
and created the All Volunteer 
Armed Forces (AVF), it hoped 
that services could be filled 
with people motivated by 
patriotism or career opportu­
nities. That hope has not been 
fully realized.

Iiie military has done its 
best to lure the volunteers, of 
course. During the 1970s the 
entire face of armed service 
was modified for the better 
Recruit pay shot up from $124 
to $375 a month. Harassment 
was tempered. As for living 
conditions, Gls at Fort Polk 
now live in rooms with car­
pets on the floors.

Still, the effort has fallen 
short. In desperation, some 
military recruiters have tried 
to drag emotionally or physi­
cally unqualified people into 
uniform, but even cheating 
hasn't made the difference. 
Army recruiters, for instance, 
have failed to meet enlist­
ment goals in two of the last 
three fiscal years.

Tke rusatt is that critics say 
tke AVF has been a faltare. 
Sea. Sam Nubb, (X k ., is oae 
of many M CoBgress who
believes tke UBderweight mili­
tary is a “stnluag ship.** And 
Gen. William Westrooreland, 
the former Army chief of 
staff, says bluntly that “man­
power is the weakest link in 
the military chain."

Westmoreland points out 
that the m ilitary chain 
incliides reserve units that are 
even more significantly 
understaffed than the active 
forces. When the draft was 
lifted, he says, young people 
were no longer r e q u i^  to 
serve in reserve or National 
Guard components, hence the 
standby numbers plummeted.

Westmoreland says there 
used to be more than a million 
soldiers in the Individual 
Ready Reserve, but now there 
are ^ y  about 100,000. The 
National Guard is down 20 
percent in numbers, the Anfiy 
Reserve 15 percent. Current­
ly, there are just eight Army 
Reserve divisions operating; 
there were 23 in 1964.

The reserve figures are 
enormously important, West­
moreland claims. In time of 
war the mission of the 
reserves is to sustain active 
military outfits, in other 
words to provide them with 
trained replacements. If they 
can't do that, Westmoreland 
says, the nation's combat 
capabilities could be sorely 
injured.

Right now the reserves do 
not have nearly enough people 
to sustain a war effort. And 
given the AVF there seems 
little likelihood the manpower 
outlook will change. If 
anything, recruiting military 
volunteers may be even 
tougher in the future, because 
demographers say the man­
power pool is shrinking.

The pool is shrinking 
because the U.S. birthrate is 
shrinking. In 1957, the peak 
year for this kind of thing, 4.3 
million babies were born in 
the nation. Last year the fig­
ure was only 3.4 million, ai^  
by 1990 the number nuy 
decline by another 20 percent. 
Fewer births, of course, 
means fewer  potential  
soldiers.

In 1976 approximately 2.1 
million males reached the a v  
of 18, the first year of mili­
tary eligibility. By 1985 the 
figure will be down to 1.7 
ndllion, and by 1992 it may be 
as small as 1.5 million. This 
means that, eventually, the 
^ e  group from which the mil­
itary is formed will be cut by 
one-fourth.

So the crunch is obvious. 
Military recruiters who have 
difficulties now will face far 
worse odds later in the 
decade. Today there is a pool 
of about four million eligible 
males (healthy, 18 to 26 years 
old) from which to draw. By 
1995 planners think this reser-

voir will be reduced to 2.5 
million. •

White House sources say 
the nat ion ' s  decl ining 
birthrate is one of the factors 
behind the president’s recent 
change of mind on draft regis­
tration. “The figures are 
sobering,” adds a Pentagon 
stra teg^ , “and we’re delight­
ed with his decision.”

The defense establishment 
would be even more deliighted 
if the president decided to call 
for the draft itself. Tbou^ 
officers seldom criticize the 
AVF publicly (because it's the 
Uw of the Und), many <4 
them believe conscription is 
inevitable if the services are 
to adequately defend U.S. 
interests.

Not that the volunteer force 
is all that bad. At least it's not 
in some places. Here at Fort 
Polk, Fifth Division Com­

mander Joseph Palastra, Jr,, 
says he beliem  the troops in 
his ranks are as competent as 
any he's seen in 25 years of 
service. Many veteran non­
commissioned officers agree.

Some of the reason for this 
opinion has to do with the 
inconoratioo of women into 
the forces. On average they 
are better educated and nnore 
highly motivated than their 
male recruit counterparts. 
Besides, the women sqldom 
brawl, get abusively drunk, or 
shoot holes in the window of 
the orderly room.

Women also help fill the 
leaks in the system. Ten years 
ago women accounted for one 
in every 60 people in the 
service. Now it's about one for 
every 14. Officers think that if 
it weren't for the growth in 
female inductees, the com­
bined services would be more

3 T

than 100,000 below authoriaed 
strength.

Bat tke women aren't com­
bat ready yet, therefore the 
measure of the AVF still reMs 
with the men. And using 
males nkme, the military pre­
paredness picture is dimin­
ished. A Fort Polk obhenrer 
puts it this way: “Many of the 
men are great. The rest of 
them are mostly a Messing for 
the Soviet Union."

Part of this criticism may 
be racial in nature. In the ear­
ly 1960s, blacks made up 12.5 
percent of the enlisted ranks, 
which corresponded with their 
segment of Uw nation’s popu- 
laUon. This year more than 37 
percent of Uw soldiers io the 
Army are black.

Statistics, by Uw way, indi­
cate Uiat black recruits gener- 
aUy do somewhat better on 
entrance tests than whites. 
But, just the same, a good lot 
of them lack formal educa­
tion, and the absence of high 
school diplomas is one of the 
chief problems in the AVF.

In a paper condemning the 
volunteer Army, Professor 
Charles Moskos of the Univer­
sity of Minnesota claims the 
educational level of male 
enlistees today is “markedly 
lower" than that of the last 
peace-tinw military. In 1977, 
ne says, 56 percent of the 
recuits had diplomas; in 1964 
the number was 60 percent.

Moskos says the drop in 
mental capacity is at the root 
of the AVF failure. And he 
adds that the risk of inducting 
badly educated Gls is consid­
erable. For one thing, four out 
of 10 recruits now quit before 
their first enlistment is over. 
The attriUon rate is twice 
what it was during the war in 
Vietnam.

Such attrition is shanwfully 
expensive, to be sure. It costs 
about $11,500 to train and out­
fit a recruit in the AVF, and if 
be resigns (he has 180 days to 
do so without penalty) the 
money is almost entirely 
wasted. Beyond this, the 
quitter is then eligible (or a 
host of tax-supported veterans 

> benefits.
For its part, the military 

says it is Uyiiig to cut attri­
tion by increasing the number 
of high school graduates it 
solicits. But, generally, this 
merely means increasing the 
percentage of female induc­
tees, and, as already indicat­
ed, they are not the ones 
expected to lock and load in 
case of combat.

Ergo, the dilemma. There 
are not enough men in the 
military to do the job expect­
ed of uwm, and some of the 
men who are in uniform may 
be less than qualified for total 
victory. And yet world condi­
tions are such that the presi­
dent believes the peace is 
threatened more than at any 
time since World War II.

SEAPORD, Del (NEA) -  
Lawrence Persinger has an 
idea he thinks may help bring 
tte  American hostages home 
from Iran.

He says the phone numbers 
of leading Iranian officials 
should be published so that 
people in the United States 
can call the Moslem officers 
at all hours of the day and 
evening.

The Iranians have to be 
pressured. Persinwr reasons. 
And he believes u they were 
harassed by long distance 
they would be more likely to 
agrée to the release of the 
captives.

No, it's not a good idea But 
it is a good example of the 
straw-grasping helplessness 
felt by some of the families of 
the bostaees Persinger is the 
father of m rine  Sgt. Gregory 
Persinger, one of the 50 peo­
ple held in Tehran, and he 
claims he is ready to do 
almost anything to free the 
young man.

“I V  Iranians have to suf­
fer like we are suffering,” he 
says angrily. Hence the tele­
phone suuestion He has out­
lined it for friends, and he’s 
written of it to the U.S. State 
Department “We've got to do 
something.” he adds “We 
can’t keep on like we have 
been — waiting and waiting 
and waiting"

Indeed the waiting has been 
tortuous for Lawrence Pers­
inger. Authorities say every 
hostage family has encoun­
tered emotional and spiritual 
difficulties during the past 
five months — that’s to be 
expected. But Persinger, and 
his wife Jackie, are said to 
have been driven to the brink 
of despair

Friends say Persinger has 
become embittered to the 
point of irratioBality. Neigb- 
Dors say Mrs. Persinger has 
bad dreams and has stopped 
going to church. The family 
minister. Rev. Harold Kohsar, 
discloses there are fears that 
tke husband in particular is at 
a stage “where he could go off 
the deep end."
