A Cessna aircraft being 

delivered to K1 Paso. Texas, 
crashed at 7 15 this morning 
eight miles north of Pampa. 
completely destroying the new 
craft

The pilot John B DeWitt. 32.
I of Wichita Falls. Kan was 

miraculously thrown free of the 
wreckage and walked two miles 
to Getty's Schafer Gasoline 
Plant in Skellytown. where he 
was taken to Highland General

Hospital by a plant employee
Highland General Hospital 

officials said today DeWitt was 
admitted at 8 30 a m for 
treatment of abrasions, bruises 
and a fractured nose He was 
reported in good condition at 
II 30a m

Gray County Sheriff Rufe 
Jordan said Dewitt was 
delivering the Cessna, which 
had never been flown before, 
from the factory In Wichita. 
Kan . to El Paso, where "it was

to be sold
Jordan said the plane crashed 

and burned on the Noel farm 
and ranch property in Carson 
County

'There was nothing left of the 
aircraft, and a serial number 
was not even visible. " Jordan 
said

When Deputy Kelly Hushing 
arrived at the scene, the fire 
was out, and only the burned 
shell of the aircraft remained

Iran claimed two carrier-based C S fighter jets 

started to shoot' at an Iranian patrol plane over the 
Gulf of Oman today in the first U S -Iranian military 
confrontation since the American hostages wereseized 
nearly six months ago The Pentagon denied there was 
any shooting

In Washington, the Defense Department said "Two 
F-14 aircraft from the aircraft carrier Nimilz made a 
routine Intercept of an Iranian C-130 aircraft near the 
Strait of Hormuz The I 'S  aircraft escorted the 
Iranian plane back to Iranian air space It was a 
routine intercept There was no firing of weapons '' 

Washington officials said the Iranian airplane came 
within approximately 50 miles of the .Nimitz and the 
two F-14s were launched to look it over The Nimitz is 
one of about 30 U S warships stationed in the Indian 
Ocean following the takeover of the U S Embassy in 
Tehran last Nov 4 by Iranian militants and the 
December Soviet thru.st into Afghanistan 

The official Iranian news agency Pars quoted the 
Iranian army joint stafi as saying the two American 
planes started to shoot at the Iranian plane but four 
Iranian jets were sent up and they 'warded off the 
attack " Pars quoted the army as saving the U S 
planes "changed their direction as the four Iranian 
jetfighters escorted the patrol plane' back to Iran 

Tehran Radio reported the Iranian army joint staff 
has warned the armed forces to "expect extensive 
action by the U S Army ' in the wake of last week's 
abortive attempt to rescue the American hostages in 
Iran

"Hie Gulf of Oman. 350 mites long and 200 miles wide, 
lies on the southern shore of Iran and separates the 
Arabian Sea from Persian Gulf Iran has two major 
ports on the Gulf of Oman. Jask and Chah Bahar and 
must use this body of water in exporting its oil 

Meanwhile. Iranian Foreign Minister Sadegh 
Glwtbzadeh escaped unharmed from what appeared to 
be an assassination attempt in Kuwait. Iran's army 
mobilized for a major offensive against Kurdish rebels 
in Sanandaj. and a controversial churchman arrived in 
Tehran to take charge of the btxlies of the U S 
commandos killed in the abortive U S hostage rescue 

Kuwait's news agency said a hail of bullets fired 
from at least two cars hit a motorcade taking 
Ghotbzadeh to a meeting with Kuwait's ruler at Assaif 
Palace, slightly wounding a Kuwaiti security guard 
The palace is the home of Sheik Jaber Al-Ahmad 
Kuwait's ruling emir The Kuwait Interior Ministry- 
said police located two cars used in the attack, but 
made no mention ofarrests 

The Iranian news agency Pars said one of the cars 
was found outside the Iraqi Embassy in Kuwait and 
claimed "the passengers of the car left the vehicle and 
entered the Iraqi Embassy" Pars also said two 
suspects had been taken into custody There was no 
Kuwaiti confirmation Iran and Iraq have been having 
a dispute along their border in recent weeks

Ghotbzadeh arrived in the oil-rich Persian Gulf 
emirate Monday on a tour to try to improve hcs 
regime's relations with Arab governments The 
Kuwaiti and other governments in the region are

worried by/^ran's attempts to export its Islamic 
revolution

Tehran Radio said residents in Sanandaj were told 
by bullhorn to evacuate their homes today and head to 
the army garrison so that government troops who have 
deployed throughout the city can battle Kurdish rebels 
and "see to these sinners once and for all "

The Kurds have been battling Iran's central 
government for autonomy off and on for months, and 
over the weekend hundreds of guerrillas and troops 
were reported killed in fierce fighting in Sanandaj and 
Saqqez. 90 miles to the northwest

Eight American commandos were killed in the failed 
hostage rescue mission, and Greek Catholic 
archbishop Hilarión Capudji arrived in Tehran'today 
and said he would accompany the bodies "to anotho" 
country and hand them over to the International Red 
Cross for delivery to their families '

There have been reports that the American rescue 
force was to be aided in Tehran by American agents 
who slipped into Iran earlier and Iranians hostile to 
Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini's revolutionary regime 
Tehran Radio reported that the U S Emlüssy was 
fired on three times Sunday night by persons in passing 
cars, and on Monday bombs went off under a car in a 
Tehran parking lot and in a movie theater, a bank and 
a drug store

Hospitals reported three persons killed, and a 
revolutionary guard commander said 34 persons were 
injured in the parking lot and 10 cars destroyed

Kennedy camp claims 
Carter trip political

Ghotbzadeh unharmed in shooting Weather
It will be generally fair today

SA.N ANTONIO. Texas lAPi — Kennedy 
campaign officials claim President Carter was 
trying to help himself in Saturday's Texas 
presidential prim ary when he made a 

nonpolitical " trip here Monday to visit the five 
American commandos injured in Iran 

Carter, favored to defeat Sen Edward 
Kennedy in the Texas primary, made a 
whu"lwind two-hour trip here Monday, visiting 
with the five servicemen injured in last week's 
aborted attempt to rescue the hostages in Iran 

He made only one brief statement to reporters, 
who were not allowed to accompany the 
president in thetwo military hospitals 

It was the president's first ventureaway from 
Wa.shingtoh or nearby Camp David since the 
Iranian cnsis began last November He has 
refused to personally campaign for his

re-election while the Iranian crisis continues
The Carter trip was not announced until late 

Sunday night A Kennedy advance official, who 
requested anonymity, claimed it wasdesigned to 
overshadow Monday night's major Kennedy 
rally in what is a Kennedy Texas stronghold

But a c h e e r i n g ,  p re d o m in a n tly  
Mexican-American crowd estimated at more 
than 5.000 turned out Monday night to give 
Kennedy a tumultuous welcome

"We feel that the trip is partially politically 
motivated It will adversely affect our press 
coverage, " the Kennedy official said Monday 
before the Massachusetts senator arrived here • 
"The fact that he iCarteri comes here the same 

day we re here clearly pushes us off the lead 
story in the press

KUWAIT (API -  A hail of 
bullets fired from at least two 
cars hit a motorcade carrying 
Iranian F oreign  Minister 
Sadegh Ghotbzadeh today, but 
no one was hurt, the Kuwait 
news agency reported Iran 
blamed Iraq  for what it 
described as an abortive 
assassination attempt.

Tke Kuwait Interior Ministry 
said police located two cars 
used in the attack but made no 
mention of any arrests It said 
the cars were filled with 
weapons and explosives

The official Iranian Pars 
news agency said the second 
car was found outside the Iraqi 
Em bassy in Kuwait and 
claimed, "the passengers of the 
car left the vehicle and entered 
the Iraqi Embassy there "

There was no immediate 
confirmation from Kuwaiti 
authoribes

Iraq has blamed Iran for two 
-recent assassination attempts 
against Iraqi government 
officials in Baghdad, capital of 
Iraq Last Sunday. Tehran 
Radio claimed Iraqi President 
Saddam Hussein had been 
killed in a coup, but Iraq 
dismissed the report as "the 
result of a sick imagination " In 
recent weeks, the two countries 
have engaged in an escalating 
verbal battle and occasional 
skirmishes along their common 
border

It f ir s t  rep o rted  tha t 
G ho tbzadeh  escap ed  an 
assassination attempt but later 
said it "appeared " to be an 
a s s a s s in a t io n  a t te m p t

G h o tb zad eh 's  m otorcade 
continued its journey toward 
the palace without further 
incident, it said

"Many shots were fired at one 
of the cars in the Ghotbzadeh 
motorcade at 9 30 this morning 
while it was on the way to Assaif 
Palace No one was hurt and the 
Interior Ministry will issue a 
detailed statement about this 
incident later, said Kuwait s 
minister of state for cabinet 
affairs. Abdul Aziz Hu.ssein. m a 
statement carried by the news 
agency

Ghotbzadeh is visiting several 
Mideast countries in an attempt 
to im prove the Iran ian  
re v o lu t io n a ry  r e g im e 's  
r e l a t i o n s  w i t h  A r a b  
governments He came here 
from Beirut, earlier visited

Damascus and is scheduled to 
go on to Bahrain and (he United 
Arab Emirates

Newspapers here recently 
reported that Kuwait would side 
with Iraq if current border 
hostilities between Iran and 
Iraq developed into war

The governments of Kuwait 
and the other monarchies of the 
Arabian Peninsula as well as 
Iraq's socialist government are 
all worried by the attempts of 
Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini 
and his associates to export 
their Islamic revolution

Ghotbzadeh said the purpose 
of his tour was to explain that 
Iran "does not want to interfere 
in any country's internal 
affairs "

Vance resignation prompts 
Tower view on policy change
WASHINGTON (APi- Sen 

John Tower is calling for a hard 
line on foreign policy in the 
wake of Secretary of State 
Cyrus Vance's resignation.

The Texas Republican said 
the resignation was based on 
three years of disagreement 
w i t h i n  t h e  C a r t e r  
administration over foreign 
policy.

“We can no longer afford the 
luxury of consensus politics in 
th e  f o r m u l a t i o n  a n d  
implementation of foreign 
policy.'' Tower said Monday in 
a statement. “ It is a time for 
leadership"

Meanwhile. Sen. Lloyd 
Bentsen tu rn e d  down an 
invitation  to accom pany 
President Carter on a 'Texas 
trip to visit the men injured in 
last w eek 's unsuccessfu l 
Iranian raid.

A spokesman for the Texas 
Democrat, who asked not to be 
identified by name, said

Bentsen wanted to go with the 
president to San Antonio but 
could 'not cancel a speaking 
engagement before a business 
press association in Boca 
Raton. Fla.

House Majority Leader Jim 
Wright of Fort Worth traveled 
with Carter on the president's 
first trip outside the Washington 
area since the takeover of the 
American Embassy in Iran.

In a brief statement, Bentsen 
said he regretted Vance's 
decision to resign.

“Secretary Vance is an able 
man,' the senator said. “His 
counsel wili be missed"

V ance a t t r i b u t e d  h is 
resignation to disagreement on 
principie with President Carter 
over the military mission to 
rescue American hostages in 
Iran.

Tower said it was a “tardy 
confirmation of what has iong 
been apparent to America's 
friends and adversaries alike.

Television sets second 
as toronado monitors

Your television set can detect a tornado. By following these 
instructions supplied by the Soil Conservation Service your 
television can be used to screen approaching stormy weather

1) Tune the television to channel 13. Darken the screen to almost 
•black.
‘ 2)Turntochannel2andleavethevolumecontroldown.

The tornado detector is now in operation. As a storm 
approaches, lightening will produce a group of monnentary white 
bands of varying widths across the screen, color sets produce a 
colored band.

A tornado within 15 to 20 miles will produce a toully white 
screen and remain white, there will be (»lor on color sets. Should 
this occur, turn off your set. take a potable radio, and go to a 
place of shelter immediately.

This system was discovered by Newton Weller of West Des 
Moines. Iowa after twelve years of study. It works because every 
TV set has channel 2 set at 55 megacycles Lightening and 
tornados generate a signal near this frequency which overridges 
the brightness control.

Channel 13 is “high" end of the frequency band and is not 
affected. This is why the darkness must be set on that channel.

A portable radio should be kept ready for emergency 
instructions and in case of power failures. Lightening will cause 
intermittent static on a radio tuned on 550 kilocycles. A tornado 
will cause steady continuous static.

Surface mining 
regulations 
go to state

AUSTIN. Texas (AP) -  The 
federal government has turned 
over to the state Railroad 
Commission primary control of 
surface mining in Texas, and 
commissioner Jim Nugent 
noted federal bureaucrats "will 
have less control over Texas 
business."

Texas is the first state to gain 
federal approval of its proposed 
program to regulate surface 
mining

Approval was granted Feb. 16 
but Director Walter Heine of the 
federal Office of Surface Mining 

I told a news conference he had 
'  not had a chance until Monday 

to at tend a commiss i on 
ceremony

Texas ranks first in the nation 
in the production of lignite, or 
heavy coal, and was No 10 in 
total coal production last year 
with 27 million tons Coal 
production is expected to rise to 
as high as 90 million tons a year 
by 1985

The commission estimates 
Texas has 12 billion tons of 

.lignite within 200 feet of the 
surface and reserves of 12 
billion more tons of light coal

Texas ranks third among the 
' states in uranium ore reserves, 

and total production this year is 
projected at 6 3 million trons. 
which would rank Texas among 
the top four states.

Commissioack Wallace said. 
"While some environmentalists 
have taken this agency to task 
for a portion of the strip mining 
program, other citizens have 
recognized it as beng a sound 
program."

Heine said the federal 
government would finance 50 
percent of the cost of regulating 
surface mines. Although the 
state wilt be in charge of daily 
regulation, he said, the federal 
government will make certain 
that federal funds are being 
properly spent

Weather slows boatlift, two killed
. KEY WEST. Fla. (AP) -  
Gov. Bob Graham declared a 
M e  of emergency in countiei 
Unigghng to cope with SiOO 
CJSan refugees as Coast Guard 
offic ia l! found dozens of 
deserted boets and two bodies 
and feared more people may 
have died when a storm hit the 
“Freedom Flotilla."

The Im m ig ra t io n  and 
N a tu r a l iz a t io n  S e rv ic e  
dispatched 100 more Border 
Patrol agenU to deal with the 
sealift and customs agents 
seized three shrim p boats 
Monday, slapping heavy fines 
on the owners who brought S07 
illegal aliens into the United 
Staies

In M iami, im m igration 
officials locked up more than a 
dozen Cubans who fellow 
r e f u g e e s  id e n t if ie d  as  
criminals, and INS officer Kent 
Wheeler said there were signs 
Cuban President Fidel Castro 
w a s  “ s e n d i n g  h i s  
inoorrigibles."

For the first time since the 
ragtag boatlift began eight days 
ago. there were no arrivals 
from Ciira on Monday following 
a storm with hurricane-force 
winds that pummeled the 
90-mile straits between Florida 
and the communist-controlled 
island.

D esp ite  c h o p p y  se as , 
however, about 100 small craft 
put out for the Cuban port of 
Mariel to join 1,500 boats 
already waiting to take on 
refugees The weather was 
expected to improve today.

Itie bodies of two Florida men 
who set out to retrieve relatives 
in Cdba were pulled from their 
capsized cabin cruiser — one of 
at least 26 such boats, many of 
w h ich  w e re  d e s e r t e d .

Authorities said It would be 
"highly rem arkable" if all 
aboard the boeta had been 
saved

The Coast Guard, using 12 
vessels, brought ashore a dozen 
boati and m ore than  SO 
survivals of the Sunday storm.

"Before I saw these people. I 
dkbi't know what the look of 
stark terror m ean t,"  said 
Cmdr. Homer Purdy.

Graham declared a state of 
emergency in Dade and Monroe 
counties — the aree from the 
Keys to Miami — released 
tSO.OOO in state aid and sent 
pa tro lm en  and N ational 
Guardsmen to shuttle supplies 
to relief centers in Miami.

"How kng is Uncle Sam going 
to keep his head in the suid?"

said Vincent Grimm, assistant 
administmtor for Miami, where 
the refugees go from Key West. 
“The etty’s already at the 
breaking point ."

Grimm's assessment came as 
customs agents seized the 
Arimp boats and slapped fines 
totaling fS07,000 on the owners.

Ibe  Coast Guard said it would 
revoke the license of any boat

operator known to  have 
received money for the trips. 
Some have admitted charging 
up to tl.OOO per refugee, but 
Cmdr. Samuel J. Dennis said 
enforcement would be difficult.

“They've all got their stories 
together," Dennis said. "They 
all say no money exchanged 
tends.”

The two known storm victims

were identified as Edwardo 
Roque. 4S. and Adolfo Martinez. 
IS, both of Orlando. Their 
22-foot b o a t w as found 
overturned 20 miles south of 
Miami. *

“My father's been here for 20 
years but we still have a lot of 
re la tives  down there (in 
Cuba).”  said Roque’s son. 
Eddie.

Is the United States on the verge of war 

against Iran?
Senator John Glenn. Ohio, who has seen 

his share of war. thinks we wdl may be. 
Indignant as he, like other Americans, is at 
the seising of innocent people as h o e t i^ .  
he warns that to make war would not 
rescue those SO people. On the contrary, it 
would probably precipitate their deaths.

President Carter has strongly hinted that ' 
if the Iranians do not release the hostages, 
whom they have held for six months in our 
embassy at Teheran, he will order a naval 
blockade of Iranian ports.

Glenn, in an interview with a reporter of

the Cleveland Plain Dealer, warned that 
such a blockade could cause a clash with 
Soviet Russia. He said;

“Let's' say they send a little Russian 
freighter through and escorting it, one on 
each side, are great big Russian cruisers 
with su r fa ce - to - su r f ace  m issiles, 
surfaoe-UHiir missiles, and 1.S00 to 1.8M 
men aboard each of them.

"Before we establish any blockade, we 
have to have made an irrevocable decisian 
that if that situation develops, we're going 
to sink those Russian ships. You don't bhiff 
hi a situation like that.

"If the Russians called our blirff and we 
did not sink them, that would be a tragedy

And if we did sink them. that, too, would be 
a tragedy. ...Let's not start World War III 

'overthis." He advocated patience.
Glenn is right. The United States could 

p in  nothkig by military or naval action 
ipunst Iran -  except vast trouble. Ihe 
object: release of the hostages, would not 
be attained. On tlw contrary, such action 
would p robably bring about their 
immediate deaths. Then the best we could 
do would be to vent our spite against their 
murderers.

If we were to invade Iran, the Soviet 
army could move in, playing the role of big 
bro tto  coming to help the beleaguered 
little fellow in his time of need.

BOSTON -  Non-runners in America, who 
outnumber runners by at least three to one, 
have a new heroine. Her name is Rosie 
Ruiz

Rosie claims to have finished first among 
the women in the sacred 26-mile Boston 
Marathon last week. She is supposed to 
have done it in the exceptional time of 2 
hours 31 minutes and S6 seconds, the 
third-fastest 26-mile race ever run by a 
member of her sex

After the race there was some question -  
and as of this writing still is -  that Rosie 
ever ran the 26 miles. Those who doubt It 
are racing officials who have no record of 
her passing any checkpoints, and other 
women runners who say they never saw 
her in the race. All films have been studied 
by the experts and Rosie doesn't seem to 
appear in any except those where she is 
sixiwn collapsing at the finish line.

While the rest of the world has returned 
to more mundane matters, the question of 
whether Rosie did or didn't will be debated 
in Boston for years to come

If Rosie did. then we non-ruimers have no 
interest in her.

WASHINGTON (NEA) - Every 
household worries about repladi^ worn 
carpet, finding curtains to match the 
wallpaper or buying a new end table for the 
living room. But the Carter family here has 
an unusual problem in furnishing its home

It's an elegant house, but much of the 
furniture has been borrowed from others, 
left behind by previous occupants or 
donated by generous  friends. No 
self-respecting family is happy with loaned 
paintings or hand-me-down chairs.

Even if the Carters had enough money to 
fix up the place, it probably wouldn't be a 
very wise investment because they ave an 
unpredictable landlord who could force 
them to vacate before they're really ready 
to move.

Ihe previous occupants, the Fords, had 
to leave less than 18 months after they 
moved in The Nixons lived there earlier, 
but they had to hastily vacate the place 
almost IW yars before they expected the 
lease to expire.

Ihe house, of course, is the nation's most 
famous residence — the White House.

A l t h o u g h  C o n g r e s s  annua l ly  
appropriates millions of dollars to employ 
a large housekeeping staff, landscape the 
elabarate grounds (technically a national 
park) and provide routine maintenance for 
the building, little public money ever had 
been available to build a permanent 
collection of furnishings.

Until the middle of this century, most 
presidential families brought their own 
furniture and art objects with them. When 
they departed, a  few selected pieces 
remained behind as a gift to the nation but 
moat of the furnishings quite naturally 
were carried away to the family's new 
house.

Congress has, on ra re  occasions, 
provided funds for  extraordinary 
acquisitions or big refurishkig programs, 
but the first major reconstruction in 
modem times did not occur until the, 
administration of President Harry &' 
Ihm an.

Even at that time, the White House was 
fundahed with reproductions rather than 
authentic Am ericana appropriate for 
display in the mansion that stands as a

symbol of the collective cultural heritage of 
the nation's people

Not until the early 1960s did the first 
sustained effort begin to assemble a 
permanent collection of antiques that 
would provide an elegant yet tasteful 
d i s p l a y  of  A m e r i c a n  a r t  and 
craftsmanship.

But even that effort has been forced to 
rely in the ensuing two decades upon 
sporadic special fund-raising campaigns, 
varying degrees of support from a series of 
presidential wives and the determination of 
White House Ctrator Clement E Conger to 
"beg. borrow or steal" the appropriate 
fu n d in g s

The current collection, for example, 
includes 60 pieces of furniture, 140 
pointings. 39 decorative objects and six 
pieces of sculpture on loan from museums, 
art galleries or generous individuals

TTie a rt collection lacks adequate 
representation from the South and West. In 
addition, paintings of four former 
presidents — John Adams. James 
Buchanan. Andrew Johnson and WilUam 
McKinley — are missing from the portrait 
collection of former chief executives.

More than 1.S million visitors annually 
take advantage of the (act that the White 
House is the only residence of a chief of 
state anywhere in the world open for public 
tours on a regular basis without charge.

But that constant flow of tourists l«Klsto 
the inevitable deterioration of draperies, 
upholsleries, rugs and wall coverings that 
must be regularly refurbished, repaired or 
raplaced.

To r e s o lv e  th o se  problem s, a 
n o n - g o v e r n m e n t a l ,  non-p ro f i t ,  
non-partisan organization — the White 
House Preservation Fund — now has been 
eatabliahed to seek financial support from 
public-spirited individuab. corporationa 
and foundations

With a goal of 125 million to build and 
maintain a perm anent White House 
collection, the fund obviously needs large 
gifts — but it also emphasizes its desbe to 
receive small, tax-deductible donations 
from all Americans who want to share in 
the heritage and tradition of "the 
president's house." It's a truly noble cauae.

read. Iran has made overtures to the 
USSR, and Moscow has offered to assist the 
Iranians to overcome the effects of the 
economic unctions. MiliUry action by the 
United States to force release of the 
hostages might result in American forces 
f i l in g  allM  Ruuians and Iranians on the 
latters'soU.

It is not like AnMricans to do nothing in 
an emergency. We lean to action. But there * 
are times when inaction may be more 
productive. There are always alternative 
courses of behavior -  choices, and it 
jehooves men to consider all the 
alternatives open in a given case and to 
choose the best. Sometimes, that nuy be to 
sit tight and do nothing.

This nuy well be such a case For six 
months the Iranians have held the SO 
hostages and have scoffed at us as we 
p r o t e ^  and employed one futile measure 
after another. They have undoubtedly 
enjoyed much utisfaction from being able 
to thwart the efforts of the world's richest 
nation to rescue its citizens and. at the 
same time, its reputation and prestige 
They will continue to exult as long as we 
strain to escape the neat little trap in which 
they have caught us In the abortive rescue 
attempt of April 24, we gave them another 

[futility of ours to crow about
The hostage affair also has apparently 

served a purpose politically for the 
ayatollah Khomeini and for the "students", 
though It is not clear to us who are far 
removed from internal affairs in Iran just 
what this purpose is. That has contributed 
to prolonging the agony

If we keep cool and grant them nothing, 
not even publicity, in due time it will 
become evident to them that the jig is up. 
that they have wrung the situation dry of 
satisfaction, and that they might as well let 
the pawns of their game -  that is. the 
hostages-go

On the other hand, it is possible that the 
economic sanctions and the ostracism that 
we and other nations visit upon them will 
be so painful that they will retaliate by 
killing the hostages What then?

Glenn acknowledged that this might 
occur It would turn the civilized world 
against Iran. And it would last - once done 
it could not be undone. It seems incredible 
that even the most fanatical among the 
Iranians could countenance such an act. 
but it is possible Human life, evidently, is 
cheap in their country.

Such an event would go down in history 
as a classic atrocity It would shake the 
toughest optimist's faith in human nature 
If it were to happen there is perhaps 
nothing that man could do -  but pray.

It might, however, have the effect of 
alienating the Russians from Iran, for even 
the hardened Marxists of Moscow could 

- scarcely justify such an act. The present 
danger is that the exasperation of the 
Amer ican people will move the 
administration to apply fire to the 
powder-keg which is Iran and that the 
result will be a world conflagration.

HOMESTEAD AIR FORCE BASE. Fla (APi -  U S Ambassador 
Diego Asencio. freed after 61 days as a hostage in Colombia, called 
his guerrilla captors a “bunch of spaced-out teeny-boppers” and said 
he nearly dissuaded some of them from Marxism

An exuberant Asencio told a State Department spokesman he could 
have converted a few of the lefti.sts to capitalism if he'd had more

Bush uses get tough tactics 
in hometown speech in Texas

HOUSTON (AP) — George Bush opened his 
Texas campaign with a get-tough speech in his 
liome city, saying it is time for President Carter 
to be out of the White House and if Ronald 
Reagan wins the Republican nomination, the 
GOP has little chance of winning in November.

He was scheduled to fly to Dallas later today 
for a string of speeches and a private fundraiser.

Bush opened his five-day Texas tour by calling 
Carter “too weak and too vacillating with our 
allies"

During a city hall rally and a civic club speech, 
he said repeatedly that the United Slates “should 
stop apologizing to anyone, especially the Soviet 
Union and Iran, and act like the nation we once 
were"

Bush told about 700 people at a city hall rally 
"It is important that I turn things around in 

Texas. Ihis country is looking for an alternative 
to Ronald Reagan and Jimmy Carter, and 1 am 
that alternative."

Bush is hoping for another win against Reagan 
in Texas' Saturday primary.

Bush was introduced at the rally by Leon 
Jaworski, former chief counsel for the 
Watergate inquiry-, who said he had to leave the 
Democratic party “in despair and I seek 
someone in the Republican party who I can 
support. Ronald Reagan is an extremist. Ronald 
Reagan has no experience on a national level or 
in foreign areas.

•Food stamp users warned 
of possible suspension
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AUSTIN (API — Food stamps to buy groceries 
may be late, reduced or even suspended, state 
welfare officials are warning those participating 
m the program

Jerome Chapman. Department of Human 
Resources commissioner, said Monday that 
Congress set a national limit of $6.18 billion on 

•the program this year and that limit will be 
reached by June 1. Congress is working to extend 
the program. but It is uncertain when and to what 
extent additional financing will be available 

• "At this tiime we don't know how much money 
Congress will provide for food stamps for June 
through September of 1980.' said a letter to 
persons receiving food stamps “We want to 
alert  you to the possibility that your 
authorizatiion to get food stamps may be late It 
also is possible that the amount of stamos vou

receive may be less."
Chapman said 1.2 million Texans are eligible 

for food stamps, and about $40 million in stamps 
is issued each month. Most recipients are 
children of low-income families but many others 
are elderly or disabled

Chapman said if Congress acts early enough in 
May, the authorizations to paritcipate in the 
program in June will be issued but may be late

He said Congress also may finance the 
program partially for the rest of the year.

If this happens. Chapman said, the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture will determine how 
mijch reduction will be made in issuaing food 
stamps.

“In addition." he said, “we cannot rule out the 
possibility of a suspension of benefits for June 
and perhaps later months ."

Elderly challenge 
stereotyped ideas

By IKE FLORES

ORLANDO. Fla. (AP) — Perry Gresham wants to change 
attitudes the young have toward their elders, and the ideas older 
people have about themselves

A longtime educator and former college president, the 
white-haired Gresham is not exactly leading a revolution But he's 
convinced he's come up with an important idea that may have 
meaning to young and old

He states it simply: Humans are not all laboring under a death 
sentence helped along by diminishing power and ability. Life can. 
and often is. better as one grows older.

Ihe aging process is a series of renewals cf energy, ability and 
enjoyment.  Gresham says It is not the methodical 
wearing-down-and-out of the mind and body mechanism

Most old people do not fit the stereotypes that have accumulated 
through years oif misunderstanding." says Gresham. 72. president 
emeritus of Bethany College in West Virginia, director of five 
corporations, writer and lecturer He lives in Central Florida part of 
the year

Most of us are not useless and embarrassing to others." he says.
We are not like the typical TV caricatures depicting gentle 

foolishness or simplemindedness. An old person does not have to be 
regarded as a nuisance — an old fool to be ignored or discarded."

He knows this may not come as much of a surprise to some of his 
peers particularly his elderly friends and colleagues still active in 
education, business, the arts and other professions But he thinks the 
idea may have escaped the great majority of the population, from the 
Golden .Agers to all of those "growing older" in their 40s. SOs and 
beyond

The tall, husky septuagenarian says he came upon his views rather 
abruptly

He was preparing to address the American Association of Retired 
Persons in St Louis. Mo., one night about the various pitfalls of 
growing old — failing memory, decreased hearing and eyesight, 
forgetfulness, general infirmities and so on

Suddenly. I said to myself. ‘My God. I can't drive another nail into 
their coffins ' Gresham says "I realized then that my thinking was 
all wrong

"My mind, set on the conventional concepts of aging, had blinded 
me to what could very well turn out to be the greatest discovery of 
my life. " he says. "I had misread the data. Life does not run down 
like that The actual fact is that life is a series of renewals "

His text on the subject was abandoned, and he later felt so strongly 
about his new-found sense of growing old that he wrote a book about 
it

Called With Wings as Eagles." the soon-to-be-published book is a 
sort of how-to " or “ self-help" work for those piling on the years — 
from the 40s and SOs onward

Filled with his own philosophy as well as tips from Gresham's 
many friends — comedian Bob Hope. Sen Barry Goldwater, the late 
symphony conductor Arthur Fiedler — the book is a compendium of 
sensible, practical information on what to expect along the aging 
way It tells how to prepare for old age. how to make the road easier 
and what to do when you get there.

He says one reason he wrote the book is that he senses a “sort of 
contempt for the old" in this country Because of such attitudes, 
many old people have lost their pride, "their sense of self-regard." 
G re ^ m  u y s

"A new attitude on aging begins with each of us." Gresham says. 
"If you go on thinking the way people have always thought, you 
deserve what you get."

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MENDING MATURE MARRIAGE

A few of the phone calls, conversations and 
M ere I have received have extolled the glories 
of older ihvorce. But they have all come from 
people about to be divorced. None has come from 
a former husband and wife who is now alone.

"nut tells nne a lot about the emotional state of 
these who separate themselves from longtime 
mates and expect to find immediate, suprenne 
and continuing' joy in their aloneness. In my 
opinion, they don't.

According to authorities in this held, the 
divorced person is suddenly separated from 
everything he has treasured — love, sympathy, 
oompankxMhip, understanding and all the other 
warm feelings that marriage provides We all 
know that the longer a thing has existed, the 
harder it is to remove it. So it follows that older 
divorce is a greater trauma than younger 
separation. Dr. Richard Robertiello. author of 
several respected books on this subject, says that 
divorce is one of the most highly traumatic 
ttungs a man can go through, that a divorced 
man feels unloved and full of despair He adds. 
"Men whose wives have left them are shattered, 
and they really do withdraw."

Of course this is also true for older women who 
find themselves alone by court decree. And 
women need to pause and reconsider their 
possib le  lonel iness  before leaving a 
long-established home. It used to be that 
husbands were the ones wbb'Walked oiX. But 
now, since many  women' can support 
themselves, it ismiore often the wives who leave 
home.

So both mates need to give serious thought to 
any m arital change. We cannot escape 
separation through death. But we can avoid 
grass widowhood.

To me, marriage is much like footwear. The 
old shoe may be worn, patched, cracked, even 
full of holes. But it is still comfortable and we 
don't want to throw it away. A new shoe usually 
pinches a little, sometimes a lot. And that can 
become intolerable

At or near retirement age. people do not adjust 
easily to new surroundings, fresh faces, strange 
habits or new lifestyles. 1 know many 
divorced-and-remarried men and women who 
would give all they possess to be back in the

comfortable routine of their former marriages.
Evo» If a long-married pair geu on each 

other's nerves sometime!, if they quarrel, tf 
resort to taking a few days’ vacation from each 
other now and then, they can still come hack to 
borne and hearth and the knowledge that neither 
m truly alone. Knowing that there is another to 
share time and space and hope for the fiXure is 
something we all need for security and stability 

I've been married to a good-natured man for 
almost 43 years. But tf he ever gets mean and 
irritable, if he shouts at me. tf he aims a missile 
my way. I'U never leave him. I'll know that 
another,man might be far meaner, might heave 
heavier rocks. '  •

I believe that the most blessed institution on 
earth, meaning marriage, should be held in 
sacred and permanent trust. And the older It is. 
the more respect a marriage deserves.

What does the newly divorced older person 
face?

Loners tell us that they find their social life 
stops, their fears of being alone grow greater day 
by day and they hesitate to seek new mates 
because of fear of another rejection or another 
unhappy marriage. Few people our age seek 
singles bars or the company of others recently 
tkvorced; only mirrors of misery await them 
there When you come home to an empty house 
and find nobody to talk to. you are lonely indeed 

Even if you adjust to loneliness eventually, or 
if you remarry, is the post-divorce trauma worth 
its paúl? I think not.

No »ray 
logo on together. He got married again. I didn't, 
don't plan to Problem for me is that his folks like 
me better than they do him.

Then apply 
cement over the exposed 
nails

If the entire shingle needs 
replacing, use a pry bar and 
remove the damaged piece 
along »vith the nails. Slip the 
new shingle in place and nail 
it to the sheathing below, 
using galvanized roofing 
nails.

WATERFORD, Conn. lAP) — The mayfly hatch is on Latimer's 

. Brook and the brook is running fresh The mere contemplation of it is 
balm to Henry Dougherty's winter-stiffened bones.

Day after day of late, and night after night. Henry has bent over ha 
work table, focusing his one good eye on tiny bits of fur and feather, 
arranging them with fingers that are thick and tobacco-stained but 
as supple as a surgeon’s.

Henry Dougherty is a counterfeiter of nature, a maker of trout 
fishmg flies. At that so fine a craft, he has few peers.

"I don’t know the real names of these bugs, the names the 
professors give them,” he said. “I just go to the river, catch the bug 
the fish are eating, bring it home and try to match it.

"Sometimes I think the flies you buy in the store were tied by 
people who never saw the bug. Ib a t’s Why I began tying my own 20 
yearsago. All I know is. mine work.”

The people who fish with Henry know it, too. Henry catches fish 
when nobody else does. Fish take his lures at any time of the day, any 
time of the season, and, to the dismay of everyone else, with 
maddening frequency.

Ibe reason has to do not only with the artistry of Henry's fly-tying 
but the nature of Henry himself.

He is one of those rare species of human animal who blends with

nature, is of a piece with nature. He detects color, movement, scent, 
sound that o th m  do not see or bear or smell.

He knows'that fish are not caught in anger or in malice and he 
harbors neither. He knows that fish are not lived by complex i 
technologies that seduce modern day seekers of easy solutions, but 
by meekness and patience. He personifies both.

Henry was a cabinetmaker during his working days. He is 71 now, 
but when he closed his shop some years ago it was more because of < 
health than age.

Arthritis had crippled his right arm and shoulder. Doctors tried 
ointments and potions and liniments but none worked.

could not have known, because Henry didn't know it himself, 
that in this case the remedy would be poles and strings and hooks.

"I had spent my whole life in the woods with my bard dogs.” he 
said, "but for some reason I had never gone fishing.

"When my arm went bad. a pal of mine said. ‘Henry, all that wing 
needs is some exercise and the best way to get it is with a fly rod.’ It 
worked. I got into fishing and fishing got into me. I would fish eight 
days a week if I could.”

In the hierarchy of anglers, the dry-fly purist tends to look with 
smug disdain upon all other types, and the one who ties his own flies 
looks up to none, the ultimate fishing snob.

Ford Motor G). reports record loss
DETROIT (AP) — Citing 

inflation and the slumping 
American car market. Ford 
Motor Co reported a record 
$164 million first-quarter loss 
and said high interest rates, 
increasing energy costs and the 
weakening economy could 
cause more problems later in 
I960

The No. 2 automaker said 
Monday its second consecutive 
quarter in the red resulted from

a $473 million deficit in 
domestic operations, its worst 
loss from North American 
business ever.

That was about the loss some 
have predicted for tottering 
Chrysler Corp.. which has yet to 
announce its first quarter 
results, and was substantially 
more than industry analysts 
had expected from Ford.

Jn last year's first quarter. 
Ford earned $595 million, or

$4.97 a share worldwide. Profits 
in that period totaled $220 
million in the United States and 
$375 million from foreign 
business.

The loss this qu a r t e r  
amounted to$1 36 a share.

F o r d ’s worst  previous 
three-month-period loss came 
in the fourth quarter of 1979 
when the automaker lost $109 
mil l ion worldwide .  The 
previous record loss from

domestic operations was $299 
million in the third quarter last 
year.

Lower volume, increased 
marketing costs, more small
vehicles in the product mix and 
the impact of inflation were
responsible for the record loss. 
Chairman Phillip Caldwell and
President Donald E. Petersen 
said in a statement.

Kennedy dream faces bad May
WASHINGTON (AP) — May promises to be a cruel month for Sen. 

Edward M Kennedy's dream of convincing the Democratic Party 
that' he has a better chance to win in November than President 
(drter

Kennedy scored narrow victories this month in Pennsylvania and 
Michigan that underlined his contention that Carter is vulnerable in 
the northern industrial states, often the key to Democratic 
presidential victories.

But in May the battleground is shifting to states that are likely to 
push Carter's delegate total close to the 1.666 he needs for nomination 
to a second term.

The first test will be on Saturday in Texas, hostile territory for 
Kennedy outside the Mexican-American community. Carter seems 
certain to capture a clear majority of the state's 152 delegates.

Tuesday. May 6. promises to be another big day for the 
Carter-Mondale ticket with primaries in Indiana. North Carolina. 
Tennessee and the District of Columbia. Only in the nation’s capital 
is Kennedy likely to emerge a winner.

And coming up Later in the month, states like Arkansas. Idaho. 
Kentucky. Nebraska and Nevada seem far more friendly to Carter 
than to Kennedy Only in Maryland and Oregon would the senator 
seem to have a chance to emerge on top.

NEW YORK (AP) -  “ ...and the Detroit 
Lions, with the No. 1 selection, draft...."

The moment National Football League 
Commissioner Pete Roxelle cleared his 
throat and completed that sentence today, 
another bumper crop of millionaires was 
born.

It wasn't always that way. of course.
Back before the Earl Campbells and 

Terry Bradshaws of this era, the O.J. 
Simpsons and Roman Gabriels of the 
previous decade and even the Tom 
Hannons and Paul Homungs of bygone 
days, there was Jay Berwanger.

He started it all...or, more accurately, he 
nearly started it all. He was the first 
winner  of the Hei sman Trophy,

emblematic of the finest collegiate football 
player in the land. And he was the No. 1 
ciMice in the first draft in the National 
Football League.

But he never played a minute of pro ball.
Philadelphia actually had the No.l choice 

in that No.l draft and. on Feb. 8.1836. the 
Eagigs selected Berwanger, a halfback out 
of the University of Chicago. They then 
traded the negotiation rights to George 
Halas' Chicago Bears.

The "negotiation" lasted less time than it 
takes to wave goodbye.

“I read in the paper that I'd besi 
drafted." Berwanger said. “That’s all I 
knew about it. Then I met George in a hotel 
lobby one night. We were both going to a

social o^agement. After he introduced me 
[to his wife and I introduced him to my 
{friend, he said. 'What do you want?’ and I 
said. ‘How about 125.000 for two years, no 
cut?’ and he said to my girlfriend. 'Nice to 
meet you.' and to me he said. ‘Jay. I'll see 
you around.’ That was the last I saw of him.

“Life in the NFL didn't look like a very 
promising future because they weren’t
paying any money in those days — $100. 
maybe $150 a game.” Berwanger said.
“They couldn't afford it. They didn't have 
television; they weren't a big drawing card
at the gate, and the country was just 
coming out of the depression.

Plugged Nickle warms up for Derby
LOUISVILLE, KY ( AP) -  Trainer Tom 

Kelly admiu he's superstitious, perhaps 
because of his Irish heritage, but he isn't 
worried that Plugged Nickle is staying at 
stall 13 in barn No 41 at Churchill Downs.

As the trainer of one of the favorites for 
Saturday’s 106th Kentucky Derby. Kelly 
has another worry ; to keep the 3-year-old 
colt from drifting out from the rail, as he 
(fed in his last two .triumphs, the Flotiiia 
Derby and the Wood Memorial

"He seemed bewildered on the front end 
In the Wood.” said Kelly before putting 
John M. Schiff's colt through a workout 
Monday “I certainly hope it doesn't 
happen again .”

On a track labeled good, the bay son of 
Key To The Mint was timed in 1:413-5 for a 
mile, pulling up in 1:584-5 for Itk miles. 
Regular jockey Buck Thornburg, who 
guided Plugged Nickle in the workout, said 
he had hoped for a better docking but 
added the track was muddy in spots.

"He had no problem with the track.” the 
jockey said. "I thought he handled it."

Kelly. 60 years oM and here for his third 
Derby, had a slight problem. “ I think he 
was going pretty slow early, but I couldn't 
tell because I borrowed a watch to time 
him and then I couldn't get it to work ''

Plugged Nickle worked in the company 
of S-year-old Rabmab “ in order to keep him 
interested.. . I’d say we're just about on our 
game plan and this move today puts him

right where he belongs coming up to the 
Derby.” Kelly said

Pressed on Plugged Nickle's penchant 
for drifting out. which indicates a tiring 
horse. Kelly said. "Another eighth of a mile 
won't hurt He should be right there at the 
end.” The Derby distance is 1*4 miles — 
the first time 3-year-olds go that far — 
compared the the I's-mile Wood and 
Florida Derby.

Kelly has been here before, with 
Globemaster finishing sixth to Carry Back 
in IWl. and Sunrise County, the second 
choice, winding up fifth to Decidedly in 
1962

Plugged Nickle has won seven of 11 
career starts, including three triumphs in 
four starts this year.

Harry A. Oak's Rockhill Native, the Blue 
Grass Stakes winner, is expected to 
provide the biggest challenge to Plugged 
Nickle from a likely field of about a dozen 
The 1979 2-year-old champion arrived here 
fn m Keeneland on Monday.

Tender loving care 
cure for stress, ills

NEW YORK (AP) — Cuddle your rabbit and save him from a heart 
attack

That is one lesson of recent research at Ohio State University, 
where scientists found that “tender loving care" seemed to protect 
rabbits on a high-fat diet against clogging of the arteries.

But Dr. Robert Nerem, who headed the experiment, says it also 
^  suggests that love and attention may affect hormone levels in the 
P  rabbit that help it to withstand heart disease 
- That may help us undertand how stress, or the lack of it. affects 

human health, he says
Nerem. a bioengineer formerly with the space program, and two 

* colleagues discovered the effect accidentally when they noticed that 
some rabbits on a high-cholesterol diet failed to develop fat buildups 
on the aorta that are usually caused by this diet.

“We thought the person who was handling the animals. Dr. 
(Murinai Levesque, might have treated some of them differently 
because she's fond of animals." says Nerem. Two new experiments 
were devised in which Ms. Levesque deliberately petted some of the 
rabbits

"I'd visit them four or five times a day just to say hello and 
cuddle," she recalls. After six weeks, the petted bunnies had less 
'heart disease than a control group of animals given normal care, 
even though both had elevated cholesterol in their bloodstreams.

The experiments are continuing at the University of Houston. 
. where Nerem has become chairman of mechanical engineering, to 

see whether petting raises the level of a hormone called 
corticosterone, which may be involved in fat deposition in the 
arteries

N.C., clinic, compared one popular antihi^mine — 
chlorpheniramine maleate -  to a non-active placebo.

« “Patient and physician evaluations of 271 patients showed 
chlorpheniramine to be superior to placebo in lessening the.
