Refugees attempt hijack to Miami

LIMA, Peru (AP) — Some 170 Cubans, many of them children,
seeking to go to the United States seized a Los Angeles-bound
Braniff jetliner on the ground in Lima today, taking 14 people
hostage, a Braniff spokesman said.

Three of the Cubans were injured by gunshots apparently fired by
Peruvian police, authorities said. Witnesses said several other
refugees were cut by glass after breaking windows of the terminal
building to get onto the runway.

The group was part of some 400 Cubans who surged onto the
runway as the plane was being prepared for boarding for a
continuation of a flight from Rio de Janeiro to Los Angeles. Police
jerked the ramp from the DC-8 jet to prevent more Cubans from
boarding, witnesses said. .

“What we want is to join our families in the United States'’ said
Manuel Vega, a Cuban who could not get on the plane

Farm, energy legislation

BORGER — Representatives of 26 area counties in the
Panhandle Soil and Water Conservation District were informed of
1981 federal and state legislation affecting agriculture and
conservation by a representative of Congressmen Jack
Hightower’s office during the Panhandle Soil and Water
Conservation District (S&WCD) meeting held Wednesday in
Borger.

This summer’'s drought, the rising cost of agricultural
production, the 1981 federal budget cuts, the windfall profits tax,
the grain embargo and overseas exports were some of the subjects
Clayburn Crain, agricultural legislative aid to Jack Hightower
brought to the group

The talk was seriously delivered and almost pessimistic in
content. Crain attended the meeting to let farmers and interested
conservationists know what is happening in the Texas and
Washington legislatures

Among the most important federal victories concerning soil
conservation business was the re-authorization of the Great Plains
Conservation Program for ten more years, Crain said

“Representatives in Washington have been trying to get rid of
this program since the days of the dust bowl,” Crain said, “‘and
keeping it, has definitely has been one of Jack Hightower's pet
projects since the earliest days of his administration.”

“However, every year there are numerous counties representing
other parts of the county, requesting to be included in a program
similiar to the Great Plains Program. At present, Congressmen
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He said the hostages were believed to include 11 passengers and
three flight attendants.

“There is strong talk around the country and a great deal of
pressure in Washington to balance the U.S. budget. This is among
Mr. Hightower's priorities. But there are 435 Congressmen, and 100

“No one in Washington wants any budget cuts to affect their
district,” Crain said. “*So they obviously do not want a balanced
budget."

Crain told the S&WCD members how Jack Hightower feels about
the Resource Conservation and Development Program (RC&D)

“The RC&D is locally coordinated and could be a great boom to
the rural area,” Crain said. ‘‘However, it has not been
administered the way it should be "

““The positive affect of the RC&D is still centered around the local
coordination,” Crain said. ‘‘The further away you get from a
problem, the harder it is to fix it. When money is sent to
Washington, a great deal often stays there."

“Although the feeling in Washington was not that agricultural
programs were not important, it was just that the cuts must be
made somewhere,’’ Crain said

Bani-Sadr opposes trials,
-hostages pass 300th day

The U.S. hostages in Iran are well but
their situation has not changed, one of their
captors said today as the 52 Americans
spent their 300th day in captivity. President
Abolhassan Bani-Sadr reiterated his
opposition spy trials for the hostages.

Seven more people were executed in
Iran, meanwhile, despite Amnesty
International’'s appeal to stop the firing
squads that have killed as many as 1,200 in
the last 18 months. Two Pakistanis were
among the latest executed, and they were
believed the first foreigners put to death for

various locations after the aborted U.S.
military attempt to rescue them four
months ago.

On Thursday, Iran’s U.N. representative
called on the United States to release an
estimated $8 billion in frozen Iranian assets
as a “symbolic gesture” that he predicted
might speed the hostage debate.

Jamal Shemirani, Iran's charge
d'affaires at the United Nations and the
sole Iranian uiplomat in America, told The
Associated Press in an interview Thursday
that he ‘thought a concession from
Washington “would accelerate actually the

“So far, whatever the United States has
said or has done has been in the direction of
aggravating the crisis between Iran and
the United States....I think it is up to the
United States ... to make a first move to
show that it is really ready and has a good
will to find a solution to the problem.

in first Abscam trial

NEW YORK (AP) — The jury in the nation's
first Abscam trial today began deliberating the
fate of Rep. Michael Myers and three other men
accused of sharing a bribe from undercover FBI
agents

The ninewoman, three-man panel began
considering the case just before noon after
receiving more than two hours of instructions
from U S. District Judge George C. Pratt.

Pratt told jurors to first consider the primary
charge, the bribery accusation against Myers.
He told them that because a defendant has the
major interest in the outcome of the case, he has
a “motive to lie” in testimony. Defense attorneys
objected to that instruction, but Pratt refused to
alter his charge to the jury.

Myers' bribery-conspiracy trial, which began
in Brooklyn on Aug. 11, is the first for six
congressmen indicted on charges stemming
from the FBI's investigation, code-named
Abscam. The others will stand trial later this

ear

g The Pennsylvania Democrat, Camden, N.J.,
Mayor Angelo Errichetti, Philadelphia City
Councilman Louis Johanson and Philadelphia
attorney Howard Criden were accused of sharing
$50,000 from undercover FBI agents posing as
representatives of an Arab sheik in return for
Myers’ promise to help the sheik in immigration
matters.

They were charged with bribery, conspiracy
and traveling in interstate commerce to commit

bribery. The bribery count included two
subsections, one carrying a possible 15-year
prison term and a lesser “‘criminal gratuity”
offense carrying a possible two-year term. The
conspiracy count carried a possible five-year
term

Pratt ruled earlier that the jury must find
Myers guilty of either subsection of the bribery
statute in order to convict on the conspiracy and
interstate travel counts.

He also ruled that if the jury acquitted Myers it
had to clear the other defendants. “If it was play
acting for him it was play acting for everyone,”
Pratt said.

The government argued that videotapes and
sound recordings played in court showed Myers
was “‘caught red handed’ and was “‘in need of a
story.” In closing remarks, federal prosecutor
Thomas P. Puccio called “split personality
nonsense’’ Myers' testimony that he had been
;p:ky acting” when he promised to help the

Myers testified he had no criminal intent when
he took the money and no plans to exert influence
on the sheik’s behalf. His lawyers argued that no
private immigration bill ever was introduced
and that there had been no follow-up by the
government after the payment.

Myers said he had been assured he would
never have to do anything for the sheik. Puccio
scoffed, ““Did he believe an Arab sheik was going
to dole out $50,000 for doing absolutely nothing?”

Residents object to
TIA move to Love Field

DALLAS (AP) — When an expansive new regional airport
between Dallas and Fort Worth opened in 1974, airlines shifted their
flights away from the old facility nestled in Dallas' populous west
side — that is all except Southwest Airlines.

Southwest vowed to remain at Love Field. And its competitors,
Braniff and Texas International, among others, took the smaller
airline to court trying to stop one commercial airline from having
an entire airport to itself.

Several battles later, Southwest was allowed to remain at Love,
and became a booming commuter carrier with approval from the
Civil Aeronautics Board to fly to adjacent states from Love.

Now Texas International wants a piece of the Love Field pie and
hég asked the CAB to allow it to serve the Dallas airport beginning
Tuesday with a competitive new fare program designed to compete
for budget-minded travelers.

That request has citizens living near the airport up in arms,
protesting the same things that followed Southwest's move to stay
at Love — more noise and crowded skies over a heavily populated
area.

The D-FW Airport Board and the cities of Dallas and Fort Worth
quote the Wright Amendment, restricting commercial traffic at
luagkve and prohibiting interlining — offering through service or

eting.

Southwest has also filed a CAB objection to TIA's proposal on
grounds of interlining.

Texas weather

It wasn't much relief, but residents in the drought-stricken
reaches of North Central Texas welcomed light, scattered rains
that dampened the region and kept the temperature below 100 in
the Dallas-Fort Worth area.

The rains were widely scattered and rainfall amounts were
light, but Thursday's official high at the Dallas-Fort Worth
Airport was 89 degrees, a far cry from the 100-plus readings that
have been common all summer.

The rest of Texas had clear skies, except for the coastal areas
northward to the Hill Country where scattered low clouds
formed early today.

As the sun rose today, temperatures were in the 50s in the
mountains of Southwest Texas and the 60s in the Panhandle, but
most other areas had overnight temperatures in the 70s.

Forecasters predicted more widely scattered thunderstorms
over parts of North and South Texas today, with the western
sections remaining mostly fair. Highs were expected to range
from the 80s along the coast to near 100 in the Big Bend valleys.

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Carter tax-cut proposal
enefit to low income

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Carter’s tax-cut proposals
would save business $15 billion, individuals who pay Social Security
§7 billion, working married couples $4.7 billion and some
low-income workers $900 million.

But it doesn’t have something for everyone. A person not in any of
those groups wouldn't benefit at all.

By making cuts in selected areas, the program announced
Thursday would fall short of offsetting the projected $60 billion
increase in next year's tax load as Americans are pushed into
higher tax brackets by inflation.

Carter said he will ask Congress to approve $12.6 billion in tax
reductions for individuals and $15 million for business, mostly in
incentives to promote investment in new or improved productive
facilities. The changes would be effective Jan. 1 and be applied to
1981 tax returns filed in 1982.

The Carter program would give business about 55 percent of the
total tax reduction in 1981 on the premise that the economy needs
increased production more than increased consumption. Usually,
individuals get about two-thirds of any tax reduction.

Carter proposed an 8 percent tax credit for individuals to offset a
78 percent increase in Social Security payments next year.
Business also would benefit from that provision as the employer

share of the extra payments — about $5.8 billion — would be
refunded

The dent also proposed a special tax deduction to reduce the
“mrrmmhy."pn quirk in the tax law that requires some
working couples to pay more taxes when married than when single.

Single taxpayers would receive only the Social Security credit. *

Married people who qualify for an earned income tax credit for
low-income people would receive expanded credits in the form of
cash payments.

A federal employee who is single or whose spouse doesn't work
would not gain at all. N

Also left out are low-income workers, mostly single, who don't
pay taxes and who don't qualify for the earned income credit,
although officials say they still are working on a way to help these

Treasury Department calculates that the Social Security”
credit would save $53 for a family earning $10,000 a year in 1981,
$106 for a $20,000 income and $133 for a §25,000 income. At $29,700,
the maximum income taxed by Social Security, the tax credit
would be §155. .

The tax cut for married people would depend on their income,
deductions and exemptions.

Anderson budget troubled

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Carter is off to the mountains
of Maryland today while Ronald Reagan explores his comfortable
new home in Virginia’s hunt country. But for John B. Anderson, the
fading life of summertime is anything but easy.

All planned major trips on Monday, Labor Day, and through the
first week of September. But while Carter took to Camp David and
Reagan eyed a mount from his four-horse stable, Anderson's
stretch before the stretch drive of 1980 lay in a dwindling budget —
leaving his plans a sudden shambles.

Strapped for cash and falling in the public opinion polls, the
independent presidential challenger shook out his campaign staff
Thursday and handed full control of the organization to a New York
media adviser.

At the same time, the Illinois congressman canceled a four-day
whistlestop tour of the Midwest next week, a ride which would have
taken him from his native Rockford, Ill., to the Madison, Wis.,
home of running mate Patrick J. Lucey.

Anderson accepted the resignations Thursday of three senior
aides, deputy director Edward Coyle, treasurer Francis Sheehan
and scheduler Michael Fenandez, and gave media consultant
David Garth total administrative control of the campaign,
informed sources said.

Moreover, Anderson replaced press secretary Michael
Rosenbaum with Tom Mathews, a partner in a direct-mail
fundraising firm, the sources said.

Anderson had hoped the train tour, which was to include stops in
Chicago, Detroit, Milwaukee, Columbus and Pittsburgh, would give
him the media exposure to propel his standing in the polls to at least
the 15 percent mark needed to qualify him for the presidential
debates, starting Sept. 21, proposed by the League of Women
Voters.

The congressman, who receives no public campaign funds, hoped
to raise up to $15 million by election day but has taken in less than $6
million so far. The whislestop tour was said to have been canceled,
in part, because there was not enough cash on hand, but also
because campaign officials viewed it as too expensive and complex
in any event.

Earlier there were other personnel and salary cutbacks, but
some expenses have gone unpaid and Anderson’s advance teams
have taken to staying in private homes rather than hotels.

Carter is slated to campaign in Alabama on Monday, with other
stops scheduled for Missouri and Pennsylvania during the week,
Reagan will leave his new, temporary estate in Middleburg, Va.,
for an appearance in New York City, with later stops in Michigan,
Florida and Louisiana.

In other developments Thursday, Carter accepted yet another
invitation for a one-on-one debate with Reagan, this ane from the
Ladies Home Journal for a showdown on issues of particular

concern to women. And, again, the president’'s campaign taunted 4

Reagan aides for an acceptance.

Carter manager Robert Strauss declared that *‘Gov. Reagan now
has three opportunities, three types of format to choose from for
such a one-on-one debate: the Ladies’ Home Journal, CBS’ “‘Face*
the Nation,"” or the National Press Club. We hope he will find one or *
more acceptable.”

Strauss emphasized anew that once a one-on-one meeting with
Reagan is assured, “the President will then be pleased to
participate in a multi-candidate debate at the earliest possible

Reagan's campaign, meanwhile, stuck to its position that Reagan
would entertain the idea only after Carter agreed to take on both
him and Anderson, should Anderson qualify, under terms of the
League of Women Voters.

Reagan on Thursday criticized President Carter's $27.6 billion
economic revitalization plan as “a short-term political quick fix."
But Reagan said he would not be ready with his own ideas for
economic recovery — to be coupled with his call for a 30 per cent cut
intax rates over three years — until the coming weeks.

However, he declared that ‘‘obviously you're not going to balance
the budget instantly...it takes time.” Reagan has long advocating
balanced federal spending.

Anderson declared that “Jimmy Carter has mismanaged the ,
American economy for four years, and the new plan he has
unveiled today does not change that. We not only need a new game
plan, we need a new coach.”

Hostage families quiet on 300th day |

WASHINGTON (AP) — Some of the families of the American
hostages in Iran plan quiet commemorations of the 300th day of
captivity. Others say there’'s no reason to treat the day as
something special.

“Would you really want to commemorate a day when your
husband or son was held hostage?” asked a Washington area
woman whose husband was among those taken captive in Tehran
Nov. 4, 1979, 300 days ago today.

“I will treat it like any other day. I will goto work. Itisn't a day to
celebrate in any way "' said the woman, who requested anonymity .

“The 300th day — those numbers bother me,"” sighed Dorothy
Royer, 79, of Houston, whose son William is a captive. “‘I don’t need
to be reminded that it's that long."”

But Mrs. Royer will, in her own way, commemorate the day.

She is on her way to a vacation at her son’s cottage in East Texas.
Along the way, she planned to leave yellow ribbons on trees,
lampposts and pillars.

At Tacoma, Wash., the fence surrounding Dave Schaefer's home
is adorned with a yellow ribbon for each day his father, Air Force
Col. Thomas Schaefer, has held captive.

“It’s just starting to strike me now how long it really has been,”
Schaefer said. ‘‘Maybe the number 300 ... that's a long time. And to
think that 300 days ago everything was normal.”

The family of Richard Morefield, who was the U.S. Embassy’s
consul general, is trying ‘‘to live our lives normally and together as
much as possible, as dad wants it,” said his daughter, Betsy, of San
Diego. The family planned a quiet dinner with friends, nothing
more.

The families of several hostages gathered in Hermitage, Pa., for”
a 52-hour candlelight vigil. Hundreds of well-wishers were expected
for the ceremony, during which 300 American flags were to be
raised — one for each day of captivity.

“All we can do is hope and pray,” said Harry Metrinko of
Olyphant, Pa. When Metrinko's son Michael, 33, comes home, he
will extinguish a *‘Flame of Freedom" burning in Hermitage.

In Chicago today, public relations man Merton Silbar was kicking
off adrive to raise $1 million to benefit hostages and their families.

Silbar said he is asking 5,000 corporations to donate at least $300
each — $1 for each day since the takeover of the American
Embassy by militants demanding the retum of the Shah of Iran.
Silbar says the money his campaign raises will go to the hostages or
totheir families. -

Student editor faces contempt charges

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — A student newspaper editor who says he
will not submit photographs subpoenaed by prosecutors was
xrdered to return to a county courtroom today to face contempt

charges.

Mark McKinnon, editor of the Daily Texan, has photographic
negatives that Assistant County Attorney Jeff Blackwelder wants
to help identify 16 Middle Eastern students on trial here for
disrupting a Jan. 31 University of Texas campus speech by a
former Iranian official.

McKinnon testified Thursday he could could not tell if the
negatives he has are the ones sought in Blackwelder’s subpoena.
However, County Court-at-Law Judge Jon Wisser said he did not
think McKinnon made a sufficient effort to determine if the photos
he has are the ones Blackwelder wants.

“I'm convinced that with a very minimal effort he could have
identified the time the photographs were taken, " the judge said.

“His lack of knowledge on this whole thing is startling to me,”
said Wisser.

Wisser wants McKinnon to contact the photographer who took the
pictures, but McKinnon has said she cannot be reached.

The subpoena called for photos taken on the afternnon that
Fereydoun Hovedya, former Iranian ambassador to the U.N. spoke

at the University of Texas,

Wisser said he was holding McKinnon in contempt and gave him
until today to decide what to do with the negatives.

McKinnon, who was not editor in January, said envelopes
containing the negatives, carried several notations, including :
“Iranian ambassador to the U.N.,” “Debates following arrests- 10
Iranian students for disturbing the peace,”” and the date of
Hoveyda's speech.

“It's quite apparent a good faith effort (to comply with the
subpoena) has not been made,” Blackwelder said.

Report indicates economy on upswing

WASHINGTON (AP) — Suspicions that the recession is nearing
an end could be strengthened with the government's release today
of its barometer of economic conditions for July.

Private economists expect the monthly Index of Leading
Indicators to show another robust increase, following a 2.5 percent
spurt in June.

The composite index — which measures a dozen components —
traditionally helps predict the economy's direction.

Before June, the index had posted several drops, reflecting the
nation's decline into a recession. In April, the index plunged a
record 3.9 percent.

The recession turned out to be at its worst between April and
June, with overall economic output dropping 9 percent, nearly the
worst quarterly fall ever. Since June, however, the economy has
begun to show signs of improvement, particularly in the housing
industry

Richard B. Hoey, an economist at the brokerage firm of Bache
Halsey Stuart Shields Inc., projects a 3 percent rise in the index.
Merrill Lynch, Pierce, Fenner & Smith, while not citing a specific
figure, says, ‘‘We anticipate another strong gain.”

However, the expected increase does not represent all good news,
some analysts say.

Much of the jump, they predicted, would probably be due to one

component — the money supply .

“In the 13 weeks up to early August, MIB (the broadest measuré
of currency and checking accounts) soared by §21 billion,"” said Ian
McAvity, a Toronto-based market commentator.

Making crime not pay

We devote a lot of attention to the clumsiness of our courts in dealing
with dangerous criminals, figuring that life might be a little calmer
today and tomorrow if the people who are taxing so much of our money
to protect us would do a better job of incapacitating the felons. For the
long run, however, we've never held out much hope that judges or the
police can do much to prevent crime; in fact, they may impede
effective actions by establishing a sort of state monopoly in the field.

One of the best ways private parties can combat crime is to make it
inopportune for the criminal. Police departments are aw are of this and
many are turning to burglary prevention programs. There is no reason
tax dollars have to be spent on such instruction. Security consultants
are widely available for those with significant assets to protect, and the
rest of us can pick up enough tips from the popular media to provide
reasonable safety for our persons and property if we combine the
advice with common sense “

Businesses have a strong incentive to deter crime, and can be
expected to come up with innovative approaches to doing so. A recent
Los Angeles Times story detailed how one firm, Southland Corp.,
owners of the 7-Eleven stores, goes about discouraging armed robbers.

The convenience store chain’s clerks are instructed how to respond to
actual holdups or to their suspicion that one may be in the making.
They are urged to be calm and cooperative with a robber, taking care
not to surprise an amateur into firing out of nervousness. All the while,
they are to r.ote the criminal’s features in detail in order to jot down a
complete description as soon as he leaves. And they take care to
include a pre-marked bill with the ecash they-turn over, for help in
pinning the suspect to his crime later on.

Southland also asks its clerks to circulate in the stores during slow
periods. rather than lounging behind a register. One robber arrested
for victimizing another establishment told police he was discouraged
from hitting a 7-Eleven because the employee’s constant movement
convinced him that the boss must have been in the back, otherwise no
one would work that hard. Clerks also are to greet each shopper who
enters and subtly to encourage other customers to notice anyone who
appears to be lingering suspiciously. Both of these steps make the
target less attractive for a criminal who wants minimum exposure.

Store owners have done their part by making the interior of the shops
more visible from the street — taking down window signs and turning
up the lighting — and by installing safes that permit a warning sign to
state accurately that the clerk doesn’'t have access to more than $30
after dark

Southland's campaign apparently is paying off. Armed felons are
choosing to look elsewhere. The number of robberies and the amount
lost to holdups has been reduced in the last five years and the incidence
of violence against employees cut in half. The dollar total saved has
actually been less than the amount spent on the security program, but
an intangible. the increased sense of personal safety felt by employees,
is thought to more than compensate for the difference.

The Times story noted other businesses resorting to these sorts of
passive measures to leave themselves less open to robbery. Many of
these tactics have been developed through research into the eriminal
mentality. and though they are rarely as spectacular as the *‘Starksy &
Hutch™™ method of fighting crime with guns blazing, they tend to be
more effective and endanger a lot fewer people. There's a lesson in all
of this. if we care to learn it

We need Alaska

As expected. the debate in the Senate over the Alaska lands bill is
becoming long and passionate. Deciding the status of the vast acreage
of federal lands in Alaska is turning out to be one of the most difficult
tasks before the 96th Congress.

The House last year passed a bill which set aside and generally bars
development on 125.4 million acres — a victory for environmentalists.
At issue now is whether the Senate will go along, or instead adopt a less
restrictive compromise plan drawn up by its own Energy and Natural
Resources Committee.

Whether one has ever been to Alaska, or ever expects to go there, the
emotions pull toward support of the House measure. Alaska is our last
wilderness. It should be left as it is. But the head does not always agree
with the heart. Alaska is also a storehouse of oil, gas, timber and
mineral resources which the country needs. The problem is to reconcile
those two concerns.

The Senate compromise does not strike us as an invitation to the
“rape and ruin’’ of Alaska, as the opponents say, but as a conscientious
effort by senators to balance interests that tilt too far in the direction of
preser»:ation in the House bill. The amount of land to be set aside is still
impressive — 102.2 million acres, or an area about the size of
California.

The committee’s concessions to resource development are not an
abject sell-out to industry or to those Alaskans who want to see t.he@r
state develop its economic potential. They are based on a realistic
appraisal of how much of Alaska's resources the nation can afford to
leave untouched for the sake of wilderness protection.

The Senate debatg,is being viewed as a classic confrontation between
environmentalists and developers. We would point out, however, that it
is not 'developers’ who need Alaskan oil, but the American people,
whose economy is being bled and whose security is being jeopard.ized
by their dependence on oil from the Persian Gulf. It is the Am_erlcan
people whose way of life depends on supplies of tim ber and minerals
that Alaska can supply.

Election-year economics?

WASHINGTON (NEA) - A staple of U.S.
politics is what might be called
“election-year economics.” It is usually
considered mandatory for a president
seeking re-election to pursue an economic
policy that attempts to maximize
Americans’ personal income and minimize
unemployment on the oft-proved theory
that a prosperous electorate is a happy
electorate that will return the incumbent to
office.

But for the last year and a half, President
Carter and his economic advisors have
made much of pursuing an economic policy
based not on what is best for an incumbent
seeking re-election but on what is best for
the nation as a whole. Faced with raging
inflation, the White House chose to trigger
a deepening recession with accompanying
unemployment.

Alfred Kahn, chief White House inflation
fighter, is fond of saying things like: “‘We
are doing what is right for the country. We
can only hope that the people will see that
while it will hurt some in the short term, it
is what's best for all of us over the long
term. It is not good politics, but it is good

But now has appeared the first indication
that election-year politics may have begun
to influence Carter's economic policy.

The White House and the Carter-Mondale
Presidential Committee had for some
weeks been quietly telling their farm-state
operatives and leaders of farm
organizations that the president Was
prepared to do something major for the

farmer.

That something has now been
announced. It is a major boost in federal
price supports for grain that will add
perhaps §1 billion next year to farm
income. At the same time, of course, higher
price supports — essentially, higher floors
on grain prices — will substantially
increase the costs to consumers not only of
grain products but of products such as beef,
which is grain fed.

Increasing price supports thus appears
clearly at odds with the administrator’s
previous strategy of fighting inflation at all
costs.

In a press conference following he
price-support announcement, Agriculture
Secretary Bob Bergland explained that the
huge jump in price supports is necessary
because ‘‘farmers are in a serious
cost-price squeeze that has depressed farm
income over the last 18 months and this
increase is designed to give farmers
needed relief."”

Meanwhile, administration officials are
trying to play down the inflationary impact
of the price-support rise. While it may add
$1 billion or so to farm income, they argue,
the impact on the consumer will likely be
“only about $100 million in the first year.”

Bergland and other White House
advisers insist the decision was made “‘on
the economic merits,"’ not on political ones.
“We have no way of knowing what the
political impact will be,”” says Bergland.

But Carter-Mondale planners can pretty
well guess what would have happened had
the billion dollars not been put into

farmers’ pockets. It does not take a long -

memory to recall the “tractorcades’” of
irate farmers circling the White House to
voice their outrage at sinking farm profits.

While Carter did well with farm voters in
1976, his campaign workers in farm states
and Democratic congressmen with large
farm constituencies had begun
bombarding the White House with
warnings that unless the president did
something major for farmers — and did it
quickly — the Republican could sweep the
farm vote in November,

So, how ““non-political”” was the increase
in price supports? Well, the decision was
personally announced by Carter to the
leaders of 16 farm organizations who had
been invited to the White House for the
occasion. The meeting was attended not
only by administration officials but by
major Carter-Mondale campaign workers
who deal with farm states.

To most observers here, the decision on
price suplaom seems almost purely
political. Many believe that it signals a
return to election-year economics as the
president starts to sink out of sight in the

polls.

A lobbyist for Texas pharmacists says generic

Davis appeared before the Sunset Advisory Commission, which
scheduled hearings today on the State Board of Dental Examiners
and the State Board of Medical Examiners.

The commission, four senators and four state representatives,

Because the resolution labels the death penalty ‘“cruel and
inhuman,” the United States cannot support it, said Ronald Gainer,
the chief U.S. delegate and a Justice Department official.

“We would not like to be labeled a renegade country,’ he added.

Thirty-eight U.S. states have enacted or reinstated capital
punishment since the 1976 Supreme Court decision rejecting the
claim that death is an unconstitutional penalty.

Today, 117 of the United Nations' 153 member states retain the

death penalty law.

According to Amnesty International, more than 60 countries have
carried out executions in the past five years.

The London-based human rights organization and the National
Association for the Advancement of Colored People have presented
papers at the Caracas meeting calling for immediate abolition of

capital punishment.

GOLDEN SUMMIT OF MOUNT OMEI, China (AP) — Still they
come to Mt. Omei, mist-bound and mystical. They're slowed by
age, pained by illness, hobbled by once-bound feet. They are
pilgrims, and piety drives them on.

By the thousands they form a murmuring procession of tattered
figures in the black headcloths of old peasants. The feeble are
carried on the backs of young men who charge about 22 cents a
kilometer to scale the 3,090 meters to the ‘Golden Summit."

The pilgrims sink in quagmires and slip on steep stone steps
leading to the summit where a Buddhist temple once stood. Today it
is a shell, gutted by fire during the 1966-76 anti-religious Cultural
Revolution. Beside it rises a television tower, built to spread the
sacred word of the late Chairman Mao.

Inthose days pilgrims dared not climb the mountain.

Oblivious to the tower, pilgrims go straight to the stone skeleton
of the Hall of Sutras. They bow before blank walls where Buddhas
once dwelled. They burn incense and paper money on nonexistent
altars. They offer precious-rationed cooking oil, sweets and
peanuts.

They pray for prosperity, good crops and fat pigs.

“Excellency Buddha,"" an old woman prays, “I can only come to
see you once a year but I am loyal. I will come again next year.
Your excellency, please bless me and let me come and go safely.”

Some pilgrims weep over the empty hall.

“All my eight pigs died last year and I have been afflicted by bad
luck," said Peng Gui Ying, 45, as she slipped a handful of lucky pig
stones into her patched pocket. ‘‘Maybe now my pigs will grow fat
and bring a good price."’

“It's been a miserable year,"” said Madame Peng, whose family
of seven lives on $150 a year in Loshan county. The pigs, however,
are only for market and the family can afford to eat pork only once
every week or two.

“My children asked me to come,” she said, ‘‘and pray to the
Buddha for our pigs."

From May through most of summer the narrow paths of Mount
Omei become religious thoroughfares. Pilgrims spend 45 cents a
night to sleep in temples along the way. Every night about 1,900
persons can sleep in the firetrap hostel on the summit.

About 40,000 pilgrims made the journey last year, encouraged by
China’s revived policy of religious toleration. This year even more
are climbing the mountain that Buddhist legend says a good
Chinese should climb once in his life.

The pilgrims are mostly old women, wih only a handful of old
men and young believers. Most young people can't get time off
from work for religious practices. Joining the pilgrims are
impoverished peasants carrying provisions for the hostel and
bricks for construction.

To see the sun rise over Mount Omei is to have good luck for a
year. ‘Ah!" sighs a young woman beliver as the horizon turns gold.
“That is the future of the world."

Furniture for the consumer Capote solves writing

says he has found a discrepancy

between what consumers wnat and what

manufacturers and retailers are giving them.

Allesandro (he uses only his first name), who
was singled out by the ASID for his design of a
startling, curved table for Baker Furniture, has

otten acquainted with American

ome-furnishings consumers in frequent
appearances in stores around the country to
promote his lacquered furniture designs.

“I travel, I ask questions, and I listen to the
answers because it is important for a designer to
know," he said at his showroom in New York. He
discovered that while there are differences in
lifestyle and taste from area to area, there is
broad agreement among American consumers.

“People want to live with simplicity, with
elegance, with good desgin and good color,” he
said. And they want products that are easy to
care for and of good quality and to help them to
do this. “But the manufacturers want to play it
safe,"”” he added.

For example, he recently designed a new,
extra large placemat. At a meeting to present
the new design, everyone was enthusiastic.

“Great idea, they told me. But it will never
work,"” Allesandro recalled.

The order of preference for
other types of packaging was:
cans, frozen food packages and
cardboard boxes. Paper and
cellophane packets ranked last.

Almost all — 98 percent — of
the home economists said that
consumers could benefit from
education on packaging.

The survey indicates that
home economists are well or-
ganized in their shopping
habits. Most (68 percent) spend
an hour or less per week for
food shopping and all those re-
sponding said they prepared
shopping lists before going to
the supermarket.
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Home economists also appear
to be part of the current trend
toward the use of cents-off cou-
pons, the survey revealed. Al-
most 85 percent said they clip,
save and use coupons.

Jane Fonda works out dilemma

Jane Fonda, an old hand at
championing political and
social causes, says she has had
to face up to one moral dilem-
ma that really hits home: how
to cope with the million-
dollar-plus salaries she and
other performers are often
paid to act in films.

“I just can’'t understand
how a movie actor can be paid
a million dollars while teach-
ers can barely pay their bills,”
she said in an interview in the
September issue of Forum
magazine.

“As long as we have the
star system — and that’s the
structure in Hollywood — I
take it, of course,” she said.

MUSIC FOR CHAMELEONS.
By Truman Capote. Random
House. 262 Pages. $10.95.

Some years ago, Truman Ca-
pote found himself confronted
by an apparently unsolvable
problem.

He was determined to solve
it, however, because he felt
that if he could not he might as
well quit writing. The problem
was: how can a writer success-
fully combine within a single
form — say the short story —
all he knows about every other
form of writing?

Capote wrestled with and
eventually, to his satisfaction,
solved his problem.

Make efficient use of clean-up time

Like mother, like daughter?
Not according to a recent
opinion survey on home care
and scents conducted by
Johnson Wax. Changes in

Camp offers sports
for mentally ill

NEW YORK (AP) — “It's a
most unusual camp,” says Dr.
Yoosuf Haveliwala,psychiatrist
and director of Creedmuor Psy-
chiatric Center in Queens, N.Y.

The campers are mentally ill
men and women who, after
years of treatment in a psy-
chiatric center, are awaiting
discharge. Camp Frontier,
named by the campers them-
selves, was designed to bridge
the gap between hospital rou-
tine and community life.

The director believes the
camp will help prepare patients
for life outside the hospital
through emphasis on sports as
a present-day social fixture and
as a taste of the competitive
nature of life ‘““on the outside.”
Activities fit the abilities and
attention spans of the 50 par-
ticipants.

“Sports is a part of our
society,” Haveliwala points out.

~“To be ignorant of sports is to
be further alienated; these
patients don’t need that strike
against them. Also, we are able’
to moderate the level of com-
petition here, so they can ad-

just without losing the emotion-
al support system.”

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Make your own skin care products _

You don’t need surgery, salon treatments or
your
looking. Instead, beauty consultant-writer
Adrien Arpel suggests a variety of
tried-and-proven skin care aids in her Family
Circle feature, ‘“‘Look 10 Times Better, 10 Years
Younger.” Almost all anti-aging skin care aids
she recommends in the magazine — including a
“Scrub Machine,” a “Snip-and-Tuck Wrinkle
Trainer” and skin masks — can easily and
inexpensively be made with ingredients that are
probably in your kitchen cupboard right now.
Here's how to make them and use them:

This “Scrub Machine” removes the dead,
gray-looking top layer of your epidermis, says
Ms. Arpel in Family Circle. To make it, first
squeeze the juice from half a lemon, remove the
pulp and save the shell. Then mix two
tablespoons of yogurt with the “‘dried” pulp and
enough crushed almonds, cornmeal or oatmeal
to make it gritty. Put the combined ingredients
into the lemon rind. Make sure you pack it full.
Now, wrap the ingredients in wet cheesecloth

expensive creams to keep

and secure with a rubber band.

For five minutes work this mildly abrasive
scrubbing tool over your face. Finish off with a

hot, damp washcloth.

Gummed labels (available in any stationary
store) are all you need to flatten out frown lines
and other wrinkles. The article advises cutting
the labels into butterfly, diamond or circular
shapes — whichever best covers your wrinkles
Before applying the labels, clean, rinse and dry
skin. Then rub the wrinkle against the grain

(horizontally for vertical scowl lines, lengthwise
for across-the-brow furrows) to stimulate
circulation. Rub until you feel slight friction.
Moisten a gummed label with warm water and
press it on the wrinkle with the palm of your
hand. That's it. Do this % hour a day three times
a week. Arpel advises in Family Circle that if
you're under a lot of stress, sleep with the labels
in place one night a week.

Masks give your skin a dramatic conplexion
boost by stimulating and firming skin. According
to the Family Circle article, they temporarily
tighten pores, help heal blemishes and-or plump
up wrinkles.

For dry skin mix this honey 'n egg mask:
Combine a stiffly beaten egg white with one
tablespoon of powdered milk. Slowly mix in the
egg yolk and one teaspoon of honey. Apply and
leave on for five minutes, then rinse.

For oily skin, try this mud mask : Combine two
tablespoons alcohol with two teaspoons of
Fuller's earth and a teaspoon of peppermint
extract. Apply and leave on for 10 minutes and
rinse off.

Fight aging skin with this mask! Mix together
two teaspoons plain yogurt, % teaspoon of honey
and % teaspoon of lemon juice. Prick open three
capsules of vitamin E — the equivalent of 300
units — and fold into the mix. Leave on skin for 15
minutes before rinsing off.

When using masks remember these tips: Mask
_your throat to tone and tighten this area. Mask
more often in hot weather to remove dead skin
buildup. Smile before applying the mask.

Gerulaitis blasts umpire
after upset loss in Open

NEW YORK (AP) — Vitas Gerulaitis spent three of the most
frustrating hours of his career on the stadium court at the U.S.
Open Thursday night. He then spent 15 minutes venting his anger
by blasting nearly everyone who played a part in his second-round
defeat by little-known Hank Pfister.

“It was a joke,"” said the No .5 seed from nearby Kings Point, N.Y.
after Pfister's 6-3, 6-2, 3-6, 1-6, 7-6 victory. ‘It was the worst central
umpire (Zeno Frau) for a match I've seen. They want this to be the
biggest tournament in the world, then they have no net judge and
roving judges on the line? With only one other match going on?"’

Gerulaitis, who lost in the finals last year, then criticized the
6-foot4 Pfister, who is ranked 40th in the world.

“Every time Pfister cried, they changed the calls for him," said
Gerulaitis. “Why not ask me if they were good?

*‘On one of my serves, I hit almost an ace and he barely ticked the
ball with his racket. Then he complained that the guy (a linesman)
:“l!k out his hand and it distracted him. He was lucky to reach the
i Second-seed John McEnroe, who beat Gerulaitis in the 1980 final,
returned to action today against Steve Krulevitz. Jimmy Connors,
No.3 seed, opposed Butch Walts; No.7 Harold Solomon took on
unpredictable Ilie Nastase of Romania; No.10 Ivan Lendl of
Czechoslovakia baftled Chris Mayotte; No.13 Brian Gottfried
played Tim Gullikson, and No.16 Vic Amaya took on Rick Fagelina
night match. Martina Navratilova, the second-seed among the
women, played Leslie Allen; No.5 Wendy Turnbull of Australia
played her first match of the tournament, a night contest with
Renee Richards, and Andrea Jaeger, the 15-year-old eighth-seed,
also made her first appearance in this event, against Jeanne
DuVall.

While Gerulaitis seethed about the officiating — one of his
complaints during the match, to tournament referee Mike
Blanchard, resulted in a judge being placed at the net — he also was
unimpressed with Pfister, whom he’d beaten five times previously.

“He got a set and a half start on me because of them (the
officials),”” Gerulaitis claimed. ‘I played average, made some silly
errors in the fifth set. He did play a good tiebreaker.”

Pfister called the win ‘“‘my second biggest, next to beating
Connors in Las Vegas in '78. And I beat Gerulaitis in his own
backyard.”

He did it despite serving erratically and losing his power in the
third and fourth sets. But he was a demon in the final set as both
men played spectacularly. Pfister won the tiebreaker 86 when
Gerulaitis, who had saved one match point with a dynamite serve,
missed on a couple of backhands.

“To beat him 7-6 in the fifth is a real accomplishment for me,”
said the 26-year-old Californian who has never won on the tour. “‘He
got some bad calls early on, but otherwise I thought the officiating
was excellent.”

What certainly was excellent was the play of women's defending
champion Tracy Austin, who embarrassed Rosie Casals 60, 6-0 in
46 minutes.

“I'd rather have played anybody but Tracy,” said Casals of the
No.1 seed. ‘She knows how to win and that's the last thing it takes
to be a champion. She's good, she wants it and now she knows how
togetit.”

Third-seed Chris Evert Lloyd had little trouble with Peanut Louie
in an anticlimactic match that followed Gerulaitis-Pfister on the
National Tennis Center stadium court. Lloyd, a four-time Open
winner, scored a 6-3, 6-1 decision.

Only one women's seed was beaten in the second round Thursday,
No.16 Regina Marsikova falling to JoAnne Russell 6-2, 6-3. Kathy
Jordan, No.11, beat Sharon Walsh 6-1, 64; No.12 Virginia Wade of
Britain struggled for the second time in a row before ousting
Claudia Casabianca of Argentina 4-6, 6-3, 7-5; No.13 Pam Shriver
defeated Renee Blount 6-1, 6-2, and No.14 Ivanna Madruga of

The Lions of a year ago lacked two major
ingredients: a good quarterback and a good
runner. Now they've got 'em both. Quarterback
Gary Danielson is back after missing the entire
1979 season with an injury, and rookie Billy Sims,
this year's version of Earl Campbell or Ottis
Anderson, is about to explode out of the blocks.

Chicago's Mike Phipps may be the most
under-rated quarterback in the NFL, partly
because of a reliance on super-runner Walter
Payton. But Phipps’ passing (look for more of it
this year) and a typically sound defense will
have the Bears growling fiercely.

The Buccaneers had by far the softest schedule
of 1979. This year’'s isn't quite as soft and will be
their undoing unless they find a way to put
together an offense consistent enough to warrant
being mentioned in the same breath with that
magnificent — and overworked— defense.

Hot-and-cold Tommy Kramer, quarterbacking
Minnesota, has no ground game to turn to, and
the defense is in a state of flux. Green Bay lost its
No. 1 draft choice, defensive tackle Bruce Clark,
flee to Canada. That hurt — as did the injuries to
quarterbacks David Whitehurst and Lynn
Dickey.

It's difficult to remember a time when the
Rams weren't considered the best of the west,
and it's difficult to view them as anything else
this year, too. Look for Vince Ferragamo to
entrench himself as the No.1 quarterback before
the season is too far gone. And Los Angeles is no
longer a plodding team. It'll come up with lots of
big plays. The defense, so reliant on the line in
past years, is more balanced, too. Not even the
contract dispute of several regulars can keep the
Rams from finishing on top.

Archie Manning is one of those quarterbacks
who lurks somewhere just short of greatness. He,
Wes Chandler, Chuck Muncie and others give
New Orleans a sometimes devastating attack. If
the Saints can establish a defense that doesn't
collapse, they could make things tough for the

San Francisco, having somehow survived the
Joe Thomas era, is about to show some signs that
all is not lost. Rookie Earl Cooper gives Steve
DeBerg power on the ground and a good passing
target downfield, and Hollywood Henderson
can't help but bolster the defense. Offense has
never been Atlanta's strong suit. And the
once-terrifying defense is no more.

Look for the New York
Jets in the East and Denver Broncos in the West to emerge as
division champions

Ready for more of the same ol' thing? Look for the Pittsburgh
Steelers to once again edge Houston for the Central Division crown.

The Jets, with more afterburners than the space shuttle, are
tailor-made for the NFL's new aerial era and should beat out New
England's hot-and-cold Patriots for first place.

The Broncos, whose Achilles heel for years has seemed to be the
lack of a mobile quarterback, have one now. Matt Robinson, late of
the Jets, gives Denver the secret ingredient needed to outlast San
Diego

The acquisition of Ken Stabler puts Houston in the superteam
class. He'll take a lot of the pressure off Earl Campbell and make
believers out of a lot of other Oilers. But Pittsburgh Coach Chuck
Noll, making a small change here, a tiny adjustment there, will
keep the Steelers as close to invincibility as they’ve always been.
