I ran into Johnny Waddle at
Canton’s First Monday. He
lives in Royse City and
makes two types of branding
irons: the traditional kind for

branding animals and the
steak kind for branding
- steaks.

A year ago, Johnny was
working for a Cadillac dealer
in Dallas, doing. branding
irons as a hobby. Now his
hobby is his vocation.

“People kept asking me to
make one for somebody’s
birthday or Christmas
present,” said Johnny. “I was
making so many of them I
Just decided one day to get
out of the car business and
into branding irons fulltime.”

The steak brands have been
sold all over the US and in
England. They generally have
a two inch single letter on the
business end. The basic cost
is twenty dollars, but if you
want to add another letter,
that’s five dollars more. The
traditional brands start at
forty-five dollars, plus five
dollars  more  for  any
additional letter.

Heating the small steak
brands is no problem. Just
fire up the grill, put the brand
on it and let it start warming
up. Then put on your steak,
hamburger meat or chicken.
When you flip it for the last
time, apply the brand lightly
to the meat.
