The British reported no dead, 
wounded or prisoners.

GENEVA. Doc. U UP)—Reports 
circulated in Uafue of Nations 
circle« today that France would 
break diplomatic relations with 
Bataola and close the Soviet em­
bassy in Paris if the league ex­
pels Russia in condemnation of 
her Invasion of Finland.
The move for expulsion, first 

launched by Latin American mem­
bers. was gaining ground as the 
Finns, who heretofore have declined 
to state their views concerning it, 
swung their support behind it.

French sources called the Russian 
embassy in Paris “the center of a 
web" of underground French Com­
munist activity.

They reported Premier Daladier, 
whose government has outlawed the 
Communist party in France, was 
determined to close the embassy and 
would use the league ouster as an 
opportunity to act.

Soviet sources in Ocneva said it 
was "highly probable” Russia would 
reject the League of Nation's 24- 
hour ultimatum calling on her to 
accept mediation of the Russian- 
Finnlsh war.

Consequently league leaders press­
ed the committee considering Fin­
land's appeal for aid to draft a 
report condemning Russia as an 
aggressor and sought practloal 
means for ejecting Russia from the 
league.

Rep. Carl Mopes 
Of Michigan Dies 
In New Orleans
NEW ORLEANS, Dec. 12 (A*\— 

The Congressional c o m m it t e e  
which met here yesterday to hear 
testimony on the Cole bill which 
would authorize federal control of 
the petroleum industry decided to 
adjourn 11s hearing today follow­
ing the sudden death of Rep. Carl 
E. Mapcs (R-Mich).
Rep. William P. Cole (R-Md), 

author of the bill, and chairman 
of the House Interstate and For­
eign Commerce sub-committee con­
ducting the hearing, announced he 
would accompany the body of his 
late colleague back te Grand Rapids, 
Mich., leaving at 1 p. m. today.

Rep. Mapes, 64, who was in good 
health yesterday, was found serious­
ly ill at 5:45 a. m. today by em­
ployees of the Roosevelt hotel, who 
had been notified by the telephone 
operator that the telephone con­
nection was open.

Die Congressman was dressed and 
said he was suffering pains of the 
heart. A nurse and doctor were sum­
moned, and the Congressman gain­
ed some relief. He suffered another 
seizure at 8:45 a, ip. however, and 
died suddenly at 7 a. m.

"I wish I  was at home" were his 
last words, according to Rep. Cole, 
who said the other members of the 
sub-committee. Reps. Kelly (D-IU), 
Pearson (D-Tenn) and Wolverton 
(R-NJ) would return to their homes 
or to Washington unless they pro­
ceeded to Grand Rapids.

Map»« took a leading part in yes­
terday's session, closely questioning 
Colonel E. O. Thompson, chairman 
of the Texas Railroad commission, 
on the effect he thought Illinois 
production might have on the mar­
keting cf Michigan oil.

In Car Hurt

Line 'Standing On 
End' In Wichita 
Falls Section
WICHITA FALLS, Dee. 12. 

(API—A rumbling scries of ex­
plosions blew oat nearly 4C 
miles or the Shell Pipe Line 
company's It inch main con­
nection near here shortly before 
S a. m. today.
Early reports indicated only one 

person was injured, not seriously, 
when sections of the pipeline gave 
way. The line extends from Wink, 
Dxas, to Chicago, passing through 
Northwest Dxas.

No cause was given for the ex­
plosion, but an employe at the 
Oklahoma pump station said the 
line was being cleaned by a 
scraper rammed through the pipe 
by compressed air.

Die injured man was Roy K. 
Brinkley. Wichita F a l l s  WPA 
worker, whose automobile was 
caught by one of the blasts where 
the line crosses under U. 8. 
Highway 370 ten miles south of 
here.

Windows Rattled
Windows rattled and houses 

were shaken in the vicinity of 
Henrietta, 18 miles southeast of 
here, when long sections of the 
line burst out of the ground and 
was reported by witnesses to be 
“standing on end."

Sections of the pipeline gave 
way every 30 to 50 feet along the 
right-of-way from a pump station 
10 miles southwest of Wichita 
Falls to an undetermined point 
northeastward. Several blasts were 
plainly felt in Burkbumett, 30 
miles north of Wichita Falls.

Information from the pump sta­
tion two miles west of Ryan. Ofcla., 
indicated the explosion did not ex­
tend that far, placing the limits of 
the blast at 40 miles, the distanoe 
between Ryan and the pomp-sta­
tion near here.

With 173 all-risk wheat crop In­
surance policies sold in the coun­
ty. My. Bowers said the Insurance 
covered the production of 38,706 
acres In the county, costing the 
farmers 40,438 bushels as premiums 
Most insurance is for 75 percent 
coverage of the normal yield.

Meanwhile, Indemnity payments 
have been made on 47 of the 80 
policies sold in the county on the 
1939 crop with farmers collecting 
for losses 19.896 bushels or the cash 
equivalent of $9,631.

Wheat put under the loan In the 
county in 1939 totaled 358,229 bu­
shels, including 353,134 bushels stor­
ed In warehouses and 5,095 bushels 
stored on farms.

Stored Wheat Part of Granary
Wheat stored as premiums on 

crop Insurance and under the loan 
is part^of the ever-normal gran­
ary, the chairman explained, and 
serves to alleviate economic dis­
tress among producers and consum­
ers caused by crop failures due to 
drought and other causes.

Highland Park police claim the 
devices are good for detecting 
crimes being committed behind 
closed doors and thick walls.

All detectives need do with one 
of the machines Is press It against 
a wall and listen. It picks up all 
noises Inside like a physician's 
stethoscope.

The other is a miniature radio 
broadcasting set worn by under­
cover agents who drop in on poker 
games or horserace bookmakers.

A microphone concealed in the 
agent’s lapel radios all conversa­
tions to officers listening to an 
automobile receiving set.

Hie Inside operative flips a but­
ton when he Is ready for the pinch, 
and, presto! the raiding cops 
descend.

The raiding officers thus may 
testify in court as witnesses to 
words spoken before they arrived, 
explained Police Chief Millard 
Gardner.

Ray Hollifield, Highland Park 
police radio engineer, formerly a 
technician In the Edison labora­
tories, perfected the tricky listen­
ing machine after coming here. It 
was being worked on at the time 
he was In the laboratories.

It has been used to capture five 
whiskey stills concealed In build­
ings.

LABOR TINDER THE LAW 

(New York Times)
In Its decision yesterday reinstating the anti­

trust Indictments against the Chicago milk indus­
try the Supreme Court explicity refused to pass 

_ upon the question whether the labor union involved

dared that this question "is not open on this ap­
peal.” It is altogether probable, however, that 
the court will soon be obliged to rule on the ques­
tion of labor union responsibility under the anti­
trust taws and Assistant Attorney General Arnold's 
interpretation of the scope of that responsibility.

Court decisions have left this subject at thi 
present time in a nebulous and unsatisfactory 
state. This was illustrated a few days ago by tin 
curious decision of the Federal Circuit Court o. 
Appeals in Philadelphia setting aside a triple dam 
age verdict against a union in the Apex hosier; 
case. The court did not declare that unions an 
exempt from the anti-trust laws. It did not seri­
ously question the company's assertions regarding 
the facts. “These facts,” it declared, "are not open 
to dispute” ; they "show the existence of the sit- 
down in its most aggravated and illegal form.” But 
it declared that the company must seek relief in 
the State courts.

The court gave several reasons why the com­
pany could not seek damages under the Clayton 
act. It declared that the "intent” of the union 
was merely to unionize the plant, “an action local 
in motive and local in effect.” Now against this 
declaration stands the Wagner Labor Relations 
Act and the very sweeping application given to it 
in decisions of the Supreme Court. The Circuit 
Court, taking cognizance of these decisions, pro­
ceeded to draw a distinction between the language 
of the Wagner act. which applies to acts which 
"affect" interstate commerce, and the language ol 
the Sherman act, which applies only to acts which 
“restrain” such commerce. Under the Sherman 
act "commerce must not only be aff.ected but also 
must be restrained and restrained into an unrea­
sonable degree.”

But the Circuit Court admitted that the union 
seized the hosiery plant, prevented operations, and 
refused to permit “ the shipment of completed mer­
chandise fa fill orders outside the State of Penn­
sylvania.” Is not this an unreasonable restraint? 
In answer the Court declared that the company's 

-  output was small, and that ’therefore the interrup­
tion of production "had small effect upon inter­
state commerce." But this is shifting entirely the 
ground of the original distinctions between the 
Wagner and the Sherman acts. This last argument 
was not one to which the Supreme Court attach­
ed much weight in deciding the Friedman-Harrj 
Marks Clothing Company case under the Wagnci 
act.

'• „¿-There are two distinct legal questions concern 
tng the responsibility of unions which in the pres- 

• ent controversy arc in danger of becoming confus- 
l • ed One is the question of what the law actually 
if  is; this will be for the Supreme Court eventually 

to determine. The other is the question of what 
the law properly ought to be. It may be that the 
anti-trust laws do not apply to unions, for example, 
in the way that Mr. Arnold thinks tBey do. The 
question will then arise whether or not It is ad­
visable to bass local or Federal legislation specific­
ally fotbidding the uneconomic practices that in­
cites.

LOST OUR ANCHOR—LOST OUR OOD

The reason we have so many unemployed a «  
those who are employing people so discouraged 
is that we have lost our anchor. We have lost our 
God. We lost it, from a legal standpoint, 26 years 
ago. The anchor and the God that we used for 
a century and a quarter before that time was the 
anchor, or the God, ol the equality of rights of 
all men.

In 1913, we departed from this anchor, from this 
God. We established a double standard of rights. 
At that time, we ruled that it was not right for 
big producers to combine for restraint of trade, 
but it was right for labor and agriculture to com­
bine to make things scarce. We, thus, established 
a double standard of rights. We did this by the 
Clayton Amendment to the Sherman Anti-Trust 
Law that permitted labor unions to combine to re­
strict other people from having rights to learn and 
to work and to produce and farmers to do the 
same without violating the Sherman Anti-Trust 
Law.

At the same time, we established a double stand* 
ard of rights by saying that big producers should 
contribute to support the government and the 
little producer» should not contribute to support 
the government. We thought we could establish 
a double standard of rights, but the law of com­
pensation cannot be violated without paying « 
penalty. The little fellows are supporting the'gow 
ernment by higher costs for goods, by lower wages 
and by being out of jobs. They are paying infinite­
ly more to support the government than they 
would have paid had the uniform rule of equal 
rights for all been continued as it was prior to 
1913 under the law.

We, In a way, also established a double standard 
of rights when we permitted banks, under the 
Federal Reserve Act, to synthetically manufac- 
'ure credit.

These three double standards of rights that we 
made legal a quurlefk'Si a century ago, will event­
ually lead us to so much poverty and misery that 
we will be glad to establish a dictator hoping that 
,'ie will lead us out of this double standard of 
rights.

We snould remember that by the law of aver­
ages few  dictators establish a single standard of 
rights. Probably the nearest approach to ft was 
Cromwell when he established a Bill of Rights and 
Washington, when he helped establish the Consti­
tution that set forth, as its anchor—its God, tiie 
equality of rights of all men.

RIGHT TO WORK
, There seems to be two interpretations of the 
right to work. One is that somebody or the gov­
ernment should furnish an individual a Job.

The other idea of the right to work is that 
when an individual finds a job that it is the duty 
of the government to protect him in this right 
to work.

We seem to have set aside this functioh of the 
government in protecting people in the right to 
work and in place of It are assuming the rvspon- 
sibility of the government furnishing a worker 
a job.

If the government would assume the original 
responsibility, as set forth in the Declaration of 
Independence and Constitution—that each mas 
had the right to the pursuit of happiness—and it 
was the duty of the government to protect him 
in this right, then there would be no need for 
the government furnishing employment. If the 
government protected men in their right to work, 
the great injustice in wage payments would be 
eliminated. Men would be paid in proportion to 
what they produced on a free market basis. 
There would be full employment and probably 
nearly twice as much produced resulting in a 
much higher standard of living.

Because the states and federal government 
have neglected to perform their duties in pro­
tecting man’s right to work, the United States 
government and the State of California are now 
making artificial work. There would be no ob­
jection to this, if they did not invariably pay the 
workers more per'unit of production than work­
ers can get working privately. Of course, they 
do not always pay them more per hour but they 
pay them more per unit of production.

The right of a man to be protected in his right 
to work is a most important right. It is some­
thing that should be thoroughly discussed and 
analyzed by every instrumentality that makes 
any pretense of educating on social, humanitar­
ian and political lines.

NAVY BATTLES
LACK OF CO-ORDINATION

The navy's top-heavy destroyer trouble arose not 
because any particular designer made a blunder, ac­
cording to seliable information, but simply because the 
set-up in the department hasn't been co-ordinated.

A design for a new ship comes up and gets approved, 
and then passes through several different bureaus, 
each of which may make a minor alteration here and 
there in the Intel est of its own specialty—guns, arm­
or, or what-not.

In the end. these alterations may add up to just 
enough of a change in the original design to create 
such situations as recently came to pubUc attention 
In connection with some of the new destroyers. Sug­
gested remedy is a co-ordinator who could harmonize 
the alterations with tile original design.
WAGE-HOUR DIVISION 
GOES PAMPHLETEERING

One of the most industrious publishers in the gov­
ernment is the Wage and Hour Administration. Last 
year it got out 5,000,000 copies of a phamplet explain­
ing the wage-hour law; last October it issued 3,000,000 
copies of a new one which "tells workers what their 
rights are under the law and explains how they can 
sue their bosses if they’re paid less than the minimum.

Then it ran off 500.000 copies of a digest for em­
ployers. All of these were sent out and distributed 
through the field offices.

In the works now Is a phamplet for union leaders, 
personnel officers, and so on, Interpreting the law 
still further.

Wage-Hour people say they sent out that raft of 
phampletr, to the workers, not In the hope that a lot 
of workers would file lawsuits, but so that workers 
generally would-know when they’re covered by the 
law and when they aren’t.

Barber’s Itch
Hoosier barbers are no doubt 

super-hygienic. But they have a 
new kind of itch. Their palms 
itch and the only cure is fifty 
cents.

This disease is an interesting 
case study of the malady whicli 
has the whole world by the tail 
with a downhill pull. It is mon­
opoly in a microcosm. The first 
barbers chorus was for our old 
friend "general welfare." That 
is as sure-fire as mother and the 
vine-clad cottage. The daar old 
public must be protected from 
dandruff's deadly dangers. So 
the barbers bombarded the state 
capltol and with touching self- 
sacrifice demanded that the poli­
ticians comjiel them to boil their 
razors. Incidentally this gave the 
politicians a lew more jobs for 
the faithful. But so far, so .good.

It was then discovered that the 
higher hygiene requires colder 
cash. The shops, it was claimed, 
must now charge more. And so 
that the dear public may not be 
endangered by less expensive 
haircuts, it was provided by law 
that any craftsman who charges 
less than the • price ugreed upon 
by the statutory majority will be 
put out of business by the poli­
ticians.

So it has Come to pass that 
in the same city in which Gen­
eral Motors, titan of industry, 
was found guilty of violating 
the anti-trust law, a Uttle barber 
serving a tiny farming commun­
ity is now threatened will? the 
loss of his license and livelihood. 
The South Bend barber’s crime 
is that he charged his customer 
only 25 cents whereas he would 
have been a virtuous citizen had 
he demanded 50 cents. The fact 
that his customer was satisfied 
with a Jyvo-bit haircut, and the 
barber with two bits, meant 
nothing. ....... f

It is of no point that tile 
scissors were scqlded, the brush 
boiled, and that the customer 
walked out of the shop with / a 
quarter still jingling in his pac­
ket, with which he might tiv  
for his childrill two quarts of 
milk which otherwise he <otild 
not. The barber’s Offense is that 
he did not take from his cus­
tomer the price b f the extra 
milk. And for that he must pay 
not a relatively insignificant fine, 
like General Motors. He must 
lose his business and try for a 
job elsewhere, or go on relief.

Let it be freely granted that
the public should be protectee 
against the spread of contegious 
diseases from dirty razors— Grant

state ur federal. Hut localise
tltoy were smart enough first tn 
capture the legislature, (he men
who otherwise would be law­
breakers are now the pillars of 
the State; and the humble barber 
who otherwise would be a law- 
abiding citizen is at . the dock. All 
this under “general welfare's" 

.holy banner.
The next step Is for the bar­

bers 1o pack the courts with clieir 
friends and have them rubber- 
stamp their legal graft. “Jones 
for Judge, the Barbers’ Friend.” 
And so the degradation of the 
democratic dogma runs full circle. 
Votes are not to elect impartial 
administrators or judges but to 
legalize some racket.

In Indiana the barber fighting 
for nis chance in the sun by leav­
ing some extra nickels in his cus­
tomer's pocket may seem insig­
nificant.

whole wheat and the middlings. 
Hdwever, only a small fraction of 
our population seems to respond to 
educational efferts emphasizing the 
high vain? of vitamin Bl In under­
milled cereals.

For that reason many of the lead­
ing millers in our country today are 
working on techniques for Improv­
ing white flour by the addition of 
vitamin Bl.

tn adding vitamin Bl to flour, it 
is net proposed to make ordinary 
flour serve as a drug but merely to 
restore to the flour enough of the 
vitamin so that It would compare 
favorably In Its content with the 
whole wheat.

Not many people would choose to 
ride in a car hum Which the chief 
brake had been removed. Yet it is 
precisely on hat kind of a ride that 

the people of 
this courtly are 
n ow  b e i n g  
t aken.  T h e  
brake that has 
been removed 
is  th e  g o l d  
standard.

That stand­
ard is the pen- 
pie's automatic 
brake on the 
unwise use of 
credit and pa­
per money, 
whether issued 
by banks or the 
government. It 
is the people’s 

automatic control over the govern­
ment's use of the public purse.

If, under a gold standard, the gov­
ernment should attempt to-issue an 
Inferior paper currency, the people 
would apply the brake by turning lo 
gold, and the paper could hot circu­
late except at a discount which would 
reflect its value in terms of gold. This 
would force the government to pro­
vide a sound currency.

Today, the people cannot express 
their preferences as between gold 
and an inconvertible paper money, 
there is no important brake on the 
use of thi* paper, and there Is no gen­
uine teeting of its value. When such a 
test was made, even tn restricted 
form during the period, roughly from 
March to September, 1933, our Incon­
vertible paper money showed a de­
preciation of 36 per eent In terms of 
gold. Since devaluation of the dollar 
op Janqpry 31, 1934, there has been 
no way to test the value of our do­
mestic currency In terms of gold for 
the reason that a tree gold market 
does not exist. Provision for direct 
convertibility Into gold and a free 
gold market are the testing grounds 
for paper money.

Similarly, the government haa been 
able to sell biHrons of dollars of ftv- 
securities at very high prices and 
at excessively low Interest rates tor  
the reason that purchasers have been 
deprived of the opportunity to ex­
press a preference for something bet­
ter. If people could invest in gold, 
many of them would prefer the safety 
and liquidity of gold to the low in­
terest return on high-prieed govern­
ment bonds, considering all the risks 
involved.

But since people cannot get gold, 
they invest In the next best thing— 
government securities. And since the 
government supplies nothing better 
and there are so much unused paper 
money and credit in people’s hands 
which earn nothing, people tlivest in 
these government securities to get 
such interest return as they can, even 
though their prices are high and the 
risks are great. Since our great insti­
tutions, such as banks, insurance com­
panies, foundations, hospitals, col- 
leges, etc., must earn what they can, 
and as safety ns possible, there Is a 
great demand for these securities.

Thus the results: The government 
has a great market for Its securities 
at high prices and at low interest or 
discount rates. Thc’ cost to ttle gov» 
ernment is relatively low, and this in'- 
vites borroulinf— in this manner is 
removed the important brake Oh gov­
ernment spending, and borrowings 
investing Institutions and othbr save 
cm have suffered a great reduction ifi 
thbir income: in short, this kind of 
government financing has been goidg 
oq et the expense Of the best institu­
tions of this cotmtry, many of whiri? 
have either been bankrupted or com­
pelled .to curb thiif service» aeverely.

If the public could turn to gold, tlio 
government could borrow only at 
higher rates. This would put a bn 
on borrowing end on spending a 
at the lame time. It would lncrei 
the return end prosperity of Out gi 
Investing institutions.

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25 Republican Members Of Congress 
Give McNuii Chance After Roosevelt

EDITOR'S NOTE—An interest- 
in f article has just been published 
by Everett C. Watkins. Washing­
ton correspondent of the Indian­
apolis Star, in which he inter­
views 25 Republican members of 
Congress on the probable nominee 
of the Democratic party for 
President and 25 Democratic 
members of Congress on the 
probable choice of the Republicans 
as their standard bearer. The 
News believes its readers will be 
interested In the highlights of 
Mr. Watkins' article which fol­
lows:

WASHINGTON, Dec. 12—That 
tht 1940 Democratic presidential 
nominee will be either Franklin D. 
Roosevelt or Paul V. McNutt, Is the 
forecast of expert Republican prog­
nosticators—and. Republicans will 
make their choice for Presidential 
candidate between Senator Arthur 
H. Vahdenburg or Baator Robert 
A. Taft, in the opinion of Demo­
cratic topflight political observers.

Twenty-five Republican members 
of Congress, representing 17 states 
extending In the North from coast 
to coast, were asked to risk their 
reputations as political forecasters 
and. as neutral observers, state who. 
in their opinion, the Democrats 
will nominate in their national con­
vention scarcely seven months 
away.

They qualify as expert forecast­
ers since all of them are experi­
enced in politics and accustomed 
to sizing up a political situation.

name which candidate they think 
the Democrats will nominate. They 
have formed their opinions by talk­
ing wfih Democrats from different 
pans of the country, from reading 
the newspapers and a general 
knowledge of the political situa­
tion. Hailing from the several 
states, these members of Congress 
reprrsent a cross-section of Re­
publican opinion about who will win 
the Democratic presidential nomi­
nation.
Ten Predict Roosevelt.

Of the 28 Republican senators 
and representatives In (pongres* in­
terviewed. 10 or them have a defi­
nite opinion that President Roose­
velt will be nominated for a third 
term.

While 10 forecast Roosevelt’s re- 
nomlnatlon. seven other Republicans 
are equally certain that the Presi­
dent does not desire to be named 
and that he will not be named.

Five of these seven are definite 
in th:lr opinion that Mr. McNutt 
will become the Democratic stand­
ard bearer.

Four others are certain that the 
nrmlnee will be "McNutt, If not 
Roosevelt.”

Only one said "Roosevelt or 
Douglas;" only one said Secretary 
of State Cordell Hull.

None of the 26 Republicans be­
lieves that Vice-President Jack 
Garner will be nominated; two of 
them volunteered that Oamer has 
been eliminated; only one suggested 
that a "Gamer type" would be 
named.
“Roosevelt or McNutt."

The collective opinion of these 
Republican forecasters is that the 
Democrats are certain to nominate 
one of two persons—Roosevelt or 
McNutt.

The opinions of these 25 Repub­
licans, stepping into the role of 
prognosticators of what the Demo­
crats are tip to, follow:

Representative Fred A. Hartley 
N. J.: I don't believe 

now any question but what 
Roosevelt will be renominated. I 
think the war situation and the 
neutrality law makes it a cinch 
the Democrats will name Roose­
velt for a third-term try. I beliove 
with some Texas wag that Jack 
Garner became the first casualty of 
the new world war.

Representative Ralph E. Church, 
Evanston, 111.: Roosevelt. That’s my 
gutss.

Representative Albert E. Carter. 
Oakland, Cal.: The surface indica­
tions are that the Democrats will 
nominate Paul V. McNutt.
McNutt Dark Horse.

Representative Usher L. Burdick, 
Wihiston, N. D.: I think the Demo­
crats will nominate McNutt. I  don't 
think Roosevelt has ever had any in- 
tention of running again. McNutt 
according to my observations, Is 
Roosevelt's dark horse.

Representative Thomas E. Mar­
tin Iowa City, la.: Up until last 
August there was no chance of 
Roosevelt being renominated. Now 
much depends upon the war situa­
tion within the next few months. 
If war ocmes the Democrats, in my 
judgment, would not want to risk 
a change in midstream. But if not 
Roosevelt, then the heir apparently 
will be McNutt.

Representative W. Sterling Cole, 
Bath, N. Y.: The Democrats will 
nominate the Hoosler (McNutt) if 
not Roosevelt.

Representative Albert E ., Austin, 
Old Greenwich, Conn.: The Demo­
crats will not rencmlnate Mr. 
Roosevelt. But who the Democrats 
will nominate—that's a tough ques­
tion. I don't think the Democrats 
yet know, so I  can’t know, 
n's has McNutl in training. *

Representative Carl E. Mapes, 
Orand Rapids, Mich.: I don't think 
Roosevelt will take It. It looks like 
h ehas McNutt in training.

Representative U. S. Guyer, Kan­
sas City, Kas.: I think Roosevelt 
wants it and will get it. Democrats 
will talk about drafting him and 
that is the game they will play, 
but no third-termer can be elected. 
War gives an excuse to talk draft.

Representative James C. Olivdr, 
South Portland, Me.: If the Inter­
national situation continues to be 
critical, and with danger of in­
volvement, my opinion is that the 
Democrats will give Roosevelt a 
third nomination.

Representative James W. Wads­
worth, Oenesco, N. Y.: I have not

yet come to believe that President 
Roosevelt wb ild run again. In his 
absence Democrat# would be likely 
to turn to a man like Hull. The 
Carter Glass type of Democrat 
would. take Hull; the Ickes would 
have to take him- A third term 
nominee cannot be elected.
W ill R en a m e R oosevelt

Representative August H. Ander­
sen, Red Wing, Minn.: I think the 
Democrats will renominate Roose­
velt.

Senator Henry Cabot Lodge Jr., 
Beverly, Mass.: f  have a pretty 
good Id a who the Democrats will 
nominate but I don't want to en­
courage that Idea by mentioning his 
name.

Representative Fred J. Douglas, 
Utica, Y. Y.: Providing he wants It. 
Roosevelt will be renomlnatsd. If 
the President docent want it, he 
certainly can dictate the nominee 
of his party and my guess is that 
he would pick McNutt.
' Representative Daniel A. Reed, 

Dunkirk, N. Y.: Roosevelt will be 
renominated. The war situation 
does it.

Representative Stephen Bolles. 
Janesville. Wls.: Right now It looks 
like Roosevelt’s ever present ambi­
tion as a precedent breaker «111 
Influence him to seek and obtain 
a third nomination. He knows it 
would make him the outstanding 
man of the world if he could be the 
first President to be elected to a 
third term In the history of our 
country. But I doubt If Roosevelt 
could be elected to a third term be­
cause the people would fear perpe­
tuation In office would lead to a 
dictatorship, the plague of Europe.

Representative John M. Robison. 
Barbourvllle, Ky.: My view Is that 
the administration is grooming Mc­
Nutt and that he has a good chance 
to be nominated, provided the New 
Deal faction' controls thé Demo­
cratic convention. If not Roosevelt, 
it looks like McNutt. A third-term­
er can't be elected.

Representative Harold Knutson. 
St. Cloud. Minn.: My forecast is 
that the Democrats will either nomi­
nate Roosevelt or Douglas. (Douglas 
is a new Supreme Court justice.)

Representative Frank B. Keefe. 
Oshkosh, Wis.: No one can success­
fully Jo recast what the Démocrate 
Will do until Roosevelt sp?aks. If 
Tie is receptive he can dictate his 
own nomination. If he does indi­
cate he has too much respeét for 
the third term tradition to run, and 
so announces, then I do not believe 
I could successfully forecast who 
would be named because there are 
a number of New Dealers who could 
be cun to fit the pattern. I do not 
think Jack Garner, no matter the 
country's interest in him. will be 
nominated. Roosevelt wouldn't per­
mit that.

Representative Frank Crowther, 
Schenectady, N. Y .: Sure. The 
Democrats will nominate McNutt. 
The build-up is for the Hoosler. I 
don't think Roosevelt wilt run.

Representative Forest A. Harness. 
Kokomo, Ind.: I hadn't thought it 
would be Roosevelt but I do now.

Representative Robert Luce. Wal­
tham, Mass.: Roosevelt won't take 
the nomination. He thinks too much 
of his prestige to risk loss of fame 
by defeat that would result from 
an effort to land a third term. 
Maybe It won’t be Gamer himself, 
but I should expect the Democrats 
to nominate a Garner type.

Representative Fred C. Gartner,

Philadelphia: It is easier to lore- 
cast the nominee of the Democratic 
party than It is to guess whom my 
own party will nominate. Uhti! he 
removes himself from considera­
tion, Roosevelt remains the lead­
ing candidate. Next to Roosevelt, 
McNutt looks like the Democratic 
nominee.
Seqs Third Nomination.

Senator Arthur Capper, Kansas: 
My slant is that the D?mocrata will 
give Roosevelt a third nomination.

Representative George H. Tlnk- 
ham. Boston: I ’m confused. What 
the Democrats will do, In my judg­
ment, will depend upon the eco­
nomic situation here, the war sit­
uation abroad. Roosevelt would toy 
If he became dead sure he wouldn't 
experience an anticlimax.

Bars and loud music—fun-loving 
Juarez’ stock in trade—were dealt 
a blow today as the Chihuahua leg­
islature outlawed both.

Bon-vivants almost cried in their 
beer because the new law prohibits 
the sale of liquor or beer across the 
bars in the border state once ruled 
by Francisco Vi'la, who drank and 
sang with the best of them.

The chamber of deputies and the 
senate at Chihuahua City pasted the 
law Saturday night but Is was not 
made public here until today.

Saloon keepers expected Governor 
Gustavo L. Talamantcs to sign the 
bill. The law would become effective 
on January 1. Governor Talamantcs 
has followed President Lazaro Car­
denas consistently In other" prohibi­
tion measures.

The bill permits the sale of liquor 
in cabarets, restaurants and clubs 
but prohibits the playing of radios 
and phonographs wherever liquor Is
sold.

Cabarets must be built 70 meters 
apart and will not be permitted 
within 100 meters of a public build­
ing, hospital or school.
