Ireland Nay

01 Germany

(By The Associated Pres»)
German air raiders dropped 

tons of incendiary, explosive and 
time-fuse bombs in widespread 
new attacks on Britain today, but 
still masked the scene of the pro­
jected invasion chosen by Adolf 
Illtler.

The raids, carrying on an al­
most incessant “strafing” of cities 
and military objectives that be­
gan on June 18, struck at coastal 
towns.
An official communique reported 

“some damage and a few casual­
ties," but said two Nazi bombers 
were shot down by Royal Air Force 
fighters.

So far, Nazi bombing attacks on 
Britain have been widely scattered 
and reports from Berlin said even 
men usually in the know were un­
able to say when Hitler would give 
the word for the next phase of the 
war

Hitler and Italian Foreign Min­
ister Count Ciano conferred yester­
day at a meeting which the au­
thoritative Fascist editor Virginio 
Gayda said “will mean a new 
stretch on the combative, construc­
tive road of new associated na­
tions.”

One report from Rome said 
Illtler and Ciano, due to meet 
again Wednesday, discussed plans 
for an offensive against England, 
with Ireland as the first objective.
The British-German war for air 

supremacy went ahead at a deadly 
pace.

British fighters brought down at 
least four of the foe; at least five 
British were killed on the ground.

Germany's big broadcasting sta­
tions at Bremen and Hamburg 
went silent early today, which 
usually Indicates British air raid­
ers are nearby.
Planes Identified as belonging to 

Britain's fallen ally—France—raid­
ed Gibraltar again Sunday and the 
Italian air force was active in 
Africa and over Malta.

The French announced that two 
of their air squadrons had been re­
armed and Joined the axis in a t­
tacks on Gibraltar.

Whether England can ward off 

the impending Nazi air-attack in 
connection with the projected in­
vasion will depend in no small de­
gree on how much civilian slaughter 
can be endured without cracking 
the morale of its military defend­
ers.

It's one thing for soldiers to face 
death for themselves, and quite 
another to see their women and 
children blown to pieces.

Mass-bombing over Britain is 
bound to result in terrible civilian 
casualties. The bulk of its popu­
lation lives in the congested in­
dustrial areas. Military objectives 
and civilians are so intermingled 
that there is no way of bombing 
one and not the other.

France's collapse owed much to 
the killing of women and children, 
and the millions of^terrified, starv­
ing refugees who Jammed the bat­
tlefields and highways.

British War Minister Eden gave 
warning the other day when he 
admonished the civilian population 
to stay where they were when the 
bombs began to rain, and not rush 
into the highways and byways.

It’s a terrific strain to remain 
glued to a spot under heavy 
bombing—actually much more

Eye-Witness To 
Mexico Battles

MEXICO CITV. July 8. — Tile 
violent seriousness with which Mex­
icans take their politics was evi­
denced today by a casualty list of 
at least 30 persons killed and 150 
wounded in armed clashes which 
marked yesterday's ball ting here.

This correspondent. who toured 
the capital during the voting, eye- 
witnessed a series of spirited bat­
tles

Rifle and pistol fire was heard 
constantly throughout the capital, 
accompanied by the frequent boom 
of tear-gas bombs and the rattle of 
machine-guns

Truck-loads of heavily armed 
troops and police, cavalry and 
mounted police patrolled streets.

In a pouring rain, the massed 
ranks of troops and police managed 
to turn the crowd back with tear- 
gas bombs, crushing blows with the 
butts of their guns, slashing strokes 
of fixed bayonets and shots fired 
over the heads and at the feet of 
the yelling throng.

One of the most spectacular 
clashes took place late In the 
evening between federal troops 
and police and a cheering crowd 
of 8,0.30. partisans of Grneral Juan 
Andreu Almazan who attempted 
to break through the .government 
cordons to march on the pres­
idential palace.
The casualty list was small, only 

one person shot and several badly 
bruised, but the battle had all the 
other elements of drama.

Without warning, death struck 
three students earlier In the day 
when unknown assailants swept 
their Ford roadster with a machine- 
gun just before this correspondent 
arrived.

FDR Tells Farley His 
Third Term Decision

WASHINGTON, JuJy 8—(/Pi- 

President Roosevelt shared with 
James A. Farley today the secret 
of his third term intentions—but 
neither would reveal the chief 
executive’s answer to the most 
baffling political question in a 
decade.
The rest of tire nation may be 

let in on the solution to the third 
term puzzle when—and if the 
Democratic national convention in­
sists on drafting Mr. Roosevelt.

Political analysts suggested that 
since Mr Roosevelt had let the- 
third term movement go along un­
til a week before the convention 
without lifting a finger either to 
check or increase its momentum 
he would be unlikely to tuin down 
renomination ,

Lending emphasis to predictions 
of some Democratic leaders that 
the convention would draft the 
chief executive was the fact that 
7731 & votes were pledged or semi- 
pledged to Mr. Roosevelt with only 
the cana'l zone delegation to be 
heard from. Necessary to nomin­
ate: 548 votes.

Farley, the national Democratic 
chairman, found out what the 
president proposes to do when the 
two laid their political cards on 
the desk in Mr Roosevelt's library 
at Hyde Park, N. Y. yesterday.

“I had a very ratkifactory talk 
with the president," Farley mid 
afterward, “and I have full know­
ledge of his thoughts and what 
he has In mind.”

British Reject 
Japanese Demand 
To Close Route

TOKYO, July 8 (API—Britain has 
rejected Japan's demands for the 
cloture of the route through British 
Burma to war supplies for the 
Chinese government. She asserted 
that such action would be incom­
patible with Britain's commitments 
to Burma and India, an authorita­
tive source said tonight.

British Ambassador Sir Robert 
Leslie Craigie today personally de­
livered the British reply to For­
eign Minister Hachlro Arlta.

Sir Robert was reported to have 
declared that trade between the 
British crown colony and the 
Chinese hinterland had been halt­
ed and, therefore, there was no 
foundation for Japan's demands 
for the stoppage of arms traffic 
by this route.

Hundreds Killed 
And Injured In 
Many Battles

MEXICO CITY, July 8 (AP)—Riotous disorders which 
accompanied Mexico’s presidential elections yesterday 
were estimated today to have taken between 50 and 100 
lives and reports of widespread irregularities threatened to 
complicate the task of determining the outcome of the 
voting.

An unofficial count showed at least 30 persons dead in 
Mexico City alone, while scores—perhaps hundreds— 
were reported wounded during pitched battles in streets 
of the capital.

Some reports from the provinces indicated that the to­
tal injured might be in the thousands.

Among the casualties in the cap­
ital were two American students— 
Edward J. Mallen, Jr., of Franna. 
Wyoming, who was reported near 
death with a pistol wound in the 
stomach, and Leonard Durxo, 18, 
of Union City, N. J„ who was 
gravely wounded by a rifle bullet.

Both General Manuel Avila Ca­
macho, administration candidate, 
and his independent rival. General 
Juan Andrru Almazan, issued state­
ments claiming overwhelming vic­
tory.

The actual canvass of returns, 
however, will not be made until 
Thursday and the official result will 
not be announced by congress until 
September.

The government made no com­
ment about the outcome of the 
election, but deplored "bloody inci­
dents." commented significantly on 
reports of election law violations 
and said they would be punished.

Complaints poured in from all 
over the nation that Almazan's 
supporters had been denied the 
right to vote. Fear was expressed in 
‘ome quarters that the final tabul­
ation of ballots might be accompan­
ied by further disorders.

Government officials expressed 
confidence, however, there would be 
no further trouble.

~ “—i were no official estimates

cated that ”100 or more" lives had 
been lost; other estimates placed

Mexico City itself was the scene 
of the worst rioting.

Violent disorders broke out before 
the polls opened at 9 a. m. By 
midday battles were raging in a 
half-dozen different' shctfoiVs’ Or’tilh' 
city, with police and soldiers re­
sorting to firearms in an attempt 
to end the fighting.

Avenida Juarez in the heart of 
downtown Mexico City was the 
scene of pitched battles. Another 
fierce engagement took place di- 
recently before the Palacio De Bellas 
Artes. Scores were downed by fire

British Refugee 
Children A rrive

NEW YORK. July 8— UP)—'Three 
hundred fifty British refugee child­
ren arrived unexpectedly on the 
British liner Samaria today—18 
hours after the first contingent of 
71 reached New York on the Scy­
thia—as volunteer workers speeded 
up a nationwide child refugee aid 
campaign.

Most of the newcomers were with 
parents or guardians and most had 
residences arranged. They ranged 
from babies to 'teen age. the Aver­
age being about 8 Most of them 
had experienced air raid alarms but 
none was found who had been in 
an actual tombing.

The Samaria left Liverpool, with 
about 800 passengers, June 30. only 
30 miles ahead of the Arandora 
Star, the British internment ship 
which was torpedoed. A destroyer 
and a seaplane escorting the Sam­
aria out to sea wheeled unexpected­
ly away to go to the aid of the 
Arandora Star

Tom Connally Tours 
It On’ Bund Leader

WASHINGTON, July 8. (API 
—Wilhelm Kunze. national lead­
er of the German-American Rund, 
protested today against proposed 
legislation requiring registration 
of forrign-rontrolled organizations 
on the grounds that it would forre 
the Bund out of existence. • 
Although denying vigorously that 

his organization was controlled by 
Nazi Germany or that it had any 
secret purpose to overthrow the 
United States government, Kunze 
told a senate Judiciary subcom­
mittee that no one would dare be 
an officer of the Bund if the bill 
were enacted.

"It would be impossible to com­
ply with It," he declared. "Not a 
single person would have the cour­
age to be an officer of our organ­
ization because the slightest mistake 
In registration would subject him to 
heavy fines and long Imprisonment.’’ 

Kunse, a New Yorker who took 
over the Bund leadership when

Fritz Kuhn went to prison on con­
viction of mishandling Bund funds, 
appeared before the subcommittee 
at his own request to protest 
against the house-approved legisla­
tion.

Senator Connally (D. - Tex.) 
brought out that Kunze himself 
was now under $1,000 bond on a 
charge of sponsoring a “hatred" 
meeting on Independence day al 
Camp Nordland, New Jersey.

“Why did you join the Bund?” 
demanded Connally. "Wasn't the 
United States good enough for 
you?”

“I’m * German - American," 
Kunze replied.

“I don't recognize any snch 
distinction,” said the senator.
"Every American is descended 

from some European stock,” the 
Bund leader continued. "I’m no less

NEW YORK—There are undoubt­

edly countless mothers in commun­
ities all oyer the country who are 
regretfully totaling budgets and de 
cidlng sadly that Sue and Junior 
cannot go to camp this year.

Do not think that you are de­
priving your child of a happy sum­
mer if you cannot send him to camp. 
It is true that change of environ­
ment Is greatly to be desired, but 
you can have camp right in your 
own backyard!
COOPERATION 
IS IMPORTANT

Any mother with intelligence and 
ingenuity can organize a summer 
backyard camp with her neighbors, 
and she will be solving the prob­
lem of what to do with foot-loose 
children who will get into mischief 
during the summer.

The first thing to do is to enlist 
the aid of a group of mothers with 
boys and girls about the same age 
level. Plan to have various types of 
activities in back yards and cellars 
neighboring homes. The most im­
portant thing to bear in mind is that 
play must be along natural lines. 
Children, like all humans, have 
definite urges and drives which 
need expression and if denied, re­
sult in maladjustments. Guide these 
urges in the right channels.

"The right channels" include play 
and activity that will take care of 
the dramatic urge which- if denied, 
results in lying; muscular activity, 
the undirected outlet of which is 
rough-housing and destruction; rhy­
thm. which, If undirected, leads to 
annoying drumming on the table, 
tapping and feet, in its worst as­
pect, jitterbug hysteria.

SHANOHAI. July 8 (API—A 
Japanese accusation that United 
States Marines had mistreated fif­
teen Japanese plainclothes gen­
darmes arrested in the Shanghai 
detense area brought a prompt 
reply, "it's a lie.” from Col DeWitt 
Peck, marine commander in the 
area, today.

A Japanese army spokesman as­
serted the gendarmes were humil­
iated, clubbed and otherwise mis­
treated. This constituted a “grave 
insult to the Japanese army,” he 
ebM, and “Japanese military au­
thorities will file a strong proteat 
with the American authorities over 
this case.”

Col. Peck, denying the charges, 
also classed as “a lie” any report 
that marines had pointed loaded 
rifles at the gendarmes. He said 
the settlement police had informed 
the marines armed civilians were 
in the defense sector, and had asked 
for guards against possible terror­
ist outrages.

In every case where Japanese 
were arrested, he added, they were 
pointed out by settlement police, 
but were taken into custody add 
disarmed by the marines.

After the gendarmes had been 
arrested one was allowed to tele­
phone his headquarters and two 
Japanese officers came to marine 
headquarters and discussed the 
case. Col. Peck explained. Then 
Major General Saburo Miura, com­
mander of the Japanese gendarmes, 
called on Col. Peck and apologized, 
after which the gendarmes were 
reteased.

Col. Peck said he would decide 
whether to issue a formal state­
ment after making a further study 
of the affair.

JUAREZ, Chih., Mex., July 8 (IP) 
—Charges that “the greatest elec­
tion fraud In the history of Mex­
ico" developed In Sunday's nation­
al elections were made today by 
supporters of General Juan Andreu 
Almazan, who appeared to be trail­
ing on the short end of a 5-1 mar­
gin built up by his presidential op­
ponent, General Avila Camacho.

I t was the forerunner of what 
border observers expected to be an 
election aftermath of long-range 
bickering between the camps of the 
two presidential candidates.

Federal troops were still on guard 
in the capital of Chihuahua City 
today, according to reports to the 
El Paso Herald-Post, and bars were 
scheduled to remain closed until 
midnight. Troops were on guard In 
Juarez, as well.

Almazan was estimated to have 
received only about 9,127 votes in 
the state of Chihuahua, with Cam­
acho leading with 32,457. Sanchez 
Tapia received an estimated 1,111 
ball cos. All counts were strictly esti­
mates.

U. S. Best-Washed 
Nation On Earth

CHICAGO, 111., July 8 (IP)—
Among the strange things still dif­
ferentiating people in this modem 
world are the oaths they take, how 
many and just how.

A study of bathing customs, made 
for the American Medical Asso­
ciation's health magazine. Hygeia, 
shows that the implements of the 
bath in various lands include such 
odd things as sand, snow, birch 
twigs—and rented water.

One reason for contrasts with the 
United States, It said, is that this 
country owns 95 per cent of the 
world's bathtubs.

At Karaganda. Russia (50.000 
population), the bath house has one 
scrub brush and a foreign bather 
must deposit his passport—to in­
sure return of the brush.

Well known are the Japanese 
public baths, with tanks which ac­
commodate a down or more people, 
water heated to 120 degrees—and 
women attendants who insist on 
rubbing every bather's back.

The fourth was 
still fighting a sniping battle when 
this correspondent departed.

It was a common sight through­
out the day to see soldiers firing at 
pistol-shooting factions in the cap­
ital’s principal avenues.

A pitched battle was staged 
both In Avenida Juarez and Paseo 
de la Reforma, two of the cap­
ital’s most important thorough­
fares, with a substantial toll of 
dead and wounded.

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Are You A Successophile?
Right off the bat. we ought to explain th lt  there 

isn’t any such word.
But If a word were to be made up to describe the 

fellow who worships success, any kind of success, a t­
tained by any means at all. that might be It.

Right now we are In danger of developing too many 
people of this type. We’ve all heard the kind of person 
who looks at Europe with popeyed wonder, and mutters 
to himself, “Oosh! You've really got to hand It to that 
fellow Hitler, don’t you? Ke sure has put It over! He 
must have something!” »

This train of thought is very easy to fall into these 
days. But it Is dangerous.

There Is nothing In success itself that deserves wor 
ship, or even respect. The thing to ask is, ‘‘What sort 
of success was sought?" and. "How was It achieved?

It Is certainly true that the military accomplishments 
of Hitler's Germany, strictly as military accomplish­
ments, are magnificent. A German army has been 
developed which no one has yet been able to resist.

Questions: How worthy an object is that? How has 
that served the world ana its people?

Question again: How was It done? At what cost, and 
by what means?

The answer is simple: By channeling an unheard-of 
percentage of the productive ability of the German 
people Into building a military machine. By making 
every man a soldier and training him for periods of 
time and with a thoroughness which other nations 
were unwilling to adopt. The other nations were re­
luctant to believe that men were made for this.

Suppose the United States had embarked In 1933 
on a similar course. Suppose that instead of provid­
ing jobs and sustenance to an average of 2,500,000 
people It had simply clapped them all Into the army? 
Suppose that Instead of building 457,000 miles of roads 
and 23,000 public buildings, we had built military high­
ways and tanks ana barracks? Suppose that Instead 
of building Boulder Dam and Grand Coulee and Bon­
neville and Fort Peck, we had built planes and battle­
ships?

Does anyone suppose that we could not by now have 
blitzkrieged Canada and Mexico and subjected the 

to our will?
i we could. But under our democratic way, 

other objectives.
we should have diverted more of our ener­

gies to military ends, less to the ways of peace. In view 
of what has happened since, most Americans now 
agree to that. ,

But the democratic way, even though it has devoted 
itself to peaceful objectives, has shown even in those 
A tremendous power. That power is now being di­
verted by world currents into military channels, chan­
nels more clearly marked by the very failure of Euro­
pean democracies to navigate them. Those failures 
were not failures of power to perform; they were fail­
ures to recognize the course. Democracy In America 
need fear no such failure. It will not be found want­
ing if the test comes.

Behind The News
WASHINGTON, July 8—A fine set of headaches Is 

the principal crop, to date, in the program for train­
ing skilled workers for the defense program.

A good start has been made, but the big task of 
unifying the whole program remains to be done.

Part of the trouble comes from the number of agen­
cies which are drawing cards in the game—WPA, the 
National Youth Administration, the CCC and the Of­
fice of Education, all under the general direction of 
Sidney Hillman of the National Defense Advisory 
Committee

More basic, however, is the charge—made inside the 
administration—that the program calls for hard-boiled 
“totalitarian planning," which it has not yet been 
given.
NO AGREEMENT ON 
LABOR SHORTAGE

There is not yet any agreement on the extent, if 
any, of the supposed bottleneck in production caused 
by a shortage of skilled labor.

The Labor Department's figures show that there 
just isn't such a shortage. Organized labor so far 
has been bitterly opposed to tty- Idea of creating a huge 
new reservoir of skilled labor, fearing that this would 
ultimately be used to break the linions. Yet some of 
the leaders In the training program argue that the 
unemployment statistics fail utterly to present a true 
picture of the situation. f

They put it like this: the figures may show half a 
million machinists as unemployed. Yet these half mil­
lion may not by any means toe the sort of workers whom 
a  factory personnel manager woiijd class as skilled 
machinists; of the lot, a third or a fifth might be 
ready to step Into machinists’ jobs, while the balance 
might have the wrong kind of skill, or need "refresher" 
training, or in other ways be unadopted to the needs 
of the situation. (
SUPPLY NOT YET 
GEARED TO NEEDS

Another criticism made by people who are on the 
inside of the program is that national needs have not 
yet been balanced against national supply.

Por Instance: a given city may have the facilities to 
train 500 new welders (to pick a trade at random). But 
in that city there may De no demand for any additional 
welders; the demand may exist 1000 miles away In 
some city which lacks the training facllties—and the 
program won't click until the one city’s facilities are 
fitted into a program which takes account of the other 
citys needs.

Before the program takes flhal form, It is probable 
that It will evolve some scheme either for moving 
future workers to the training centers or for moving 
newly-trained workers to the production centers.

Look, also, for a new departure—a system of govern­
ment subsidies to provide for the training of large 
b a t c h e s  o f  apprentices In the factories.

TUB “NO NEW LAND“ ALIBI 
FOR VNBUPLOYUBNT

New Dealers grasp a t any straw to explain 
why there has not been full employment One 
explanation commonly used by these apologists 
is that we have no more new land.

Then if that be the case, how could they ex­
plain that Switzerland, whose land was taken 
up years ago, has had full employment f

In Carl Snyder’s book, “Capitalism The Creator,** 
he makes this statement: "Noteworthy that trade, 
the manufacture and exchange of goods, has al­
ways been the chief source of wealth. Rarely 
or never have agricultural countries attained any 
hi^h degree of wealth or civilization for it is al­
most wholly from the wealth of a nation that 
the stimulus to a rt and culture is derived. In 
the rich valleys of the Nile and elsewhere, the 
possession of land could bring wealth to a very 
few,—the pharaohs and kings, and some of the 
nobility; but the amount of th is  wealth was 
small. And to this day we find in agriculture, 
all over the world, the work of small farms 
yielding but a meager subsistence to their own­
ers."

I t  is not more agricultural products that is 
needed but it is more services, entertainment, 
education, health, recreation and manufactured 
articles that we need to balance the production 
of the farm. We are now even paying the farm­
ers for not producing, so it seems to be absurd 
to think the explanation for unemployment is 
lack of raw land.

Bui these apol'ogis'ts'have to have some excuse 
and they grasp at anything that will get by and 
catch votes.

SIGN-POSTS OF DECAY
As we see the European nations losing their 

separate independencies, it is a good time to look 
for sign-posts that have brought this about.

I t seems that these sign-posts stick out so prom­
inently that he who runs may read. What 
have these countries done that has caused them 
to become so weak that they cannot defend them­
selves ?

In the first place, let us not be so impractical as 
to remark that it is because Germany has heavily 
armed itself. All governments were established 
by force. England and France have had what, in 
the past, were regarded as superior military 
equipment. So, because the other nation has 
adopted a new and more efficient military equip­
ment, is no reason for blaming the decay of the 
Allies on Germany.

The real acts of England and France that 
should stick out as blazing sign-posts of their 
decay, was their discriminatory taxing system 
that prevented the accumulation of capital and, 
thus, took the management of wealth out of the 
hands of those people who were able to make it 
giow the fastest. This was the result because 
ownership, in the final analysis, is nothing but 
management. And when discriminatory taxes 
take the tools out of the hands of those who can 
efficiently use them, it stops the growth of tools 
and not only lowers the standard of living of the 
people in the state, but weakens their defense 
against outside aggression. This started in earnest 
about a quarter of a century ago. The United 
States is doing the same thing.

Another sign-post that should be a warning 
to us as to what took place i n ' England and 
France, was their labor laws that prevented peo­
ple from learning trades and kept inefficient men 
in the wrong jobs and rewarded them more than 
they should receive on a free market basis. It 
was their belief that wages and standards of liv­
ing could be raised by the wish-picture method 
of making things scarce by collective bargaining 
ahd, thus, enriching the people by keeping prices 
up.

There are the two sign-posts that stick out so 
clearly as the cause of England and France not 
being fit that they should warn the people of the 
United States that if we want to again return 
to growth and prosperity and fitness, we must 
eliminate these same practices operating here 
that have permitted the Allies to be so much a t 
the mercy of the Germans.

The tie-up of every American-Flag ship In Lot 

Angeles harbor In a two-bit dispute between the 
A. F. L. and the C. I. O. as to which shall collect 
dues from cooks, waiters and bartenders in water­
front restaurants and beer parlors is typical of 
the manner in which Lewis-Green unionism "co­
operates” in a national emergency.

Unable to move in or out of the port or to work 
cargo by reason of this union-made blockade are 
ships laden with materials urgently needed by 
Southern California airplane factories engaged or, 
top-sj*«ed contracts for the Allies and for the Unit­
ed Stpt.es government. Among the establishments 
picketed as a result of the original jurisdictional 
dispute is a shipyard working on a $7.560,000 job 
for the United States Maritime Ttommission. Both 
activities are highly important, nationally and lo­
cally, the latter by reason of the large number of 
men jo whom they give employment.

There is no dispute whatever between employers 
and employees, nor any other legitimate excuse for 
picketing. It is merely that th.- Harry Bridges 
C. I. O. unions want .jobs which have been regularly 
awarded to unions of the rival labor organization. 
To g '♦ them, or at least to prevent A. F. L. men 
rom filling them, they have picketed the shipyard 
tnd eating and drinking places employing other 
A. F. L. unionists. In retaliation the A. F. u. has 
oicketed the docks and truck loading points manned 
by C. I. O. members. Both sides and members of 
independent unions refuse to pass through the 
picket lines and the result is a complete deadlock.

It is precisely this kind of thing which so crip­
pled Frances defensiv- preparations that today she 
is facing surrender or destruction or both.

You and Your Nation's Affairs
HITLER AND OUR GOLD

Prole

In recent weeks there has been 
much discussion to the effect that if 
Hitler takes over France, as he has 
done, he w|M force Europe Into a

_ barter tystem,
refuse to ac­
cept our gold, 
and thus im­
pair or destroy 
Its value.

While this 
a r t i c l e  was 
written before 
Hitler’s terms 
to France were 
known, one au­
thoritative re­
port  received 
from Europe 
states that Hit­
ler will de­
mand all of 
France’! gold. 

Whether he will get it la one thing, 
aince it (or claims to It) has, ap­
parently, been transferred to Brit­
ain But the significant point for us 
here is that Hitler wants the gold if 
he can get i t

And why should he not want It? 
Gold Is the most remarkable com­
modity In the world. Barter cannot 
possibly be as effective as gold In 
International exchanges. In fact ,  
barter is the most primitive and 
cumbersome method of exchange 
known. It is not workable (or any 
great length of time or to any great 
extenL U does not facilitate'trade; 
it hampers it It is for these reasons 
that money, as a medium of ex­
change, has replaced barter. And of 
all money, none facilitates Interna­
tional exchanges as effectively as 
gold, or currency and credit resting 
upon It

To assume, therefore, that a bar­
ter system could for long, or to any 
great extent, replace trade in terms 
of gold is completely unwarranted.

Then, in thinking that H i t l e r  
could destroy the value of our gold. 
It must be' remembered that the 
"value” of gold can refer to three 
things:

1. It can refer to the gold price 
of gold—that la. the number of gold 
dollars Into which an ounce of gold 
la corned. Our government has pro­
vided that we shall coin an ounce 
of pure gold into $35. So long as 
we are a sovereign nation, our gov­
ernment alone decides the number 
of gold dollan into which we shaB 
coin an ounce of gold. Hitler can­
not change that—not unless he can 
replace our Congress or persuade it 
to make a change.

2. The value of gold can refer 
the paper money price of gold. Be­
cause of a system of indirect con­
version of our paper money into 
gold at the rate of $35 per fine ounce 
of gold, it la not likely that our 
paper money price of gold will 
change. Certainly Hitler c a n n o t  
change it  And where other nations 
have been forced to give up gold 
temporarily and to fall back upon a 
cheaper currency, the paper money 
price of gold has risen rather than 
fallen.

3 The value of gold can also re­
fer to the purchasing power of gold 
In terms of other commodities—that 
Is, it can refer to our price level. 
(Aa thé price level rises the value 
ot„gold falls, and vice versa.) But 
Hitler cannot control our price level; 
and if any of his acts should con­
tribute. for example, to a rise in our 
price level, this (all in the value of 
gold means nothing more than that 
our price level has risen. There is 
nothing new nor atrange about • 
fluctuation in our price level: that 
has always taken place, and It would 
not (at least, it need not) affect the 
value of gold in the two preceding 
senses.

For all these reasons, the common 
popular suppositions, assertions, and 
fears regarding Hitler’s impairment 
or destruction of the “value” of our 
gold are without support tn fact 
Hitler shows a better understanding 
of the importance of gold In this 
current world aituatlon by trying to 
get all he can of i t

First absentee ballots In the Demo­
cratic primary of July 27 were cast 
today when two voters filled out 
ballots in the office of County Clerk 
Charlie Thut.

On August 3, the county execu­
tive committee is to canvass the 
returns and on the next day ab­
sentee voting begins for the second 
primary, which is to be held Au­
gust 24.

Fleet Commander-In- 
Chief In Washington

WASHINGTON, July 8 (API— 
Admiral J. O. Richardson arrived 
unexpectedly today at the navy de­
partment from Hawaii, where the 
United States battle ship Armada 
Is now stationed.

Germans Don't 
Want France As 
AHy -  They Say

BERLIN, July 8—(/P)—If anybody 
thinks the Rome-Beriin axis pow­
ers are counting on France’s as­
sistance in ensuing. phases of the 
European war they are mistaken, 
sources In the know declared tartly 
tonight.

Germany and Italy, they said, can 
settle their scores unaided and 
Adolf Hitler’s permission to the 
French fleet to fight off the British 
was merely an act of chivalry, not 
a gesture of invitation to come into 
the fray.

As if to underscore this aloofness 
from France. Robert Ley. leader 
of the German labor front and di­
rector of tlie Nazi party’s political 
organization, wrote in the Berlin 
newspaper Der Angriff that France, 
os an aging derrepit. mast definite­
ly yield European continental 
hegemony to youthful, virile Ger­
many.

France now and for all time 
must recognize Germany’s leader­
ship in Europe,” Ley contended. 
"That is the meaning of our vic­
tory.”

To Be Built

LOS ANGLES. July *—(AV- 

Plans haveTeen completed Tor the 
construction of a half doeen new 
aircraft plants In southern Califor­
nia. where some SO per cent of the 
nation’s heavy-tonnage and military 
planes are manufactured, but the 
men behind the ventures are wait­
ing for a green light from Washing­
ton. D. O.

The airplane makers, suddenly 
faced with the monumental task of 
giving substance to our air rearm­
ament .program—now taking shape 
in the national capital—say they 
can turn out warplanes as fast as:

(1) The engine makers can sup­
ply engines.

(2) The army and navy can find 
use tar the new equipment.

That Is as close as the layman 
can come to getting an answer to 
the question Inferred In President 
Roosevelt’s message to Congress on 
May 16—how and when. can our 
air defense be buttressed with 50,- 
000 airplanes?

I  have emphasized before that 
American air rearmament In full 
stride will depend as much on the 
production of pilots to fly airplanes 
as It will on the production of the 
machines themselves. The govern­
ment’s training plans have crystal­
lised in advance of Its plane manu­
facturing plans, but the pilot quotas 
set by the army and the navy will 
not man 60.000 planes this year, or 
next year, or, probably, by the close 
of 1942.

Some leaders in the American air­
craft Industry have told me In the 
last few days that an actual pro­
duction of 60.000 warplanes In the 
next twelve months, with the neces­
sary plant construction and tool 
and die Installation it would require, 
would be an Impossible task, both 
in terms of the effort expended and 
the amount of money Involved. ■

In New York last month Charles 
P. Kettering, vice president of Gen­
eral Motors Corp., outlined the re­
armament problem In these words:

Funds Sought 
For Refugees 
In America

The Allied Relief Fund, at 57 
William sDeet. New York City, or­
ganized recently to combine the ef­
forts of various relief agencies 
formed throughout the United 
States, has Inaugurated a nation­
wide campaign for $6.000.000 to 
provide shelter In this country for 
European children who are now In 
Great Britain facing the horrors 
of bombardment. Winthrop W. 
Aldrich, president of the Fund, an­
nounces that the campaign will be­
gin on July 4, and will be carried 
on aggressively in every part of the 
country with the support of num­
erous child welfare agencies and of 
local committees that are now be­
ing organized.

According to Mr. Aldrich, the Al­
lied Relief Fund has undertaken 
the campaign at the request of 
American government officials and 
with the cordial endorsement of 
Lord Lothian, the British Ambas­
sador at Washington. As quickly 
as contributions are received they 
will be turned over to the United 
States Committee for the Care of 
Europe's Children, the organization 
formed In New York last week wltfi 
Mrs. Franklin D. Roosevelt as hon­
orary chairman and Marshall Field 
as active chairman. That organi­
zation has already. In cooperation 
with the State Department and 
Federal immigration authorities, in­
augurated a system to facilitate the 
movement of children from Great 
Drttaln Into this country and Is 
rapidly coordinating Its responsibil­
ities by forming sub-committees 
headed by trained child-welfare 
workers. Before the end of the pre- 
-nt week child-placing and fund­

raising agencies will have been set 
up in nearly every state of the Un­
ion.

Child refugees who are to be 
brought to the United States fall 
Into two general classes: those who 
previously found refuge In England 
from France and other continental 
countries, and children of British 
parents. The last named will of 
course constitute the larger class, 
and will Include boys and girls be­
tween the ages of 6 and 15 years. 
It Is understood that within the 
next fortnight the first contingent 
will arrive In Canada from England; 
thereafter further numbers will ar­
rive as vessels are available. Ships 
leaving England for New York are 
also expected to be utilized to bring 
the refugees to the United States.

Since the Imminence of the 
threatened bombardment of Great. 
Britain, persons In every walk of 
life and from every part of the 
United States have telegraphed, 
telephoned and written to the head­
quarters of the United States Com­
mittee for the Care of Europe's 
Children, which were temporarily 
set up at 52 Gramercy Park, offer­
ing to house and care for children. 
Every day last week men and wom­
en by the score called there in 
person, offering assistance in every 
possible form, and volunteer work­
ers listed the names of the lndivld-
