Italians Report
Crippling Blows
On British Fleet

(By The Associated Press)
ROME, July 16.—Huge {ires at
Haifa, British oil port in Palestine,
and crippling blows to units of
Britain's Mediterranean fleet — in-

cluding the 42,100-ton battlecruiser
Hood—were reported by the Italian
high command today.

Direct hits by Italian fliers on oil
refineries and depots at the Holy
Land port were said to have sent
up flames that could be seen from
airplanes 120 miles away.

Giving a summary of the running
sea warfare in the western Med-
iterranean since July 9, the high
command listed:

1. The Hood. largest warship
afloat, hit squarely three times by
aerial bombs. (Previous unofficial |
reports that the Hood had been hit
have been denied by British
sources.)

2. One hit on the 22,000-ton air-
craft carrier Ark Royal.

3. A destroyer and a cargo ship
certainly sunk.

4. Two battleships, four cruisers,
two aircraft carriers and two de-
stroyers certainly, and in some
cases repeatedly, struck.

5. Twelve airplanes shot down
and about 10 others destroyed or
damaged aboard the bombed air-
craft carriers.

The report acknowledged that
one Italian battleship, either the
Conte Di Cavour or the Giulio
Cesare, 22,622-ton twins, had been
struck by a British air bomb. but
declared the hit had not affected
the dxeadnaughts nghtmg power.

The War
Today

By DEWITT MACKENZIE

Today’s news irom Rome and
Berlin rather forces the impres-
sion that the Nazis would be just
as happy if they didn’t have on
their hands the job of making
good their threat to invade Eng-
land and annihilate that island
kingdom.

With a month passed since France
succumbed, the conquering Germans
are still withholding the blow of
their upraised fist. Meanwhile the
continent is drifting toward chaos
and famine, while Britain daily
grows stronger militarily and dis-
plays real power both on offense and
defense.

And now diplomatic quarters in
Rome say Fascist Foreign Minister
Ciano intends to go to Berlin to-
morrow to consult Hitler about a
speech in which the fuehrer might
offer England a chance to sur-
render. The alternative would be a
smashing attack.

This follows yesterday's prediction
by Virginio Gayda, authoritative
Fascist writer who frequently speaks
for Mussolini, that Britain would be
given a last chance to line up with
Italy ‘and Germany in “renovating”
Europe—a choice between surrender
and “inexcrable destruction.”

Official Nazidom remained rsilent
this morning. However, Gayda's pre-
diction was said by informed sourtes
to give a possible clue to the situa-
tion.

Still, any sort of compromise on
the Nazi avowal to “annihilate”
England and dismember the Brit-
ish empire ceems to indicate a
dcsire tn get the war over as soon
as possible. -

As late as June 7 authorized
sources in Berlin announced Ger-
many’s aims as ‘‘the annihilation .of
France and the annihilation of Eng-
land; all else is beside the point”

Hitler's hatred of England and his
desire to break that country wide
open is well known.

The Nazi press has signaled that
Germany is ready for the attack.
That likely is so, but I can see sev-
eral reasons why Herr Hitler might
prefer to get a quick settlement and
wind up the war. The way things
stand he is far from sure that a di-
rect assault on England will result
in speedy termination of the con-
flict. It might have been done had
he struck some time ago, but the
situation has altered.
| I think British Premier Churchill
|in his historic speech Sunday night
put his finger on one reason why the
axis might be glad to offer England
a compromise save further fight-
ing. Speaking Of the projected in-
vasion, remarked:

“All I can say is that any plan
which Hitler made two months
ago must have had to be entirely
recast in order to meet our new
position.”

Churchill explaincd that his coun-
try now has a million and a half

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Perkins Says FDR

CHICAGO STADIUM, July 16
(AP)—A member of President
Roosevelt’s cabinet openly fore-
cast his nomination for a third
term today while Democratic
delegates purhed their convention
through more gusts of oratory
before the actual balloting be-
gins Thursday.

Secretary of Labor Perkins told
a breakfast gathering of several
thousand women that “we are
about to break tradition and
nominate a man for a third term.”
When the burst of applause sub-
sided, the labor secretary added:

“We don't do this lightly. There
is not a woman in this room who
doesn’t realize the seriousness of
breaking tradition.”

This breakfast of the federation
of Illinois Democratic Women’s
clubs was held before Speaker
William B. Bankhead, the tempor-
ary chairman and keynoter, called
the delegates to order to hear
speeches by Mrs. Thomas F. Mc-
Allister, director of the women's
division of the Democratic national
committee, and by representative
Arthur Mitchell of Chicago, only
Negro congressman.

Delegates moved into the con-
vention hall with their ears keen-
ly attuned for any sound from the
white house—but such as came to
them emerged only through caki-
net members or administration
subordinates.

President Roosevelt talked by
telephone for five . minutes with
Secretary Hopkins, and ‘* Hopkins
conferred with Senator Byrnes (D-
SC), but neither would disclose
what they had discussed.

Directors of the third term drive
were described as still uncertain
whether to put the President
formally into nomination and the
vice presidential problem, on the
surface, at least, was no nearer
solution than it had been yester-
day.

The keynote speech of Bankhead
and a “farewell” address by na-
tional chairman James A. Farley
highlighted the first major conven-
tion session last night at the big,
flag draped Chicago stadium.

The delegates headed back this
morning for - another round of
oratory before getting down to the
real business of adopting a plat-
form and naming a presidential

scandidate.

Farley was given a tumultuous
ovation when he urged tfie party
workers to “give our successors and
the new national party organiza-

In his keynote address, Speaker
Bnnkht‘ud said the major objectives
“of both parties must be unity
and solidarity of purpose in pre-
serving inviolate the structure of
our government and the perpetyal
freedom of its people.”

“We recognize that ours is a
government by political parties and
that as instrumentalities of gov-
ernment they are entitled to the
largest measure of freedom in
carrying legitimately disputed issues
to the people,” he said.

Of the Republican platform,
declared:

“The Frank committee and their
platform committee were in labor
a long, long time and they finally
brought forth a weasel.”

He said that “not only is this
administration opposed absolute-
ly to a participation in any
European war” but that it has
“done everything possible with-
in the bounds of reason” to
preserve peace abroad and “keep
us out or mvolvement in a for-
eign war.

“We do not propose,” he added,
“to appease those aggressors whose
doctrines wage war upon - every
principle of liberty for a free
people that our declaration of in-
dependence and our federal con-
stitution preserved.”

On this point, Farley said in his
address that the administration
“has given its solemn pledge that
no American -boy will be sent to
die on the battlefields of Europe
and this compact will be kept.”

“There may be difference of
opinion among Democrats on other
issues but on this determination
there is absolute unity,” he added.

the canvas-covered bodies of 63 men i

killed by an explosion yesterday.

Although the Koppers company,
operators of the mine, announced
belief all the victims of Pennsyl-
vania’s worst bituminous disaster in
a decade had been found, the gas-
masked rescue crews still explored
pitchblack shafts in the possibility
others might have been trapped.

Most of the dead had been suf-
focated. Others, were burned,

Only. 21 men escaped from the
mine, sloping two miles into the
earth from a mountainside, when
either gas or coal dust exploded and
snuffed out the lives of those caught
farther in. The 21 made a quick
scramble  for - safety, some crawling
on. all fours to shelter themselves
from the heat and lethal gas that
filled the tunnels.

The company. received an unveri-
fied report that a spark from a coal
cutting machine set off the blast.
Little damage was done to the mine
itself.

Stanley C. Yuwus, 23, one of the
survivors, said:

“It was more of a concussion than
an explosion. A great ball of white
fire swept down the tunnel. I was
knocked down. With the others, I
scrambled out on smy hands and
knees,”

About 1,200 were employed in the
mine in three shifts, The explosion
swept through only three sections,
however.

One rescue worker discovered that
a group of 34 miners erected a
brattice of wooden planks and put a
canvas over it in a vain effort to
keep out the deadly gas. But it
seeped in around the edges and
killed them all.

Upon the body of James Mont-
heith, foreman of that section, was
found a list of the 34 men. He had
apparently written it while awaiting
death—and added directions for
finding seven other men trapped
nearby.

“It must have been horrible,” said
Mike Seymoure, who found them. He
said in a number of cases fathers
and sons lay side by side in death.

0'Daniel Bepublican
Charges Thempson

SILSBEE, July 16 (Special)—Er-
nest O. Thompson, candidate for
governor, in a speech here today,

ridiculed the idea of Gov. W. Lee

O'Daniel asking for re-election be-
cause of an “old Democratic princi-
le.”

5 O'Daniel has been a Republican
all his life, Thompson charged, quot-
ing from an article by Mark Sulli-
van, famous columnist, and printed
in the Wichita, Kansas, Eagle of
June 18, 1939. £

“The article sets out that “Gover-
nor O'Daniel is a Republican in the
sense that Mr. O'Daniel has never
voted any ticket but the Republi-
can. Formerly he lived in Kingman,
Kansas, and always voted a Repub-
lican ticket. Mr. O’Daniel voted the
Republican ticket once in Texas and
never voted the Democratic ticket
in Texas or any place else.”

The plea for a second term for

National Income Rising

Thé national income for 1939 was nearly $70,000,000,-
000, the Commerce Department has announced. That
is still well under the peak of 82,900,000,000 for 1929,
but because things produced in these times bring lower
prices than in 1929, actual physical production is prob-
ably about equal to that year.

Yet unemployment is still with us. This points again
to the well-known fact that ‘production must be in-
creased far above any figures yet known in this couns
try.

The armament wave will probably cause a further in-
crease in national production in 1940 and for several
years. But even with-the tremendous arms drive must
g0 a continual effort to increase domestic consump-
tion of all kinds of goods. Export markets will be ham-
pered in the near future.

" Permanent well-being will depend eventually on our
abllity to absorb most of an ever-increasing national
production.

From Greenland’s Icy Mountains

Now in Washington is a party of Danish gentlemen
from Greenland.

Part of the 400-odd European inhabitants of this
700,000-square-mile island, they seek an outlet for ex-
port goods. The war has cut Greenland off completely
from Denmark, which no longer exists anyway except
as a Nazi appendage.

‘Greenland has some things to sell which it would
seem the United States could use. It produces cryolite,
used in making glass, soda, and aluminum, It exports
graphite also. These are useful substances, which it
might well pay the United States to buy. Greenland
faces real destitution if, deprived of its regular outlets,
it cannot find others.

Money spent now to buy its products might well
return extra dividends in the shape of a permanent
new trade connection in our own hemisphere,

Behind The News

WASHINGTON, July 16—By contrast with the Re-
publican convention, which was a wide-open riddle
from the start with the answers known only to famil-
jars of dream books, the Democratic convention looks
easy . . . a one-man show whose story might as well be
written in advance,

Actually, though, it isn't that simple. There are a
lJot of questions which can’t be answered until the chips
go down, and on their answers can depend much of
the country’s immediate political future.

First and foremost, of course, is the question: Will
FDR run for a third term?

It is taken for granted by most people that he will . . .
but no one is dead certain. Lately there has been an up-
swing in the number of rumors which say he won't;
stories saying he told this or that friend that he was
‘weary and wanted to step down, ill-natured guesses
that he’s loath to run against Wendell Willkie, hunches
that he will bow out at the lJast minute in ultra-dra-
matic style. Most politicians think he’ll be nominated,
but have their fingers crossed.

EFFECTS OF RELIEF ON HAPPINESS

The people of the United States should read a
little English history, and learn from E.gland's
experience since the last eight years we have
adopted the general policy of supplying relief to
the poor people.

Under Queen Elizabeth, in 1572, an act levying
a compulsory poor rate ‘was passed. It appointed
collectors who *“Shall by their good discretions
tax and assess all and every of the inhabitants,
dwelling in all and every city, borough, town, vil-
lage, hamlet and place known within the said lim-
its and divisions, to such weekly charge as they
and every one of them shall weekly contribute to-
wards the relief of the said poor people.” 3

The act of 1601 established relief on the basis
under which it was administered for more than
two centuries. It recognized the obligation of the
state to maintain the poor.

It is generally admitted that the administration
of poor laws in England were at the worst in
the last quarter of the Eighteenth century and the
first of the Nineteenth. The burden of maintain.
ing the indigent in some parishes was so great,
that owners found it better to surrender their
property; the poor rates exceeded the rents.

As the people in California are finding it, in
England they migrated to the placés where the re.
lief was the most. The Act of Settlement of 1662
denied relief to those who had not established a
settlement in a parish. The act undoubtedly had
the beneficial effect of keeping beggars from
migrating; but it also had the effect of prevent-
ing many industrious unemployed from seeking
work in other parishes. Against this evil, Adam
Smith and many others protested. To.this pernic-
ious law he attributed many of the local differences
in wages. “There is scarce a poor man in England
of 40 years of age,” wrote Smith, “who has not in
some part of his life felt himself most cruelly
oppressed by. this ill-contrived law of settlements.”

We are beginning to realize. the same difficul-
ties in migrants here in the United States.

Dr. Malthus’ Opinion

The Rev. Dr. Malthus was an especial critic
of the poor laws; but there is no reason for doubt-
ing his summary of their long effect when he
wrote: “I feel persuaded that if the Poor Laws
had never existed in this country, though there
might have been a few more instances of severe
distress, the aggregate mass of happiness among
the common people would have been much great-
er than it is at present.” y

The Act of 1834 established certain fundament-
al principles: that paupers must be maintained
in a condition less desirable than the humblest
worker who lived on his earnings; and that those
requiring relief must perform work in a work-
house. This act remained the foundation of the
English Poor Laws_ until the present century.

It will be noted that the Act of 1834 required
the recipients of relief to work in a workhouse.
It did not permit them to work promiscuously or
for private industry.

Possibly the relief principles of England are one
of the causes of England's present predicament.
When any people violates the fundamental Jaw
that man should live by the sweat of his face, it
is violating the law of action and reaction, the
law of compensation and the law of life, A na-
tion that does that always has to pay the penalty,
sooner or later. The question is how long we
will go and how much we will have to suffer be-
fore we realize what relief is doing to the morale
and the progress of American people. Prob-
ably Dr. Malthus would say the same thing if he
were here today.

.
HOW TO JUDGE A MAN

One often hears a person say that he thinks
Mr. So and So is right because his ideas agree
with his,

But this is not the way to judge whether a man
is right or wrong.

The way to judge whether a man is right or
wrong is whether he agrees with, is consistent
with, in harmony with, the eternal principle of
equal freedom to create anything he has ability
to create that anybody else has a right{to create.

If a man is judged this way, there €an be a
common rule of judgment.

If a man is judged right or wrong whether he
agrees with an individual, we will have as many
standards of right and wrong as there are indi-
viduals. This can only lead to confusion.

The Nation's Press

AN ARMY FOR EUROPE
(Chicago Tribune)

Mr. Roosevelt's latest message to congress re-
quests equipment for an army of two million
men. He proposes 1o obtain complete supplies
for an army ef 1,200,000 and reserve supplies for
another 800,000. He asks an additional appropria-
tion of close to 5 billion dollars, for the army
and navy but insists he has no intention of send-
ing any Americans to fight in Europe. He speaks
favorably of conscription to provide the requisite
man power.

If we are not going to fight in Europe we have
no need of 1,200,000 soldiers or of equipment for
an army of even greater size. Either Mr. Roose-
velt is concealing his wpeal purpose to send an ex-
peditionary force abroad or he is asking congress
to appropriate far more money than is needed for
defense

All of Mr. Roosevelt’s public acts in recent
years point to his desire to enter the European
war. Two years ago he began to talk of quaran-
tining the aggressor nations and in the inter-
vening years his language has become increas-
ingly violent. He has insisted that he is opposed
to participation in the European war but with
the election coming on he could hardly. do other-
wise because foreign adventures are not popular
with American voters. The example of Presi-
dent Wilson is a reminder that pacific utterances
before November are likely to be forgotten by
the time April comes around.

Mr. Roosevelt has not been able to conceal his
real purposes. His recent cabinet changes were
symptomatic. Now his request for an immense
army tells the same belligerent story. A mod-
erate increase in the size of the regular army
and the rapid modernization of the army's fight-
ing tools in addition to the strengthening of the
navy and air force already provided for would
give this country all ,the protection it requires
against cggression from abroad. The request
for additional hundreds of thousands of soldiers
'\ ht mean that the President has lost all sense
0.\ roportion but the more probable explanation
is that he had made up his mind to enter the
war and wants to be sure he will have an
to send abroad. _Significantly, he is not .

HOLLYWOOD, July 16—Almost
from the time he was born in Ken-
osha, Wis., on May 16, 1915, Orson
Welles has been a character. It may
not be true that he came into the
world with a beard, or that the first
words he uttered were, “I am a gen-
jus.” But from the age of 5, when he
took up smoking, and at 7, when he
first ‘appeared on the stage, he be-
gan to make up for the wasted years
of infanthood.

If the movies had been articulate
in those days, Welles probably would
have been out here making pictures
in 1925. Instead, at a private school,
he had to content himself with lec-
turing his schoolmates on art, writ-
ing music reviews for a newspaper,
and staging and starring in a group
of Shakespearean plays. After tha>
his adventures included world-wide
travel and dramatic triumphs cli-
maxed by his pa! c-creating broad-
cast of a Martian invasion.

His size kept pace with his pre-
cocity. At 16 Welles was big and
mature enough to pass for 25 and
to appear as a guest star in Ire-
land’s famed Gate and Abbey Thea-
ters. Today he is known to friends
as “Monstro,” although they use it
as if they meant “Maestro.” At his
rented house near the beach and
neighboring the Shirley Temple
estate, he indulges a monkish in-
clination by padding around bare-
foot and wearing a loose robe which
is about two sizes smaller than a
menagerie tent. Or he may loll by
his pool in wildly hued pajamas
which he designs himself.

WELLES A PRODIGIOUS
WORKER

Sometimes he smokes 85-cent ci-
gars, but just now he’s carrying six
pipes, all with their stems jammed
into his jacket breast pocket. He
loves steaks and has choice cuts sent
from New York by air express. He
rarely touches liquor and seems nev-
er to be ill, or even tired after writ-
ing for 24 hours at a stretch.

There may be three secretaries in
his house, all frantically busy tak-
ing and typing dictation; or he may
run everybody off the place and use
a dictating machine. All his woman
servants are called “Ingrid” and all
his male employes “Alfalfa Bill.”

Welles really isn't interested in
anything except his work. Even
when he plays a joke he is likely
to dramatize it elaborately. One
day, regretting an appointment he
had made with a magazine inter-
viewer and fearing it would be pret-
ty dull, he persuaded an aviator
friend to swoop low over the house
that afternoon and drop a few
notes. While the interviewer looked
on popeyed, Welles would retrieve
each bit of paper and rush to a tel-
ephone and carry on a mysteriously
phrased conversation with J. Edgar
Hoover in Washington. ‘Of course
the phone wasn't connected to any-
thing. In deference to such critical
affairs, the excited magazine writer
left after being pledged to utter se-
crecy.

Doctor Testifies
For Moe Annenberg

CHICAGO, July 16 (#—M. L. An-
nenberg paid the government $800,-
000 today as the first installment on
the $8,000,000, plus interest, which
the Philadelphia publisher agreed to
pay in settlement of civil income
tax claims.

Carter H. Harrison, collector of in-
ternal revenue, announced simul-
taneously with the opening of a fed-
eral court hearing on Annenberg'’s
plea for probation that a certified
check for $800,000 had been received.
Another payment of $200,000 was
due by Nov. 1.

Three . Philadelphia physicians
were summoned by the defense. to
testify before Federal Judge James
H. Wilkerson im support of Annen-
berg’s probation petition. Judge
Wilkerson on July 1 sentenced An-
nenberg to three years imprison-
ment on his plea of guilty to evasion
of $1,217,296 taxes on his 1936 in-
come, one count of an indictment
that charged him with failure to
pay $5,548,384 in taxes, penalties and
interest for 1932 and 1936.

NEW YORK, July 16 — The

amendments to the Wagner Act
now pending in Congress leave
me cold, because none of them
gets at the worst defects in a law
which was hastily and emotionally
miscalled Labor's Magna Charta.

I contend that if my govern-
ment compels me to join a union,
which is a private organization, it
must undertake to protect my
rights as an American citizen
within that organization.

Therefore, it must be under-
stood that I designate the umion
to represent me only in collective
bargaining with my employer. It
has no right to commit me on
anything else, It has no right to
indorse any political ticket, plat-
form or candidate, or the W.P.A,,
or contribute one cent of the
money I am compelled to pay as
dues, assessments and fees for any
purpose to which I am opposed.

Must Supervise

Having made it necessary for
me to join a union in order to
enjoy the privilege of working at
my lawful occupation, my govern+
ment must superintend the union
elections and prosecute those who
commit election frauds. It must
see that the ballot is kept pure,
and that elections are held ex-
actly as provided by the union
constitution.

My union must be made to re-
frain from mob violence or un-
lawful harassment, coercion or
vandalism; because, obviously, my
government has no right to herd
me into an organization which
commits criminal acts. Otherwise
my government drives me into a
life of crime.

Similarly, my government must
compel my union to observe its
contracts, because personally T am
very conscientious about contracts
and will not be a party to repudi-
ation or violation of a contract,
Not only a question of conscience
but a question of legal liability is
involved here.

End Taxing Power

My government has got. to
abolish the taxing power of my
union. That is absolutely must,
because, obviously, my govern-
ment has no right to Jorce me
into a private organization which
taxes me. Only my government
has the right to tax me. More-
over, the dues, fees and assess-
ments must be regulated by law,
because it will be remembered

that T am a member only by com=
pulsion of law.

My government must provide
guarantees that the money which
I do pay inio the urion treasury
will be spent honestly and fully
accounted for, just as public funds
are supposed to be spent and ac-
counted for, and must prosecute
grafters in the union for my pro-
tection. A

The membership must be wide
open to any citizen engaged in the
trade of that union without re-
striction. This means that if I am
a Negro the union cannot bar me
on account of my color. It also
means that the union camnot close
its rolls and exclude new mem-
bers in order to monopolize the
existing jobs for those who al-
ready belong.

Should Admit All

If the government says I must
join the union in order to exercise
my right to work, the union must
he compelled to admit me. On
the other hand, if a union is ex-
clusive, like the Racquet Club or
the Union League, as some of
them are, and equally expensive,
it has no right to invoke govern-
ment compulsion under the Wag-
ner Act.

My government must protect
me from suspension or expulsion
for any other cause than an of-
ferise against the public laws of
the Stafe or nation. "It cannot
permit the union to throw me out
for criticizing its officers, meth-
ods or constitution. As a citizen,
I am allowed to criticize the offir-
ers, methods and constitution of
my State and nation, and the
same {ights must be guaranteed
as to this minor citizenship in the
union.

Within Reach of Law

All this, I am afraid,
rather close supervision of the un-
ions by the government; in short,
something very like a Nazi labor
front or the Russian system. But
they can’t have the privileges
which the act confers without as-
suming appropriate responsibili-
ties. and being private organiza-
tions, capable of great abuses,
they must place themselves with-
In reach of the law.

My government has its faults,
put still I trust it more than I
trust the unions, especially in view
of William Green's indorsement of
criminals in positions of power
over the rank and file.
