The War
Today

By DEWITT MACKENZIE

Inauguration of a nationalistic
government with militaristic backing
in Tokyo means that Japan finally
has taken off her gloves and intends
to use a strong hand on the west-
ern powers in speeding up the es-
tablishment of hegemony over east-
ern Asia.

In other words Nippon is say-
ing: “We intend to expand, to get
ahead with the Chinese war, and
to control this part of the world.
Qutsiders stop interference.”

Whether this new form of rule
means a leaning towards Nazi Ger-
many and Fascist Italy remains to
be seen. Undoubtedly Japan’s fu-
ture relations will depend largely
on the outcome of the European
war

One is inclined to believe, how-
ever, that the adoption of a modi-
fied Fascist government is less a
tribute to Messrs. Hitler and Mus-
solini than an effcrt to get speed in
carrying out the expansionist pol-
icy.

Even should England win the war
and destroy the axis power, she like-
ly would find it exceedingly diffi-
cult to compel a reversion to the old
order of things in the Orient, once
Japan had made changes and con-
solidated the ground.

Probably my imagination is over
active this morning but in consid-
ering this new government under the
exceedingly ’'strong personality of
Prince Konoye I can’t help thinking
of the old Shogunate. The Shoguns
were hereditary commanders in chief
of the army and were virtual rulers
for centuries until the office was
abolished in 1868. Of course, Prince
Konoye is no Shogun but he has
enough of the attributes so that I'll
bet a penny this same fanciful
thought has passed through his
head.

To understand the political change
one must know that there are two
world-outlooks in Japan. One is
modern and has been. introduced to
western ideas. This applies to the
urban, industrial, newspaper-read-
ing part of the country—the group
which opposes militarism.

The other section comprises those
who either have looked at the west
with dislike, and returned to feudal

‘thoughts, or never have studied the
outside world. In this group are the
army and the majority of the vast
rural population.

It is the army which at present
dominates the political situation.
The army has no leadership to-
day except that of mnarrowly
trained military men. They believe
in direct action if mere pressure
won't avail.

Military domination has run in
cycles in Japan. For example, the
army was dominant and idolized by
the nation during the Russo-Jap-
anese war which Nippon won.

Then followed a period of eclipse,
helped by scandals involving army
and navy leaders. Came the World
War, and the military returned to
power once more. But the Siberian
campaign against the Bolshevists
was a costly failure, both in men
and money, and the army gave way
to ten years of civillan government.

The army bided its time. Along in
1930 the civilian policy of appease-
ment in China wasn't paying very
big dividends. Things were going
badly with Japan's interests in Man-
churia. So in September of 1931 the
army found an opportunity to strike
in Manchuria, which is to say,
against the civililan government at
home.

This opened the current phase of
Japanese history. The entire Chinese
conquest has been one of military
adventuring. The costs have been
huge and there have been periods
of vigorous civilian outery but, while
governments have changed, the mil-
itary has continued to wield the
power behind the scenes.

Now the army feels that the time
has arrived to strike hard and fast.
That in essence would seem to be
the meaning of the new govern-

ment.

Dive Bombers Again
Descend On Britain

(By The Associated Press)

With German bombs falling only
30 miles away, Prime Minister
Churchill told the house of com-
mons in London today that Brit-
ain's own “life and death strug-
gle” compelled yielding to Japanese
demands for closing the Burma
road life-line of supples to China.

Nagi warplanes explosively shat-
tered a one-day Ilull in bombing
dssaults on the British Isles today,
subjecting the kingdom to machine-
gun attacks on villages, dive-bomb-
ing blasts at steamers and wide-
spread raids from Wales to the
English Channel.

The German high command re-
ported attacks on the big military
camp at Aldershot—England's
“Plattsburg,” about 30 miles south-
west of London—and on airports,
factories and harbors in south and
central England.

At least five persons were re-
ported killed, including a woman
slain by a bomb splinter and four
elderly persons in a southeast town.

The Nazi high command said
“big fires were observed” in the
bombing of industrial and arm-
ament plants. It also reported the
landing of German troops on the
French island of Ouessant, off the
coast of Brittany, commanding the
south gateway to the English Chan-
nel

Bad weather in the previous 24
hours had sharply curtailed both
British and German air raiders
who have lashed at each other al-
most constantly since the “battle
for Britain” began June 18.

Six 'Nazi Stuka dive-bombers
stormed down on channel steam-
ers in a morning attack, but an
eye-witness said the ships ap-
parently escaped harm. One of
the raiders was believed shot
down.

The fury of the German onslaught
stirred speculation whether it sig-
nalled the opening phase of a mass |
invasion by 600,000 Nazi troops, |
which a French newspaper, Le Petit
Dauphinois, said earlier this week
might come Friday.

Three civilians were Kkilled
several wounded in a bomb raid on
Britain’s great Mediterranean strong-
hold of Gibraitar early this morn-
ing—the first casualties there of the
war.

The raid followed close on a fiery
speech by Spain's Generalissimo
Prancisco Franco that Gibraltar
must become Spanish once more
and that Spain has 2,000,000 soldiers
ready to face anyone and to support
Spain’s rights.”

On the political front, Britons
expressed satisfaction in the nomi-
nation of President Roosevelt as
the Democratic party’s candidate
for a third term.

LONDON, July 18 (#»—Prime
Minister Churchill today offered in
effect British “collaboration” for
compromise settlement of the Jap-
anese-Chinese war.

He made it clear that the aims of
each belligerent must be attained
“by a process of peace and concilia-
tion and not by war or threat of
war.”

In answer to questions in the
house of commons, he declared that
Britain had no desire to impose a
peace on China.

To a request for full dress debate
on far eastern questions he replied
that it might be arranged after next
week.

He offered “our collaboration and
our contribution” to the attainment
of aims of both China and Japan.

The prime minister defended
Britain’s accord with Japan clos-
the Burma road, asserting
that Britain must be moved “by
the dominant fact that we are
engaged in a life and death strug-
gle.”

Qreat Britain {s not unmindful of
her obligations to China, he told the
house of commons but she must, in
view -of her present struggle, have
regard for the present world situa-
tion.

The prime minister made the first
formal British disclosure of the ac-
cord which provides not only' for
closing the Burma road but also ac-
cedes to Japan’s request to stop war
materials and ‘“certain other goods”
from reaching China via Hongkong,
British crown colony.

Tokyo announced the agreement
yesterday.

Churchill told commons the exo-
dus of children to the dominions
and the United States was most un-
desirable and that he did not believe
the military situation required it.

He said the proposed exodus was

not physically possible, and that
what offers of homes overseas
were accepted will be shared fair-
ly by rich and poor.”

“I must frankly admit that full
bearings on this question were not
appreciated by the British govern-
ment at the time it first was raised.
It was not foreseen that the mild
countenance given to this plan
would lead to such dimensions, and
that a crop of alarmists and de-
pressing rumors would follow at its
tail, detriment to interests of na-
‘ional defense.”

CHICAGO STADIUM, July 18
(A —President Roosevelt’s accept-
ance of an unprecedented third-
term nomination was all but for-
mally announced today through
indirect white house designation
of Henry A. Wallace, 51-year-old

Delegates trooping to this huge
stadium which last night saw his-
tory made by Democratic delegates
who acclaimed Mr. Roosevelt their
choice for 12 successive years of
white house service, were eager for
the President’s formal word. It was
not to be long in forthcoming.

Senator Byrnes of South Carolina,
chairman of the committee which
notified Mr. Roosevelt of his nomi-
nation today by telephone, told re-
porters the President would make
known his intention in a telegram.

This telegram, he said, would
be read to the assembled dele-
gates after Senator Alben Barkley
of Kentucky, the convention chalr-
man, could obtain order in the big
hall.

Then tonight, it was reported, Mr.
Roosevelt himself will address the
delegates by radio at 8 p. m. central
standard time. Preceding the Pres-
ident’s address, these same authori-
tative sources said, Mrs. Franklin D.
Roosevelt probably would address
the conventfon for five minutes,

Wallace, a former Republican, has
served in Mr. Roosevelt's cabinet
since the beginning of the new deal
in 1932. The decision to choose Wal=
lace to run with the President in a
campaign which shatters the 144-
year-old two-term tradition became
known after both Secretary of State
Cordell Hull and Brynes had refused
to be considered.

“Let’s see how it turns out first,”
was all Wallace would say to re-
porters who greeted the smiling sec-
retary with congratulations on his
selection.

Word that “it's Wallace” quickly
spread from delegate to delegate,
and there were indications that oth«
er contenders would withdraw.

Senator Harrison (D-Miss.) told
the Mississippi delegation it was
Wallace “on the first ballot” and
predicted no one else would even be
nominated.

Ignoring Mr. Roosevelt's message
that he had no “desire or purpose”
to be a candidate for ren
the boisterous convention session
early today had given him 946 13-30
votes to a collective 149 1-15 for four
other candidates.

Preliminaries cleared away, the
convention dived straight into the
business of nominating a presiden-
tial candidate. The Roosevelt name
was dropped in at the outset of a
state by staze roll call.

The tender delicacy of raspberries
is one of the blessings of summer
Try in these two cakes for
gala parties. ’

Raspberry Shortcake
(Serves 8 to 10)

Three cups sifted cake flour, 3 tea-
spoons combination baking powder,
1 teaspoon salt, % eup butter or
other shortening, % cup milk; 1%
gquarts crushed, sweetened raspber-
ries.

Sift flour once, measure, add bak-
ing powder and salt and sift again.
Cut in shortening. Add milk all at
once and stir carefully until all
flour is dampened. Theén stir vigor-
ously until mixture forms a soft
dough and follows spoon around
bowl

Turn out immediately on slightly
floured board and knead for 30 sec-
onds. Roll % inch thick into sheet
about 16%8 inches. Cut in half. Fit
one-half into well-greased 8x8x2
inch pan, Brush with melted butter.
Fit the second layer of dough into
pan. Brush ‘with melted butter. Bake
in hot oven (450 degrees F.) 15 to

them

To serve, separate halves and
spread bottom half with soft butter
and part of the raspberries. Adjust
top and spread with butter and re-
maining raspberries. Garnish with
whipped cream and whole berries.

Raspberry Sponge Cake
(Serves 6 to 8)

One cup sified cake flour, 1 tea-
spoon combination baking powder,
14 teaspoon salt, 3 eggs, 1 cup sugar,
2 teaspoons lemon juice, 6 table-
spoons hot milk, 1% quarts crushed,

Sift flour once, measure and add
baking powder and salt, and sift
together three times. Beat eggs until
very thick and light and nearly
white (beat for 10 minutes). Add
sugar gradually, beating constantly.
Add lemon juice. Fold in fleur, a
small amount at a time. Add milk,
mixing quickly and thoroughly until |
batter is blended. Turn at once into |
two 8x8x2 inch pans which havel
been greased very lightly, and bake |
in moderate oven (350 degrees F.) |
for 25 minutes. ’I

| To serve, spread whipped cream |
and part of raspbertries between lay- |
ers. Adjust top and spread with
whipped cream and berriés, garnish-
|ing with whole berries.

The appropriation of another umpteen billions for
national defense is quite all right. The American people
are in earnest about this preparedness thing, and no-
body cares much what it costs, provided we get what
we need and get it in jig-time.

Purther categorical assurance by the President and
administration leaders that none of this arms estab-
lishment is destined for service in Europe, but only
in resolute defense of the western hemisphere, is just
what the country needed. It melts away the last ob-
Jection that anybody could make to going ahead, full-
steam, with the military program.

The principal danger in all these astronomic ap-
propriations is that (1) They may crowd one upon an-
other faster than sensible plans can be devised to spend
them well, and (2) People may be so bedazzled by the
sums themselves that they will tend to think of re-
armament as already achieved.

It is not, of course, and it will not be for many
months—not in complete form for a period of from
five to seven years.

Some things can be done immediately, and they are
being ddne. There are reorganizations, shifts of ex-
Asting force, sharpening up of the National Guard,
recalling of reserve officers, and increased production
of many items where capacity exceeds présent pro-
duction.

But the great bulk of the preparedness effort will

become apparent with a rush only after a year or more
has elapsed. A graphic representation of the U. S.
armament effort during the World War shows that for
many months after war was declared, military pro-
duction rose but slightly. Then, as new plants and pro-
duction facilities took hold, production soared sud-
denly upward.
» 8o it will be today. We must not be impatient, nor
suddenly conclude that the effort is weak because it
takes time. It is a little like the hen and the egg. You
set the hen on the egg. It takes 21 days for the egg to
hatch. If you want more chicks, you might set 40 hens
on 40 eggs, but you still don't get even the first chick
until 21 days are up.

80 with a powder factory or shell plant (of which we
fhave virtually none.) First you must build the plant
That takes from six months to a year. You may de-
cide to build 40 plants. But you still don't get any
powder or shells until those initial months are past
and production begins.

This armament business requires patience as well as
unrelenting - follow-through. Not a moment should be
wasted, but let no one expect a miracle. Even France
didn’t get that.

Behind The News

CHICAGO, July 18—The shadow of a man who isn't
there falls over the Democratic national convention,
Just as a similar shadow cast by another absent bro-
ther fell across the Republican convention a fortnight
earlier. :

President Roosevelt was an unseen but potent in-
fluence at Philadelphia. Wendell Willkie is the same
kind of influence here.

A convention which goes to work under that kind
of handicap tends to be vaguely uneasy, like a man
who suspects he is being followed cven though he can't
actually see anything when he turns his head to look.
The realization that the leader of the opposition is
tough and resourceful, capable of pulling an unex-
pected fast one at any moment, is a damper to high
spirits—and, now and then, a spur to dramatic action.

That fact partly accounts for the neat maneuver by
which President Roosevelt, on the eve of the conven-
tion, scotched the third party threat.

By slipping into a message to Congress the flat
statement that American boys weren't going to be
sent to Europe to fight—a statement that was proposed
for the Republican platform and rejected after three
days of bitter argument—the President made prac-
tically certain that there won't be a third ticket in the
fleld to swipe Democratic Plans for such a
ticket were well under way; energetic Senator Burton
K. Wheeler barely a week before the convention was
declaring that organization work could be explcted
soon after the convention if a definite peace pledge
were not adopted. After the President’s statement
Wheeler returned promptly to the fold.

All of which. encouraged some party stalwarts to
chortle that a long march had been stolen on the Re-
publicans, and that it was now the Democrats who
could accuse the opposition of being the war party . ..
which just goes to show how some people overesti-
mate the importance of the words which get put into

' party platforms.
IMPORTANT BACKING
WASN'T IN SIGHT

Neverthless, averting the third" party threat was a
real achievement. The presidential declaration on non-
participation in the war abroad was only a part of it.

Much more important was the gradual discovery, by
all hands concerned, that important backing for such a
party just wasn’t in sight. The 20-odd C. 1. O. officials
who came to Chicago to work for a third term con-
winced party leaders that a bolt by John Lewis was
nothing much to be afraid of. If labor was going to
stay put, and if a few words in the platform would
appease the isolationists, then the Townsendites and
Athe Jeft-wing unionists could make book if they wanted
t0 and nobody'd worry.

ECONOMIC CONSEQUENCE OF GOVERN-
MENT FINANCIAL MISMANAGEMENT

Very few people realize the significance of the
law that prohibits private citizens from owning
gold in the United States.

Harry Schermann has articles in the July 6
and 13 issue of the Saturday Evening Post on the
subject of “The Real Danger in Our Gold.”

Mr. Schermann is author the book, “The
Promises Men Live By" and is probably as well
posted on money, credits and gold as any writer
now before the public. Everyone who is interest-
ed in freedom will benefit by reading the two
articles.

What Control of Gold Leads To

In this article, the author makes the
ing comments:

“This inevitable rise in prices can be some-
what averted, and to economic illiterates who
forget that a few years is but a moment in his-
tory, this temporary aversion is often interpret-
ed as a full escape from the consequctces of de-
valuation. But even such a temporary aversion
of an inflationary rise in prices can be success-
ful only through an increased use of the gov-
ernment’s control over its citizens' activities.

“Economic freedom, and soon other forms of
freedom, must necessarily be encroached upon.
The rise of totalitarianism in modern govern-
ments during the past dozen years is nothing
but a reflection in the political sphere of the at-
tempts of governments to control the economic
consequences of their own financial mismanage-
ment. The only possible way, for a long period
to avoid the full consequences of this interfer-
ence with the free measurement of values is the
complete totalitarian state. This has existed in

of

Russia for the past twenty years and, almost
to the same extent, is true now in Germany.
It involves, plainly, the final loss of all forms

of liberty among citizens—of unhampered owner-
ship of property, of enterprise, labor, speech, trav-
el, in the end even religion and thought. This
is the real price that must be finally paid, if a
government wishes to devalue its currency when-
ever it conceives it to be advantageous, and yet
avoid the consequences of the disordered infla-
tionary rise in prices that would normally ensue
in a free world.”

WASHINGTON, July 18. (#)—An
experiment in the training of para-
chute troops such as Germany and
Russia have used in the European
war was announced by the war de-
partment today.

ORDINANCE NO. 205

An ordinance requiring all per-
sons engaged in the preparing or
handling of food, food products
and/or drinks to undergo a physical
examination and obtain a health
certificate: Prohibiting any person
from hiring or'engaging the services
of another person infected with a
contagious or communicable disease:
Pixing a charge for such health cer-
tificate: Providing for the enforce-
ment of the same: Prescribing a
penalty for violation thereof: And
declaring an emergency.

Be it ordained by the City Com-
mission of the City of Pampa:

That the following ordinance is
deemed necessary for the public
health and is for the prevention of
the spread of contagious and com-
municable diseases in the City of
Pampa, Texas; and the said ordi-
nance is hereby adopted as follows:

SECTION I

It shall hereafter be unlawful for
any person, either an owner, pro-
prietor, agent, servant, representa-
tive or employe, to engage 'in the
preparation or handling of any food,
food product and/or drink, for hu-
man consumption, where any part
of the human body or clothing worn
by such party comes in contact with
such food, food product and/or
drink, without having obtained and
having the same approved by the
Health Department of the Cily of
Pampa, a doctor’s certificate [rom
a legally licensed physician, show-
ing that such person has been sub-
jected to test and examination by
such physician and has been found
free from disease as set out in
Article 705 of the Revised Penal
Code of the State of Texas for 1925
as amended and further without
undergoing a blood test for syphilis
by the City Health Department and
having been found to be free and
clear from syphilis by said City
Health Department.

SECTION II
Each and every person complying
with the first section of this ordi-
nance shall register with the City
Health Department of the City of
Pampa and pay therefor to said
Department the sum of One Dollar
($1.00), the payment of which shall
entitle said person to a free blood
test for syphilis and the approval of
the City Health Department on said
certificate in the event such test
shows said person to be free from
syphilis. Such certificate shall com-
ply to the State and City laws and
shall remain in full force and effect
for a period of six (6) months, un-
less cancelled by the City
Department of the City of Pampa as
set out in Section 4 of this ordi-
nance.
SECTION III
It shall hereafter be unlawful for
any owner, proprietor, agent, man-
ager or other person engaged in the
business of preparing, handling any
food, food product and/or drink, to
employ, hire or engage the services
of any person to prepare or handle
any food, food product or drink for
human consumption, where any part
of the human body or clothing worn
by said party comes in contact with
the feod, food product, and/or drink,
or permit any person to prepare or
handle any food, food products,
and/or drink for human consump-
tion, where any part of the human
body or clothing worn by such party
comes in contact with the food, food
product and/or drink, unless the
said party shall first display to the
said . owner, proprietor, agent or
mandger a health certificate ap-
proved by the City Health Depart-
ment of the City of Pampa, Texas,
showing the said holder of the cer-
tificate to be free and clear from
gonorrhea, syphilis or any other con-
tagious, communicable or infectious
disease, and to have no pathological
condition whereby such person might
be a menace to the publie health,
and showing that such party has
undergone a -blood test for syphilis
and that said blood test resulted in
a negative finding.
SECTION 1V
The City Health Officer or his as-
sistant, or the City Inspector of the
City of Pampa, Texas, may cite the

holder of any health certificate to a

Health }

re-examination at any time such
holder of such certificate is known
or suspected to be afflicted with any
of the diseases or conditions as set
out in the preceding sections of this
ordinance. Such re-examination will
be made by the City Health Offi-
cer without cost to the holder but
shall not extend the time of such
certificate beyond the date-for which
it was issued.
SECTION V
Any person who shall hereafter
handle or prepare -any food, food
product, and/or drink, for human
consumption, where any part of the
human body or the clothing worn by
such person shall come in contact
with such food, food product and/or
drink, knowing himself or herself to
be afflicted with any of the dis-
eases herein before named or any
contagious or infectious diseases,
whether the said party have a
health certificate or not, shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor and shall
be punished as hereinafter provided.
SECTION VI
Any person or persons violating
any of the provisions of this ordi-
nance shkall be guilty of a misde-
meanor and shall, uporl conviction
thereof, be fined in any sum not less
than Five Dollars ($5.00) nor more
than One Hundred Dollars ($100.00).
SECTION VII
any section, paragraph,
sentence, clause or phrase of this
ordinance be declared unconstitu-
tional or invalid for any reason, the
remainder of the said ordinance
shall not be affected thereby, but
shall remain in full force and effect
Each and every violation of the pro-
visions of this ordinance shall con-
stitute a separate offense.
SECTION VIII
All ordinances and parts of ordi-
nances in conflict herewith are here-
by in all things repealed.
SECTION IX
It appearing to the City Com-
mission of the City of Pampa that
the City of Pampa is without an
ordinance governing the provisions
herein contained, and that the lack
of such an ordinance creates a dire
public necessity, and that the same
should be passed to preserve the
public health, welfare and peace, an
