HARVESTER BAND OPENS PAMPA ALL-SCHOOL CONCERT TONIGHT
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Pampa Had ‘Crummer Trouble ’ Before
Pampa voters were being flooded through the 

mall today with copies of a letter from Crummer 
& Company, the Dallas bond house that wants 
to lay a “golden egg" here in order to get hold 
of Pampa’s electric system.

The present city commission and the Carr, 
Boyd Osborne political club are making much 
political ado over the letter in which Crummer 

Company states that it will buy the plant and 
pay the city a $250,000 bonus, if the people will 
vote to take over the Pampa power plant.

The Pampa City Commission now has a con­
tract with Crummer & Company, entered Into 
last Nov. 21 without competitive bids, to sell to 
the Dallas bonding company the light and power 
revenue bonds for financing a municipal plant 
in Pampa.

Crummer & Company says in Its letter that if 
the City doesn't wish to keep the plant it will 
take the plant off the City’s hands at a net profit 
to the City of $250,000

The records at City Hall are the best evidence 
of how much faith can be placed in contracts and 
agreements with Crummer <fc Company.

Trouble with Crummer & Company In Pampa 
is not new, as can be seen in the minutes of the 
City Commission of Pampa relating what hap­
pened at a commission meeting on Dec. 6, 1933.

Recorded on Page 63 of Vol. 4 of the City Hall 
commission records Is this:

"It was moved by Fatheree and seconded by 
O'Keefe that the eity attorney be Instructed to 
file suit against Brown-Crummer Company mow 
Crummer A Company) on contract for sale of 
warrants dated Dec. 16, 1929. Mayor callrd for 
vote. A11 present voting yea and none nay.”

That is a mighty story in itself.
Checking further into this angle with Arthur 

M. Teed, Pampa attorney, who was city attorney 
at the time, these further facts are disclosed:

In connection with the above action by the 
1933 city commission the City had issued some 
warrants about the time of the contract date and 
these were purchased by Brown-Crummer Com­
pany. The city commission, according to Mr. Teed, 
had an understanding with Brown-Crummer, who 
were acting through their agent, C. M. Smith 
(the same man who represented Crummer & 
Company in the contract which the present city 
commission closed on the light bond deal last 
November) that the city could later exchange 
the warrants for bonds or warrants bearing a 
lower rate of interest.

This understanding, or contract, was written by 
Mr. smith and signed by him for the bond com­
pany and by the City Manager for the city. I t 
was not submitted to the city attorney for ap­
proval.

When the City called upon Brown-Crummer 
to fulfill the contract they refused, saying they 
already had sold the warrants to a third party. 
As a result the City of Pampa had to pay ap­
proximately $4,000 (extra interest) because of the 
ambiguous contract. The city attorney advised the 
city it could not recover in a lawsuit involving 
the contract.

The City Commission considered the matter 
outright repudiation of contract by Brown-Crum- 
mer.

Since Pampa already has had contract trouble 
with Crummer & Company under the name of 
Brown-Crummer, it doesn't appear to be good 
business to let Crummer & Company take con­
trol of the city's power plant.

So. when you read your Crummer & Company 
“offer" letter, mailed to the voters today, Just 
remember the city’s experience with Crummer & 
Company back in 1933.

If they will argue over $4,000, what would they 
do in a legal scrap involving $250,000?

Girl Denies She Slew 
Man While He Prayed

LAKE CHARLES, L*„ March 29 
IA‘)—The defense rested at 10:40 
a. m. (CST) today in the murder 
trial of brunette Mrs. Annie 
Beatrice Henry, 24.
She appeared as the only witness 

in the effort to save her from the 
gallows, testifying she had told 
numerous police officers she killed 
a Houston, Tex., salesman, but that 
she did not fire the fatal bullet.

She said her companion. Finnon 
Burks who also is charged with mur-, 
der, killed Joseph P. Calloway, 42, 
the salesman in a deserted rice field 
south of here on St. Valentine's day 
after they had decided to dispose 
of him in order to obtain his auto­
mobile to go to Arkansas to rob a 
bank.

Calloway had picked the pair up 
a few hours earlier near Orange, 
Tex.

Mrs. Henry told the court that 
she had been addicted to drugs for 
the past seven years and that she 
entered the Shreveport restricted 
district to live at the age of “17 or 
18."

Upon cross-examination made 
after she had told briefly and simply 
Of how Calloway was slain after be­
ing forced to undress, the dark hair­
ed defendant admitted telling three 
officers who preceded her on the 
stand that she had shot Calloway.

She said she did this to protect 
Burks, whom she named as the 
actual slayer.

"I never made any statement that 
I shot Calloway while he was 
kneeling and praying," she said.

She said her husband, Claude 
(Cowboy) Henry, now In prison in 
Texas on conviction of murder, 
helped break her of the narcotic 
habit.

'Loved Him So Muvh’
“That's one of the reasons Why I 

loved him so much," she said, ''He 
was tlie only man who ever really
tried to help me since I left home 
at 14. I went into the Shreveport 
district at 17 or 18 ”

The court sustained state ob­
jection to the last sentence.

Court recessed until 1 p. m. when 
closing arguments will be heard. 
Burks was slated to go to trial at 
once, but it appeared likely he can 
not be brought up before May be­
cause the regular Jury panel was 
exhausted in finding jurors for the 
Henry Trial.

Defense attorneys filed in an ef­
fort to depict Mrs. Henry’s eariy 
and sordi dlife was a mitigating 
factor in the crime, for which the 
state has asked the death penalty.

Continuing, Mrs. Henry said she 
met Flnnion Burks Feb. 7.

"He knew my husband. Burks and 
I decided to rob a bank after we 
had robbed a store to get firearms.

“We first met Calloway a mile 
this side of Orange, Tex. Burks and 
I each had a gun, but only Burks' 
gun was loaded. We pulled the guns 
on Calloway and turned off the

Several thousand copies of the Crummer & Company letter to the City Com­
mission, offering to pay a cash bonus of $250,000 to the City of Pampa for the light 
plant in the event the City purchases the plant from the Southwestern Public Service 
Company and then decides it does not wish to operate a municipal plant, have been 
received in the mail today by citizens of Pampa. Apparently, these were mailed out 
by Crummer & Company.

In a public radio address yesterday w j were "shamed" by a member of the Fact 
Finding Committee for having mode the statement that we believed this offer to be 
political bluff and nothing more. The voters of Pampa now have a copy of this offer 
before them Read it over again and you will see the reason for our statement

Crummer & Company agrees to pay the amount which is required under the op­
tion in the present light franchise, which is $660,178 67, plus said cash bonus.

After offering to pay the cash bonus of $250,00.0, Crummer & Company 
states that it will accept a franchise from the City containing the identical pro­
visions set out in the franchise which was requested by the Public Service Company. 
This franchise will provide that the City may purchase thè system inside the Pampa 
City Limits at any time it desires at an appraised valuation, which valuation could 
not be more thon $500,000 since the Southwestern Public Service Company's own 
statement shows only $490,823.32 invested from 1917 to date, and it stands to rea- 
sori that the plant and facilities are not worth as much now as they were when new.

In other words, Crummer & Company offers to pay a total of $910,178.67 for 
the system and at the same time agrees (in accordance with the terms of the new 
franchise) to sell it back to the City at any time at its appraised value which could 
not be more than $500,000

DOESN'T THIS SOUND FOOLISH?
Would Crummer & Company do it------ Of course not

Crummer & Compony has no intention of going through with its offer, as we 
see it, because it would mean offering to take a loss of nearly $500,000 overnight.

In addition, the Federal Power Commission and Seturities Exchange Commission 
.Would have something to say about such a deal It is easy to offer to do something 
when you know that you will be prevented from doing it anyway.

Even though we doubt the sincerity of this quarter of a million dollar bonus 
offer, os we have stated before, we pledge ourselves to submit to a vote of the peo­
ple all propositions which might arise in connection with the light plant issue, and, 
règordless of whether it be issuing a franchise, purchasing the light plant or issuing 
bonds, to obtain the best possible deal for thé community as a whole.

However the battle on the Hatch bill comes out, the 
desirability of some measure to protect government 
Jobholders from becoming the pawns of political bosses 
lg apparent. Political control wielded through federal 
•fendes doesn't do the cause of democracy any good.

Behind The News
WASHINGTON March 29—Congressman Smith's 

Wafner act amendments have had one uu looked-for 
effect: they’ve slid the A. F. of L. high command over 
to a position where It is willing to cooperate—to a 
slight extent, at least—with the Labor Board.

Before President Oreen Issued his statement—he 
•aid he still thought the Wagner act needed amend- 
tag. bat that Smith went entirety too far— there were 
some high-powered conferences among the A. F. of L. 
high command Before they took place, something hap­

U M C  COMPANIES 
GST BIGGEST SUBSIDIES

The A A people were mildly embarrassed recently 
whan it v u  shown that the biggest soil conservation 
payments have been going to the Insurance companies 
Which hold vast farm acreages. Four companies got 
over $200,000 apiece in the last hand-out, and seven 
more topped $100,000.

Even more surprising, however, is a comparison of 
the conservation payments as a whole with the general 
situation to regard to rural poverty. The department 
recently published two maps of the United States. On 
One map there is a black dot for each $20.000 paid out 
HDder the AAA program; on the other, a black dot for 
cacti group of 200 farms which annually produce less 
than $1000 worth of crops.

A SOCIETY BASED ON CONTRACT
I  want to quote briefly for several days from a 

great book, “What Social Ctesscs Owe Each 
Other’’, written in 1883 by William Graham Sum­
ner, professor of Social Science of Yale. I t  s 
now most timely, I  quote:

“A society based on contract is a society of 
free and Independent men, who form lies without 
faVor or obligation, and eooperate without cring­
ing or intrigue. A society based on contract, 
therefore, gives the utmost room And chance for 
individual development, and for all the self-re­
liance and dignity of a free man. That a society 
of free men, co-operating under contract, is by 
far the strongest society which has ever yet ex­
isted, llmt no such society has ever yet developea 
the full measure of strength of which it is capa­
ble; and that the only social improvements which 
are now conceivable lie in the direction of more 
complete realization of a society of free men united 
by contract, are points which cannot be con­
troverted. It follows, however, that one man, in 
a free state, cannot claim help from, and cannot 
be charged to give help to, another. To under­
stand the full meaning of this assertion it will be 
worth while to see what a free democrarv 
is. * * ♦

“A free man, a free country, liberty, and equal­
ity are terms of constant use among us. They 
are employed as watchwords as soor. as any social 
questions come into discussion. I t  is right that 
they should be so used. They ought to contain 
the broadest convictions and most positive faiths 
of the nation, and so they ought to be available 
for the decision of questions of detail.

“In order, however, that they may be so em­
ployed successfully and correctly it is essential 
that the terms should be correctly defined, and 
that their popular use should conform to correct 
definitions. No doubt it is generally believed 
that the terms are easily understood, and present 
no difficulty. Probably the popular notion is, 
that liberty means doing as one has a mind to, 
and that it is a metaphysical or sentimental good. 
A little observation shows tha t there is no such 
thing in this world as doing as one has a mind to. 
There is no man, from the tram p up to the Pres­
ident, the Pope, or the Czar, who can do as he 
has a mind to. There never has been any man, 
from the primitive barbarian up to a Humboldt 
or a Darwin, who could do as he had a  mind 
to." * • *

Popular Government Most Paternalistic
"If political power be given to the masses who 

have not hitherto had it, nothing will stop them 
from abusing it but laws and institutions. To 
say that a popular government cannot be paternal 
is to give it a charter that it can do no wrong. 
The trouble is that a democratic government is 
in greater danger than any other of becoming 
paternal, for it is sure of itself, and ready to uh-
dertake anything, and its power Is excessive and
pitiless against dissentients,” • * *

“There has been no liberty at all, save where 
a state has known how to break out, once for 
all, from this delusive round; to set barriers to 
selfishness, cupidity, envy, and lust in all classes, 
from highest to lowest, by laws and institutions; 
and to create great organs of civil life which can 
eliminate, as far as possible, arbitrary and per­
sonal elements from the adjustment of inter­
ests and the definition of rights. Liberty is an 
affair of laws and institutions which bring rights 
and duties into equilibrium. I t  is not a t all an 
affair of selecting the proper class to rule." •  * t

In is morning's dispatches announce that the 

estate oi Walt Mason, beloved in Emporia, who 
died in La Jolla, Calif., last year will total $88.000, 
not counting $2000 more that he and his daughter, 
Mary, owned together. Thiriy-two years ago last 
September, Walt Mason walked into Emporia 
broke, with a wrecked life. By all the exterior 
standards and signs, he was branded as a failure 
in his early forties., He owrnj thousands of dollars 
In little $2 and $3 and $5 and $10 clips to news­
papermen over the country from whom he had 
borrowed in various states of financial collapse 
and confusion.

He struck this town with three gifts: First, an 
indomitable energy—he worked like a horse; sec­
ond. a gift for rhythmic rhyming; third, a habit 
of ahsolute business honesty. Inside of a year after 
working at the Gazette office as no other man had 
ever worked before and has never worked since, 
displaying a gift that was unique and some way 
a part of his body and spirit, he began to make 
money a little money, and then to make more. 
Between the time when he was making $15 a week 
and the time when hr,, was making $50 a week, he 
began to pay his old debts.

Every week alien he drew his check, the fat 
poet would toddle to the postoffice, buy a money 
order for anywhere from $2 to $10. and send it 
to some newspaperman who had helped him in 
adversity. He kept it all In his head He had a mar­
velous memory and for five years he was paying 
those Tittle debts extended back a period of ten 
years before. His rigid honesty gave him a sense 
of the value of money, so th a t When he began 
making lots of money, a thousand dollars a month 
and more he saved it.

Well, working and saving--with a gift, of God 
to rhythm and rhyming, despite the 30 op 40 per 
cent shrinkage of his investments to the last ten 
years, left him well to do.

Whatever lesson there is, take it. Only don’t be 
discouraged if you have come into your forties 
penniless and with no apparent surcease tor what 
seems to be a failure. Remember, somewhere you 
have a mdden talent. Find It. It God has given you 
energy, then work and remember, clitefwt of 
all. that honesty is the footing stone under the 
foamdation of every success That to the simple 
lesson of Walt Mason’s homely Ilf«.

•docket for the federal court, east­

ern district of Texas, for the term 
beginning In November, he found 176 
cases ready for assignment—27 for 
murder, the same number for assault 
to kill, tire others for adultry, big­
amy, counterfeiting, horse or cattle 
theft, perjury, robbery, theft from 
United States mails, receiving stol­
en property, making false claims 
against the government, assault to 
rob. arson, introducing liquor Into 
Indian territory—practically every 
offense covered by the status.

Hie setting made by Judge Bryant 
«covered 23 days, from November 21 

to December 16. Some days had as 
many as a dozen cases set, especially 
those for Introducing liquor, which 
were numerous, and In which pleas 

•  of guilty were often made.

Murder In Indian territory then, 
where either of thq parties was a 
non-citizen, was tried in tills court 
and the penalty upcn conviction 
was death. Some years later the law 
was amended to allow the Jury to 
recommend mercy, In which case the 
Judge could Impose a life sentenco, 
but at that time the extreme pen­
alty was mandatory. One of the 
men tried for murder at that term

* was Manning Davis. The other 26 
cases were either continued because 
of absence of witnesses, or the evi­
dence showed such extenuating cir­
cumstances that the offense would

* be reduced to manslaughter, which 
had a penalty of not exceeding 10 
years In a penitentiary.

Manning Davis was not the first 
man convicted of murder In tills 
court after Its establishment at ‘ 
Paris In 1889. Tom Moore had been 1 
convicted at a previous term but t 
hod been granted a new trial twice | 
because of errors, and a continuance I 
or two delayed his final trial and 
conviction. Davis also succeeded In 
delaying his execution by legal

.  maneuvers, and it was not until
* April, 1894, that he walked to the 

gallows In Lamar county jail yard. 
Federal prisoners were kept hi that 
jail as there was no federal prison 
in Paris., » ___

By this time two other men had 
been tried and convicted of murder, 
a Mexican called Manuel and a 
negro man, and their execution was 
set for the same date as that of 
Davis. J. Shelby Williams, United 
States Marshal, had charge of the 
execution and a gfclldvrs with o trap 
wide'enough for three men to stand 
was built. George Oglesby, foreman 
on a ranch Marshal Williams own- j 
ed and operated In western Lamar 
county, was brought 4n to act as 
executioner and deputy marshal.

Oglesby fashioned the. hangman's 
knots of heavy grass rope, with the 
part of the rope slipping through 
the knot well soaped. The death

* warrants were read to the con­
demned men by a deputy marshal 
before Davis, the white man, was 
placed at the east end of the trap, 
the Mexican next and the negro on 
the other end. The nooses were put 
over their heads, the caps followed 
and almost instantly Oglesby pulled 
the lever that released the trap and 
the three bodies dropped six feet, 
jarring the stout six-by-six timbers 
of the gallows. The necks of all were 
broken and physicians in attendance 
pronounced them dead in a few 
minutes.

It, and the only spectators were of­
ficers, newspaper reporters, phy­
sicians and a small group of per­
sons allowed by the marshal to be 
present. The gallows was dismantled 
viler each execution and reassemb­
led as needed, and none of the ropes 
were used twice. Each one was cut 
close to the knot and the noose 
slipped from around the dead man’s 
neck before he was in his coffin.

No Laborers Needed 
On Coasl FSA Says

WASHINGTON, March 29 (7P>—In 
grim terms of suffering and want 
the farm security administration 
warned thousands of mldwestern 
farm families today against migrat­
ing to the Pacific coast in search of 
economic opportunity.

“There almsdy is a considerable 
surplus of farm labor in that area.” 
the FSA wrote its clients In Arkan­
sas. Kansas, Missouri, Oklahoma and 
Texas, "and most of the migrant 
families can find work only at Ir­
regular intervals.

"As a result their annual earn­
ings usually are extremely low, and 
suffering from lack of proper food 
and clothing has been widespread. 
In many cases these families have no 
homes except temporary camps along 
the roadside, often without a good 
water supply or even the most prim­
itive sanitary facilities.”

Copies of the FSA letter went to 
305,000 families and they were asked 
to spread the “true facts’ ’to other 
thousands so that "needless disap­
pointment and suffering" could be 
prevented.

The current row between the Uni­
versity of Texas’ Interscholastic 
league and Its member high schools 
has developed into a two-headed 
argument.

The original point of contention 
was, and still is, the 16-year-old 
rule, which the league seeks to im­
pose <by proclamation) Sept. 1.

The secondary but more impor­
tant point, which has developed 
during the course of the contro­
versy is whether the members shall 
rule themselves by ballot, or submit 
to the arbitrary decisions of the 
league.

In order to eliminate confused 
thinking the points should be con­
sidered sepai ately.

Today we will consider only the 
broader question which boils down 
to essentially this:

Shall the fnterscholastlc league 
be democratic or despotic?

The good old American principle 
of majority rule is Justly popular 
and the league is bucking a terrific 
tide of sentiment and sense when it 
tries to deny its members' the right 
to decide a problem with votes.

There is, however, another side to 
the voting question—the league side 
—and it’s a pretty good side, too.

The league can make a strong case 
for itself by declaring frahkly that 
it is not a democracy; that it has 
never made any pretense of being; 
that It Is a different sort of organi­
zation.

Membership in the league is volun­
tary. No school has been forced to 
Join. Any school may withdraw any 
time it chooses.

All schools joined the league with 
their eyes open and with full ad­
vance knowledge of the way the or­
ganization is managed.

No promise has ever been made 
the schools that they would be given 
a voice in the management of the 
league.

Mere mention of despots and dic­
tators is a signal for cat calls and 
a barrage of cabbages, but it qhould 
be remembered that there is some 
difference between political dicta­
tors and dictatorial policies within a 
social or business organization. It 
may not be precisely fair to say 
League Durector Roy Bedlchek is a 
dictator because he won't agree to 
giving the schools a vote whenever 
they want It. After ail he is running 
a department of the university and 
not a political body.

The schools say: “Sure, we joined 
the league with our eyes open, but 
we Joined under one set of condi­
tions and now the league wants to 
change those conditions without 
asking our opinion."

If the league is not political it 
certainly isn’t  a private business 
111 ho­

lt Js at least semi-public and sup­
ported by the taxpayers and the 
schools.

The league can’t  be compared to 
an enterprise which gives its em­
ployes no voice in management be­
cause whereas the employes get paid 
for their service the member schools 
pay the league. Alls chools pay a 
membership fee and a good many of 
them give a percentage of their 
football gate receipts to the league.

School men vehemently deny that 
membership in the league is Volun­
tary.

Theoretically the schools may 
join, stay in or get out as they 
please, but everyone who follow*- 
high school football knows that is a 
pretty illusion. Actually a school 
either has to be In the league or 
abandon hope of having a successful 
football program.

Even If an independent team can 
get games (a difficult task in itself) 
it can not take part in the cham­
pionship races and a team which 
isn’t competing for something rarely 
has either much morale or public 
attractiveness.

The league could easily adopt a 
ruk? which would have the effect 
of barring the Independent from 
competition with league members 
and there Is no assurance that the 
league wouldn't do Just that if it 
believed such action would be to the 
best interest of the laegue.

Probably the most disastrous thing 
that could happen to both the league 
and the schools would be for a large 
group of schools to split away from 
the league and form their own sep­
arate association.

There is no assurance that a new 
association, if formed, would be any 
more satisfactorily run than the 
present league.

Umps Will 'Wart' Managers 
To Speed Up Texas Games

DALLAS. March 29 (JPh- Those 

friendly little chats Texas League 
baseball managers have been hold­
ing at the plate before starting a 
game will be taboo this season.

They were supposed to be dis­
cussing ground rules.

"But they don’t talk about ground 
rules enough to make It worthwhile 
and they kill a lot of time we can 
use to other ways,” J. Alvin Gard­
ner, league president, said today tn 
announcing plant for speeding up 
the game.

Of course if 
ployers deliberately delay the play 
the umpires can penalize them, but 
that's difficult to prove.

But the umpire is going to do all 
he can to "poosli ’em up.”

“From now on well print all the 
ground rules and other rules on * 
the back of the cards the managers 
put their starting lineups on,” 
Gardner said. “If they don’t read 
the rules It’ll just be their hard 
luck. '  *

“Five minutes! Tch. tch; think 
about wasting all that time and thé 
league trying to make the games 
meet a two-hour limit.

“This is the age of speed. You 
can’t have a streamlined league If 
the players spend half their time 
dragging to froth the field and back."
