NO-EAT-NO-WORK IS8
IN FORCE AT HOUSTON

HOUSTON, Sept. 18. (#The an-
cient rule of aCpt. John Smith that
“he who will not work shall not eat”
will be invoked against transients
here this winter, according to an-
nouncement of F. M. Law, chairman
of the mayor's unemployment com-
mittee. Captain Smith promulgated
the rule during hard times in the
early days of Virginia.
