NEW RUSSIAN-GERMAN DEAL BELIEVED NEAI
Turkey Vows 
To Defy Reds 
If Betrayed

Hitler Believed 
Cooking Up Scheme 
To  Crush Greece

(By The Associated Press) 
Disclosure that the Soviet pre- 

mier-foreign commissar Vyaches- 
lam Mote toff will visit Berlin 
shertly brought a quick declara­
tion today (Sunday) from inform­
ed Turkish quartan that Turk­
ey wffl fight “ If vitally threaten­
ed”  regardless of the outcome of 
Agh talks with her friend afid 
neighbor, Russia.
Turkey received the news of Molo- 

toff's impending conversations with 
Oerman officials—and presumably 
Italy’s Foreign Minister Count Ol- 
ano—with grave misgivings, and 
Ankara quarters said Turkey hoped 
for “benevolent" Russian neutral­
ity In the developing Balkan war- 
front. Count Clano is expected to 

E  go to Berlin next week, Rome cir­
cles said.

Bulgaria has been considered by 
observers as likely to swing 

Into the Axis camp open- 
i-lng the way for a German sledge- 

ner attack on Turkey and 
' Greece to aid Italy’s thus far ap- 
f  parent failure to crack Greek de­

fenses.
I f  Bulgaria makes any move 

against Turkey It will be "consider­
ed sufficient cause for war,”  Turk­
ish quarters said.

Ahxiety about Turkey's status has 
been observed In London quarters 
sinoe that country failed to go to 
the aid of her Greek neighbor and 
because of reported .Axis pressure 
on Russia to keep Turkey out of 
the camp of her avowed ally, Brit­
ain.

Turkey steadfastly has sought to 
avoid Russian displeasure In her 
stand against the Axis, but reports 
from Sofia and other Balkan quar­
ters intimated Oermany and Italy 
were attempting to “talk Turkey" 
with Russia on division of spheres 
o f influence In the Balkans and the 
near east.

Turkey had no doubt that her po­
sition would form a major topic In 

jjk  the Oerman-Russtan-Itallan talks, 
since she guards the strategic Dar­
danelles and bars the way to an 
Axis drive to knock out the British 
Mediterranean forces.

Rumania opened the first fissure 
In Balkan union by permitting Oer­
man 'troops unofficially estimated 
at numbering 270.000 to enter. The 
Turkish press believed Bulgaria 
would open the “second breach,” and 
Yugoslavia perhaps the third.

Yugoslavia sent more troops to 
her Albania-Oreek frontier In a 
desperate effort to remain neutral 
and keep the Greek-Itallan fight 
from spilling Into her territory.

The British admiralty announced 
S i Its naval forces had sunk the 1,- 

379-ton French submarine Poncclet 
o ff French equatorial Africa in the 
Atlantic but denied Vichy reports 
that British units shelled the coast 
of French Gabon to aid the landing 
of troops there under Gen. Charles 
de Gaulle’s “free” French govern­
ment.

n>e admiralty said the Poncelet 
was forced to come to the surface, 
deliver Its crew and scuttle the sub­
marine after the Poncelet attacked 
a British warship.

In London, Prime Minister Win­
ston Churchill publicly praised 
President Roosevelt’s re-election and 
the assurances of further aid, but 
noted that the road to victory was 
still a  long one to be won only 
through hard fighting and further 
losses.

The government at Vichy, France, 
reported that Gen. Charles de Gaul­
le’s “free French’’ troops had land­
ed at Libreville. Gabon. French eq- 

, uatorial Africa, apparently In the 
hope of cutting a route for the Brit­
ish to the Egyptian Sudan. The gov­
ernment said the men had landed 
under British protection and that 
heavy fighting was going on.

BERLIN, Nov. 9 —The RAF pick­
ed Munich for its bombers on the 
night Adolf Hitler addressed the an­
nual rally of old-time Nasi leaders, 
the German high command con­
firmed today, while reporting the 
sinking of eight more British ships 
in the air blockade.

The high command announced 
that its dive bombers, commanded 
by General Field Marshal Kessel- 
ring, had scored two hits on a 10,- 
000-ton British cruiser—the second 
so attacked In two days—and sunk 
six more merchant ships totaling 
34,000 tons In an attack on a con­
voy o ff the east coast, while other 
bombers had sunk two merchant 
ships totaling 9,000 tons in the A t­
lantic.

LONDON. Nov. 9.—British bombs 
exploded last night on the Munich 
beer hall where Adolf Hitler ex­
horted his Nazi old guard, in far­
away northern Italy and upon many 
another vital center of the Axis war 
effort, qualified sources announced 
today.

A whole series- of explosives—“a 
stick"—was declared by the British 
press association to have started a 
big fire In the Munich cellar, where 
all the top command of the Nazi 
revolution had assembled with Hit­
ler to hear him declare that Ger­
many would never quit without vic­
tory.

The press association punctiliously 
described this hit as an Inadver­
tence; said the stick had overshot 
Its mark. TTie air ministry's official 
communique was even more re­
strained. It  announced: “A  strong 
force of R AF  bombers attacked 
railway stations and goods (freight) 
yards in the city of MCunich.”

Despite this official reserve, the 
press and public exulted that the 
Royal Air Force had kept Hitler's 
speech o ff a scheduled broadcast; 
had carried its bombs 600 miles to 
the city that Is the very home and 
birthplace o f Nazlism.

British pilots flew 1,600 miles to 
assault an airplane factory In Turin, 
Italy, and a magneto works at Mil­
an; others smashed heavily again 
at the German submarine base of 
Lorient on the French coast.

ATHENS, Nov. 9 (AV-Greek sol­
diers fighting stubbornly on home 
ground have halted the most se­
rious Italian thrust so far of­
fered by the invaders — a move 
down the western coast — and 
have hopelessly trapped a famed 
Italian division of perhaps 15,- 
000 men, it was reported here to­
night.
Greeks said the Italian Centaur 

division, one of the best known units 
of the Fascist forces, was so sur­
rounded in the Plndus mountains 
that it's surrender was imminent 
and that hundreds of the division's 
men and Its commanding general 
already had been captured.

I t  yras reported the Fascists were 
without food and their supply lines 
were cut.

Authoritative circles In Athens 
could give no details of the report 
that the Greeks had stopped the 
Italian drive down the west coast 
from Albania.

However, they said the Greeks 
actually were on the offensive on 
the remainder of the mountainous 
front and were pushing the Italians 
back at several points.

A  high command communique 
said a local attack on the right 
wing, supported by artillery fire, 
was repulsed while 80 prisoners were 
captured in other local attacks.

The Greeks said the Italians, In 
attempting to take a road leading 
southward to the strategic Oreek 
town of Ioannina, had gone so deep 
into the mountains as to permit 
a break in their own communica­
tions.

Big Italian guns and much war 
material were said far have been 
dumped Into a ravine to prevent 
their seizure.

All along the 100-mile front there 
was action today, and the heaviest 
fighting yet seen was reported from 
the Korltza sector, where the 
Greeks appeared to be slowly push­
ing back the Invaders.

LONDON, Nov. 19 (Sunday) (/P> 
—Italy’s' crack Centaur division of 
15,000 men trapped by Greek troops 
in the Pindm mountains were 
reported annihilated, a Reuters 
news agency dispatch from Ath­
ens said today.
Two infantry regiments and one 

of artillery formed the Italian di­
vision cut off from the main Fas­
cist forces.

A great number o f the trapped 
men were reported to have been 
drowned In a flooded mountain 
gorge swollen by heavy rains, while 
others perished from hunger and 
cold, the dispatch said.

Heavy Greek forces seeking the 
destruction of the Italian division 
scaled 6,000-foot mountain ridges. 
Women from neighboring villages 
aided them In hauling their arma­
ment up the mountain sides the 
Athens report said.

Concrete and steel dangled 
In the air after the Tacoma 
Narrows bridge, third largest 
structure of Its type in the

world, ccllapsed In a high wind. 
Three persons on the $64,000,- 
000 span crawled to safety be­
fore the crash came.

Heavy Nazi Air 
Assault Tapers Off

LONDON, Nov. 10 (Sunday)—Ger­

man raiders returned to the aerial 
assault on London shortly before 
dawn today after subjecting the 
empire capital to a heavy attack 
early last night and then giving 
Londoners a few hours o f peace and 
uninterrupted sleep.

The customary nightly air raid 
tapered off around midnight to  a 
period of extraordinary quiet and 
the "all clear" was given.

It had been for a time a thun­
derous attack—loosed at the earliest 
hour yet known here—and bombers 
had approached In relays from sev­
eral directions, others striking sim­
ultaneously at northern England, 
Wales and the midlands.

One plane shot down In Southeast 
London demolished two houses, and 
was believed thus to have trapped at 
least two people, In Its descent. An­
other night raider was reported 
shot down at Cornwall. The “raid­
ers passed" signal was given after 
midnight.

Dallas Doctor Says 
He 'Bounced' Hiller

DALLAS, Nov. 9 </P) — A visiting 
eastern physician today claimed to 
be probably the only living man who 
ever “bounced" Adolph Hitler and 
got away with it.

He Is Dr. John Oelbert of New 
York, naturalized German - bom 
physician, who said he was Hitler's 
personal medical attendant from 
1934 to 1927.

While practicing medicine In 
Munich to 1933, Oelbert explained, 
dead and wounded from a nearby 
riot were brought to his quarters. 
Hitler, then comparatively unknown, 
rushed through the door, shouted 
•Hell Hitler.” and demanded to 
know the nature of the riot victim’s 
last words.

“He made so much noise and got 
so much In the way that I  shoved 
him out the door on the seat of 
his pants." the doctor recounted.

After the incident, Oelbert said. 
Hitler endeavored to Win the doc-

Military losses to Europe's war 

are insigniflant compared to World 
War figures, but civilian 
may do more to reshape world des­
tiny and restrain the war urge 
all national leaden to the future 
than battles by armies, navies or 
airplanes.

A day of grim reckoning with pub­
lic opinion must come with an ewer 
mounting and already appalling toll 
of non-combatant loss of life and 
limb being paid as the price o f this 
war.

More than 21 million soldiers were 
killed or maimed to the World War, 
but Its civilian casualties were not 
great. There are as yet no authen­
tic comparable figures for this war.

The full story of 
war dead—men, women and chi 
—may never be written to 
statistics. None now knows what 
the toll has been to China, Poland, 
Scandinavia, the low countries, or 
In France.

Only from England has oome 
grim official word. Prime 
Churchill has kept Britain and a 
shocked world advised. And his 
most recent recapitulation empha­
sized that It Is helpless bystanders, 
not soldiers, who are bearing the 
brunt of the battle of Britain.

The little-known details of one of 
the greatest battles In history are 
vividly pictured in the latest March 
of Time film. "Britain’s RAP,” 
which brings to the screen of the 
Crown, theater, beginning today, an 
exclusive motion picture story of the 
Royal Air Force and its daily strug­
gle with the Invading air fleets of 
Nazi Germany.

The film, which has Just arrived 
in this country from March of 
Time's camera staff In Britain, 
shows actual scenes of battle and. 
many if the stirring and amazing 
exploits of British airmen which 
have been reported In the Ameri­
can press during recent weeks.

“Britain's RAP” pictures not only 
the defensive action of England's 
fighter planes—the Spitfires and 
Hurricanes—but also the offensive 
reprisal raids which Royal Air 
Force flyers have been carrying on 
against the Nazi “ invasion” bases 
established along the French and 
Belgian channel coasts, and even

Ip 13 Weeks, Says 
British Ministry

LONDON, Nov. 0. UPh-In  13 weeks 
of, the fiercest aerial siege ever en­
dured, British anti-aircraft gunners 
have shot down 357 German bomb­
ers and fighters—a seventh of the 
total German losses over England— 
the air ministry announced tonight.

“These figures," the ministry a'd- 
ded, "do not tell the full story of 
the damage inflicted on the Ger­
man air force by anti-aircraft fire. 
There are ‘winged’ bombers that 
may Just manage to limp home but 
crash in landing, while others may 
be out of service for several weeks.

The third term Is fact. What 
will it mean that America and to 
the world? Bruce Catton supplies

WASHINGTON. Nov. 9—Heading 

triumphantly Into his third term, 
President Roossvelt carries with him 
more actual, concrete power than 
any president in American history.

Lay aside the prestige that goes 
with his smashing of the third-term 
tradition and his victory at the perils, 
and consider only black-and-white 
laws.

These are in literal fact what 
some of them have often been 
called—blank checks, signed and 
countersigned by the congress; giv­
ing the president power to do prac­
tically anything he majl wish with 
the foreign and domestic affairs of 
the nation.

Some of these powers were voted 
to him last summer. Others are.hold- 
overs from the early days of the New 
Deal. Still others come down from 
laws passed long before Mr. Roose­
velt came to office. Probably it is 
fair to say that no one in Wash­
ington knows precisely how many 
of them there are and how far 
they go.

Along with the powers goes a vast 
amount of authority over a sphere 
congress has always Jealously con­
sidered Its own—the public purse.

ment order for defense material or 
to give such an order piiority.

The president may also requisi­
tion any munitions or machine tools 
produced here for foreign govern­
ments or for private concerns.

He can control the nation's indus­
trial life by issuing priorities for 
the production of defense materials.

Under a 1920 amendment to the 
Interstate Commerce Act he can con­
trol the railroads In time of emer­
gency by laying down priorities for 
certain types of traffic—a power by 
which any industry in the country 
could be brought to heel.

Under the espionage act of 1917, 
the president may exercise com­
plete c ontrol over all vessels, do­
mestic or foreign, In U. 8. terri­
torial waters, even to the extent of 
seizing them and removing their 
crews by force.
POWER 
OVER MEN

Hie president could contol the
electric utilities under an act of 
1935. which gives him broad powers 
over distribution systems to provide 
current for war-essential Industries.

He could control rhdio up to the 
hilt in time of war, in time of threat 
or peril to the country, or even 
’’to preserve the neutrality of the 
United States." having authority to 
take over stations and networks to 
be run by the government.

During any emergency period pro­
claimed by the president, he can 
have complete power over the coun­
try's banking and financial system.

In wartime he could put all tele­
phone and telegraph facilities under 
military control.

Nor are these powers all. The 
president can control foreign trade 
by embargoing the export of any 
commodities he deems necessary to 
the national def nse.

He can control and regulate for­
eign exchange and transfers of 
credit.

Through the RFC and the Import- 
Export Mink he can grant loans to 
private Industry or to foreign gov­
ernments. He can authorize the sale
of ' surplus” war materials to for­
eign countries, subject to the ap­
proval of ranking army and navy
chiefs. _ .
. Last but certainly not least, the

Only a few hundred 
thousands of this have been spent to 
date.

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Education, Hope Of Democracy
“Education for the Common Defense” is the gen­

eral theme for the twentieth annual observance of 
American Education Week. The timeliness and im­
portance o f this theme is apparent to all in these 
troubled times.

I t  Is significant that four great national organiza­
tions Join hands in this nationwide commemoration 
o f the unheralded, day-by-day services of the Ameri 
can system of public education. These organizations, 
The American Legion, The American Office of Educa­
tion, the National Education Association, and The 
National Congress of Parents and Teachers, are unit­
ing their resources to remind the American people 
that our system of Universal Public education is the 
greatest common defense that the American people 
have erected or can erect

Democracy is more than a political system or a 
party creed. I t  Is a way of life, an attitude toward 
Individual worth, a method of attack o f the problems 
o f human relations. A  democratic society holds to­
gether because its members know the real meaning 
of freedom, tolerance, and human kindness.

With a penetrating understanding of the real stuff 
out of which a democratic society is made the fathers 
o f our republic laid the foundations of a system of 
free public education and endowed it with the unique 
function of providing the basic cohesive necessary 
where free men would live together .In unity.

This week Americans everywhere should take 
time to consider again the alms and achievements of 
the public schools. We should realize that one Ameri­
can out of four finds his major fulltime Interest in 
the schools as pupil, teacher, or custodian, over 38, 
000,000 In alL The school, Is the only institution in 
our nation through yrhlch our hopes, our aims, our 
heritage can be imparted effectively to all the people.

I t  is the universal temple o f childhood; the hope of 
parenthood; the forum of free discussion; the inspira­
tion of the arts and professions; the servant o f agrl 
culture, Industry, and commerce; the common meeting 
ground ol all. races, creeds, and conditions—in short 
the symbol and servant of a free, intelligent, demo­
cratic people.

Hatch Act Gets Trial
The Hatch Act, aimed at producing pure-bred elec­

tions, has hatched its first electoral brood, but some 
very mongrel chicks have come toddling out o f the 
nest.

The Hatch Act was aimed at two things: first, re­
ducing the part professional office-holders and poli­
ticians may play in the elections, and second, setting 
bounds to the amount of money that could be spent 
to influence the electorate.

The objectives were certainly praiseworthy. We 
don’t want elections dominated by office-holders in­
terested chiefly in perpetuating their own Jobs. We 
don’t want money to speak the last word in selecting 
our presidents.

*  *  *
In  the first full-dress trial, the Hatch Act is shown 

to be full of holes. Bruce Cation, Washington cor­
respondent for NEA Service, shows that neither ob­
jective has been fully achieved.

I t  is true that some of the worst abuses were les­
sened. Public offices were not so openly and flagrant­
ly used as political headquarters as has too often been 
the case In the past. Public employes were not so 
openly shaken down by their direct superiors for cam­
paign contributions.

Yet Cation shows that national political organiza­
tions circularized government employes for ‘ volun­
tary'' contributions, or even approached near relatives 
If the shakedown of the office-holder himself seemed 
too raw.

More, the Hatch Act provides that no party may 
spend more thah $3,000,000 on a presidential campaign. 
Apparently both parties kept officially within those 
limits, for up to Oct. 30, the Democratic National 
Committee reported having spent »1,848,727; the Re­
publican, $3,313.400. No one knows, and no one prob­
ably ever will know, how much was spent by tem­
porary political organizations, all nominally "inde­
pendent." l

Under the act, no man may give more than $5000 
to the national campaign. But some big contributors 
appear also to have given to various state, county, 
and independent organizations as well.

A A A
Congress would probably do well to appoint a com­

mittee to make a laboratory study of the act and Its 
workings In its first national election. Tightening 
the loopholes will not be easy. To restrict all political 
activity to the official party committees might In, 
fringe on the right of voters to political activity. To 
restrict contributions flatly to a given amount plight 
lead to phony “ gifts” to penniless ‘‘front men" who 
would then blossom out ae $9000 contributors.

I t  will not be easy. But the experience of 1940 has 
shown that tightening up is necessary. The Hatch 
Act. regarded by many as a cure-all is only a start 
toward cleaner elections.

YOUTH A D M IN IS T R A T IO N  

When I  use the word ' catastrophe”  in connec­
tion with the National Youth Administration, I  

use it as one of the dictionaries, namely, “ an 
event overthrowing the order and system of 
things.”

The National Youth Administration Is a natural 
sequence that has been culminating for years 
and overthrowing the Christian religion and the 
democracy as was known by our forefathers.

I  want to recite a little personal experience 
with the Assistant National Youth Administrator, 
Anthony Zill, in the National Youth Administra­
tion at Quoddy, Maine.
, I t  w ill be remembered that Quoddy, Maine, was 

the place where the government was going 
to harness the waves. W e spent some $7,000,000 
building a lot o f administration buildings and 
then the money ran out and we, or our agent, 
have now turned it over to what is called a 
National Youth movement.

In conversation with Mr. Zill, he was so in­
definite in his generalities, that I  requested him 
to reduce his statements to measurements so 
that his ideas could be transferred to me.

He said that mathematics was quite different 
now than when I  went to college; that things 
had changed. I  asked him i f  two and two were 
not still four. He said, “ not necessarily so.” I  

-ked him If two things that are equal to a third, 
,.c not equal to each other. H e said, "not nec- 
^arily so.”  When I  asked him the final prin­

ciple, or rule, by which the N ew  Deal and his 
philosophy were governed, his answer was that 
it was m ajority rule.

Now, here we have men attempting to di­
rect our youth who believe that two and two 
are not necessarily four; who believe that there 
are no inalienable r igh ts ‘ that belong to the in­
dividual which cannot be taken away by the ma­
jority. Here we have men directing our youth 
who in rea lity  do not believe in the Declaration 
of Independence and the Constitution. Here we 
have men directing our youth who do not believe 
there ane any eternal truths, any everlasting or­
der of things; that a ll these things can be chang­
ed by the fickle w ill o f the uninformed major­
ity.

Mr. ZiU says, " it  is evident that I  deny the ma­
jority o f men the possession o f unselfish humani­
tarian feelings."

I  do not deny that they have “ feelings" but 
I  deny that the great m ajority o f  men understand 
that every act is followed by a series o f conse­
quences and that they do not understand the sub­
sequent consequences that are unpleasant and 
disastrous.

I  admit that they have "feelings”  but not 
foresight. And unselfish humanitarian “ feelings" 
without an ability to see the sequence o f  the 
results of every act has always in a ll history 
been most disastrous.

Teaching Young Men Robbery '
The worst indictment o f the National Youth 

movement is that they are making the youths 
in the national youth movement recipients of 
stolen goods. In other words, they are taking 
by force from the great mass o f private workers 
who are producing more than they are permitted 
to consume and transferring part o f the wealth 
produced by workers in private enterprise to 
these youths receiving more pay in the National 
Youth Administration than the wealth that they 
produce. And when any man receives more pay 
for what he produces, as the result of force by 
the government, then he is a recipient of robbery, 
of force.

And to have the youth o f the land be taught 
by the government that it is proper to be paid 
more fo r  doing a job than the product can be ex­
changed for, is to teach them to steal and to rolx. 
I t  is to teach them not to beljeve in the American 
system but to believe in the Russian system.

Here at this project, they are claiming they 
are teaching the boys how to raise chickens, 
cows, vegetables, etc., when any farmer can 
teach them how to do this at one-tenth the cost. 
And the fact o f the m atter is that when the 
farmers teach the youth how to raise these things, 
they w ill not be spoiled morally and taught to 
steal and be the recipients o f stolen goods by get­
ting paid more than what they produce. I f  there 
is any project in the world that Is breaking down 
the morale, the virtue, the honesty, and integrity 
of the American people, it is the National Youth 
movement, If the project a t Quoddy Village, 
Maine, can be regarded as a  standard o f their 
treatment of the youth o f the land. And there 
is not much reason to doubt but it is a customary 
practice of all N. Y. A. groups to train the boys 
to be legal thieves, just as this project does In 
Quoddy, Maine.

Certainly If there is any catastrophe, any 
calamity, any tragedy that has ever happened to 
the American people, it is the National Youth 
Administration. ------ -------------

HOLLYWOOD, Nov. 9—You’re sit­

ting in a theater. Stage curtains are 
closed; lights are still bright; last- 
minute arrivals are scuttling crab- 
wise to their seats. An orchestra 
begins to tune up.

You don’t see any musicians but 
you figure there must be some, be­
cause the tuning sounds come from 
different parts of the stage. This is 
a trick, though, because when the 
house lights dim and the curtains 
part you realize you’re watching 
motion picture o f orchestra mem­
bers taking their places. They’re de­
liberate about it Just as they are In 
any auditorium. You view them 
rather dimly, mostly in purplish all-, 
houette.

Presently a man halts In mid- 
screen and begins to speak to the 
audience. He says his name is Deems 
Taylor and that in behalf of Walt 
Disney. Leopold Stokowski and the 
Philadelphia Symphony he welcomes 
you to a performance of “Fantasia.” 

In his easy fashion he goes on to 
say it is unlike anything you have 
attended—that it is a concert of fine 
music complemented by pictures. 
The pictures, he explains, are not 
necessarily stories—they may be de­
signs and forms inspired by the mu­
sic; they are the sort o f Images 
which might run through your mind 
If you Just sat and listened to Sto­
kowski and his men.
VARIED
MUSIC

Then you see the conductor. He 
raps with his baton and begins 
Bach's Toccata and Fugue In D 
Minor. The orchestra dissolves from 
view; The interpretive impression­
istic part of the picture begins. 
There are eight musical selections 
spaced by glimpses of the orchestra 
and brief announcements by Taylor.

The material ranges from the 
reverent Ave Maria to the ludicrous 
Dance of the Hours, the latter bur­
lesqued by a Jungle ballet of hippos, 
elephants, crocodiles and ostriches.
It goes from Beethoven’s Pastoral, 
garnished with Disneyesque centaurs 
and centaurettes and fauns and cu- 
pids to Stravinsky's Rite of Spring, 
a starkly primitive thing used to tell 
of the creation of the world, and of 
life development from single cells to 
the age of the great reptiles. Another 
eerie and rather terrifying number 
is Moussorgsky’s Night on Bald 
Mountain. “Fantasia.”  as a whole, Is 
not a program for the kiddles.

With ordinary equipment for sound 
recording and reproduction, the en­
terprise probably would have been 
Just a movie novelty with the mu­
sic of no more consequence than the 
score of the average picture. But 
"Fantasia” will be a musical sensa­
tion. and the visual part actually 
will be secondary. The dimensional, 
directional sound developed by Dis­
ney engineers and RCA compares 
with the best reproduction now 
available in about the same way 
modem technicolor surpases Thomas 
Edison's flickering kinetoscope. 
SIXTY LOUDSPEAKERS 
INSTEAD OF ONE 

So far as I  can learn, the main 
difference is that Disney and Sto­
kowski have recorded on eight sound 
tracks instead of one, and from 
microphones scattered all through 
the instrumental sections of the 
orchestra. And reproduction o f the 
music will come from 80 speakers 
variously placed in a theater instead 
from one speaker suspended behind 
“ »  screen.

Because this equipment Is so ex­
pensive and takes so long to build— 
especially with preparedness orders 
blocking production—"Fantasia" can 
be shown in only 13 theaters on the 
entire continent at one time. In the 

rse of two or three years it is 
possible it will have reached only 73 
cltta*.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 9 —Assume 

that John Q. Citizen, drafted under 
the Selective Service Act, has been 
assigned for training in the infan­
try. Aftenall, that is still the larg­
est component of the American 
army. <

The War ‘Department at first 
thought of filtering all draftees, re­
gardless of the branch of the service 
selected for them, into the regular 
army or national guard units. They 
were to learn as much as possible 
by watching and imitating the al­
ready trained men in their platoons.

It was finaZy decided, however, 
to segregate the draftees sad give 
them 13 weeks of the most inten­
sive training. There will he no 
play about this. The slogan has 
been handed down!

“The maximum of progress in 
the minimum of time.”  ‘
This has been softened to some 

extent by a reminder from General 
Marshall, chief of staff, that officers 
are to remember, first and foremost, 
that draftees are American citizens 
and that not only the success of 
the draft, but the future feeling to­
ward the army, will depend 
how wisely the men are I 

John Q. Citizen may have heard 
from his father, who was a draftee 
in the World War, all about the 
great amount of hard slogging drill 
he was put through as an Infantry­
man. John and his fellow draftees

John Q. won’t have to learn 
much of the fancy drill routine 
that confused the World War 
soldiers.

will get plenty of that too, but in 
greatly simplified form. A  lot of 
the fancy stuff has been cut out. 
Only toe essentials remain.

Drill is necessary, of course, for 
exercise, for discipline and for t o m -  
work. The men will dig trenches 
and do the other essential jobs. They 
will be taken on route marches and 
thus gradually hardened, until a t j 
last they can take 30 miles a day In 
stride and carry a pack weighing 
slightly over 54 pounds.

Vocational classes in industrial 
practices will be organised at a 
mass meeting of interested workers 
Thursday night at 7:30 o’clock in 
the high school auditorium. C. M. 
Davis, coordinator, will preside and 
will explain the various night classes 
which can be organized.

Cost of the courses will be only 
$2 for a 46-hour course and at Its 
completion each person finishing 
the course will be presented with a 
certificate. Classes will- meet twice 
weekly on nights to be adopted by 
members of each class. Instructors 
can also be selected by members of 
each class.

Four classifications of courses will 
be available this year, as follows:

Carbon black, petroleum workers 
Including drillers, roustabout?, rough­
necks, pipellners, etc., shop workers, 
and gasoline plant workers. More 
than 200 persons attended courses 
here last year.

In explaining the method of or­
ganization and operation of classes, 
Mr. Davis says:

"The state and federal govern­
ments, recognizing the demand far 
practical education for adult work­
ers, appropriate money each year 
to provide aid for the Instruction in 
evening and part-time trade exten­
sion classes. These courses are avail­
able for ail workers provided they 
select a subject that pertains to the 
type of work that they are engaged 
In. For example, a petroleum worker 
could take any courses which have 
to do with the subject of petroleum 
or which have to do with the study 
of equipment which is used in the 
petroleum Industry, provided that 
the content of the course will help 
the worker In his dally work.

“A new course may start any time 
that 12 people want the same sub­
ject. I f  a person is especially in­
terested in obtaining lnrtruction in 
a particular subject he should con­
tact C. M. Davis, Box 955, Psmpa. 
whose duty It Is to make all the 
possible arrangements for a man to 
take the course that he Is vitally In­
terested In

The extension program Is open to 
everyone. Included In the list of 
courses to be offered are:

Elementary oilfield mathematics; 
advanced oilfield mathematics; can 
and operation of Internal combus­
tion engines; maintenance and re­
pair of mechanical equipment: steam 
power: elementary science applied to 
the petroleum Industry: electricity 
in the petroleum industry; natural 
gas; production practices; blue print 
reading; natural gasoline.

Gray county received a record- 
breaking low Interest bid on the is­
suance of $600,000 in Gray county 
road bonds.

H ie  rate was 1% per cent on the 
bonds that mature in the period 
1943-47, 1 3-4 per cent on the bonds 
that mature In 1948-52. Net bid of 
the successful bidder was $86.789.

Crummer St Co., Inc., of Texas, 
Dallas and Ranson. Davidson Ac Co.. 
of Wichita, Kas.. submitted the Joint 
low bid.

There were seven bids in all, with 
19 firms represented in the vari­
ous combinations of bidders. Rea­
son for the merger of so many bid­
ders was that no one firm wanted 
to handle so lance a block of bonds.

Officials Pleased
George A. Hlght, chief account­

ant of the board of county and dis­
trict road bond indebtedness, said 
the interest rate was the lowest the 
board had known. The lowest to 
date for the board is 1 7-8 per cent. 
He was highly pleased with the low 
rate. Hlght was present at the meet­
ing here.

The bonds, automatically assum­
ed v by the county and district road 
bond Indebtedness, go for the pav­
ing of Highway 18 across Gray, im­
provement of Highway 273. AU of 
the money Is to be spent In Gray, 
but issuance of these bonds make 
possible the co-operation of Roberts 
and Ochiltree counties in the de­
velopment of a north-south road, 
connecting Pampa, Miami, and 
Perryton, a long-hoped-for ambition 
of Pampa civic leaders.

The last Oiay county bonds were 
issued in 1935. County officials 
thought they were getting a good 
deal at the time with a 4 per cent 
interest rate.

NEW YORK, Ntfv. 9— Bombing by 

German planes of the 26.032-ton 
liner Empress of Japan, a  British 
transports about 300 miles west of 
Ireland was reported today by a 
correspondent of Domei, Japanese 
news agency.

The correspondent told of the at­
tack In a wireless message to his 
New York office from the Japanese 
liner Fushiml Maru. (No Informa­
tion was available in London or 
Ottawa.)

The Fushiml Mam had picked up 
ap 8  O 8  from the Empress of 
Japan which said a direct hit had 
disabled her engines, the Domei 
correspondent said. The Japanese 
ship, carrying several hundred 
home from Britain, left Galway,

Churchill Pleased 
At FDR Reelection

LONDON, Nov. 9—Prime Minister 

Winrton Churchill described the re- 
election of President Roosevelt and 
the assurance of greater aid from
the United States as a message of 
"great encouragement and gcod 
cheer” today, but he left no doubt
in British minds of the big job
ahead.

In the first official expression of
British satisfaction at the result of 
the United States election Tuesday. 
Churchill addressed a luncheon 
gathering.

"We offer our heartfelt congrat­
ulations to President Roosevelt, who 
has received an unprecedented mark 
of American confidence In being 
chosen for the third time to lead 
his mighty people forward,” Church­
ill said.

“We shall now receive the sup­
port of the products of the gigan­
tic munitions productions and the 
matchless workshops, furnaces, and 
foundarles of the American union.” 

“All parties in America,”  the 
Prime Minister declared, had pro­
claimed Britain's "successftn resis­
tance and final victory.

"We are straining every nerve to 
accelerate our production and I  
do not doubt that we shall succeed.”

Since it U extremely unlikely that 
anyone may be called from Gray 
county on the first quota, due to 
the volunteers, The Pampa News is 
not publishing the order numbers of 
all 3,388 registrants.

MINNEAPOLIS, Minn., Nov. 9 
(A P )—Michigan's citadel of foot­
ball crashed in the mud and rain 
of Memorial stadium today—leveled 
by mighty Minnesota on one sud­
den. stormy 80-yard charge by a 
great Gopher back. Bruce Smith.

Minnesota,, racing on toward the 
Western conference title and a 
shot at national honors, won the 
battle 7 to 6 before 63.894 rain- 
soaked and nerve wracked specta­
tors. And to win, the Gophers had 
to come from behind—doing lust 
that on Smith’s brilliant 80-yard 
touchdown sprint in the second pe­
riod after Michigan had taken a six 
point lead on a touchdown pass by 
Tom Harmon earlier in the quarter.

the circumstances of war.

Emphasis will be placed also on 
mission opportunities to be real­
ised Immediately in Central and 
South America, and on home mis­
sions In the United States and its 
possessions.

An enlarged budget wUl be pro­
posed. A committee of 150 headed 
by Dr. George W. Truett of Dellas 
to expected to propose that $1,200.- 
000 be raised in 1941 and Increased 
annually (or five years until an 
annual budget of $1,600.000 a year 
to reached.

Additional funds asked will like­
ly mean a stepped-up tempo among 
foreign-bom residents of Texas, and 
among negroes.

Approximately 15000 messengers 
are expected to attend sessions of 
the convention, which wUl be pre­
ceded by the annual meetings of 
the laymen and the women, which 
maintain organizations correlated to 
the convention. Both sessions begin 
on Monday, Nov. 11.

have handl'd for members of the 
army. navy, marine corns, and coast 
guard and their families," the re­
port states. “While the Increase for 
all chapters- to 11 per cent on the 
average, not since the World War 
have so many men been subject to 
transfers to new stations or assign­
ments for training at distant points. 
This has called for many adjust­
ments in family life, which for the 
enlisted man on his limited pay, 
to often a difficult matter.”

The Pampa chapter has discovered 
that such cases have had a vtry 
large Increase here and that It Is 
necessary to have a full time secre­
tary to handle them. With the regis­
tration and approaching universal 
training program these problems 
will Increase to much greater pro­
portion.

an air war. I  will now show (hem 
who will be destroyed.”
TO Churchill’s mind, revelation of 

British casualties will only stiffen 
British public determination to car­
ry on to stir American public opin­
ion to Increasing indignation.

By contrast, both in Germany and 
Italy there Is no such revelation. 
That raises the question whether 
Hitler and Mussolini dare risk Ger­
man or Italian public reaction. They 
cannot indefinitely keep the facts 
from their peoples.

Only a quick and conclusive vic­
tory over Britain by the Axis mates 
could have averted ultimate reali­
zation In both German and Italy 
that he who would live by the sword 
will die by the sword. A quick vic­
tory for the Axis powers to no longer 
In the cards.

I f  Britain reaches air equality 
with her foe, as she hopes to’ do 
in another six months, the reverse 
side of the total war medal will be 
visible, beyond any propaganda con­
cealment. to the German and Ital­
ian people.

At that moment the question of 
who started wholesale bombing of 
non-combatants will become urgent 
In the German and Italian public

mind. Then the day of reckoning 
for the Axis war lords with their 
own people for the horrors they 
loosed on the world may come.

Last year the Student Forum 
sponsored the organization of a bi­
cycle club which operated In the 
interest of bicycle safety. Sugges­
tions cue frequently given to  the 
members of the Forum by the facul­
ty sponsor, but the Forum makes Its 
cwn decisions. Never does the For­
um discuss or make suggestions con­
cerning the educational or admin­
istration policies of the school.

Democracy In the school and to 
teach the child his responsibility to 
his fellow man and his Institutions,” 
commented principal F. W. Savage.

Trade Extension 
Vital Part Of 
School Program

Trade extension education is a 
vital part of the public school pro­
gram as education to the only way 
that subjects of a vocational na­
ture can be made available to the 
people. The public school systems 
are the logical ones to sponsor trade 
extension courses as these subjects 
come under the classification of 
education.

Vocational education to gradually 
becoming recognized by the employ­

Ing that It to a very satisfactory way 
to gain technical information about 
Industry that he might not acquire 
otherwise. It has been promt many 
times that the knowledge gained 
by taking trade courses has bene­
fited one.

The time that one wastes could 
be spent in extending his interests 
in learning more about the Industry 
In which one works. Everyone to 
urged to avail himself of the op­
portunity of these Industrial courses 
which are to be offered.

It  Is fair for one to know that a 
record to kept of the subjects that 
one takes both by the school and 
the employers. It  to necessary to 
do this as the good accomplished 
from participating In a vocational 
program has been demonstrated 
many times in all sections of the 
United States. From a record of 
this type the good that vocational 
training does can be readily deter­
mined.

In setting up the program of vo­
cational courses provisions were 
made whereby the classes can be 
held at a location which would be 
easier for the workers. I t  to re­
quired, however, that the necessary 
Instructional material gpeh as a 
blackboard or a suitable substitute 
must be supplied.

Preliminary Plan 
Work Consiilered 
Successful Here

Primary teachers at Sam Houston 
School have voiced their opinion thgt 
the newly adopted plan of work is 
a decided Improvement over the 
old method. The new method is 
that of considering the first two 
years of a child’s school experience 
as one unit with three months va­
cation In the center. The same 
teacher stays with the same group of 
children until these children are 
ready for what we now call the 
third grfcde. This plan eliminates 
the abrupt break between the first 
and second grades and the child 
proceeds from where he left off at 
the end o f . his first term In the 
educational process rather than 
changing his whole system of think­
ing and acting.

"The teachers claim that their 
rooms are as much as two months 
ahead of where they would be had 
a new teacher been required to be­
come acquainted with the Individual 
differences of the children,” said 
Principal P. W. Savage.

The two-year primary organiza­
tion which Is in effect In all the 
elementary schools o f Pampa was 
the outgrowth of the cooperative 
work done last year by the admin­
istrative staff and the primary 
teachers.

Students A t Sam 
Houston Con Always 
See American Flog

Students of Sam Houston school 
are never out of sight of an Ameri­
can flag during the seven hours that 
most of them are on the school 
campus. This seems a broad state­
ment to make but by actually count­
ing on the campus It was found 
that there were. 220 flags or pictures 
of flags In plain view o f the students 
at all times during the day. Only 
during darkness and Sundays has 
the large beautiful flag been ab­
sent from the 45-foot flagpole In 
front of the school building.

It is quite an inspiring thing to 
the children as they pass under 
the flag to raise their eyes to the 
top of the pole and see the flag 
flying peacefully over their heads 
as though it were protecting them 
from the horrors of destruction in 
other lands of the world.

Each room In school has a plaque 
which shows the proper ways of 
displaying the flag as well as the 
salute to the flag. These plaques 
were presented to the school by 
Post No. 1657 o f the Veterans of 
Foreign Wars.

Americon Folk Music 
Given Especial Study; 
Includes Texas Songs

Mrs. Clifford Braly ana Miss 
Winifred Wiseman, of the Pampa 
Junior High school music depart­
ment, are placing especial emphasis 
in their classroom work on music as 
a means of establishing International 
understanding, and as a guide to a 
better understanding of our great 
American heritage.

“We make quite a detailed study 
of American folk music,” Mrs. Braly 
said. In explaining the techniques 
which they use to make pupils ap­
preciate native creative work.

In one unit articles by John Lomax 
and his son, Alton Lomax, natives 
of Texas, have been studied. These 
articles Include the names and ori­
gin of many of the twenty thousand 
American folk songs which are re­
corded In the Congressional Library.

“America is rich In folk music and 
It Is valuable to each and every one 
of us because it Is part of our na­
tional heritage," Mrs. Braly said.

A it Teachers Strive 
To Develop Critical 
Taste, Appreciation

Art education as conceived by the 
art teachers of the Pampa school 
system la the development of art ap­
preciation and consumership rather 
than the mere development of ar­
tistic skills. This philosophy of art 
education was expressed recently by 
Miss Roy Riley, art teacher in the 
Pampa High school.

‘I f  we expect the art program In 
our school to train and turn out 
artists,” said Miss Riley, “we shall 
be disappointed. Less than one per 
cent of our students wil become 
artists, but all of them will become 
art consumers. Art education’s chief 
concern is not one’s ability but the 
development of discriminating judg­
ment add esthetic appreciation.”

Mr. Tafllnger, art teacher In the 
Woodrow Wilson school expresses 
the viewpoint that, “The Idea that 
art Is the drawing of pictures and 
that those who study art will be­
come artists is an Idea of the past. 
Art is one of the broadest terms In 
our language. It  means good taste 
in our clothes, our business, our 
homes, and our communities.”

The art education program of 
the Pampa schools reveals that this 
philosophy Is uppermost In the 
minds of the art teachers.

In cooperation wf-h the Ameri­
can Institute of Propoganda Anal­
ysis, Pampa High School history and 
civics classes have been making a 
considerable study of propaganda 
techniques. News from Europe and 
the recent presidential election have 
offered an excellent opportunity for 
the critical analysis of propaganda 
techniques and other devices of pub­
lic appeal.

Library Each Day

Each day some six hundred stu­
dents make their way to the Senior 
High library to check out books and 
magazines, to do reference work, to 
do recreational reading, and for 
study hall. ,

Those regularly assigned report to 
Jam's Elbert study hall teacher In 
the library. Others are served by 
full-time librarian and a staff of 
student assistants.

These assistants pursue their un­
assuming way about school, but 
crowd a lot of service Into the hour 
a day they spend In the library.

Each semester about 15 junior* 
and seniors who sure interested in 
books and people are selected to 
work In the library In exchange for 
activity credit. Scholarship, previous 
library experience, wide reading In­
terests, the ability to use a type­
writer, pleasant personality, and 
neatness in personal appearance are 
valuable assets and are considered 
in making the selection.

Improved Heading 
Goal Oi High School 
English Department

Among the programs recently un­
dertaken by the Pampa Hleh school 
in pn effort to meet effectively the 
Individual needs of students is that 
of the remedial reading program. 
The responsibility of the remedial 
reading program Is assumed by the 
English department, since In Eng­
lish classes most opportunity for 
teaching reading occurs. For each 
grade level In Pampa High school 
there is a class In remedial reading 
where specialized drill In . vocabulary 
building, fact recognition, reading 
rate and comprehension are pro­
vided.

Miss Louise Warren, English 
teacher, who has been successful 
with remedial classes explains that 
“because of higher compulsory edu­
cation limits and a promotion policy 
aimed at lessening excessive reten­
tion, more and more poor readers 
are found In high school Depart­
mentalization and the tendency of 
teachers to be responsible for only 
one subject has in the past resulted 
In little help for the poor reader In 
high school.”

A  study of the situation by the 
school administration and teachers 
has led to the organization of a 
special remedial program which 
seeks to reduce student failures to 
a minimum, to promote high achieve­
ment in all school subjects requir­
ing reading ability and to Insure vo­
cational competence on the part of 
the student when he leaves school 
and seeks employment.

The high school remedial program 
is but a part of a large program 
conducted throughout the entire 
school system for the Improvement 
of reading. This general program 
centers In the office of Instruction 
of the school system of which E. W. 
Cabe, Jr., Is director.

Play 'Posioffice'

■Way down In the first grades of 
the Pampa public schools tiny tots 
are learning civic consciousness. For 
much of the subject matter deals 
with the life about the child In the 
community.

To  Miss Helen Massengale of 
Woodrow Wilson a child recently 
brought a letter to mall. As he 
handed her the letter he said, “I ‘d 
like to send my letter by air mall, 
but I  don’t know how much.it would 
cost.”  From this statement a post 
office activity developed.

Children listed the facts that they 
wished to know about post offices. 
Then In a group they virited the city 
postmaster for an Interview. -

The postmaster explained the in­
teresting things about the post of­
fice. Some of the children mailed 
ah’ mall letters and out-of-town 
letters. When they returned to 
school they decided to build a post 
office. Then they decided they must 
have mail boxes to put on their 
desks. The rows were named streets 
and each desk was given a house 
number. It was decided to use cigar 
boxes to make the mail boxes. They 
were painted and the numbers past­
ed on. Some children decided not 
to make boxes but to get mall "Gen­
eral Delivery.”

Then they elected a postmaster, 
and the postmen for each street. 
The children were now much In­
terested in writing letters hence 
learning the simple forms of letters. 
They bought stamps (air mall, spe­
cial delivery, local, and out-of-town) 
at their post office. The postmaster 
cancelled them and sorted the mail 
for delivery.

The children read stories about 
the post office, and made charts 
about the interesting things they
had learned. They were so enthused 
over their post office that they in­
vited the postmaster to visit them. 
The postmaster did visit and they
were quite elated when he went to 
the window and asked for his mall. 
The children had written him a 
letter. A few of the best were chosen 
to mail to him.

There were many other things 
that culminated in this activity, but 
can not be mentioned here. The 
teacher was assured that through 
this activity the pupils acquired: 
An appreciation of the work o f the 
post office; an acquaintance of one 
Important phase of community life; 
and an acquaintance of ways of 
transportation and communication. 
Last, but not least, the room was a 
place of living, planning and coop­
erating together for a common pur­
pose.

Business Behavior 
Class Makes Study 
Of Desirable Traits

Pampa High school's business be­
havior class studies qualifications 
expected of a working person such 
as health habits, personal appear­
ance, the appropriate dress, the cor­
rect posture: personal tralta-«uch as 
tact, honesty, business-like attitude; 
and the education needed to hold 
different jobs are all carefully 
studied.

Each student makes a personal 
application in front of the class for 
the type of Job in which he is In­
terested. Then the good and bad 
points of the apllcatkm are weighed. 
Means of finding vacancies such 
as through placement bureaus, ad­
vertisements and personal friends are 
discussed.

How to write the various types of 
business letetrs, how to make a 
second sheet, how to make carbon 
copies, how to erase typed matter 
neatly, and how to place a letter 
attractively on the page are taught 
the pupil.

What duties are expected from 
the employer as the care of the 
office, how to meet and handle the 
people who come In, how to, handle 
the Incoming and outgoing mail 
how to open and classify the mall, 
how to care for the of Ice equipment 
and supplies add how to answer the 
telephone properly are points that 
are Illustrated In the cb

Local business men and women 
talk to the class and discuss the 
qualifications and essentials needed 
In various buslneeses.

Students learn to make out checks, 
money orders and drafts of all kinds, 
payrolls and keep the office equip­
ment In good condition.

Each student Is thoroughly drilled 
In business etiquette. Every student 
Is required to read six books on I 

is etiquette. He learns to 
reference books.

Steele Explains 
01 Teaching 

History Courses
“Our courses of study are so de­

signed and our classes are to  taught 
every day that the student is made 
to feel proud that he can say, ‘I  am 
an American ”, recently explained 
Aubrey Steele, head of the Pampa 
High School history department.

Courses in world history, modem 
history, American history, civics, 
Texas history, economics, and so­
ciology make up the varied offer­
ing of the social studies department. 
The development of civic conscious­
ness and responsibility Is the real 
objective of all these courses.

Mr. Steele in his. comments on the 
value of learning American his­
tory from the viewpoint of effective 
citizenship continued, “The student 
has the opportunity of seeing the 
panaramlc picture of American his­
tory unfold before him—from the 
settlements at Jamestown and Ply­
mouth, the Second Continental 
Congress signing the Declaration of 
fathers laboring long and hard, Lin­
coln at Gettysburg, the American 
doughboy at Chatequ-Thierry, down 
to seventeen million young men 
clamoring to register for the first 
peace time selective military serv­
ice. All of these must surely fill 
every American with pride and a 
sense of destiny. There can be no 
greater Common Defense than this 
bond of past greatness.”

Mrs. Tom Simmons, teacher of 
sociology and world history points 
that ‘‘we are trying to show through 
parallels 4n history that the world 
has seen dark days before. There 
was a new day for these people and 
we develop In our classes the the­
ory and belief that the light of a 
new day will surely break on the 
world again. It is easy in this con­
nection to  help honest students see 
their American heritage In a new 
light and to help them realize the 
need for renewing their loyalties to 
it.”

Part-Time Classes 
In Admit Education 
Benefit Graduates

Twenty-five persons are attending 
the part-time adult class being con­
ducted at the high school on Mon­
day. Tuesday. Wednesday and 
Thursday afternoons from 4 to 6. 
This class began in September and 
will continue through January.

The purpose of the class Is to give 
those over 16 years of age who have 
left regular classes in high school 
and are now employed, an oppor­
tunity to return to school to gain 
more knowledge to better perform 
their present duties, assume addi­
tional responsibilities, or enter em­
ployment In closely allied commer­
cial pursuits. The courses are 
planned to meet the actual needs of 
the students.

Instruction Is now being given In 
both beginning and advanced short­
hand and typing. Stress Is placed 
upon letter writing. A study Is being 
made of the various styles of let­
ters. how to set up a letter correctly 
on thé page, and how to make neat 
erasures.

Other topics being reviewed . are 
the making of payrolls, the filling 
In of order blanks and other blank 
forms that are used in offices, the 
typing of manuscripts, the use of 
the tabulator, the typing of postal 
card messages, and the typing of 
title pages.
. Many local business concerns 
been contacted and lists have been 
made of the duties that they want 
their employes to be able to per­
form. These duties have been made 
Into class assignments and the stu­
dents are learning to do the par­
ticular kind of typing that Is done 
in offices In Pampa.

Industrial Arts Have 
Two-fold Objective, 
Industrial States

The Industrial arts program has 
»  two-fold purpose in Pampa High 
school.

First, it is a social subject and 
Should be a contribution to the gen­
eral education of every student who 
expects to live with and use the 
products of industries.

National 
defense, therefore, necessarily in­
cludes the strengthening of the 
system of education by which 
the minds of our people are vigor­
ously developed and put In a state 
of preparedneza to repel religious 
and racial intolerance and to 
foster a spirit of unity among 
Americans In this Land of the 
Free.

Following Is the prize winning es­
say. written by Elizabeth Roberts:

“We are all very patriotic during 
these war times. A wave of patriot­
ism is sweeping the country. We see 
it in the faces of our friends and 
In the faces of the crowds at the 
movies and at public gatherings. But 
there Is much we can do to show 
our patriotism other than by Just 
appearing patriotic or by wearing 
pins.

“We must become well Informed 
about world affairs by reading about 
national and world events and by 
listening to speeches by national 
leaders and commentators on the 
air. We must take a keener interest 
in our courses In social science, In 
history, and In political economy. 
We must also talk among ourselves 
about current events such as the 
selective draft and other local and 
national defense measures.

“Spiritual strength Is very Im­
portant and must not be overlooked. 
We have read enough history to 
know that religion can give Indi­
viduals and nations great power. 
Religion can help us to endure hard­
ships and to work harmoniously 
with our fellow men. Religion can 
give us the strength to defend our 
country.

“We must help our community so 
that we can make the best -ot our 
desire to help In the national de­
fense. The finest local leadership 
must be supported, but while work­
ing with the community, the plans 
of the state and nation must be kept 
In mind. With Individuals and com­
munities each contributing their 
small quota of strength to swell the 
strength of the whole nation, we 
feel that progress can be made.

"The aliens who live In our coun­
try should be shown how they can 
be useful in our nation's defense. 
We must make sure that they learn 
our language and customs and be­
come adjusted to our way of life.

“The legislators and other elected 
and appointed political officials 
should know Just what the people 
think about vital public questions. 
This will certainly protect our demo­
cratic privileges. Never before have 
the American tew makers needed 
more prompt and clear guidance 
from the public. We should send our 
sincere and honest opinions on any 
important subject to our elected 
representatives.

“There are many other things that 
we can do to help. We must fortify 
ourselves against propaganda; we 
must help foster good will with 
neighboring countries; we must help 
stop hatred between races, classes, 
creeds, and between capital and 
labor.

Only after we have fulfilled these 
obligations can we honestly say:

'I  pledge allegianoe to the flag 
of the United States of America and 
to the republic for which It stands; 
one nation. Indivisible, with liberty 
and Justice for all.’ ”

Yandenberg 
Flays Hubber 
Stamp Unity'

WASHINGTON. Nov. 9* (A P )— 
Declaring that there must be no 
“rubber stamp" unity in congress. 
Senator Vandenberg (R-Mlch.i said 
today that Republicans had a duty 
to maintain “ total preparedness 
b it added:

"W e do not want unity in the 
sense of totalitarian government In 
which the voice of all opposition Is 
silenced.”

I t  appeared, meantime, that tlie 
post-election dispute in congress 
would be over the question of ad­
journment. Democratic spokesmen 
have talked of possibly adjourning 
on Nov. 18.

Representative Martin of Mas­
sachusetts. the house Republican 
leader, said, however, that he would 
■object to ending the session "as long 
as there is any emergency."

He was Joined In this attitude by 
Vandenberg who said congress 
should stay in session and work out 
some solution for the financial 
problems of (lie defense program.

The proposal by Secretary Mor- 
genthau for a $15,000,000,000 or $20,- 
000,000,000 Increase in the national 
debt limit “ is not an answer,” the 
senator said.

“ I t  Is merely a palliative—and not 
much of that. More and evermore 
borrowing is not a ‘plan’; it is creep­
ing suicide." .

Vandenberg -said the sharp upturn 
on the stock market after the Mor- 
genthau announcement was a 
“prompt redlight signal'' of the dan­
gers of “ inflation on the one hand 
and bankruptcy on the other.”

The senator said his party, al­
though it lost the presidency, was 
“not required to surrender Its prin­
ciples nor to suspend its critical vig­
ilance.”

“On the contrary." he said, ‘‘It is 
required to vigorously represent 
more than 21,000 000 voters who Just 
gave its presidential nominee the 
largest vote ever achieved by us. 
There was two mandates—not Just 
one—In the recent election returns.”

Harvester Band Is 
Democratic Group, 
Makes Own Rules

Pampa's Green and Gold band of 
75 members is organised upon a dual 
system of semi-military and parlia­
mentary procedure. The band la a 
concert organization and a march­
ing unit. y

Concert band is handled under 
group procedure having a president, 
Earl Bell; a vice-president, Joe Nel­
son; a secretary and treasurer, Mar­
garet Burton; and a reporter. Joe 
Carglle. There officers have eharge 
cf all social fuarttyir and other 
business matters*!» which a group 
vote is necessary naming the neces­
sary committees and performing the 
other duties. An assistant director 
takes charge in the absence of the 
director and is in charge of tuning 
the band before public performances 
and selecting the order in which 
music is played in public appear­
ances.

The marching unit is under mili­
tary discipline snd military officers. 
The officer in charge of all march­
ing maneuvers and the one person 
in complete authority is the drum 
major. Joe Nelson. The drum majiy 
is assisted by two sergeants, Robert 
Addington and Earl Bell; these two 
drill sergeants also have under them 
10 line sergeants who are stationed 
on the right of each rank and five 
members under them. I t  is the duty 
of these line sergeants to see that 
each member of his squad knows all 
the signals and all the fundamental 
military movements such as right 
face, left face and the like.

The men behind the scenes who 
perform necessary work are: Man­
ager. J. R. Mitchell; assistant man­
ager, Sherman Gray; and the cus­
todian, Earl Bel). They are responsi­
ble lor the music, chairs, stands and 
other articles necessary for band 
work.

The members <¡1 the band are 
graded upon the amount of time 
spent upon band work outside of 
the daily period of one hour. A mini­
mum of three hours a week is re­
quired to pass reaching up to nine 
hours a week for a grade of 95. A 
chart keeps a record of the indi­
vidual's practice record for the year 
and the student with the greatest 
number of hours receives a scholar­
ship. giving free tuition, to the an­
nual Summer Band School at Texas 
Tech during the summer of 1941, 
lasting for a period of six weeks.
