Business Breaks
IO Year Record

NEW YORK, Nov. 2. (#—This
week, more clearly than at any time
since the world struggle began, was
the force of war and defense on
American economy made apparent,
as business boomed to decade-long
records and the flood tide of third
quarter corporation reports set in.

Steel corp., reporting for
the first nine months of the year,
gave graphic {illustration of the
meaning of high defense levies, as it
revealed taxes were $62,746,071 for
the period, nearly
net profit of $69,418,070

3. The demands of the arms pro- |

gram began to make themselves felt
in the country’s lately stagnant
money markets, as commereial loans
rose for the fourth successive week,
and the securities & exchange com-
mission at Washington reported that
498 per cent of the $91,000,000 of
new securities registered in Septem-
ber called for actual “new” money,
to be put into plant and equipment
or added to working capital. Fin-
ancial quarters said the trend had
probably intensified in October.

Accompanying’ many of the re-
ports to stockholders were messages
from the heads of leading concerns
which showed in increasing preoc-
cupation with the problems, not only
of a war-geared economy, but with
the inevitable adjustments which
peace-time conditions would bring.

Charles R. Hook, of the American
Rolling Mill Co., told stockholders:
“if we are to prevent serious col-
lapse when the requirements of our
national defense have been satisfied,
we must begin now to give serious
thought to the problems of our
domestic economy.”

Alfred P. Soan, chairman of Gen-

Wage earners, the direct bene-
ficiaries of the old-age and surviv-
ors insurance system, would be wise
if they made a survey of operating

facts to determine just how well
their interests are being protected.

Writers and public speakers who
try to extend the public’s knowledge
of this great insurance enterprise
of the government have popular-
ized the assertion that fts operation
is in the hands of a “three-way
partnership,” the employees, the
employers, and the Federal Govern-
ment.

ernment’s adm tive task. Ev-
ery three months he sends to the
collector of internal revenue his
taxes and those of his employees.
He is required to act as their agent.
But of more importance to the em-
ployee, the employer is required to
send with his tax return the name
of each of his employees, the em-
ployee's account number, and the
wages he has paid him during speci-
fied periods. This is the informa-
tion needed by the Social Security
Board for the maintenance of each
of the millions of accounts.

The employer wants to do. his
part as well as it is humanly pos-
sible. And here is where the em-
ployee's cooperation becomes essen-
tal. Unless he sees to it that his
employer has his social security ac-
count number and his name exactly
as it appears on his account card,
his wages as reported by his em-
ployer, cannot be credited to his
social security account.

Officers of employee organiza.
tions might be performing a valuable
service to those on their rolls if they
were to start a campaign to im-
press upon every worker the advis-
ability of taking the simple precau-
tion of seeing to it that his em-
ployer gets the information he must

After a decade of pounding a beat, getting the news and writing
it, and still not having either a yacht, RollssRovce. or even a second-
hand fliv, the average reporter is apt to be soincwhat allergic to any
clpims for the “thrills, excitement, color,” of his profession.

However, it will be interesting for newshawks, in particular, and
the public in general, to learn about the lives of ‘‘Journalism's 400"'—
the smart boys who graduate from colleges, into the wire association
bureaus, or the big time dailies, thence into the foreign capitals—and
plenty of potatoes.

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+AT MEASURE OF GOODNESS
The prosperity of a people depends largely upon
he measure or standard of what is good, human-
ilarian, kind, sympathetic and noble the people
have.

Startling as it may seem, most of the defenders
of the New Deal are people who have set up a
standard of goodness, nobility and kindness that
requires little service, if any, or sacrifice on their
part. Probably these people do not realize it,
but they have shifted their responsibility, their
duty, to their fellowman on to the shoulder of
other people and yet pose as being fine, noble,
go0d, humanitarian and virtuous people.

What New Dealers have done, in short, is to say
that it is the duty of the government to give aid
and help to the destitute.

In short, what this means is that they vote for
A to rob B by force and give it to C.

No matter how much these wishy-washy human-
sts evade the question, that is the substance of all
the New Deal legislation they call “social gains,”
kindness, humanitarianism and virtue.

If the New Deal legislation is “social gains”,
then collective robbery is social gains. Then it is
ocial gains for a group of people to use force,
y holding a gun in the ribs of a man who has
vealth and force him to turn it over to them
md permit these people to keep a large fraction
f it for themselves and turn a part of it over te
the poor.

Of course, this is an easy, pleasant sedative and
requires no sacrifice on the part of these people
who pose as good, Christian and democratic.

In reality, it is the antithesis of goodness, kind-
ness, Christian and democratic. It is the anti-
thesis because it is force, intead of voluntary
agreement. And Christianity and goodness is not
based on force or coercion.

It is amazing how people who pase as Chris-
tian people and occupy positions in the church,
such as Sunday school teachers, where their true
selfishness cannot be exposed, can defend the
New Deal.

Either they have no ability whatever to see
what they are doing and realize the great misery

and syffering they eventually will cause to ‘Yeir
fello an, or they simply do not care ab ut
their fellowman and only want to live a doul'e
life and pose as being humanitarian, when thc r
real motive is to be seen and heard of men. If
there ever were hypocrites or people without
vision, it is church people who defend the acts
of the New Deal.
