Tulsa Negro 
Kills Pampa 
Man's Son

Winfield S. Wooten. 29. special 
officer for the M. K. T. railroad in 
Tulsa. Okla.. was killed early Sun­
day morning by a negro he had 
arrested. He was the son of Babe 
Wooten, employed on the Willis 
Price ranch northwest of Pampa.

Also killed were L. R. "Shorty" 
Rogers, 32, Tulsa police scout car 
officer, and the negro. Finis Ben- 
nlngfield, 28. who was shot by 
detectives who answered an alarm.

Mr Wooten left yesterday for 
Fort Worth where funeral services 
for his son will be conducted at 
2:30 o'clock Tuesday afternoon. 
Burial will be at Benbrook, Texas. 
Other survivors are the widow, a son 
Richard, and his mother.

The negro, a church janitor, and 
a companion were seen by Wooten 
driving at a high rate of speed. 
Tulsa officers reported. Wooten 
gave chase and caught the negroes 
after their car had crashed into 
a telephone pole. Wooten arrested 
the pair and was calling ft patrol 
wagon when the negro took both pf 
Wooten's guns and shot him.

The negro tried to start Wooten's 
car but before he could get away 
Officer Rogers arrived. In an ex­
change of shots Rogers was killed. 
Detectives then arrived and in 
another exchange of shots the negro 
was struck by six bullets.

Young Wooten had visited his 
father here but had never lived 
in Pampa. Mr. Wooten lias resided 
tiere for three years.

Favors Voted 
For Tax Bill, 
Craig Didn't

Representative Ennis Favors of 
Pampa and Dick Craig of Miami ar­
rived here from Austin yesterday 
and today went to Shamrock to at­
tend the annual St. Patrick's Day 
celebration. They will return to 
Austin within a few days.

While here. Representative Favors 
revealed that he voted for the om­
nibus tax bill, passed by the house 
to raise money for payment of so­
cial security, teacher retirement, etc. 
The bill is now before the senate. 
Representative Craig voted gainst 
the bill.

The house passed the bill by a 
vote of 136 to 7.

In explaining the bill. Representa­
tive Favors said it would solve the 
social security and other tax prob­
lems. Asked why gas and oil re­
ceived the burden of the tax. Rep­
resentative Favors declared that an 
omnibus tax bill is one that is pass­
ed whereby the tax would be on the 
items most able to stand a tax.

In explaining the heavy tax on 
gas. the representative revealed that 
gas in the past has been lightly 
taxed. He stated that only $735.000 
was raised from tax on gas in the 
entire state last year. Oas com­
panies. he said, are paying only 
from four-tenths of a cent to four 
cents per thousand cubic feet for 
their gas.

Representative Favors said he was 
for Governor O'Danlel’s bill to con­
trol strikes. He said he hoped to 
see favorable action in the senate on 
the gas bill which would allow 
sweet gas from certain Panhandle 
wells to be used for the manufac­
ture of carbon black after gasoline 
content has been extracted. The 
bill Is before a sub-committee in 
the house.

Sleet ac­
companied the sharp drop in tem­
perature at Abilene, Midland. Big 
Spring and Brownwood.

Continued cold was forecast for 
the north portion of West Texas and 
for East Texas, with fresh to strong 
northerly winds on the coast.

In Paris, Northeast Texas, the 
temperature plunged from a Sunday 
high of 69 to a low of 29 Monday. 
In the northwest. Wichita Falls re­
ported a drop from 67 to 26. Lub­
bock, on the Plains, had higli sand- 
laden winds that dropped the mer­
cury from 73 to 25.

San Angelo reported freezing rain 
with a low of 25 the outlook for 
Monday night. It started raining and 
freezing there at 6 a. m.

The cold wave was moving south­
ward. Corsicana in Central Texas 
reported a range from 73 Sunday to 
38 Monday; Waco had 69 Sunday 
and 37 Monday, with colder weather 
ill prospect.

At Fort Worth, the temperature 
plunged from 70 to 45 at 10:30 p. m. 
Sunday' and skidded downward 
through the night to 31.8 at 7:30 
a. m. Monday.

Complaints Of Oil 
Operators Will Be 
Heard By Commission

AUSTIN, March 17 yp)—Texas oi! 
operators seized Railroad Commis­
sioner Jerry Sadarer s invitation to 
register complaints against the state­
wide oil production order at a gen­
eral hearing here today.

As a prelude to the regulatory 
agency's explanation of a formula 
upon which allowables were dis 
trbuted this month Sadler said ev­
ery complaint would be heard "ev­
en if it takes one day. ten days, or 
three weeks."

The hearing was for presentation 
of testimony upon which to base 
an April allowable schedule and in­
dications were it should be lengthy

Sadler forewarned operators the 
commission intended to keep Texas 
production within the federal bureau 
of mines estimate of market demand 
"until you can show us some better 
method "

Nominations of purchasers for 
April were 1,755.399 barrels dally, an 
increase of 70,705 over March. Prin­
cipal boosts came from the Gulf 
coast, up 12,952, and West Texas, up 
49.704

Already the basis of two court 
suits, the current state-wide order, 
invoked March 10. was the chief 
topic of discussion.

In it the commission adopted a 
formula for distributing allowables 
among fields which was based on 
various types of crudes produced, 
well spacing, depth of wells, and 
market demand. Exceptions were 
made for certain physical condi­
tions.

Generally, the formula fixed a base 
per well allowable for each produc­
er of one of five types of crude and 
added five barrels for each addi­
tional 1.000 feet of well depth. Re­
maining pool allowable W'as then al­
lotted on the basis of acreage.

Answering questions, Dr. F. V. L. 
Patten, the commission's supervisor 
of production, testified the effect of 
the order was to leave substantially 
unchanged the overall allowable of 
any one type of crude.

Chiefly, it reallocated permbsives 
as between fields on a yardstick 
basis, he added.

The commission divided all Texas 
crudes into five general types for 
use in applying formula, mirando, 
low cold test, low octane content. 
Intermediate octane content, and 
high octane content. The classifi­
cations were made on the basis of 
an analysis by commission en­

gineers.
Patten testined the proposal had 

been under consideration for several 
months but the commission had not 
decided to invoke it until two days 
before the March production order 
was issued.

Senate Delays Final 
Action On Truck Bill
Fatal Train 
Crash Caused 
By Saboteurs

BADEN. Pa., March 17. ÌZP»— 
Pennsylvania railroad officials to­
day blamed saboteurs for the de­
railing of a crowded passenger 
train—three of whose cars plung­
ed into the freezing waters of the 
Ohio rivrr—killing at least four 
persons and injuring more than 
100 last night.
E. W Smith, vice-president of the 

railroad, said "all the spikes were 
removed from one rail” and the 
wreck was "very definitely caused by 
sabotage "

The Cleveland-Pittsburgh train, 
carrying 112 passengers and a crew 
of 11. was roaring along at 60 miles 
an hour through a blinding snow­
storm when it met disaster near 
this small town about 22 miles 
northwest of Pittsburgh.

Tlie locomotive jumped the tracks 
and overturned with a terrific 
crash, whipping its four coaches and 
baggage ear over a 50-foot embank­
ment to the river. The baggage car 
and two coaches were partially sub­
merged. The other cars lay twisted 
along the river's edge.

Screams of the injured—men. 
women and children—rang out in 
an atmosphere made eerie by the 
wind and snow and orange-red 
glare of steel furnaces at mills on 
the opposite side of the river.

Tlie least hurt passengers and 
crewmen quickly scrambled to the 
aid of the seriously injured, some 
of whom lav submerged in the icy 
water that flooded the cars.

Authorities learned of the tragedy 
when an injured passenger, his 
clothes sopping W'et and blood 
streaming from his head and arms, 
ran to a Baden residence and had a 
woman telephone police.

Ambulances rushed to the scene 
from a dozen nearby Industrial com­
munities. and a relief train soon ar­
rived to take many of the injured 
to Pittsburgh hospitals.

Tlie casualty list grew rapidly as 
the night went on. but many per­
sons were only slightly hurt and 
were released after hospital treat­
ment.

Engineer A. R. Weigle of Cleve­
land was killed at his post, crushed 
by a mountain of coal flung for-

AUSTIN. March 17 ((Pi — Filial 
action on legislation to raise the 
Irgal tiuck load weight limit was 
delayed today when the senate re­
considered a vote last week pass­
ing a hill boosting the gross top 
to 38.000 pounds. The bill was laid 
on the table subject to call 
Reconsideration followed a declar­

ation by Senator R. C. Lanninj of 
Jacksboro that the bill as approved 
by tlie senate would seriously hamp­
er operations of small Muckers.

He said he wanted to alter the 
sq-called scientific formula by which 
permissible weights would be de­
termined so that small truck oper­
ators would be protected.

The house previously had passed 
a bill substantially similar except 
for a top limit of 35,000 pounds.

When the senate acted last week, 
tlie legislation, it had been thought 
generally, was about to be approved 
finally by both houses.

"The formula has been so chang­
ed." Lanning told the senate, "that 
it will ruin the small truckers. Tlie 
little fellows will not be albe to haul 
10.000 and 12.0CO pounds although 
the big ones can haul 30,000 or 
more."

Later he stated the bill might be 
called up tomorrow and again passed. 
In that event, it would go to the 
house, which could pass the bill to 
tlie governor by concurring in sen­
ate changes in the house bill.

If the house did not concurr, the 
bill would go to a conference com­
mittee which would adjust the d if­
ferences between the house and 
senate measures.

On motion of Rep. Sam Hanna, 
the house returned to committee a 
bill which would require intcrurban 
companies to put an extra employe 
on each interurban passenger car. 
Reported favorably by the labor 
committee, it was sent this time to 
the committee on counties 

Hanna said that the bill might 
hurt labor instead of helping it be­
came it possibly would force the 
only remaining interurban line in 
the state, the Texas Electric Railway 
company of Dallas, to cease oper­
ations.

“These so-called labor bills.’’ he 
asserted, "come out of the labor 
committee like greased lightning.”
Without a single speech in opposi­

tion. the house appropriated $150 
to a special committee which is 
studying the agricultural situation 
with a view of recommending re­
medial legislation.

It also requested the board of 
control not to discharge R. L. Nich­

BELGRADE, Yugoslavia, March 17 

—Yugoslavia's resistance to Nasi 
pressure has stiffened suddenly, dip­
lomatic observers declare, influenced 
by United States pledges of anti- 
Axis air and by reports that a Brit­
ish expeditionary force is stream­
ing into Greece.

In consequence, these sources said 
last ntght. the divisions Germany 
poised across the Bulgarian border 
from Greece apparently are hesitat­
ing despite declarations from Berlin 
they would strike If British forces 
set foot in Greece.

I f  they did attack, it was pointed 
out. their communications would be 
extended down a 500-mile corridor 
flanked by still-neutral Yugoslavia 
and watchful Soviet Russia. ' 

Yugoslav newspapers printed edi­
torials reflecting a renewed will to 
retain national independence. Typi­
cal articles denounced those who 'by 
threats, deceptions and” promises 
which humiliate the Yugoslav peo­
ple"' try to divert the nation from 
"neutrality and peace.”

Decrying "insults to Yugoslavia 
which cast doubt on her moral and 
material strength," the usually pro- 
German newspaper Vreme declared: 
"Yugoslavia Is strong. Yugoslavia 
can be resolute. Yugoslavia, by her 
open, honest and determined atti­
tude, will contribute to the con­
solidation of her national destiny 
and her own peace.”

Some diplomatic sources expressed 
a belief that since Yugoslavia has 
refused so far to join the Rome- 
Berlin-Tokyo alliance Germany 
might try to release the forces she 
has across the frontier from Yugo­
slavia by offering to accept a non- 
aggression or friendship pact in­
stead.

A  strong bloc of Serb military and
political leaders has taken the posi­
tion Yugoslavia should go “all out” 
to the aid of Greece now that the 
British arc reported preparing a
Balkan front.

Yugoslav military preparations 
continued, with troops seen on the 
march, planes in the air. and the 
requisition of more and more pqb» 
lie buildings for military use.

perial forces have recaptured 
Berbers, British Somaliland 
on the gulf of Aden, and 
Eritrean Heights covering a long- 
besieged Cheren.
A communique issued by the 

middle east command at Cairo mid 
the re-entry into Berbera, abandon­
ed last August when the ibscist 
occupied the British colony, was 
made yesterday in cooperation with 
the Royal navy and air force.

The brief announcement that 
“the British flag again flies over 
Berbera” was the first indication 
that the swift British conquest of 
neighboring Italian Somaliland now 
has carried all the way to the gulf 
of Aden coast on the north.

British and Indian rorces 
credited with seizing the 
positions about Cheren. rail town 
and key to Asmara. Eritrean capi­
tal. The army of the Nile's drive 
into this oldest of Mussolini's east 
African colonies has been stymied 
for weeks by stubborn Fascists de­
fenders there.

The Italians, however, declared 
that large-scale attacks on Cheren’a 
defenses had been repulsed.

At Sunshine Club

“ Is your family well fed or do 
you spend a part of food’s money 
for medicine?" Mrs. Julia E. Kelley, 
home demonstration agent, asked 
at a meeting of the Coltexo Sun­
shine Home Demonstration club 
Friday in the home of Mrs. H. C.

“A well-balanced diet Is the most 
important thing with which to 
safeguard health, yet few of us do 
anything about it or even realize 
its importance,” continued Mrs.

“Every mother owes it to her 
family to leant what constitutes a 
balanced diet and apply it daily. 
The Texas Food Standard for one 
person consists of one quart of milk 
daily and at least one serving each 
day of the following: Eggs, meat, 
potatoes, green or yellow vege­
tables, other vegetables, citrus fruit, 
other fruit, whole grain potatoes, 
bread and butter, some sweets, and 
six to eight glasses of water. Dried 
peas and beans should be served 
at least three times each week. 
There is such a variety in each 
type of vegetable and fruit that it 
should not be difficult to follow,” 
Mrs. Kelley said.

Informed Nazis in Berlin also 
reported German planes torpedoed 
two British battleships yesterday in 
the Mediterranean o ff the Island of 
Bete, but the high command made 
no mention of this.

DNB, German official news 
agency, reported that a still- 
blazing fire had broken out 
aboard the 49364-ton liner Bre­
men, which made a dramatic 
dash across the Atlantic from 
New York early in the war. It  
did not give the ship’s where­
abouts.
There have been many contra­

dictory accounts about the lin er- 
some that she had been damaged 
or sunk, others that she was being 
used as a troop and supply ship 
between Germany and Norway.

The Germans said their air raid­
ers last night concentrated attacks 
on Bristol, Avonmouth and harbor 
works at Portsmouth, Britain’s south 
coist naval station.

Indications of a worsening in 
German-Greek relations came from 
Berlin. Authorized Nazis who hither­
to declared there had been "no 
change” in relations between the 
two countries, said today "we can 
no longer discuss this question.”

With German forces massed on 
the Bulgarian frontier facing 
Greece, a German-language broad­
cast from Belgrade .yesterday as­
serted there would be an Italian- 
Greek armistice In two days, but the 
German Informants said they doubt­
ed this.

Premier Mussolini has gone back 
to Rome "with his prestige weaken­
ed and his authority shaken,” the 
Athens radio declared, after the 
Greeks asserted they had wrecked 
his personally-directed Albanian o f­
fensive in a week of fighting which

cost Italy 50,000 troops.
A  Greek spokesman said last 

night that 120,000 Fascist soldiers 
participated In the series of attacks 
which Greek forces In inferior num­
bers repulsed. Italian prisoners, he 
said, described the smashing of the 
Italian push as a "real massacre.1

The Italians have neither ac­
knowledged nor denied Mussolini's 
reported presence in Albania.

II Duce’s Axis partner, Adolf Hit­
ler, had some reassuring words for 
the Italian leader In a Memorial 
Day speech Sunday asserting that 
Germany “ from now" will bear the 
brunt of the fighting against Brit­
ain which Italy has borne all win­
ter.

Hitler predicted “England will 
fall" in 1941 and said “no power 
and no support coming from any 
part of the world can change the 
outcome of this buttle in any re­
spect.”

Even as he spoke, Belgrade, Yugo­
slavia, reported the landing in 
Greece of additional mechanized 
British forces. Diplomatic quarters 
In Belgrade said that apparent Nazi 
hesitation to attack Greece at once 
might be due to anxiety over Rus­
sia.

London had a quiet Sunday with 
only one alert but waves of German 
bombers struck at a town in west­
ern England (possibly Bristol), 
where the British said the raiders 
caused “a number of casualties’ 
and "considerable damage.”

In sea warfare, the British ad' 
miralty announced the submarine 
Snapper was overdue and must be 
considered lost.

The Spanish government ousted 
the Moroccan native nominal ruler 
of Tangier yesterday and turned 
over his palace to Germans a.t a 
consular office. The Nazi flag was 
to fly from the building today, the 
first time a German banner has 
flown in the seaport on the Strait 
of Gibraltar since the start of the

WASHINGTON, March 17 <AP)— 
William S. Knudsen, defense pro­
duction chief, disclosed today that 
the seven billion dollar British aid 
program plus defense contracts yet 
to be awarded would require a 60 
per cent increase in American in­
dustrial activity.

Knudsen, director of the Office of 
Production Management, Sidney 
Hillman, associate director. Secre­
tary Perkins and other government 
officials addressed a conference call­
ed to consider now to Increase the 
number of trained workers in the 
vital metal trades industry.

Opening the meeting. Knudsen 
reported that defense contracts .let 
from the beginning of the emergen­
cy program last June to date called 
for 18.000,000,000 man hours of in­
dustrial production.

"We've got to go into production," 
Knudsen asserted, "on a scale in 
America that has never even been 
approached before.”

Knudsen introduced Hillman, who 
asserted that "we here under our 
democratic institutions can do the 
Job much better in the '.<mg run than 
it is being done in other countries 
where the totalitarian governments 
are in power.”

With regard specifically to the 
training of workers Knudsen said 
that “ last June there were many 
people who still thought in terms of 
unemployment”  but that the condi­
tions which resulted in such think­
ing were no longer true.

AUSTIN, March 17 </P)—A battle 

on passage of a bill appropriating 
(26.820,000 for social security loomed 
in the house of representatives to­
day in the wake of Governor W. 
Lee O ’Daniel’s Sabbath radto talk.

A hearing on the governor's bill 
prohibiting strikes or lockouts in de­
fense industries without 60 days 
notice also was booked in the lower 
legislative chamber.

O’Daniel yesterday renewed his 
advocacy of immediate passage of 
the appropriation bill which would 
provide for financing of bigger old 
age pensions, aid to the needy blind, 
aid to dependent children and 
teachers retirement.

He also indicated a friendliness 
toward the $25,500,000 omnibus tax 
bill recently passed by the house. He 
had condemned it before the law­
makers increased its tax provisions 
which originally were estimated to 
yield $14,500,000.

In speaking of legislators opposed 
to appropriating moneys from the 
deficit-ridden general revenue fund, 
the governor asserted:

’‘Now that a tax bill has been 
passed which is large enough to pay 
the appropriation bill, they can have 
no good excuse for not passing the 
$26,000,000, appropriation bill to­
morrow, and by passing the appro­
priation bill, they will be making 
doubly sure that the revenue which 
their tax bill raises will not be spent 
for other purposes and leave the old 
folios holding the empty sack again, 
as usual.”

Referring to the omnibus tax bill, 
he said:

“ I am pleased to announce that 
the representatives greatly de-odor- 
ized the • bill adding amendments 
which more than doubled the value 
of the bill, and as far as the amount 
of money reportedly it will raise as 
passed, it is now. almost as fragrant 
as the rose."

Later in the program he declared: 
"It  is my opinion if they (the law­

makers! do not pass that ittie ap­
propriation) bill, the revenue of their 
omnibus bill may shrink or run down 
so many rat-holes before its final 
passage and allocation, that the old 
folks, the helpless children, the in­
digent blind, and the teachers will 
get very little, if any, benefit 
from It.”

Italians Lost 
50,000 In Weeks, 
Greeks Claim

(B y The Associated Prees)

ATHENS, Greece, March 17—Be­
nito Mussolini's personally directed 
"big push” aimed at breaking Greece 
resistance in Albania cost the Ita l­
ians 50,000 effectives out of a force 
of 120,000, jubilant Greek spokesmen 
asserted.

The attacked was backed by 300 
planes but repulsed everywhere by 
Greek forces inferior in numbers, 
now has dwindled almost to local 
actions, they said. »

II Duce’s own men called the 
wrecking of the offensive a “ real 
massacre,” the official Greek spokes­
man declared last night.

(The Greek radio, in a broadcast 
picked up in New York by CBS, said 
Mussolini had gone back to Rome 
"with his prestige weakened and his 
authority shaken.”

(Earlier, Greek dispatches said 
Mussolini had ordered his generals 
to "do something” by last Saturday, 
when Athens reports said "he was 
scheduled to return home. There 
was no acknowledgement or denial 
from Rome of Mussolini's presence 
in Albania but the Italian radio Sat­
urday said he received a group of 
inventors.)

Some Greeks said (here was evi­
dence that Mussolini had toured the 
Albanian front in an armored car 
exhorting his commanders to break 
through the Greek lines at any cost.

Captured Italian officers, the 
Greeks said, declared that Fascist 
divisions averaged losses of 40 to 50 
per cent of their effective strength 
in the offensive.

Thyssen Handed 
Over To Hitler

VICHY. France, March 13 (AP) 
—Informed sources said today that 
Fritz Thys<en. German industrialist 
who helped bring Adolf Hitler to 
power and then fell into his dis­
favor, had beciw surrendered by 
France to Germany and that he 
was now believed to be in Dachau 
concentraUon camp*

These sources said Thyssen, a 
refugee, was handed over under 
terms of the French-German armis­
tice. He hud been living at CannA, 
on the Riviera, when he was ar­
rested late in December by French 
police, they said.

I t  was not known where he was 
turned over to German authorities 
«presumably the Gestapo — state 
police). The armistice required that 
France deliver upon German de­
mand any Germans . living in 
France.

A six-year “post emergency" pub­
lic works program, contemplating 
Possible expenditure of new billions 
of dollars to stabilize employment 
when defense industries curtail op­
erations, was recommended today by 
the National Resources ooaro.

The board's plan for “develop- 
t  ment of resources and stabilisation 

of employment" was transmitted 
to congress by President Roosevelt.

Declaring “ the preparation for 
past-emergency adjustments" a n d  
maintenance of “a strong and 
healthy national economy” are es- 

• sential to total defense, the federal 
planning agency recommended es­
tablishment of a revolving fund to 
be administered by the president for 
the immediate inauguration of sur­
veys. investigations, and prepara­
tion of engineering plana and speci­
fications for selected projects.

The program would be geared to 
begin operation immediately upon 
the passing of the defense emer­
gency.

In Its preparation the board 
recommended further:

1. Continued and Invigorated ef- 
»  forts to secure preparation of six- 

year programs or capital budget* 
by federal agencies, state govern­
ments, local governments, and other 

. agencies, public and private, antici- 
*  paling a huge volume of construc­

tion activity.
3. Advance authorization by con­

gress of procedures for grants, loan*, 
guarantee of loans, leasing arrange­
ments, or other devices for aid to 
state and local governments for non- 
federal projects. Advance author­
ization by congress of construction 
of federal projects in the “A ” pri­
ority list of the recommended six- 
year program, such authorization to 
be effective later upon appropria­
tion of funds by congress.

4. Appropriation for advance pur­
chase of sites o f projects by ap-

■» proprlate governmental agencies.
5. Development of method of 

financing public works projects and 
studies of related problems of in­
vestment. taxation, and the federal, 
state, and local shares of respon­
sibility for costs of various types of 
public works and related activities.

6. Coordination of public works 
construction at all levels of govern­
ment, with other public policies 
which affect the level of business 
activity and employment, such as 
fiscal policy, social security policy, 
and policies of aid to private enter­
prise.

BERLIN. kCarch 17. UP»—Adolf 
Hitler declared Sunday that “no 
power” on earth can save England 
from defeat.

"No power and no support com­
ing from any part of the world can 
change the outcome of this battle In 
any respect ." he asserted In a mem­
orial day speech In the historic 
Zeughaus. or army museum. "Eng­
land will faU."

(The speech followed by less than 
24 hours President Roosevelt's Sat­
urday night declaration that Brit­
ain and Greece would get ships, 
planes, foot’ tanks and guns and 
ammunition and supplies of all kinds 
from the United States. He exhort­
ed Americans to "all-out" efforts 
until “our final victory is won”) 

Hitler made no direct mention of 
the United States except to com­
ment on some remarks he said were 
made before a congressional com­
mittee that British Prime Minister 
Churchill declared In 1936 Germany 
must be destroyed because she was 
growing too strong.

Oermany enters 1941 "cool and 
determined to end what started the 
year before." the fuehrer said, add­
ing that the German armed forces 
"from now" will take up the brunt 
of the fighting against England 
borne during the winter by Italians.

But it doesn't exist anymore.
Those once dusty fields now have 

the toll well-anchored. The area 
lias the most promising crop pros­
pects in years. Farmers can smile 
again and live normal lives.

Oh, some dust does blow when 
Uxfce husky prairie winds start 
sweeping across country—It always 
has and probably always will—but 
the dust bowl as it was publicized 
five and six years ago simply doesn't 
exist.

Back in the spring of 1935 and 
193«. every little breeze stirred up a 
fog of dust from the loose, powder 
dry soil. A  big wind sent ominous 
black clouds of dust rolling across 
the prairies, blotting out the sun 
and making shies hazy for hundreds

for Instance, has been that the num­
ber of acres in 10 southwestern 
Kansas counties now subject to 
blowing is 67.500, compared with 
more than 2000.000 acres In 1936. 
The figures are those of the Kansas 
8ti*te College Extension department.

That's a sample of progress made 
not only in Kansas but In eastern 
Colorado, the Oklahoma and Texas 
Panhandles and northeastern New 
Mexico—all hi the area that bred 
those dust storms.

Back in the lush 20’s when wheat 
prices were good. Kansas farmers 
plowed up more and more virgin 
turf and planted wheat, thus re­
moving nature's protection against 
the winds.

A dry cycle started a year or two 
later and by 1934 the drought was 
on in earnest. More and more wheat 
land was abandoned to the blus­
tery spring winds and early in 1935 
the dust storms were on In earnest.

Soil and farm experts rolled up

Abundant plant life Is contained 
In the ocean down to about 400 feet. 
All animal life in the sea depends
on It for existence.

People wore dust masks. Deaths 
from lung Infections Increased. Res­
idents sealed their homes to keep 
gritty particles out of the meals 
they cooked. Crops blew out of the 
fields. Some families pulled stakes 
and left.

But today life Is normal. Most 
fields are well covered with protec­
tive growth. There's no fear of any 
of those frightful black blizzards 
Farmers are figuring on good wheat 
and other crops. And best of all, 
there's moisture In the ground.

What brought the change?
Mostly it was rain. Rain and 

snow. More than In any of the 
post ten yean.
But some credit also must go to 

the changed tillage and farming 
methods the farmers adopted to 
anchor the soil. From plain, old 
fashioned wheat fanning the farmers 
turned to such things as strip crop­
ping, contour tillage, summer fal­
lowing, use of cover crops, less 
wheat acreage, more grain sorghum

Norway, Denmark, Hol­
land, Finland, and Greece, as sam­
ples of objects of American sympa­
thy.

Finishing off Hitler wont mean 
the end of the menace of the dic­
tator, for Hitler has merely adapted 
the German Ideas dating from 1859, 
that makes world conquest a main la 
with the Teutons, the speaker aaid.

They regard the Vitt 
thing as an unpleasantness they 
had to go through, but they think 
it’s done and dead now and that 
they can start all over.

The only thing about that is that 
their playmates on the other 
American league teams are not like­
ly to let the Indians forget any­
thing. There already are signs that 
the boys are going to receive an 
awful going-over from such silver- 
tongued gents as Art Fletcher of 
the Yanks and Mule Haas of the 
White Sox, and only time will tell 
how Hal Trosky, for instance, will 
react to this punishment.

The new manager. Roger Peckin- 
paugh, appears to be as popular 
with the crew as Vitt was unpopular,’ 
which is saying considerable. I f

Vitt talked too much, as they 
charged at the time of last sum­
mer’s insurrection, then they don’t 
ever find that fault with Peck, 
whose idea of the nice, long con­
versation is “hello.” There is a 
pleasant spirit in the camp, with 
modest poker played openly and 
a pre-dinner cocktail no high 
crime.

appendicitis or a tonsillectomy, so there is a bright 
side to some of the rough ride the American people, 
has had during the past dozen years.

Something unhealthy and slyly subversive of real 
Americanism was growing up in the twenties. It  was 
the desperate desire of every family to bring its sons 
up into white collar positions. This brought , a sort of 
cleavage of the population into two classes—those who 
wore white collars and those who didn't.I

I f  there was a false basis for division, that was it. 
Vfet' families slaved and struggled, denied themselves 
everything, so that their sons might achieve a job 
pushing a pencil or pen instead of working with their 
hands. Thousands of young men, often ill-qualified, 
fought their way through college or high school for no 
better reason than that it seemed to promise later 
light work at high pay.
• •'That philosophy was fair neither to higher educa­
tion, nor to American life, nor to the young men. For 
the primary purpose of education ought not to be to 
prepare one for a "good job,” but to bring about a 
better adjustment of a man to life, with a greater 
appreciation of its rich and varied phases. Such ob­
jectives are no less valuable to a machinist than to a 
bank teller. And under today's conditions the ma­
chinist is more likely to have time and leisure to de­
velop the cultural side of life than the teller.

People began finding that out after the depression 
struck. Young men and women with high school 
educations or better found that the white-collar jobs 
for which they had planned did not exist. They went 
into the textile and steel mills, into the truck cabs 
and shops.

And to the surprise of many of them, they found, 
first, that it wasn’t as bad a life as they had been 
led to believe, and second, that they were all the better 
mill-hands, drivers, or machinists because of their 
education.

The whole "white-collar culture" of the twenties is 
now in disfavor, and the boom in defense industries 
now draws thousands more from desk to lathe. More 
and more of the future seems to be going to the en­
gineers, the chemists, the architects, the skilled work­
men. Real brains and brain work will always be at a 
premium, but a white collar just for a white collar’s 
sake no longer looks as good as it used to.
• Old and artificial divisions and classifications are 

breaking down, and a good tiling, too. True Americans 
will wear no man's collar but their own, nor will they 
be as greatly influenced in the future as in the past 
by its color.

Behind The News

WASHINGTON, March 17—You can start saving 
your dimes and dollars for defense right now.

For come May clay and spring flowers, there will 
blossom out across the land in 51,000 postoffieds and 
250j000 Other stands, whole bouquets of multi-colored 
defense saving stamps in denominations of 10 cents, 
29 cents. 50 cents and $1, and a new defense scries of 
U. S. savings bonds in denominations of $25, $50, $100 
and on up to $500 and $1000. There will be no limit 
to the issue.

The  big idea, of course, is to do what the Liberty 
Loan drives did in the last war, raise money for de­
fense expense. The formula this time, however, will 
be modeled on a combination of the U. S. postal sav­
ing stamp and the treasury department baby bond 
plans, already proven successful in raising almost $5 
billion.

In  skeleton form, the organization to handle this 
new phase of defense financing is being put together. 
Harold N. Graves, now assistant to the secretary of 
the treasury, will head the drive, working directly with 
Secretary Morgenthau and Under-Secretary Danirt 
W. Bell

Hale Johnston of St. Louis, regional manager of 
Metropolitan Life Insurance company, an expert in 
group co-operative organization, and Harford Powell, 
former editor of Collier's and now with Batten, Bar­
ton.

While the Liberty Loan drive of the last war, rais­
ing $20 billion from 66 million subscribers, was the big­
gest thing of its kind, the new saving stamp-baby bond 
plan offers advantages that the Lloerty Loan plan 
didn’t have. Particularly, there won’t be any specu­
lative risk. Stamps and baby bonds all have fixed 
value. They can't be traded in. They are registered 
and iron-negotiable. Only the original purchaser can 
cash,them, and can do that only by surrendering them 
at a postoffice or certain designated banks, and wait­
ing 24 hours. The banks will get nothing for handling 
the transaction.

A  correspondent has contended that our New 
Deal labor laws were necessary to prevent in­
dustrialists from being hogs. Now, he writes 
that he, if he employed labor, would do exactly 
what he wants the government to stop by law 
actual employers from having the right to do 

Consistency seems to mean nothing to him. He 
seems to believe that he should have a right to 
do things that for other people we should have a 
law to stop. He saiys: " I f  I  should need a work­
er for some task, I  would look ever all available 
help as to their ability and-character and choose 
the man who has the most skill, the best char­
acter, and who will do the job for the least 
money.”

But he wants laws, like the Wagner law, the 
Minimum Wage law, passed that would prevent 
real employers from  „having the right to employ 
the slow and inexperienced workers on this very
basis.

He does recognize the danger of these laws, 
when he says, "W e recognize that once we de­
part from the competitive system, there is no def­
inite guide.”

Then i f  there be “no definite guide” he must 
admit that some one, whether it be a dictator, 
a labor i*acketeer*or an agent o f the government 
selected by a bribed majority, would have to de 
termine exactly what each individual should re­
ceive and at what he should work.

W ill not the individual admit that the "hog­
gishness” of men like H itler and Harry-Bridges 
and many o f the politicians, is more dangerous to 
the working man than the "hoggishness” o f a few  
industrialists? W ill not the contributor have to 
admit, i f  he care at all for consistency, that the 
worker has a better chance to reduce his poverty 
when he has a choice between private employers 
and can work for the one who w ill pay him the 
most, than when the government alone is the 
only employer to whom he can sell his services?

W ill he not have to admit that the private em­
ployer who is using his own savings will be more 
careful to create new wealth so that he may 
have a profit than the politician who retains his 
job by pleasing the voters rather than his cus­
tomers and his workers, as the private employer 
is obliged’ to do in order to have a profit?

I t  seems rather absurd that he should admit 
that he, i f  he were employing labor, would hire 
the man who would do the most for the money 
and then for him to want a law passed to stop 
other people from doing what he admits he would 
do himself. He also admits that there is no def­
inite guide to hiring people i f  this rule • is not 
followed.

That is certainly an example of the blind try- 
o lead the blind.

COSTLY PRISONERS

(Editorial Opinion of the Baltimore Evening Sun)
Under the rules of war captured officers are 

required to be maintained in the manner to which 
they have been accustomed according to their rank. 
Furthermore, they are supposed to continue to re­
ceive the pay they would receive from their own 
governments. That rule applies to captured enlisted 
men, too.

The custom is particularly pertinent In connec­
tion with the victorious campaign of the Army of 
the Nile which claims now to have taken prisoner 
some 100,000 Italians, including 14 generals and an 
admiral. It  is no small matter, this job of main­
taining 14 generals and an admiral in a style be­
coming, to their exalted positions, not to mention 
the rest of the Italian pay rojl the British exchequer 
will have to meet.

We have been hearing stories of the difficulties
of the British in paying the present costs of the 
war. And now on top of that comes the necessity 
of feAiing, clothing, housing and paying the equiv­
alent of six divisions. I f  the thing continues will 
it mean that funds which might go to the purchase 
of arms and munitions must now go to the support 
of prisoners?

Individuals, however, will be limited to $3000 worth 
of bonds apiece in order to spread out the purchasing.

For estates and trust funds there may be larger 
denomination defense bonds—$5000 and $10.000—but 
the Interest rate will be lower and the limit on these 
will be $50.000. The baby bonds and stamps have an 
average yield of about 2.9 per cent Interest, com­
pounded semi-annually, but the rate varies, depending 
on how soon they are turned in. They may be turned 

In at any time, 60 days after purchase, bqt the longer 
you hold them, the more Interest you get.

HOW ’UNCLE TOM’S 
CABIN’ DEVELOPED 
FROM A VISION

The year may produce no blogra- 
phy more important than Forrest 
Wilson's classic. "Crusader in Crino­
line" (Lippincott: $3.75). This Is a 
full-length portrait of the woman 
who wrote Uncle Tom’s Cabin and 
shook the nation; it is scholarly, 
based oh scores of new sources; ex­
haustive (nearly 650 pages), defi­
nitive. Against the backdrop of the 
19th century, Mr. Wilson, former 
Washington newspaperman, pictures 
the whole evangelical Beecher clan, 
Lyman saving souls on the road to 
Cincinnati, Henry Ward and Har­
riet, planning their propaganda 
against slavery, brewing "as nearly 
as any two persons then living Could 
brew it. the bloodiest war in our his­
tory." How Harriett Beecher Stowe 
conceived the characters of her Im­
mortal novel Is told in the following 
excerpt, typical of the whole book's 
dramatic intensity:

• * •
In February, 1851, Communion 

Sunday came to the First Parish 
church in Brunswick, and Harriett 
attended. . . . The sermon ended, 
the communion ritual began, but 
she was distantly aware of it . I . 
she was seeing a vision—seeing it 
as plain as if she were there . . . 
and the actors too. There was an 
old slave, with white wool, clothed in 
rags—a gentle, Christian man . . . 
being flogged to death by the white 
ruffian who owned him. . . . This 
brute was too cowardly to do the 
murderous work himself, but ordered 
two degraded slaves to lay on the 
whips.

From far away Harriett heard 
the benediction pronounced and 
walked home in a trance. . . .  Then 
she went to her bedroom and 
wrote out the picture given her in 
the vision. . . . Even the names of 
the actors were coming to her now. 
The Negro saint was Uncle Tom. The 
two slave executioners were Sambo 
and Quimbo. The name of the hairy, 
ape-like master was a sheer inspira­
tion—Simon Legree. Few fictional 
names hold such sinster suggestion.

Harriett elaborated the picture. 
The example of Christian stead­
fastness set by Uncle Tom In his 
agony touched even the savage 
hearts of Sambo and Quimbo.

They wept convulsively, 
and Henry cried out, “Oh, mammal 
Slavery is the most cruel thing in the 
world!” 1.

Britain's initiative in rushipg a 

well-equipped expeditionary force to 
Greeae, coupled with the sharp lift 
given Anglo-Allied morale oy Amer­
ica's aid program, has created a situ­
ation that may precipitate the Bal­
kan upheaval which HlUer has been 
trying to avoid so as to concentrate 
on smashing England.

A general conflict in the Balkans 
isn't a certainty—for no man knows 
what the, muddled mess will bring 
forUi—but it definitely Is a possibil­
ity. Should it develop, it would 
greatly change the trend of ü>e wáf.

As a matter of fact even the pos- 
sibibty already has altered the 
course of events. For as Herr Hit­
ler launches his win-or-lose drive 
against the British bles, he finds 
himself compelled to maintain a 
great air force in the eastern thea­
ter.

The fuehrer failed last summer to 
gain control of the air from a com­
paratively small British aerial navy 
and thus permit of his planned in­
vasion. Now, with the Royal Air 
Force strong and taking the initia­
tive, he needs every plane he can 
muster for his offensive against Eng­
land.

In other words the Nazis are 
spread out a bit too thin. I f  th£ 
Balkan show develops into some­
thing big, and Germany finds her­
self at war on two fronts, the ten­
sion whl be greatly eased on Engf  
land, thereby vastly Increasing the 
Anglo-Allied chances of winning the 
war.

Much depends on whether Yugo­
slavia’s decision will, in turn, in­
fluence Turkey's stand. It Is said 
that efforts have been under way to 
strengthen the Balkan pact so as 
to bring Yugoslavia and Turkey into 
the conflict with Greece and Britain.

I suggested a week ago in this 
column that the fighting spirit of 
Yugoslavia was abroad, and that she 
was trying to stall the Nads until 
site could get a line on what Brit­
ain's program of aid was. The bind­
ing of British troops In Greece an 3 
swers one of Yugoslavia’s biggest 
questions. Coincldently America’s 
decision for all-out aid to the Allies 
is said to have strengthened greatly 
the courage of Greece, Turkey and 
Yugoslavia to resist the reich.

There still is one vital point that 
Yugoslavia certainly would want 
cleared up before deciding to defy 
Hitler. That is whether the great 
Greek port and railhead of Salon­
ika is to be defended. This historic 
city is on a hot spot because It is 
likely to be one of the first Nazi 
objectives if they attack Greece.

Should Salonika fall, Yugoslavia 
would be completely surrounded by 
the Axis and would therefore be cut 
off from outside supplies and aid. 
This would render her more or less 
helpless. The indications have been 
that the Greco-Brltish forces do In­
tend to defend this strategic port, 
and this would tend to strengthen 
the hands of those Yugoslavs whd 
are insisting that their country pre­
sent a firm front to Hitler, and 
fight if her independence is threat­
ened. •

OTTAWA, March 17—Twice In 
the area Adolf Hitler’s undersea 
marauders usually Infest, German 
submarines waylaid the convoy with 
Which I recently crossed the north

Tire attacks came in the blackness 
found only at sea—one at five in 
the morning, the other at midnight.

Out in the darkness that eyes 
could not pierce, we knew brave 
ships were going down. In the heavy 
seas, we knew, brave men must be. 
too.

Now that those hours of anxiety 
are behind, with solid ground un­
der foot again, they seem like a 
nightmare.

Torpedoes sent at least four ships 
—maybe six—to the bottom. More 
than 200 seamen were aboard the 
four vessels known to have gone 
down. ...

How many survived? There was no 
way to tell. Ships that escape at­
tacks on convoys must plough on. To 
Stop would be to become a sitting 
bird. The ship I  was on hurried 
away.

Wintry waves closed over the larg­
est of the nearly two score ships in 
the convoy, a massive whaler-factory 
craft with the lines of an overgrown 
bathtub. The others were two freight­
ers and an oil tanker. Two others 
which listed badly w'ere still able to 
make way.

The men of the submarine, or 
submarines which made the first at­
tack may or may not have survived 
the deadly depth charges of our na­
val escorts. I f they did, it seemed 
probably that they would signal a 
German bomber base of our posi­
tions. Sky-raiders never came.

It may have meant that any iron 
cross awards to the U-boat men for 
their night’s work will be posthu­
mous honors.

When the second attack came we 
were on the fringe of the danger 
area. The moment the first torpedo 
let go in the vitals of a freighter 
only a few hundred yards off our 
starboard beam the convoy dispers­
ed. '

FTom there on it was each ship 
for herself.

The first warning the undersea 
terrors had struck were shudders 
which seemed to ripple the steel of 
our ship. They were the concussion 
of torpedoes crushing the four ves­
sels running astern.

They electrified us out of our sleep 
at 5 a. m.

Corps Of Fighters 
To Demoralize And 
Sabotage Enemy

WASHINGTON. March 17 (/P> —  
The army said today that sabotage, 
“destruction and demoralization” 
would be the mission of the highly 
specialized corps of fighters it is 
training for landing behind poten­
tial enemy lines by parachute and 
plane.

The objectives were set forth in a 
routine “new training circular” of 
war department, prescribing rules 
and regulations for these “ task
forces.”

Although their use was suggested 
long ago. the United States army 
did not form a parachute battalion 
until October. 1940, after German 
parachute troops had proved their 
deadly striking power in the con­
quest of the low countries and 
Prance.

The 501st parachute battalion, 
with 500 men now in training at 
Fort Benning, Ga.. is the army’s on­
ly “sky-soldier" unit, but it will pro­
vide the nucleus for other planned 
detachments of air troops.

"Air landing troops.” to support 
the parachutists once they have, 
won a foothold, are also being or­
ganized, equipped and trained to be 
flown to their objective in transport 
planes.

“Both types of troops are intend 
cd primarily for missions that re 
quire dash, aggressive enterprise and 
determination," the army says.

“Such troops would seize, hold 
and exploit important tactical lo­
calities or installations in conjunc 
tion with, or while awaiting the ar­
rival of, other military or naval 
forces.

In The Texas • 
Legislature

AUSTIN, March 17—New hot po­

tatoes for some that had cooled were 
In store for the Texas legislature 
when It resumed deliberative ses­
sions after another long week-end 
In adjournment from Thursday until 
Monday. Trucking Interests appar­
ently had won a 10 year fight for a 
more liberal law when as a closing 
activity the senate voted passage of 
a maximum gross weight limit of 
38.000 pounds.

Back in the house, there are indi­
cations that the new weight will be 
accepted over that bodys’ limit of 
35,000. There la. however, the possi­
bility that new regulations proposed 
by the senate may cause the house 
to balk. In that event, of course, 
the measure will go to conference 
committee to Iron out fairly simple 
differences. The senate proposed 
rather severe penalties. Including 
stiff fines and Jail sentences, for 
continued weight violations. They 
also asked for a limitation of 10 
hours on the working time of truck 
drivers.

Tire surprise move of Governor W. 
Lee O'Daniel in an impassioned and 
dramatic personal appearance be­
fore a joint session to ask for a 
strict law to outlaw strikes and 
lockouts as a defense measure put 
other things into eclipse and pro­
vided the week-end's topic of con­
versation.

O'Danirl In Limelight
Only by counter drama provided 

by a veteran whose forebears led the 
van of Austin’s colony across the 
Sabine, was the house restrained 
from giving the governor's bill im­
mediate passage in the manner he 
had pleaded for without crossing a 
T  or dotting an L Members were 
shouting "Let’s pass It now" and 
they had voted overwhelmingly to 
suspend all rules to give the bill 
clearance. No more than 30 mem­
bers would dare to oppose Immediate 
consideration until Judge S. J. Isaacs 
gained the floor for a personal priv­
ilege plea. The calmly measured 
words of a grizzled oldster who had 
been a cow-country district judge 
when Tom Campbell was governor 
more than 30 years ago, sat the hys­
teria soaked membership back on 
haunches that had been pointed for 
action. A plea in kind by J. E. Win- 
free. who has a son graduating this 
spring at the United States Naval 
academy, finished the work and the 
bill went over until Monday after­
noon before a committee of the 
whole house.

Singular Session
There is manifest sympathy for a 

bill of similar import to that brought 
forward by Governor O'Daniel; There 
may be trimming around the edges, 
however, and the body is not likely 
to follow blindly the governor's plea: 
“ May I  urge you to please pass this 
conservative bill without adding any 
harsh, radical, or unreasonable 
amendments. . . . "  Which is not in­
tended to convey the impression that 
members have any harsher pro­
visions in mind.

It was a singular situation that 
developed. With all of the show­
manship he has ever employed be­
fore the radio microphone, the gov 
emor appeared before the house in 
his surprise visit. The house joined 
in tumultous cheering when he came 
to a peroration in the declaration.
“I  want to announce to the whortr 
wide world today that as governor 
of the great state of Texas, there 
are not going to be any strikes or 
lockouts in the national defense In­
dustries during the time of this 
emergency." When he had conclud 
ed, it was as emotional as the climax 
of a highly successful brush arbor 
camp meeting. Members rushed for­
ward to sign the bill in the same 
spirit that persons convicted of sins 
rush to the mourner's bench. It  was 
anti-climax when an old man who 
had not lost hi&^obriety turned the 
thundering herd as deftly with warm 
words as cowboys have turned stam 
pedes by the art of encirclement.

FDR Tarns Down 100 
Per Cent Parity 
Anti-Strike Bill

WASHINGTON, March 17 (/Pi —  
Congressional farm leaders said to 
day they had failed to convince 
President Roosevelt of the need for 
legislation guaranteeing “ full parity” 
prices for basic agricultural prod­
ucts.

They left a white house confer­
ence admittedly “discouraged" and 
threatening to conduct a drive for 
greatly Increased direct appropri­
ations to insure higher farm prices.

Parity is the prices at which farm 
products would have the same pur­
chasing power in relation to other 
commodities that they had in the 

pcrlod- Senator Bankhead 
(D-Ala), one of those participating 
In the white house conference, said 
that under present conditions this 
would mean 15 3-4 cent cotton, »1.13 
wheat and 82-cent com.

Officials have estimated that al­
most double the present » 212,000,000 
appropriation for parity payments 
would be needed to bring about 
full parity prices.

Yourself A  Loi Of Work

The latest in flowers seems to 
be the aim of too many gardeners. 
So often are these plants o f tran­
sitory nature. What most of us 
want are permanent perennials 
which will thrive for years ln the 
same location without special care. 
Not that these plants should be the 
commonest sort, but rather the 
well-oihosen varieties and species 
which have proved their worth and 
beauty.

One cannot have every variety 
of flower. There are at least 20,000

species of hardy wild plants and 
thousands of varieties of such good 
garden plants as Iris, roses and 
peonies. Some are suitable for spe­
cial locations only and others are 
temperamental and therefore d if­
ficult to establish with any degree 
of success.

The average gardener must make 
his garden work a pleasure and 
it Is for him this article is written. 
The energetic gardener who does 
things the hard way and derives 
his pleasure from an experimental 
garden ln which he strives to grow 
only the most obstinate types of 
flowers, will not be interested.

Many of the better loved plants

are biennials and must be replant­
ed In order to serve their purpose. 
These. plants, such as the Fox­
glove, Sweet William, Canterbury 
Bells and Columbine make seedlings 
which must be reset each year. As 
one gardener expresses It “They 
are a labor of love with accent on 
the labor.”

On the other hand, one can 
plant varieties which will not stay 
within the bounds of their respec­
tive beds. These plants soon crowd 
out those less robust but more de­
sirable. Among this group we find 
the plume-poppy, anchusa, achlllea 
the pearl and many members of 
the mint family.

Aphis, mildew, borers, bugs, rust, 
root rot, mosaic and cut worms 
are among the many pests which 
rob the flower garden of much of 
its pleasure. Everlasting spraying 
and dusting must be practiced, 
otherwise the plants are sickly and 
no bloom appears to satisfy our 
demands. Delphiniums are among 
the most beautiful of all flowers, 
but so much trouble is encounter­
ed that many gardeners have plac­
ed them in the list to discard. Iris 
and lilies are subject to borer and 
mosaic respectively, and are there­
fore disappointing much of the 
time. A vote among nurserymen 
revealed that they chose phlox ln 
preference to iris and delphinium.

No one grower or gardener can 
give a complete list of foolproof 
plants. Trial and error is the only 
method. Of course, one can also 
be guided by the i cperlence of 
others. Plants which do well ln one 
locality might fall in another. Per­
sonal likes and dislikes also play 
a prominent part in the choice. 
However, one must always consider 
the height of the plant, the month 
of the bloom, the color and fra 
grance of the flower, and its value 
as a cut flower.
