Nazi Planes 
Begin Bombing 
Greek Towns

(By The Associated Press) 
German warplanes have already 

begun bombing Greek town» from 
bases In Bulgaria, It was report­
ed today, aa Adolf Hitler massed 
500,000 troops on the frontiers of 
Greece and Turkey and signs 
pointed to an imminent show­
down.
Yugoslav leaders gathered in 

Belgrade amid forecasts that she 
would capitulate quickly to Nazi 
demands that she join the Rome- 
Berlln-Tokyo alliance.

In yielding, Yugoslavia presumably 
would open a new avenue for an 
Expected G e r m a n  Invasion of 
Greece.

Indications that the “zjro hour" 
might be near were seen in these 
factors:

1. The steady southward move­
ment of Nazi troops through Bul­
garia, under way for 10 days, sud­
denly dwindled to a trickle.

2. German staff officers were 
reported to have disappeared from 
Sofia, the Bulgarian capital, and 
headed for field headquarters at 
Plovdiv—40 miles from the Oreek 
border, 80 miles from Turkey.

3. Thousands of German and 
Bulgarian warplanes were placed 
for action, including siren-scream­
ing Nazi bombers exploited with 
terrorizing effect in western Europe 
last spring.

British sources at Istanbul quoted 
a Greek army officer as saying 
German planes had raided the 
town of Dede Agach in Grecian 
Thrace—likely striking-point of a 
German attack.
, Belgrade dispatches said Russia 

had promised Turkey she has noth­
ing to fear from Soviet Red armies 
massed along the Danube, If she 
decides to fight on Greece’s side.

Reports reaching New York said 
Generalissimo Franco of 6 pain had 
rejected flatly as "Inconsistent with 
Spanish honor" a German demand 
that Spain give territorial facilities 
for the flight of Nazi planes to 
Italy's hard-pressed forces in Afri­
ca.

The British naval command an­
nounced a British submarine had 
torpedoed and sunk a heavily- 
laden Italian troOD ship of 9 646 
tons In the Mediterranean area. 
The exact location wasn t given.

Official Oerman comment on the 
United States British-aid bill In­
cluded this declaration In Berlin:

BERLIN, March 12. (/P)—1The of­
ficial German attitude toward the 
United States ald-to-Britain bill, a 
Nazi spokesman said today, may be 
summed up with the words:

“We are not surprised, but are 
prepared for anything."

More solemn than usual, the 
spokesma n dec lared:

“Mr. Roosevelt Is an unpredictable 
man. Let him send one convoy and

The sentence was left hanging. 
"We are determined to torpedo 

everything that approaches Eng­
land,” the spokesman went on nft’ r 
a pause. “We will see. We are 
ready for anything, come what 
may x x x.

“As a matter of fact the law's 
aims have been in operation a long 
time. They (the British) got 50 
destroyers, but the fact remains 
that needed materials have not ar­
rived in desired volume and we will 
see they do not do so hereafter ” 

“ However, the one big fly in the 
American ointment is the fact that 
German^ never will acquiesce to 
any negotiation proposals. Win­
ners do not negotiate. They dic­
tate, and the sooner the hypo- 
rltal American government real­

ties this fact, the better off she 
will be.”
The German radio declared "the 

lease-lend bill was rushed through 
congress merely to make a showing 
of honesty, whereas In reality the 
United States government is intent 
only upon the speediest acquisition 
of a maximum number of British 
possessions."

'"Hie United States will appear to 
help England all she can," the radio 
continued. “But in reality she will 
endeavor to induce Germany to 
agree to a negotiated peace. After 
the signing of such a negotiated 
peace the U. S. A. then hopes to 
take over the inheritance of the re­
mains of the British empire.”

City Bays, New 
Water Meters

Like a housekeeper getting ready 
for a spring palnt-up, clean-up week, 
the city commission at Us meeting 
Tuesday afternoon, began making its 
“must" list on needed equipment.

This consisted of the approval 
of three contracts, two In connec­
tion with the pumping station of the 
water department, one for the pur­
chase of water meters.

To L. H. Sullins. the low bidder, 
was awarded the contract for the 
materials and installation of a drain, 
sink, shower, and other plumbing 
at the pump house meter room. Bid 
of Sullins was $275. Other bidders 
were Davis Plumbing company. 
$284, and Montgomery Ward St Co., 
$485.

For labor and materials to wire the 
same place, the DavU Electric com­
pany was the successful low bidder, 
with $3180, which was $5.01 less 
than Plains Electric.

Approval was given a contract be­
tween the city and Clowe & Cowan, 
Amarillo, for the purchase of Lam­
bert disc meters, made by the Nep­
tune disc meters, at a price of $9.50 
a meter, less $1.25 each on the 
trade-in of old meters.

The contract is for a one-year 
period, beginning March 11, 1941.

Other bidders were the Pittsburgh 
Equitable Meter company of Tulsa, 
and the Well Machinery & Supply 
company of Port Worth.

City Manager Steve Matthews said 
the Lambert meter was the type that 
the water department had found 
to be best adapted for use here, aft­
er a thorough study by the Pampa 
water department.

(jjther delegates to a conference with 
company officials In New Kensing­
ton, Pa., had returned to union 
headquarters, the midnight shift 
walked from the plant. It shut down 
all machines and put them in order 
to avert damage, McKenna said.

A picket line was established out­
side the building, which overlooks 
the Hudson river and the towers of 
Manhattan. At 7 a. m the second 
shift, McKenna declared, failed to 
report to work. The union head said 
nearly 2.000 of the 3,000 employes 
had ceased work and the night shift 
of another 1,000 would follow suit 
at 3 p. m.

The dispute centered over overtime 
pay for men whose 40-hour week 
Includes 8unday work, The union 
said its contract with the company 
required the Increased rate for this 
work: the company denied the claim. 
Negotiations collapsed In Pittsburgh 
yesterday.

OKLAHOMA CITY, March 12 {JP) 

—Oklahoma has endorsed emphatic­
ally a constitutional amendment in 
tended to outlaw state deficits—a 
plan which one congressman pro­
poses to apply to the federal govern­
ment.

Gov. Leon C. Phillips, debt-hat 
Ing conservative who marched Into 
office two years ago pledging econ­
omy for a state saddled with debt, 
saw his program approved In yes 
terday's special election by a two 
to one vote.

Even before the results became 
known. Rep. Wesley Disney <D.- 
Okla.i, predicted Oklahoma's action 
would touch off a nation-wide move­
ment.

The Sooner congressman declared 
he would Introduce an amendment 
to the federal constitution, modeled 
after the Oklahoma plan.

“For unless we head off this orgy 
of spending.’’ said he, “this country 
is headed for trouble that will ad­
versely affect every citizen.”

Phillips said he was not trying to 
play “national politics" although he 
appreciated Disney's suggestion.

“I have advocated for Oklahoma 
he added, “a form of government 
which I think would be good for 
other units of government, both 
larger and smaller."

Product of some of the state’s 
best legal minds—both lay and leg­
islative—the amendment was re­
ferred to the people by the legisla­
ture at a time when the state debt 
had mounted to about $32,000.000 in 
10 years.

It provides that the legislature 
cannot appropriate in excess of the 
average Income for the three pre­
vious fiscal years without first levy­
ing new taxes to pay the bills.

It applies an automatic brake to 
spending. Revenues would be ap­
portioned monthly to each division 
of government. Warrants could not 
be issued for any department In ex­
cess of actual cash on hand.

To prevent drastic reductions in 
operating costs and salaries in slack 
taxpaying periods, Phillips proposes 
to freeze current Income taxes and 
make them available at the first of 
the new fiscal year.

Also approved was an amendment 
setting up a co-ordinating board of 
control for state institutions of 
higher learning, and a referendum 
lifting the present $30 lid on old 
age pensions.

U. S. Thanked 
For Passage 
Of Measure

Prime Minister 
Calls It 'Inspiring 
Act Of Faith'
WASHINGTON, March 12. Ml— 

President Roosevelt sent to con­
gress today a request for a $7,000.-
000.000 appropriation to carry out 
a “ fixed policy of this government 
to make for democracies every 
gun, plane and munition of war 
that we possibly can.”

In a letter to Sneaker Rayburn, 
transmitting detailed estimates of 
the budget director for the $7,- 
060.000,000 expenditure, Mr. Roose­
velt asserted:

“ I strongly urge the immediate 
enaetmrnt of this appropriation."

The chief executive declared that 
America has felt that “it was im­
perative to the security of America 
that we encourage the democra­
cies' heroic resistance to aggres­
sions, by not only maintaining but 
also increasing the flow of mate­
rial assistance from this country.”

LONDON, March 12. (/Pv—Prime 
Minister Churchill formally thank­
ed the United States todav for 
passage of the British aid bill, 
which hr termed a “New Magna 
Carta. . . an inspiring act of faith.” 
With a United States military 

mission In the gallery—he later re­
ceived the Americans In a private 
room—Churchill solemnly read the 
following statement to the house of 
commons:

"The lease and lend bill, as the 
house is aware, became law yester­
day when it received immediately 
the signature of the President 
(cheers.)

“ I am sure the house would wish 
me to express, on their behalf and 
on behalf of the nation, our deep 
and respectful appreciation of this 
monument of generous and far see­
ing statesmanship (loud cheers.)

"The most powerful democracy, 
has, in effect, declared In solemn 
statute that they wiU devote their 
overwhelming industrial and fi­
nancial strength to ensuring the 
defeat of Naziism in order that 
nations, great and small, may live 
in security, tolerance and freedom 
(cheers.)
"By so doing the government and 

the people of the United States 
have, in fact, written a new Magna 
Carta which not only has regard to 
the rights and laws upon which a 
healthy and advancing civilization 
can alone be erected but also pro­
claims by precept and example the 
duty of free men and free nations, 
wherever they may be, to share the 
responsibility and burden of en­
forcing them."

Noisy cheers marked the close of 
Churchill's statement. Although' 
the floor of commons was filled 
there were only eight men in the 
gallery—members of the United 
States army mission here to co­
ordinate American-Brltlsh air plans 
They were In uniforms.

Chain Siore Taxes 
Upheld Al Hearing
__AUSTIN. March 12 UP)—Studying
conflicting claims on a bill to re­
peal the state chain store tax, mem­
bers of the house taxation commit­
tee today awaited a final hearing 
before acting on the proposal.

Opponents presenting their side of 
the story at a second hearing last 
night contended the license was a 
"fair and just" tax and that out-of- 
state chains were the only ones op­
posed to the levy. Previously, advo­
cates charged the law was punitive.

“The big chains are not bearing 
their share of the taxes.” Sam 
Hanna of Dallas, secretary of the 
Texas Wholesale Grocers associa­
tion. declared He said he was speak­
ing for home-owned chains and sin­
gle unit retailers and wholesalers in 
the state.

Reciting figures on sales and prof­
its of five of the larger systems. 
Hanna asked "with such a record 
should Texas be so benevolent as to 
relinquish this tax that Is now being 
collected?" Chain tax payments in 
Texas last year totaled $703,805. he 
said.

“Use shrubs with foliage the year 

around If possible and place tall 
shrubs at or near corners of the 
house and the low ones under 
Windows and at doorsteps. Use 
ttbUaces to shade the west windows; 
place them back three to five feet 
to permit air and light to come 
into the window.

“We should conserve the mois­
ture in the soil around trees and 
shrubs through the long hot and 
Ary summers.” Mrs. A. R. Walberg 
said. “ It is better to soak the ground 
thoroughly than sprinkle lightly 
each day. She stated in cultivating 
trees and shrubs it is better to use 
a spading fork than a hoe and to 
loosen the soil to the depth of six 
inches*, a  two-inch mulching of 
Well-rotted fertilizer is best for the 
breeding of plants and keeps the 
MMsture in the soil. A good spray 
for bisects on our plants is one 
*bnce arsenic of lead and two gal­
lons of water; add one ounce of 
lime to make It stick to the leaves.”

A short time later, he said, 
Hooper told him If he could come 
to Hooper’s law-office he could help 
find the witness. Lee said he went 
to the office and i*w Hooper and 
another man. He pointed out Rene 
Allred as the latter.

Hooper, Lee testified, told him 
the name of the witness should be 
Russell Berry, and Lee said he called 
the late Lee O. Allen, then sheriff 
and obtained permission to change 
the name of the subpoena. Hooper 
then directed him to take the 
subpoena to a hotel room.

He went to the room and a man 
with lather on his face informed 
him he was Russell Berry and ac­
cepted the subpoena. Lee said.

First of a Series

In these critical days, when every 
mind is heavy with worry about 
the future, many seek an “escape” 
in books, hobbies, or other pleasures. 
One of the better ways to shelve 
thè dally worries Is to create and 
tend a flower garden, a peaceful 
haven for your evenings and week­
ends.

As a testimonial to the tonic 
value of a gardening hobby, over 
in beleaguered England the gov­
ernment recently asked its people 
to continue tending their flower 
gardens for the relaxation from 
war jitters this gives them, rather 
than digging up their plots to plant 
cabbages.

In planning a garden, the soil, 
o f course, should first be studied 
carefully. Tire color and character 
of soil varies with locai conditions. 
Soil which has resulted from the 
disintegration of limestone is an 
alkaline clay type—very fine grain­
ed. and conscquenUy heavy and 
water retentive. This must be brok­
en up witli humus and sand.
. Sandy soil—disintegrated gran­
ite or sandstone—is apt to be more 
or less acid, suitable for rhododen­
drons and other acid soil plants. 
Since water passes too rapidly 
through sandy soil, humus should 
be added to help it retain mois­
ture.

Color of the soil does not nec­
essarily determine its quality. Dark 
soils may have acquired their color 
from the rock foundation instead of 
from the essential humus. Iron 
compounds produce yellow, red, blue 
and often a gray scili, while humus 
produces brown to black colored 
type.

A *  St
You should make the most of the 

soil you happen to have. Be sure to

remove any stones, roots, stumps, 
builder's rubbish and other such 
undesirable material that may be 
upon or in the top level» Deep 
ci-'tivation is necessary only if 
di alnage is needed pr if liardpan 
occurs in the sub-soil. Since hard- 
pan prevents downward passage of 
water as well as upward passage 
of moisture from the lower level, 
liardpan must be broken up and 
sand added. Never plow or cultivate 
when the soil Is too wet or too dry, 
since this will make the* soil lumpy.

Maintaining humus content of the 
soil is all-important. Humus im­
proves the structure and character 
Of the soil, increases Us water hold­
ing capacity, readily absorbs the 
sun’s rays, stimulates plant growth 
by freeing essential elements, pre­
vents the leaching of soluble plant 
foods, and promotes bacterial action.

Mineral fertilizers need humus to 
be effective as plant food. Used to­
gether they increase crops from one- 
fifth to one-third more than when 
double the amount of mineral fer­
tilizer is used.

Manure and peat moss are the 
best known and most widely used 
forms of humus. Good manure, 
however, is difficult to obtain. Most 
peat moss is of bog origin and, like 
manure, is very low in food value, 
containing about 1 per cent of 
nitrogen and but a trace of phos­
phorus and potash.

Leaf mold is an excellent source 
of humus, highly retentive of mois­
ture, but it varies somewhat In Its 
reaction upon the soil. Oak leaf 
and pine needle mold react defi­
nitely add. Most other leaf molds

react slightly acid or entirely neu­
tral.

*  ★  ★
Tire compost pile answers the 

humus problem for the city gard­
ener. Made up of various kinds of 
quickly decaying vegetable matter 
—sod. grass clipping*, weeds, leaves 
and garbage—mixed with soli, kept 
moist, and with some commercial 
fertilized added to speed decom­
position and add needed nutrients, 
it forms an excellent humus. Alter­
nate layers of soil and vegetable 
matter are placed on a basic layer 
of sod or some coarse material, and 
the pile Is turned each month, re­
stacked so that the outside parts 
are placed in the center of the 
new pile.

“Adding a green manure”—1. e.. 
plowing under certain legumes, such 
as soybeans, alfalfa, the clovers and 
the vetches—will frequently add

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Girl Scouting Is Defense
There seems- to be t  good deal of confusion these 

days as to Just what constitutes national defense. The 
celebration on March 12 of the twenty-ninth birthday 
o f Girl Scouting in this country is a timely reminder 
that national defense begins with the nation’s youth.

The good work done in the past year by the Pampa 
Girl Scouts shows what can be done to train girls for 
motherhood and citizenship. As for what should be 
done next, we can iook at Great Britain where the 
Scout movement has flourished. Apparently a nation 
which has a large body of young people trained to 
think for themselves and to accept the responsibilities 
as well as the privileges of citizenship is a nation 
which cant be easily overthrown.

Dictators recognize the value of youth organtza 
tlons. They take them over or abolish them if they 
cant bend them to their wills. It would seem the 
part of national wisdom to support such organiza­
tions and strengthen them while there is still time.

Many national defense plans are for young people 
more than eighteen years old. When girls from seven 
to eighteen ask "What can we do to help?’’, the answer 
should be easy: "You can Join the Girl Scouts. They 
show you plenty to do and you'll have fun doing it.'

Parents know that future citizens and mothers of 
citizens need the sort of practical democratic experi­
ence offered by the Pampa Girl Scout troops. Any 
defense plans should certainly Include giving more 
girls a chance to share this valuable training at once.

America needs more 
like you!

Why Democracies Crumble
Government, under strict democracy, doesn't com­

pete with its citizens in business and doesn’t receive 
an income, except through taxation. If the people 
wish to weaken democracy by permitting gqvemment 
to banish freedom of enterprise, they, are entitled to 
do so.

The fact that democracy Is so flexible enables any 
person in the land to advocate policies which, when 
adopted, curb the rights of citizens, thus causing the 
democratic way to become more and more remote. 
Strange as it may seem, the very people whose liber­
ties and opportunities are thus destroyed, often sup­
port such policies. Because no man can definitely say 
Just how far democracy can be submerged by govern­
ment before it is In the clutches of socialism, the 
people accept restrictive measures, figuring that it is 
safe to do so as long as democracy remains in form 
even though in reality it doesn't exist as it was origin­
ally Intended.

When a people forget how democracy was bom, and 
Ignore the principles that keep it alive, it is hard to 
see what will stop the growth of a bureaucratic sys­
tem which will destroy it. Democracy is non-existent 
when socialism gets the upper hand, and the indivi­
dual’s vote becomes more of a formality than a for­
midable weapon to reckon with.

Behind The News

WASHINGTON, March 12.—If I said that the army 

encourages slang, I'd probably have the army right on 
my neck. Officially, it doesn't even recognize slang 
as fit conversation.

I'd hate to think what would happen to a young 
trainee, introducing his mother to his sergeant with, 
"Mom, meet the top kick.” Or what would happen 
to some rookie who saluted his second lieutenant 
with, "Hl'ya, Shavetail."

Nevertheless, if you go prodding around—off-the- 
record, strictly—you may discover that among the 
men who bawl out orders are quite a few who think 
that army slang is a pretty fair thing. Why? Because 
slang is the off-duty conversation of the initiated. 
Let’s go back to the high school or college fraternity 
or sorority. There are words, winks and hand-clasps 
that mean something. Those on the inside have 
something on those on the outside. The former be­
long; the latter don't.

Consequently, those who are wise in the army and 
navy, do not discourage slang. It's the language of 
the service—almost foreign—and a rookie is proud 
when ha masters its A-B-C's. In other words, slang 
that the outsider and newcomer do not understand 
is a good morale builder. Aside from the fact that 
military forces have no time for teaching perfect 
English, there also is recognition of this importance 
In military slang.
LANGUAGE IN THE MAKING

There is one other angle before we go on. There 
Isn’t a lexicographer who doesn't appreciate that slang 
Is Just part of the growing pains of a living language. 
Almost yesterday, "nuts” meant pecans, walnuts and 
such. Today, “nuts” means also "what are you trying 
to feed me!” Tomorrow, pecans, walnuts and such 
Buy have to be referred to only by their right names, 
as "nuts” may mean only "Don't try to give me that 
apple-sauce. Brother." See what I mean?

Soosequently. you cant get even a half-way good 
philologist to testify that the arm is wrong In closing 
at least one ear to military slang.

To give you a round-up of what Is going on in the 
way of slang in many army and navy and air force 
camps today is too large an order for this limited 
space, but maybe I can give you a hint—«  clue to 
what auy be some of the common conversation ot to-

For instance, a man who falls to qualify on the 
rifle range today is a bolo. Within a few years, a 
halo may be a much better slang word than "dud” 
(which only became a  personal term during the World 
war) or "heel." a  "Jawbone" is a gent who can qualify 

on the firing range but not in competition.
I military kitchen is always a "slus

MEASURING WAGES
A critical reader thinks that he has me em­

barrassed when he writes that I desire to see a 
return to the old system wherein there is an
open labor market, so to speak, where I  could 
pick and choose, hire and fire as I  see fit, and pay 
no more than the rate that competition based on 
availability of labor supply and willingness of the 
laborer, who's out of job, to accept as his re­
muneration.

I  plead guilty to the charge. I  contend and 
can give column after column of statistics to 
prove that wages so determined result in the 
highest possible wage for all workers. Wages 
put on this basis result in full employment, no 
wars, no tariffs, no prorates, no one idle who 
wants to work, production twice what it is, real 
wages twice what they are.

The rule of so selecting help is a mathematical 
rule that permits the worker also to be free to 
seek the highest market in the world for his 
services. It gives him the greatest possible choice 
of employers, the greatest possible chance to learn 
and advance. It gives the worker his self-respect, 
his honor, his self-esteem, his regard for the rights 
of other people. So it not only benefits him ma­
terially but greatly benefits him spiritually. When 
the worker comes to believe that he has a right 
to receive more than another for the same serv­
ice, then he comes to believe that he is better 
than another man. Then he comes to believe 
that he does not need to regard another man aa 
his brother.

Anyone who criticises this principle will not 
write a rule by which he is willing to determine 
how wages should be arrived at. He will not
answer this question:

If employes are not to be selected on the rule 
or principle of the worker who will do the most 
for the compensation paid, are they to be select­
ed on the rule of the worker who will do the 
least for the compensation paid, or are they to 
be selected by lot, by seniority, by needs of the 
worker, by rotation, by force or intimidation, or 
by what measurable, impersonal, eteral rule or 
principle are they to be selected T

These self-proclaimed friends of the poor who 
tell of the great poverty, o f the unskilled worker 
and thus infer it is the result of competition in 
labor, try to point a finger of scorn at the man 
who advocates a competitive system. They should 
write a better rule or admit frankly and honestly 
that they do not know what they are talking 
about; that they have only been talking to make 
themselves believe they are helpful, kind-hearted 
and noble; and that they have done their neigh­
bor and their brother untold harm. They should 
aboutrface and go to work and try to explain prin 
ciples to make up for the great disservice and 
poverty that they have brought on their fellow- 
man by their demagogic method of trying to cre­
ate class hatred between mem

A ONESIDED VIEW

I  am often accused of taking a one-sided view
on my labor, employe problems.

I  contend that to be one-sided, you must deny 
that there is a universal law, a universal rule. 
An individual can be on either side of a universal 
rule. I f  he is on either side, he is one-sided. If 
he grants to either employer or employe a right 
that he does not grant to the other, then that is 
one-sided. However, if he grants to both equal 
rights to make contracts and to exchange serv­
ices, it is hard to conceive how he could be re­
garded as one-sided. He is adopting a universal 
rule and when a man advocates a universal rule, 
an everlasting principle that favors no one, it is 
not logical to contend that he is one-sided. One­
sided means special privileges. When there are. 
no special privileges, when all are treated equally, 
no matter how little or how much they produce 
and the universal rule is advocated, then certain­
ly a man is not one-sided.

That at least was the belief o f those who wrote 
our Constitution. But some of our amendments 
have discarded the belief there is such a universal 
rule.

WARTHE POWER TO MAKE 

(Chicago Tribune)
An argument that some of the advocates of war 

bill No. 1776 are using is that the powers which 
are granted to the President under the bill are 
powers which, for much the most part, he already 
possesses. It is a pretty poor argument even when 
it is put forward sincerely, because it is a con­
fession that the bill is not needed. Beside, it 
doesn't square with the facts. The President today 
has no authority tb give away the active com­
ponents of the fleei or the air force, and no au­
thority of his own motion to make appropriations 
of new military equipment to foreign nations. The 
use of these powers can and will place this coun­
try actively in the war.

When a grant of power is in question the sim­
plest prudence requires the assumption that the 
powers wiU be exercised to the maximum. That 
is sound as a general principle and particularly 
sound in considering grants of power which may 
well lead the country into the slaughter and eco­
nomic devastation of war. If the country is going 
to undertake these hazards it ought to do so de­
liberately, knowing what is being done. Our form 
of government will be vastly weakened if millions 
of citizens find that they have been betrayed into 
war by public officials who pretended to have no 
such purpose in mind.

HOLLYWOOD. March 12 — T h e  

scene's a little hotel in a Mexican 
border town. It’s the Fourth of 
July, and a group of future Ameri­
can citizens is celebrating—shooting 
off firecrackers and singing “Co­
lumbia, the Gem of the Ocean.’’ with 
tin-pan-piano accompaniment.

One of the group, Charles Boyer, 
goes to the window and hangs out 
two crossed flags, the United States’ 
and Mexico's.

Director Mitchell Leisen looks ov­
er at a dark-haired little man off- 
scene and asks. “Is that right. Er­
nesto?— the Mexican flag on the 
right?" The man nods and they get 
ready for a take.

The little man is Ernesto Romero, 
former vice consul of Mexico at Los 
Angeles, now technical adviser on
Hold Back the Dawn.”
This is Hollywood's first movie 

about the eager mob of foreigners 
who mark time at the southwest 
border for quota numbers that will 
let them legally enter the United 
States. In Ketti Frings' novel, from 
which the Idea was taken, the main 
characters are European refugees, 
but Paramount prefers to omit 
propaganda and is making them 
immigrants from all countries.

Romero thinks It's a good idea 
not to dramatize the refugee angle. 
He has even put a couple of com­
plimentary lines into the script that 
he hopes will make his country feel 
even kinder toward its mob of un­
invited visitors.

Actually Romero Is rated as much 
a good-will adviser as a technical 
one on Mexican matters.

Take that bit about the crossed 
flags, for instance. Before Romero's 
blue pencil went to work, the script 
had Boyer hanging out the Ameri­
can flag by itself. Disrespectful, not 
to say Impossible, counseled Romero. 
Only the American consulate and 
embassy could do that. Boyer must 
put an equally large Mexican flag 
with it, in the place of honor at 
the right.

“A most Important scene that the 
writers wanted is even prohibited 
by the Constitution,” Romero said. 
"It was a church fiesta, carrying a 
statue of a saint through the streets, 
on their way to the church to have 
their marriages blessed. But re­
ligious pro9essions in public are for­
bidden.

"80-0-0, first we put the saint 
safely In the little churhyard of 
the church. Then we show the cou­
ple»—«  gay parade In the street. 
Only when they enter the church 
yard does the parade become a pro­
cession. Then it is all right and the 
government will not complain..

“We have been very careful about 
uniforms, too, and those of police, 
customs, and immigration guards 
will be absolutely correct. I even 
went down there and bought the 
badges off the officials themselves 
—they were very cooperative—for 
the studio to copy.

“You won't see any musical come­
dy clothes in the film, either, be­
cause traditional ‘costumes’ are 
worn only In the Interior of Mexi­
co, not the border regions. Even 
such a small detail as the lace shawl 
Olivia de Havilland wean will be 
right. The Mexican people might be 
offended if she wore a cheap lace, 
possibly a machine-made one from 
another country ."

Corpus Naval 
Air Station 
Dedicated

Bv WILLIAM T. RIVES 
CORPUS CHRISTT, March 12 

(ffl—The nation’s greatest naval 
air tiaining station—a $44.000,000 
project at which cadets will be 
hastened through a streamlined, 
seven-months course of complete 
pilot instruction—was placed in 
commission today.
Within sight of the waters where 

the Union fleet shelled Corpus Chris- 
ti when civil war sundered the na­
tion. secretary Knox solemnly dedi­
cated the station to the defense and 
IndlsolublUty of the United States.

The commandant—Capt. Alva D. 
Berhhard—read his orders, the col­
ors were run up, and watch was set.

The ceremony represented tho 
transition of the station from the 
construction to the operation stage, 
although the giant building program 
Is but 70 per cent complete.

The first group of trainees prob­
ably will enter the station within the 
next two weeks, but the peak, when 
3,600 pilots will be turned out an­
nually, will not be reached until 
the first of next year.

The entire naval complement of 
the station—more than 1,000 enlisted 
men, and 200 officers In service blue 
—members of the House Naval Af­
fairs committee and other congress­
men, and Gov. W. Lee O’Daniel, 
heard Secretary Knox’ address along 
with the other invited guests.

Attendance was restricted, the 
navy said, because roads have not 
been completed and present accom­
modations precluded handling a 
larger crowd.

After the ceremonies, the guests 
were served luncheon—typical en­
listed men’s fare—In one of the mess 
halls.

Secretary Knox, who flew here yes­
terday from New Orleans, declared 
last night at a dinner that the com­
bination of air power, such as will be 
provided here, and sea power would 
keep this nation free.

Nation after nation, he said, had 
fallen to Hitler, and “only for Brit­
ish sea power. Hitler would hold 
sway In London."

The German drive was stopped, 
he said, when it reached the Eng­
lish Channel.

"Then the British air power came 
forward," at odds of 20 to 1, he as­
serted. and the result was “the most 
magnificent demonstration of a na­
tional defense anyone could find 
anywhere.”

“God gave us great advantages 
when he placed an ocean on each 
side of us,” Knox said, and a two- 
ocean navy Is necessary for defense.

"The Monroe doctrine was never 
in greater danger than at this mo­
ment when I speak to you,” he de­
clared. “We must keep this evil 
thing of totalitarism and human 
slavery out pf the western world.

"This x x x  may be done by 
sea power plus air power."

The secretary, following this morn­
ings ceremonies. Inspected the sta­
tion. After a glimpse of it from the 
air yesterday, he said it “ looks like 
a wonderful layout.”

Au­
tomobiles must be seasonably paint­
ed—that is. so they will merge with 
the ensemble and not be startling. 
They must be painted green in the 
spring, golden in the summer, red 
in the autumn and white in the win­
ter. . .  .

The War 
Today

By DEWITT MACKENZIE
Hitler’s great spring orwrtteve 

against the British Isles, by sea and 
by air, and America's lease-lend bill 
which is calculated to help the 
Anglo-Allies to evade disaster in 
this mighty effort and then go on 
to win the war, would seem to have 
got Into action simultaneously.

There has been a sharp Increase 
In German bombing and U-boat 
activity! and Britain believes the 
battle of the Atlantic is under way. 
Over at the other end of Europe the 
Balkans are hanging half over the 
precipice of war.

Coincident with all this there is a 
gathering of the Axis clan on the 
move. Japanese Foreign Minister 
Matsuoka is coming to Europe to 
confer with his German and Italian 
allies, and see for himself how the 
war goes.

That is likely to be a momentous 
conference. There is bound to come 
up the question of whether Japan 
shall enter the war on the side of 
the Axis.

Indications are that Matsuoka will 
be governed by what he finds from 
examination on the ground. Since 
some of the Japanese press takes 
the attitude that Nippon is playing 
an opportunist game, there seems no 
reason why we should blink the 
question.

On that basis It may be assum­
ed that if the Japanese believe Hitler 
has the war In his pocket they will 
play his game. Otherwise they will 
avoid a clash with either America 
or Britain.

Taking it all In all, it looks as 
though the moment of Britain’s su­
preme danger was approaching rap­
idly.

It Is a moment of danger for the 
United States as well. Quite apart 
from other considerations there Is 
always the possibility that the Axis 
will decide to drag us into the war. 
It is wise to recognize that, so the 
shock wont be too great if it comes.

Apropos of the lease-lend bill, 
there came out of London yesterday 
that Britain has on hand enough 
trained personnel to man the entire 
American fleet if it were turned over 
to Britain. This claim was made 
by a high British naval source, who 
said England wanted all the ships 
she could get.

This would mean that Britain has 
sufficient reserves to man 322 naval 
ships of all classes. The figures for 
our personnel aren’t available, but 
they were over 171,000 in 1940, with 
a large reserve.

The London statement sent my 
temperature up a bit, because only 
last week I stated in this column 
that my best Information was Brit­
ain could man a considerable num­
ber of warships Immediately, but 
not another "fifty destroyers such as 
we traded for naval bases. My fig­
ures came, if not from the horse's 
mouth, at least from the nose-bag.

I made the point in connection 
with Britain's desire for more ves­
sels. My reason for Inquiring about 
the reserve was because It was ob­
vious that if Britain couldn't man 
more ships, she might in despera­
tion ask somebody else to do it. And 
it struck me this might be our Uncle 
Sam—a matter of considerable con­
cern to us Yankees.

So yesterday when the new figures 
arrived from London, I tossed them 
Into the noee-bag. Back came the 
equivalent of "horse feathers.” in a 
very Oxford accent I was assured 
that somebody in London was 
dreaming.

■0 D. S. Fliers 
Enlisted In BAF

NEW YORK, March 12 (AP)— 
More than 500 fliers, drawn from 
a growing American reservoir of 
civilian pilots, have enlisted in 
England’s Royal Air force and the 
Royal Canadian Air force since 
mid-July last year.

More than 400 are flying In­
structors in Canada. About 40 are 
ferrying England-bound bombing 
planes across the Atlantic. About 
80 are transferring British-made 
planes from factories to airdromes.

A few have Joined the “Eagle 
Squadron,” the American fighting 
unit.

The full story of the American 
volunteer fliers became available to­
day for the first time as the Clay­
ton Knight committee, established 
last summer to handle applicants, 
sifted through 3,000 applications.

At a half dozen points in the 
United States, applicants are given 
physical and flying tests before 
being sent to Canadian authorities 
for service in the dominion, In 
England, or in ferry work.

The examination points are ad­
jacent to Dallas, Chicago, Los 
Angeles, Kansas City, Oakland and 
New York.

Only one of five applicants has 
proved capable enough for ac­
ceptance. The committee hopes to 
obtain about 600 additional pilots

Districts To 
Be Based On 
Grid Areas

The Texas InterscholasUc league 
basketball setup, after 21 years of 
comrptitlon between large and 
small schools alike, will be changed 
to conform to the football plan 
next season.

Assignments of teams to districts 
4s not yet completer nor has any 
plan of determinating district cham 
pions been specified. Schools with 
enrollment of over 500 will play in 
Class AA. schools with from 200 to 
500 in Class A and schools with less 
than 200 In Class B.

Assumption is that the Class 
AA and A districts will follow 
closely the football setup. That 
would mean that Lubbock, Ama­
rillo, Pampa, Plainvtew and Bor- 
gcr would play for a district title, 
winner meeting the best in the 
Wlclilta Falls area for the bi-dis­
trict title.

things are happening, who ean get 
the news, write it, and tell It.

He imitated the eerie sounds of
I»ndon sirens, described and Imi­
tated the sounds of different types 
of bombs, told what effect they had.

On the latter point, he said per­
sons were seldom killed by bomb 
fragments, but by the force of air 
as the bombs descended and hit, 
describing the effect as similar to 
that of a cyclbne.

Mr. White said concrete was the 
best material for protection from 
bombs, and described the effects of 
a bomb hitting a wooden, brick, and 
concrete structure.

Especially significant was his com­
ment on those persons “who would 
have England postpone the war while 
the government builds deep shelters 
for their safety.” '

He declared that the persons most 
anxious for their safety were the 
ones that civilization could well do 
without, that the persons who count­
ed whether they were rich or poor, 
were the persons who went on and 
did their Jobs, war or no war.

For Fighters Only
However, those who do their jobs, 

have no special resentment for those 
who hide out nearly all day in shel­
ters. Reason for this, he said, was 
that they keep out of the way in this 
manner, of the people who Are do­
ing things.

Mr. White advocated that food be 
sent only to those who were fighting, 
not to those who had quit.

Heart tugging was his revelation 
of the British fighter pilots, young 
chaps of from 18 to 24, who laugh, 
and play at the "15-minute ready.” 
who "can’t think of their average 
estimate of six months to- live,” for 
if they do "it slows them down" and 
they become easy marks for the “Jer­
ries.”

Bravest Men of All
Racked with pathos, also, was his 

description of the 200 British pilots, 
patients in the Hospital of the 200 
Crosses. Every man has been award­
ed a distinguished flying cross. These 
are the men, who without sleep or 
res*, for 300 hours were continuously 
In the air. fighting German planes, 
as the British evacuated Dunkerque. 
They saved England, he said

They could have had leave, If they 
had asked it. but they knew they 
were needed. So they stuck.

Now, they sit In the hospital, stare 
at the floor. Asked if they want to 
fly, they sometimes don't answer, 
other times they say, “I guess I’m 
yellow.” “Yellow." Mr. White said, 
“why these are the bravest men the 
world has seen. None of them will 
ever really live again. Everyone with 
the D. F. C., and believe me they 
don't Just pass those things out— 
you have to earn those.”

In the question and answer session 
that followed his speech, humor was 
injected Into the program when 
someone asked Mr. White what was 
Ireland's attitude toward England.

“Well, the Irish still don’t like the 
English, but stm they don't want to 
see the Germans win. I would say 
that the Irish want to see England 
ALMOST licked,” he answered.

The same salute As that given the 
president, 21 guns, is rated by a 
former president of the United 
States.

3— There are tank formations 
without tanks, machine - gunners 
without guns and riflemen without 
rifle* who are ready to be fitted in­
to operating units as soon as they 
are equipped.
