L. L. Sone of Pam- 
pa and Supt W. A. McIntosh of 
Borger.

H ie district meet this year will 
be held on April 4 and 5 in Pam- 
pa, the board decided. Supt. Per­
kins was named to take a poll of 
member schools to determine wheth­
er one expert Judge would be secur­
ed to Judge literary events or wheth­
er the committee system would be 
continued.

H ie  one-act play contest will be 
held here on April 10.

The action of the executive com­
mittee means that all literary events, 
track and field, basketball, tennis, 
volley ball, golf and one-act play 
contests will be held in Shamrock 
In 1942. The events have been held 
In Pampa for the past nine years or 
since the region was divided into 
four districts.

Co-Discoverer 
Of Insulin 
Still Missing

(By The Associated Pre9n)
MONTREAL. Feb 24.—An inten- 

sive search was underway today for 
a military airplane missing since 
Friday morning with Dr. Sir Fred­
erick Banting, co-discoverer of in­
sulin and one of Canada’s outstand­
ing scientists, aboard as a passenger.

Besides 8!r Frederick, a major in 
the Canadian army, the plane car­
ried a crew of three.

Members of the crew were: Capt. 
Joseph Creighton Mackey, 31, for­
merly a test pilot with the civil 
aeronautics administration in Kan­
sas City; Navigator William Bird of 
Kiddermintster, England; and W il­
liam Snailliam of Bedford, Nova 
Scotia.

Mackey left Kansas City last Sep­
tember for Canada to enter civilian 
service ferrying new bombers to 
England.

An official announcement issued 
here last night described the miss­
ing aircraft only as "a military air­
plane being delivered by a civilian 
organization.”

It  gave no indication of where it 
had taken o ff for its Intended des­
tination but indicated it may have 
come down somewhere in the sea 
along the eastern coast of Canada 
or in some remote section of the 
maritime provinces of Newfound­
land.

H ie  plane had favorable weather 
conditions when last heard from, 
the announcement said, but it did 
not reach its destination nor had 
its radio been heard since Friday 
morning.

Sir Frederick, who devoted much 
of his time in the last two years 
to research in the field of aviation 
medicine, served in the World War 
and was professor of medical re­
search in the University of Toronto 
when he Joined the Canadian army 
medical corps at tire start of the 
current war. He was bom in 1891 
in Alllston, Ontario.

The discovery of the insulin treat­
ment for diabetes was announced in 
1922. Besides Dr. Banting, those 
associated in the work were Dr. 
J. B. MacLeod and Dr. C. H. Best.

The Nobel prize for medicine for 
1923 was awarded Jointly to Dr. 
Banting and Dr. MacLeod. Dr. 
Banting Immediately announced he 
felt that Dr. Best should have been 
included in the award and turned 
over half of his prize money to him.

The Canadian government voted 
Dr. Banting an annuity of 17,500 so 
he could pursue hts research without 
interruption. Subsequently the 
Banting Institute was formed as a 
research foundation.

Dr. Banting was knighted in 1934 
by King Oeorge V.

Britain Warns 
Japs Against 
'Expansion'

(By The A8Bociated Pre*«)
Britain and Turkey, her neutral 

ally, took a stiffer a’ titude in tl.e 
twin crises of the Balkans and the 
Far East today.
Authoritative diplomatic quarters 

In London said Britain has served 
notice on Japan that Japanese ex­
pansion southward "enhanced dan­
gers" In the Pacific.

Militarily allied to Britain. Turkey 
declared through her foreign minis­
ter Sukru Saracoglu that she would 
find it impossible "to remain indif­
ferent to foreign activities which 
might occur in her security zone.”

This was an evident reference to 
Hitler's reported intention to send 
Nazi troops through Bulgaria for an 
attack on Oreece. Turkey has long 
regarded Bulgaria as part of her 
security zone.

“Turkey will oppose with force 
any and all aggression which might 
be directed against her territorial 
integrity or her independence," 
Saracoglu warned.

Some observers said they believed 
the statement was prompted by Bul­
garia's seeming inclination to in­
terpret her week-old non-aggres­
sion accord with Turkey as an indi­
cation that Turkey was indifferent 
to German troop movements across 
Bulgaria, so long as Turkey's bor­
ders were not violated,

German officers already are estab­
lished in Sofia. Bulgaria's capital, 
and Bulgarian police halted all au­
tomobile traffic yesterday in the 
Sofia district without explanataion as 
police began a nation-wide hunt for 
Bulgarians spreading anti-German 
leaflets.

Tremler Mussolini, in an un­
heralded speech in Rome, ac­
knowledged that British' victories 
in Italian North Africa had de­
stroyed “one entire arrmy" as well 
as the “ fihth air squadron" in 
Libya. But he declared “ rtaly, 
whatever happens, will march to 
the end side by side with Ger­
many." and predicted an eventual 
triumph of Axis arms.
In tills connection he revealed that 

German air and armored detach­
ments now are in Sicily and Libya.

II Duce said that 14,000 officers 
and 396358 men had been stationed 
in Libia to drive toward the Suez 
canal But the British, he said, had 
gotten the Jump on the Italians by 
attacking "five or ten days" before 
the Italians were ready to start 
their own push.

Mussolini also said the Italian 
“ season" was coming in which the 
Greeks in Albania would be dealt 
with. In Athens a few hours later a 
government spokesman said that 
tlie Greeks had captured 1,272 Ital­
ians dtiring the past week, repulsed 
16 Fa'clst counter: tt-arks and shot 
down six Italian planes

The British admiralty announced 
at least seven Italian supply shifts 
had been sunk in the Mediterranean.

Mussolini struck out at the United 
States, too, as a "financial oligarchy 
dominated by Jewry" and derided

Snou) Couers Ground; 
Colder Weather Seen
Part-Time Fire 
Fighters Needed 
By Department

H ie  Pampa fire department needs 
several part-time fire fighters who 
will not be liable to be called under 
tlie selective service law. There are 
two vacancies now and more arc ex­
pected soon.

Tlie part time firemen arc given 
free rooms at tlie fire station and 
are paid $1 for each run and each 
drill, and $2 whenever water is used 
at a fire.

Six part-time firemen on the force 
have been called by the army, volun­
teered for service, or have been trans­
ferred during the past six months. 
Chief Brn White wants to secure a 
dozen or more men to train for use 
in emergencies. Some of them can 
be stationed at the fire station 
from time to time as replacements. 
Others desiring to learn fire fight­
ing can stay at their homes and be 
used in emergencies.

Because of loss of experienced 
men. former firemen who have left 
the station had to be called to as­
sist in the last two large fires.

Men who desire to bp placed on 
Hip wailing list, and receive train­
ing as fire fighters, should contact 
Chief White at the fire station.

Lost to the department during the 
past six months have been Terrell 
Davis, Frank Pemberton, Mcl Dunn 
and D. B "Lefty" Putinton, all in 
the air corps, and Slick McMurry 
and Mutt Pickens who have been 
transferred to other cities.

GIVEN 99 YEARS IN  SLAY ING

FORT WORTH, Feb. 24 (iPl— 
A 99-year prison sentence was 
fixed for Earl T. Brewer. 40. by 
a district court Jury which con­
victed the Fannin county farmer 
of murder in the stabbing of his 
son-in-law, H. Oien Cox.

Bobbing after he heard the 
verdict yesterday. Brewer turned 
to his wife and said: “ I t  looks 
Ilk« a man ain’t got no rights."

Defense Attorney Otis Rogers 
said the verdict would be ap­
pealed.

Cox, 19, was slain at a Fort 
Worth apartment house four 
days after his elopement and 
marriage with Brewer's 14-year- 
old daughter. Virginia Ruth, 
shown above with her father.

The Jury received the case late 
Saturday night and returned a 
verdict early yesterday.

AUSTIN. Feb. 24. (Ah—The two 
youngest members of tlie senate, T. 
C. Chadick. 30. and Marshall Form- 
bv. 29. want to regulate honky- 
tonks and nondescript dance halls.

Jointly they introduced a bill giv­
ing county officials authority to 
license dance spots outside city lim­
its. The measure would level a 1 
a. m. curfew on the dance halls, too. 
Licenses would be renewable every 
90 days and cancellation of unex­
pired permits would be authorized 
when a violation of regulations oc­
curred

Chadick is from Mineóla and 
Formby from McAdoo. about 500 
miles apart. They are now room­
mates.

Chadick formerly served as county 
attorney of Wood county and Form­
by is a one-time Judge of Dlcklns 
county.

Oilers And Brooklyn 
May Sign Agreement

Hie Pampa Oilers and the Brook­
lyn Dodgers may work together in 
1941. Announcement that a tenta­
tive working agreement witli the 
Dodgers lias been readied was re­
vealed today by Harold Miller and 
Hal H. Lucas, co-owners of the Oil­
ers, who conferred at length yester­
day and this morning with Andy 
High, ooach and scyut for the Dod-
giTsT

The agreement, as reached during 
the conferences, has been telegraph­
ed to the Brooklyn office of the 
club and an answer is expected by 
Sunday when the West Texas-New 
Mexico league annual meeting will 
be held in Borger.

Terms of the agreement were not 
revealed but both parties stated that 
Miller and Lucas would retain con­
trol of the team and the franchise 
witli the Dodgers furnishing some 
players.

The club owners will mall con­
tracts to several holdovers this week. 
Announcement of sale of three 
players is scheduled to be revealed 
this week also.

Andy High, coach and scout of 
the Dodgers, is a “ 12-year man” in 
the National league He started 
professional baseball with Memphis, 
Tenn.. in 1919 and three years later 
he was with the Dodgers He spent 
the next 12 years playing third base 
for the Dodgers, the Boston Bees, 
the St. Louts Cardinals, the Cincin­
nati Reds and the Philadelphia 
Phillies. He managed teams in the 
Eastern league until 1937 when he 
rejoined the Dodgers, as coach and 
scout.

“ I hope we can arrange this work­
ing agreement with the Oilers," 
High said today before leaving for 
Big Spring on business. “Records 
show Pampa a real baseball town. 
We want a connection in this lea­
gue."

Banting Plane Located
OTTAWA, Feb. 24 (/T>—Muni­

tions Minister C. I>. Howe an­
nounced in the l.ousc of commons 
today that the plane in which Dr. 
Sir Frederick aRntlng, co-dls- 
civerrr of insulin, had been miss­
ing since Friday, had been located.

Britain bill today with an assertion 
that it would give tlie President 
power “ to create a state of war, 
leaving only to congress the permis­
sion to Say 'ja' witli a formal decla­
ration of war."

La Follette. reading a lengthy ad­
dress. agreed with Senator Clark 
(D.-Idaho), who preceded him on the 
senate floor, that Britain was not 
fighting America's battle and that 
this country should devote its ener­
gies to home defenses.

“This bill means war.” La Fol­
lette declared. "Whatever fine 
trappings it is decked with—it hides 
the skull and bones of death on old 
world battlefields and death on the 
seven seas.''

Asserting that the legislation 
would give the chief executive “ the 
green light of war." La Follette as­
serted that “ if the President in­
vokes tlie full scope of tlie warlike 
and war-provoking authorizations in 
this bill, the American people will 
hold all those who voted for it to 
strict accountability.

"They will not find much distinc­
tion to make between the man who 
pulled the trigger and the men who 
handed him a loaded gun and told 
him to use it as he pleased."

Aid Britain Bill "Declaration 
01 War," Says Idaho Senator

WASHINGTON, Feb. 24 </P>—If 
the senate gives the BritHt aid 
hill "an overwhelming majority,” 
Senator Clark ill.-Idaho) declared 
today, it will be tantamount to “ a 
declaration of war.”
“Don't be alarmed," he added 

with broad sarcasm. “ It won't be 
called that. We call it, I  think, a 
'lease-lend' bill!"

Clark assailed the legislation in 
an addreas prepared for senate de­
livery as the general debate moved 
Into Its seventh day. .

Britain, he asserted, was fighting 
for "commercial supremacy," not de­
mocracy.

“German Nasism, Italian Fascism,

Russian Communism, and British 
Imperialism; there is little to dis­
tinguish them." That was his verdict 
on European ideologies.

Clark viewed the leasc-lend bill 
as an instrument that would enable 
"the president to conduct an unde­
clared war anywhere in the world.

Although declaring that the bill 
"Is war” and that he would vote 
against It for that reason, the Ida­
hoan conceded that It would receive 
senate approval.

MUNICH, Feb. 24 (A P ) (Via Radio— Adolf Hitler 

warned his enemies today that a joint German-Italian 
campaign would be loosed upon them next month and al- 
most in the same breath announced that an a lr e a d y  » v - 
panded U-boat campaign had sunk 90,000 tons of enemy 
warships within the last two days.

He said the destroyed naval craft had been convoying 
supply ships which also were sunk, bring the total destruc­
tion of the Sortie at sea to 215,000 tons.

The new underwater thrust starting next month will em­
ploy “ new types” of submarines, Hitler declared, adding:

“ One thing is sure: Where British ships will appear, 
and where Britain will light us, we will fight them and de­
stroy them.”

The ‘ ‘strongest cooperation” bound Germany and Italy, 
he said, a combination that should not be ridiculed by the 
enemy.

“ They will know shortly, when our new types of subma­
rines are going to be brought into the expanded warfare,” 
he said. “ They will find out in March and April what Ger- 
man-ltalian submarine cooperation will mean to them.”

Hitler, giving thanks that he was 
hale and hearty and able to lead 
the fight, remarked that lie Xeit 
"that spring is in the air."

He spoke for nearly an hour anc. 
a half, progressing from n recital 
of achievements of the national 
Socialist party to an oratorical out­
burst capitulating future war plans.

“Our battles at >ea can only 
begin now. The reason was that 
we wanted to school the new U- 
boat crews for the battle to 
come."
«His address was picked up in 

the United States by NBC and 
CBS short wave monitors, but was 
not rebroadcast in full).

(The Reich leader’s address was 
not available for broadcast in the 
United States. NBC was informed, 
but the network's monitors listen­
ed to it over short wave channels 
and rebroadcast summaries.)

Bit by bit Hitler traced the rise 
of the party he helped to found 
and shouted ‘to his partisans a re­
capitulation of tlie hardships he 
said the party had endured in 
freeing Germany from shackles of 
the Versailles treaty.

Then he told how political leaders 
were forced to convert the post­
war German government from one 
for special Interests into one for 
all the people of the Reich. In this 
respect. Hitler said, the Jews had 
the “greatest responsibility for the 
maintenance of that ill-fated sys­
tem."

Hitler touched on American 
participation in post-war develop­
ments when ho said that "even 
the high sounding promises of 
former President Wilson turned 
out to be so mueh talk."
“Promises made to as by other 

nations were utterly futile and hol­
low," he said.

'God helps those who help 
themselves.' That was the motto 
which we adopted. Ke knew that 
the Versailles treaty could notTbe 
abolished through humility. We 
new that it meant a fight. We 

knew that we had to fight first of 
all for national unity.

T o  sum it up. Germany at that 
time was living under the perpetua­
tion of a system of special privi­
leges. Of course, there were mil­
lions of people who could be called 
excellent material to be used in the 
rehirth and the rebuilding of tire 
German Reich, but, after ail, the 
leadership was in the hands of a 
select few.

“In view of these conditions, what 
I needed was persons of unimpeach­
able character, who believed in the 
future of Germany and who were 
willing to work and to sacrifice.

“And, of course, such workers did 
come to us. . . .

"When I spoke in this hall for 
the first time, 21 years ago, I  faced 
a lot of unknown people. H iey 
sized mo up, laughed at me, and 
scoffed tfit me. But soon I fashioned 
for myseff the only effective 
counter tneans—that is, the elite 
guard and the Schutstaffel troops.
My enemies naturally still kept 
predicting my early demise. Many 
of my followers got ‘cold feet.'
They were afraid, they hesitated, 
and didn’t know what'to do.

But in spite of all this, our 
movement grew. . . . First there 
was scoffing, as I said. Next they 
tried to kill us with silence. Next 
they invented lies, and when td- 
day 1 read the foreign press, it 
reminds me of *>m« of the lies that 
were invented against us at that 
time.

"Finally, came the year 1934, and 
with It a terrific setback. The 
movement almost became extinct 
But as usual with forthright move­
ments, persecution only resulted In 
a further spread o f i t  We at that 
time were the martyrs of the 
movement. To be persecuted, to be 
scoffed a t  and to go to prison, that 
to us was the moat glorious ( 
that could ham happened.

Speaking on the subject of “What’s 
Ahead for Business, Agriculture, and 
Labor." Dr. Ethan Colton, well 
known author and lecturer, will op­
en the 1941 Institute of Interna­
tional Understanding, here negt 
Wednesday evening, February 26, at 
8:00 in the High School auditorium.

During the past 20 years Dr. Col­
ton has made 22 observation tours 
in Europe, especially observing the 
conditions in Soviet Russia, Nazi 
Germany and the troubled Danu- 
bian Valley. He has toured in 43 
countries in connection with his 
service on numerous international 
missions. Two of his books, “The 
XYZ of Communism” and "Four 
Pattern of Revolution" have received 
favorable comments from critics anil 
"have Been 'widely read in America.

Dr. Colton has likewise distin­
guished himself on the lecture plat­
form for his ability to present in an 
informing manner material from his 
foreign studies which are free from 
social theory or propaganda. At the 
outbreak of the war in September 
1939. he was in Europe, returning 
to America late in 1940, after an 
extensive tour of Central Europe.

During the past three years Dr. 
Colton lias addressed over 150 Insti­
tutes of Understanding sponsored by 
the Rotary Club. Officials of the 
local Rotary club announced that 
Dr. Colton will spend all day 
Wednesday in Pampa; speaking' to 
high school students In the morn­
ing, attending the Rotary club 
luncheon at noon and conducting 
the public forum In the evening.

(By The Associated Press)

ANKARA, Turkey, Peb. 34 (AF )— 
lb  what was Interpreted as a 
reference to the expected movement 
of Oermnn troops into Bulgaria, 
Foreign Minister Sukru Smucoglu 
said in a statement published today 
that Turkey would find it im- 
possible "to remain indifferent to 
foreign activities which might oc­
cur in her Security zone."

<Turkey will oppose with force 
any and all aggression which 
might be directed against her ter- 

o ritorial integrity or her indepen­
dence,” Saracoglu added.-

• Turkey always has considered 
Sulgarla to be a part of her own 
security zone but diplomat^ ob­
servers were puzzled over the exact 
interpretation of the words that 
Turkey, a non-belligerent ally of 
Great Britain, would be unable to 
“remain indifferent.”

In Bulgaria, meanwhile, all auto­
mobile traffic in the Sofia district 
was halted by police as they began 
a nationwide hunt for Bulgarians 
spreading anti-German leaflets, one 
of a number of signs interpreted by 
observers as indicating impending 
Nazi troop movements into and 
across the country.

Reports from Hungary said still 
more German soldiers were moving 
across that country into Rumania, 
next door to Bulgaria, whose border 
regions, including the .area along 
the Danube river facing the Ru­
manian shore where Nazi troops are 
massed, were forbidden to foreign­
ers.

Sofia was ordered to be ready 
for a blackout at a moment’s notice, 
beginning Tuesday.

German diplomats presented in 
Sofia the Nazi' motion picture 
depicting Germany’s triumph on 
the western front. Bulgarian Pre­
mier Bogdan Phlloff and members 
of his cabinet attended the show­
ing of the film—which was similar 
to one shown in Norway, the Neth­
erlands and Belgium Just before the 
Germans marched into those coun­
tries.

II Once Sees Axis 

Victory In End
(B y  The Associated Press)

ROME. Feb. 24.—Disclosing of­
ficially that German air and armor­
ed units have arrived in Sicily and 
Libya, Premier Mussolini told the 
Italian people in an unheralded Sun­
day broadcast that although the 
war against Britain might be long, 
the final outcome surely would be
ap. Ax-s v ic t o r y .________
—‘‘That'there will be hard fighting 
is certain,” he declared. "That the 
fighting will be long is also very 
probable. But the final result is 
an^Vxis victory. Britain cannot win 
the war x x x Italy, whatever hap­
pens, will march to the end side by 
side with Germany.’ ’

II Duce scoffed at American fears 
of an Axis invasion, arousing his 
listeners to gales of laughter by 
identifying these fears with the pos­
sibility of an invasion by “ inhabi­
tants of the not well-known but very 
bellicose planet Mars.”

He defended the handling of the 
Libyan campaign, promised a spring 
offensive against the Greeks, and 
assailed the “negligible minority of 
weepers, grumblers and reptiles” 
left from Masonic lodges “which we 
will smash without trouble when 
and as we wish."

"The morale of the Axis people 
is infinitely superior to the morale 
of the English people,” he asserted.

He ridiculed talk of a separate 
peace, calling it “a thing for the 
mentally deficient."

The 45-mlnute address, delivered 
before party leaders in Rome and 
broadcast to the nation, was Musso­
lini’s first since Nov. 18. when he 
gave the Italian story of Britain’s 
damaging raid against Taranto nav­
al base on Nov. 11.

U. S. Minister George H. Earle 
said a washroom argument over the 
British world war marching song 
“Tipperary’’ preceded a champagne 
bottle fight in a Sofia cafe early 
yesterday morning in which he suf­
fered an arm inury and a man 
wnom he identified as a German 
was knocked unconscious.

“The trouble began," Earle ex­
plained at a press conference last 
night, “when the German cornered 
me in a washroom and demanded 
to know why I had given the or­
chestra ten bucks to play Tip­
perary.”

“ I told him that was my busi­
ness. and that Bulgaria was a 
neutral country. He then followed 
meooutside and threw a champagne 
bottle which just missed my head.’’

Of the bottle filing at him, the 
220-pound Earle, former Pennsyl­
vania governor and World War com­
mander of a submarine chaser, 
said:

“I  warded it off and retaliated 
by injuring his (the thrower’s) 
features.”

He said the incident, which oc­
curred in a cafe just around the 
corner from the American Lega­
tion, was “regrettable, but I  saw 
no other course.”

Later he  ̂added:

ented in Washington.

Mrs. Borislavsky said she knew of 
no enemies her husband might have 
had, not any reason he might have 
killed himself. She added that she 
worked as a hospital employe and 
had been supporting him.

She said she gave him a quarter 
when he left home at 5 p. m. (BBT) 
for a walk. Eleven cents were found 
in Bortslavsky’s pocket when he was 
found three and a half hours later.

Dr. Miles said death resulted from 
a bullet which made a clean hole 
througfi the right lens of Barislav- 
sky’s glasses and passed through his 
brain.

Winfred Garrison, associate professor of 
church history of the University of Chicago, in 
the Chicago Round Table discussion on February 
2, said, “And how religious that profane book is, 
too!"

Mr. Smith, another Round Table contributor, 
said ‘Then we are united. This is a great book, 
isn’t it? ”  The next sentence o f Mr. Smith’s was, 
" I  haven't read it.”  His knowledge was only 
hearsay.

Why N ot a Religious Book
To my mind, the only part- that could be con­

strued as a religious book would be the part that 
set forth the misery, suffering and hard lot of mi­
grants. But the reason the book cannot, by the 
wildest stretch of the imagination, be regarded as 
a religious book is that the book is not based on 
any eternal, everlasting principle. The book, in 
reality, infers that the misery and suffering of 
the migrants arc due to private ownership and 
big business. In other words, it gives exactly 
the opposite cause o f the suffering of these mi­
grants. The book cannot be a religious book be­
cause it promotes covetousness, envy and hate, 
which is the antithesis of any true religion.

The author of the book seems to think that the 
migrants would have been better o ff if the or­
chards and the irrigation ditches and the farm  im­
provements had never been made. In other words, 
he seems to think'that the only solution is either 
government ownership o f all resources and all 
property or that we have no property at all; that 
nobody owns anything.

But as Cicero asked two thousand years ago, 
would the worker have been better o ff i f  the “ tab­
ernacle" had never been built?

The inference o f the book was that private cap­
ital caused unemployment, while the truth of the 
matter is that the unemployment is entirely due 
to the Federal Government laws that interfered 
with the accumulation and a free market distribu­
tion of production.

The laws that are causing the trouble of the 
migrants as well as the lowered standard of liv ­
ing of every other worker, arc such laws as the 
Clayton Amendment to the Sherman Anti-Trust 
law; the Income Tax law that stops the accumu­
lation of private capital; the Federal Reserve law 
that permitted banks to pyramid credit, or the 
lack of the Federal Government in policing the 
Federal Reserve law; or the Wagner law that 
raises the price of what the farmer has to buy; 
or the Social Security Law; or the Minimum 
Wage and Maximum Hour law that limits the 
hours a man dare sell his services for and makes 
ft impossible for the slow and the inefficient to 
market his services.

And if the book misguides the people as to the 
:ause of their trouble, then the book certainly is 
not a religious book. Anything that hides the 
truth, or confuses the voters as to the cause of 
poverty is irreligious.

I t  is amazing the kind of reasoning that college 
professors hand out to the public as facts, as this 
program is supposed to be a program o f facts.

W e challenge Mr. Garrison, associate profes­
sor of religion, to write an impersonal, immut­
able, mathematical definition o f religion, by 
which he judges this book to be a religious book

Signor Mussolini's detailed admis­

sion of Italy’s overwhelming defeat 
In Africa is Ukely to be widely in­
terpreted as a tacit warning to hi* 
people that the Fascist forces can­
not be rescued, pending the ultimate 
Axis victory which he predicted.

H Duces speech was a Justifica­
tion of his own military policy be­
fore his people, and a strong plea 
for their confidence. I t  Is difficult 
to escape the feeling that In making 
this effort he has dumped the re­
sponsibility for the Libyan debacle 
onto the already burdened shoulders 
of the great Marshal Oradani.

The world all along has been led 
to believe that Graziani was suffer­
ing from lack of essential supplies 
of all kinds and for want of rein­
forcements, because of the British 
blockade which virtually cut him off 
from home. I t  therefore comes as 
a smashing surprise to hear from 
Mussolini that the Marshal had 
396,000 troops and 14.000 officers— 
more than double the British force, 
in addition to mountainous supplies.

The trouble was, IlDuce explains, 
that the British jumped the gun 
“ five to ten days”  before the Ital­
ians were ready to start their own 
drive. Then "an entire army corps 
—the tenth—was almost completely 
overwhelmed In men and guns,”  and 
“the fifth air squadron was almost 
literally sacrificed."

It  certainly Is given to wonder 
whether a great deal of the huge 
list of fighting material which 
Mussolini detailed as shipped to 
Graziani wasn't sent to the bottom 
of the Mediterranean by British 
guns. Otherwise, Qrazlanl's failure 
is difficult to explain.

An outstanding development of 
the week-end was the British ad­
miralty announcement that 150.000 
square miles of the mid-Mediter­
ranean Is “dangerous to shipping.” 
This Is the usual formula for warn­
ing that a zone has been mined or 
is about to be mined.

One of the most significant 'as­
pects of this to my mind Is that it 
heavily emphasizes that the British 
are maintaining the initiative in the 
Mediterranean, which means they 
have control of this strategic sea.

The area Involved covers the nar­
row waters between Italy and A f­
rica. that Is. not only the-sea lanes 
between Italy and her colonies but 
the east-west British life-line 
through the Mediterranean. The 
purpose not only is to safeguard 
British shipping, but especially to 
Isolate the Axis from the Italian A f­
rican possessions by water.

The strategy of this Is to make a 
major Axis attack on Africa im­
possible. This will leave the British 
free to use their African land forces 
as they see fit. In other words 
they can if  they wish rush an ex­
peditionary force o ff to Greece to 
meet the Nazi threat in the Bal­
kans (and may already have done 
so) without fear that Graziani's 
shattered army will be able to strike

"BECKONING RIDGE," by Emerson 
Waldman (Holt: $2-50).
Emerson Waldman has written 

two novels before "Beckoning Ridge,” 
and both were novels of Mississippi. 
Both were good novels, yet neither 
compared with the one published 
last fall.

Now he has gone on to the hills 
above the Shenandoah Valley in 
Virginia. The time is that of the 
War Between the States, and the 
war is the force that moves the 
story through the four years it 
covers. But the force that moves the 
reader is the love between Martin 
and Lindsey Glendower, and this is 
one of the finest love stories of 
recent years. I t  is fine because It 
Is deep and sincere, and part of Its 
effect comes because Mr. Waldman 
has caught the poetry of the hlU 
speech in a prose that sometimes 
soars, often sings. And another 
part of the effect it due to the 
fact that the story has for contrast 
the sad events o f a catastrophe 
which moved In upon the hill folk 
without their willing it, and de­
stroyed everything, but their spirit, 
and the love of such people as 
Martin and Lindsey

After which lyrical outburst It 
may be as well to say what the 
story Itself concerns. I t  opens with 
Martin and Lindsey (our years mar­
ried. childless, but content in the 
possession of each other. Beckon­
ing Ridge is Just at the point, where 
given one more summer of Martin's 
careful cultivation, it can return 
them the little extra needed to pro­
vide real comfort. Then the war 
comes, and at first neither Martin 
nor Lindsey understands that it 
touches them.

But it does. The war comes with 
no rushing thousands of troops un­
der mighty generals, but with a lit­
tle detachment under a murderous 
captain, down at the Tavern. And 
with raiders like the Shadwells, who 
murder and steal and bum Impar­
tially, today a Union sympathizer, to­
morrow a Confederate. Martin and 
his neighbors become killers with­
out the desire to kill, and partici­
pants without the desire to share. 
Little by little they are forced out 
of their peace, and then out of 
their homes. They come, at last, 
to a hideaway in Glory Hollow, to 
semi-starvation, and to a realign­
ment of their thought as well as 
their acts. And the war ends with 
only the land left—and the love of 
Martin and Lindsey.

Mr. Waldman has, praise be. left 
out the big battles. He is concerned 
only with the ultimate victims of 
war, the small people, and he tells 
their story with utter truth. And 
beautifully.

The position in the Balkans con­
tinues explosive but obscure, with 
all parties feeling their way as they 
maneuver Into position. Indications 
still are that Hitler wants to squeeze 
Greece out of the war without hav­
ing to resort to force, though he is 
prepared for eventualities.

Britain Is cloaking her movements 
In secrecy. I  should say that the 
question of whether she would go 
all-out In sending an expeditionary 
force to Thrace to meet the Qerman 
challenge would depend largely on 
whether Turkey intends to join her 
for combined resistance to the Nazis. 
The Turks are talking fight If their 
security Is threatened, but It would 
be risky to jump to conclusions at 
this juncture.

I f  the British are In process of 
transporting a force to Greece, It 
must become apparent shortly. Then 
we shall see some swift moves by 
both sides to try to gain possession 
of the all-important port of Salon­
ika.

CONFUSED AS TO CAUSE
A reader who will not write an impersonal, 

mathematical rule of how wages should be estab­
lished, bpt constantly proclaims that labor unions 
benefit the workers, writes “ the rolling dollar 
boosts business in spite of labor unions which are 
flourishing alarmingly and the idle dollar oar- 
tails business even in a slave market."

His statements are as logical as to say that the 
rising thermometer causes more heat and a lower­
ing thermometer causes it to become cool.

Rolling dollars are a result of free exchanges 
of services between men. Rolling dollars do not 
cause exchanges. They measure exchanges, just 
az a thermometer measures the temperature, 
and does not cause the change.

No, the Federal Government’s taking dollars 
from one and giving to another, nor labor unions 
raising some wages by reducing others, cannot 
increase the wealth and the business o f the coun­
try. Rolling dollars are a result, not a cause of 
good business and men freely exchanging their 
services.

laboratory in Pasadena. The man­
ager is a John Rathmell, who is 
listed In motion picture records as a 
writer for Independent studios of 
stories such as “Ghost Town Gold,” 
and "Riders of the Whistling Skull.”

As Crosby explained it, the foun­
dation Ls a clearing house for Ideas 
and an agency for putting the good 
Ideas In to the hands of the right 
people. Let’s say you have a scheme 
for a new kind of aerial bomb, but 
lack the resources, facilities, or may­
be the full technical skill to devel­
op it. So you take the plan to the 
Crosby Foundation, where the board 
of experts decides whether It ls 
feasible and of real value. I f  It Is, 
the group is prepared to do what­
ever is necessary to get it Into work­
able form, to bring It to the atten­
tion of army and navy officials, and 
to arrange for manufacture.

There have been some cases in 
which development work has been 
financed. The foundation has a lab­
oratory of sorts, but it also gets a 
good deal of unofficial aid from the 
California Institute of Technology, 
which has facilities for making ev­
erything from a wrist watch to a 
200-inch telescope.

The Crosby researchers are satis­
fied with the obscurity, and the 
president gave two reasons for not 
wanting to say much about whats 
going on—secrecy in the Interests 
of defense, and uneasiness about 
starting a parade of inventors to 
Pasadena. They’ve already got plen­
ty of problems. __

One rule concerning the submis­
sion of Ideas has been born out of 
sopte unhappy experiences of the 
movie studios: unsolicited sugges­
tions or plans received by mail will 
not be examined or even opened. 
I f the picture companies didn’t have 
that policy they'd constantly be de­
fending suits claiming theft of story 
ideas. The only way you could get 
your hypothetical aerial bomb con­
sidered would be to walk Into head­
quarters and tell ’em about It.

Although I ’m not able to describe 
any specific devices for warfare, I  
can mention another phase of pre­
paredness which the foundation has 
done in this area—and that's the 
co-ordination of 25 machine shops 
which Individually weren’t big enough 
to go after government orders.

Only the other day there was 
hullabaloo In the east about break­
ing down some of the big orders Into 
piecework Jobs for small shops which 
have machines and mechanics avail­
able part time. The Crosby outfit 
has been doing that quite awhile, 
providing co-ordlnators and specifi­
cations engineers and inspectors to 
keep track of everything on a pro­
duction line leading through me*

Widely Varying Styles Oi Play Make 
Farce 01 Basketball Scoring Records

Any basketball player who scores 
more than 1500 points during his 
college career Is entitled to all the 
credit he gets, but It docent neces­
sarily follow that he’s a better play­
er than Frank Luisetti.

Unlike a healthy major league 
batting average, a high basketball 
score doesn't mean anything by 
ltoelf. Too many factors must be 
considered.

The tall Italian who starred at 
forward for Stanford In 1938-39 
racked up 1596 points to set what 
has been generally accepted as a 
modern record.

Still throwing plenty of baskets 
for the Los Angeles Olympic club, 
Luisetti set his mark against the 
stiffest kind of opposition. His high 
game was the 50 points he tallied 
against Duquesne.

While LulsetU's 1568-point total 
forms a convenient basis for com­
parison. it’s Impossible to say defi­
nitely what a basketball score should 
be. I t  Isn't a positive thing like the 
time of a 100-yard sprint, or the 
height of a pole vault.

Basketball scoring inevitably va­
ries, not only with the caliber of the 
opposition, but also with the type 
of offense.
18-POINT AVERAGE 
GOOD IN BIG TEN

Gene Englund. center of Wiscon­
sin’s title-contending entry In the 
Big Ten race. Is among the league’s 
leading scorers with an average of 
little better than 13 points a game. 
His chief rival. Joe Stamp! of Chi­
cago, Is running about the same.

Jim Bennett, Cornell's ace who Is 
a contender in the Eastern Inter- 
scholastic league, boasts an average 
of only a little more than 11 points 
in league games. Gus Broberg of 
Dartmouth. Bennett's rival, and the 
league leader last season, has av­
eraged slightly more In fewer games.

But Stutz Modzelewski. leader In 
the New England conference, aver­
ages more than 22 points for Rhode 
Island State. Modzelewski, who tal­
lied 509 points as a sophomore last 
season and who will approach that 
mark this year, looks like a sure 
bet to raise the Luisetti mark con­
siderably.

But Rhode Island employs an at­
tack designed to produce one or two 
sensational scorers. Defense Is sec­
ondary: the Rams use long passes 
and shoot at every chance, with 
three men doing little scoring them­
selves and feeding to Modzelewski 
and the other forward, Bud Conley.
KANSAS FORWARD’S 
SCORING JUMPS

At the other end of the scale is 
Indiana, wlnnef of the national title 
last year and a contender for both 
Big Ten and national honors this 
season. Every man contributes to 
the scoring in a fast-breaking type of 
offense.

Bill Menke leads the Hooslers with 
an average game score of less than 
10 points, and no less than five 
other players have contributed sub­
stantially to the team total.

Back up the scale again, is How­
ard Engleman, top scorer of the Uni­
versity of Kansas and the Big Six. 
Engleman is averaging more than 
1̂  points a game, although last sea­
son, in a different combination, he 
threw in less than six points.

In the south, big George Giamack 
of North Carolina considers it a bad 
night If he gets less than 20 points, 
although he is so nearsighted he 
can’t see the basket unless he’s In 
close. Giamack, who came through 
with 45 points in a recent game 
with Clemson, is expected to top 
LulsetU’s record by the end of the 
season.

John Adams, leader of the south­
west's best outfit, Arkansas, can 
usually be depended on to hit close 
to 20 points.

Don Williams leads Stanfard, lead­
ing contender in the Pacific Coast

conference, with an average of only 
about 13 points a game.

LUBBOCK, Feb. 24-The West­
erners of Lubbock High won their 
third consecutive District Three bas­
ketball championship last Saturday 
night In the Texas Tech gymna­
sium, defeating Morton's Indians.

Mighty Arkansas fondled another 
Southwest conference basketball title 
today leaving only second place 
crumbs In its sweep of the field.

Relieved of the championship 
pressure, Arkansas, probably the 
best team the conference has ever 
known, has two more games with 
Southern Methodist at Dallas this 
week-end to:

1. Smash the team scoring record 
for a season’s play.

2. Give Johnny Adams, flawless 
forward, the opportunity to break 
the Individual scoring record.

3. Olve Adams the opportunity to 
crack the record for the most field 
goals and free throws tossed In a 
single season.

The Porkers need only 43 more 
points to pass the team record of 607 
points set up by Rice titular team 
last year. The Porker average, over 
10 games, has been 56.5 points per 
game.

Adams, with 176 points in 10 
games, needs 35 mote to break the 
210 point mark established by Bay­
lor’s Hub Kirkpatrick in 1938. I f  
Adams maintains his present aver­
age of 17.6 points per game, he will 
Just make it. But S. M. U. is a wor­
risome team and there are doubts 
that he can wangle that many 
points out of the tight Methodist de­
fense.

The lean sniper has 68 field goals 
and 40 free throws to date. Kirk­
patrick also holds those records—  
81 field goals and 48 free throws.

Coach Glen Rose of Arkansas, the 
quiet chap who has won three titles 
and tied for another in his seven 
years of coaching, Is one of the 
multitude who "guesses this Is the 
best Arkansas team in history.”

That covers much territory- Ar­
kansas entered the league in 1924. 
and. starting in 1926, won five con­
secutive titles through 1930. Rose 
played on those '26, Tt, and *28 
teams with Earl Schoonover, Picket! 
and Pickrel—a sensational combina­
tion. The *28 team was unbeaten. 
Rose took over the cage duties In 
1934.

‘Many things combined to make 
this Arkansas team great. Capt. John 
Freiberger. the six foot, eight Inch 
giant who was awkward and average 
last season, was a smooth menace 
this year. Adams, out oi last year's 
campaign with a broken ankle, was 
easily the outstanding individual of 
the race. Guard Howard Hickey, a 
high shooter and stingy defense 
man, improved 50 per cent over last 
season.

Westbrook Pegler, 
lumnist, told a house committee to­
day that the present labor union 
policy of the government “ is to force 
unwilling workers to join labor un­
ions which may and do abuse them 
in many ways."

Pegler testified at a judiciary com­
mittee hearing on labor problems 
raised by the defense program.

He declared that the government 
had “refused to take any steps to 
protect” the “unwilling members" of 
labor unions.

“Elections (In unions) are crooked 
and farclal," Pegler continued. "Ac­
counts are juggled and known crim­
inals and other crooks who never 
have been convicted are maintained 
in office by manipulation and ter­
rorism.”
